TENEMENT BLOWN UP BY

A BLAC

Lives of a Hundred Persons
Endangered Today Because
an Malian Doctor Disre-
garded Lefters Sent fo
Him.

NEW YORK, May 20.—A wealthy
Italian physician’s refusal to comply
with the demands of Black Hand crim-
inals resulted in grave Ganger to the
lives of a hundred persons today when
a bomb exploded in the tenement Jouse
at 316 East 15th street. As it was four
were injured and the other occupants
of the house rushed into the street in
panic while doors and beams which
had been twisted out by the explosion,
tumbled around them. The lower part
of the house was completely wrecked.
None of the vietims was dangerously
hurt with the exception of Tony Lam-
barro, who was crushed by falling tim-
bers and internaily injured.

The explosion occurred when most
of the occupants of the house wcre at
breakfast. Dr. Caccani, who had an
office at the ground floor, of the tene-
ment, told the police that he had re-
ceived a number of threatening letters
of the Black Hand type.

A Cutting Case Last Night—The Criminal
Tried to Borrow Money.

Radiglione Costantano, a 40-year old
Italian, was today charged with as-
saulting and wounding George Merriss—
es, by cutting his head open with a
razor, or knife, last night. The pris-
oner could talk a little English and
managed to say, “Me no cut, no.” He
was remanded to jail, as the magis-
trate said it would be a preliminary
hearing, and, besides, the injured man
was unable to appear in court this
morning. The magistrate further re-
marked that probably Merrisses should
be sent to the hospital if he is so bad-
1y injured, for if complications set in
and anything serious happened through
lack of proper care, the prisoner might
have to face a more serious charge
than he is now to defend.

The assault took place last evening
in A. S. Papageorge’'s fruit store on
Main street. Costantano had been
hanging about the place nearly all the
afternoon, and in the evening he en-
tered the store. Merrisses was leaning
on a show case when Constantano ask-
ed for five dollars. Merrisses said he
did not have that amount, and after
a brief talk Constantano drew a knife
or razor from beneath his coat and
slashed Merrisses across the side of
the head. The assailant then ran to
the street and was lost in the crowd.
The victim of Costantano’s assault fell
to the floor in a semi-conscious state
and blood flowed freely from the
wound. Dr. Pratt was summoned and
dressed the wound. Merrisses was re-
moved to his room in Papageorge’s
apartments over the store. Merrisses
is a Greek, and for a long time work-
ed for Peter Petropolis in the King
street shoe shine parlor.

The police were notified shortly after
the assault and a search was made
for Costantano. John DeAngelis re-
ceived a note about eleven o’clock
from Costantano asking for money,
and he notified the police where they
could find the man they were looking
for. He was located in Douglas Mec-
Fadden’s house on the Millidgeville
Road, and placed under arrest.

Daniel Mullin, K. C., appeared for
the prosecution this morning, and the
case will be taken up when Merrisses
is able to give evidence.

MONCTON'S

FREDERICTON, May 20—A Joint
meeting of the corporations and muni-
cipalities committees, A. R. Slipp in
the chair, was held in the assembly
chamber this morning to take up vari-
ous bills dealing with the City of
Moncton. 'The first bill was that to au-
thorize the City of Moncton to con-
struct or lease a street railway. W. B.
Chandler urged that the bill should’
be passed o that the city might have
some control of the franchise to pro-
vide for the care of the streets, light-
ing, and electric service generally, with
control of rates. The city was now
furnishing electricity on its own ac-
count. He thought no company should
have the exclusive right to own a rall-
way. Other bills were to come before
the committee asking for services, and
he contended that the citizens who
made franchises possible should have
the power of conferring them.

Alderman E. A. Reilly said the dele-
gation was sent by the citizens of
Moncton to ask for this bill. They
claimed it as their right to control this
franchise, a right that was accorded to
almost every municipality in Canada.
This franchise in the future should
bring a revenue to the city. Capital-
ists were prepared to come in and have
the road in operation within one year
from the autumn if conditions were
favorable.

Alderman Jones introduced a com-
mittee from the union of municipali-
ties and A. J. Teed read the following
resolution passed May 19th, by the un-
jon of municipalities in session at
Fredericton.

“To the Hon. the Council and the
Legislative Assembly of the Province
of New Brunswick.

“Whereas at the gnnual convention
of the Union of Muniicpalities of the
Province of New Brunswick the mat-
ter of granting a franchise for a street
railway for the city of Moncton was
brought to the notice of the said union,

“And whereas we are advised that
an application for a charter to con-
struct said railway has been made by
the city of Moncton and that charters
are asked for the same purpose by two
independent companies,

«Pherefore it is resolved that we the
gaid Union in convention asszmbled do
hereby express ourselves mn entire
sympathy and in support of the appli-
cation of the said city of Moncton.

“Further resolved that a delegation
of six members of the Union do at-
tend the committes on corporations
and respectfully impress upon the said
committee our opinion and conviction
on this madtter.

(Signed) “J. 8. MAGEE, Secy.”

Dr. MacRae said he was delegated
to lay the matter before the commit-
tee. Dr. MacRae said . the resolution
fairly stated the opinion of unions of
municipalities throughout Canada. The
old plan was to vest franchises in pri-
vate corporations but there was no
precedent where a municipallty had
failed to get control of franchises
when they applied to the legislature.
Dominion legislaifon recognized this
principle in other provinces. The Union
of Municipalities was not interested in
who got this charter ultimately, but
only in seeing that the power was giv-
o1 to the city. It might be in future
trat the city would want to operate
its own street railway as was most
successfully done by some cities. In its
effcrt to secure this legislation Monc-
ton had the warm support of the re-
presentatives of municipalities
throughout the province.

In answer to Mr. Sweeney, Mr. Chan-
dler after referring to various statues
said be considered the charter of the
old street railway company to be for-
feited. There was some discussion as
to whether the act of 1900 rehabilitated
the rights of the old company, but the
cpinion of gentlemen who spoke was
that it did not-

Mr. Robinson said there were three
points to copsider in this discussion,
the rights of the municipalities, the
rights of the old company and the
rights asked by the Westmorland Pow-
er Co. He thought it would be well to
hear from these different interests.

He did not think it
right to grant a perpetval charter
which might prevent ths town of Shed-
iac giving these franchises to other
companies that might be ready and
willing to go on with such work.

Mr. G. L. Harris, speaking for the
Westmorland Light and Power Co,
enid thesir application did not inter-
fere with the franchise of the city of
Moncton. The cocpany were willing
to deal with the city for any privileges
they required. They did not consider
the Moneton franchise very valuable
but hoped to make their profits from
a line to fhediac, Point du Chene and
Brulee, where they would erect a large

Count Lyof Tolstoy begs that his
20th birthday be not made the cccasion
of a celebration. This wish was made
known in a letter to the secretary of
the committee of arrangements for the
proposed celebration, which met April

In the letter Tolstoy speaks of his

_approaching death, and says that he

would not like that animosity and
strife should break out on his account.
The thought that he may be the cause
of still mdre hatred and rancor in this
world, is a source of great suffering
to him, as the mere preparations for
the celebration had already called out
many manifestations of hatred and
spitefulness. He has received a great
many letters from orthodox Russians
in which he was told what an insult
his celebration would be to them. Most
of all ha was astounded by a -letter
from Princess “E. D. K.,” in which the
feeling of bitter animosity and indig-
nation was especially glaring.

All that remained for the committee
was to obey the will of Tolstoy and
dissolve, but not wishing to-give up
wholly what they had already so far
accomplished they decided to eorgan-
{ze into a league under the name of
Tolstoy, and continue the work of the
propagation of his name and his works

STORY OF A FORGOTTEN DRAMA.

The preparation for the celebration
gave occasion for his friends and ad-
mirers to bring to light many things
which were until now known to a few
only. The most interesting is the story
of a tragic-comedy which Tolstoy
wrote but a few years ago, which he
forgot, and of which the world never
heard. One of Tolstoy’s friends who re-
cently visited him at Yasnaya Poly-
ana says of the matter.

“One evening the conversation turn-
ed upon one of the most interesting'
and ingénious works of Tolstoy, his
play, The Corpse.

“«pDo you know, Lev Nikoleevitch,
one of the guests sald to Tolstoy,
‘that the “Corpse”’ is now really dead
and resting in his grave?

“Tolstoy raised his gray eyes, which
of late look much heavier and, look-
ing through his interlocutor asked:

** “What corpse?”’ ]

« The original of the hero.of your
“COI’DSO."

“ do not remember anything about
it,’ Tolstoy said with a smile and &
shrug of his shoulders after he had
vainly tried for some moments to
bring it.back to memory. |

“iCan vou not even recollect the
story of the play? asked some one
among the guests. . .

¢ It has escaped my memory entire-
ly. What was the subject?’
et vThere was a husband and a wife/’
began the exclted and flustered guest.
‘At first they lived contentedly and
happily;than the husband toek to drink
and the family becams little by little
so impoverished that the husband be-
came an old clo® man and the wife
was saved from dire want by obtaining
a position of the railroad. There she
met a man with whom she fell in
jove; he also became enamored with
her and wished to make her his legal
wife, but the husband was in the way
of their happiness. At last she took
heart and confessed everything to her
husband, who etraightway promised to
arrange matters so that she would be
free to marry the man she loved. Some
time afterward the clothes of the hus-
pand were found on the shore of the
River Moscow, together was a note in
which he asked that no one be blamed
for his death. A short time passed and
the swollen corpse of a man was drag-
ged out of the river. The wife was
summoned and after some hesitation
she identified the body as that of her
husband, and  after she was through
will all formalities she married the
man she loved.

“Meanwhile the husband, who was
still alive and was very proug of his
heroism, used to style himself when in
his cups “the corpse.”

And you must 1ot
for a moment think that I am coyuet-
ting with this failing, but I am very,
very. glad that it escaped my aind to
give place to something else,” added
Tolstoy in a deep, inimitable tone.

Tolstoy now speaks very often of
death, and speaks of it calmly, like a
passenger at a station who is awalit-
ing his train. But even on the thres-
hold of death he still loves life and
its healthy manifestations,

The conversation turned upon litera-
ture, upon writers and the new liter-
ary currents, and Ttolstoy grew more
animated.

“What are they driving at, what are
they. contriving? They are exhaust-
ing themselves in vain efforts. There
are no such people as they portray,
there is no such life. Even the lan-
guage is overdrawn. There are no
such words nor expressions in the
Russian speech. The only exception is
the Officer Kuprin, You will excuse
me for dubbing him ‘Officer Ruprin’—
that s what I always call him. He
does not strain himself and does not
invent, but just as Chekov used to do
he will take a bit of life—say, for in-
stance, as we are now sitting at table
—and will describe it so that the peo-
ple will be vividly portrayed, . thelir
souls will be seén, and life will be re~
presented.” ;

SIMPLE DAILY REGIME.

and sad-

Tolstoy's daily life is simple. In the
morning -the samovdr is.placed upon
the tablé and the membérs of the
family, as well .as the guests of the
house, help themselves to tea or cof-
fee, whichever one may prefer. Tolstoy
has his tea served in his room, "and
about 9 o'clock he comes out for a few
minutes to say & kind  word, after
which- he takes' his usual morning
walk, lasting. from 20 minutes to half
an hour. foaf

After the walk Tolstoy retires to his
workroom, where no one is allowed to
disturb him. These hours are sacred to
the members of his family, and they
enter it only when summoned. Often it
is done dn order to give instructions as
to what replies should be sent to his
numerous correspondents. Tolstoy re-
celves a very large mail. His letters
cceme from friends, acquaintances and
persons wholly unknown to him. They
write him about their life, the twinges
of their conscience, and demand ans-
wers to religious and spiritual doubts;
they ask his advice in marriage, ete.
There are letters from world-renowned
celebrities, scribbled letters from pea-
sants, letters from the soldler bar-
racks, letters from prisons and letters
from schoolboys. Thera are letters
wonderfully beautiful; in fact, not let-
ters but veritable poems. ;

Ope of his. correspondents is an. old
clo’ ‘dealer in Samara. Between the
poor old clo’® man and the greatest
writer of the Russian soil there is one
common point of contact—that is, God,
religion and -how to live up to the
eternal truths. The universally recog-
nized genius Tolstoy of Yasnaya Poly-
ana and the old clo’ man of the Sa-
mara rag market have: the same
theught and are brooding -over the
same problem.

But there is also a flood of other
letters, idle, silly, absurd, nelve and
requests - for money which millions
would pot suffice to satisfy. Sl

| but should not even be faixed up with

the feeling which carriecs in itself the

character of cternity, and which is one
of heartfelt thankfulness in the aeon-
solongness of the imparianee of one's

whole life that one feels before his
approaching death. Besides, every one
has experienced a feeling of weariness
and even & craving for death, and I
for my part felt it many a time, not
after I was freed from temporary,
passing -passions and cravings, but, on
the ¢ontrary, while I was still enslav-
ed by them and could not satify them.
But that is not all; when one suffers
from toothache or with & pain in his
stomach, or with rheumatism, he often
thinks how good it would be to fall
aglesp forever more. But when you are
on the threshold of death life is 80O
full of light and radlance that the fool-
{sh wish to go away from that which
is eternal and wunperishable cannot
even enter one’s mind. No matter If
one has trouble or not, horrible is the
lfe of a man who imagines that the
only light is that which comes through
his window, and the only lfe is that
phrticle which we live in.”

the coming half year will be based
Both sides refuse to make & stdtement
tonight, but as far as oan be learned
the average margin has llen below
30, which would mean undér ths siig.

17.94 per tent.

The Textile Counci] at a meeting tor
night will consider tfe sttuition afid as
range to sign the new agreement,which
ig called for, neither side having gv-
en a necessary six months’ notice that
o, discontinuande is desired.

Business has been done in the clgth
matkst since December, most of ghé
mills running on half and two-thirds
time. The rate of wages paid, however
has been the highest in forty years,
the lacal manufacturerS under the
agreement not cutting wages in March
and April, when the other northern
mills did. The trade situation has
somewhat improved this month and it
is thought more machinery will be in
operation next weelc

It is not known here whether outside
mills swill meet the heavy wage cut
in this eity. They reduced wages ten
per cent, early in the spring ana@ it
is thought that if businéss improve
steadily, they will not find it neces-
sary to order a further reduction.

BiG ROBBERIES
IN POST OFFIGE

Large Sums of Money Stolen
in Winnipeg.

o

Humber of Packages Containiag Con-
sld_mblt’ Amountc Have Mysier-
ivesly. Disappeared,

WINNIPEG, Man., May 14—A ser-
ies of robberies extending over seyeral
months has been. going on in the
Winnipeg post office, and the sum
stolean aggregates a very large amount;
it is believed not less than $12,000. Of-
ficlals refuse to discuss the matter,
and consequently it is impossible to
figure, but the
sum cannot be less than stated.

A number of packages, containing
from $800 to $2,000 have disappeared
as mysteriously within the building as
though they had sunk into the ground,
indicating that the thief is some per-
son w#io has the handling of the money
entrasted to him, and that he is clever
and systematic in his operations.

It is thought to be not improbable
that an organized gang is working
within the postal service, as the rob-
beries have not been confined to the
city office, but have ocourred at sev-
eral points throughout the West when
large sums have been in transit, the
supposition being that a tip was
pessed to a confederate from some
one in close touch with affairs in the
head offices. = So guccessful and dar-
ing has the thief become in the Win-
nipeg office that the Postal Depart-
ment has issued instructions to the
effect that in future registered mail
is to be checked over by the post-
master, his assistant, and the post-of-
flce Inspector’s department.

OTHER POWERS

Must Not Presume on Ger-
many's Concessions

Official Organ Utters Warning Against
Offence to Dignily of the
Fatherland.

LONDON, May 19.—When the Keaser
rattles the sabre the whole world im-
mediately pays attentien. He has
several ways of doing it. Somectimes
it is by sending a semi-private de-
spatch to a foreign ofticial, as in ths
case of the Kruger telegram. Again
it may be an ominous phrase in a
speech on  one of his journays as at
'Tangier on the eve of the Morocco
crisis. His latest method is to use
ibe columns of the newspapers for
the purpose. The Coligne Gazette,
which everybedy recognizes as a
semi-nfficial organ, yestserday devot-
ed the whole of its first page to an
article, warning all and sundry that it
weould be better not to assume that
Germany’'s policy is one of peace at
any price. 1t .is evident throughout
the article that the cause of the wri-
ier's irritation is not connected with
Germany's direct interests, but to such
affairs as the Moroccan and Mace-
denian questions. It is evident that
German dignity has been gravely af-
fronted by ths tendency to ignore
German susceptibilities. The writer
says: ;

“-‘smong German residents abroad
the unanimous opinion prevails that
Germany wishes to keep the peace in
all circumstances, and that other na-
tions: may do as they please because
she will tolerate anything. It is said
that if the sabre is occasionally rat-
cause the notion does not want it, and
that if the sagre is occasionally rat-
tled it is only a theatrical manoeuvre.

The treatmnt of the Morocco ques-
tion and the attitude of Germany on
the Macedonian question are cited as
evidence that Germany is inspired by
the same Ildea as Prussia was 50
years, that the strong gives way cour-
ageously. It would otherwise be im-
possible for one loudly to assure a
foreign sovereign of security and of
his independence (a reference to the
Kaiser’s speech at Tangler), only af-
terward to fold one's arms\and watch
that sovereign robbed of his inde-
pendence piecemeal.

A LIMIT TO CONCESSIONS.

“To maintain peace with honor
sust be the! guiding principle of a
nation as wall as of its diplomacy.
But there is a limit to be reached.
Continual weakness and constant giv-
ing way injure the honor of the Em-
pire, émcourage the arrogance of our
enemies and directly prodnce the peril
which it is desired to avoid. Out in
the world people should wunderstand
that our patience, too, has its limits.
Ouh Fatherland keeps heavily armed,
primarily for defence, but it also car-
ries a sharp sword at its side, the
necessity to draw  which  becomes
more remote the more foreigners are
convinced that we are ready to re-
scrt to that extreme if our honor is
injured.”

The true significance of this kind of
talk .is, of course, spsculative. It is
one of the Kaiser's moves. In the
existing diplomatic situation the com-
mercial world takes it seriously, for
the Gazette's article had a heavy and
derressing influence upon the Berlin
Bourse. Emperor Willlam is angry,
and France and Emgland are warned
to go slow. Whether they will heed
the warning remains to be seen.

PREDICT SETTLEMENT
OF GLEVELAND STRIKE

Conference Begun at Ten
0'clock This Morning

s

All Night Session Brought-No Result—
Extensive  Use of Dynamite
on Tracks.

CLEVELAND, - O, May 20, — Con-
tinuation of the unsettied conditions in
the ‘local street railway strike for at
least twenty-four hours i the result
of an all night meeting of the mem-
bers of the Stat: Board of Arbitration
and the- officials of the Municipal St.
Railway Company together  with the
leaders of the union. The conference
adjourned shortly after three o’clock
this mcrrning without hour for re-as-
sembling. No announcement was made
on beha'f cf either side of theé contro-
versy. After a night narked by the
most violent conditicns since the strike
was inaugurated,  five cays ago the
police and county officers began pre-
parations to protect the so-callgd non-
union crews of cars and  the public
that had the courage tc ride.

Because of the riotious actions of
last night wherein eighteen persons
were injured, some perhaps fatally,
the cars early this morning were but
slimly patronized. Last night brought
with it courage, and as the police force
was strengthened, the pecple began to
use the cars. The majcrity of the vio-
lence, so far in the strike, has been
done during the night hours ‘and con-
sequently it is believed by the authori-
ties that unless sometking is done to
reach a settlement of he dispute, to-
night may witness.a repetition of the
dynamiting outruges. A patrolman
found fully a hundred big dynamite
caps scattered along the car tracks be-
tween Bridge Avenue and West 24th
street at 2 o'clock this merning. The
caps were placed se close together that
they would have completely wrecked
the first car that strick them. Fifteen
minutes later he fouhid a bottle cf ni-
tro glycerine lying in the gutter at
Bridge Avenue and 43rd street.

Although no definite result was an-
nounced at the closc of the conference
between thec members of the State ar-
bitration board and President Dupont
of the Municipal Traction Company,
which continued practicaliy throughout
last night, it {s believed that material
progress was .made towards a - settle-
ment of the strest car strike. The
members of the arbitration board to-
day submit a new proposition to the
officers of the street car union with-a
view to erding the struggle.. President
Dupeont has agreed to waive .every
peint at issue except in .the matter
of seniority, which involves the rein-
statement of all the strikers on their
old runs. This is the one®question that
now stands between peace and a con-
clusion of the strike.

CLEVELAND, O., May 20.—Promin-
ent negotiaters in-the street railway
war predict that the strike will come to
an end before the close of the day.
Mr. Bishop of the State Board of Ar-
bitration met with Vice President Bc-
hner of the International Union and
other members of the strikers execu-

tive committee to confer on the new

proposition drawn up by Harry Tho-"
mas, President of the Labor ‘Council
and President Dupont of the Municipal
Traction Co. This meeting began at
10 o’clock this morning.  Since day-
break no additional acts of violence on
the part of street car xympathizers
has been reported

. GLEVELAND STRIKE
CAUSES CHILD'S DEATH

-

Inexperienced Motorman Runs Over Little
Girl—Mob Tried to Lynch
Conict

CLEVELAND, Ohio, May 19—Riot-
fng became more general and serious
tn the street railway strike late today.
The first death incident to the trouble
cecurred when Yetta Wolkinski, four
years of age, was run over by a car
cperated by an inexperienced motor-
man.

The Wolkinski child was killed by a
Woodland Avenue car, while she was
citempting to cross the street. As soon
as he realized what had cccurred, the
motorman speeded the car several
block ahead, where the police were no-
tified. The conductor left the car and
eought refuge in a nearby drug store.
Scme persons attempted to reach him,
v’hile others tried to catch the fleeing
car and assault the motorman. The
police arrived just in time to save the
ccndutcor, for the mob was yelling
“lynch him, lynch him.”

The little girl's head was severed
from her body. By mistake, two mor-
gue keepers were called and one took
the girl’'s head and the other her body.
The frantic parents of the girl excited-
ly trying to obtain possession of the
severed parts of the body, inflamed
the mob spirit and serious trouble was
narrowly averted by the police.

While the car service was slightly
improved today, the general situation
ayppeared so serious tonight that possi-
bilities of a sgttlement are now re-
warded as remote.

Apparently only one point stands be-
tween the union and President Dupont
of the Traction Company. Mr. Dupont
said today that he would take the
strikers back to work as “new” men,
and that thoss who remained with the
company would be given preference.
Vice President Behener of the union
poeitively declined to waive this point.

The state arbitrators now are en-
desvoring to have this single objec-
tionable point removed.

NEW YORK, May 19—Wiliam H.
Marsh, an aged wealthy man, when
told today that”he undoubtedly would
die within a week of hydrophobia,
calmly turned away with the remark
that he would be ready for the sum-
mons when it came. Without a tremor
he walked down the steps of the Pas-
teur Institute, stepped into his car-
riage ang started for ‘his home in
Brooklyn. :

“You waited too long,” the surgecns
at the institute told him, after they
had made their examination. “Qur
treatment cannot help you. You have
hydrophobia.” :

There was not a falter in his voice,
or a change in the face as he heard
them. The muscles about his mouth
kept twitching and jumping and his
jaws clinched spasmodically, but these
things have been happening ever since
the disease first manifested itself three
days ago.

“How much time do you give me?”
he asked.

“Not - long,” said the physician.
“Probably not more than four or five
days.”

“Well,” he said, “if I have to go, I
can face it. My business is in shape
and a day or two more will see it all
settled. I'd rather die some other way,
but I'm not afraid.”

Mr. Marsh treated the wounds of
Lis pet spaniel which had been bitten
by a strange dog. The spaniel licked
his hand in gratitude and Mr. Marsh
was infected through a small scratch
on one of his firgers. The spaniel died
of hydrophobia.

MAJOR HODGINS MAKES
IMPORTANT ADMISSIONS

Dquiry Continued at Ottawa Yesterday
With the Major on the Stand

OTTAWA, May 19.—The Hodgins’ in-
quiry today Major Hodgins on the
stand made the important announce-
ment that on the section from Superior
Junection 175 miles if all the rock was
classified as solid rock and all the
earth as loose rock, there would be
$400 a mile added to the cost of the
section or a total of $70,000 for the
whole section.

That is not true,
the committee wanted all information
brought out and were determined to
have it.

1. Gilmore, Kelson was charged with
the murder of Charles E. Bushee, a
Somerville, Mass., druggist. The St.
John man confessed and turned State's
evidence against his companions. The
trio pleaded guilty to murder in the
second degree and Judge Sherman
passed sentence.

The murder took place on Sunday
night, January 12th. The druggist was
alone in his store when the trio en-
tered and knocked him down with a
blow on the head from a club. They
then robbed the store of a small

the first arrested. He weakenad and
told of his companions. He said he
made the club and Gilmore wielded it.

Frank White Asks Provincial Clubs to

If
we can improve the present condi-
tions we will have done a good deal
to advance the cause of “amateur”
sport. We believe that affiliation with
the Federation would accomplish this,
but in any case let-us have a full and
free discussion.

The Federation has offered to send
dewn two good men, (Mr. Leslie H.
Boyd, President of the Montreal A. A.
A., and possibly Mr. James A. Tay-
lor have been suggested) to go into
the matter thoroughly.

It depends altogether on the sport-
ing organizations of these previnces
whether such a meeting shall be held
or not. .

These circulars are being sent to all
the prominent clubs in the three pro-
vinces (so far as we know them) ard
if we receive a sufficient number of
favorable replies indicating ihat there
is a desire for such a meeting, we
will inform the officers of the Federa-
tion.

Will you kindly therefore plac2 this
communication before your clib (vnd
also notify any other clubs in your
vicinity that might be interest 1) and
reply to the secretary before viay L&th,
stating how many delegates vou will
send and giving their names. Each
delegate should bear a certificate stat-
ing the club he represents.

KELLY REPENTS,
SAYS ITS ALL TRUE

e s

Alleged Bogus Dstective Talks
of St. John Visit

—

Declares That in Order to Square Himeelf
With Chief Clark He Had to Deny
the Original Interview

—

A few days ago the Globe asked
whether there had been two detectives
by the name of Kelly in St. John look-
ing at the record of W. R. Montgom-
ery. The names given were Robert Kel-
ly and Joseph Kelly. Today the ques-
tion is, were there three of them? The
last to join the list is “Mike” and the
Westchester Independent has a col-
umn and a half of a bar-room inter-
view in which Kelly relates his experi-
ences down here. The references made
by Mike to Chief Clark are more pic-
turesque than true and are omitted
from the extract given below. The
trend of the whole thing seems to be
that the Independent would convey the
impression that Mike Kelly, a fake
detective, came down here and impos-
ed on Chief Clark, that he went back
to New York and talked too much and
that as a result action was taken
against him. Failing this he retracted
all he had said but has now repented
and declared that his original state-
ments were true in every detail.

The last article in the Independent
is as follows:

“Mike” Kelly, fhe poor, weather-
Lieaten Manh:attan process server, who
deceived the police authorities of St.
John, Nava Scotia, several weeks ago,
as told in this paper,representing him-
self as a Central Office detective from
New York, and afterwards boasted of
how he got under the skin of Chief
of Police H. Walker Clarke, of the lat-
ter city, while communing with a
stein of Wwrzburger in a Bronx bar-
room, has been stricken with remorse.

“Mike.” who used to run a pickle
factory in Astoria, of late years has
heen crmployed serving. subpoenas for
cheap East End instalment houses. He
was sent to Nova Scotia to investigate
the record there of W. R. Montgomery,
former president of the Hamilton bank
at the instignation of former Deputy
Attorney General Nathan Vidaver. un-
der two indictments for trying to ex-
tort money from Mr. Montgomery.
Thinking that the Nova Scotia offi-
cials were a bunch of “sleepers” and
would fall for any story he told them.
“Mike” conceived the idea of posing as
one of General Bingham’'s sleuths.
Arming himself with a cheap imitation
police shield worn by stage policemen
and detectives in the Broadway thea-
tres, to use in case he was challenged
to show his authority, the process serv-
er introduced himself to Chief Clarke
at St. John and enlisted his assistance
in unearthing anything that could be
found respecting the activities of the
New York banker when he was the
manager 'of a bank in St. John. After
several days' search of the city, Kelly
departed discouraged and sore over the
fruitlessness of his visit, but aglow
with glee over the success of his mas-
querate as one of General Bingham’s
“finest.”

From St Jokn he went to Sher-
brooke, Middleto::, Halifax and other
cities and towns of the maritime prov-
inces, where he continued his imposi-
tion as a New York detective with
success. On his. return he complained
that althougn he had seen fifty or
sixty business men in the different
cities he visited, all of them testified
to the integrity and high character of
Montgomery and were unable to give
him anything that tould be useful in
impeaching him at the fcrthcoming
trial of Vidaver.

“While touring the provinces, Xelly
wrote home to several of his friends
telling them of the jovial time he was
having as a pseudo New York cop-
per. His friends showed the letters to
several of their acguiintances and
Kelly on his return to the city, sup-
plemented the stories in his missives,
2dding new and interesting experi-
enves to the accounts of his pilgrim-
ag> thirough Nova Scotia, already for-
warded to Netw York

In a Bronx barroom, surrounded by
five of his friends, he interestingly
recounted hetiween beers the narrative
of his vagaries and wanderings about
St. John and the other cities of the
British possessions.

Somehow the, story of Kelly's writ-
ten and oral observations of the chief
of police of St. Jchn and of several
citizens of Sherbrocke, got back there
and caused a stir of indignation In
those places, where Kelly had been
royally entertained on the assumption
that he was a detective.

Feeling. that he had put himself in
tad with his late hosts, Kelly last
week decided to square himself and
v.rote back to Chief Clarke and the
others saying that he had been mis-
qioted, that an enemy of his had
given out the stories, and that it was
Mr. Montgomery and not he who was
responsible for the criticism.

When Kelly was scen yesterday he
said: “Say, old man, what I said in
that cafe about Clarke and those
other chumps up in Nova Scotia, and
in my letters to you, wasn’t for print,
you know. It's all true but I had to
write to Clarke and the rest of the
burch to square myself. T wouldn’t
a minded the newspaper stuff, only
some one chased it back to St. John
and Sherbrooke and made a mess for
me there. If Clarke's an easy mark
and the rest of the crowd a lot of
dopes, it's a fact anybody can find
out. T may have to go back there
some day and they’ll make it hot for
me next time. So let it go at that,
wilk yer?”

in the Central Methodist chureh, in the
city on Moncten, on June 18th., The
previous sessions were held in 1881, 1888
1893 and 1900, the chief officors on these
occasions being respectively levs.
Douglas Chapman, Charles H. Paisley,
Charles Comben and George Steele,
Presidents; and Revs. H. P. Cowper-
thwaite, Thomas Marshall, James
Crisp and George W. Fisher, Secre-
taries. IEven since the last named
date great changes have taken place

|in ‘the perscnell of the conference, fa-

miliar faces will be missed when the
delegates mect next month, and voices
listened to in argument or council will
not again bhe heard. Among the men
whose absence will he most noticeable
wiil be John Read, Job Shenten, Char-
les H. Paisley and William Dobson.
Nthcers who have been in active service.
have been compelled to retire to pri-
vate life. The chair will be taken at
the opening of the conference by the
President, Rev. James Crisp, the secre=-
tary being Rev. M. R. Knight.

The conference is composed of all the
ordained ministers of fthe Church,with
an equal number of laymen, setected
at the appruaching district meetings,
who must be at least twenty-five years
of age and have been for the preced-
ing five years members of the Church.
As there are on the minutes 109 min-
isters, if all should attend who are
eligible, the e¢onference will be a
lengthy one.

In making a forecast of the work
to be engaged in, ministers will meet
on the preceding Tuesday, the 16th,
when the business to be attended to
will be done with closed doors. This
session will deal with questions of
character. The supernumerary relation
examination of candidates and proba-
tioners for the ministry, and any or all
matters. more directly concerning the
pastorate. As the districts have not
vet reported it is not known whether
there will or will not be a shortage of
men as there has been for several years
of late.
