It is impossible to over-value the
stimulating effect which these discov-
eries will have on the general busi-
ness of the Province. This develop-
ment is taking place without costing
the country anything, while the Gov-
ernment has retained the right to -col-
lect a Royalty upon the Oil produced
which will afford a revenue of very
many thousands of dollars in the near
future.

The changes that
are continually taking place in the matter
of geographies, grammars, histories, readers,
arithmetics, copy baoks and all the rest of
it, ‘brings forcibly to mind the antics of a
child in the midst of its playthings. For all

ticed that the little one has a penchant for
discarding one toy and reaching out for an-
other, regardless as to whether the change
is for weal or woe.

LONDON, Feb. 11.—An important
parliamentary paper was issued to-
night, giving the terms of a practieal
alliance between: Great Britain and
Japan for the preservation of China
and Corea.

The paper says that the agreement
may be regarded as an outcome of the
events of the past two years. Through
the Boxer troubles Great Britain and
Japan had been in close and uninter-

GREAT BRITAIN

Was Unele Sam’s Only Friend at
Start of War With Spain.

WASHINGTON, Jan, 11.—In view of
the statements and contradictions,
meore or less official in character, com-
ing from the principal European cap-
itals respecting the attitude’ of ithe
powers individually toward the United
States just preceding the Spanish war,
and after the joint mote presented to
President McKinley on April 7, 1898, -in
the effort to prevent war, the conclu-
sion reached here is that Lord Paunce-
fote’s activity in the direction of in-
tervention has been generally misun-
derstood. It is known that the Aus-
trian minister was untiring in his ef-
forts to befriend Spain. ~ The United
States government has never cherished
the least ill-feeling on that score, real-
izing that the blood ties between Aus-
trian and Spanish reigning houses suf-
ficiently excused such-an.attitude. In
the course of these erforts Mr. Hengel-
muller turned to Lord Pauncefote, as

dean of the corps, and sought to have’

him, as such dean, see wnat measure of
support could be secured for another
and more forcible representation to the
United States as to the undesirability
of war. Lord Pauncefote was confi-
dent- that no such proposition would
carry, but he yields so far to the ap-
plication of the Awustrian minister as
to submit his proposition to the other
representatives of the Européan pow-
ers. The result justified Lord Paunce-
fote’s judgment of the outcome, and it
was probably the inquiries-he made. in
this proceeding, and not any proposi-
tion originating with himself, that, led
to reports from the ministers and am-
bassadors here to the European chan-
cellories.

and fuller ‘information, through ‘his
blacks, than all their hired scouts and
informers. Tke Mr. Shepstone I refer
to is now a magistrate in Vryheid. He
has said, and says, that the war will
be, and can be, ended in that district.
The leaders in the field, and the big-
gest commandoes left unscathed, hail
from the country of the erstwhile New
Republic of Vryheid. . Louis Botha,
Liucan Meyer, Piet Henderson, L. Gro-
balaar and many more, have their

homes and biggest farms in that dis-.

trict. So few troops have entered that
wild region of mountain, valley and
‘bush that the burghers therein have
in hundreds of instances been left un-
disturbed throughout the war. ¥Even
today they plow, sow and reap in their
aforetime crude fashion, and have

_ abundance of rough fare. Thither the

fugitives of the Bethel and Ermela
commandoes betake themselves, and at
any time Louis Botha can there sum-
mon to his aid from one thousand men
and upwards.: It was with about 1,000
such drawn from the kloofs of the
S’lobane mountains, the Slangaples
and Skurweberk, with 600 or 700 from
the N'Gomi bush, that he smote Gough
and attacked Itala.” That his medita-
ted invasion of Natal failed was due
to several causes, as well as to the
checkmate he met at Itala. From
Botha’s diary and papers, recently
captured by Col. Rimington, it will be
seen that he sets down the Boer
losses at Itala and Mount Prospect ait,
I believe, fifty-eight killed and over
sixty wounded.

A distinguished officer has
taken the trouble to write home that
they, or he, buried 168 Boers at Itala.
I would that were true—but—but I
have my doubts—serious doubts. The
figures have been multiplied, and so
has the statement about 500 of the
enemy being wounded. One of the
peculiar hardships I would that I
knew more about was that our men
had only provided themselves with
most insignificant trenches or shelters
but a few inches deep or high, where-
as the enemy had splendid cover. But

the fact that the Dublins ‘and their "

comrades successfully resisted all
the weight of the Boer prolonged and
heavy attack under such adverse con-
ditions makes their stand what it was
—one of the most heroic and brilliant
episodes of the war. And that reminds
me, had the three companies of the
Buffs, who were with Col. Benson at
Brakenlaagte made something of the

A TREACHEROUS LOT.

There was a spectacle to be seen a
few days ago at Elandsfontein, where
I was, that would have helped the
doubting to believe not all the success
was to the Boers. Some 250 odd burgher
prisoners, ragged, unkempt’ men, were
being conveyed by rail to Durban.

They were prisoners of war, en route |
for “beyond the seas.” And ninety of |

them being Cape rebels, were life-
timers.” A more down-in-the-mouth
miserable set of poor wretches it would
be hard to conceive, even in fancy. The
majority, of course, Boer-like, would
have surrendered long ago, but could
not, and deeply regretted the prolon-
gation of the war, and so on. But

we all know that of old. The type is

persistent. A week ago, in one of the
kloofs of the Slangapies three Boers

were  being hunted by a squadron of |

West Australians. The horse of one
‘of the burghers was shot. Afoot the
burgher waited for the first trooper.
When within five paces of him the
Boer levelled his rifie and shot the
Australian through the lungs, bring-
ing him to the ground. Then the brave
(?) enemy dropped his rifle, crying to
the man’s comrades, ‘“I surrender, you
see! You must take me prisoner!”
Could they? Did they make him
-other than the prisoner of death?
Later on the other two Boers were
caught, the third, who tried much the
same sort of villainous trick, being dis-
posed of. I am sorry to say that the
violent storms in this region-have caus-
ed the death of a few of our men. On
Lancaster Hill, at Vryheid, a signal-
man was Kkilled outright, and seven
others were stunned and left uncon-
scious. The same evening one of the
mines protecting the works was blown
up by the electric current, and the
sentry at the observation post hurled
to the ground. Fortunately, he was
not seriously injured. I now know
that the haul in the Vryheid district

{during the pursuit of Louis Botha in-

cluded 20,000 cattle, and many more
sheep. In a little foray, led by Major
Fraser, on the b5th instant, near Kam-
bala Drie, several Boers were killed
and 21 captured, together with 92 sad-
dle horses. Amongst the enemy's
slain was a son of Piet Uys, who ask-
ed} that the body might be delivered
to’him for burial. It was sent out un-
der a white flag on a tonga—a small
Indian ambulance. The Boers receiv-
ed it, an, taking the two mules from
the vehicle, oleared off with the
corpse, leaving the escort to rejoin
Major Fraser as best they could. It is
for you at home, more than for us
here, to put an absolute end . to the
trekking of officers with French ¢hefs,
cooking ranges and much baggage.
Slackness in pursuit of the enemy
should be made unpardonable. It is &
new and bad phase in our military
practice. And as for fighting men, the
more I see of things, the more I re-
gret that Gen. Gatacre, and such men
as he, who refused to be Stellen-

Mr. Quigley acted for witness and Mrs.
Travers at the time of settlement of the
estate, and John L. Carleton for Bishop
Sweeny. Witness denied that Mr. Carleton
had told him in Mr. Quigley’s office that
Bishop Sweeny could not give Mrs. Travers
a deed of the property because $17,000 of the
Reman Catholic people’s money was invest-
ed in it, and never heard the $17,000 men-
tioned until he received the defendant's an-
swep to the bill. Being asked if he did not
go and demand the rents from the tenants
of the property and if that was not the

between the late bishop and Mrs. Travers,
witness said he did not know, but umﬂ
the bishop wanted a division, and that
Travers would be able to give more inform-
ation in regard to fit.

In Bishop Sweeny’s will case Tuesday
morning John L. Carleton, K. C., being
cross-examined by Hon. William Pugsley,
said he did not know how the difference was
arrived at in the two accounts pu. in evi-
dence by Mr. Pugsley in referen.: to the
settlement between the late Bishop and Mrs.
Travers. One, exhibit 5, shows a balance
due the Bisktop of $9,111.13; the other, exhibit
1, shows a balance of $5,811 due the Bishop.
He thought it might be because certain am-
ounts had been thrown out of the atesunt.
His recollection was that'he had made fwo
aceounts up, and then there was one mdde
by Dr. Quigley, which showed there was no
balance due the Bishop. Witness was un-
able to say which of the exhibits, No. 5 or
No. 1, was first made up. Thought No. 1
was a rough or preparatory draft. The in-
terest charged in the accounts was made
up by the witness, aund he notified the
Bishop, and pointed out to him that Mrs.
Travers objected to paying 6 per cent, in-
terest on money the Bishop had obtained at
3% per cent. There was no question of in-
terest prior to building the brick dwelling
at Golden Ball corner in 1865. He was in-
formed there were tenancies on Union and
Charlotte streets and that the Bishop's
mother received the rents. Returning to the
accounts, witness said in exhibit No. 1
interest was charged at the rate of 3% per
cent., in exhibit No. 5 it was 5% or 6 per
cent.. The account was made up by witness
in his office, and it was agreed to be made
at 6 per cent. Dr. Quigley told witness he
had made up an account, but witness never
saw it and refused to be bound by it.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley pointed out that the
interest .charged in cibibit No, 5 was $694.68
per annum, and in exhibit No. 1 i was
$670.42 per annum. ;
