THE RIFLE CONTEST.

On Wednesday last the shooting of the Vol-
unteers for ‘the Prince of Wales Cup, commen-
ced.

| Near St. John, where shelter and seeomodation
eould have been had for any number, and in fact,
where a very large number of the visitors would
have been at their own houses, the danger of
such a stampede would have been. in a great
measure, averted.

Much fault has been found. and apparantly with
good cause,—with the arrangements for obtain-
ing entrance to the building and the race course.
To the former there were but two ticket offices ;
and consequently with the rush of such a day as
Wednesduy, when there wes not less than six or
eight thousand persons on the ground, and with
half-a dozen different sorts of tickets to sell, and
the consequent explanations to applicants, the
two offices wera entively inadequate. So great
was the cowd gathered,uround the two holes in
the wall where the ticket clerks stood, and such
was the crowding, rushing. pulling and hauling,
that none but a reselute and robust person could
safely venture into it tu obtain a ticket. But the
arrangement for single admision was more pro-
voking yet. I do not know it personally. but
have been imformed by many that the doorkeep-
ers refused to admit again on the singlo, ticket
a person who left the building for even srminute.
A new ticket at the cost of twenty five cents was
necessary. This was certainly an’ ucjust and
foolish regulation. Admission to :the race course
was governed by the same rule.- Ifiyou left iy
for five minutes to search for and bring inside a
rilative or friend, for any other cause, a new fif-
teen cent ticket had to be procured for yourself.
