HOW BOOKKEEPING WAS AVOIDED.m
(From the News of Toronto.)

When the Central Railway of New Brunswick was operated by a private company its 
head office was at Norton, Books of account were kept which showed the revenue and 
operating expenses, and also tfie amounts expended for maintenance, In 1904, th fee y ears 
after the New Brunswick Coal & Railway Company was formed, an attempt was made at 

Fredericton to make up from scattered data a ledger covering the financial operations of the 
company for the three years, During this time the fifteen-mile section of thÿ road and its 
branches had been constructed, and in all there had been an expenditure of over $900,000. 
Naturally enough, this ledger is very imperfect. All the accounts together cover only seven 
and a quarter pages of the book. ' ......

In addition to this imperfect and casual ledger a cash book was begun also in 1904, It 
was made up from stubs of chèque books and letters, but was quite as Imperfect and casual 
as the ledger. The members of the Royal Commission, in commenting upon this, say: 
“Outside of these books, strange as the statement may seem, no books of account were 
ever kept by the railway company, or by the Commissioners in connection with the railway, 
although the financial transactions connected with it involved the expenditure of $900,000.” 
Only seven meetings of the company were held from May 10th, 1901, to June 11th, 1902, 

“At an early date," says the report, “there was a complete abandonment of corporate ac­
tion, and an assumption of individual control on the part of a few.”

Mr. Pugsley was one of the most important of these few. He was really the respon­
sible head of the company, If there were no books of account regularly kept, he was to 
blame. The result is the absolute disappearance of $134,000 of Government money. 
“Culpable negligence,” is what the Commissioners call it. That seents a term of exceed­

Ottawa, May 6—In the Senate on 

motion for second reading of a bill 
to give effect to the tariff changes an­
nounced in the budget.

The duties 
on sugar were much lower than those 
In force in tne Conservative days. 
The cost of sugar to the consumer 
was lower than before 1896, in conse­
quence of bounty and tariff enact­
ments of the present government. 
Personally Sir Richard said he would 
like to see sugar, which is a necessi­
ty on the free list.

The bill was given its second read­
ing. •

Senator Davis moved the second 
reading of his bill respecting the in­
corporation of railway companies. 
The bill proposed to do away with the 
Incorporation of railways by parlia­
ment giving the power to the State 
Department on recommendation from 
the railway commlseion. Senator 
Davis said his bill would discourage 
the charter-monger, and save the time 
parliament had been giving to gentle­
men who were after charters not to 
build, but to sell. In nine years par­
liament has granted 116 railway char­
ters outside of those given to the 
three big companies; there was au­
thority to build 37,862 miles, and of 
that only 463 miles had been built 
and that by only 13 companies 
His MU would give the Board control 
of the bond issue to see that it did not 
leak Into someone’s pocket, as he be­
lieved was frequently the case at pre­
sent.

Flushing, N. Y., May 7—The. defence 
had rested its case and the prosecu­
tion was well along in examining wit­
nesses in rebuttal when court adjourn­
ed today in the Halns trial. The re­
buttal fitnesses for the state were 
principally army officers who 
stationed at Forts Hamilton and Han­
cock during June. July and August, 
1908 and met and talked with Captain 
Halns at that time.

He brought out that 
Captain Henry W. Torney. of Fort 
Hancock, who, a few years ago, cap­
tained the football team at West 
Point, had an order signed by Colonel 
Helstand, adjutant-general, of the de­
partment of the east, directing him to 
appear at the trial. Mr. McIntyre en­
deavored to show that other officers 
received the same orders from Colonel 
Helstand and asked Captain Torney 
if he did not know that ill-feeling ex­
isted between the Colonel and the 
Halns family, Captain Torney was not 
permitted to answer, but it was evi­
dent that the defendant’s counsel 
wished to show that there was antag­
onism against Captain Halns in 
tain army circles.

A Liberal Blunder.
In a sense it was a snap vote. But 

that it was a snap vote was purely 
the Liberals’ fault. They had their 
speakers on hand and they preferred 
to letter the matter go to a division 
sooner than allow the speakers on 
whom they principally relied to be 
followed by the principal Conserva­
tive speakers, What does this mean?

THE FAMOUS POSTS, TELEGRAPH 
AND TELEPHONE EMPLOYES’AS­

SOCIATION GOES INTO UNION

Paris, May 6.—The famous P. T. T., 
that is, the Posts. Telegraph and Tele­
phone Employes Association, threw 
down the gage of battle today to the 
Government by transforming Itself In­
to a syndicate, or union, under the law 
of 1884, thus placing the association 
on the same footing with workmen’s 
unions with the right to strike against 
the state employer, as tiie workmen 
have the privilege of doing against 
private employers.

This defiance, which Is nothing 
short of open revolt, came as a sudden 
and sensational sequel of Premier 
Clemenceau's failure today to receive 
a deputation of postal employes, who 
called to present demands for the 
redemption of promises which they 
claim the Government had made when 
the recent strike was declared off.

The Premier was ill and confined to 
his room, but the delegation pretend­
ed to believe that his indisposition 
wan simulated. Their failure to be 
received, hoWever, served as -a pre­
text for springing the surprise they 
had qperetiy prepared, and within an 

the transformation of the asso-

sbdlcatr and the leaders of the move­
ment apparently have no option, but 
to declare a strike the minute the 
government makes a hostile turn. The 
entire country is tremendously excit­
ed by the violent agitation of all 
sorts, to which it has been subjected 
for months and real fears are enter­
tained that a whirlwind will be un­
chained. There are even indlctalons 
in some quarters thatthe royalists and 
other reactionaries are furnishing 
funds to stir up a revolution in the 
hope of eventually Imposing a new re­
gime.

WANT AMERICAN RAILROADS 
ALLOWED GIVE SCHOOL RATES

CUT THROAT 
OF WOMAN; 

SHOT HIMSELFWashington, D. C., May 6.—Parents 
and school children throughout the 
country are Interested in a hearing 
which the Interstate Commerce Com­
mission gave today on an application 
for the modification of a ruling of the 
commission whereby railroads which 
had sold “school commutation” tic­
kets withdrew those tickets from sale. 
No Special Rate for School Children.

The commission had ruled Informal­
ly that special rates could not be given 
to school children, but that the rates 
given children attending schools must 
be tne same as those given to the oth­
er children. It held "that the carrier 
may not Inquire Into the mission, er­
rand or business of the passenger as a 
condition of fixing the transportation 
rate which such passenger shall pay.”

Exception was taken to this ruling. 
The Pennsylvania, the Reading, the 
Erie and many other lines for forty 
or more years had sold to such per­
sons attending public or private 
schools a forty-six trip ticket known 
as & “school ticket,” limited to one 
month. This rule add been limited to 
persons striving to obtain an educa­
tion and who were non-producers.

Railroads withdrew their school tic­
kets from sale. Informal complaints 
reached the commission, 
field, solicitors for the petitioners, 
who are not named, argued In favor 
of the modification of the ruling; so 
that the railroads again may place the 
school tickets on sale. It appears pro­
bable that the plea of the petitioners 
may be granted.

The Australian Model.

“If. then 
compulsory service in time of war is 
rightly regarded by Parliament and 
the people as a necessary condition 
of Australian citizenship, does it not 
logically follow that compulsory train­

)ri To the Editor of The Standard:-—
Sir—I have Just read with - great 

deal of satisfaction the address of 
Hon. Charles E. Oak of Bangor, 
to the Forestry Club of the U. N. B.

That Mr. Oak is a thoroughly prac­
tical and experienced lumberman, can 
easily be gathered from his remarks. 
I have never met Mr. Oak, but what I 
have heard of him confirms, in my 
mind, the fact that he has the ability 
to map Out for young foresters sugges­
tions most helpful along their line of 
study.

In reference to the scaling of logs. 
I think Mr. Oak will agree with me 
that the present system of scaling 
logs in this Province Is crude and 
very inaccurate. Some of these facts 
have recently been brought out by the 
Surveyor General, Hon. Mr. Grimmer, 
but the system for the present day is 
away behind everything honorable 
and fair and should be adjusted at 
once. There should be one standard 
of log scale for the whole Province 
of New/Hrunswlck, controlled entire­
ly from one department, and all stump- 
age collections, and all scales, and all 
purchases, determined from that scale 
to all parties interested. It is contrary 
to all decency and fair dealing to ex­
pect a scaler of logs to make a scale 
for stumpage and a different scale to 
buy or sell by, but that Is just ex­
actly what is being done in many parts 
of this Province.

I would suggest again that large 
areas of timber land should be prop­
erly estimated and mapped out. So 
that it would become an easy matter 
for Mr. Oak to sit In his office and 
pick up the reports from his estima­
tors on certain pieces of timber land 
and know all the conditions, viz.: 
The kind of land in any particular 
treat, down to even the smallest di­

mensions, whether rough or level- 
chance for roads—kind of growth- 
how many logs In a tree of merchan­
table site—how many logs to a thou­
sand feet—how many thousand to the 
acre—how many cords pulp wood to 
the acre—quality—cost of logging— 
and all this information, such as 
would enable the experienced and 
practical lumberman to determine just 
what course to pursue in dealing out 
contracts, or the next season's opera 
tlons. Foresters of this grade would 
arrive at a fair and reasonable de­
termination as to the best method of 
reforesting our country. I agree 
with Mr. Oak that a thinning out is 
necessary In order to obtain a greater 
growth of our spruce—not only a 
greater growth—but to make the trees 
thrifty. Our new growths. If allowed 
to grow in thick clusters, prevent 
the trees being thrifty and become 
covered with brushy limbs from the 
ground up. The greatest enemy to 
our forests is fire; stop the fires, and 
I believe that our forests will increase 
more than is being cut away annually.

Some mention was made a few 
months ago in some of our Provincial 
papers of the great work being done 
by the lumbermen of Wisconsin and 
Minnesota, in piling up the brush 
from their cuttings and burning the 
same, I might say that having spent 

years in these countries that I 
am a little acquainted with the con­
ditions there, as well as here, and 
that what is practical there in respect 
to fires, would not be practical in 
New Brunswick. The conditions are 
almost entirely different. According 
to Mr. Oak we must practice forestry 
in New Brunswick in accordance with 
Its conditions and locations.

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London, May 6.—The dramatic resig­
nation which split the Labor party is 
better understood from the Daily Mail 
summary of events that led up to It. 
To understand the cleavage the fol­
lowing facta must be noted: —

1. The Labor party la constituted 
by the I..L. P. (as the Independent La­
bor party is commonly called) the Fa­
bian society, and the trade unions, 
which are the financial mainstay.

2. The salaried Labor M. P.’a sign 
the pledge of the Labor party.

3. When Mr. Grayson won Colne 
Valley he refused to take that pledge, 
but the I. L. P. resolved to pay his 
salary.

4. He asserted his independence of 
the party repeatedly, notably in last 
year’s “scenes” in the house of com­
mons, when he was removed for insist­
ing on speaking on the unemployed.

5. His action was vigorously con­
demned by Mr. Keir Hardie and Mr. 
Snowden. Mr. Grayson refused to ap­
pear on the same platform with Mr. 
Keir Hardie.

6. The Independent Labor party 
resolved to continue Mr. Grayson’s 
salary only to the end of this parlia­
ment, but (at the Independent Labor 
party conference in Edinburgh) a 
paragraph in the council’s report say­
ing that it was useless to arrange 
meetings for him was “referred back" 
by a majority of 23. It was said that 
the council had been hard on him.

The sequel to this was the resigna­
tion of the administrative council, 
when Keir Hardie, M. P.. Mr. Ram­
say Macdonald. M. P., Mr. Philip Snow­
den, M. P., and Mr. Bruce Glasier, re­
signed in consequence of a disruptive 
and irresponsible movement within 
the party.”

Destructive Bacteria.
Recent observations indicate the 

existence of bacteria and fungi which 
attack the gypsy and brown-tail 
moths, make them sick and gradually 
kill them.

The same committee will examine 
the condition of the Mayes wharf and 
the proposal made by Aid. Belyea that 
eighteen minute trips be made by the 
ferry boat throughout the day.

The Ferry Course
Aid. Wilson believed the ferry cap­

tains were compelled to make the S 
course complained of by Aid. Belyea 
in clearing the Navy Island bar, and 
In reaching their dock in consequence 
of the eddies, and currents, etc., as 
regards the fishermen, he felt they 
had but a short season and were en­
titled to every consideration. He was 
surprised to learn that the captains 
received less pay than the engineers.

Chairman Potts said that It struck 
him, when on the boat a few days 
ago. that the answers to the captain’s 
signals were not as quick as they 
could be.

The new Ferry Committee began its 
labors yesterday morning when Aid. 
Potts mapped out an extensive pro­
gramme in connection with the Ferry 
Department. Among matters discussed 
at the meeting were Increased fares, 
the doing away with the free pass 
system, increased pay for the ferry 
employes, and an increased number of 
trips by the boats.

Management To Be Looked Into.
Aid. Potts, ln opening the meeting 

said there was a petition from the 
ferry employes for an increase of pay, 
but there was no recommendation from 
the Superintendent. He felt there 
should be some statement on the sub­
ject by the Superintendent, showing 
whether or not he apprdved of the re­
quest of the men.

licit of about $10,000 per year, and it
