The stew­
ards served small lots of raw spirits 
occasionally, and some of the men got 
the water breakers out of the boats. 
Of course the water in them was 
frozen solid. The men knockeg the 
staves off the beakers, broke up the 
fresh water Ice and passed it around.

Then one of the aerials—possibly 
Injured by the shock ot the ship striking on the ledges—blew down, and

trom Boston Monday night, and had 
Captain Clark realized what was In 
store for him he would doubtless have 
hesitated about starting out The boat 
left Boston at her usual time and had 
hardly cleared the harbor when she 
encountered a strong northwest gale, 
the wind blowing very nearly fifty 
miles an hour with a tremendous sea 
running. It wis Intensely cold and Ice 
made rapidly, the flying spray freez­
ing as soon as it struck, and the 
steamer was coated with Ice from 
stem to stern when she arrived In 
port about 7.30 o’clock yesterday 
morning, presuting a handsome ap­
pearance as she came up the harbor. 
About midnight a heavy sea struck 
the port side of the steamer with al­
most the force of a torpedo, staving 
In the gangway on the lower deck, rip­
ping the heavy iron shutters from 
their hinges and snapping the six Inch 
oak braces behind them. Tons of wa­
ter followed the break, doing some 
slight damage to the cargo. The 
steamer was obliged to run off before 
the wind for a couple of hours while 
planking was being fastened over the 
open gangway, after which the regu­
lar course was resumed, the balance 
of the passage being covered without 
further damage. It was a wild) night 
and all on board were rejoiced when 
the steamer reached her dock yester­
day morning.

Sir Johnston Forbes-Roberteon, who, 
with his talented American wife, Ger­
trude Elliott, la now engaged In his 
farewell appearances in America, will 
Pass his sixty-first milestone todays 
The actoi^knlght Is a native of Lon­
don, and the eldest son of John For- 
bes-Robertson, of Aberdeen, who was 
a noted journalist and art critic. Af­
ter forty years of the stage, Sir John­
ston has announced his intention of 
retiring at the conclusion of hie pres­
ent engagements.

Sir Johnston and Lady Forbes-Rob- 
ertson are the devoted parents of two 
charming daughters, and one of the 
reasons given by the distinguished ac­
tor quitting the stage Is that he may 
have more time to enjoy the society 
of his children. “I am going back to 
my painting and pla>lngi with my chil­
dren," he said not long ago, and this 
recalls that In his youth he was an 
art student at the Royal Academy 
School In London, and also studied 
painting in France and Germany. That 
early passion, although eclipsed by a 
more powerful ambition to shine as 
an actor, has never wholly died out, 
and Sir Johnston still finds painting 
his principal recreation.

At the conclusion of his New York 
engagement Sir Johnston will make a 
trans-continental tour, which will 
doubtless be a continual triumph. The 
English actor is fond of America and 
Americans, and it was his success on 
this side during more than two years 
in “The Passing of the Third Floor 
Back” that made Ills future financially 
secure. Some of his earlier American 
appearances, however, were not so 
successful. He first visited America 
in 1885 with Mary Anderson. On his 
second tour he played Bucklnghom to 
Irving’s Henry VIII. After his return 
to England he secured the manage­
ment of the Lyceum, and made a great 
hit as Hamlet In 1906 he again re­
turned to America with Bernard 
Shaw's “Caesar and Cleopatra.” His 
American tours in “The Light That 
Failed” and “Love and the Man” were 
artistic successes but box-office fail-

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THE SPEECH FROM THE THRONE. TIME FOR ACTION.

It was fairly generally understood 
that Premier Borden did not Intend to 
Slve the partisan Grit Senate another 
opportunity to hold up the Government 
on the question of assistance to the 
Empire’s navy; consequently It was 
not a surprise that the Speech from 
the Throne, delivered yesterday at the 
opening of Parliament, was found to 
contain no reference to naval aid legis­
lation, or to the Highways Bill, also 
Rilled by the p&rtizan Senate last ses­
sion.

Because of the can mission Liberal 
newspapers will probably argue that 
there is no emergency in Britain’s 
naval affairs, and that the Premier was 
attempting to deceive the people when 
he stated there was urgent need for 
Canada to bear some part In the bur­
den of protecting the Empire and 
maintaining British superiority on the 
high seas. The argument Is the ver­
iest sort of nonsense. It Is well known 
that the Grits, -both In the Senate and 
in the House of Commons, had planned 
a regular obstructionists’ picnic dur­
ing this session, intending to start 
with any references to naval legisla­
tion contained in the address, and to 
keep it up until the Redistribution 
Bill came up. Had they been per­
mitted to proceed In this course there 
could have been no passage of effec­
tive, legislation and no matter how 
great the need, or how pressing the 
emergency, nothing could have been 
accomplished. The fact that they 
have been frustrated in their designs 
will account for the wild exhibitions 
of partisan rancor that we may now 
expect to read in the Grit press 

Mr. Borden acted wisely, 
fused to allow the Opposition to make 
a spectacle of Canada as was the case 
last session, and in this action he will 
have the support of every right think­
ing patriotic citizen It Is a safe as­
sumption that there will be effective 
aid to the firitiah Empire, and that the 
people of Canada, through the Borden 
Government, will «provide It, but when 
the measure to bring it about is intro­
duced In Parliament every safeguard 
will have been taken to ensure Its

The people of St John have a real 
grievance; not against any government 
or political party, but against two 
newspapers published in the city of 
Halifax, the Chronicle and the 
Echo. For the last few weeks both 
papers have taken turns In villifying 
the port of St. John and the Bay of 
Fundy. Statements, deliberately false 
and misleading have found abundant 
space In their columns and the most 
barefaced misrepresentations have 
been published, so far as known, with­
out a word of protest from St John or 
from any St. John authority. The city 
newspapers from time to time have re­
ferred to the output of two Halifax 
newspaper offices as unfair, but no 
further action has been taken. Possibly 
emboldened by the silence <rf the St. 
John Board of Trade and citizens, the 
papers referred to have grown more 
reckless until now the Echo, at least, 
has gone beyond the bounds of jour­
nalistic decency In attempting to ex­
ploit the disaster to the steamer Cobe- 
quid as an argument against the Bay 
of Fundy and the port of St. John. It 
is not the first time the Halifax Grit 
newspapers have similarly offended, 
but we are unwilling to believe It Is 
with the sanction and approval of the 
reputable members of the Liberal 
Party.

It this were a matter of political 
fighting, decently conducted, there 
could and would be no ground for com­
plaint, but it Is not political fighting 
and it is not decently conducted. The 
proof that It Is not a question of poli­
tics, but a matter otf fair play to St. 
John, is found in the fact that local 
Liberal newspapers do not hesitate to 
score the Halifax Echo for Its attitude. 
The Evening Times, last evening, had 
this to say:

Two days later Mill's 
apipJic-atlon for a patent was granted. 
Mill’s writing machine would doubt­
less been forgotten long ago, except

The Speech from the Throne fore­
casts a measure of redistribution in 
accordance with the development and 
demanda of the western provinces.

William A. Burt, a Detroit inventor, 
in 1829. It was a real typewriter, but 

rough and crude in con­
struction, and its speed was a negli­
gible quantity. Only one of Burt’s 
machines was ever built, and that one 
was destroyed by a fire in the Wash­
ington patent office In 1829.

In the meantime several European 
inventors were working on the writing 
machine problem,
Frenchman, Xavier Proyrln, of Mar­
seilles, produced a machine that em­
braced many of the principles of the 
modern typewriter. Ten years later 
Charles Thurber, of Worcester, Mass., 
.patented a typewriter that was an im­
provement on all Its predecessors, but 
it was not as rapid as the pen, and 
hence had no practical value, except 
that it served to incite others to im­
prove upon it 
Foucalt, a blind Frenchman, invented 
a writing-machine for the blind that 
had some of the features of a type­
writer.

step toward the per­
fected typewriter was taken by A. E. 
Beach, of New York, who in 1856 pa­
tented a machine In which the type 
bars were set In a vertical position, 
around a horizontal brass wheel. The 
following year Dr. S. W. Francis, 
another New Yorker, invented a ma­
chine in which a motion similar to 
that of a pianohammer was employed 
to throw up to a common centre the 
type-bars arranged In a circle. This 
machine had a carriage travelling 
from side to side over the tyre bask­
et, a blank key for spacing, and an 
alarm bell to indicate the end of the 
line. The Francis typewriter, and 
the House machine of 1865, were com­
mercial Impossibilities, but the Invent­
ors were getting warm, and hi 1867 a 
really practical typewriter 
duced by C. L. Stolen, S. W. Soule and 
Carlos Glidden, three Milwaukee in- 
venitore. Their first machine was the 
parent of the multitudes of typewriters 
In use today.

the Dominion Experimental Farm at 
Fredericton Junction, was in the city 
yesterday on his return from Truro, 
N. 8., where he attended the annual 
meeting of the Maritime Stock Breed­
ers' Association. Mr. Hubbard said 
that the short course now being given 
in the Agricultural College at Truro 
was being attended by more than fifty 
students from New Brunswick, and 
all these were loud in their praise of 
the practical instructions being given

Asked In regard to the progress be­
ing made at the experimental farm 
at Fredericton Junction, Mr. Hubbard 
said that while it would take probably 
another year of preparation before 
much scientific work could be taken 
up, fair progress was being made. 
Messrs. Smith and Merrlthew, contrac­
tors for the barns, now under con­
struction, had their work well advanc­
ed and it had been said by the farm 
official at Ottawa that the barns would 
be the most modern and complete in 
the whole experimental farm system.

When the farm was taken over only 
about 100 acres of the 460 In the farm 
were fit for cultivation. Last season 
about fifty acres were cut, stumped 
and plowed, ready for crops this year. 
During the summer it is hoped to pre­
pare at least another hundred acres 
for cropping.

The only experimental work carried 
out last season was with potatoes. One 
hundred and fifty-five varieties and 
fifteen different tests with fertilizers 
were made.

A very Instructive as well as Inter­
esting lecture on "Domestic Science in 
Relation to the Home" was given by 
Mrs. E. K. Milligan 
History Museum on Thursday after­
noon. This is the first of a series of 
free lectures in connection with the 
Ladies’ Association and will be fol­
lowed next week by a talk on "Domes­
tic Science In Relation to the School," 
by Miss Katharine R. Bartlett Mrs. 
Milligan handled her subject In a very 
skilful and helpful manner and her 
paper showed much careful study and 
a thorough knowledge of her subject.

The lecture dealt with domestic 
economy in a broad sense and the 
general truths and principles on which 
It is founded. Home science consists 
of studying to obtain an Intelligent 
knowledge ot what the home needs 
and how to supply it with the neces­
sary things to keep It In good working 
order. The aim of domestic science is 
to simplify household matters, prevent 
waste of material and time and to dis­
tinguish between essentials and non- 
essentials.

The lecture then dealt with the germ 
problem, as well as the obtaining of 
proper sanitary conditions, the preven­
tion of disease and the promotion of 
health both in the Individual and in 
the community. The food question, 
while not the one thing in housekeep­
ing, Is yet of vital importance and the 
Intelligent buying and the proper pre­
paring and cooking of food help in the 
'upbuilding of the nation as well as of 
the family. All the domestic sciences 
taken together mean, in a word, intel­
ligent, healthful, hygenlc and econ­
omical living.

Carleton, to enquire Into the 
death of Robert Duncan which occur­
red in the C. P. R. yards at Fairvllle 
on the 10th Inst., the following ver­
dict was arrived gi by a jury of St 
John citizens:

We fled that the said Robert Dun­
can met an accidental death in the 
C. P. R. yards at Fairvllle on the 
afternoon of the 10th in*t That there 
was no negligence on the part of the 
railway employers; but we do feel 
that there is need for further precau­
tion in the worto of shunting cars.

The first witness called was Engi­
neer Brown, of Carleton, in charge of 
engine No. 3383 at the time of acci­
dent. They had been working along 
the same lead for some time and- had 
Just come from the scales, a distance 
of some 800 feet, and had stopped at 
Frog Net 8, about half the distance. 
He had looked to see if anyone was on 
the track, but had seen no one. With 
the tender before him it would be 
difficult to see anyone on the track 
and close to the moving train. He had 
given the necessary signal of approach 
and believed that his bell could be 
easily heard at a distance of three 
hundred feet. His brain was proceed­
ing) at a slow rate of speed, probably 
four to six miles per hour. The position 
of the decapitated body, which was 
caught on the trucks of the first car 
back of the engine and the marks on 
the engine would indicate that the 
body had passed under the tender and 
fire box.

Wm. Chessman, the second witness, 
called, had been working with the un­
fortunate man about seven minutes 
before the accident occurred. He 
thought that deceased must have been 
working with his back to the approach­
ing train and had not heard the signal 
which was quite possible, as another 
train was approaching from the oppo­
site direction.

Stephen Purdy, of West Sit John, 
brakeman, testified to having discov­
ered the accident, having noticed that 
something had dragged In the snow 
beneath the cars. He also saw blood 
stains. He gave the engineer the sig­
nal to stop, Which was immediately 
obeyed. He then rap along the track 
and found the head, which he identi­
fied as that of Mr. Duncan, at the 
switch a short distance from the last 
atop. . M
