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London, July 7 (10.20 p. m.)—By
the employment of strong reinforce-
ments the Russians have temporarily
at least, checked the Austro-German
advance toward the Lublin railway,
which, if successful, would seriously
imperil Warsaw. The Russians yes-
terday claimed to have inflicted a ser
jous defeat on the Austro-German
army in the region of Krasnik, south
of that railway, while the Austrians
tonight state that the “battle was in-
vigorated by the participation of
strong Russian reserves.”

So far as communications are con-
cerned the Russians now have the ad-
vantage of poeitions, as they have a
splendid system of raiiways behind
them on which they can quickly move
troops and guns to the threatened
areas. This battle, one of many since
the Austro-Germans commenced their
drive through Galicia, has only just
commenced, but according to despatch-
es received in Geneva from Austrian
sources the Russians have thus far
had the best of it, and since Monday
have inflicted very heavy losses on
the invaders.

The much-heralded German on-
slaught in the West thus far has been
confined to the Woevre region, where
the army of the German Crown
Prince is on the offensive and making
efforts to regain the ground which it
lost to the French in April, when the
latter attempted to force the with-
drawal of what is known as the St.
Mihiel wedge. The Germans have
won some trenches at the tip of the
wedge, but at other points, according
to French accounts, they were repuls-
ed with heavy losses.

Artillery combats continue from
Arras to the sea, and it i{s stated to-
night that as a result of the German
bombardment Arras is {n flames and
its cathedral destroyed. The Ger
Germans also claim to have re-taken
the trenches which they lost to the
British north of Ypres yesterday.
However, the fighting here appears
to be of a desultory nature, despite
reports from Holland of the arrival
of large Germam reinforcements for
another effort to reach Calais.

The Gallipoli Peninsula again has
been the scene of very severe fighting
the Turks on Sunday having made
their third attempt within a week to
regain the ground which the allies
took from them in their last attask.
Sunday offensive, like those which
Dreceded, resulted; according to Brit-
ish and French reports issued tonight
in the complete discomfiture of the
Turks, who are said to have suffered
again severely.

The allies are only six miles from
their goal, the Narrows of the Dard-
anelles, but the country between is
strongly fortified, and a gain of a few
hundred yards is all that can be ex-
pected at one time. There is talk of

French Official Report.

Paris, July 7.—The following official
communication was issued by the War
Office tonight:

“Quite spirited artillery actions have
taken place in the region to the north
of Arras and in the sector of Quenne
vieres. On the heights of the Meuse
there was a violent bombardment of
our positions at Les Epanges.

“In the forest of Apremont, after
fierce engagements, which continued
through part of the morning, the in-
fantry action reported in the preceding
communication ceased, the enemy, who
suffered material losses, making no
new gains at any point.

“In the western part of the forest of
Le Pretre, by the use of grenades, we
have retaken more than 200 yards of
trenches.

“There {s nothing ol importance to
report on the rest of the front.”
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AL REICH WINS FROM SAVAGE
New York, July 7.—Al Reich, the

local heavyweight, by a umlrhblo
finish in the last round,

when a wireless message, saying there
were no bombs aboard, was received
here from her captain, in answer to
the warning sent out that Frank Holt
had asserted that this boat and the
steamship Philadelphia of the Ameri-
can Line were in danger of internal
explosions today. Earlier a reply had
been received from the Philadelphia
that no bombs were found aboard her.

However, the tension caused by
warning of the man who set off the
Capitol bomb, then shot J. P. Morgan
and finally killed himself, was not en-
tirely relieved because it was not
known that he had not left explosives
aboard other steamers.

Both the Saxonia and Philadelphia
left New York on July 3rd for Liver
pool. The Philadelphia being the fas-
ter boat is due to dock on the other
side on July 10 or 11, while the Saxo-
nia should reach her destination on
July 13 or 14. Both boats were in
mid-ocean today. Holt had wrilten
that “steamers leaving New York July
3rd will be destroyed in mid-ocean by
an explosion.”

Authorities, However, Will not
Prevent Departure of Those
Ready to Leave to Join
Colors, ;

Washington, July 7—Although De-
partment of Justice officials are con-
fident they have nipped in the bud a
plan to ship large numbers of Monte-
negrinsg back to their native country
to join the colors, it was said tonight
there was no present intention of pre-
venting the departure of Montenegring
who already have been induced to
start for home.

It is sald the efforts of the govern-
ment are to be directed chiefly to-
ward the conviction om charges of vio-
lating the neutrality of the three or
four representatives of the Montene-
grin government charged with induc-
ing their countrymen to enlist and to
returny home.

The activity of the department
leading to these arrests is a part of a

effort to prevent enlistments
fn the United States for the armies of
belligerent . European nations. Offic-
ials called attention today to the fact
that the criminal code plainly pro-
hibits erlistment in this country of
“any person” to bear arms against a
friendly people. Evidence so far dis-
covered points fo violations in enlist-
ments for the British and Montene-
grin armies, and government agents
are keeping close watch on reported
attempts to recruit for Italy.

BODY OF APORAQUI
BOY RECOVERED

Body of Four Year Old Heber
Ellison Found Three Miles
fram Scene of Drowning.

July 7—The body of little

Apohaqui, J
Heber Ellison, son of Mr. and Mrs.

Sylvester Ellison, who was drowned
Tuesday afternoon, 6th, in the Ken-
nebecasis River, was not recovered
until Wednesday ‘morning though a
diligent search had been kept up from
the time of the accident and into the
night when searchlights were used
with no avail. In the early morning
the track section men while going to
their work kept a watch .along the
river which flows parallel and near to
the track and about 3 miles from
where the little fellow was drowned,
they uoticed something in the water
odged in a shallow place in the rapids
and investigation found it to be the
lifeless little one which they brought
back to the village and tenderly bore
to the home of the grief-stricken par-
ents.

The funeral takes place at two
o’clock Thursday afternoon. Rev. Leon
Jewett will conduct service at the
home. Interment will be at Berwick.

Shrapnel Fell Like Torrents of Rain, but Cana- |
dians Fought Like Lions Until British Regiment
Came to Their Relief—Under Fire Whele Day.

London, July 7—A hot action in
which the Princess Pats have been
engaged is described by Corgforal Will
Dalby, who states that they had been
in the trenches for a fortnight when
one morning the Germans started a
concentrated artillery fire upon their
position. “Within half an hour,” says
the corporal, “It was a regular infer-i
no. Shell and shrapnel fell like tor-|
rents of rain. All day we were shell-‘l
ed, and in the midst of it the Germans

tried to advance, but were beaten
back again and again. Our fellows
held on like lions, and although they
were mowed down, they held the line
until relieved by another regiment.
We were pretty well cut up when this
British reglment came to our support.
They were a proper sample of the
bulldog breed, for under a terrible
shower of shrapnel they jumped in,
set up their maxims and handed us
cigarettes.”

FATAL ENDING T0 S.5. PICNIC
14 DEAD; OVER 50 HURT IN
ONTARIO TROLLEY ACCIDENT |

Car Carrying Excursionists Ju
Plunging Over Steep Em
Few of Passengers Esca

mps Track on Sharp Incline,
bankment Into Ravine — Only
ped Death or Injury.

Toronto, July 7.—Coming down the
steep incline that leads to the sharp
curve just outside Queenston, a car
on the Niagara Falls Park and River
Railway, loaded with excursionists
from the Toronto Sunday schools ef
Woodgreen Methodist and St. John's
Presbyterian churches, returning home
after a day's picnic, jumped the track
and crashed against a trolley pole
and turned turtle. The rear half of
the car was completely wrecked, and
ten persons were killed outright. The
car was closely packed, and the num-
ber of injured is likely to total be-
tween 50 and 60. Many of the latter
were hurried to Niagara Falls, but a
large number were brought to this
city on the Niagara Line steamer.

Of these four died during the trip
across the lake, making a total of
fourteen dead.

As soon as possible word of the ao-
cident was ruslied to the military camp
at Niagara-On-The-Lake and doctors
and medical equipment were hurried
in motor cars to the scene. They at
once took charge of the work of as-
sisting the injured. Pouring rain added
tQ the horrors of the situation.

The grade is heavy all the way, and
motormen are supposed to make the
descent slowly. According to survivors
the momentum gained by the runaway
car was terrific.

It is stated that the motorman lost
control of the car through the brakes
failing to respond at a considerable
distance up the hejghts, and as a re-
sult the car dashed down the track.
The soreams and cries of the women
helped to unnerve the motorman, and
attracted the stupified attention of
those above and those waiting the car
on the dock below. There was no
possibility to give aid.

Car In Plunging Cut Trees
As With a Knife.

Two of the sharp curves the madly
speeding car negotiated in safety, and
as it swept around them the spectators
held their breath. On the third and
last curve the car plunged from the
rails. It completely Jumped the
tracks and, wiping away a trolley pole
a8 though it were tinder, plunged
over the embankment. It landed on
its side, and plunged some fow feet
along the ground, cuting down a tree
a8 though with a knife.

The car was an open cross-seatad
trolly, and it is estimated there wers
160 people in and on it at the time of
the disaster. The car would normally
hold from 60 to 80 passengers, but
& rain coming up suddenly, a rush
was made by the crowd uatil it was
filled to its utmost capacity,

Relief work was done quickly and
well. Within an hour and a half aftor
the accident there remained only the
wrecked car and the long, still, gheet-
covered remains to show that g ter
rible ending had come to those who
left their homes in the morning full
of life and eager for the enjoyment
of the day.

It was a scene dreary and dreadful
beyond  description. Through the

dusk the shadows of the trees, the
rain falling. A score or more of mor-
bid onlookers walked from body te
body, remarking a shoe torn off a foot
here, a sign of distortion thers. A
country constable and two eldMers
were in charge, and restrained those
whose cuvioeity carried them too far,
The living bad gcme on to Taronto,
the badly woundzd had been ‘aken 2
Niagara Falls, and the dead w=re lail
alone. Just in the rear ef the cur
was a little pile of chlidcan's hats snd
coats.

The bulk of the people connected
with the churches had left on an ear-
lier boat, and even the rastor of the
Woodgreen church, the Rev. Dr. T. E.
Bartley, was unaware of the tragedy
until a late hour tonight.

The steamer carrying the dead and
wounded that were brought to Toron-
to reached here shortly before eleven
o'clock in a downpour of rain. It was
met by all the available ambulances
in the city, and these had to be sup-
plemented by automobiles. A crowd
of anxlous relatives and friends were
there to get word of their kin, Younge
street was given over to the rushing
motors that fraw up snd down the
street with shrieking horns and
clanging bells. Several trips were
necessary before all wers laid in the
wards of the General Hospital.

Purchases of ‘Housewives’
and Motor Trucks Sub-
Ject of Inquiry at Yester-
day’s Session.

Ottawa, July 7—The enquiry into
the purchase of “housewives” for the
Canadian forces from the Two Macs
Company of Ottawa, was concluded
this morning Lefore Sir Charles Da-
vidson’s war contract investigation
and afterwards the motor truck pur
chases were gone into.

Stewart McClenenghan, head o. ¢he
Two Macs firm, gave details of the
housewives transactions. He produc-
#d invoices showing that raw material
thad cost $35,808, wages $7,000, total
Fost $42,808, and that the company re-
#reibed $53,000, giving a profit of over
ten thousand dollars. Mr. McClenen-
gban caleulated the gross profit at
about twenty-five per cent.

When the purchase of motor trucks
was gone into, Thomas A. Russell,
head of the Russell Motor Car Com-
pany of Toronto, was the first witness.
He told of coming to Ottawa and see-
ing General Hughes, who entrusted
him with the purchase of twenty-five
trucks, inclusive of eight or ten which
he (Russell) would supply himself.

T. A. Russell, general manager of
the Russell Motor Car Company, To-
ronto, gave some ovidence oun motor
trucks purchased f6r the first contin-
gent. When war broke out he came
to Ottawa to sell motor trucks for his
firm to the government. He wanted
to sell eight twoton cars which had
been partly made at Kingston and
which he proposed to sell with a
“stake body" for $3,500 each. In Ot-
tawa, General Hughes told him that
the militia department had no organ-
ization for buying motor transports
and asked him to act. He agreed to
do so.

On an average,
they sell at something like two to five
and six times their cost as quoted
during the last months before the war.
In the case of bread and flour, even a
long purse is of no use. No wheat or
rye flour has been for sale &ince last
December, and the Viennese have a
particular aversion to yellow corn
flour. Furthermore, the bakers have
proved singularly inefficient, apd are
incapable of producing a nourisbing or
appetizing bread from the flour which
the authorities place at their disposi-
tion, and which is a mixture of maize,
barley and bean flour—officially named
‘warflour.’

“The same welight of bread is not
even one-half in volume of what it was
formerly. No one in Vienna at the
present time eats bread to please his
palate, but omly just as much as is
absolutely necessary.

THE WAR SITUATION.

The news ME'EZ war theatres is
distinctly brighter today; indeed there
is more evidence of success in all
areas of fighting than has been the
case since the Austro-Germans incept-
ed their drive across Galicia and Po-
land several weeks ago. In the east
the Russians have been reinforced
both with men and munitions and as
a result have inflicted a severe blow
on the enemy. As a result of the Rus-
slan success of the past day or two it
is said that the future of the German
attack on Warsaw is in grave doubt.

in the west the tide of battle seems
to be running in favor of the British
and French. North of Ypres the Ger
mans have captured some trenches
but elsewhere have been repulsed with
heavy losses. In the St. Mihiel dis-
trict the French have scored success
over the enemy and it is reported from

that sphere that the Germans have
been beaten back with terrible ef-
fect.

Good news also comes from the Dar-
danelles where attacks of the Turks
have heen beaten back and some re-
giments practically annihilated by Bri-
tish amtillery and machine gun fire
As Sir Jan Hamilton's report tells of
good artillery support for infantry at-
tacks it i{s presumed that the Allied
forces there have temporarily over-
coms the shortage of munftions. It is
also reported thaj the Allies, operat-
ing in the Dardanelles, are but six

nothing must be left undone that
should be done in order to insure vio-
tory to our arms; £

And whereas, according to the
proved declarations of our leading
statesmen, that the greatest enemy,
that now confronts us, is the liquor
trafiic, which, in the waerds of the late
Hon. W. E. Gladstone, is more de-
structive of the nation’s interest, than
famine, pestilence and war combined,
And whereas our beloved Sove-
reign, King George V. (God bless
him), and his court, and the minis-
ters of state, together with the lead-
ing commanders of the army and
navy, recognizing the gravity of ‘the
situation, have, in the spirit of true
patriotism, abjured the use of alco
holic beverages during the period of
the war,

And whereas we view with alarm

“1 said if they could get me $50,000
in cash for me to do with as I liked I
would try,” he said

“later on, after other interviews,
Newton gave him twenty-five thous-
and dollars. He had no record of any
date, but it must have been in April.
The money in Union Bank bills was
brought to his office in a valise by
Newton. He sald nobody but Howden
and Newton was connected with the
matter. There were no strings on the
money; he could do as he liked with
it, and in return was to try to remove
the election protests. He gave no as-
surance whatever that this could be
done. They had induced him to try
for $25,000, and he made no arrange-
ments as to what should be done with
the other $25,000.”

He did not remember Howden saying
if they were “good” they might get
ithe other $25,000

“Was there any suggestion by your
self and Howden that before the Royal
Commission no ‘rough stuff’ should be
brought out”? asked Fullerton

“Yes,” was the reply.

SAYS BASEBALL

IS FOUNDED

ON THE OLD RULE OF THREE

“Did you ever stop to consider the
one fundamental thing that made base
ball?” Umpire Eason asks.

“Ninety feet between the bases,” he
answers. “You thinlk it over. If the
originators of baseball had not step-
ped off 30 paces and called them 90
feet, it is doubtful if the great nation-
al game ever would have attained its
present prominence. It is' possible
that the fgunders of baseball might
have experimented and arrived at the
present situation just as they made
provision for changé in the pitching
distance when the occasion required,
but that is doubtful.

“You stop and consider what 90 feet
between bases means. Make it 85, and
80 many infleld hits will be beaten out
that there will be a parade around
the bases. Increase it to 96 feet or
100 feet, an additional stride, and
there will be 80 many men thrown out
on hard drives that the game will be-
come uninteresting.

“Once 1 got to pondering upon the
90-feet proposition, and after long in-I
vestigation found this distance was the
original one set for the bases, and I
am convinced thoroughly that it was
an ideal idea, whether it was hit upon
by design or accident. The dlstancei
never has been changed, and it never!|
fills the requirements of baseball as!
well as if engineers had surveyed ror|
months, instead of a few men pacing
off 30 steps.’ ’

BASEBALL INTEREST IN ENGLAND

From London comes the news that
there has been a revival of interest
in baseball and lacrosse, owing to the
influence of the Canadian soldiers, and
that these native American games are
being played with great enthusfasm
by the youngsters of Great Britain.
It is a pretty safe betting proposition,
however, that it will be a long time
before baseball or lacrosse has any
real hold upow the sporting public of
John Bull's island. As a sport-loving
people the English lead the world, but
they cling with bull dog tenacity to
“made in England’ pastimes, and the
gamesg originating overseas have small
attraction for them.

Many previous attempts have been
made to popularize baseball and la-
crosse ip England. Thirty-nine years
ago today two lacrosse teams from
Canada played before Queen Victoria
at Windsor, who thus gave her ap-
proval to Canada's “national game.”
The two clubs, one composed of a
dozen paleface gentlemen players, and
the other of twelve full-blooded Iro-
quois Indians, toured all the leading
cities of England, Wales, Scotland and
Ireland. While they were always
greeted by large crowds, the interest
was more due to curiosity to see “real
live Indians’” than to any enthusiasm
about the game. A few of the col-
leges took up lacrosse, as a result of
the missionary trip, but the general
public paid little attention to it.

Attempts to popularize baseball in
England have been equally futile. In
1874 the Bostons and the Philadelphia
Athletics toured England and Ireland
and aroused a transient interest in
the American pastime, but it soon died
down. Anson, Spalding, Harry, Geor-
ge and Sam Wright, and other famous
players of the period, made the trip.
Twice since then Great Britain has
been visited by professional baseball
clubs, but thelr missionary work has
had little effect. Before the war some
of the London papers published brief
cabled reports of major league games
in America, which indicated a growing
interest in the game.
