Hon. Mr. Murray on «the item of pub­
lic printing said there had been some 
complaints of an lnorea^ed expend! 
tune for that service. In 1915 the coal 

« of public printing was *16,590.3-1 while 
last year It was *18,871.70. Consider­
ing the (faft that «the cost, of paper had 
Increased more than one hundred per 
cent, and wages had gone up over fifty 
per cent the increaised expenditure for 
printing was not a matter of surprise. 
Despite the marked advances In prices 
the government had been able to effect 
a saving in some instances. It cost 

>*3.002 to print the Royal Gazette in 
1*15, while las! year it had been done 
for $2,042. In 1915 «the printing of 
the Journals cost *905.63 while last

Encumbered as he was with 
heavy clothes and a pair of rubber 
boots he had nearly succeeded in 
reaching shore when he was overcome 
by exhaustion and sank from view.

In the meantime the cries of the 
two boys had been heard by a neighbor 
Patrick Murphy, who rushed to the 
river bank and put out in an old and 
leaking boat. He succeeded in over 
taking the upturned canoe and found 
the younger brother clinging to it in 
a s-’mi-conscious state, bis face watt in 
the water and he was in an exhausted 
condition
great difficulty in getting the boy into 
his own boat and brought the boy into 
the shore Willing hands assisted him 
in carrying th? boy to his home and he 
is still suffering severely as a resuM 
of his adventure.

Searching parties a few hours later 
were iniccossful in discovering the 
body Of the deceased about half a 
mile below the village.

Speaking for that church 
I am glad to be able to state from first­
hand Information that the total ex­
pense to date is considerably les-s than 
two and one-half 
amount raised by our church, and this 
very low percentage includes our share 
of the Inter-Church expenses.
