The Paris Crew.

He says that “Outrig­
ger.” who published a letter in The 
Tribune a short time ago, is mistaken in 
saying that the Taylor-Winship crew are 
the champions, as the Paris Crew never 
rowed with them yet He says the Taylor- 
Winship Crew won what the Halifax peo­
ple called the Championship of the World, 
but the champions were not at the race at 
all. Then they got defeated twice tbe 
same month, once at Saratoga by the Ward 
Brothers, and also by the Barton Crew of 
Halifax. And, again, he wishes to know 
“how many times ’Outrigger’ wants a 
crew to win the championship of tbe 
world. Tin Paris Crew conquered the 
best crews of the world on the Seine, they 
defeated tbe Wards in 1868, at Springfield, 
the same Wards who defeated tbe Taylor- 
Winship, and though beaten at Lachinc, 
they retrieved their laurels on the Kenne- 
beccasis last August.” For tbe informa­
tion of the “St. John Boy,” “Outrigger,” 
and all aquatic admirers, we would inform 
them that Fulton and the rest of the crew 
are engaged in developing their muscle to 
meet all comers.
Escape from the Penitentiary.

John McCarron, who has been serving 
out a lengthened term in the Penitentiary, 
escaped yesterday. He managed to cut 
away tbe door fastenings, while feigning 
sickness lately, and during the dinner hour 
slipped out. He had previously served a 
term of twelve years for shooting Mr. 
Walsh, the former toll keeper of the Sus­
pension Bridge. He was confined at the 
time of bis escape for robbing tbe Roman 
Catholic Church at Fredericton. A reward 
of $100 is offered for his re-capture.

plying, and each ship outward conveys 
large batches of emigrants chiefly from 
Poland. Cholera travels with much greater 
rapidity in these days of steamboats and 
railroads than by tbe old system of stage 
coaches and sailing packets. A few days 
now would suffice to transmit the disease 
from the Baltic seaboard to New York, 
and it is not without reason, therefore, 
that the utmost vigilance is exercised by 
the health officers of that port. All potsible 
preventive measures have been taken to 
restrict the disease to the lower bay in the 
event ol its reaching this side, and it is to 
be hoped that these precaution may prove 
as successful as they were last summer. A 
staff of nurses and attendants, with ample 
supplies of medicines, aro ready, so that il 
a cholera or yellow fever vessel were to 
arrive, in a few hours tbe sick would be 
transferred to the hospital, or to tbe hos­
pital ship Illinois, which latter 
modate fully 150 patients, and tbe chances 
of the disease reaching tbe city reduced to 
a minimum. Health officer Vanderpool 
has been interrogated respecting bis views 
as to tbe probability of a visit, and he 
does not deny that such an attack must 
be expected ; but he is full of confidence 
that the precautions which have been 
adopted will prevent the disease 
from spreading. He desires, however, to 
caution people against supposing that there 
will be no danger even after the warm 
weather is over. The cholera, he says, can 
spread in the cold weather, and he points

COLLA RFTTS,
—At last accounts by mail the labor agi­

tation in England continued with little, il 
any. abatement. The London Times, of 
the 16tb inst.. gives a detailed account ol 
the disturbances up to that time in all 
parts ol the Kingdom, from which it ap­
pears that the movement is quite general 
and formidable. Tbe Durham miners have 
been moderately successful in their de­
mands, and an increase of from ten to 
thirty per cent, has been accorded to them. 
The coal interests are fully as important as 
any, the iron-mongers’ not being excepted ; 
and the London papers are full of gloomy 
forebodings about the results of these con­
cessions. But no department of labor 
seems to have been lelt untouched by tbe

striking” mania. According to the 
London Times, masons, carpenters, shoe 
makers and others are demanding higher 
wages in all parts ol Cornwall, and mas­
ters, as a role, yield after a little consider­
ation, and all eventually. Washerwomen, 
in tbe various towns have announced tbeir 
intention to charge fourpr nee and sixpence 
per day extra. Tbe Edinburgh scavengers 
have struck work for an advance of two 
shillings per week on tbeir wages or a dis­
continuance of Sunday work. Tbe wages 
at present are eighteen shillings per week, 
and an advance of one shilling was given 
in February last. A number of tbe men 
arc to be prosecuted on account ol not hav­
ing given warning that they Were about to 
leave work. Meanwhile, nothing is heard 
from Germany in this connection, and it is 
lair to presume that the strike in that 
country ended as suddenly as it began.
