AT FREDERICTON.

Two Prominent Young Men
Drank Poison for ke
Water.

Fredericton, Ang.—16— Probably
the most termble tragedy in the
history of Frederictom, ome which
has shocked the citire city, took
place last might ard resulted in the
death of Albert ¥, Edgecombe and
Lemuel A. W. Tibbets, two ol the
best known residents of the cty.

They dramk one of the deadliest
of poisoms, cvanide of potassium,
mistaking it for ice water, and ex-
pired within a short time, al
though every eiiort was put jorth
to save their hives.

The sad accident occuresd about
10.20 pm. and within an hour Mr.
Tibbets died. while Mr. Edgecom-
be lingered until about 1 2. m.

The two uriortunate men had
leen together  during the eveming
and strolled into the cwellry esta-
blishment of Shute & Co., on the
invitation of 3ir. Shute, one
of the propeietors, to view the
prizes which had been procured by
Mr. Crowe for the Church of Eng-
land school picmic.

Ar. Crowe found it necessary to
go to the fromt part of the fromt
shop and left his iriends sitting in
the back shop admiring the pre-
sents. During his absence they be-
gan to look abont for a drink of
ice water, and noticing a stone jar,
similar to thut ice-water is kept
at the B. & B. Club, beneath the
sink, they each poured out a glass
and a moment later they dramnk
the deadly dose.

Cylnide of potassium is kept at
the store in large quantities and is
used in the diluted form for clean-
ing silverware.

Mr. Crowe heard a choking sound
and rushed to the back shop to
find out that the men had drank
from the contents of the bottle, and
realizing the seriousness of the sit-
nation had them hurry into Mr. C.
Fred Chestnut’s drug store nearby.
It is supposed that Mr. Tibbets
imbibed the larger quantity for he
began to suffer from its effects al-
most immediately.

EMETICS ADMINISTERED
On entering the store Mr. Edge-
combe drank some poison. At first
the pharmacist thought they were
joking, but soon saw Mr. Tibbits
turn deadly pale and fall to the
floor, Alr. Edgecombe being seized
in a similar manner a few minutes
afterwards. On learning the true
state of affairs, Mr. Chestnut at
once telephoned for Dr. Weaver,
who responded immeditely, and
was soon joined by Dr. W. . Croc-
ket and ‘Dr. A. B. Atherton.

Emetics were administered and
stoamch pumps were used and
every method known to medical

science was brought into effect to
save the lives of the two men, but
all to no avail. Thev soon lapsed
into unconsciousness and it at once
became evident that there was no
possible hope of their recovery.

After Mr. Tibbets had passed
away the phyvsicians applied arti-
