JLGRETARY OF WAR RESIGNS,
RaQUITH TAKES UP POSITION

Premier’s Action "Comes as Surprise, But He s Frantic-
ally Cheered as He Leaves House, Until His
Re-election — Generals Definitely Resign.

DRAMATIC SCENE IN THE HOUSE

[Canadian Press.]
London, March 30.—Col. John Seely, secretary for war, resigned ‘'his portfolio in
the British cabinet today, and his resignation was accepted by the Premier.
Premier Asquith himself decided to take the secretaryship of war in place of Col

Seely.

Sir John French, chief of the imperial general staff of the British army, and Sir
John Ewart, adjutant-general to the forces, definitely resigned from the service today.
The first intimation received by members of Parliament that Col. Seely had defin-
itely retired from the cabinet was when he entered the House and took a seat in
the back benches instead of among his laté colleagues.
The Cause.

‘“The paragraphs which

caused the crisis were

contained in a memorandum

written to Brig.-Gen. Hubert Gough and contained the following:

‘““The Government must

retain its right to use all the forces of the crown in

Ireland or elsewhere to maintain order and support the civil power in the ordinary
execution of their duty, but it has no intention whatever of taking advantage of
this right in order to crush political opposition to the policy or the principles of

the home rule bill.”
These guarantees were

afterwards repudiated

by the cabinet, and this was

taken as a rebuff by Field Marshal Sir John French. who, as head of the imperial

general staff, was virtual

commander-in-chief eof the
Ewart, the adjutant-general to the forces.

Generals Resign
The two generals immediately resigned, and all efforts made by the King, the

Premler Takes Position.

Premier Asquith’s further announcement that he himself would take up the port-
folio of secretary for war came in the nature of a surprise. Having announced his
intention to take up the office, he declared he would retire from the House of Com-
mons in accordance with the law ‘‘until it pleases my eonstituents to sanction my re-

turn.”

Gets Ovation.
The Premier then dramatically walked out of the chamber amid frantic cheers
from the Liberals, the Nationalists and the Labor members, the whole body of whom
rose to their feet and waved handkerchiefs and papers as he left.

Mr. Asquith having accepted

sion he received 5,149 votes against the 3,350 of his Unionist opponent, and was thus

returned by a majority of 1,799.

When Premier Asquith entered the
House today he was greeted wiith a great
ovation from the members on the Minis-
terlal side. He shortly afterward rose be-
fore the crowded chamber to make his
promised statement on the army crisis.

Statement Given.

The Premier said that after full consid-
eration Field Marshal French and Adjt.-
Gen. Ewart had persisted in their desire
to be relieved of their offices, and in the
public interest he “deeply deplored the de-
cision of these gallant officers, and I can-
not speak too warmly ur gratefully of the
ability, -loyalty and devotion with which
they have served the state and the army,
and will, I hope, continue to serve.”

The Prime Minister told the House that
Col. Seely had informed him to his great

regret, that he felt bound to take the
same course and resign frem, the seecre-
taryship for war.

Very Reluctant.

Mr. Asquith then sprang his sensation
on the House. He said: ‘“In the circum-
stances and after much consideration 1
have felt it my duty to assunie the office
of secretary of state for war, although 1
bhave taken the step only with the greatest
reluctance in what I believe to be a great
public emergency.”

That the Premier's announcement was
a complete surprise was evident on every
hand. The members on the Ministerial
side of the House were momentarily
struck dumb, but then they jumped onto
their seats and broke out in wild hurrahs.

Besides this,
there will be several criminal cases, in-
cluding the trial of Thomas Riley for the
murder of George Blackburn, a case
which will probably occupy two days, if
not more.

Suits invelving nearly $100,000 were en-
tered ‘this morning. The Guelph Carpet
Mills Company, Limited, of Guelph, is
suing the Trust and Guarantee Company
of that place for $75,688.94 and interest.
The trust company is the administrator
of the estate of the late Christian Kloe-
pher, who in his lifetime, was a director
of the Carpet Mills Company. The plain-
tiffs charge that he induced the Carpet
Mills Company to advance out. of its
funds monies amounting in all to $75,-
688.94, some for his own accommodation
and some for the purposes of the Domin-
fon Linen Mills, another company in
which he was interested. As security he
gave a certain form of guarantee, the
viladity of which the defendants call in
question. The defence involves a num-
ber of technical points in commercial
law.

Practically the same causes are at issue
in a suit entered by the Guelph Worsted
Spinning Company, Limited, against the
Trust and Guarantee Company, as ad-
ministrators of the estate of Christian
Kiloepfer. The sum involved is $18,-
894.32. g

Gibbons, Harper & Gibbons, of this
city, will fight the case for the plaintiffs
in both cases, and McDonnell Boland,
of Toronto, are appearing for the de-
fendants.

BRITAIN 1S FACING
BAD COAL STRIKE

Thirty-five Thousand Miners
Down Tools—More to Fol-
lew Suit—Minimum Wage

Scale Demanded.

Leeds, Eng., March '30.—Thirty-five
thousand coal miners in the Yorkshire
pits laid down their tools today, demand-
ing the imtroduction of a minimum rate of
wages. Notices have been handed in by
a further 135,000, and these expire at the
latest on Thursday, which will bring the
total to 170,000.

The Miners’ Federation of Great Bri-
tain has given its support to the strike,
and a long struggle is expected.

HIVER RECEDES SEVERAL
INGHES SINGE SUNDAY

All Fear of Flood Vanishes
With Lowering of Waters of
the Thames.

For once the River Thames is not
causing any anxiety to residents of West
London at this season, Flowing smoothly
along ten feet or more below it's usual
level at this time of the year, and entire-
ly free from floating ice, it looks, as
thouugh it would net even make a bluff
at a flood this year. A heavy rain might
result in a sudden freshet but at the pres-
ent time, there is little chance of any
danger.

The fact that both Dexter’’s dam and
Blackfriar’'s . dam in the north branch
have been broken through, is an added
factor in allowing the surplus water to
flow away freely, and. with no floating
ice, the danger of a “jam’” such as has
frequently spread destruction over a large

‘area, is altogether removed. The water in

the Thames has receded a few inches
since Sunday.

SILENCE OF VILLA
CAUSE OF ANXIETY
10° SYMPATHIZERS

HRumors of Reinforcements For-
Torreon Defender Received:
With Misgiving.

ARE REBELS IN DANGER?

Magnificent Federal Defence
Surprises Rebels—Is Mys-
tery to Al

[Canadian Press.] e
Chihuahua, Mexico, March 30—For
seven days FKrancisco Villa, military
leader of the Constitutionalist revelu-
tion, has waged his battle against Tor-
reon. For six days the fight has been
the bitterest and the loss of life the
heaviest in the reeent history of Mex-
ico, judging from the meager press dis-
patches received from the front, and
the stories of slaughter told today by
many of the 588 wounded veterans of
Torreon, who are interned in hospitals
here.

Constitutionalist sympathizers and
rebel officers in Chihuahua again have
become anxious as to the fate of their
military leader and the remnants of
the 12,000 men who marched to Teor-
reon with him to engage in the revolu-
tion’s first decigsive battle. No word

from Villa came early today to re-
lieve the - anxiety which obtained
throughout Chihuahua. Reports that
heavy reinforcaments were hastening
to relieve General Refugio Velasco, the
Federal commuander at Torreon, who
had made such a resourceful resist-
ance against the rebels, were received
here with misgivings.  "But it is the
fact that no news of General Villa's
progress has come through for many
hours, that is responsible for the great-
est anxiety. as to .the fate.. When ad-
vantage has been with the rebel leadar
in thé past, free access to telegraphie
communication was given newspaper
correspondeénts at the front, but when
he met roversSés Viba ~would allow
no news sent over the wires.
Fear Fer Villa

Army officers here fear that Villa and
his army are in a difficult and per-
haps dangerous position. The many
days of almost constant aggressive
warfare at Gomez Palacio and within
the city of 'if'orreon, it is thought, have
exhausted both men and supplies. From
stories told by the wounded, the rebcl
vanguard ran into a trap at Gomez
Palacio which cost them dearly in men
and ammunition. But spurred by the
seemingly irresistable energy of Gen-
eral Villa, the soldiexs wrested victory
from what looked like defeat and car-
ried their fight to the very heart of

Torreon.
Splendid Defence.

Those familiar with the geography
of Torreon and its vicinity cannot un-
derstand how General Velasco has been
able to withstand the vigorous attack
by a numerical superior force as long
as he has, he having been driven, ac-
cording to report, to the very south-
ern edge of the city. The only solua-
tion which presented itself was that
General Velasco and his men had suc-
ceeded in holding the roundhouse and
railroad buildings in spite of the artil-
lery fire which Villa might have been
able to direct against them.

Some Optimists.

There are those optimistic enough
to believe that General Villa has driven
the J'ederals from the stronghold and
is pursuing them down the valley to
the south, with the intention of so
demoralizing the ¥Federal forces that
his possession of Torreon might be un-
disturbed until he can reorganize his
own army. This theory is discounted,
however, because of the fact that no
news of any character from the front
has been received since Villa’s message
Saturday night.

SR EDWARD GREY
DENIES THE RUMOR

That Britain Had Uundertaken
to Assist U. S. A. Mexican
Policy.

London, March 20.—Sir Edward_ Grey,
British foreign secretary, in the House of
Commons today denied the published al-
legations that the action of President Wil-
son in regard te the question of Panama
Canal tolls was the result of an under-
standing between the Governments of the
United States and Great Britain. It had
been asserted, he said, that under the
terms of the understanding Great Britain
had undertaken to assist President Wil-
son’s policy in regard to Mexico. He
added: ““There is no foundation whatever
for these.reports, and 1 am glad to be able
to take as early an opportunity as possible
for saying so.”

‘Washingfon, D. C., Mareh™ 30.—Presi-
dent Wilson declared today that on ac-
count of the contradictory statements in
the Baltimore platform, Democrats should
have no hesitation on voting for the re-
peal of the Panama CCanal tolls exemp-
tion. The President emphatically char-
acterized the exemption as a subsidy,,
and pointeg out that one plank in the
Baltimore platform expressed opjposition
to any subsidy, direct of indirect, while
another plank declared for tolls exemp-
tion. The President asserted there
should be no doubt among the Demo-
crats as to which should take precedence.
The President reiterated that the exemp-
tion was not a policy of the Democratic
House, because it had passed through a
coalition of Republicaus and a minority
of Democrats, the majority of Democrats
voting against it on the ground that it
was a subsidy.

Against Doctrine,

The President explained that, even- if
the internationa] situation, to which he
referred to his message, had not arisen,
he woulg have been opposed to the tolls
exemption as against democratic doc-
trine, but, he indicated, that if it were
not for the international situation he
did no feel that it would have been
proper for him to question the acts of a
previous administration. 2 . 5

Mr. Wilson talkeg frankly about - the
tolls controversy in Congress, $Saying that
the story that he had entered into ‘a
bargain with Great Britain, through _Sir
William Tyrell, private secretary to Sir
Edward Grey, was one of a number of
insults that had been introduced in the
congressional debate.

Contest Degenerating.

The President declared he wanted to
express his regret that what had prom-
ised to be a dignified contest with genu-
ine difference of opinion, seemed to be
degenerating into an attempt to discredit
the administration. ' He remarked that,
while it made al] the more certain the
result in favor of the administration, he
thought it a great pity that public af-
fairs should be handleg in that way. He
did not think all the opponents of . the
repeal felt that way, but such color had
been interjected. in.the controversy and
he did not understand the motives for it.

A ‘‘Convalescence.”

The President said he had no anxiety
over any political friction in tLe ‘.¢mo-
cratic party over the resujt, and referred
to the repeal contsst 4 noi a ‘anital
operation,” but just a “conv.ilzscence.”

Final Vote Soon.

Washington, D. C., March 30.—Debate
on the repeal of the Panama tolls exemp-
tion continued today in the House and
Senate. - In the former the Sims bill was
the centre of the controversy. with the
leaders of both factions busily engaged
in preparing for the closing scenes, ex-
pected on Tuesday night or Wednesday,
when the measure comes to a final vote,
In the Senate the various pliases of the
tolls controversy were discussed.

That the Sims bill, providing for the
repeal, in accordance with the President’s
request, is virtually assured of adoption,
80 far as the House is concerned, was the
consensus of opinion. Some, predicted for
it a majority of 75, while the more con-
servative prophets said the bill would
not receive more than a 35 ma jority.

: Senate May Take Time.

Because of the differences in the parlia-
mentary procedure of the two Houses,
senators said today they did not expect
a vote in the Senate within six weels.

BRILLIANT REVIEW OF THE
- BRITISH NAVAL SITUATION

Churchill Says Offensive Power of
Out of Proportion to Defensive —
Fleet— 0il Supply Secret.

Modern Battleships
A Fine Flying :

[Canadian Press.]

London, March 30.—William REwart
Gladstone was the last British statesman
who could make popular reading with a
speech expounding the annual budget of
Government appropriations. Winston
Spencere Churchill has done the same
thing for the naval estimates. The First
Lord of the Admiralty compelled the
House of Commens to listen for two and
a half hours, while he give a review of
the latest achievements i naval science,
80 Interesting that even the . “little navy"”
men kept their seats to thi end.

Battle between great modern iron-
clads the First Lord described as ‘“‘more
like a battle between two eggshells
striking each othes with hammers,” than
two men in armor striking at each other
with heavy swords. ‘‘The offensive power
of modern battleships is out of proportion
to their defensive power. Never was the
disproportion so marked. In the light of
that illustration the awful importance of
good gunnery must come home to us—
the importance of hitting first and hit-
ting hard, and keeping on hitting, and
the necessity of spending money in arriv-
Ing at the highest possible efficiency.”

Leads In Flying.

Mr. Churchill believes that the British
navy leads the world in flying. His per-
sonal exploits in that direction have been
criticised as foolhardy for one of his
position. ¥e promised to give his fellow-
members a unique exhibition later in the
session by bringing a fleet of airships
over the Parliament buildings, *if the
House will take it kindly,” he remarked,
““in order to remove the doubts which lurk
In some breasts as to the existence of
air craft in possession either of the naval
or military services.”

The Admiralty now possesses fifteen
airships, ten of which are large vessels

of over forty-five miles an hour speed;
with 62 seaplanes and 41 ordinary areo-
planes. Mr. Churchill declared his be-~ .
lief in the future of the aeroplane, but:
admitted that the airship had advantages-
in the greater radius of action, being:
able to remain aloft 48 hours; in greater
carrying capacity and efficiency of night
work.
Increase Predicted. :

There are 20 officers aad 120 pilots who
have received certificates of proficiency
from the Aero €lub. Attached to the
flying service altogether are 126 officers
and 500 men, and he predicted that the
numbers would reach 180 officers and
1,400 men before the end of the year.
When he came to the Admiralty two and :
a half years ago there were nine ma-
chines. Five stations have been equipped
along the coast, with full arrangements
for housing machines and quarters for
officers and men, and two more are undep!
construction. Special seaplane vessels)
are being built.

Wireless on Seaplanes.

“Of course, the heavy seaplanes which
we are developing now,” the First Lord
said, ‘“will carry formidable explosives,
which could be dropped on transports.
They carry wireless telegraphy, which
enables them to signal 120 miles effectu-
ally, and they have been qulte recently
able even to receive a message while in
the air.” A

Where Does Oll Come From?

On the vital topic of the British navy's
steps to introduce oil as fuel for warships
and to secure sufficient supplies thereof,
the First l.ord’s explanations were note-
worthy, principally for what he refused
to say. The Government maintains the
greatest secrecy concerning the location
of the oil reserves, as well as the sourcex
of supply.

New Schedule, Supposed To
Start April 1, Cannot Go
Into Force.

COURTS TO DECIDE

Present Indications Forecast
Appeal to Judiciary to Settle
Dispute.

There is no possibility of the street
railway schedule passed by the coun-
cil at its last meeting, being put into
effect on April 1, the date, stipulated
in the bylaw. Manager C. B. Kiig
stated today that to place the improv-
ed service in operation on Wednesday
would be quite impossible, and C. H.
Ivey, street railway counsel said that
the company had not yet decided on its
line of action. 2t

The company has been officially noti-
fied of the passimg of the service bylaw,
and has been sent an official copy of
the schedule suggested by City En-
gineer W. N. Ashplant and approved
by the council. The enforcement of
the city's demands would mean the
purchase of four extra cars and the
reconstruction of west half of the “Y”
at Adelaide and Dundas streets at a
cost bf approximately $2,000, according
to the company’s estimates.

The street railway magnates _have
clearly stated that they will refuse to
submit to the city’'s demands for the
increased service, and there is little
doubt but that the courts will be asked
to decide the matter. The company
has said so and the city has intimated
that it is quite prepared to fight the
thing through to a finish.

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A Debt To Colombia

Perplexing Problem Confronting the United States, Growing
Out of Requirement of the Canal Zone.

Out of the mysterious recess of the de-
partment of state in Washington there
comes an occasional word about a debt
owing by the United States to the Repnub-
tie of Colombia. The diplomats are never
prone to be exceedingly explicit in what
they tell ahout their business, and the
dispatches sent out from Washington are
apt to be written as if the country as a
whole knew exactly what was the matter
with Colombia, and why it owed ther a
sum, commonly put at $10,000,000; and
Just why an offer is not made to pay it;
and the Colombians refuse to consider
taking it.

Ten years is a long period in the pub-
lic memory, and it is probably safe to be-
lieve that many have forgotten the things
that happened on the Isthmus of Panama
in 1903, and which Colombia ‘has not for-
given. The French had a partially-dug
canal down there., and a railroad across
the Isthmus. They wanted to sell

the franchise for their canal was not sal-
able. All they could offer was the disused
machinery, the abandoned diggings and
the railroad. To make these of any par-
ticular value a treaty with Colombia was
necessary. One was negotiated, offering
$10.000.000 for the franchise. and a rental
of $250.000 annually for the Canal Zone.
But the treaty failed of ratification in the
Colombia Senate.

In Washington was President Theodore
Roosevelt, keenly desirous that work on
the canal should be begun under his ad-
ministration. In Washington, too, were
representatives of the French owners,
very desirous of making that $40,000,000.
In Panama City and Colon, were divers
gentlemen eager to see canal building be-
gun once more, bringing flush times to
the Isthmus. Panama was a province of
Colombia. What was easier than a reve-
Jution. It's people had revolted time and
again, but the revolts were always put
down by Colombia, which sent troops by
sea into the rebellious province. There
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both |
to the United States for $40,000,000, but |

was no possible communi®ation by land. If
only the sea route could be closed!

There were Panama secret agents in
Washington. There, too, were skilled dip-
lomats in the pay of the French company.
President Roosevelt was just eager to dig
that canal. Rumors of revolution were
heard in Panama. The Colombian envoy
at Washington telegraphed warnings to
Bogota. The Colombia authorities, doubt-
ing the loyalty of the garrison at Panama
City, telegraphed the commanders of two
gunboats in Panama Bay to come home
and get fresh troops. The gunboats were
out of coal. There was plenty of coal at
Colon, at the Atlantic end of the Panama
Railroad, but the road—not so very busy
—-could not find cars to carry it over for
the gunboats’ use. You see i1e French
owners of the road wanted to sell to the
United States.. So the preparations for
the revolution continued. Alarmed Colom-
bia sent 400 men down by the Atlantic
route and landed them at Colon. Presi-
dent Roosevelt had telegraphed the cap-
tain of the Nashville to “‘prevent the land-
ing of any armed force, either government
or insurgent.” At the time the order was
issued there was no fnsurrection, but
Washington was only a trifle premature.
But what right the President had to
pronibit Colombia from landing her own
troops on her own coast is a question
Still they were landed, as the orders wers
received too late.

The revolutionary headquarters were
at Panama, forty-seven miles away. The
railroad refused to carry the troops
except for cash — despite the invariable
responsible officers. The Colombian
custom of accepting the warrants of
officers probably threatened force. The
United States navy immediately backed
up .the railroad, and the - Colombians
gave up. The revolution was success-
ful without a shot having been fired.
The United States effectually 'closed
both the sea and the Isthmus to. the
Colombian authorities. Within ‘ten days
the Republic of Panama had negotiated
with the United Statés the treaty by
virtue of which the canal has been
dug. The revolting province got" $10,-
000,000 cash, and is to get $250,000 a year
in perpetuity. Colombia got nothing.

But there has beén an uneasy feeling
in the United States .ever since. Some-
how, it stands in the light of receivers of
stolen goods. More than that, it aided in
the steal. So there -have been efforts
by the state department t0 find out what
Colombia will accept as'an indemnity. We
are virtually admitting our guilt, but are
a little bothered about the size of the con-

Alexandria, La., March 28.—Charlie
Herzog's training methods are the most
interesting of those of any major league
inanager. The contrast between the
work of managers observed in skipping
from camp to camp through the South is
remarkable. 'Having seen the greatest
of the managers working with their
teams in the field for many Yyears, I be-
lieve Herzog has the best ideals, the best
methods of getting work out of players,
and the most modern system ever known
to baseball

He has not the strongest team in the
league by far. He has the remnants of
an old-fashioned alibi club. He has the
iruits of one season*s work by Tinker—
and he has a mass of material collected
from unknown way stations by himself.

From this material Herzog is striving
to build a team. He is not claiming pen-
nants nor any position. All he claims is
that his team will be hustling as hard in
October as in May.

Hard work is the basis of all success,
whether in baseball or anything else.
Herzog startled the Reds by insisting
upon work. He works the Reds six hours
a day of actual practice; he rides them
steadily, watches them on and off the
field, and he knows everything that is
going on in the team.

Herzog started by realizing that either
he or the players would be bosses. He
knew that the Cincinnati players have
for years been running managers. He
went after the old players hard. He
drove them even harder than he drove
the youngsters.

asked as an appropriation for the oil re-
serves, but the First Lord explained that
with the cost of tanks and pipe lines to
deliver oil at the jetties, much more is
being spent. . *Oil in quantities has been
purchased in this country, and large
quantities will reach us during the period
covered by the new estimates,’” was the
most explicit information he consented
to give. ‘‘The great exertion has been
made. There is no difficulty-in obtaining
oil,”” he added.
Scandals Insinuated.

Opposition newspapers have hinted
strongly at scandals in connection with
oil contracts, and accused the Government
of favoring capitalists who are its friends.
Rupert Gwynne, M.P., pressed Mr.
Churchill to publish the contracts, and
particularly wanted to know whether the
Mexican Eagle Company, of which Lord
Cowdray is the head, was among the
favored ones. The First Lord quoted a
memorandum from the royal commission
which investigated the question of oil
fuel, asserting that secrecy regarding
naval supplies was necessary. He refused®
to give the names of contractors, and
would say only that Mexico is one
of the countries from! which oil is
being obtained: -Some news of the cam-
paign for oil did crop out in the speech.
The admiralty has been building a fleet
of oil tank steamers very quietly. Four
are already in use ana ten more are un-
der way. Large ships which would be
in the line of battle during war will con-
tinue to depend upon coal, but the Cardiff
product has become obsolete already, he
said, for light cruisers of the latest type,
all of which are equipped with -oil-con-
suming engines. Torpedo-boats, destroy-
ers and the smaller craft generally are
consuming eil.

Oil Saves Time and Money.

Mr. Churchill revealed the report of the
royal commission on the advantages of
engines burning oil only over those burn-
ing both coal and oil. The newest smaller
ships are being equipped with the former
type. The radius of action of a fleet with
oil-burning engines would be increased 40
per cent, and the fighting strength of a
fleet would be increased 25 per cent be-
cause of the greater facility of refuelling
at sea in all weather, so that ships would
not be obliged to return to their base for
coaling. The reduction of stokehold force
would be 55 per cent. Oil would give the
advantage of a very rapid increase of
steam production, and would eliminate the
variations of steam pressure necessary for
the cleaning of coal burning furnaces.

Cornea From Pig
Brings Sight to
a Blind Child

Operation at Baltimore Hos-
pital Declared a Great
Success.

[Canadian Press.]

Baltimore, Md,, March 29.- -Sight has
been given to the left eyve of David Kane,
nine months’ old child of Mr. and Mrs.
Herman Kane, of Gettysburg, Pa.,
through the grafting of the cornea of a
pig's eve to the child's eyeball, accord-
ing to a statement of physicians at a
hospital here. , Certain tests, they de-
clare, have brought out this fact without
a doubt.

The bandage was removed from the eye
and it was declared the-.child followed the
course of a lighted candie which was
moved in front of him. Another test that
brings out the fact more clearly is that
the child now winks his eye lid if a finger
or a small object is waved close to the
eye,

The operation was performed last Mon-
day and the cornea of the pig's eye was
used because -it i3 said it more closely
resembles the human cornea than that
of any other animal.

The child’'s eye today is sald to be per-
fectly clear and free from inflammation.

A third ele-
ment was the assurance of immortality
that gave life a seriousness and dignity,
and last of all antl perhaps most import-
ant, was the promise of the Holy Spirit
as revealed in Christ's gospel.

S000.000 FOR HOME
MISSIONS 1N 1915

Appeal Will Be Made For That
Amount

An appeal will be made to Presbyterian
churches in Canada for $800,000, for home
missions, in 1915. This was decided at
the annual meeting of the Presbyterian
Home Mission Board, which met last
week in Toronto.

Dr. D. L. McCrae, pastor of Hamilton
Roard Presbyterian Church, who has re-
turned from the meeting, told The Ad-
vertiser that the home mission work of
the past year has been the most success-
ful in the history of the church, despite
the financial stringency in the West, and
the immigration of more than 400,000 for-
eigners.

“This year, the Presbyterian Church
gave $100,000 to home missions mere than
last vear,’” he said. ;

“The discussion of the church union
question has brought about a fine spirit
of co-operation among three churches,
Presbyterian, Methodist and Congrega-
tional, which prevents overlapping Iin
work and waste in men and money in the
mission field.

“The missionary budget is really no
burden on the chureh,” said Dr. McCrae,
<and it will be raised quite easily. Many
congregations have mere than doubled
their contributions, since using the new
“every-member’ canvas methed and the
weekly duplex envelope.

“Less ®han an average of twenty cents
a week will now meore than meet the ap-
portiohment of the largest churches and
the whole budget. Many of the well-to-do
give far wore than the average, and the
less able only are required to give a few
cents a week.”

Dr. McCrae was enthusiastic over the
Dominion-wide success of the mission.
“Nearly 500 students from Canada, ‘the
United States and from all over Great
Britain and Ireland. have offered them-
selves for the work, he reported. Be-
sides these, he said that large numbers
of applicants are seeking to enter the
Presbyterian ministry.

‘Generals In Accord.

Premier Asquith added that Sir John
French and Sir John Ewart had asked
him to say they were in entire accord
with the statement he had made to the
House of (‘ommons on Friday.

In announcing that King George had
signified his approval of his assump-
tion of the war portfelio Premier As-
quith concluded: “I have taken the law
to the highest legal authorities to ob-
tain their opinion, and all ithe law-
vers are agreed that I must resign
from the House of Commons. I there-
fore in accordance with the law retire
from the House until my constituents
shall have given their approval of my
acceptance of this office.”

Seely’s Statement.

In a brief personal statement, Col-
onel Seely told the House there was
no difference between himself and his
colleagues in the cabinet on any.po'mt
of policy or principle. He said he
had pressed his resignation because
there appeared, although such was not
his intention, to have ben a bargain
with the army officers regarding the
service they should render to the
crown. Neither had Sir John French
nor Sir John Ewart, the intention ef
making such a Fargain.

Dutv to Resign.

Col. Seely said he did not wonder,
however, that the House had resented
the idea that there should have been
such a bargain. These two officers
had, in these peculiarly ironical cir-
cumstances, felt it to be their duty
to resign, and it was elearly the duty
of the secretary for war to do the same,
in order that it might never appear
that a minister of erown had made a
bargain with crown servants regarding
what should be done.

McKenna Leader.

Andrew Bonar Law, leader of the
Opposition, thought it would be im-
possible to- proceed with the Irish
Home Rule Bill in the absence of the
Premier, but Premier Asquith remark-
ed that he would be at hand if advice
was wanted, and then left the House
of which Reginald McKenna, the Home
Secretary assumed the leadership of
the council, is generally expected to
follow that of Col. Seely with whom
he was associated in drawing up the
offending paragraphs of the memor-
andum to the officers.

By-Election In Apgil.

Premier Asquith has decided that he
will take only one salary, instead of the
two to which he is entitled as premier
and secretary for war. The by-election
in east Fife will probably take place
on April 13, and if the Unionists should
decide to contest the seat, Colonel A.
Sprot will again be their candidate.

In the course of his speech Col
Seely said:

“Grave issies have been raised which
may mean that the whole army system
may have to be re-cast.”

Ministerigl cheers greetd the re-
mark, which was interpreted as sug-
gesting the demoecratization of the
army.

Lord Morley, answering Lord Curzen's
original question, said that circumstances
under which he became asSociated with
the “terms’” given to Generaj Gough were
that after the cabinet meeting he stay-
ed behind for another purpose. Colonel
Seely showed him the two paragraphs
and he did not see that they differed in
substance from the views expressed at
the cabinet meeting. ¥e made one or
two verbal alterations, but they did not
affect the general sense of the memor-
andum

Then admitting his offence against a
cabinet rule, Viscount Morley made the
statement which 1s accepted as fore-
shadowing his retirementf rom politics.

No “Mutiny.” :

Answering other questions, Lord Mor-
ley repudiated the view of ‘‘mutiny” In
the army advanced in some radical and
labor quarters. ‘‘There has been no dis-
obedience of orders in connection with
recent events by any officer or man in
Ireland, and discipline has been exem-
plary,”” he said.

Viscount Morley also admitted that the
Government had promised to send Gen.
Sir Arthur Paget, the comamnder-in-
chief of the forces in Ireland, a naval
force and a military force from England,
and two divisions of troops stations in
Ireland, to enable him to maintain law
and order in support of the civil power.

Morley Will Answer,

Viscount Morley, in replying to a ques-
tion put by Lord Curzon in the House of
Lords, admitted that he had offended
against a cabinet rule. Asked how it
happened that ‘‘if the Government felt
compelled to withdraw the paragraphs
and Colonel Seely to resign we have the
good fortune of seeing Viscount Morley
still in charge of this House’,the presi-
dent of the council replied:

“I will answer that guestion more or
(ess satisfactorily tomorrow, perhaps.”

But when the lat-
ter went up again at 8 o'clock he found
him dead. Coroner Ferguson was called,
and the remains were taken to the funeral
parlors of Smith. Son & Clarke.

York Street Mission. one or tne
most interesting of London’s little
churches, and one of the most efficient
and helpful, judging by the fact that
within its walls some 3,600 conver-
sions "have been made, was founded
nearly eighteen years ago. Since its
organization it has been conducted
continuously by KEvangelist and Mrs.
T. L. Belcher.

When first organized it was con-
ducted under the superintendence of
a committee composed of Geo. Robin-
son, the late Thomas McCormick, the
late T R. Parker, C. B. Keenleyside,
and John H. Chapman.

The missiocn was built in connection
with the First Methodist Church, but
at present, while the first church con-
tributes largely to its support, other
denominations. are interested and
pledge their support. Talbot Street
Baptist Church claims more converts
of the mission on its membership rolls
than the mission has at present on its
own rolls. The present membership of
the York Street Mission is 216.

iMMIGRATION IS PROBLEM

Country is Giant Crucible
Where Foreigner and Native-
Born Alike Are Assimilated.

Some the complexities facing
Canada regard- to its immigration
problems were delineated to a large
congregation at First Methodist Church
Sunday evening by Rev. James S.
Woodsworth, of Winnipeg, in an able
address on ‘‘Canadians of Tomeorrow.”
Startling Predictions.

He drew some startling predictions
for the future of the Dominion from a
mass of statistics regarding immigra-
tion problems which he exhihited in a
series of charts. Canada, he%dlescribed
as being at the present time a melting
pot of nations, in which the unseen
forces of God were mightily working.
What the product of that great crucible
will be is a question which should be
foremost in the mind of every Cana-
dian, he said. The national charaecter
was undergoing a distinct change at
the present time, due to the influx of
people from other lands with other
customs and manners of life, other
ideals of government, of justice and
of religion.

" What Type Will Predominate?

There was no guarantee at the pres-
ent time what type would predominate.
There was no guarantee that the pre-
vailing type in the next century would
be Anglo-Saxon or even the great
Germanic type. It behoved Canadians,
therefore, to make a study of the prob~
lems which are daily increasing In in-
itensity. The immigration to Canada
during last year amounted to 402,436,
he stated. That meant that a popula-
tion eight times as great ag London’s
had to be assimilated.

Strength of Mind Only Possible
by Persistent Effort in Right
Direction.

Rev. A. J. Johnston preached ILenten
sermons, both morning and evening, on
the subjects: ‘“The Temptation of Christ
in the Wilderness.” The morning text
was, ““Then was Jesus led up of the
spirit, into the wilderness, to be tempted
of the devil,” from Matther, chapter 4,
verse i.

Character Born of Strife.

“This struggle and conflict against the
two opposing forces which everyone ex-
periences, is what develops the charac-
ter in us,” said Mr. Johnston. ‘“Charac-
ter is born of this strife. Untempted in-
nocence is not character. Some of us
take the easy comfortable method of
life. ‘being led by the spirit,” but those
persons attain little. It is those who
stand the temptation, agonizing struggle
and strife of mind as did Christ, who
attain real character.”

““The struggle is always on; and
whether we conquer, or whether we live
a little below the standard, depends on
our attitude to the tempter.”

Temptation of Jesus.

‘“The temptation of Jesus, aimed to
break Him down. It is like this with
every child of God's the speaker pointed
out. “The tempter would break down
the consciousness of sonship, by en-
deavoring to lead God’s children to act
in some way beneath their sonship in
God.”

Church God’s Agency.

In the evening, the pastor reviewed the
temptations of Christ, and their rela-
tions to the church. Speaking from the
text, Matthew, chapter 4, and verses i and
if, Rev. Mr. Johnston said: ““The church
is God’'s agency toestablish the kingdom
of God, and the church is tempted to
go forward, to build up the kingdom by
the means suggested to Jesus in the
wilderness.””

Leaves Prison With Bill and—?

‘“The man l@aves prison at the
piration of his term with a five dollar
bill, and a suit of clothes, a new pair
of. shoes, a collar and tile—and when he
passes through the gate that has sep-
arated him from the world, its advan-
tages and possibilities for so long, he re-
ceives a cigar. He is then a new man.
He will not go back to his former associ-
ates. He will not resume his former evil
practices.” Will he?

‘“What is there in that man’s term to
make a’ changed being of him?’ asked
the speaker. “What *is there in
a term served in misery behind
prison bars, to induce a man
to pursue - -the straight pathway,
when he is discharged? It requires more
than the start that is given him. Some-
thing other than a cigar and clothes are
needed to make the man as he was in-
tended to be. Only with the love of Christ
in his heart can he hope to resist temp-
tation that is thrown in his face from
every side.

More Than Surface Re-touching
Necessary.

“An old house may be painted, and
re-painted, but there comes a time when
paint alone will not hide the ¢racks and
wear. It is the same in the life of a
man. As the only remedy for the house
is to tear it down and build a new one,
50 the only alternative for a man, if he
wishes to reform, is to start ‘brand new’
with a clean record. In that way only, is
it possible to obtain the goal which we
are all aspiring.”

BAPTISM DOES NOT ENE
COVETED PLAGE IN HEAVEN

But Presbyterian Method
Scriptural Form, Dr. Mc-
Crae Says.

“After forty yvears of Bible study
and all the light that God has given
me, I am as sure, as I am sure that 1
live, that the Presbyterian form of
baptism is the Scriptural form,” de-
jclared Rev. Dr. D. L. McCrae last
!night in the Hamilton Road Presby-
| terian Church, speaking on the sub-
ject, “Why Presbyterians Baptize as
They Do With Water.”

Various Forms of Baptism.

“God will' not give a man a higher
place in heaven simply according to
the form in which he was baptized,”
said the speaker. “Any of those forms
administered. by all the different
{churches, so long as they are in the
name of the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Ghost, are acceptable. I do bhe-
lieve, however, that the form used by
Presbyterians, is the most beautifal,
the simplest, and is Scripturally truth-
ful. If your form be different from
mine, I should not bar you from tho
Lord’s table. So long as a baptism is
in a Christian
Even water baptism itself is not essen-
tial to salvation,” declared the speak-
er. “The thief on the cross beside
Christ, who went to heaven with Him.
was never baptized. Quakers do not
baptise at all, and theirs is, I think,
one of the most beautiful of churches.

Would Become a Quaker.

“If I was obliged to put as much
stress on baptism as some people
think is necessary, I would become a
Quaker,” declared Dr. McCrae.

Baptism of Israelites.

“The baptism of the spirit only is
essential. I find not one clear pass-
age in the Bible regarding immersion
of the whole body. The Israelites are
said to have been baptised by immer-
sion, as they walked through the Red
Sea. They walked on land, dry-shod,
and the spray from the waves must
have been medium, which could hardly
be called immersion. L

‘There are many references in the
Bible, however, to the pouring out of
the baptismal medium, which cannot
be misunderstood. In reference to the
question so often asked, ‘How do you
interpret the expression, “They went
down into the water and came up out
of it?”'” the speaker said.. “These
references are barely more than sup-
position, and are too vague to be taken
as foundations for doctrine. These
words mean, in many .cases, ‘down 1o’
and ‘up from’ in the Scriptures. John
is said to have baptized tens of thou-
sands, some authorities say two mil-
lions. He could not possibly have done
it by immersion. In one day, the
Bible says, 3,000 were baptized by
John. They were in the desert, with-
out change of clothing, and it would
have been awkward and practically
impossible to immerse that great num.
ber.

“While we differ in this question of
baptism, -let us frankly reeognize oar
brother’s form, if it be Christian. Too
many peoplé€ believe that sectarian dif-
ferences are a part of religion. The
things that really matter are a clean
heart, a pure spirit, and a will sur-
rendered to God in Jesus Christ.”

But here
were men who came in daily contact
with this monster and his atrocities
and remalned unstained. These men
of Nero's house show that thougn one’s
environment has to do with the ease
or difficulty in leading a Christian
life the outcome rests entirelv with
the man himself,

“You often hear a person assert
that it Is Imposible to lead a Christ-
like life and enter into the field of
public or social life, but here were
men stationed in the heart of the.
worst things that a mind can picture,
and yet through their faith being of
a steadfast and devout nature were
able to triumph and remain unspotted.

“At the present day there is a great
need of Christian men in our political
life, but men of that description re-
fuse to enter because they claim that
it lowers them. Let us be done with
this whining and apclogizing for our
faith, which gives Christianity the
look of an intruding element and carry
it like these men—boldly and in all
walks of life.”
