For seven years Messrs. Gonne and 
French,have been the assessors of 
Chatham. This year the City Coun- 
cil decided to have a change and ap- 

• pointed Messrs. French and Liddy. 
It appears that one of the reasons 
why Mr. Gonne was dropped was be­
cause he lived in Detroit the moat 
of the time—although he owns pro­
perty in Ghatham—and it was also 
thought that at least one experienced 
man should be appointed. Mr. Lid- 
dy was Ald. Stone’s nominee.

The Council was placed in rather 
in awkward position last evening. 
Mr. French resigned, saying that 
while he had nothing against Mr. 
Liddy personally, he would not work 
with him as assessor, while Mr. 
Gonne bad stated to several alder- 
that he would not act unless Mr. 
French were appointed, too.

Ald. Stone held out strongly for Mr. 
Liddy, however, and won out last ev- 
ening.

At times the discussion was quite 
warm last evening, and aldermen 
threw out insinuations that schem­
ing was already going on at the 
board, from more than one quarter.

He advocated appointing Mr. 
Gonne, whom he respected as a busi­
ness man and an assessor. He also 
thought a great deal of Mr. Liddy. 
Personally, he would have liked to 
have had the two old assessors act, 

but Mr. French refused to act under 
the conditions of the by-law passed, 
at the last meeting of the Council 
and he thought that at least one old 
assessor should be appointed.

A by-law was introduced rescind­
ing the clause in the other by-law 
appointing the assessors.

Ald. Stone moved that the assessors 
for 1906 be John Liddy and W. H. 
Gonne.

This was seconded fay Ald, Bensen.
Ald. Marshall, in committee, ex­

pressed his approval of this motion.
Ald. Stone also moved that Mr. 

Gonne receive a salary of $300 and 
Mr. Liddy $200.!

Ald. Austin—Will Mr. Gonne ac- 
cept?

Ald. Stone—Mr. Gonne promised to 
be here to-night to speak for him- 
self. X

Ald. Edmondson moved in amend- 
ment that the assessors be the same 
as last year, Messrs. Gonne and 
French. He had nothing against Mr. 
Liddy.

Ald. Potter said that Mr. Gonne in­
timated to him that he would not ac- 
cept, to work with Mr. Liddy. He 
also had nothing against Mr. Liddy.

Electric Lighting Pioneer.
Sir Joseph A. Swan, F. R. 8., who 

has just entered on his 78th year, says 
The London Star, was one of the pio­
neers of the science of electric lighting, 
and was, in his house at Gateshead- 
on-Tyne, patiently and silently perfect­
ing the incandescent lamp which bears 
his name when systems which are now 
forgotten were being loudly exploited 
as the only practical methods. He was 
born in Sunderland, and was for many 
years associated with a well-known 
firm of chemists in Newcastle-on-Tyne, 
and in that position perfected several 
valuable inventions in photography. 
After the invention of the incandescent 
lamp he left Tyneside, and took up his 
residence in London, his house in Hol­
land Park being a perfect repository of 
curiosities and novelties in electricity. 
He is a fellow of the Royal Society, 
as well as of other learned bodies. 
When his daughter was married to Mr. 
Keble Morcom last year the wedding 
party was conveyed to St. Mary Ab- 
bot’s Church in electric broughams

Mrs. French Sheldon.
Mrs. French Sheldon started recently 

for the West Coast of Africa, when her 
tour will embrace Nigeria, Sierra Le­
one, and Liberia. She is just finishing 
her book on the Congo, which will be 
out in the early part of next year. Mrs. 
French Sheldon has done a great deal 
of important exploration. She knows 
the whole of Africa, and has written a 
great deal to add to our ethnological 
knowledge of the various races of that 
continent. She has been three times 
round the world, giving three years to 
each journey. The love of genuine ex­
ploring has grown upon her, says The 
Queen, and she goes off with her rifle 
and her native servants; plunging into 
countries where few white men have 
been, with less fear of danger than she 
would have in walking about a civiliz­
ed city in the dark. The journey to 
West Africa she will now undertake 
as a rest and change after the hard 
work of getting her book ready for the

Examination of York County Loan Co.
Boeks Far From Complete—“No

Graft,” Says Phillips.
Toronto, Dec. 29.—Judging from the 

evidence given at the Government in- 
vestigation into the affaire of the York 
Loan and Savings Co., yesterday, the 
annual audit of the books of that con­
cern was a process to say the least 
perfunctory. Only a small salary was 
paid to the two officials who made the 
examination, and only a few weeks 
were spent on a multitude of books 
and documents which would have 
taken the time of an auditor for every 
day of the year.

In answer to the questions of C. A. 
Masten on behalf of W. H. Cross, the 
Government Investigator, Thomas G. 
Hand, whose name appears appended 
to the certificate as to the correctness 
of the annual statement of 1904, said 
that beyond checking the totals In the 
ledger and stock-book he did not in­
vestigate the items.

3. The parties signing bind them­
selves in honor and good faith to abso­
lutely refrain from and prevent, as far. 
as they can, any Infraction of the On­
tario election law, among which infrac­
tions are: (a) The bribing of voters by 
money or other valuable consideration 
or promises, (b) The procuring or prom­
ising of office, place or employment for 
voters or unduly influencing them, (c) 
The subscribing, advancing or paying 
money for the purposes of the election, 
except the money bona fide paid into 
the hands of the financial agent of the 
candidate, such agent to keep an ac­
curate account thereof, open to.the in­
spection of any party signing the 
agreement. (d) The corruptly treating 
or furnishing entertainment to voters, 
(e) The corruptly betting or wagering 
on the election. (f) The hiring of 
vehicles to convey electors to the polls 
or the paying of the traveling expenses 
of voters. (<) The personation of vot­
ers'.

4. The parties to the agreement un­
dertake that they will not be guilty of 
or privy to any such infraction in re- 
spect of the election.

It is further agreed that to prevent 
any doubts as to the observance of the 
law, no vehicles shall be hired, asked to 
be volunteered, volunteered or used 
either in connection with the registra-- 
tion of voters, to take persons up to 
register, or on election day to take vot­
ers to the polls to vote. Each candi­
date is, however, allowed to have one 
vehicle on election day for his person­
al use, which he may also employ to 
transfer his workers from one poll to 
another to work, but nôt to vote.

For the purpose of enforcing the pro­
visions of this understanding, it is 
agreed that Bishop Mills, R, V. Rogers, 
K. C., and J. L. Whiting K. C, shall 
be a tribunal, with full power to in­
quire into and determine all cases of 
alleged violation of the agreement. 
They shall have power to call before 
them any party to the agreement, and 
obtain any other evidence they may be 
able. They may employ a stenograph­
er to take any evidence by statutory 
declaration, if they see fit. If at any 
time, upon information furnished with­
in 30 days of the election, said tribunal 
shall, upon inquiry, find that there has 
been a breach of this agreement, di­

Delaware’s Hundreds.

In the days when the Saxons domi­
nated England prior to the coming of 
William of Normandy the people were 
formed into divisions of hundreds. 
This was done mainly for military pur­
poses and the convenience of assembly 
upon the summons of the powerful 
earls and barons to whom the people 
owed allegiance. These hundreds usu­
ally consisted of ten families, each 
family being computed at a minimum 
of ten persons. In time the families in­
creased in membership, but did net 
lose their individual identity or changt 
the designation of organization. In 
the natural order of events these hun 
dreds expanded into communities ane 
ultimately into geographical divisions 
and took on geographical designa­
tions. Some of the American colo­
nists adopted this form of geographical 
division, and thus we still have hun­
dreds in Delaware and Virginia, al­
though in the latter state that form of 
designation is but seldom used. But in 
Delaware hundred is universally used 
to describe the divisions of a county 
and is equivalent to the township in 
other states.

Prison For Rev. Eugene Brooks- 
Husband of the Woman Who Died 
Gets a Year—Judge McCrimmon, 
Senior Judge of Ontario County, 
Scathingly Addresses Prisoner.

Whitby. Jan. 9.—Rev. Eugene 
Brooks, a Dowielte leader at Toronto, 
and Dowie’s representative in Canada, 
was yesterday sentenced by Judge Mc­
Crimmon, senior judge of the C unty of 
Ontario, to six months with hard la­
bor in the Central Prison, Toronto.

The charge against the prisoner was 
of “aiding, councilling and abetting 
one Marshall Harmon of Victoria Cor­
ners, Township of Brock, in neglect in 
securing medical assistance during his 
wife's last illness."

Harmon’s wife died early last sum- 
mer, her illness being a severe case of 
dropsy, which developed one week af­
ter confinement. The husband was a 
faith, cure believer, and refused to al­
low neighbors who wished to render 
assistance, entrance to the house.

He sent to Toronto for High Apostle 
Brooks, and met him at Uxbridge Sta­
tion, ten miles distant from the Har­
mon house. During his trip to the sta­
tion to meet the elder, his wife was 
left alone at home helpless with an in­
fant seven days old. Brooks remained 
with the woman for a few hours, and 
prayed with the patient. The husband 
then drove him back to the station, 
leaving the poor wife alone a second 
time.

Succession Duties $700,000.
Toronto,4 Jan. 9.— Provincial Treas- 

urer Matheson intimated yesterday 
the total net proceeds from the sue 
cession duties department for 1905 
would be about $700,000.

E. Sinclair, barrister of Oshawa. The 
prisoner laughed, and admitted he 
wasn’t altogether relying on divine aid 
in this trial.

Brooks is a southerner, and, it is 
said, has served before terms in prison 
for similar offences.

The judge delivered a scathing ad­
dress to the prisoner on sentencing him.

Shot and Sandbagged.
Winnipeg, Jan. 9.—The office of the 

Bank of Montreal at Regina was enter­
ed by burglars about 3.30 o’clock yes­
terday morning and George Jackes, 
janitor and watchman, was shot in the 
leg when he interrupted proceedings.

FORESTRY PROGRESS.WOMEN WITH WEAKNESS.

Two Extensive Additions Made to Per­
manent Forest Reserves.

The annual report of the Bureau of 
Forestry is being circulated by the 
clerks of the Attorney-General's De­
partment.

The report, in reference to forestry 
progress in Ontario, say the fire rang­
ing system on public lands under li­
cense continues to be an increasingly 
useful institution in the protection of 
standing timber, in which both the 
lumbermen and the province have a 
direct and large financial interests.

The number of rangers applied for 
by lumbermen has been greater than 
ever before. This is taken to indicate 
an appreciation of the value of the 
service to the lumbering interests.

During the past season the depart­
ment has organized a fire protection 
service for the protection of lands 
along the Temiskaming Railway, the 
building of which through a practical­
ly unbroken forest presented unusual 
dangers. The expense of the service, 
which proved to be most efficient, was 
borne jointly by the department and 
the Railway Commission. A feature of 
this service was the use of railway 
velocipedes by the rangers, enabling 
them during dry seasons to follow up 
trains and extinguish at once any in­
cipient fires.

Two extensive additions have been 
made to the permanent forest re­
serves, amounting in all to 6,709 
square miles, or 4,288,000 acres, and 
known respectively as the Western 
Temagami reserve and the Mississaga 
reserve.

A number of pictures of timber lots 
in Norfolk, Huron and Brant coun­
ties accompany the report, showing 
the possibilities' of reforestration.

Fig Trees Grow on Vancouver.
It will be news to many horticultur­

ists to learn that fig trees are to be 
found growing wild on Vancouver Is­
land.

Some little time ago Mr. Parker Wil- 
liams, M. P. P., sent some leaves to 
Mr. J. R. Anderson, Deputy Minister of 
Agriculture, for identification, says The 
Vancouver World. The, trees from 
which they were obtained, Mr. Wil­
liams said, were about two miles apart 
and seemed to be seedlings of figs. The 
trees were described as being about 
six feet in height and making a vigor­
ous growth. After examining the 
leaves the Deputy Minister replied to 
Mr. Williams giving his opinion that 
the specimens certainly resembled the 
Smyrna fig, and believed it to be of 
that variety The fig, whilst it does 
well and produces good fruit in this 
province, is not indigenous.

Mr. Anderson referred the specimens 
to Dr. Fletcher of Ottawa, who coin­
cided with the Deputy Minister as to 
the variety, and said:

“It is remarkable that these fig trees 
should have established themselves in 
British Columbia, but I suppose if the 
tree would stand the winter, there is 
no reason why they should not be in­
troduced, because figs, as put up for 
market, are not treated with heat, so 
I believe the seeds would grow."

Toronto, Jan 10.—Joseph Phillips, 
manager of the York County Loan Co., 
who was placed under arrest Monday 
night on a charge of fraud and conspir­
acy, appeared before Magistrate Denl- 
son yesterday morning, but did not 
elect or plead, and was remanded for a 
week.

"I would like an adjournment for 
that time," said Mr. B. H. Ardagh, who 
represented the defendant.

"That is satisfactory to me,” answer­
ed Crown Attorney Curry, who inti­
mated. however, that he was ready to 

proceed with the preliminary investi­
gation. .

Mr. W. H. Hunter, bondsman for Mr. 
Phillips, who was released from cus­
tody on $5,000, was also in court, and 
the ball was renewed.

Two Technical Points..
Mr. Ardagh said nothing coyld be 

disclosed to show wrongdoing on the 
part of Mr. Phillips. "The case,” he 
said, "hinges on two technical points, 
first, as to the portion of the transfer 
of property to the Toronto Realty Co., 
with regard to the returns made to the 
Government; second, as to the mean­
ing of the loan companies’ act with 
regard to the application of loan funds 
to terminating shares. Mr. Ardagh 
stated that they wanted to show they 
had better security in hand than the 
land so transferred the. Toronto Realty 
Co. accepting the mortgages on it. and 
these mortgages figured in the returns 
to the Government.

PRINTERS STRIKE IN LONDON.

Three Firms Affected by the 8-Hour 
Day Demand.

London Jan. 10.—The printers’ battle 
in behalf of an 8-hour day, which is in 
progress all over the United States, af­
fected London yesterday. The man­
agement of The Advertiser job print­
ing office announced that they could 
not accept the demands of the union.

AFTER ALLEGED USURERS.

Toronto Police Raid Money Lenders 
Offices and Seize Books.

Toronto, Jan. 10.—Crown Attorney 
Curry is after another bunch of the 
"get rich quick" fellows. This time it 
is the alleged usurers, he is paying his 
attention to.

Armed with search warrants Detec­
tives Kennedy and Anderson visited 
the offices of D. R. McNaught & Co., 
6 King street west, and Detectives Tip- 
lin and Guthrie did the same to S. A. 
Anderson & Co. in the Confederation 
Life Building. The officers seized the 
books and papers in both offices and 
carted them to police headquarters, 
where they were turned over to Mr. 
Curry.

Summonses have been served on 
Herman C. Klehr, manager of the 
McNaught Co., and Robert McHarrie, 
manager of the Anderson Co. They 
will be asked in the Police Court to 
plead to the same charges as Phillips 
of the York Loan Company, “that they 
did conspire, by deceit, fraud and other 
means to defraud the public contrary to 
section 394 of the criminal code."

A number of those who have been 
victims, or customers of these firms 
will be asked to give evidence.

MANY CONSUMPTIVES HELPED.

State Hospital in Adirondack’s Shows Encour- 

aging Figures..105 Patients Discharged.

The trustees of the New York 
State Hospital for Incipient Pul­
monary Tuberculosis in the Adiron- 
dacks have issued their completed 
statistics for the first year, which is 
as follows:- There were admitted 
207 patients, more than half of 
whom were incipient. There were 
no deaths. Of the 105 patients dis­
charged, fifty-two were apparently 
recovered. Twenty-six arrested cases 
are reported. Sixteen improved, 
while eleven left without any im­
provement. The treatment consists 
mainly of outdoor air, wholesome 
food and rest. Patients have three 
full meals and two or three lun 
cheons a day, and 90 of the 105 
gained an average of 10.57 pounds 
each. This is certainly most en­
couraging and shows that incipient 
consumptives at least can be cured. 
There is another treatment perhaps 
almost as good. Stay home, use 
cold baths in the morning, get as 
much outdoor exercise as possible, 
a generous diet and the continuous 
use of Scott’s Emulsion will doubt­
less check the progress of the dis­
ease and may permanently cure.
