Petition from the Hudson’s Bay Company to His Excellency the Administrator of
the Government, referred lo in the foregoing Letter.

To His Excellency Lord Aylmer, Knight Commander of the Most Honorable
Military Order of the Bath, &c. &c. &c.

The Humble Petition of the Hudson's ﬁiy Comeny
Respectfully represents,

*

. ’ That your Petitioners are Lessces of the Seigniory of  Mille Paches,”. in
the District of Quebec, under a lease from the proprietors thereof, granted in the year 1822,
with an exclusive right of trading with the Indians within its limits ; and carry ontheir
trade with the Indians there, at the Post of Portneuf, situated within the said sglgmory

That Jour Petitioners as a commercial company, more particularly en in the fur
trade, and having establishments at Portneuf other places within this Province, for
the purpose of carrying it on, in the course of their transactions and intercourse with the
Indians, bave by their agents and servauts necessarily been the channel by which rum and
other spirituous liquors have come into their hands. .

That it never entered into the comtemplation of your Petitioners, that such a circum-
stance could be considered as illegal, nor & they conceive that they bave in any manner
offended the laws in this particular. But Mr. Lampson, the presént lessee of the King’s
Posts, having lately attempted by every means in his power to drive the Hudson’s Bay
Company from the possession of the Post of Portneuf and the Seigniory of Mille Faches, for
his own private purposes, has by the means of one George Linton laid informations against
Robt. Cowie, William Davis, and Elie Boucher, three of the xnu and servants of your
Petitioners, (founded upon the Ordinance 17, Geo. 3, ¢. 7, m to prevent the selling of
strong liquors to the Indians without license from the Governor, &c. of the Province of
Quebcc,) for selling and distributing liquors to lndians at Portneuf aforesaid ; and although
your Petitioners are fully convinced that the said ordinance was never intended to apply to
trading companies baving s right to trafic with the Indians, and although it is apparent
that these proceedings are vexatious, and carried on for the purpose of private gain, without
any view 10 tlie interests of the public ;—yet your Petitioners, for greater security in pre-
venting the vexatious and oppressive application of the sid ordinance for the pest, and
guarding against the same m ication of it to their future dealings and intercourse with
the Indians, are desirous of obtaining for themselves and their aforesaid agents and“servants,
a Pardoun for any acts of this nature done in past time, and full authority to them for the
{ut;lﬁr‘el, to distribute liquors to the Indians, without which they could not carry ontheir
awful trade. i

obert Cowie, William Davis,>and Elie Boucher, His Majesty’s free pardon for all offences

of like nature for the past (always excepting any right that may be found to have accrued to
the said George Linton, in the penalties sued for,) and that your Excellency will also be
graciously pleased to grant the said Hudsons’s Bay Company, their agents and servants, a
liceuse to distribute spirituous liquors to the Indians within the Seigniory of Mille Paches,
and at all other posts and places occupied by the said Company for the purposes of trade
within this Province.

{n obedience to His Excellency’s commands, I have sed the petition which His
Excellency has been pleased to refer to me, and have the honor to state, that this petition
has evidently been preferred, in consequence of the opinion entertained by the agent of the
Hudson’s Bay Company, that the provisions of the Provincial Ordinance, 17 Geo. III. c. 7,*
prohibitiag. mle of liquors to ludians, without license, are stil} in force, and
applicable to that company.—Bat this opinion is_erroneous, The provisions referred to, by
a subsequent Proviacial Ordinance (31, Geo. HI. c. 1,+) have been repealed, as to all
traders, except thove at a fixed residence, in a settled part of the Province, who are required
to have a license for ing & house of public entertainment. They are, therefore, inap-
plicable to the deslings of the Hudson’s Bay Company, in their seigniory of * Mille Vaches,”
and neither the pardon, nor the license applied for, is necessary. :

We beg leave to acquaint you that we have been served, some weeks ago,
with two several notices, in ing us that two certain convictions, the onc at the suit of
George Linton, gui tam, agains) Robert Cowie, and the other against William Davis, ren-
dered on or about the 30th November last, are about being removed in the Court

convictions took place on information filed against the Defendants, for distributing Liquors
to Indians, without Licence, at a place called Portneut, in the County of Saguenay, in the
District of Quebec ;—we are, therefore, desirotis to secure the assistance of one of the Law
Officers of the Crown on our behalf, as_convicting Magistrates, not only to support the
judgments by us rendered, but also to afford us the necessary legal assistance to make out
such convictions in due form of Law. And as we are aware, from an opinion given by the
Attorney General, that he differs materially with us in the matter in question, we, there-
fore, respectfully solicit the professional assistance of the Advocate Geperal, whose opinion
accords on the question with our own.

1 have been honored with the commands of His Excellency the Adminis-
trator of the Government, signified in your letter of the 19th inst. transmitting two
applications from Messrs. Neilvon, Duc , and Wilson, soliciting the &:o(emoml
assistance of the Advocate General, in certain suits or actions tried before them, the decisions
in which re about to be removed into the Court of King’s Bench, by certiorari ; upon which
His Excellency has been plensed to require my ?)inion,u to the course it would be
advisesble to adopt, in regard-to these applications for the assistance of the Advocate Gene-
ral, instead of mine, on the ground of my baving already delivered an opinion in opposition
to the degisions given by the applicants in the cases in question.

In order that His Excellency may be made acquainted with the nature of the applica-
tions referred to in your letter, and the considerations on which they rest, it seems necessary
to in sowe particulars, for the information of His Excellency.

y the Provincial Ordinsnce 17, Geo. 111 ¢. 7, four distinct legislative provisions were
enacted, restrictive of trade and intercourse with the Indians. By the first aspecial licence
in writing was required, from the Governor, or from His !ajeuz)‘:;geuuorsuperiatendenu
for Indian affairs, or from the commandants of the different , or from such a
the Governor might em ' to graut it, 10 authorise the sale of spirituous liqgours to
Indians, and the sale of liquors to them, without a licence was prohibited, under a penalty,
for the first offence, of £6, imprisonment for a period not exceeding a mouth, and the
forfeiture of his licence to keep a taver, if the liquors should be sold by an Inn keeper:
for anmdmdmhnqnmte&nn the penaity and imprisonment were doubled : By the
second of the said the purchase of clostbes or arms from Indians was prohibited,
under like penalties : By the third all persons were prohibited from settling in any Indian
Village or in any Indian Country, within the Province, without a license from the Governor,
under a penalty of £10 for the first, and £320 for every subsequent offence : By the fourth
all were prohibited from carrying goods, for the purpose of trade, beyond certain
limits on the Rivers Ottawa and Iroquois, or mnte eny other parts of the Province lands
notgratd?ﬂisﬂg’a(y,withonttpmormit in writing, from the >
uader a .

trade had been regulated under the French CGovernment, previous to the cunquest, and

might, perbaps, be jusiified by the then state of the country, and of the neighbouring
Provinces, which were at that time in_open rebellion,—by the cxpediency of preventing

. fareign influence and tressonable practices among the Indjan tribes,—and by counsiderations

of public policy, which some years after ceased to exist. In the altered circumstunees of the
cuuntry, in 1791, very'diffcrent views suggested themselves to the Government, and instead
of shackling trade,’ by the inconvenient restrictions above mentioned, ‘it was deemed wise
and proper to free it from such restraints, and throw it open to the King’« subjects, withoat
distinction.  This was effected by the Provincial Ordinance 31, Geo. fll. c. 1, in the pre-
amble to which it was stated to be expedient to the prosperity of commerce, that it shoukd
be unc| with annecessary impediments. With this view the Legisture, in the 3d
section of theslatter Ordinance, declared its intentions and will in the following words—
“ And to the.end that the trade to thc Western Districts, and Indian Countries, may be free
# and open to all His Majesty’s subjects, in every part of His Mujesty's Inlund Dominions
‘¢ and Territories whatsoerer, Be it enacted, that from and after the publicatica of this
“ Act, it shall not be necensary, for any of His Majesty’s subjects carryiag on trade, or
*‘ other stated residents of this Province, to take owt any swhere, or from any person or
¢ persons, amy license, pass, permit, or other writing whatsoever, for guing into, or

- trading with the Indians or other inhabitants of the Westeru Countries, Districts oc

Counties of this Province, or Territories swhatsocver, or for the carrying or conveying
thither, or elsewhere, in_boats, batteaux, or cinoes, any goods, wares or merchandizes,
or provisions, or other effects, not spicifically proluubited, or for returning with the same,
or any part thereof, &c., nor (o subiect traders to take out licences for the sale of spéritmons
‘“ liquors to Fwdians, except at a fixed residence in a settled part of the Pruvince, for keepen,
‘“ a honse of public entertainment, as is required by an \ct of Parliament passed in the 14t
 year of His Majesty’s Reign,” &c.

By the Gth section, the third enactment above mentioned, by which it was made penal
to settle in Indimn villages, or countries, without a license, was repealgd, except as 1o such
persons owly, as wot being His Majesty’s subjects should arrive at any furt, post, or place, where
any magistrate might reside.and ~hould not within twenty-four hours thereafier, take the oath
of allegiance t0 the Butich Cowwn, &c.

By the two sections now cited, the regulations above mentioned, by which licenses
were required, for trading with, and selling liquors to, the Indians, were repealed, r the most
snequivocal ferms ; and the necesity of a license for settling among them was dispensed with,
not only as to the King's subjects, but even as 10 altens, who might take the cath of
allegiance. . ~

kg'U n the p{mng of this last ordinance, the inconvenient shackles on the Indian trade
which had previously existed, cemsed ; and, frum that period to the present, nu license for
trading with, or settling among the Indiaas, within the limits of this province, has been imued ;
nor was it ever attempted, within my knowledge, till the institution of the gui tam actions
referred 10 in your letter, to render 1t penal to trade with Indians, or sell iquors 10 them,
without a license, in the unsettled parts of the country,

The trade with the Indians in the unsettled seigniories, contignous to the King’s posts,
as well as in all other parts of the province, has been carried on, without licenses. While
Mr. Lampeon under an assigninent of a lease of the King’s posts, has for several years earried
on trade there with the Indians, the Hudson’s Bay Company, as lessees of contigirous
unsettied seigniories, have, in like manne-, and as had been done by their predecessors in
pmsmc?t:ou seigniories; carnied on trade with the Indians, without licenses.

« It 13 under these circumstances, that one Linton, a constable of this place, at the
mstigation and expense, there 1s no doubt, of Mr. Lampeun, and for the purpose of harrassing
and annoying the Hudson’s Bay Company, in their Trade, caused “qui tem’ actions to ke
brought, m bis name, towards the close of last antumn, against Robert Cowie, a Chief Factor
of the Hudson’s Bav {ompany, having the charge and management of their trade withiu the
seigniory of Mille Vackes, and aguinst Willlam Davis, s Cletk, and Elie Boucher, a hired
Servant, acting under the orders of Mr. Cowie, for penalties supposed 10 bave been incurred
by them, by the sale of Spirituous Lijuors, to Indians, without a Licensie, contrary to the
provisions of the above mentioned Ordinance of 17 Geo. L1l. ¢. 7.

Afier the nstitution of these actions Mr. McKenzie, the Agent of the Hydson's Bay
Company, not aware, it would appear, that there had been an exprese repeal of the provisions
of this inance, requiting Licenses, and coneidering the actions o be vexations and mali-
cious, applied to His Excellency, for a pardon for the past, and a License for the future, in
order to obviate the abuse which had been and was likely in future 1o be rilade, of the provisions
of the Ordinance. This application hvi# been referred 10 me, by order of His Excellency, I
had the honour, in my report of the 25th November last, of saring, for His Excellency’s infor-
mation, that the provision of the Ordinance, on which these activns had been grouaded, wae
repesled, by the above mentioned Ordinance of the Slst Geo. III c. 1. and that neither

rdon, nor license, as prayed for, on the part of the Hudson’s Bay Company, was necessary.—
?benacliom, it would appenr, were afierwards brought under the r of John Neilson,
J. B. Duchesnay, and Thomas Wilson, Esquires, as Justices of the Peace, betore whom it was
urged that the provisions of the Ordinance in question had been repealed, and, 1t would aleo
appear, that my report and opinion to His Excelfency t0 this effect was produced and read to
these Magistraies, who, preferring the concluesion to which they were led by their own legul
knowledyge, to the opinion of the Attorney (Gensral, held the pruvision of the Ordinance to be
wm force, and imposed a fine of £5, and an imprisonment of twenty-four hours, on each of the
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judgments or convictions which he has obtained.

Detendants. Aithoughia he cucamstances conrected with these prosecutions were fully dis-
dored 10 the Magistiates, nduding the applicat: n 1o Hie Excellency for o pardon, they,
notwithstanding, immediatety wsued ther Warranis ag un-t Vessr« Cowe and Dawis, who were
then at Ml [ aches, distant upwards ot one hundied wind fiRy miles fiom Quebee, to bn
them up, at the then most inc cment ~cason of the year, (o undergo an imprisonment of ;
hours, st the latter place p ' .

It 15 1o induce Wie (rovernment ol itns Province, 10 sustain these proeemlings, ps being ]
and justifiable, tlj( Messrs. Neilcon, Duchesnav, and Wilson huve wddressed 10 H-Eldhl’n‘y
the applications mentioned in your leuter,

On these applications, I have, in the first place, 1o observe, that after the report and opimion
above referred to, which [ have given, on tﬁe subject of these actions, I cannoy, of course,
contrary to the convictivn of my understanding, and my sense of official dusy. rd to the
Magistrates the assistance they desire. But 1 deem 1t also 10 be my duty, mpocd'ullyto submit,
for the consideration of His Excellency, that the Magisirates above named, in my humble
opinion, have no claim, nor is it fit or expedient that they should recerve, the assistance for
which they apply, from sny of His Majesty’s Law Servants, at the public expence.

The reasons for this opinion, 1 beg leave respectfully to state, are the following :—

1st—Magistrates have not, and cannot be supposed w have, wﬁ interest in sustaining the
validity of their judgments,when earried before a superior tribunal, by a writ of eertiorars. The
person interested in this vbject is the private prosecutor, or informer, by whom these judg-
ments have been solicited, and on whom it is ncumbent, for hiis ow n interest and at his own
vxpence, to take such steps as he may be advised, to maintaio and render effectual the

iu these parucular cases, therefore, it s

the proper duty of Linton, the informer, to maintain  the validity of the couwvictious in
question, at his own cexplnce.

21—1If there be any deviation from the principle now (xpressed, such deviation, I hum-
blv apprebend, ought only to take place, i cases where, on the grounds of public policy
or iuterest, 1t might be expedient that the convictions and judgments of Magistrates should
be sustained; in which cases, it would be ressonable and pruper, that the services of Counsel
tor the Crown should be afforded, iu suppurt of the deciswns of the Mugistrates, at the
public expence.

3a—1Un these particular cases there are, in my humble opinion
policy or interest, to mahe 1t fit or expedient, that the Magst
ot the C rown Officers, at the public expeunce ; on the contrary, cygfffiderations of this nature
militate conclusively against any such support. In the cases to, the Magistrates
have taken upon themsels es to enforee the provisions of a law whith, it is most manifest, wer
repealed 39 vears ago,—provisions which have since remaived a dead letter—w hich are whol!s
inapphcable to the present state and coundition of the Provinee,—dnd which, if now o force
it would be the first care of the Legislature tu repeal, without deiay , and these provisions
have been ~o enforced, at the instance of a party, not actuated by fair motives, under circum
~tances of peculiar hardship to the persons affected by them, and 10 direct oppusition to the
vpinion of the first law Officer of the Crown.

These being the reasons om which my opinion i< grounded, T have only further res
pectfully to observe, that if they do not afford satisfactiou, the subject admits ot being
referred, to other of His Majesty’s law servants.

CHAP. ViL
AN ORDINANCE

‘To prevent theselling of strong liquors to the Indians in the province of Quebec, as ulso to

deter persons from buying their arms or cloathing, and for other purposes relative to the
trade and intercourse with the said 1ndians.

HEREAS many mischiefs may be occasioned by the practice of selling rum and other

strong liquors to the Indians, and of buying their cloaths and arms, and also by tind-
ing with the said Indians, or settling amongst them, without a licence, [t is ordatned and
enacted by his excellency the captain general and governor in chief of this province, by and
with the advice and consent of the legislative council of the same, THAT—

l. From and afier the publication of this ordinance, no person or persons whatsoever shall
rell, distribute, or oth.rwi-e dispose of, to any Indian or Indians within this province, or to
any other person or persons for their use, any rum or other sirong liquors, of what kind or
quality soever, or shall knowingly or willingly suffer the same, in any manner, to come to the
hands of any Indian or Indians, without a special licence in wriung, for that purpose first
had and obtained, from the zovernor, lieutenant governor, or commander in chief of this
province for the time being, or from his majesty’s agents or superintendents for Indian affairs,
or from his majesty’s commandants of the different forts in this province, or from such other
person or persons as the governor, lieutenant governor, or commander in chief of the province
for the time being, shall authorize for that purpose.

Every person offending herein shall, for thefirst offence, forfeit the sum of five pounds, and
suffer an imprisonmeut for any-time not exceeding one montb, and for the second, and every
subsequent offence, shall forfeit ten pourids, and suffer an imprisonment for any time not ex-
ceeding two months,

If the person so offending be a publican, inkeeper, or retailer of strong liquors, he shall,
over and above the said penalty and imprisonment, be rendered incapable, from tbe day of his
conviction, of selling or retailing -liquors 1o any person whatsoever, notwithstanding any li-

cence that he may have for that purpo<e, which licence is hereby declared 1o be null and void”

from the day of hs conviction.

IL. From and afier the publication of this Ordinance,no person or persons whatsoever shall
urchase or receive in pledge, or in exchange, any cloaths, blankets, fire-arms, or ammunition
onging to any Indian or Indians within this Proviace, under a penalty of five pounds and
imprisonment for any time not exceeding one month, for the first offence, and ten paunds and
imprisonment for any time not exceeding two months, for the second, and every other subse-
quent offence.

ILL. From and after the publication of this Ordinance, it shall not be lawful for any person to
settle in any Indian village or in any Indian country within thes Province, without a licence in
writing from the governor, lieutenant-governor, or.commandér in chief of the Provinte for the
time being, onder a penalty of ten pounds for the first offence, and twenty pounds for the se-
cond, and every other subsequent offence.

1V. Itshall and may be lawful for any person or persons whatsoever, to sue for the penalties
and forfeitures aforesaid, by information before one or more of the Commissioners of the Peace
of the District in which any offence against any of the above articles of tlus ordinance shall
have been committed ; who is, and are hereby authorized and required to hear and determine
such information, in a summary manner, and upbn the oath of one credible witness (being
some other than the informer himself) and to inflict the said imprisonment, and to levy the
said penalties or forfeitures, together with the coats of suing for the same, by a warrant to seize
and sell the goods or lands of the offenders. Provided always that such informations shall be
brought within six calendar months from the time that the offence shall have been committed,
and notafier.

V. From and afier the publication of this ordinance, na person shall, under any pretence
whatever, send or carry any goods, wares, merchandize, or provisions, for the purpose of trad-.
. ing, above the foot of the Long Falls on the River Outawais, or than St. Regis on the

Iroquois River, or into any other parts of the province upon lands not granted by His Ma-
jesty, withouta pass or permit in writing for the same, to be signed by the Governor, Lieutenant
Governor, or Commander in Chief of the province for the time being, under a penalty of fifty
pounds ; which shall and may be sued for, at any time within the space of iwelve calenda
months from the time of committing the offence, but not after, by information before any two
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- or more Commissioners of the Peace, who are hereby authorized and required to hear and

determine such information, in a summary manner, and upon the oath of one credible witness
(being some other than the nformer himself) and to levy the said penalty, and the costs of
suing for the same, by a warrant to seize and sell the goods and lands of the offenders, and
for want of goods or lands whereon to levy the same, to commit the offender or offenders to
the common gaol, there to remain, without bail or mainprize, until the said penalty and costs
shall be paid and satisfied, or the party otherwise discharged by due course of law.

And further it shall and may be lawtul for any person, %\uing a warrant for that purpose
under the hand and seal of any one Commissioner of the Peace, or of any of His Majesty’s
commandants of the different posts or forts in this province, at present established, or hereatter
to be established, who are hereby authorized and required to issue such warrant or warrants,
to seize all such goods, wares, merchandize, or provisions as may be carried beyond the said
limits, contrary to the directions of this ordinance, and all and every the boats, battoes,
canoes, or other carriages whatsoever made use of in the tnntportin% or conveyance of such
goods, wares, merchandize, or provisions ; ther with the ap and furniture of such
boats, battoes, or cunoes, and the horses or cattle belonging to such carriages ; and to proceed
against the same by information, within the space of six months, in manner herein before
mentioned, before any two or more Commissioners of the Peace, who are hereby authorized
and required to determine the same in manner aforesaid : and in case of comiemnation, where
no appeal shall be made from the same, or where no security shall be f;iven for prosecuting
any appeal in the manner hereinafter directed, or where, on such appesl, the said sentence of

"condemnation shall be confirmed, to cause the whole of the said seisure to be sold, and the

moneys arising therefrom, afier deductiog_all reasonable charges, to be divided as herein
after directed,

If the owner or owners of any such goods, wares, merchandizes, or provisions so seized,
or the person or persons entrusted with the same, shall give good and sufficient security for
producing the same, or paying or accounting for the value of them, in case of condem-
nation, such owner or owners, person or persons intrusted as aforesaid, shall recover the
possession of all such goods so seized.

Al commandants of posts, not being commissioners of the peace, are hereby required
to send such security, together with all informations and papers relative to such seizure,
and for want of such security, to send the goods, wares, merchandizes, provisions, boats,
battoes, canoes, or other carriages so seized, together with a certificate of the cause of
seizure, to the commissioners of the peace residing nearest the place where such seizure
shall be made, who shall proceed therein in manner herein before mentioned.

VI. Ifany person or persons shall think him or themselves aggrieved by the judgment or
determination of the said commissioners of the peace, it shall and may be lawful for such
person or persons to appeal therefrom, at any time within twelve months from the time of
giving such judgment or determination, to the Governor and Council of this Province, any
five or more of whom (the commissioners of the peace who shall bave given such judgment
or determination only excepted) with the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or Chief Justice,
shall constitute a Court of Appeals for that purpose; who are hereby authorized fully to
examine into the grounds and vature of the appeal, and the j nt or determination of
the said commissioners of the peace to reverse, or affirm, ing to the opinion of the major

rt of the said court of appeals :—and in case the same shall be reversed, the appellant shall

restored to all that e tTms lost by such seizure and condemoation, and be allowed such
costs and charges as the said court shall award and adjudge.

But no person shall be intitled to such appeal, unless he shall have first given good and
sufficient security for tiog the same, and paying all such condemnation money and
costs, as shall be aw-m“the court of appeals, 1a case the judgment and determination of
the commissioners of the peace shall be affirmed.

Upon such security so given, the levying of the penalty, and the sale of the goods, wares,
merchandizes, boats, battoes, canoes, or other carri seized, shall be suspeaded, and be

made to abide the final determination and j t of the court of appeals, )
VII. All penalties and forfeitures recovered by virtue of this ordinance, shall be divnfled and
applied in the manner following, that is to say, after deducting the of prosecution from

the groes uce thereof, one moiety of the net proceeds shall be paid into the hands of the
receiver genp':‘;l of this province, for the use of the king’s majesty, and the other moiety to the
person or persons who shall seize, inform, and sue for the same.

CHAP L

AN ACT to explain and amend the Act intituled “ An Act or Ordinance for promoting the
¢ Inland Navigation,” and to promote the Trade 10 the Western Counuy.

WHEREAS it is expedient to the prosperity of the Commerce which it was the intention
of the said Ordinance to encourage, that it be unclogged with any unnecessary imped:-
ments, be it therefore enacted by His %ﬂxcellency the Governor and the Legislative Counc.l,
and it is hereby enacted by the authority of the samne, that the Oath 10 the Manifest of the
Cargo of such vessels, trading to the Western Countries, which by the said Actare required
1o have Registers, shall suffice as 10 such Articles as are not shipped upon the private Account
of the Chief Navigator, if he shall swear that the quantities and qualities are in his Manifest
stated according to his Bills of Lading, and that the Manifest doth express the whole thereof,
according to the best of his knowledge and belief, and likewise every article of trade on his
private account or on account of any person whatsoever,

If. And be it further enacted by the same Authority, that, as ofien as the vessel may be
seized for not being documented as by the Act is required, it shall not expose to confiscation
either the Vessel or her Apparel andy Furniture, or the Property therein, of any of the ship-

rs not being privy thereto or concerned therein, provided they shall respectively be His
ﬁajesly’s good and fuithful Subjects residing within His Dominions ; but for the prevention
of Frauds in the Navigation and Commerce aforesaid, be further enacted by the same
Authority, that, as often as any Vessel shall be found sailing on the interior Lakes or Rivers,
from any part of His Majesty’s Territories, not documented as by Law directed, the Captain
or Chief Navigator shall not only be answerable 1o all and every Person and Persons who
may receive Loss and Damage thereby, but shallincur a Penalty of Two Hundred Pounds to
His Majesty, 10 be sued for and recovered in any Court of Justice within this Province, one
third ot which Yorfeiture shall belong to the Person or Persons auing for the same ; and for
the more secure recovery thereof, such Captain or Chief Navigator shall be detained and im-
prisoned until he shall have entered into recognizance in double the said Penalty, with twosuffi-
cient Sureties in the Judgment of one of the Judges of the Common Pleas of the District of the
Port, Post or Place to which he may be brought, personally to sppear in the Court of King’s
Bench, within one Year of the date of such Recognizance, there to answer to any Suit 10 be
brought against him for the said Penalty, and to abide the Judgment of the said Court:

III. And be it also enacted by the same authority, that whenever the Court, before which
any proceedings may be had for any such Seizure or Penalty, shall give Judgment for the
acquittal of the propérty seized, ot the dis of the Party prosecuted, but shail at the
same time cause to be entered in the Minutes of the Court, that the Prosecutor had reasona-
ble cause for making the Seizure or tommencing the same Suit, the Owner or Defendant
shall not recover any Damages or Costs against any Persons concerned in such Seisure or
Prosecution ; and to the end that the Trade to the Western Districts and Indian Countries
may be free and open to sll His Majesty’s faithful Subjects in every Part of His Majesty's
Inland Dominions and Territories whatsoever, beit enacted by the same authority, that from
and after the publication of this Act, it shall not be necessary for any of His Majesty’s Sub-
jects, carr;ing on Trade or other stated Residents of this Province, to take out any where or
from any Person or Persons any Licence, Pass, Permit or other Writing whatsoever, for going
into or trading with the Indians or other inhabitants of the Westeru Countries, Districts or
Counties of this Province, or Territories whatsoever, or for the carrying or conveying thither
or elsewhere, in Boats, Battoes or Canoes, any Goods, Wares or Merchandize, or Provisions
or other effects not specifically probibited, or for returning with the same or any Part thereof,
or with the Produce in Beaver Furs or Skins, or such other effects as may be legally carried,
transported or imported, nor to subject Traders to take Licences for the sale of Sirong Li-
quors 1o Indians, except ai a fixed Hesidence in a settled Part of the Province for keeping a
House of Pablic Entertainment, as is required by an Act of Purliament passed in the four-
teenth Year of His Majesty's Reign, intituled * An Act to establish a Fund towards further
‘¢ defraying the Charges of the administration of Justice and support of the Civil Govern-
¢ ment within the lgrovineo of Quebec in America,” any Law, Ordinance or Regulation
of this Province ; beretofore made or passed, to the contrary notwithstanding.

1V. Provided always nevertheless, and be it enacted by the same authority, that it shall
and may be lawful for His Excellency the Governor or Commander in Chief for the time being,
by and with the Adviceand Consent of His Majesty’s Council, 10 restrain the Trade and
Commerce to any Part or Place of the said Western Countries and Inland Territories, and re-

ulate the same with any of the Indian Tribes or Nations, or other Inhabitants thereot, and

ikewise (o restrain and late the sale and distribution of Spirituous Ligours in all Forts
and Gartisons, and other Places where Indians resort, and of Arms, Ammunition, or other
warlike or Naval Stores, when and 50 ofien as the Public Safety and Peace may require, de-
claring the same from time to time by Proclamation under the Great Seal.
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V. And in order to prevent the Accidents that happen to Canoes, the property therein,
and the Navigators thereof, in the dangerous Passage down the Rapids, of the Outawais or
;-. Great. River, between the lower Carrying Place of the Chaudiere and the Allumets, by reason
. of persons selling Spirituous Liquors to the Canoe-men, thereby intoxicating them, and
rendering them incapable to conduct and manage the Canoes in the said Rapids, to the great
Injury of the Trade, and the risk of the lives of the Navigators ; be it enacted by the anthority
nforesaid, that every Person who shall be convicted before any one or more Justices of the
‘o Peace, upon the Oath of the Informer and one more credible Witness, of having sold or given
. any Spirttuous Liquors to any Canoe-man in his passage down the Outawais or Great River,
P between the lower Carrying-place of the Chaudiere and the Place called the Allumets, shall
forfeit and pay the Sum of 'Twenty-Pounds, and lose the benefit of his Licence, if any he has,
for selling Spirituous Liquors, which Penalty may be sued and recovered summarily before one
or more Justices of the Peace and applied as aforesaid.
VI. And whereas it is made penal to settle in the Indian Villages without Licence, by an
) Act or Ordinance of this Province, passed in the seventeenth Year of His Majesty’s Reign,
