No less seri-
ous is the injury inflicted upon the
civil order which cannot prosper long
when no place is given to religion
and to those many questions concern-
ing the rights and duties of man. Not
one, but several, Roman Pontifis, and
notably Leo XIII., condemned this ir-

religious view of human society.
