A Clerical Friend of Former
Days.

Under this heading an interesting letter,
appears in the Wesleyan Methodist Mag-
azine for January, frcm the pen of the
Rev. William Burt, formerly of Nova
Scotia, now of Macclesficld. It has been
manscribed and handed to us by a friend.
1t is as follows :

In reading the Life of Captain Hedley
Viears, I was not a little interested to find
fhat it was in Halifax, Nova Scotia, under
the excellent ministry of the Rev. Dr.
Twining, that the Captain was brought to
e enjoyment of the Divine favowr. It
my be recollected by some that Dr. Twin-
ing is the son of the Rev. Mr. Twining, who
wis for many years to our Societies in
Nova Scotia what a number of the Clergy
in Eagland were to Methodism in Mr. Wes-
ley's days, He al:o had derived great
beuefit from his interccurs: with the Wes-
leyan Misionaries, and never forgot to
acknowledge it in the most affectionate man-
ner.  Of this gxcellent man writes the Rev.
William Black, of Nova Scotia, in the year
1805: * For several years the Revy Mr.
Twiing, a Minister of the Established
Church, and Missionary resident in Corn-
wallis, has once in three weeks preached in
or Chapel at Horton, and frequently ad-
ministered the Lord’s Supper to our peo-
ple. About five or six “years ago, he was
first brought to experience the converting
grace of God, from which time be has not
sbunped to preach the necessity of regener-
siion, and wadrmly to press on the con-
stiences of his hearers this and the other
disinguishing doctrines of the Gospel. He
bas been trequently present at the meeting
of the Crass, when he has spoken, with
much sweetness, humility, and thankfulness,
of the grace ot Jesus Christ, and of the
Lod’s dealings with his soul; and has
wmetimes met the Society himself. His
stechment to the Methodists, and his plain
nauver of _preaching the doctrines of the
Gospel, bave brought upon bim much re-
proach and considersble trials, from some
from whom much encouragement ought to
bave been expected.” On my srrival in
Nova Seotia, A.D. 18106, [ was stationed
o0 tke Newpert Circuit, where Mr. Twining
bad a cturrch, in which he officiated ene-

I wish he could have had a
campaign with Paul. Hard words, like
flint upon steel, did but strike out the fire
in the good old soldier’s soul; they roused
him as nettles would a lion, not to give hard
words back again, but to love and pray the
more for his enemies, and to go the more
zealously onward in his Master’s cause. If
bard words could have frightened Paul, he
would have been in a fright the most of the
days of his Christian life ; bat I will thank
the man that will show me the instance in
whicn they gave him alarm.

A proposed charitable collection gave our
disciple something of a fright. It was
thought that he bore such a relation to One
who had sent him word that “ it was more
blessed to give than to receive,” and who
had set the example of the blessedness of
giving, in that ¢ He gave himself for us’—
it was thought the disciple would have felt
that such a relation to such a Giver would
have made charitable giving a very pleasan:
affair and that there coald have been noth-
ing frightful about it. But it seems that
any blessedness in giving, to say nothing
about more, was not a matter he well under-
stood, and the example of his Lord, it was
to him but a dimly seen star, and in fact
not often in its horizon at all. Hence he
was uneasy if a collector or a contribution
box was on a pilgrimage in his vicinity. |
never heard that he made a bodily escape in
terror, on any such occasion, bat his soul
had wings, and fled from the object whose
claims were presented. And if his soul was
as empty as the charity box would be, if all
were like him, a very small pair of wings
would suffice to carry so small and empty a
soul from the refions of benevolence.—.\.

Father?xiiniquy and the Hier-
archy.

This remarkable French Canadian Priest
proves a hard case for his ecclesiastical su-
periors.  Episcopal excommunication, inter-
diction, and anathemas, have failed of their

{ wonted effects, with a man &d popular, so

eloquent, and so energetic. He is not put
down yet, and hundreds of FrenchCanadians
adhere still to him, in spite of the thunders
of the Hierarchy. The priest has used
freely the secular press in self-defence, an
innovation particularly offensive to his
Church. The importance of bhis case de-
mands that we should publish some extracts
of his last letter, whicn appeared in the
Montreal Herald.

After stating that the harsh words applied
to him by Bishops do not frighten bim, and
that he is persecuted for the sake of truth,
Father Chiniquy goes on with a list of
Forty-nine statements in self-justification
The tirst four impugn the veracity of Bishop
O'Regzan, as follows. I will then say :—

1. That the Bishop of Chicago did not
susperd me on the 19th of August; I left
He published the
contrary, I know ; but it is a mistake on his
part. 1 leave to Gid to judge if that error
comes from the mind, the heart or his
wemory.

2. The Bishop of Chicago having let me
return with my powers of Priesthood, I
again leave it to- God to make known the
motives which led bim to publish, three
days after, in the neighboring churches,
that | had been suspended, when such a
sentence had never been signified to me,
neither by writing nor verbally.

3. I am ready to prove, by the most irre-
cusable witnesses, and by writings signed
by his own bLand, that it i3 nothing uocom-
mon with the Bishop of Chicago to say
things contrary to what they are. Leaving
always to God to judge if those errors are
wilful or not.

4. 1 did not at all revolt against the
Bishop of Chicago, when on the 19th of
August he sigoified that he would suspend
me in & fortnight, if I did not accept of
another mission. | spoke to him with firm-
ness, most undoubtedly ; but I take God to
witness that I said nothing against the re-
spect due to my Bishop. I asked him for
my exeal, he refused it me ; I then told bim
that tbe Chorch allowed me to remain
where | was, in the sanctuary of a private
life, he could not suspend me but at the ex-
piration of a fortnight. I meant to enjoy
this privilege. On bended knees, at his
feet, I then entreated him to grant me eight
weeks, instead of a fortnight, that 1 might
have time to finish my lawsuit ; all was use-
less. 1 then told hum that 1 prefesred going

Then comes a letter of -the Priest to his
Bishop, dated back, August 24th, 1855,
showing that difficuities had already begun
then, and that he was eatreating mercy on
such considerations as these :—

“ By turning me out of my settlement,
you destroy it. More than nine-tenths of
the settlers care here to live mear me ; by
striking me you strike them. Where will |
you find a Priest who will love that people |
so moch as [ have,—to give them every|
year $1,000 or $2,000, as | bave done ? It
1s at the price of so many sacrifices that
with the poorer class of emigrants from
Canada I have formed bere, in four years,
a settlement which cannot be surpassed, not
even equalled in the United States, for its
progress, and now that I have expended my
last cent to form that colony you turn me
out of it! Our fine College, were 150 boys
are receiving so good an education, will be
closed the very day I start. You know well
that the good teachers I got from Montreal
will go away the same day that I leave this
place! And our female Academy is also
closed by my departure. Ah! if you are
merciless for the Priest of St. Ann’s, have
mercy at least on these poor, dear little
children. I would rather die than see them
running again through the streets, destroy-
ing their intelligence. Let them, then,
finish my work here, and give me time to
strengthen these young institutions, which
will fall to the ground with me.”

9. The only answer to this letter, a few
days later, was that the Bishop of Chicago
sent three Priests, half intoxicated, to put
on the walls of my Chapel a paper (not
signed by him) saying that I was excomma-
nicated for having despised the orders and
censures of my Bishop.

10 The greatest Catholic Theologians
tell us that a Priest unjastly struck with ex-
cummunication can continue to exercise his
ministry among the people who know the
injustice of the sentence.

11. Those wbo know what dreadful and
scandalouj abuse a number of Popes and
Bishops have made of the power of excom-
munieating, know that the Church was in-
spired by the Holy Ghost, when she said to
the Priest and te the people thus oppressed,
to despise the sent of those who have
the word of God on their lips, but other
things at the bottom of their hearts.

Father Chiniquy goes on to contrast the
doings of the Hierarchy with the teachings
of the Gospel.

13. But Jesus Christ never said, “ I send
you to lie and to thieve ; and those who
shall despise your lying words, and shall be
exposed to your extortions, you shall curse
them, and they shall be cursed by me ; and
that those who despise you.for this shall de-
spise me.” - ’

14. Jesus Christ never said to His Apos-
tles, “ I send you to preach the Gospel to
the poor; and the first thing you sball do
will be to build a fine Marble Palace, and
when you bave not sufficient money to do
this, you will sell the Churches which the
poor have built; you will carry of their
properiies which they have gained by the
sweat of their brows; you will drive the
priests from their bumble dwellings, and
you will sell tLose bouses, and if the priest
and people murmur yoa will excommanicate
them, and to convince them that they are
wrong you will quote this text of my gospel,
¢ he who despiseth you despiseth me.’”

After this he refutes, by documental evi-
dence, calumnies raised against him—one of
which be traces to the Archbishop of Que-
bec ; another refers to some difficulty aboat
the Church property of Martino, Illivois, in
refutaion of which, the syndics of the
Church sign their name to a document, in
which they say i—

We have read with sentiments of surprise
and profound confusion, the letter which the
Bishop of Chicago addressed to-the Bishop
of Cydonia, dated 10th Nov. last. We be-
lieve it a duty on our part to say that the
contents of that letter, with regard to the-
ground and the Church of Martino, are a
tissue of falsehoods. It ie true that we re-
fused to give the title of the ground to the
Bishop of Chicago, but it was solely because
we had no confidence whatever in the ho-
nesty of Bishop O’Regan, that we took the
determination, without baving a single word
hefore hand, either directly or indirectly
The calumny which the Bishop invented on
this subject, is still greater,as ve had already
informed him of the truth on this subject.

This is pretty {reely spoken of their shep-
herd, for the organs of a Roman Catholic
flock. Father Chiniquy goes on to say :—

The Bishop of Cydonia, coadjutor of
Montreal, in his letter against me, dated
27:1h Nov. last, is in ecstacy on reading the
Bishop of Chicago’s letter ; he admires that
voice so calm and benignant of Bishop
O’Regan, and contrasted it with the blusters
ing pomp of that which resounded in the
papers for my defence. Bishop Larosque
has reason to fall into ecstacy. It is really
admirable how a Bishop can lie with so
much digoity, and publish with so much
calm the dreams of a troubled and sick
imagination,

25. The coadjutor of Montreal does not
like those noisy voices; mor I either. But
he is ignorant of the laws of custom, that
when the robber is in search of his prey on
the high way, and seizes his victim, he
makes the least noisepossible. It is always
the poor victim who screams, with all his
might, % murder ! thief®” It is not always
polite, but what is to be done? Custom
wills it thus.

The aw(nl exactions which weigh on the
Catholics of Illinois, will soon bring, if there
is pot & prompt remedy, & crisis more terri-
ble than that of whichSt Ann’s is the theatre.

B.—Bat if such a law is not pass=d, |
shall soon make it pass.

Amongst the concluding remarks we se- |
lect the following, as illustrating in the in-|
dignant language of Father Chiniquy, the
fearful iron despotism exercised by the|
higher towards the lower clergy, the latter
being absolutely bound hands and feet in
the most abject slavery :—

“ The Bishops, in general, do not suffici-
ently consider what it is to suspend a Priest.
To suspend a Priest is to take away bhis
bonor—his character. It is.making him the
dregs of society ; it is worse than branding
him with & hot iron ; it is worse than taking
bis life ; for who would not prefer losing his
life to losing his honor ?

« The assassination of the Archbishop of
Paris, is a frightful crime.

« But there is, in a manner, a still greater
crime. It is the degradation, the moral as-
sassination of a good Pries:, by the hands of
a proud and ambitious Bishop.

“ The Archbishop of Paris, falling at the
foot of the altar, under the steel of an as-
sassin, descends into the tomb honored—-his
soul united to Jesus Christ, ascends to Hea-
ven; his fate is, in a manner, worthy of
envy.

“ But the poor Priest, struck with suspen-
sion! Ah! What will become of him?
The laughing stock of the impious, the
children’s jest, the scandal of the people !!
He bas no place in society ; death for him
would be a favor; he calls for it most ar-
dently.

« And when we think that numbers of ex-
cellent Priests are thus struck every year,
on empty suspicions, on accueations without
proof, and still more ofter: for having spoken,
with dignity, the truth to a Bishop ! !

“ Some will say, perhaps the Priest thus
struck with suspension, has he not the right
10 appeal to his Archbishop?

“ Ah! for God’s sake, do not force me to
say what I know of these appeals to the
Archbishops. To the Pope even !

“¢ | know that this priest has been un-
justly stricken,’ said a Bishop lately, ‘ but
it would give too great a blow to the admin-
istration of my predecessor if I re-2stablish
this Priest.” And the priest is left with the
stroke of the interdict, and this Bishop is
still living—passes for a great saint in his
diocese.

¢ I believe that the Episcopacy is a Di-
vine imstitution, but I do not believe that
this Divine institution gives to any one the
power to put himself above jusiice, truth,
and God ; and how many worthy Priests do
say io secret, what I do say here publicly !”

If we had a wish to express to Father
Chiniquy, it is, that he might seck shelter
from the persecutions of the Hierarchy, in
the freedom of the Gospel, and throw off
:he degrading claims of Rome. The issve
be has raised with the Hierarchy leaver
nim in spite of his professed aitachment
o the ehurch of his yduth -and of bhi~
balmy days, no other alternative but to sub-
mit in abject humiliation, or to allow himsel.

Popish Persectition.

We take the following account from a
late number of the American Christian
Union. It is one case of many on the con-
rinent of Europe. Popery is the same in
the nineteenth century as in the fourteenth :

Of all living men, perhaps there is not
one who is so fully entitled to the compas-
sion and the prayers of the peaple of God,
as poor Joachim Zezaule.

For twenty-three years, he has been con-
fined in the mad-house of the K3rothers of
Mercy at Prague, in Bohemia. Without
the slightest ground for it, he is shut up as
a madman; and during all this long time,
he has been treated in a most brut:il and un-
christian manner. Years ago Dr. Nowotny,
of Petershain, heard many things which
seemed incredible to him, respeciog Zezule.
In February of 1854, Haoka, a doctor in
medicine, and an ex-member of t.2e order ot
Brothers of Mercy, went to 1’ectershain,
where he joined the Protestant Church.—
He assured Dr. Nowotny in the m ost solemn
manner, that the alleged lunatic was not at
all insane; but was a very intell igent, dis-
creet, and friendly man, who, besides other
languages, was perfectly acquainted with
the French and Jtalian, and for many years
had studied them with unwearied diligence
in bis dungeon. The original cause of his
confinement, as Dr. Haoka bad always un-
derstocd, was merely that be could not put
up with the employment of cook-maids by
the saperiors of the convent; that he had
sharply rebuked tbeir licentiousness, and
that he had embraced liberal sentiments in
religious matters. He might, possibly,
bave been liberated before this; but they
aaid, if he were let out, he could disclose
much of their “swinisbness.” And so this
innocent man is doomed to & tedious life and
a dreary death.

He was immured in the cloister of the
Brothers of Mercy at Prague. He was
then thirty-six years old. He was pro-
nounced insane, and was put in close con-
fivement. This allegation of insanity was
made merely to cover the iniquity of the
incarceration.

In his prison he spent sixteen hours a day
in the stody of [talian, and his devotions.—
He was at one time put into solitary con-
finement, and kept for fourteen days on
coarse bread and a plate of soup. The few
clothes he bad he was obliged to wash him-
self, and for five years the convent never
gave him a shirt. For want of light be
broke bis wasb-basin, and for ano-
ther, to be out of his A
swead of they led him balf-oaked from

ent, and took |
from him several hundred florins in
money, and all his mabuscripts, leaving
him ooly two books and his watch.—

only 1o get water to drink. For the next
eight years he was less rigidly confined.— |

Zezule gives a sad account of the treat-
ment of the patients among whom be is
shut up. Thus one Cerwenka, a pianist, has
taken more blows from Prior Von Hoch-
berg, than four common men could bear, |
besides famishing for three days-together.— |
The successor of Von Hochbetg, one Lam- |
pa, often gave the wretched man the lash
instead of his dinner, and no one dared to |
remonstrate. ¥ |

The letters from which we have gathered |
these notices of a weak and patient sufferer |
for Jesus’ sake, show that Z-zaule is a Chris- |
tian of the Bible stamp. He still lingers in |
this “ durance vile,” subject to indignity and
cruel wrong.

We give some further particulars derived
from the testimony of Jobn E. Borzinsky,
who after some seven month’s confinement
in the same mad-house with Zezule, bappily
effected his escape last year. He states,
that, as a bird, after being kept in a cage for
more than twenty years, loses the power of
flight, so poor Z-zule has almost lost the
power to walk. He often says himself that
he would be afraid to venture himsell out
of doors. He sits in a bed-gown, such as
the insane wear, in his cell, in the depart-
ment used for the insane. He has no cloth-

trowsers, no vest, no cravats nothing under |

his bed-gown, but his shirt and linen draw-
ers. The boots which he pulls on when he
steps out iuto the garden, he brought with
bim into the prison Hence they are more
tban twenty-two years old, and a marvelous
cobbled specimen of holes and patches. In
his cell he wears slippers, whose soles and
upper leathers are tied together with pack-
thread. He has often petitioned for articles
of clothing, but in vain. His cell is furnish.
ed with a table and two old chairs and a
bedstead, mere antiquities from some. old
lumber-garret.  On the table lie a few
books, mostly French and Italian, covered
from the dust by some old pfigs of a band-
kerchief. No candle is allowed bim; and
dark from tour o’clock in the afternoon till
his breakfast is brought next mornifig.—
His food is generally bad, and oft-n scarce-
ly eatable. Little is said about bim in the
establishment, and his case is kept in the
dark as much as possible.
he often complzins, which is not strange,
considering how scantily he is clothed.—
When he a<ks to be made warm, he is told
to go to bed. The stove-door, after a little
beat is produced, is soon fastened by the
house-servaut with a padlock. Most per-
-ons there avoid speaking with poor Z-zule,
because be is a Protestant, and is regarded
as a wicked and obdurate heretic. It is
evident, from all his conversation, that he
thinks, believes, feels, and prays in a
thoroughly evangelical manner. Under all
the injustice be suffers, G.d is bis refuge
and bis strength. He cherishes the hope
that by God's help be may yet be rescued
trom bis grieious confinement through the
efforts of evangelical Christians io Germany
and England; he will not yield to despon-
deney, though his shocking condition should
be prolonged. He will not listen to any
suggestion as to the recovery of freedom by
turning back to the Romish Church; and
he regards it as a very offenstve improprie-
ty when any such thing is intimated to him.

All this is done in the nineteenth century !
Who can say that the wolfi-h nature ot Po-
pery is changed, and that the sbeep of
Christ’s flock are safe from her devouring
jaws, when she has it in her power to make
them her prey? What Christian's heart
does not bleed for this long suffering cap-
tive ; shut up for so many years among hap-
less lunatics! It is a wonder that his own
intellect remains clear and sound under
such protracted suffering. Let him be affec-
tionately remembered at the throne of grace,
“ being such an one as Paul the aged, and
now also a prisoner of Jesus Christ.” O,
Lord let the sighing of the prisoner come
before thee !

Moravianism and Methodism,

face of one of the Moravian brethren, but
saw nothing save here and there a dimly-
bureing light, and heard naught bat the
monotunous rumbling of the heavy machi-
nery in the adjoining woolen factories, It
scems that the Moravians never existed
here in great numbers, haviog at an early
day been driven out by the bitter persecu-
tigns of the Jesuits. Under the auspices of
Count Z zendorf, a Saxon noblcman, they
established a colony at Herrnbut, where
John Wesley visited them in 1838, and
learned * the way of God more perfectly.”
Moravianism was the flint, and John Wes-
ley the steel, which first elicited the spark
of Methodism. The opposition of the Eng-
lish Church blew it into a flame. We now
gaze vpon the wide-spreading conflagration
that is sweeping over the wes'ern continent,
and has kindled up its beacon fires in far-off
lands and distant islands, till it bas well
nigh girt the globe with a sea of flame, and
exclaim, “ Behold how great a matter a
little fire kindleth !”  Methodism seems dés-
tined to a glorious immortality, You can
not burn ber out, for she herself is a flame
of fire. Or if you could, Phenix-like she
would rise from the ashes. I only. appre-
bend danger from one quarter. She has a
great, noble heart, and someiimes she per-
mits its generous impulses to run away with
ber head. If Methodism ever dies a natural
death, her disease, I predict, will be an en-
largement of the heart.— W. Chr. Advocate.

Biographical.

ELEAaNOR PERRrIN, the subject of this
brief memoir was the daughter of Mr.
George Perrin, at whose hospitable dwell-
ing the Wesleyan ministers bave for many
years received a hearty welcome.

She was boro at River Jobn, in the year

{1819, and having enjoyed the exalted privi-

lege of the instiuction and prayers of pious
parents, was early induced to seek a saving
intefest in Jesos. In the twenty-first year
of her age she obtained a clear evidence of
pardon, and immediately united with the
Wesleyan Society, in connection with which
she, for years, retained the peace and the
love of God. But through unwatchfulness
the approving smile of God was removed,
and although her amiability of character und
christian: deportment were such as gave no
evidence of spiritual declension, yet the con-
scious loss frequently prompted an earnest
desire that it might be with her as in the
days when the candle of the Lord shone
upon her, and when by his light she walk-
ed through darkness.

She was united in marriage fo David
Perrin, in the year 1845, and with him she
enjoyed the domestic comforts which her
urbanity was so well calculated to promote.
Still the absence of that spiritual joy which
had characterized her early christian ex-
periefice was painfully realized until the
Autamn of 1853, when He whose ways are
not as our ways, and who aftlicts the chil-
dren of men for their profit, by removing
one of her children to heaven, led her in
deep contrition to consecrate ber mourning
soul to Christ, and through meditation,
searching the scriptures and faithfal prayer,
she was enabled to confide in the merit of
the atoning sacrifice, by which was effected
a restoration to her disconsolate beart of a
joyful assurance of acceptance with God.—
Ooly a few months hud pessed afier this
happy change, when it was ascertained that
a dreadful death awaited her. A cancer of
the most painful kind was so deeply seated
as to defly the skill of earthly physicians, but
as the (atal disease progressed her earnest
devotion to God increased, and frequently
in company with her sorrowing husband she
spent a large part of the night in prayer for
a more copious baptism of the Holy Spirit.
The proof that such a baptism was requisite
to prepare ber for the impending struggle
was soors made painfully evident, for the
enemy taking advantage of the weakness
produced by exeruciating pain, strongly
tempted to distressing doubts of her prepa-
ration to meet God, which not baving been
at first resisted with sufficient firmness, pre-
vailed, and the enemy rushed in as a flood.
Her blooming hopes of heaven vanished.—
The troubled sea rolled high, and the tower-
ing waves broke with fearful violence over
her trembling spirit. The fragile wreck
appeared to be irresistibly borne towards
the fatal gulf. DBut amid the raging storm
a still small voice whispered of mercy.—
She turned her languil eye to Jesus, and as
she gazed the dark cloads broke. The
tempest’s roar was hushed. The fearful
gloom passad off, and to her enrapturing
gaze from behind a frowning providence
Christ revealed a'smiling face. From that
time under protracted suffering more pain-
1ul than it has ever been our lot te witness,
ber spiritual strength increased daily until
the hour of her happy release. Afier com-
mending her four interesting cbidren to
God, she fell asleep in Jesus on the morn-
ing of the 21st of Feby., triumphing in the
love of Christ.

During the hour of death, as mourning
relatives surrounded her bed, while her
countenance beamed with hdly joy, she thus
gave utierance to her delightful prospects.

“ There i»s my house and portion fir,
My treasure and my heart are there
Andmy abidmg home.”

The deeply sffl cted widower, and nu-
merous relatives and friends do not sorrow
for her as they who are without hope, but

Youn_g Hen’s Christian Ags;:;ia-
tion—Eighth Lecture,

BY 8. L. SBANNON, EsQ.
Subject—Byron and Cowper : A Contrast.
The above highly interesting l.ecture was

delivered on Tuesday evening the 17th instant, ’

having been postponed because of unfavorable
weather. There was a numerous and deeply
attentive audience assembled, who one and all
seemed to enjoy the intellectual repast.

Mr. Shannon commenced with the sentiment
that poetry is the first and most delizhtful prin-
ciple of the human heart; confirming the fact
of its deep and powerful influence over the pas-
sions and feelings by the well-remembered say-
ing of one, that ke cared not who might be the
framer of the people’s laws, if he could be the
maker of their ballads. He remarked that the
cultivation of poetry was most striking in a rude
and uncivilised state of society, as in the rhap-
sodies of Homer in the early history of Greece;
or the stirring songs of our Scandinavian fore-
fathers, the - sea-kings of the North. In every
condition of society a high position was awarded
to their bards,
the Puritans to the writings of Skakespeare. A
similar false taste in the present day leaves the
« pure well of English uadefiled " for the modern
productions of puny thought and sentiment.

In speaking of Byron and Cowper, he had no
intention of giving a critical analysis of their
writings. He would first present a brief sketch
of their lives. He then touched upon the pro-
minent events in the life of each with such grace
and point of finish, though brief withal, as gave
a pleasing and perfect biographical picture. e
referred to some qualities and circumstances
which were common to both. They were both
true poets—both possessed feeling and imagina-
tion—both were representatives of their%espec-
tive classes ;—the one, the poet of the world—
the other, the Christian poet.

In the sketch of Byron we were shewn the
stirring incidents of his chequered life. llis
illustrious parentage, and imperfect early train-
ing—his education—his unfortunate early at-
tachment, in some degree the cause of his erratic
course of life—his marriage—kis occasional ten-
derness, and his characteristic misanthropy—his
transcendant genius and his gross immorality.—
Byron’s life, he said, was a failure as viewed
either by the Christian or the man of the world.

In speaking of Cowper, he said that his life
equally abounded in light and shade. He lost
his mother at the age of six years, and the re-
membrance of her was never effaced from his
mind. Like Byron, he was a delicate boy. He
was sent to a boarding-school, afterwards articled
to a Solicitor. He formed an attachment to his
counsin Leonora Cowper, but which was disap-
proved of by his father, and which has been
thought to bave been one of the causes of Lis
habitual melancholy. He was appointed to the
office of Clerk to the House of Lords, tut his
constitutional timidity prevented bim from per-
forming its duties. He was shortly afterwards
placed under the care of Dr. Cotton. After in
some measure recovering from his malady, he
formed that tender acquaintancesbip with the
Unwins, which was the happiest period of his
life. After’ Mr. Unwin’s death he removed to
Olcey, where he enjoyed the friendship of the
Rev. Mr. Newton, a Christian poet and an ami-
able man. His latest years were checred Ly
the kindness and assiduity of his friends and
relatives ; but bis mind, neverto the last, was the
subject of that hope and joyousness which is the
ordinary privilege of the Christian. How sad,
yet: how striking, an example of the mystery of
Divine Providence in Cowper’s experience, as
expressed in his own beautiful hymn,—

** God moves in a mysterious way
His wonders to perform!”

God sees not as man seéth. Cowper was snatch-
ed from society and led to look within, and led
to feel that the operations of God’s Providence
are marked with bright bues and dark shades.
In referring to the prominent circumstances
in the lives of Byron and Cowper, Le remarked
that both were fond of nature—both were dis-
appointed in the happiness of their life. Though
both were born in a high station, one passed bhis
life in travel—the other seldom removed from
one spot; one met with an early suceess in poetic
fame—the other not till late in life ; one died an
exile in a foreign land—the other died at home.
Mr. Shannon next gave us several extracts

-from the poems of each to exhibit the contrast

in the spirit and aim of their sentiments. To
repeat those quotations here would be useless
unless accomp .nied with the just and beautiful
reflections which attended them, which memory
cannot  correctly recall. He showed] that
Byron chose the grand and sublime in his
descriptions of - nature—accounted for from his
extensive travel, which gave him an opportunity
of beholding mountain and ocean scenery.—
Cowper, on the contrary, delighted in quiet
rural description. He never, perbaps, saw the
sea, and his delineations of nature were suited
to the scenery of his native land. The difference
in the power of the two poets was therefore
more in kind than in degree. The lecturer
quoted some favourite extracts from the Chris-
tian poet, which, for sharpness of delineation and
imaginative coloring, seemed in no wise inferior
to Byron,

Byron was next contrasted with Cowper as a
Pmlj'»l- Mr. Shannon proved that the
sentiments which Byron uttered under circum-
stances calculated to arouse the most lethargic
®pitit of patriotism, that he was quite destitute
of that noble passion; wh:le Cowper, when de-
scanting on subjects relating to the interests of
his country, was aroused to inspiration—every
fibre of his frame beat for his country.

Byron, be proved, had not a spark of Philan-
thropy. He seemed unable or unwilling to cher-
f'b the least feeling for his fellow-men. Cowper
m.ﬂn largeness of his soul yearned over human

He alluded to the prejudice of

wholly regardless of the fu(‘ure. He had no
hope beyond the present _h(e, and depended
alone for happiness on this world. His barp
was never attuned to the praise of God and the
bopes of immortality. Qowper's heart was cver
vocal to his Maker’s praise.

Some bave endeavored to detract from the
character of Cowper by intimating that his expe-
rience and his last moments did not exhibit the
Lope of the Christian. Mr. Shannon obseryed
that his last hours were not the best test of the
purity of his Christian cbaracter. His whole
life breathed a spirit of gentle submission to the
Divine will, and he ever manifested a tenderness
of heart which best displayed the spirit of his
Master. And though it was the will of Heaven
that his faith was shadowed by clouds, be be-
lieved that his dying chamber was perfumed
with the breath of heaven, and fanned by angel
wings.

The foregoing is a very imperfect sketch of
Mr.\Shannon's lecture. It was truly excellent
in its impartial discriminations, in its purity of
diction, beauty of sentiment, and elevated tone
None could have felt reluctance in conceding
the " preference to Cowper, as the better man,
the truer patriot, the earnest pbilanthropist, the
more exalted character, and, perbaps, if under a
different development, an»qual in poetic genius;
but even as he was, the letter poet of the two
His influence, at least, is more felt, and his fame
will be more lasting; for while the vivid and
startling descriptions and the sparkling wit of
Byror can ouly beguile the passing bour, and
can but excite the imagination ; the touching and
animating sentiments, the quiet thought and
genial humour of Cowper will cver find a re-
sponse from the mind and beart, and may be
enjoyed in almost every phase of human expe-
rience, K.

PAPAL AGGRESSION.

Mg. Epitor,—Your excellent editorial
of the 19th ult. was read by many of your
subscribers in this locality with great inter-
est; and the more so, because that in this
Island, as in your Province, the influence
of Romanism in the affairs of Government
1s at the present time a question calling up
bLe~ carnest attention of a large portion of
the Protestant population. It is very
humiliating, and a.sad blot upon our Pro-
testantism, that any Government in these
Colonies, no matter whether conservative
or liberal, should be under the dictatorial
power of Romanism, or be obliged to suc-
cumb to the political influence of a body so
opposed as is the Church of Rome, always
and everywhere,to civil and religious liber-
ty. Itis surely to be deplored that Protes-
tants should at all prove so recreant to their
principles as such, and be so influenced by
their attachment to political party, as to
place the Church of Rome in a position to
employ intimidation against a Government
refusing compliance with her exorbitant de-
mands. The sheet I recently forwarded to
your address exposes the iniuence sought
to be exercised over our Government and
Board of Education, and the boldness of the
demand made by the Roman Catholic Bish-
op, prompted by the Halifax Catholic, the
organ of the Arch-bishop, fcr the exclusion
of the Bible and of prayer from the schools
of this Island. This attempt has been met
by a firm resistance on the part of Protes-
tants of the various denominations both in
town and country. [ may mention, in proof
of the increasing power of Popish infisence
in this Colony, that not one of the local
journals had sufficient courage to lift a voice
against the attempted encroachments upon
Protestant rights.  Under these circum-
#ances a Protestant paper has been brought
into existence, called 7'%e Protector, the first
numbers of which afford evidence that the
lovers of the Bible on this Island are arous-
ing up in defence of their civil and religious
liberties, resolved that their children shall
not be deprived of the privilege of daily
reading the Word of the living Gob.

MISSIONARY ANNIVERSARY.

During last week we held several of our
country DMissionary Meetings, assisted as
usual by several of our excellent brethren
from town ; and the results, as regards the
Missionary spirit engendered, and the prac-
tical manifestation of that spirit in the libe-
ral contributions of the friends, were highly
gratifying. Our Annual Sermons on behalf
of Wesleyan Missions were preached on
Sabbath last. - In the morning my estimable
colleague, the Rev. R. Smith, delivered an
excellent discourse from Jer. vi. 16, calling
attention to the prosperity of the work of
God in the Church, as bearing upon the
extension of the truth throughout the world.
In the evening we were privileged to have
the labors of the Rev. G. Sutherland of the
Free Church of Scotland, who, in a sermon
exceedingly appropriate to the occasion,
founded upon Isaiah lii. 7, “ How beautiful
upon the mountajns,” &c., kept the attention
of the dense congregation crowding our spa-
cious sanctuary deeply interested fdr up-
wards of an hour, while he eloquently, and
with rich unction, presented the claims of
the Missionary enterprise.

Our Annual Meeting, held last evening,
was an occasion of hallowed interest. The
atlendance was large, and the deep atten-
tion of the listening maltitude retained with-
out abatement until a late hour. The chair-
man, our esteemed friend and Christian
brother, Capt. ORLEBAR, R.N., who presid-
ed with much ability, opened the business
of the evening by a stirring address, breath-
ing sentiments of the deepest regard for the
great work of -a world’s evangelization, and
the utmost Christian catholicity of feeling
toward our Society and Connexion. He
expressed in cordial terms his appreciation
of our energetic Missionary efforts, but
which efforts, he said, were even yet but
small compared with the wants of the
world. He narrated several Missionary
incidents that came under his own observa-
tion, some years since, in the South Sea
[slands, and commended the subject of Mis-
sions to the devout conmsideration of the
audience. A concise Report, read by the
Secretary, Mr. James Moore, presented
various aspects of the operations of the So-
ciety in our widely-extended field, affording
evidence that the God of Missions is still
with His servants.

2. Resolved, That this meeting devout-
ly recognises the duty of christians continu-
ing in prayer for the Missionary enterprise,
that the energy of the Divine Spirit may
more largely accompany missionary labour,
that the doors now opening in many lands
for the diffusion of the Gospel, may be en-
tered with success, and that the formidable
obstacles to the evangelization of the world,
still existing, may be speedily removed.

The Rev. Mr. SUTHERLAND, the mover
of this resolution, spoke of the scriptural
and evangelical character of the principles
expressed therein, the duty of prayer for
the Divine Spirit, the necessity of that in-
fluence upon missionary labour in order that
conversions in heathen lands may be genuine
and of real value, the gift of apostolic times
as being greatly necessary, the Saviour's
powerful argument, “If ye then being
evil,” &c., as being applicable and encourag-
ing in this cause, the large portions of the
earth now open in Divine Providence for
the Gospel, and the power necessary to
enable us to enter those doors with success ;
that mighty obstacles to the truth exist, as
arising from political combinations, hoary
superstitions, and the opposition of the hu.
man heart, and contluded by appealing to
the congregation on the importance of prayer
for the outpouring of the Spirit, as being the
great want of the Church in this age.

The Rev. G. S. MILLIGAN, in seconding
this resolution, dwelt upon the importance
of prayer to draw down a vital holy influ-
ence, prayer for the Missionary work as es-
sentially belonging to the christian, the
christian heart not being selfish, but identifi-
ed with the spread of the Gospel, and inter-
ested in the entire race of man—our abso-
lute dependence upon the blessing of the
Divine Spirit to be deeply felt, that without
this, however perfect the machinery the
motive power is wanting—the results of
prayer for this power as seen in the wonder-
tul effects wrcught within the last fifty years
in the ditfusion of God’s truth, the union of
christians, and the thousands of converts in
heathen lands—the Missionary spirit far
behind the Missionary movement—grounds
for confidence that the most formidable ob-
stacles shall be removed, in that many have
already been surmounted, in the rapidly in-
creasing facilities for the work which the
present day affords, and in the sure promise
of Jehovah that the kingdom of His Son
shall triomph.

Mz, FuLLERTON in support of this resolu-
tion spoke of the want of deeply earnest
zeal on the part of the Church as being one
of the greatest obstacles in the way of the
speedy conversion of the world to Christ,
referred to the zeal of Wickliff, Luther, and
the other Protestant Beformers as confer-
ring benefits upon the Church in the present
day, and pressed the magnitude and the dif-
ficulties of the work of Evangelization as
demanding the mightiest efforts.

{ REVIVAL SERVICES,

¢ Instead of the word moral we would propose
the words religious and moral should be consider-
ed as essential elements of education ; for we be-
lieve religion is essential for the formation of
morals. As we glance over bistory, we find
morals without religion to be an wtopia which
has never been realized, and we believe, no reli-
gion except the religion which Christ has esta-
blished bas the power to make man and socicty
moral, because every other religion is false, and
does not deserve the name of the Immaculate
Spouse of the Lamb, and consequently is not
able to form the heart to virtue and lead ihe
soul to a blissful Eternity.” 3

No sooner, it appears, did this article attract
the attention of the Roman Catholic bishop of
Charlottetown ,(accompanied, perhaps it was, by
a missive from his primate,) than his concern for
Catholic rights, which throdgh five weeks bad
slumbered, was suddenly aroused, and his bholy
indignation was excited against the threatened
invasion of religious liberty, by the reading of
the Bible. Despairing however of procuring in
a Pratestant community support for the views
of the Halifux Catholic on religious educatian,
he pursucd an opposite course. Addressing the
Board of Education in a letter dated on the ith
of November, he says:—* This introduction o
religious matters into our public mixed schools i
the work of scandal, and the whole cause of the
present prevailing discontent among Catholics
It is a well-known fact, and a fact which cannat
be concealed, that the population of this Island
s made up of many denominations of Christians,
all more or less opposed to each otber in their
religious teaching, and although they all live
and wish to live, on friendly terms. with their
neizhbours, whatever be their creed, yet they
dishike as much to see their children forced to
kneel in prayer with persons, and under a master,
professing a creed differing from their own, as
they would if they saw them going into the
churches of such persons and worship publicly
with them  Moreover, if the Board has now au:
thority to prescribe a formula of prayer for our
mixed schools, will it not have the same author-
ity, at any future period, to rescind the present
formula, prepare and order another much more
It is obvious, then, that all par-
ents, who have Christian faith, must resist, by
every means in their power, the autbority as
sumed by the Board, so objectionable ia princi-
ple, and so irreconcilable with freedom of con-
science. I hope I shall not be understood tg
mean any disrespect to the justice, wisdom agd

EXPLANATION RELATIVE TO EXPENDITURES

ON THE LAYING OF THE CORNER STONE

OF THE LUNATIC ASYLUM.

Hox Mr. Berr—I beg leave to move that
the house go into committee on bills. As asper-
sions have been cast upon my character, I deem
it necessary to make a few explanations in my
own vindication. Much has been said about the
extracrdinary outlay at the laying of the corner
stone of the Lunatic Asylum. My arrangement
was to have everything done in the simplest
manner. | mentioned this to his Excellency,
and I must do his Excellency the justice to say
that he was willing to bave it done in any way
that I wished. It was afterwards thought desira-
ble to connect the peace celebration with the
ceremony of laying the corner stone. Much of
the display and expense which has been so much
talked about arose out of that circumstance, 1
purchased nothing, ordered nothing. 1 bad no-
thing to do with the champagne, or anything e'se
that was consumed on that occasion. Whether
too much or too little was expended I had no-
thing to do with it. That is the plain, unvar-
nished account of the matter. Another point
has been spoken of. 1 devoted £500 towards that
asylum—£300 of my own money, avd £200
which was banded me by a friend. That sum
now lies in the Province funds for the benefit of
the institution. If the bonds were taken im my
own name, it is no less my intention to devote
the whole sum to the institution. Even the in-
terest of the money does not go into my own
pocket. Whatever may be the fate of my own
private fortunes, that sum remains sacred for the
object for which it was dedicated. 1 say further
sir, that whatever became of me, my children,
were the sum ten times as wuch, would bave
carried my intention into effect. Therefore, sir,
when swindling is spoken of, such assertions are
wholly unfounded.. My own conscience bears
testimony to the truth of what I state. A swind-
ling transaction indeed! It would be a very
casy matter to show that the persons who use
that expression are swindlers themselves; for it
bas been said that—

“ Who steals iy purse steals trash,
But ke that filches from me my good name
tobs me of that which nangbt enriches bhim,
And makes e poor indeed.”

The creature who would do this is not worthy
the name of man, for he has neither \he hkead
nor the keart of a man. The only excuse that I
can make for him, as a gentleman said, who
spoke to me on the subject, is, that he did not
understand the meaning of the term he was using,
ind that being a good excuse 1 will forgive him.
[t isa strange thing that we cannot differ in opin-
ion without becoming desperadoes, always on the
watch to attack one another’s characters. How-
ever strongly 1 may express my opinioans, or oth-
ers may express theirs, I am always ready if I
have said anything wrong to apologize, to take
my political opouent by the band, and if be be a

nan to take him to my heart. We should act
as men having equal rights.

Canada.

The discussion on the Speech from the Throne
in the Canadian Parliament was not a protract-
ed one. The Address in reply was carried by a
very large majority and presented to His Excel-
lency on Monday.

In reply to one of the members, the Attorney
General stated that a Consolidation of the Laws
would be made by the Commissioners on the re-
vision of the Statutes,and that the results of
their labors would be submitted to the House.

On Friday the Hon. Attorney General gave
notice of his intention to introduce a resolution
asking an appropriation of £225,000 for the
erection of Parliament buildings; and an ad-
dress to Her Majesty in Council, praying her to
fix upon some site as a permanent place for
the meeting of the Legislature. The following
Government bills were also read :—Bill (o en-
courage the gradual civilization of the Indian
tribes, and to amend the laws relating to the In-
dians ; Bills requiring accounts rendered to the
Provincial Government to be in dollars and cents.

Mr. Cayley, the Finance Minister, has given
notice of a resolution for granting a subsidy to a
weekly steam line between Liverpool and the
St. Lawrence. The country will view this im-
portant measure of the Government with great
favor.

On Tuesday last, the Jacques Cartier Normal
School (for Roman Catholic 8chool Teachers),
and the McGill Normal School (for training
Protestant Teachers), were formally inaugurated
in this City. At that of the former addresses
were delivered by the Hon. P. J. O. Chauveau,
Superintendant of Education for Lower Canada;
His Lordship the Roman Catbolic Bisbop ; Lieut.
Gen. Sir Wm. Eyre, K.C.B., Commander of the
Forces ; the Mayor of Montreal, and one of the
Professors. At the inauguration of the McGill
Normal School, addresses were delivered by the
Hon. P. J. O Chauveau, His Lordship the An-
glican Bishop, Gen. Eyre, Mr. C. Duankin, and
the three Professors. The opening of these in-
stitutions has given very great satisfaction.—
Montreal Gazette, March 9.

FRIGETFUL RAILROAD CATASTROPHE.—A
despatch from Toronto, dated March 12, says the
train whichZleft Toronto on that afternoon for
Hamilton ran off the bridge at Des Jardine’s
canal, above Hamilton, precipitating the engine,
the baggage car and two passenger cars into the
water. The first two passed over the bridge in
safety, but the two rear cars, containing one
hundred and twenty passengers, fell through,
and between GO and 80 persons are supposed
to have been killed on the spot. The passengers
were nearly all Canadians, many of them per-
sons of distinction. The passengers who escap-
ed death are more or less mangled, and most of
them are injured past recovery. The bridge
partially broke down and the cars fell forty feet.
The excitement is beyond precedent. Parlia-
ment at once adjourned the moment it heard of
the accident.

The Quebec Chronicle says:—We regret to
learn that Mr. S. Zimmerman, the Canadian
Railway millionaire, is among the number killed.
This awful accident will cause many Canadian
families to mourn, the victims being principally
inhabitants of the Western section of the Pro-
vince, Several members of the Legislature hav-
ing loet relatives or friends by the calamity, both
the Legislative Council and Assembly yesterday
adjourned, at an early hour, until Monday. It
will be seen that Mr. Street, formerly M.P.P for
Niagara, was one of the persons injured on the
occasion.

MuzzLiNG A FRENCH CAN ADIAN PAPER.—
The freedom of the press is one of the elements
in modern civilization most distasteful to the Ro-
mish Hierarchy. Wherever they control the
Government, as in Austria and - Spain, that priv-
ilege without which liberty cannot exist, is offici
ally withdrawn, and fearful penalties enforced
against tresspassers. In our Province the clergy
of Rome are no less anxious to muzzle the press,
but are hmited for power to the range of their
spiritual despotism, which, to that effect, is strain-
ed to the utmost. For instance, the Courier of St.
Hyacintbe bas just fallen under Episcopal cen-
sure and proscription, for baving endeavoured to
do justice to both sides in the Chiniquy contro-
versy. llaving published at great length the
sermon and pastoral letter of the Bishop, he in-
serted afterwards a reply of Father Chiniquy.—
Upon which his Lordship, in bis magoanimity,
bas sent to the editor an order to stop his paper,
protesting against the “publication in his diocese
of such writings,” and enjoined by circular upon
bis people the duty to stop the paper also, on ac-
count of his * anti-Catholic tendancies.” But
why does the Bishop, who should be a model of
Apostolical fairness and equity, single out the
poor Courier, to vent upon bim his spite, and not
proscribe also from his diocese the Ilerald and
other influential papers, which have published
the replies of Fatber Chiniquy earlier and at
greater length?  Apparently, probable success,
more than principle, is the rule that guides cleri-
cal despotism.— Montreal Witness

PRrESIDENT BUcHANAN's Inaugural Address
was delivered at Washington on the 4th inst —
It is not a very lengtby document. We deduce
from it,says the Boston Journal, the following pro-
gramme of the Buchanan administration, which
is subject, of course, to additions, but probably
to no essential modification unless some unfore-
seen contingency should occur:

1. Application of the doctrine of squatter
sovereignty to the territories. Legislation upon
the subject of slavery therein by congress to be
discouraged. The territories to be received into
the Union as states with or without slavery as
their constitutions may determine. Slavery agi-
tation to be dicouraged.

2. Preservation of the government from taint
or corruption growing out of the unparalleled
prosperity of its finances. Limitation of the
tariff' to revenue purposes, and no “ discrimina-
tion against a particular branch for the purpose
of benefitting favored corporations, individuals
or interests.”

3. A more prudent and judicious management
of the public lands.

4. A strict construction of the powers confer-
ed upon the government by the constitution.

5. Government aid to a Pacific railroad, as a
military road, absolutely necessary for the na-
tional defence,

6. The cultivation of peace, commerce and

with their domestic concerns, “ unless this sball
be imperatively required by the great law of
self preservation,” and avoiding entangiing alli-
ances. Future acquisition of territory, like the
pest, must be sanctioned by the laws of justice
atd honor.

Tue CABINET.—President Buchanan has
submitted the list of his cabinet appointments to
the Senate, and it bas been confirmed. It is as
follows :—Lewis Cass, Secretary of State; Howell
Cobb, of Georgia, Secretary of the Treasury ;
Jobn B. Floyd, of Virginia, Secretary of War;
Isaac Toucey, of Connecticut, Secretary of the
Navy; Jacob Thompson, of Mississippi, Secre- |
tary of the Interior; Aaron V. Brown, of Ten-
nessee, Postmaster General; Judge Black, of
Pennsylvania, Attorney General.

DrEp Scort.—The Christian Advocate and
Journal says:—The opinion of the Supreme
Court in the Dred Scott case bas been delivered
by Chief Justice Taney. It was a full and ela-
borate statement of the views of the Court.—
They have decided the following all-important
points:

First. Negroes, whetber slaves or free, that
is, men of the African race, are not citizens of
the United States, by the Constitution.

Second. The Ordinance of 1787 had no inde-
pendent constitutional force or legal effect sub-
sequent to the adoption of the Constitution; and
could not operate of itself to confer freedom or
citizenship within the Northwest Territory on
negroes, not citizens by the Constitution.

Third. The provisions of the act of 1820,
commonly called the Missouri Compromise, in
8o far as it undertook to exclude negro slavery
from, and communicate freedom and citizenship
to negroes in the northern part of the Louisiana
cession, was a legislative act exceeding the pow-
ers of Congress, and void, and of no legal effect
to that end.

This decision is dissented from, formally, by
Justices M’Lean, Curtis, and Grier. It excites
general concern in the Free States, and will
doubtless re-open, to no small extent, the great
anti-slavery controversy. We have not yet seen
the full report of the decision, but the following
s an abstract of Judge M'Lean’s opinion. He
argued that slavery is limited to the range of the
state where it is established by municipal law.
If Congress deem slaves or free colored per-
sons injurious to a territory, they bave the power
to pronibit them from becoming settlers therein.
The power to acquire territory carries the
power to govern it. The master does not carry
with him to the territofy the law of the state
from which he removes; hence the Missour;
Compromise was constitutional, and the presump-
tion is in favor of freedom. )
Dred Scott and his family were free under
the decisions of the last twenty-eight years.

The Garden.

Not half the atiention is given to the gar-
den by most farmers that its importance
deserves. It gives better return8 for the
support of the family, in proporticn to the
Jabour- and manure spent upon it, than any
parv of the farm.  Most farmers have poor
gardeus,and thus deny themselves many lux-
uries.  The following hints on gardening,
are from the Genesee Farmer :

‘I'he garden, as a means of supply for the
table, aside from its profit and uulity,deserv-
es much more ‘care and attention than is
generally given to it. In the warm season
of our climate,, a free use of meat is apt to
induce bilious diseases (so-called): and
nature herself in the succession of her fruits
and vegetables gives us umely hints for our
own conduct.  But nnless its products ere
of good quality and properly grown, the pa-
lae will reject them, how much soever one
may be convinced of their utility.

lo the first place, a garden soil, if not

I'ly transplanted.

and east winds, and sow your early pess
and lettoce.

Last fall, about the 15th of October, we
sowed some leituce seed, designing to have
it just in leaf as cold weather should come
on. As soou as sharp frosts came, we
threw over the bed our pea-brush, and over
the brush, c!d tomato, squash and cucum-
ber vines. As soon as the snow disappear-
ed the presént spring, the lettuce was ready
to grow ; and the frost seemed to have no
effect upon its vitality.

But while we recommend early sowing
of hardy vegetables, many of our common
vegetables and flower seeds will come on
much more rapidly if not sown until the
ground is thoroughly warmed, which in this
vicinity is from the 20th May to the 1st of
June.

We quote from W, M. Plant & Co’s. De-
scriptive Catalogue the following remarks
on manures,

* There are many kinds of manures, and
different modes of applying them. The
manures from cows and all animals that
chew the cud, is considered cold, and suit-
ed to light soil ; that of horses, hogs and
poultry is hot, and best suited to cold, heavy
soil ; while old, rotten manure is thought to
rencer it more compact and firm. A thick
coat of hog-pen or barn-yard dung, spread
on a garden and turned in every spring,
will enrich, warm and lighten the ground
more and better than any application of any
other manure.

¢ Salt, at the rate of six bushels to the
acre, sowed on in the spring away from the
salt water spray, near the sea shore, noi
only promotes fertihity, but is very useful in
destroying worms and slugs.

¢ Wood ashes, leached or unleached, may
be used as a top dressing with decided ben-
| efit to most growing vegetables, especially
| onions and turnips.
| “Plaster of Paris, sown upon the grow-
l'ing crop, 1s good for turnips, beans, cucum-
| bers and all broad-leaved plants,

, ‘““ Lime [acilitates 1he decay of vegetable

substances, and “is best suited to a sour,
heavy soil. It ought never (0 be mixed
with animal manure as the one will destroy
the eflicacy of the other,

« Guano is too powerful to be used alone
with salety, and must not be allowed 1o
come directly in contact with seeds or
plants, It may be mixed with ten paris of
loam, or coal dust, and scattered very thin.

rich must be made so by the application
of certain f-rtilizers. Next, the soil should
if pussible, be a light rather than a heavy
loam.  Sandy loams make earlier gardens,
than sirong clay loams, though the produce
of the latter in quantity, may far excel the
former.

To have a good supply of garden vegeta-
bles dues not require so much time as many
suppose, but only a litile work at the proper
time. Have your beds so arranged that the
hee shall do most of your weeding. We
have found it a great convenience in sow-
ing seeds to take a piece of board (rom four
10 six inches wide, and about three feet in
length, and bevel one edge to the shape of
the lever V. Nail a handle of convesient
lengih on the centre of the other edge, and
then standing erect, you can mark out your
rows in perfectly siraight line by simply
Pressing the instrument into the earth ; then
sowing your seed, a light raking of the soil
covers them effectually.

« If you have not an asparagus bed, let not
the present season pass without sowing
seed ; or, better still, transplanting roots
two years from the seed into s suitable bed.

ExprLoraTioN oF THE Ruins or Carru-
aGE — Accounts from Tunis, published 1n
late Eaglhish papers announce that Mr Da-
vis, a gentleman who a few months ago ob-
wined from the B-y permission 10 explore
the ruins of Carthage under certain condi-
tions,and who has been engaged during the
last two months excavating in that locality
under ths auspicies of the British Govern-
ment and the Museum, has made some val-
uable discoveries.  An Arab having found
a piece of elegant mosaic, Mr, Davis was
induced to push his excavations in that spot
and his labors were rewarded by the discov-
ery of the remains of an ancient temple,
which is believed to be that of Dido.
After cutting through two layers of flooring,
which must have been laid down at length-
ened iotervals, he came on a ozt splendid
prece of mosaic of many equare yardsin area
and in which were delineated two heads,
each three feet in hight supposed to be those
of Dido and Juno, besides several graceful
Eastern figures, and a number of highly ele-
gant devices and ornaments, equal, it is al-
leged, to the most beautiful specimens of
the art yet brought to light.  Mr. Davis
has taken every precsution to guard the
mosaic from the influcace of the weather.—
It is supposed that the British} Government
will despaich a vessel to convey 1t to Eng-
land, as well as oiher objects of interest
which he has discovered.—Boston Traveller.
