COKE FAMINE
PINCHES TRAIL

The report from Trail is that unless
the situation in conmection with the
coke supply is relieved, the Canadian
Smelting Works may be compelled to
follow the example of the Boundary
smelters and suspend operations until
continuous and adequate coke sup-
plies are assured.

‘When the output of coke from the
Fernie furnaces was cut off as the re-
sult of the strike the Trail plant had a
considerable amount of coke onl hand—
approximately a thousand tons — and
this reserve was immediately drawn
upon. The smelter did not ask for a
share of the limited supply which the
Crow’s Nest Coal Company was able
to send out from its Michel furnaces,
deeming such action impolitic in view
of the fact that the Boundary smelters
had no reserve of coke and absolutely
required all that was available to keep
them running from day to day. Only
one lead stack is in operation at Trail,
and the reserve coke has been sufficient
to keep this ruiining on a normal basis
up to the present time, and for some
days hence. It is now, however, only
a matter of a short time untjl the bot-

tom of the coke bins will be reached;
and the smelter will then be compelled
to close down unless the Fernie coke
supply is resumed in the interim.

Fortunately there seems to be a pros-
pect that the unfortunate strike at Fer-
nie will come to a crisis in a week
or ten days at the latest. At the end
of that time the Fernie men will either
have decided that they cannot induce
the Michel and Morrisey men to strike
and will have returned to work at the
Coal Creek pits, or they will have suc-
ceeded in bringing out the Michel and
Morrisey men and tie up the fuel sup-
ply completely pending an arrangement
of the %:dnts at issue. In event of the
latter “the smelters will, presumably,
conclude to close down without further
delay, and the Trail plant of necessity
adopt this policy in common with the
other plants.

Meantime the 1200-ton lead stack at
Trail is running continuously, furnish-
ing matte for the refining plant. The
latter is turning out the refined pro-
duct at the rate of some ten tons or so
daily, the material being cast into
pigs of 100 pounds and shipped east.

AT CAMBORNE GROUP.

The foundation is being laid for a
sawmill with a capacity of 25,000 feet
per day, which is to be installed at
once for the purpose of getting out the
lumber to be used in the erection of a
ten-stamp mill now being ordered.

The first pack train load of ore from
the Gold Finch came down the hill to
Camborne yesterday. This is the first
lot of a shipment of six tons of ore
from this claim to be used as mill
tests.—Camborne Miner, July 19.

Judge Nelson went on record
as being strongly of opinion that the
suggestion was perfectly in accord with

ANOTHER IDEA MOOTED.

The ambulance was certainly de-
sirable, but it should not be purchased
out of the “Father Pat” fund, The fact
that there was now mno ambulance was
a disgrace to the mining companies,
which had expended large appropria-
tions for surface works without provid-
ing any means by which their injured
employes could be humanely conveyed
to the hospital. “Meanness” was not-a
sufficiently contemptible term to use
in this connection. His idea
was that a grant not to ex-
ceed $250 should be made toward pur-
chasing an ambulance, on the under-
standing that the mining companies
should provide the necessary balance.
He begged to propose that the balance
of the fund be utilized to erect a foun-
tain for man and beast, to be surmount-
ed by a public clock, which the West
Kootenay Power & Light Company
would light for a term of five years
gratuitiously.

CONCENSUS OF OPINION.

C. S. Wallis, honorary secretary .
the fund, stated that he had discussed
the subject with a very large number
of subscribers and had received many
communications relating to the question
of the disposition of the fund. The Cas-
cade subscribers suggested purchasing
and maintaining a cot in a hospital,
but outside of this the large majority
of subsecribers were in favor of the am-
bulance proposition. Those who knew
the late “Father Pat” were aware that
the deceased clergyman’s principle was
“the greatest good to the greatest num-
ber,” and felt sure that in acquiring an
ambulance this principle would be ex-
emplified in the most satisfactory man-
ner possible. His objection to the foun-
tain was that the amount available 0
the fund was not nearly adequate to
erect a structure that would be worthy
off the cause.

FAVORED AMBULANCE.

Chairman Hamilton concluded the
discussion. He came out in favor of nn
ambulance, admitting that the foun-
tain idea had attracted him at first
gsight, but that after hearing the ques-
tion gone into he .could not help con-
cluding that an ambulance would best
carry out the well known humani-
tarian principles that had animated the
late “Father Pat.” There could be no
doubt on this point, and that Mr. Dean
appreciated the fact was demonstrated
when the latter fortified his argument
in favor of a fountain by guarantee-
ing an ambulance. A showy memorial
would never be highly valued by “Fath-
er Pat” were the departed able to in-
dicate his will in the matter.

The adjournment was then taken to
Monday next. Incidentally it may be
stated that the disbursement of $250
already made by the committee was for-
warded to the secretary of the diocese
of New Westminster. The cost of em-
balming and forwarding the remains of
the late "mher Pat”  from Montreal
to New Westminster, where the remains
were laid to rest, were something over
$300, of which the committee was asked

-| to furnish $100. The remaining $150 was

for the purpose of erecting a stone over
the remains at New Westminster. The
appropriation was approved by the
committee as a whole.

The adjourned meeting of the general
committee of the “Father Pat” memo-
rial fund takes place on Wednesday
night next, not Monday, as was stated
by error yesterday. . The report pub-
lished as to the proceedings on Wed-
nesday night last have aroused con-
siderable interest in the matter, and a
much larger turnout of the committee
members may be expected on Wednes-
day next. Yesterday the question was
canvassed at considerable length about
the city and scores of subscribers ex-
pressed opinions on the question of the
choice between a memorial of stone
and an appropriately ornamented am-
bulance wagon.

There is undoubtedly a very strong
sentiment that the acquisition of an
ambulance would carry into effect the
humanitarian principles that animated
the late “Father Pat” far more effect-
ually than a stone column or fountain,
a species of ostentation that was en-
tirely foreign to the nature of the de-
ceased divine as interpreted by close
friends. The objection is also urged to
the fountain scheme that the cost of
taking out granite and dressing it
properly is so heavy that the available
funds would erect only such an inade-
quate memorial as would be altogether
out of keeping with the worth of
“Father Pat” and by no means credi-
table to the city.

The advocates of the purchase of an
ambulance maintain that the apparatus
would be useful to the community gen-
erally, and that its work of | mercy
would be by no means confined to con-

veying injured men from the mines.

The charge that th2
fight was a fake does not.meet with
general belief, although there is 19
doubt that Mayor Schmitz was warned
that the fight would end in the eighth
round. Even those who charge fraud
admit that it was a magnificent fight
while it lasted. Fitzsimmons was hit-
ting Jeffries almost at will, but while
his blows struck they did not seriously
injure the champion Fitzsimmons,
when seen this morning, wa$ apparent-
ly much distressed at the charge of
fraud. He declared that he hed fought
his best, but that he cow'd not stand
Jeffries’ body blows. Jeffries al€o de-
nies that the fight was fixed. He said
Fitzsimmons gave him the hardest fight
he ever had.

TRAINER DELANEY'S STATEMENT

Trainer William Delaney this after-
noon issued the following statement
in behalf of Jeffries: “The fight is
over, Jeffries won, but not without a
struggle.

I admire him as a fighter and sympa-*
thize with him that he should have
Jbeen subjected to the mean accusation
of faking.

connected with. To defend Fitz from tha
accusation is to defend the principle in
the greatest pugflistic encounter the
wonld has ever seen. I' think the story
is the brightest feather in Fitz's wing.
It has had the effect of making me a
warm supporter of a man I never liked,
and I venture to say it will have the
same effect on the minds of others.
Even the spectators do not know what
a bad fix Jeffries ‘was in.

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The following is a summarv of the
claims made for the Elmore Process
of Concentration, made by the Canadian

plant, not only are all float losses (more
or less inevitable with water concen-
tration) effectually recovered, but the
capacity of the wet concentration sys-
tem is greatly increased.

The Vanners, Wilfry tables, etc,

some suitable process of concentration
to become marketable and profitable
a perusal of the claims of the com-|
pany will be interesting:

(1.) The process sayes the finest
slime or float mineral, free gold, sul-;
phides or tellurides, etc., whichy is the
chief source of loss in water concentra- |
tion plants, and will separate such min-
eral even when the same is of less
specific gravity than the gangue it oc-!
curs in.

(2.) It can be used after any system
of wet crushing without classification
on material finer than 20-mesh (400 holes ;
to the square inch), or can be added !
to existing concentration mills for the'
treatment of the slimes which carry off
value; it is thus specially adapted tol
the saving of “float losses.” The grade
(mesh) of crushing necessitated will, of
course, depend in each case upon the de-
gree of fineness and dissemination of
the values through the matrix of the;

(3.) The pulp flows automatically and'
continuously through the mixers wlth-l
out attention; and the oil passes;
continuously from the surface of the
spitzkastens below mixers into the cen-
trifugal machines, and thence—freed |
from concentrates—is pumped back into
circulation again through tanks feed-
ing the mixers. The -discharge of con-

| involves extremely little labor. The pow-
er required is very small, being simply
that to revolve the mixers and to run
two centrifugal machines for several
sets of mixers.

(4.) The cost of installation is not re-
latively high for a plant in which the
capacity is at least 50 tons per day.

The cost of operating is very
low and wear and tear as little as any
running machinery will admit of.

As it is de-
sirable to extend the knowledge of its
application, correspondence 'is invited,

would not need to be run as close con-
centrators, but employe® merely to yield
a large proportion of the mineral as
sharp “heads,” all middlings, tailings
and slimes being passed through the
oil plant for the complete recovery of
the balance of values. The total saving
by the combination is greater than pos-
sible with the most perfect water dress-
ing system alone, whilst the economy
is dual; that of the water concentration
plant being increased by freeing it

| from the necessity of close separation,

thereby utilizing its maximum ore ca-
pacity,. and that of the oil plant by
relief from the need of dealing with
a large proportion of the coarser ma-
terial. 3

(13.) Where gold ogeurs both finely
disseminated through the quartz or
other ore matrix, and #lso in association
with pyrites, tellurides or refractory
minerals, the oil process offers a ready
means of treatment. The mineralized
values are thereby obtained in a high
degree of concentration available«for
smelting recovery, or for roasting with
subsequent chlorination, cyaniding, etc.,
whilst the residual values (if any) in
the siliceous tailings are obtained in
a condition readily recoverable by or-
dinary cyanidation. Thus, the bulk of
an ore otherwise unsuited to direct
leaching extraction, may be so treated
after the removal of the refractory
contents by means of the oil concen-
trating process. Notably this is so in
the case of tellurides and sulpho-tel-
lurides and copper compounds.

(14.) The readiness with which the
finest mineral particles are retained by
oil renders possible in many instances
the simultaneous recovery of -slimes
values with the concentration of the
éoarser ore, and will thus often obviate
the need for subsequent slime treatment
plant, filter presses, etc.,, nor will the
ore have to be crushed or re-grouni
to the same degree of fineness as at
present found necessary with sulpho-
telluride and other refractory ores.

(15.) It should be remembered) that,
as'a rule, metallic oxides are not saved
by oil, although partial exceptions oc
cur as in the case of atacamite, oxide of
copper and cassiterite. Sulphide min-
erals on the contrary are almost
invariably retained with complete-
ness, the most notable ex-
ception being the incomplete Te-
moval of “blende.” Hence, in the in-
stallation of the oil concentration plant,
care sheuld be taken to avoid undue
oxidation at any stage in the previous
reduction operations, in order to pre
vent the possible fermation of oxide
films on the surfaces of the sulphides
present in the ore. It is for this reason
also that tailings and slimes sent for
trial should be taken as “running”
samples and dispatched hermetically
sealed.

They said the wages demanded
would raise the price so as to make it
profitable to import gold leaf. They
offered to pay $15 a week or its equi-
valent in piece prices, and refused to
discharge the girls, as there was steady
werk for every competent gold beater.

CANADIAN MINING INSTITUTE.

—

A beginning has been made by the
Canadian Mining Institute in carrying
out the policy approved at the general
meeting in Montreal last March of es-
tablishing local branches. It is the in-
tention to locate these branches in such
@ way that each shall cover one of the
mining regions of the Dominion, and
gurnish a centre for & group of mining
daistricts. The branches which have
been successfully organized thus far
eover the iron and corundum districts
of Bastern Ontario, and the asbestos,
gnica and copper mines of Quebec. The
meeting of the Institute to be held in
Nelson on September 10 and 11 next
will include the district embracing

The gross output of coal was 1,691,557
tons. of which 221,226 tons were used
to make coke, so that the net output for
the year was 1,460,331 tons of coal and
127,081 tons of coke. This is equivalent
to an increased production over 1900 of
coal 1 1-2 per cent, and of coke 49 per
cent. The sales of coal were, as follows:
Sold for consumption’ in Canada, 413,-
705 tons; sold for export to the United
States, 895,197 tons; sold for export to
other countries, 18,966 tons; total sales,
1,327,868 tons (2240 1bs.) !

*“The total sales of coke amounted to
127,533 tons, of which 80,154 tons were
sold for consumption in Canada, and
41,379 tons were exported to the United
States. This output has been made from
the collieries on Vancouver Island and
those near the Crow’s Nest Pass. The
coast collieries produced 1,261,744 tons of
coal and 15,398 tons of coke. The Crow’s
Nest collieries produced 198,687 tons of
coal and 111,683 tons of coke.

“It will be noted that while these col-
lleries only turned out 198,587 tons of
coke to be used as such, they converted
180,768 tons into 111,683 tons of coke,
selling it- as such, so that the actual
amount of coal mined was 379,355 tons.”

can be said of lead. Our readers are
tomiliar with the conditions surround-
Ing this important industry, which will
undoubtedly take on a new lease of life
when adverse conditions are remeoved.
We have probably the richest silver-
lead mines in the world, and that the
production is at low ebb is not the fault
of the mines. This is what Mr. Rob-
erison has to say of lead:
“The production of lead was this year
51,582,906 pounds, worth $2,002,733. This
shows a decrease in value of $689,164,
or about 25 per cent, as compared with
the production of 1900, but in fairness
the comparison must not stop hers; it
must be remembered that in 1900 there

fore, that the lead production of 1901,
although showing a decrease as com-
pared with.1900, shows an increase over
1898 of 86 per cent, and over 1899 of
128 per cent, and is still 26 per cent
higher than the highest produetion of
‘any year prior to 1900. The cause of
the decrease is not attributable to the
mines themselves, but to the condition
of the market for lead ores—too large
a question to go into here—which has
temporarily rendered it unprofitable to
mine large deposits of galena very low
In silver. Reference is here made par-
ticularly to the lead ores of Bast
Kootenay. The Slocan district has not
been so« seriously affected by the low
price obtainable for lead ores, as the
ores of this section carry much higher
silver values, which has enabled them
to be mined and marketed at a préﬂt.
As a matter of fact, the Slocan has
tkis year just held its own as regards
tonnage of ore mined and values pro-

duced.”

MORRIS AND JESSEPH
ARE IN CAHOOTS

jority of the stock is owned by aliens.

The money
was put up by Eastern Canadians, and
the only American actually in the deal
was W. C. Morris, a lawyer of Republic.
He claims a sixtly interest in the road
d4nd is now suing for recovery. In his
complaint he alleges that he has held
practically one-third of the stock in in-
terest in addition to his own sixth.
Three other Americans are holders of
a share each, so that a majority of the
stock is nominally held by Americans,

the property of the Kettle Valley Lines

and four out of seven trustees are
citizens of this country. Morris, how-
ever, alleges that except for his sixth
interest the ownership of all the other
stock apparently held by Americans is
merely a subterfuge to evade the con-
stitution of the state. The constitution
provides that a majority of the stock
in corporations holding property in the
state must be held by Americans. Act-
ing on Morris' charge, Prosecuting At~
torney Jesseph has started suit. It ia
the first of its kind ever brought un-
der a state law and is of tremendous
interest. There are various corpora=~
tions in this country, among them the
Northport Smelting & Refining com-
pany, in which practically all of the
stock is owned by aliens. If the state
wins and confiscates the Kettle Valley
road it would apparently pave the way
to the confiscation of the Northport

smelter undér the same law.

MANITOBA WANTS
20,000 HARVESTERS

WINNIPEG, Man., July 29.—The
Manitoba government’s estimate of the
number of harvesters wanted in the
districts according to the reports re-
ceived from crop correspondents is as
follows:

TO PREVENT
FOREST FIRES

A continuance of the present dry

weather will inaugurate in the course
of a few weeks a repetition of the for-
est fires that have in the past seasons
caused much damage throughout the
district. The fact that the provincial
government declined to act on the re-
commendations as to the appointment
of forest rangers makes it more essen-
tial that private parties should exercise
every precaution to prevent these fires,
and the recent circular issued by the
federal forestry department anent the
matter will be read with interest:
Special attention is called to the ne-
cessity for the greatest caution be-
ing observed in the use of fire by set-
tlers, campers and others during the
dry summer months, and to the penalty
impesed for violation of the provisions
of the law intthis regard. ¢
These penalties vary from $5 to $200,
besides any that may be imposed by
civil action for damages caused by such

The following rules shoul!d be ob-
served: -
(1) In building a camp fire, choose
a place that is sheltered from the wind,
and clear away any moss or inflam-
mable material surrounding it.

(2) Be sure thoroughly to extinguish
your camp fire before leaving it.

(3) Be careful not to throw away a
cigar stub or match en the prairie or
in the woods before it is extinguished.

(4) Settlers desiring to burn brush
and log heaps in clearing their land,
must do so at proper seasons of the
year, and not allow the fire to escap2
from their premises.

(5) All employers of labor should
see that their employes whose work is
in the open air are furnished with cop-
fes of the Act respecting. prairie and
forest fires, or other instructions in
regard thereto, as such employers are
responsible for any violation of the
law caused by their servants.

As every person in the community
is liable during the dry, seasons to suf-
fer more or less by prairie or forest
fires, and as it 1s an undoubted fact
that in most cases these are started
through carelessness, it is hoped that
these suggestions will be observed.

Settlers are therefore earnestly re-
quested to co-operate in every way pos-
sible with the officers of the govern-
ment with a view to the prevention of
fires, and the strict enforcement of the
law in that behalf.

LONDON, July 25.—In connection
with the tender of the Canadian Pacific
Railway company for the fast Atlantic
gervice, the Times of this morning,
editorially, says:

«We may assume that if the offer
has been made as is stated at the in-
stance of the Canadian minister's
krowledge in London, it has not been
without a fairly; accurate knowledge of
tha conditions to which the Imperial
government would be prepared to ac-
cede. It would be premature to attempt
to discuss this scheme until further de-
tails are disclosed, but it is of good
augury that such a proposal should
have emanated from a company which
has already given proof of its ability
to conduct a great ocean service on
scund business lines. There is at pres-
ent no better service on the Pacific than
the service of fast steamers which the
Canadian Pacific railway runs between
vancouver and the Far East. The
Empress steamers are familiarly
known, compare favorably for coms-
fort, punctuality and equipment in re-
gard both to freight and passenger ac-
commodation with any other line which
at present plies across the Northern
Pacific, and the same company pos-
gesses another useful line of steamers
running between British Columbia and
our Australian colonies. From the
point of view of Imperial interests the
services rendered by the C. P. R. com-
pany, not only in the construction of
the great trunk line across the Domin-
ion, but in developing a new ocean
highway across the Pacific to our
dependencies and great trading com-
munities in the other hemisphere, have
already proved of the right values.
The establishment of that and more
means communication between the
mother country and Canada on suitable

LONDON, July 24.—Details of the re-
markable case of persecution by brother
officers of a young lieutenant of the
Second Life Guards at ‘Windsor, a
regiment of which King Edward is

colonel in chief, shows that in this
crack cavalry organization, like many
others, the officers are intolerant of
the presence of any one who takes his
profession seriously. Second Lieutenant
C. D. Gregson, who secured a commis-
sion February 15th, 1902, was known
to be a hard worker, efficient and pop-
ular with his men. On Monday night
a number of officers of the regiment
chased Lieutenant Gregson out of his
quarters, hunted him through the bar-
racks with whips, at the same time us-
ing foul language, ducked him in the
horse trough until he was half dead,
subsequently wrecked his quarters and
destroyed his entire kit. The vietim

was forced to spend the remainder of
the night on the bare floor of his room
wrapped in an overcoat. The only ex-
planation for this treatment is that
Lieutenant Gregson was socially un-
‘desirable.

CRY FROM AFAR.

While standing at the lower west end
of the slide Mr. Mackenzie thought be
heard a cry from the centre of the slide,
and after looking about a small orifice
was discovered apparently leading into
the mass of debris. Thorne and Mac-
kenzie crawled into| the hole thus loca~
ted, making difficult progress on hands
and knees and menaced constantly >y
the grim danger of a movement in the
huge mass of material such as would
bring the whole weight down upon their
heads. Some 35 feet was accomplished
through this tiny tunnel before any
serious obstruction was reached. At
this point the voices of Gunn and Mec-
Donald could be distinctly heard. The
imprisoned men told their rescuers that
they were pinned down hard and fast
in such shape that they could scarcely
get sufficienf air to sustain life. Gunn
and McDonald did not believe that the
rescue party would ever succeed in
reaching them and begged piteously to
be dispatched out of the terrible misery
they were suffering. Encouraging mes-
sages were shouted back to the prison-
ers. Gunn and McDonald were asked s
to Dunkle’s whereabouts. Their rep'y
in quavering voices was that Mr. Dun-
kle was close to them when the slide
came, but that they had heard nothiag
from him since the crash and believ:d
he was dead. '

The conditions affecting the work of
{he rescue party were remarkable. The
orifice through which they were com-
pelled to pass was barely large enough
to permit the passage of a small man’s
person, and this fact barred a num-
ber of men from assisting in the active
rescue work who would gladly have
taken their share of the danger.

The cortege proceeds to St. An-
drew’s Presbyterian church, where ser-
vices will be conducted at 2:30 o’clock.

STORY OF THE ACCIDENT.

The 600 foot level was worked out
and the 700 foot level was worked to
the 600 sill, a total distance of about 140
feet. Gun and McDonald were picking
up the 600 foot sill, which had begun
to move on Saturday. The men had
told Mr. Dunkle about the ground mov-
ing and he had gone below to persoa-
ally superintend the work. At 11 o'clock
on Saturday night Mr. Dunkle believed
e would be able to hold the ground,
and was particularly anxious to accom-
plish this in order to keep the 600 foot
level open. The ground continued to
work, however, and the cracking of
timbers, etc., indicated that the trouble
was becoming worse rather than better.
At 12 o’clock Mr. Dunkle gave up the
task, and informed Fred Whitman,
shift boss on the 700, that he would put
1 some shots and run waste in to fill
the open ground. The successful ac-
complishment of this would have put
an end to all danger, in fact, the slide
that came actually did what Mr. Dunk-
le intended.

The shot put in to bring about the
run misséd, and Dunkle, McDonald and
Gunn went baek to relight the fuse.
Before they had applied the match the
ground above broke and the avalanche
of rock came down.

Shift Boss Whitman and twenty men
forming a timber gang were on the
twelfth floor of the 700 foot level, about
twenty feet below and 100 feeh west of
the spot occupied by the three men en-
tombed. The tremendous concussion
knocked the party off their feet, ex-
tinguished their candles and notified
them that the expected cave had come.
Whitman and his men expected to be
notified of the firing of the shot, and
when this notification did not eventu-
ate, they suspected that the cave had
been somewhat premature, although not
aware that an accident had occurrel.
An investigation was started and the
absence of the three men speedily
noted. When it was finally concluded
that the men were missing, no other
conclusion was tenable other than that
they were under the cave. Further than
this, Whitman and his men knew that
Mr. Dunkle and his party were clos?
to the centre of the slide and their set-
tled conviction was that there was no
possible chance for any of the trio to
come out alive.

Shift Boss Joe Thorne immediately
carried the intelligence to John H. Mec-
kenzie, general manager of the mine.
Mr. Mackenzie made a quick trip to the
mine and was promptly taken to the
scene of the disaster. In company with
Bosses Thorne and Whitman, Mr. Mac-
kenzie went around the slide and dis-
cussed plans for getting out the impris-
oned men. | )

i

Fred Whitman and Manager Macken-
zie. Thorne and Harriman remained
within the passage continuously, never
leaving their dangerous task until after
the last of the #wo live men had been
taken to & place of safety. To them is

due the laurels which is due to heroes,|.

and it has been intimated that the case
will be brought to the attention of the
Royal Humane Society with al view to
having their bravery suitably recognized.

REACHED THE PRISONERS.

An hour’s hard and dangerous work
was required to bring the rescuers to
the point where Gunn and McDonald
lay. Then men lay within three feet of
each other, g close in fact that their
hands could meet. McDonald was held
to earth by a massive round timber
across the chest, and his feet were im-
prisoned also. Gunn’s feet were held ag
though in a vice by a 10x10 square tim-
ber, the rest of his body being in the
continuation of the passage through
which the rescuers had come. Such was
the predicament of the two men, and
so thoroughly were they imprisoned,
that no less than two hours’ work at
top speed was necessary to affect their
liberation after the rescuers arrived at
thein sides. Water was administered to
the men, relieving the terrible thirst
from which they had suffered since the
slide. The task of cutting the massive
timbers withl a hdnd sawl in a space 80
confined a® to permit of only one man
to work at a time was trying to say
the least, and the rescuers were ex-
posed continuously to the danger of a
sawn timber releasing tons of rock on
their devoted heads. Despite this the
work progressed apace, and finally Mec-
Donald’s liberation was effected. He
was practically helpless and the matter,
of taking his almost inanimate body
through the confined and cireuitous
passage was by no means the least
trying experience of the rescuers. To
remove Gunn it was the work of three-
quarters of an hour longer, it being
necessary to chisel away sections of
the huge timbers in order to liberate his
feet. Both men were hoisted tu the 600
level through a waste shoo®™ and from
there taken to the surface in the cage.
Physicians were waiting at the top to
attend to the cases and both men
were removed to the Sister’s hospital,
where they are mow resting easily.
Neither was seriously hurt.

DUNKLE’S BODY DISCOVERED.

After Gunn was in safety, the rescu-
ers immediately resumed the search
for Dunkle, and his whereabouts was
speedily discovered. Fifteen feet from
the place where Gunn and ‘McDonald
had lain and about ten feet east Dunk-
le’s foot was seen projecting through
the mass of timbers. A few minutes
served to establish the fact that Dunk-
le could not have survived the crash,
and the situation as finally revealed
demonstrated beyond the shadow of a
doubt that his death must have been
instantaneous. It was impossible  to
reach the body by the route taken to
arrive at Gunn and McDonald’s prison,
excepti with several days’ work, so an
alternative ‘passageway was sought.

The rescue party went to the old'shaft

occupled by bulkheads instead of waste,
and the party was enabled to circulate
freely among the passageways about
the bulkheads. In this way it was pos-
wible to get immediately beneath the
body, and to commence an upraise that
would arrive at the spot the rescuers
desired to reach. This work was neces-
sarily executed cautiously, and it was
4:30 Sundey afterncon when the body
was reached and removed. Some heavy
timberg and two T ralls required to be
cut through, prolonging the operation.

TERRIBLY INJURED.

When the remains of the late super-
irtendent were removed to the surface
the attendant physicians held an ex-
amination. They ascertained that his
injuries were of such a nature that
death must have been instantaneous.

The base of the skull was fractured
from pressure exerted on the bridge of
the nose and the back of the Head, this
iniury alone being sufficient to. produce
death in the twinkling of an eye; the
ncse was broken, the right breast ter-
ribly crushed, several ribs penetrating
the lung; other injuries of 'a less Beri-
ous nature were found on the upper
part of the body, the left hip being
bedly crushed and the hip joint broken,
the right femur or thigh was fractured
just above the knee, the left knee was
crushed to a pulp and the limb ‘broken
at several places. The body was taken
to Jordan’s undertaking establishment.

NO INQUEST.

No inquest will be held into the ac-
cident. Dr. Reddick, the coroner, was
on the ground at 10 o’clock _Sunday
morning and was taken by Manager
Mackenzie through the tortuous pass-
age to the point where Mr. Dunkle’s
body could be seen. The cOronér ex-
amined the surroundings and conclud-
ed that no necessity existed for an offi-
cial inquiry., This decision is not criti-
cized, the survivors concurring in the
physician’s conclusion.

OBITUARY.

The late Louis Albert Dunkle was 40
ycars of age and a native of Ohio. As
a youth he left his Ohio home and came
west to Eureka, Nevada, arriving there
in 1879. He secured employment in the
Richmond mine, a celebrated property,
ertering the werkings as an inexperi-
enced boy of 17 years and remaining in
the employ of the company for seven
years, during which period he iscend-
ed the ladder of promotion by sheer
merit, ultimately winning the foreman-
ship. In this capacity he had ¢émplete
charge of the mine crews. In 1886 the
Republican party in Eureka. sought for
a man whao could carry their colors to
victory in the contest for the shriev-
alty, and their choice fell on the late
Mr. Dunkle. He was successful at the
polls and served Eureka county for two
terms as sheriff most capably. His
next move was to the state of Califor-
nia, where he went into mining. Later
he removed to Grant’s Pass, Oregon,
and worked a property under bond for
a time. In 1894 Mr. Dunkle returned to
California, locating at Angels Camp,
where he was employed as sHift boss
for a time in the famous Lightner mine
owned by Charles D. Lane. In 1899 he
went to Mariposa county to take
charge of the Pine Tree and Joseph-
ine mines under the management of
John H. Mackenzie. When the Pine
Tree and Josephine closed down Mr.
Dunkle took chargq of the Lewis mine,
also located in Mariposa county, con-
tinuing in this capacity until he came
to Rossland about Navember 15, 1901.

His aged father and mother reside at
Wordsworth, Nevada, with a younger
son, Thomas. A brother, Daniel, re-
sides at Reno, Nevada, and left that
place last night for Rossland. One sis-
ter, Mrs. Andrew Stinson, resides at
Sumpter, Oregon, and another sister,
Miss Jennie Dunkle, the youngest of
the family, lives at Portland, Oregon.

While sheriff of Eureka county the
late Mr. Dunkle took unto himself a
wife. Four children were the result of
the union—three daughters and a sen.

THE FUNERAL

The remains of the late Louis Albert
Dunkle were laid to rest Tuesday af-
ternoon in Rossland’s City of the Dead.
The funeral was the occasion of an out-
pouring of public sympathy such as has
rarely been demonstrated here, citizens
generally taking advantage of an op-
portunity to evidence the-esteem and
respect in which the deceased gentle-
man was held.

Solemnly impressive were the last sad
rites. The initial proceedings were en-
acted at the residence of the departed
adjoining the Le Roi headworks, where
hundreds of citizeng early gathered to
participate in the final chapter.

fond of flowers, due probably to the
fact that he came from a state in which
every household has its gapden and

ers that grow. His friends in this city
knowing this fact thought that am ap-
propriate way to show their sympathy
to the bereaved family would be through
the medium of flowers. Flowers were
ordered from all over the Kootenays,
and the best that grew were sent in to
grace the bier of the dead superintend-
ent. The baseball club sent to the City
by the Lake to get white roses and
white flowers for their wheel, and flow-
ers for other emblems that were ar-
ranged for the occasion. By the time
all the flowers were in the plain oak
coffin was literally hidden beneath a
mass of white roses, pansies, forget-
me-nots, daisies, etc. On entering the
room in which lay the remains one could
see nothing but flowers rising from
the floor to the ceiling. Lilies of the
valley were mixed with white and pink
carnatiops, while yellow roses frater-
nized with bachelor buttons, candy tufts
and sweet' peas. White and blue Canter-
bury bells were twined together in
wreaths and formed an attractive pic-
ture, set off by American beauty roses
and ferns. Herg and there in the gay

cropped up. Many of the late Mr.
Dunkle’s friends remembered that he
came from California, the home of the
yellow poppy, and several bunches of
this peculiar flower were mixed in with
the home grown variety.

The friends of Mr. Dunkle showed
their appreciation by numerous wreaths
and designs, all of which bore appro-
priate mottos and were inscribed with
the names of the donors. Most of the
wreaths were arranged in memoriam
by the members of; the Rossland Base-
ball club, of which the deceased was
the president and official head.- It was
to the late Mr. Dunkle’s efforts more
than to anything else that baseball got
such a start here this year, and the
club only did what was proper when
they arranged several of the elaborate
floral designs. One of the most appro-
priate designs was the large wheel from
the baseball club. It was arranged
with nine spokes, representing nine
players of the team. The tenth spoke
was left open, emblematic of the fact
that the head of the club was gone and
that the wheel was, therefore, broken.
The nine spokes' were filled in with
white bachelor buttons and set off
with a background of ferns. Along the
edge of the wheel were white Canter-
bury bells and white roses, with here
and there a little shading of pink roses,
so faint, however, that the general
white effect was not marred. The
wheel had a white baseball in the cen-
ter, while between each spoke were lit-
tle cards bearing - appropriate quota-
tions. It was inscribed “In loving
memory of our late president, Louis A.
Dunkle, who died in the performance
of his duty July 27, 1902.”

The baseball club also sent several
wreaths and a monster cross and star,
all of which were suitably inscribed.
The cross was composed of sweet
williams, pink roses, Canterbury bells
and other flowers, some of them being
white, with here and there a mixture
of yellow rose blooms.

The Miners’ Union sent al large floral
circle, in the center of which were em-
blems of the union, a pick and shovzal
The outer ring of the circle was one

which were set off here and there by
beautiful clusters of blue Canterbury
bells. These were set off in their turn
by designs in pansies and other flow-
ers. Other floral designs were sent in
by the union and, by the friends of the
deceased. Quite a few of the floral tri-
butes were in clusters and shower
bcuquets,

Shortly after 2 o’clock the cortege
commenced the first stage of the last
journey. The Miners’ Union, which had
left the hall 215 strong and received ac-
cessions later, headed the procession,
followed by the hearse, the mourners,
miners and citizens, The pallbearers
were Messrs. Joseph Thorne, John
vance, R. Leslie, Fred Whitman and
Frank Culbertson, all shiftbosses at the
Le Roi and old friends of the deceased
superintendent, together with J. S.
Wallace, representing the clerical staff
of the company. At the corner of Sec-
ond avenue and Spokane street a band
of 13 instruments joined the procession
and led the parade to the wailing notes
of “Dead March in Saul.” Hundreds of
citizens lined the streets from this
point to St Andrew’s Presbyterian
church, where the funeral service todk
place.

Arriving at St. Andrew’s the body
was received by the deacons of the
church and escorted within the chancel.
Rev. J. Ball, pastor of Knox church,
Trail, was the officiating clergyman.
His words to the densely packed con-
gregation were founded on texts from
the Book of Job, tol which were added
the following personal reference:

«With regard to the life of the de-
ceased I may say very little. It speaks
for itself. Although not long a resi-
dcnt of Rossland he had won the re-
spect of all. Men who have work=4d4
under him, honored him and those who
knew him best loved him. He died at
the post of duty, where we all might be
proud to die. He did not send men to
wecrk where he was not himself pre-
pared to go. The large attendance to-
day indicates, I am sure, the high re-
spect in which he was held, and the
heartfelt sympathy that is extended to
the beloved ones.”

On leaving the church the procession
was reformed and proceeded to the
cemetery, where interment was made
in the presence of-a couple of hundred
sympathizing spectaters.
