"Tecs are Busy Trying to
Clear Up Mystery
of Frank Holt.

New York, July 5—Efforts were
made here, at Glen Cove, L. I., and
in several other cities to-day to clear
up the mystery said to surround the
identity of Frank Holt, who on Sat-.
urday attempted to assassinate J.P.
Morgan, Federal detectives through-
out the country were following up
clues, which they hoped would re-
veal the chief events in his life, One
of the important questions which
they had to solve was that raised by
the police of Cambridge, Mass., re-
garding the possible identification of
Holt as Erich Muenter, a former Har-
vard instructor who disappeared from
that city after the death of his wife
from alleged poisoning in 1906. State-
ments from relatives of Muenter and
men who knew him as a student in
Chicago, comparing descriptions of
Holt with their recollections of Mu-
enter, were read with interest by the
detectives working on the case. Pho-
tographs of Muenter were compared
with those of Hols,

Until a late hour last night Holt
was questioned by police officials
from New York and Washington.
Major Pullman, superintendent of the
Wgs_hinggon police, the last of the in-
quisitors, endeavored to locate the
room that Holt occupied in Wash-
ington before exploding the bomb in
the Capltql, but was unable to do so.
. It was in the course of his exam-
Ination by several police officials that
Holt disclosed his plan, entertained
when he entered the Morgan home
to hold Mrs. ]J. P. Morgan and the
Morgan children as hostages in their
own home or to kill them if Mr.

Artillery of Italians
Working Havoc
in Their Advance

By Special Wire to the Courier.

Rome, July 5.—The following offi-
cial statement was issued last night at
the headquarters of the Italian gen-
eral staff:

“In the region of the Tyrol, Tren-
tino and Carnia, there has been a con-
tinuance of artillery actions supportsd
by small Italian detachments pushing
toward the front. The Hensel fort was
reached a number of times yesterday.

“Supported by continuous artillery
fire, thg enemy attempted to re-take
last night trenches on the northern
slope of Val Grande, occupied by our
Alpine troops on July 2. This attack,
like those preceding it, was repulsed.

“Our adversary renewed yesterday
with particular violence counter at-
tacks against several lines of positions
conquered by us on the Carso plateau.
In spite of the fire of the machine
guns and artillery these counter at-
tacks were repulsed with heavy losses.
We captured 300 prisoners, two field
cannon, guns and munitions. Accord-
ing to prisoners, the Austrian losses,
especially from our artillery fire, have
been serious in the last few days.”

WILSON
GUARDED

Cornish, N. H., July 4—With the
arrival here to-day of additional se-
cret sérvice operatives, extra precau-
tions were taken to guard President
Wilson from weak-minded people who
might be stirred up by the assault on
J. P. Morgan and the explosion in the
capitol building at Washington.

Secret service men watch the presi-
dent day and night all the time here,
but from now on the guard will be
increased and other means will be
taken to prevent any attack upon the
chief executive. All strangers in Cor-
nish and Windsor are being carefully
scrutinized and the entire machinery
of the United States secret service has
been set in motion to protect the pre-
sident.

Tried to Kill the Financier
to Prevent Munitions
From Going to Europe;
A Pro-German.,

New York, July 4—Frank Holt, a
crack-brained teacher of German in:
Cornell University, obsessed by the
idea that God had appointed him to
stop the shipment of wat supplies to
the allies, tried to murder J. P. Mor-
gan yesterday morning after attempt-
ing on Friday night to wreck the
Capitol at Washington with a dyna-
mite bomb. The New York and Wash-
ington police have information which
leads them to believe that he planned
next to go to Cornish, N.H., and at-
tempt the life of President Wilson.

Holt forced his way into Mr. Mor-
gan’s house on East Island, 3 ‘miles
from Glencove, at 9.20 Saturday
morning, drove the butler before him
by the menace of a revolver, search-
ed the house until he found Mr. and
Mrs, Morgan on the second floor,and
then as Mr. Morgan and Mrs, Morgan
attempted to disarm him, fired two
shots, One bullet entered the lower
right side of Mr. Morgan’s abdomen
and lodged near the base of the spine.
The other pierced the right groin.
ranged downward through the flesh
of the thigh and passed out of the
body.

The financier, wno, as head of the
banking house which is the purchas-
ing agent of the British Government,
had become an object for Holt’s at-
tack, is dangerously but probably not
fatally wounded. This was the opin-
ion, at least, of members of Mr, Mor-
gan’s family, of several of his part-
ners and of his friends who had
heard the report of the surgeons who
examined his injuries and who probed
successfully for the bullet which en-
tered the abdomen. He owes his life
very likely to the courage.and quick-
ness of Mrs. Morgan, who, the first
to detect Holt lurking in the shadows
of the upper hallway, literally flung
herself at the man and so disturbed
his aim that he had no opportunity
to shoot strzight.

Mr, Morgan himself overpowered
Holt, and with the assistance of ser-
vants tied him and trussed him after
the Morgan butler, Henry Physick,
had thumped him soundly over the
head with the first handy weapon
available, a lump of coal. Then Mr.
Morgan after calmly assuring his
house guests, the British Ambassador
and Lady Spring-Rice , who had wit-
nessed the desperate struggle on the
second floor landing, that he was not
badly hurt, and after telephoning to
his mother and to Wm. D. Porter, one
of his partners, himself telephoned to
Dr. Wm. A. Seabrisky, of Glencove,
simply telling Dr. Seabrisky that he
had been shot and asking the doctor
to come at once to the house.

NORWEGIAN SHIP SUNK.

Daily Mail
Warns Public

BBy Special Wire to the Courler

Montreal, July 5—A London cable
to the Gazette says:

Discussing the war stiuation, the
Daily Mail says: “The Daily Mail
warns the public that the situation is
not even as satisfactory as it was a
few months ago when Lloyd George
said: ‘I think the situation is still
grave, much too grave, very much too
grave. And Lord Curzon stated:
‘The situation is one of grave anxiety
and it is not unfair to speak of this
country as being in grave peril.” They
were gently hinting at facts not
known to the majority of the mem-
bers of the House of Lords or House
of Commons.

“The story of the Dardanelles ex-
pedition, which is only one phase of a
grave situation, is completely msiun-
derstood and its importance under-
estimated. Members of Parliament
should press for information as to cer-
tain circumstances. In connection
with this vast undertaking the public
ought to know, and they should not
be further chloroformed.”

Referring to “certain preparations
against invasion” which are being car-
ried out, the Mail asks if these prepar-
ations are sufficient. It says:

“We wonder because now that the
war is in its twelfth month we find
that, according to statements made in
the House of Commons, all sorts of
things are very ‘insufficient—the sup-
ply of rifles and machine guns, for
example.

“The Daily Mail frankly distrusts
authorities who have not yet provided
soldiers with rifles. Rifles could have
been cobtained over and over again
from the United States had they been
ordered. Offers of machine guns were
made last autumn and were refused.
The people who muddled the equip-
ment of men who are marching about
without weapons may be muddling in
the invasion question.

Russian Retreat Disturbs Britain
by Its Continu-
ance,

»By Special Wire to the Courler,

New York, July 5.—A czble to the
Herald from London this morning
says:

Russia’s desperate need of ammuni-
tion is shown by the continuous re-
treat of Grand Duke Nicholas’ forces
in Galicia and southern Poland. To
say that England is disturbed by the
constant reports of German successes
in the eastern theatre of the war is to
put it mildly. British authorities are
anxiously asking what can be done to
stem the tide.

Two courses are open. On the one
hand it is proposed to begin a violent
general offensive in the west in the
hope of forcing a transfer of German
troops from the east, and thus reliev-
ing the pressure against the Russians.
On the other hand the more conser-
vative military writers think that the
time for this is not at hand, and that
the best aid England can lend her
eastern ally is to pour into Russia
every ounce of ammunition that can
be spared without curtailing the ne-
cessary supply at the western front.

FIRE ON SHIP,

Chicago, July s5.—Life preservers
were hastily adjusted to frightened
women and children, who formed the
majority of the 2,000 passengers on
the Steamship Christopher Columbus
when the boat, bound for Chicago
from Milwaukee, caught fire thirty
miles off this port last night, accord-
ing to reports of passengers to-day.
The first passenger to notice the fire
which was confined to a wall in the
saloon, shouted “fire.” The ship’s of-
ficers had considerable difficulty in
restoring order, it was declared. The
blaze was quickly extinguished with
a small loss.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-«
WEST LAND REGULATIONS,

FIVHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead &
quarter-gsection of available Dominiou land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be madg
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Agency), on certain conditiona,

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinivy.

In certain districts a homesteader im
good standing may pre-empt a_ quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 dcres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon am
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months im
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
duction in case of rough, serubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted for
cultivation uader certain conditions.

With the knowledge that his
wounds were less grave than the doc-
tors had first feared, Mr. Morgan
rested comfortably during the night,
awoke much refreshed and scemed
cheerful. The X-ray examination of
yesterday had dispelled fears that
one of the two bullets had entered
the abdomen or shattered the bone.
Both bullets passed through the mus-
cles of the hip and out through his
clothing. The only danger, it was as-
serted, was from blood poisoning and
this grew less with each succeeding
hour,

The physicians. therefore, felt just-
ified in telling Mr. Morgan’s tamily,
after their examination of him to-day,
that he was ocut of all danger, For
publication they issued the following
bulletin:

“The patient had a restful night.
His temperature and pulse are nor-
mal. His general condition is most
favorable. We consider him practi-
cally out of danger.”

HOLT VERY SICK

The jail physician to-day examined
Holt thoroughly, and found that his
injuries were graver than at first
thought., Extreme weakness seemed to
be the chief feature of Holt’s indis-
position. This was due, the doctor
said, to the great quantity of blood
which Holt had lost from the wound
over his eye.

Two stitches had been taken in this

for the spongy subsoil is as dry as a
bone and as hard as cement.

The toll of casualties where there
is only sniping  and infrequent
shelling has been much reduced ow-
ing not only to the increased adapta-
bility of men in self protection—the
result of experience in trench war-
fare—but to an immense improvement
in the protectve character of the
work.

Though a trench may be on ex-
actly the same line as it was in De-
cember, spade ~work in the Spring
and Summer has completely trans-
formed it, affording small chance to
either shrapnel shell, bullets or bul-
. lets fired by snipers from trees or
) buildings to hit the defenders.

You can move only a few feet in a
straight line in this mass of human
warrens. The zig-zag traverses
localize damage. On dull days in
the stalemate part of the line there
have been instances of not a single
casualty for a distance of a mile in
24 hours. It is when the artillery
fire is concentrated and an effort is
made to get through the barbed wire
and take a trench by either side that
the casualty list leaps like a ther-
mometer thrust from an ice box intd
an oven.

PREFER TRENCH LIFE TO
BILLET.

So used have thev become to trench
life that some soldiers prefer life in
an average trench on an average day
to that in billets, because sniping has
the elements of sport and excitement.
The confidence and patriotism of the
fighting men at the front are shown
in both officers and soldiers, even if
they have only a few shillings*put by
in subscribing to the war loan.

The professional opinion of officers
at the front is that they are not dis-
couraged by the German offensive in
the East. They say the war must
be won by the killing of Germans, and
that the further the Germans are
drawn into the Russian quicksand the
more wastage for them. This veriod
of the war for the Entente allies is
compared to that for the North in
1863 at the time of Lee’s and Pack-
son’s success in Virginia, and the
Confederate advance in Pennsylvania
before Gettysburg was won.

Riding about the British front even
an expert observer is unable to guess
how many troops the British havein
France, so easy of concealment is the
thickly-settled coufitry. He passed
bodies of infantry gchanging station,
or moving_to:the front,;without being
any the wiser. Only Sirf‘]ohn French,
Commanderfin-Chief ” f the British
expeditionary force, and a few staff
officers really know. The average of-
ficer never asks, but attends strictly
to his business.

FAR FROM MAXIMUM EFFORT.

In the hard fighting in the Festu-
bert and La Bassee region;.and the
French offensive in the Arras region
though the changes show so little on
the maps, gains of a very positive
tactical value for the future were
made. If the opinion of a lay obser-
ver counts for anything, the Brit'ish
army is far from making anything
like a maximum effort yet.

The anger of officers and men at
gas attacks of the Germans has not
yet passed. Tommy Atkins always is
seen in new trenches with a respira-
tor in a bag slung at his side.

In the trenches these days at least
one hears no talk of any peace which
is not gained by forcing Germany to
her knees.

bassador to the United States, and
Willard D. Straight of the firm of J.

“I have come to America prepared
for an indefinite stay,” Mr. Thomas
said.

His
immediate plans, he added, were not
yet ripe for publication, but these em-
braced a trip to Canada within -the
near future.

But if I had been one of
Kitcheners arnly, I would have
come homne, as they cannot claim a
pension; so you just tell dad that
he is wrong for once. Mother, you
want to cheer up, and dont worry
about me. It is kind of hard attimes
here but I can stand it, I am:getting
used to roughing it. I am still be-
having myself, so there is no cause
to worry, although I would dearly
love to be home; but I will have
to be patient over it. Time alone
will tell, Sorry to hear about Mr.
| Ireland, but perhaps he is safe, as he
may be with some other regiment.

The fact
as recorded in the chapter mentlpn:d
that the workers toiled “over against”
their homes. In this regard, the
speaker emphasized the fact that re-
ligious work and influence should,
first of all, be in the domestic circle
and among neighbors. Referring to
the fact that of one man it was re-
corded that “he and his daughters”
worked, the rev. gentleman dwelt
on the vital importance and extent of
the work of women in connection
with all departments of church and
Christian life, and said he was asham-

Received cigarettes, and was most
pleased to know that everycne at
home is well. We have had another
trip to the trenchss since last I wrote,
but came out very lucky this time. We
are in billets at present and they are|
very good. I am messing with the
Sergt.-Major and other sergeants,
namely, staff sergt., signalling sergt.
and machine gun sergt., and they are
four fine men to be with and use me
fine, in fact couldn’t be used better.
We have a new Colonel now by the
name of Cecl. Rattray, and he secems!
like a very fine, but strict officer. Of
course what we need, for you know
what us Canadians are, we need soma-
one to hold us down, It is very
warm, I should say hot, here now, but |
not too bad for sleeping at nights, and
we are quite comfortable with some
straw on the fioor and a waterproof
sheet for our bed and our coat for
cover. It will seem very strange in-
decd, to sleep in a bed, for we haven’t |
had a bed yet. In fact I haven't seen
what you would call a bed once since
I left Winnipeg, but am stiil keeping
up hope of coming home to Brantford
and enjoy some of the comforts which
1 know will await me. And, mother,
don’t worry too much if you don’t
hear from me every day or so. I will
write just as often as I can. Won't
we have an awful blow-out when I
come home? “Oh, no, not arf.” I
don‘t know how long we will be out
of the trenches this time, but T don’t
expect it will be for long, and if T am
spared, will get my picture taken at
the first opportunity for sure and
send it to you; one with the noted
Canadian uniform on, and, believe mz2,
I am proud to wear it at that. They
sure are some soldiers and fighters
for their King and country. Well, I
think I will say good night, as it 1s
getting late. Hoping this finds every-
one at home as well as this leaves me,
