the Germans came down the valley of
the Somme. Through her daring
scouting, the French located a Ger-
man hattery and destroyed it. She
provisioned an advance post beyond
the first line of trenches over open
ground exposed to the enemy’s nre
She was wounded there Septemboar
soth, 1914, She had taken refuge in
cellars.  She furnished civilian cos-
tumes to French soldiers surrounded
by the Germans and enabled them to
escape. In the absence of the lock-
keeper, she opened the flood gates of
the canal and considerably retarded
the advance of the invading forces.
Three times the Germans caught
her almost in the act of hostility, but
she slipped through their hands. Fin-
ally she was ordered to be shot. “All
right,” she said, looking the German
officer straight in the eyes without
flinching. “I have only one thing to
ask and that is that I be shot with
French rifles—not German.” The
French artillery interrupted the exe-
cution, and General Baret a few days
later decorated Mademoiselle Sem-
mer with the Cross of the Legion of
Honor before the troops:

During the explorations of the ill-
