Behind the British lines in France,
July 30.—(Correspondence) —What
makes an indelible impression on
the newcomer to the battlefront is
the tremendous organization back
of the actual fighting line, the miles
of roadways dotted’ with transport
of war-food for men and- horses,
shells for the guns, ammunition for
rifles and machine guns and com-
forts for the wounded.

The final and most interesting
link in this vast organization is the
operation of getting the food right
up to the men in the trenches. It
usually takes place under cover of
darkness when the enemy is unable
to impede its progress as efficiently
as with the aid of daylight. Night
after night this goes on. After one
recovers from surprise at the quiet-
ness with which it is done he is
bound to marvel at the clock-like
precision of the whole operation —
all of which testifies to the efficient
organization necessary in a war like
this.

The first intimation that the
transport is preparing to move out
toward the front line is a clattering
of horses shoes on the cobbles of a
French farmyard. Then voices call
out orders, watercarts are filled;
horses are harnessed to the wagons
and a few minutes later the whole
column is standing ready, silent, the
transport men mounted, the quarter-
master, transport officer and a ser-
geant on foot. In another instant a
whistle sounds, there is a cracking of
whips, then another clatter on the
cobblestoneg, and the rumble of
heavily laden wagons as the whole
column moves out toward the tren-
ches.

A few miles ahead the first star-
shells shoot up and little sudden
pricks of flame come from the ene-
my’s guns, and there is a soft burst of
shrapnel followed by the deep boom
of the heavy guns.

Steamer Showered With
Shrapnel In Water

OFFICIAL REPORT
—.—.’—.
Barbarity - of German U-
Boat Pirates Is Laid
Bare

London, July 30.—(Correspond-
ence)—Eight men were killed and
several wounded by the shelling by a
German submarine of the life boats
of the Elder Dempster Steamer Ad-
dah, which was torpedoed on June
15, according to an official version
of the affair. One boat was sunk by
shrapnel fire from the submarine
and the survivors were sprayed with
shrapnel while they were in the
water waiting for the other boats to
pick- them up.

The official narrative says that the
submarine commander went along
side one of “the “Addzh’d Mfe “boate
and made use of her to send some of
the crew of the submarine on board
the Addah just before the steamar
sunk. When the submarine’s crew
had. been returned to their craft, the
officer in command of the life boat
was ordered to move away from the
submarine.

“By this time,” the official state-
ment reads, *‘the  boat commanded
by the captain of the Addah, which
‘already was badly smasled by one of
the shells’ from’ the' submarine, was
about three or four Hundred yards
away from the German craft.

‘““The submarine again openéd fire
jont’ the captain’s boat with shrapnel,
killing' eight men and taking the
‘boat’s stern off. Then after the boat
had been sunk and the men were
swimming in the water, the submar-
‘ine shelled them with shrapnel.
When the German thought he had
finished ‘éverybody who' was in 'the
captain’s boat, he then opened fire
on the Chief Officer’'s boat, firing
eight shrapnel. ‘Fortunately nobody
'was’ killed, but only holing the boat,
breaking the oars and 'wounding sev-
erdl' men slightly.

“After this the submarine com-
mander waved to the chief officer to
g0 over to the position where the
captain and several other people
were swimming about to piek them
(up, and thé submarine then went
away on' the surface.

London, July 30.—Having re-
treated a .distance of appro}imately
100 miles from where Kerensky, the
Iron Man of Russia, carried them in

his personally conducted drive early
in the present month, the Russian
army on the centre of the line in
East Galicia is again on Russian soil
on both sgides of the Husiatyn, and
is still being followed up by the
forces of the Teutonic allies,

Likewise the armies to ﬂe north
and south continue to fall back be-
fore the enemy, at a few points only
standing to offer a semblance of re-
sistance, and then only for short
periods of time. Whenever those of
the faithful troops attempt to give
battle they are harassed by numeric-
ally stronger forces of the Teutons
and compelled to give ground, receiv-
ing no assistance from their recalei-
‘tant former brothers in arms, whose
main effort continues to be to get
out of striking distance of the ene-
my.

So fast has been the retirement of
the Russians and the advance of the
enemy toward Bukowina that already
an arc-like formation has been
thrown westward of Czernowitz, the
capital, with the northern end rest-
ing on Woclawice, 25 miles distant,
and the southern end to the east of
Kuty, on the western border of the
Crown Land.

Evidently the preparation for the
‘“Blood and Iron” policy of the gov-
ernment against the disaffected
troops shortly will be put into full
force for Minister of War Kerensky
is on his way to the Russian head-
quarters, there to confer with the
military leaders to formulate plans
to stay the retreat and compel the
troops to stand and face the foe, as
the Russians in the .Southern Car-
pathian Tegion are doing. Down
along this latter front the Russians,
aided by the Roumanians, continue
to force the Teutonic allies to cede
ground, especially in the Upper Put-
na Valley.

London, July 30.—The Times cor-
respondent telegraphing from the
Russian headquarters under date of
the 25th, says that from the words
of an officer captured near Brzezany
a fortnight ago, we understood the
Germans were preparing a bold
stroke in conjunction with agents at
Petrograd in our armies.

“You will see your troops run
away when the time comes. We
have a walk-over,” he declared.
Events have fully outborne the pro-
phesy. Lenine and his crew have
well earned their pay. The disturb-
ances in Petrograd on the 16 were
obviously directed from Berlin, so
as to coincide with the German plan.
The thunderbolt fell almost on the
day when the high command on this
front changed hands, and the har-
vest in Eastern Galicia and Buko-

It was a whole day before news of
the crisis in Petrograd reached us.
Lenine’s agents were acquainted
therewith through traitors by
wireless. They spread the report
among troops that Maximalists had
cpntrol of the government and the

ar was at an end.

The enemy struck at our most sen-
sitive point from the direction of
Trembovaeia, driving to sever Tarno-
pol and Buczac from rail highways,
and disuniting the elements of the
seventh armies, exposing the right
flank of the latter to serious peril.

Our line was recaptured on the
morning of the 19 at Batkow. The
sixth Grenadier division deserted by
wholesale' and fled. The rupture re-
presented a slight affair, as we had
eight divisions in reserve. The staffs
of the neighboring armies were left
in the dark. Kornloff realized the
danger as great. Bathe had to go to
Stanislau and transfer his command
of the eighth army to Cherimisoff.
Precious time was wasted in the
journeys.

Scene of Panic.

Having rejoined the British armor-
ed car headquarters on the 17th left
again for Stanislau on the afternoon
of the 20th. Nothing was then known

only 20 miles distans, on the previous
morning. The first report thereof
reached Locker Lampson late on the
20th. At Stanislau the rumors be-
gan to circulate on the afternoon of
the 22nd, that Tarnopol was in dan-
ger, but nothing positive was known
by the staff. Cherimisof assumed
command of the Eighth army  that
morning. I saw him at noon. He
was disquieted at the defections of
his own men, but still had not a word
of the rupture at the front in the
Eleventh army. On the morning of
the 23rd the staff had information
dissipating any doubt of the magni-
tude of the catastrophe. My first
thought was to rejoin the British
section, whose position was extremely
perilous. - Abandoming  all impedi-
menta I jumped on the first car go-
ing to Buczacz in the hope of meeting
the British ‘contingent as it fell back
through Podgiace.

At Podgiace I came across our
transport and the colonel of the Bri-
tish aviation corps. From them I
heard the full story of the disgster.
The officers had safely removed their
plans or |the property aviation sec-
tion from the zone of the Eleventh
army under the full blast of the Rus-
sfan panic. I had come to Buczacz
at full speed. In an inferno of blind-
ing dust and under a scorching sun
we literally fought our way, using
sticks and first brandishing revol-
vers at deserters, who had repeat-
edly tried to storm our cars until
we got ahead of the route. Then,
placing our lorries across the road,
we dammed the tide of the panic.
Leaying Buczacz at 5 in the evening,
we reached Proskurow.
