One—Tacties of the Filipinos
—Cuble News.

Manila, March 28.—General MoArthur's
division spent yesterday morning at May-
cauyan, the next station beyond Polo.
After reconnoitering his front, lse pushed
along the railroad in the afternoon to-
wards Malolos.

If the statement of 35  prisoners cap-
tured yesterday is true, the main body of
the enemy has retreated to Malolos. But
there are no more trenches to encounter,
although over 80 villages, including the
Inrger settlements of Bulacan and Guigu-
into intervepe.

At every railroad station ciroulars have
been posted, signed by the Filipino com-
mander-in-chief, Antonio Luna, ordering
all spies and bearers of news to the enemy
to be shot without trial, and instructing
that all looters and ravishers be treated
in the samo manner. Further, all towns
abandoned by the Filipino troops are
first to be burned. While deploring the
existence of war, the oirpular maintains
the undeniable right of the . Filipinos to
defend their homes, lives and lands
against “‘would-be dominators who will
kill them, their wives and children,” add-
ing that this motive ought to impel all
Filipinos to sacrifice everything.

TRENCH STORMING

7 the Hot Work Which the Umited
States Troops Mad te Be on

¢

Sunday.

Manila, March 28.—The Americans
have fidvanced along the line of the
Dagupan Railroad, driving the Filipinos
from Mualinta and Cycayan, where there
were 8,000 inhabitants. Last night the
brigades of General Otis and General
Halo encamped in the enemy's trenches
at Maycauyan and that of General Whea-
ton at Malinto.

General Wheaton's ~brigade formed a
junction with the remainder of General
McArthur's division at Malinta, and the
latter, leaving General Wheaton there,
marched along the railroad to Maycauyan.
This place was fortified and for 300 yards
from it there were trenches on each side
of the track. These were taken possession
of by the American troops. The move-
meonts of the Americans will be pushed
in this direction.

Sunday's work of the United States
troops cpnsisted of storming the succes-
give trghches. The Filipinos ocoupying
them ere completely hidden. The enemy
poured a strong fire from every trench
until they {vere disturbed by & flanking
volley, when they would disappear into
the woods and jungle, only to make a
stand at the next line.

The Amcrican loss was remarkably
small, seven being reported killed and 26
wounded. It is known that/ the Filipinos
were so protected that they suffered little.
No dead insurgents were found in the
trenches. Farty prisoners were taken by
the Americans and it 1s estimated that
the rebel casualties numbered 20.

The insurgents broke their guns when
compelled to abandon them.

The Helena and the army gunboats
shelled Malabon and the country beyond,
while the Monadnock focused all its bat-
teries upon Paranaque for two hours, for
the purpose of destroying the military
stores there. A great smoke was caused,
but as the insurgents arve in possession
of the town the results of the shelling
are mnot obtainable.

The evacuatioin of Malabon was a pioc-
turesque rout, thousands of women, men
and children, loaded down with house-
hold goods, some with their dearest
treasures— fighting cocks —under their
arms, poured across the swamps in the
early morning.

An exploded caisson at the railroad
bridge proved a bar to the Americans.

Ten soldiers of the Oregon Regiment,
while searching for two of those killed
early in the fighting, sneaked into the
city in the morning and found the place
in a conditon of chaos. The inhabitants
secing them, fled in a panie, thinking
the American forces were in possssion.
The Oregonians shot several armed
natives and then returned to camp.

The American forces did not occupy
Malabon, but are concentrating  their
strength to strike Malolos.

Malobon is a city of desolation. The
American soldiers have been forbidden to
enter the place for fear the natives may
be lurking there. .

A Straight Push Back.

Washington, March 928.—Major Simp-
son, chief of the Military Information
Bureau, was again busy yesterday assem-
bling the latest information from the
scene of the battle,and so arranging it on
the military map of to show the progress
of the engagement. It disclosed a com-
plete change in the movement since Sat-
urday. In two days the insurgent base,
which was at Malabon, about five miles
north of Manila, has fallen back to Malo-
los, about 20 miles north of Manila. At
the same time the American lines have
moved forward from Caloocan, about
four miles from Manila, until General
Otis reported yesterday that McArthur
holds Marilao, 12 miles north of Manila.
Thus the insurgent retreat covers about
16 miles, and the American advance cov-
ers about eight miles.

Ontario Government Will Develcp
the North Country.

RAILWAY AID  RESOLUTIONS.

Another Division.en Mr. Marter’s Amend-

ment to Give the Liquor Taxes the

Six Months’ Holst - Government

Measures and Private Bills Ad-
vanced a Stage—House May
Adjourn on Thursday.

Toronto, March 28.—The Government
will to-day dircet attention of the House
to its proposals for pushing railway com-
munications into the north country along
two important lines. It is proposed to
grant a subsidy
railway connocting with the C.P.R. at
Missanabie Station, and reaching tide-
water at the mouth of the Moose River
in James Bay. This will form the wost-
erly route to the great inland sea. In
addition to the cash subsidy a grant of
5,000 acres per mile of railway construct-
ed 1s proposed to be given out of the
lands through which the railway may
pass. A similar subsidy of 2 000 a mile,
or $350,000 in all, together with a land
grant, is proposed to be given to the
James Bay Railway, which, starting at
a point near Sudbury, is to be pushed
forwarg in the direction of Lake Abitribi,
and will form an eastorly trunk line to
Hudson Bay. This line is expected to
open up a very large tract of valuable
agricultural land in the vicinity of Lakes
Temiscamingue and Abittibi. Other im-
portant raillway grants are set torth in
the resolutions, which are as follows:

Her Majosty’s Government did not intend
to proceed during the present session of
Parliament with the automatic couplings
bill, which provides for the compulsory
use of automatic couplings on all British
railroads, after a period of five years from
the passage of the measure.

Berlin, Maroch 28.—A commission of
experts sent out in September of 1897 by
Gen. Liebert, Governor of German Kast
Africa, has just returned to Dar-es:
Salaam. The experts roport that less than
four miles from Lake Victoria Nyanza
they have found a number of gold ficlds,
the ore in which assays $120 to the ton.

ALMOST A HOLOCAUST,

An Awful Scene at the Burning of the
Armour Curled Hair Works.

Chicago, March 28.—Fire destroyed the
Armour Curled Hair & Felt Works, 81st
and Benson streets, last night, caused a
property loss of nearly $400,000, injured
11 employes (one fatally), and endanger-
ed the lives of 400 others, who managed
to escape through the blinding smoke.
Men and women left their posts in frantic
rushes to the exits. Many took to win-
dows, and descended by the fire cscapes,
but most of them groped through the
smoke to the first floor and out the
corner entrance.

Late last night it was found that six
people who were in the building when
the fire broke out are missing, and while
it is not thought all of them are dead, it
is probable that the majority of them
perished.

We ship vast quantities of beef to
Europe every year, but the passage across
the Aclantic is so swift and the waters
80 cool shat the meas is merely chilled
and kept 1o cold storage. Im going from
the Argentine to Europe the ships must
steam over the seething equator. I$
requires from 20 to 30 days for the voy-
aze, und all meat must go elther alive or
frozen. Living anim are expensive
freighs, and the resuls is the Argentine is
now freezing ita muston for shipmens. I
bhas millions invested in frozem meat
fastaries, and it has one establishmens
which is said to be the largest frezem
meat factory of the world.

We know something of their grain eut-
put. Their wheat, when they have a fair
crop, makes our wheat fall in the mark-
eis of Kurope. Still, the wheat farms are
al lle in the id 1 o
products of the Argentine. These people
are stook farmers rather than grain farm-
eri. The grain-producing areas are limis-
ed. The pastures, however, are the largest
of the world. No such extent of grazing
lands exists anywhere else, and the area
of the stock farms inoreases every year,
The character of the grasses improves by
pisturing them with sheep and catble,
and the flocks and herds steadlly grow.
It is estimated that ome-half of the
republic is adapted to sheep ralsing. This
n.akes an ares of 591,000 square miles.

How many sheep the land will support
is not known, but the number will run
into the hundreds of millions. BSome
rarts of the Province of Buenos Ayres, in
whioh four-fifths of the sheep of the
Argentine now are, will feed two or three
sheep to the acre, and the other parts fur-
ther south need from two to four aores
for a single sheep. The average in
Buenos Ayres is 593 sheep %o the square
nuiie, or that number o a section of land.
The total number of sheep in the Argen-
tine is now 105,000,000. It is enough to
give every family in the country a flock
of 100 sheep, and have some millions for
export. The sheep, however, are not
divided up in this way. They are in the

L iuds of comparatively few. Some men
own 100,000, and there are one or two
pabobs who have as m:auy as a million,
T'he usual size of a flock of sheen. num-
bers from 1,200 to 2,000, This many are
put in charge of one shepherd, who
watches them on horseback, Jetting them
graze about as they please. The sheep are
never ted. They live ous of doors from
one year’s end to the other. They get all
they need by grazing, for there is no
such shing as a barn or stack of hay om
an Argentine stock farm. The sheep
wander off grazing in the direction
whence the wind blows in the morning,
and they return in the evening to sleep
about the hus of the shepherd. In some
cases the flelds are fenced with wire, bus
the greater part of the sheep farms are
the pampas as the Lord created them.
It is the herder’s business to keep his
sheep from mixing with those of ether
flocks, and to see that they are free from
dissares. He also keeps off the dogs, and
has the general care of the flocks. For
this and his work at shearing time he is
paid $16 to $20 gold a month, or he may
work on ea for one-fourth of the
profits. The Argentine shepherd has a
life which is dreary in the extreme. He
lives in a mud hut away out on the
prairie. He may have a garden, but as a
usual thing he is too lazy to make one,
and his chief food is mutton, his employer
allowing him to kill enough sheep to
supply him with meat.

Raising sheep for mutton has until
now not been done by the Argentines. In
the past sheir profits have been from the
wool, hides and tallow. Sheep and cattle
were and are still killed tor their skins
and tallow, the meat being thrown away.
Where the flocks have muliiplied too
rapidly thousands of the older sheep have
been driven overs the rocks into the sea.
They have at $imes beea wsed for fuel,
and in the days when the Spanish ruled
the country an edict was published mak-
ing it a orime to driye living sheep into
the fires of the briok kilns, A¢ present it
is estimated that the Argemtine Republic
raises one and one-half billion pounds
more neat every ye she ean oon-
i meat te give
every INam, WOmAR child in the
world a full peund and bave & hundred
millions pounds or so $e spare.

It is this great surplus thut has brought
about the establishment of big meat
factories—factories whioh surm out mil-
lions of dollars’ worth of beef extracts
every year—and factories for freezing
meat 8o  that it will mot mels until
thawed out for sale to the retail butobers
of Kurope.

The chief branoh of the industry new
1s in frozen mutton. How fast the busi-
ness is growing can be seen by the ocom-
para shipments of the last few years.
In 3 only $11,000 worth of sheep
carcasses were sens across the ocean. In
nine months of laust year the salés
amounted to 81,500,000, and the number
of frozen wethers shipped $o two and one-
balf millions. At present abous 200,000
sheep are being exported every month,
There are four companies im Buenos
Ayres engaged in freezing, amd ir
capital is $6,000,000.

The Sansinena factory is killing and
freezing about 8,000 sheep a day. It is ad
Barracas, at the south end of the oity,
penr the wharves, so that the trozen meat
can be taken almost direotly from it to
the steamer.

I'he Sansinens factory was one of the
firss so be established. and it is said thas

already more than $4,000,000 gold have
been spent upon it. It covers many acres,
having vast cattls yards and sheep pens.
Its slaughterhouse has more than an acre
of floor space. It is but one  storey, hav:
ing stone floors and a corrugated iron
roof, Stop a moment and watch the
killimg. It is so quickly done that in
four minutes and a half by my watch a
sheep will pass from active bleating life
to the condition of a carcass, skinned and
cleaned. It was ready for the meas shop
had it not been that i must be firss
frossn and then sent over 7,000 miles of
water to reach it. If sheep oan under-
gtand and feel for their fellows, the kill-
ing is rather cruel. Scores of them look
on awalting their' turn while their
brothers and sisters are butchered.

SOUND WAVES.
Some That You Cam Only Feel and
Cannot Hear.

The deepest note which can actually be
heard by human ears is produced by an
organ pipe 82 feet long. If you throw
a stone into a pool, you will see a numbet
of ripples spreading after the splash in
circles. If you blow a whistle or beata
drum, you make a splash of the same kind
in the air, and the ripples spread out all
round. When they break against the
drum of the human ear, the brain is ¢on-
scious of asound. If the little waves or
ripples in the air are quite regular in the
proportion of 8, 16, 83 ripples per second,
the results are perfect musical notes.

Now, the 83 foot organ pipe produces
exactly 16 waves or vibrations every sec-
ond. When the dead march in ‘‘Saul’
is played, for instance, on the great organ
of St. Paul’s cathedral, that note may be
distinctly heard, like the boom of artil-
lery, shaking the whole building to its
foundations.

But deeper notes than that can be felt,
though they make no sound. In the thun-
der of Niagara—a cataract which is rough-
ly 167 feet high—a note 1§ produced ex-
actly the same as that from a 160 foof or-
gan pipe. Listening intently, you can
feel the shocks and actually count them
as they beat upon the eardrum at the
rate of eight vibrations a second.

Yet even that is not the deepest note,
for when the volcano of Krakatoa blew up
in Sunda strait every observatory in the
world very shortly recorded the explosion.
The delicate meteorological instruments
actually recorded a note of four vibrations
& second, which could mot possibly have
been heard by mortal ears.—London An-
swers.

PEARY’S LAST BEAR.

Precautions Taken te Preserve Its
Snow White Skin Unsoiled.

At the first glimpse of daylight on the
morning of Sept. 4 the Hope got under
way and steamed out for Cape York to
land my faithful Eskimo assistants. As
we steamed out through the western pas-
sage between Meteorite island and Akpudi
we entered the fleet of countless bergs
sweeping out of Melville bay, dazzling in
their glittering brilliancy, and with "the

ing w! ps flashing b them
in every direction.

Scarcely were we well within this arctio
white squadron, threading our way be-
tween the stately cruisers, when one of my
quick eyed Eskimos cried out, * Nannook-
soah!” He had seen the bear for an in-
stant far up on the top of a big berg, one
of the tabular giants of Mel¥ille bay, peer-
ing over its precipitous face, but it had
quickly disappeared. As we steamed
slowly round the berg he came into view
again, a beautiful white animal with con-
trasting black nose, moving. leisurely
along the surface of the iceberg. The cap-
tain and I both chanced a shot at him at
long range, and the captain’s bullet grazed
bis hind leg, making him whirl and snap
savagely at the wound. Then he galloped
awkwardly away and disappeared round a
pinnacle of the berg.  Circling the berg
again, we discovered him in the water
swimming vigorously, and several shote
were fired at him, one of which took effect,
and heapparently collapsed completely, yet
j& few moments later he was swimming off
again, and it was only after I had a boat
lowered that he was secured.

The fur of this animal was 8o spotlessly
white and unstained that I gave orders
not to have him lowered upon the deck,
but kept him suspended from the tackle
suntil, a few hours later, we reached Cape
York, and mooring the Hope against the
face of a glacier he was swung out on to
the surface of the glacier, covered with
newly fallen snow, and there skinned and
the beautiful pelt rolled up and packed
away still unsullied. This was our last
bear.—Lieutenant Peary.in St. Nicholas.

Bridging Bering Sea.

Professor W. J. McGee declares that two
slow but interesting changes are taking
place in Bering sea. The iinmense quan-
tity of debris that is borne down the Yu-
kon river from its sources and sides is be-
ing deposited in the sea beyond the mouth
of that mighty stream, and its weight
causes the bed of the 'sea to subside. A
corresponding rise in the earth’s crust is
produced glong the chain of the Aleutian
islands. Now, not only are the islands
themselves increasing in size in conse-
quence of being lifted up outof the water,
but new islands are being formed in the
gaps between the others. In some in-
stances the new islands are the result of
the rise and in others they are the product
of volcanic action. Most of the Alentians
are of volcanic origin, and they mark the
position of a fold in the earth’s crust that
is predisposed to eruption. In time, Profess-
or McGee says, thero is likely to be a nat-
ural bridge from America to Asia along
this route, but he admits that nobody now
living is going to see it.—New York Trib-
une.

Sperenberg, near Berlin, depth, 4,190 feet;

The
well at Sperenberg, near Berlin, is the
deepest well in the world. In the United
States there are wells located at St. Louis,
depth, 8,843 feot; at Louisville, depth,
2,086 feet; at Columbus, O., depth, 2,776}
feet; at Charleston, 8. C., depth, 1,260
feet.

The Toronto Rod and Gun Club
unsparingly condemn thit portion ot
the last report of the Ouvnio Game
Fi-h  Commission veferring in
commendatory terms to the existence
of the © duck  preserves in Ontario.
And they are right in their eondemna
tion ; for the creatin of these
presorves is a runk injustice to the
sportsmen in general and altosether
ont of harmony with the democr.tic
spirit that pervades Ontario’s laws.
The Long Point and S, Cair Flats
preserves are mnotorious instances of
how the monopolies are adwministered.
There the government has given to a
favored few complete coutrol of the
finest Juck-shooting grounds in the
province. They huve game-keepers to
prevent the vulgar, common pesple
from invading their territory, and late
in the season these lordly gen‘lemen
repair to their fine club-honses and
perpetrate a most disgraceful slaughter
of ducks. Near their club house they
have sheds provided with racks upon
which to hang the victims of th:ir
rapacity, and a few years ago, when
it was legal to export such game, these
preservers (1) made a nice pot of money
every fall, more thap sutlicient to pay
all expenses. A few years ago, 40
brace of ducks per day was not
considered extraordinary shooting for
one man on the St. Clair preserve.

The existence of these preserves is
altogether indefensible, and the sooner
the goveinment wipes them out the
better. Kvery Canadian has an equal
right to the game. and fish of the
country, and if the government want
to do any preserving let it be by their
own officers for the whole people and
not for the benefit of a few rich meny
some ot whom are citizens of the
United States.

WEAVING 8ET TO MUSIC.

Japanese Tots Work Twelve Hours a
Day For a Penny.

At Sakal, abous half adozen miles from
Osaka, and some other towns in Japan
where carpets, rugs and fabrics of the
same class are manufactured there are
no- large carpet factories, but hand looms
may be seen in nearly every house.

The weaving is set to musio. The chil-
dren are taught to sing a sort of nonsense
verse to a certain tune, the superintendent
or head worker leading, and that air
means a certain pattern, the deft fingers
of the little workers rhythmically follow-
ing the notes.

At the right moment the woman in
charge of aloom humsa new tune, and
the little ones instantly take it up and as
quickly change the pattern to suit the
music. It is consequently quite correct
to speak of these productions asa ‘‘one

tune,” ‘‘two tune’’ or ‘‘four tune”’’ carpet. |

and so on, as the case may be.

The children kneel at their work upon
a plank at the end of the loom, and each
of them slides backward and forward
along 1t, according to the space occupied
by their allotted portion of the pattern

The getual workers are for the most
part children of from 7 years of age up-
ward, and from two to four, five or even|
six work at a single loom under the direc
tion of an adult, generally a woman

Some 65,000 boys and over 13,000 girls
are thus employed. The children work
12 hours a day, and each earns abouta
penny in that time Three of them can; if\|
expert hands, complete an ordinary rug,
say 6 feet by 8 feet and made of colored
hemp or woolen yarns, in aday. A silk
rug of the same dimensions, however.
would occupy the same workers for from
80 to 100 days.—London Standard.

Duration of Life.

The ratio of length of adolescence to
length of life in the shortest lived mam
mals is proportionately less than itisin
longer lived mammals. For example, the
period of growth and development of the
domestio mouse is, according to my in-
formant, a breeder of these small rodents
about three months. In other words, the
mouse may be expected to live 16 times its
adolescent period' as & mature animal
The Arab horse, according to a well known
authority, arrives at maturity in about
eight years Its lifetime is about 40 ycars
—that is to say, the animal lives four times
the length of its adolescence as an adult.

Man, on the other hand, who only com
pletes his growth by the union of the eter-
nal epiphysis of the clavicle to its shaft at
the age of 25, has, after passing hisfifticth
year, or ‘‘the middle arch of life,”" to-use
Dr. Farr's phrase, only another 25 years
expectation of life. His potential longev-
ity accordingly foreshadows a period of
maturity not greater than twice the length
of hisyouth.—W. Ainslie Hollis in Nature
