The Finance Committee reported re­
ceipts during October over $1570.70 and 
expenditures $3113.50. At the begin­
ning of the month the bank overdraft 
was $1918.83. and on Oct. 31st $3607.84.

P. W. Davidson, president, and G. R. 
Nowlan, secretary, of the G. W. V. A. 
were present and asked that arrange­
ments be made for the observance of 
two minutes of silence following 11 o’­
clock on Armistice Day. The Mayor was 
directed by the Council to issue a pro­
clamation.

Use of the room in the Front street 
building adjoining the lock-up was 
granted the members of the Fire Com­
pany as a meeting place.

The entire exhibit in 
which other Nova Scotians participated 
and won prizes of varying classes and de­
grees, was arranged through the Depart­
ment of Industries and Immigration, and 
the Agricultural repartaient, Truro. 
While as a rule all such exhibits go 
over collectively at the expense of fruit 
companies, co-operative companies and- 
combination of growers, one gentleman

The hope of the future of Canadian ac 
riculture lies, in a very large measuri in 
the fact that our farmers as a class arc 
readers of articles, bulletins and reports 
dealing with matters pertaining to the 
science and practice of farming. Further - 
more, we venture to say they are for the 
most part readers with open minds, ^an­
xious to learn and, as far as circumstances. 
permit to put into pratice that which 
appeals to them as sound teaching. These 
statements may appear to some as dicided 
ly optimistic but that they are notextrava 
gant nor wide of the mark is the opinion 
of one who for more than thirty years has 
had an excellent opportunity of learning 
at first hand, the thought arid aspirations 
of the Canadian farmer.

If statistics could be obtained, it would 
most probably be found that as regards 
the volume of its agricultural literatur* in 
active circulation, Canada considering her 
farming population, stands ahead of all 
countries. And there would not be this 
large output if there were not a demand 
for it. If such be the 
elude that apart from economic considéra 
tions, our prospects for progress, for more 
profitable farming are gohd.

The purpose of these few paragraphs lato 
stl huila te and encourage the reading hab 
it and particularly the reading by tin- 
young men and young women on the farm 
of matters pertaining to the chemistry ol 
agriculture. The facts that chemistry re­
veal bear directly on foundation problems 
such as the maintenance and increase ol 
soil fertility, the economic production of 
larger yields of farm crops, the nutritive 
value of forage plants and feeding stuffs 
the nature and use of manures and ferti 
Users, etc. There is scarcely a question in 
connection with soils, crops and stocks that 
chemistry does not throw some light upon 
The more one reads the more one is 1m 
pressed with the fact that chemistry offers 
most valuable imformation on practically 
every phase of farming and that this 
information may be made use of in a 
very direct way by the man on the land 
to his profit and advantage.

Our plan therefore is for more reading, 
careful, thoughtful reading. Acquire the 
habit of devoting fifteen minutes a day to 
the bulletins and reports of our agricul­
tural institutions and the more education­
al articles and papers in the agricultural 
press. This material, in which this Do 
minion abounds, can be readily under 
stood by an intelligent person; it does 
not call for a scientific education to 
ravel its meaning. Much of it can be ob­
tained for the asking. Its perusal will 
make farm work more Interesting and, if 
put into practice, more lucrative. Acquire 
the habit and you will never regret it.

be necessary to use a little quick acting I GROCER IN SUIT AGAINST 
fertilizer to give the crops a start. One 
ounce per square yard of nitrate of soda 
or other active fertilizer is equal to three 
hundred pounds per acre; this amount is 
suffisent for any vegetable crop. If fer­
tilizers are applied, it is wise not to 
make the mistake, so aften made, of 
applying too large an amount without 
thoroughly mixing it with the soil.
Surface applications of fertilizers like 
nitrate of soda very often kill the 
plant just as it germinates; 
that reason it is much better to depend 
upon aa application of stable 
well worked into the soil the previous 
fall. Many good prospects have been 
blighted by not using good judgment 
in the application of commercial fer­
tilizers to small areas, either through ap­
plying too much, or through not thor­
oughly mixing into the soil, before 
seeding, that which has been applied.

PAPER. A CONNIPTION VARIETY
Probably no effort is so well repaid as 

that given to the development of a good 
vegetable garden. It is wise to make 
preparations for this in the fall, in order 
to realize the benefits accruing from the 
early sowing of many vegetable crops. 
There is really no good reason why the 
vegetable garden should not be prepared 
m the fall, except that the time 
sary to do so is usually not given to it. 
It^ is assumed that a certain area is set
aside for the vegetable garden. I,__„
is not the case, by all means set aside a 
certain plot now, locating it reasonably 

the house so that vegetables may be 
conveniently gathered with a minimum 
loss of time to the house wife.

Apply twenty to twenty-five tons of 
stable manure per acre. Ten pounds 
to the square yard is equal to twenty- 
four tons per acre. Plow this six to eight 
inches deep. If it cannot be plowed, dig 
it ifi- The amount of manure to apply 
will vary according to the way the soil 
has been previously manured. It is 
not wise to overfertilize, and if annual 
applications are made, probably five 
pounds per square yard will be quite 
sufficient.

should be ridged or mounded, to per­
mit of ready drainage and early drying 
out of the soil. In these, carrots, beets and 
lettuce for very early use are seeded. 
JHere also cabbage, cauliflower and cel­
ery are started for planting out later. 
There is very often difficulty in getting 
such plants in the spring. This may be 
overcome by giving a little thought 
to the development of a spot where 
seed may be sown just as soon as the 
surface soil is dry to the depth of 
or two inches. It is quite often possible 
to sow seeds outside on such a plot 
about the middle of April. The only 
reason why Onions are so seldom a suc­
cess in this country is that the seed is 
put in the soil the middle of May when 
they should have been planted a month 
earlier. For this early spring seeding 
surface working of the soil is all that is 
required, if the land has been fall pre­
pared, and this can be done early if 
good drainage is provided by mounding 
up strips three to four f<*t wide fes al­
ready indicated with a slight surface 
slope to give drainage.

It will be understood that, for spring 
growth, in addition to heat a readily 
available food supply is necessary. In 
old garden areas this is usually present, 
but if the gprden plot is new, it may

Thomas Chandler Haltburton, who, 
during the winter of 1837-38 contributed 
humourous sketches to the “Nova 
Scotian", under the nom de plume of 
‘Sam Slick’, wrote of Nova Scotia, 
“I don’t know what more you’d ask,' 
almost an island, indented everywhere 
with harbors, surrounded with fish­
eries; the key of the St Lawrence, 
the Bay of Fundy, and the West Indies; 
prime land above, one vast mineral bed 
beneath, and a climate over all, temperate, 
pleasant and healthy. If that ain't 
enough for one place, its a pity. "

Nova Scotia stands third among the 
provinces of the Dominion in the value 
of her manufactured products, which 
increased from $23,592.056 in 1900, to 
$176,369,025 in 1917. This 
increase was due to war condition . 
In 1920 the Canada Year Book gives 
the value at $70,860,756. 
important manufactures are fish pro­
ducts, iron and sfeej, but c r-works, 
manufacture of logs and lumber, show 
figures running f, om 3 to 6 mi lions of 
dollars each

Apart from these we have the Electric 
Light and Power, Textiles and Clothes, 
Hats and Caps, Condensed mi k, 
Chocolates, Biscuits, Paint. Sugar Re­
fining, and many smaller lines of manu­
factures. The recent developement of 
our water-power promises to contri­
bute materially to manufacturing in 
province. It is estimated that there 
is a dependable supply for hydro-electric 
purposes of nearly 350,000 horse power.

The tripod on which the iron and 
steel industry rests is coal, iron and 
limestone. From it we have the manufac­
ture of Railway materials, mining machine­
ry. guns, armor plates, sliafts, anchors, 
ships, bridges, agricu tural implements, 
autos, boilers and engines.

The coal leg 
is wholly Nova 
estimated that at the present rate of 
consumption of from 5.000,000 to 7,- 
(XX),000 tons per annum, we have coal­
fields enough to last over 1000 
We possess the only coal measures in 
America, on the At antic Sea-board. 
Th» coal mining industry is carried on 
in Pictou, Inverness, Cumberland and 
Victoria Counties. The value of the 
coal industry for 1920 was $34,080,000.

Iron deposits are found in 10 out of 
18 Counties. The mines opened in An­
napolis county yielded 350,000 tons be­
tween 1891 and 1913. This mine as well 
as the one at Londonderry opened in 
1849 and worked till 1908 are now idle. 
Iron can be brought from Wabana, New­
foundland, where there are immense 
"tores, cheaper than to mine it in Nova 
Scotia.
