When one thnks of the 
locomotive powers which his 
Royal Highness is compelled 
to display, and adaptation 
of some lines from a popular com­
ic opera, which are now in every 
ons’s lips irresistibly suggests it- 
self.Of the Prince of Wales it may

he is, by hard fate, compelled to be

But that is not all. ThePrince 

ol Wales is not only the geatest 
traveller of his time; he is per­
petually condemned to travel on 
commission. When he goes to 
Vienna dir St. Petersburg, it is 
as the representative of the great 
firm at home. He is literally stuf­
fed with trade samples. He 
appears before the world, not in 
his capacity as the future mon­
arch of an empire on which the 
sun never sets, but as Britannia’s 
bagman. All persons have heard 
of travellers in American “no­
tions;” the Prince of Wales is a 
traveller in English notions 
Now’ he travels in smiles and 
now in tears. One week he sets 
forth to Russian capital to prove 
to its inhabitants how tine a 
stock of sympathetic mourning 
is kept always on hand in these 
islands; the next he starts off for 
the gay metropolis of Austria 
with a choice selection of jocund 
sayings and a countenance ex­
pressive of radiant happiness. 
Between the fulfillment of these 
commissions he has executed 
several little jobs of an analogous 
character at home. He has paid 
his tribute to departed greatness 
in an English ch»-chyard and a 
day or two latëwhas produced 
his best speciments of beaming­
ly sympathetic gladness on the 
occasion of a nuptial ceremony in 
an ancient shrine. But his busi­
ness and its associations have 
systematically accompanied him 
and whenever he has shown 
himself he has been forcibly 
reminded bj^acts that, what­
ever he may be :n the iuture, he 
is at the present travelling agent 
of the house of IlCio\er and 
Guelph.

A Chinese sailor who was 
steering was wounded by a 
bullet in the right shoulder, but
not seriously. The captain ______
was attacked by the pirates, | ambuscuders 
who boarded the vessel to the 
number of between twenty and 
thirty. One of the pirates 
made a lunge at him with a 
spear. He was then driven to 
the fore part of the ship, placed 
under guard, and threatened 
with serious consequences in 
the event of his offering any re­
sistance.

The piratical band then began to 
search the ship. They took 
from the captain’s cabin a silver 
watch and gold chain, a tele­
scope and some money. They 
also took everything that was 
valuable from the cabins of the 
mate and boatswain. The latter, 
also a European, was asleep in 
in his cabin when attached by 
the pirates, who threw stinkpots 
into his cabin, which woke him 
up. Escaping by the skylight 
on to the deck, he was at once 
surrounded and roughly hand­
ed, then taken by force to 
where the captain and mate 
were, and warned and threat­
ened as they had been. From 
tbe Chinese crew on borad, the 
robbers took everything of value.
From the supercargo they took 
$ 382 iu money and his clothes,
From the ship they took two 
lanterns and four rolls of cnavas.
They finally conducted the cap­
tain back to his cabin, and told 
him to show them where the 
money on board was. He as- ! 
sured them they had already 
taken all. They warned him 
again that he had better be 
quiet, and went off. On the 
captain coming on deck, short­
ly afterward, they were mating 
off.

IRELAND.

VIEWED.

The Pope on Thursday held a 
consistory .at which twenty-one 
cardinals were present. The 
Pope referred to the recent dis­
turbance The Osservatore ro.. 
mano says the Pope declared that 
the disturbances proved that the 
Vicar of Christ enjoyed neither 
liberty nor safety in Rome, He 
was, however, prepared to con­
front the dangers of the future,

Fort Yates, Dak, Aug 4.—An 
extended interview has been 
had with Sitting Bull. He says 
he was born near old St. George 
on Willow creek, below the 
mouth of the Cheyenne river, 
and believes he is about 44 years 
old. His father was the famous 
Indian chief Jumping Bull. He 
says:—“1 am chief by inherit­
ance as well as by deeds of 
bravery-” He has with him ! 
two wives and nine children, 
including twins. After himsef 
he regards Four Horns the 
greatest of living chiefs When 
asA-ed why he had surrendered, 
he denied having done so. He 
says when he went to Fort Bu- 
ibrt he did so with the intention 
of remaining only a few days 
and did not understand that he 
had given himself up. He shall 
now demand oitheuovernraent 
that it shall set him free. He 
was asked in what way he « n- 
sidered the Government wrong­
ed him. but gave an evasive re­
ply, saying that he had never 
had either misunderstandings 
or agreements with the Govern­
ment, had never made any 
treaties with the whites, never

The laborers’ strike is every­
where extending. At Queens­
town. Mallow, and different 
centres of labor, men have joined 
the movement. The strike has 
merged into general agitation 
for an increase of wages. In sev­
eral instances the iarmershave 
agreed to the terms asked. In 
the great majority of cases, how­
ever, the farmer’s are holding 
out. The laborers are going 
through the country in large 
bodies, visiting the farmer’s 
houses, and inducing the labor­
ers to join their movement. Up 
to the present no violence has 
been offered. They are pursuing 
the agitation quitely but effect­
ively. They were blowing a 
horn through the country, and 
the police of Ballincolling. who 
accompanied them so as to 
prevent any breach of the peace, 
requested them to desist from 
this practice, and they did so. 
Farm laborers have heretofore 
been paid six shillings a week, 
with house or cabin rent free. 
They have been in the habit of 
paying at the rate of .£15 an acre 
for potato ground, and six shill­
ings per quarter for the grass of 
a sheep They demand an in- 
créas of one shilling per week in 
their wages, the reduction of the 
rent for potato ground to <£10 
an acer, and the grass of a sheep 
free.

It is stated in London that a 
deputation of prominent Conser­
vatives is about to go tolreland, 
to enquire into and report on 
the relative condition of laborers 
living respectively under and 
working for resident and non­
resident landlords and farmers. 
The object of the deputation 
is to form a basis to its report for 
legislation upon the labor ques­
tion.

MEAN AND UNGENTLEMANLY.

TkeNewcastle boat was on her way 
down to Chatham Saturday last near 
noon, and theie were a good many 
persons on board of her. Some of 
these came from Newcastle and some 
from Douglastown, and some were 
commercial travellers. They talked 
in groups upon various topics ; and 
Mr., called Hon., Richard Hutchison, 
“brought down” politics. He was in 
conversation with a {commercial tra­
veller. He said the tariff was ruining 
everything and that “Tilley the 
scoendreV’ was a “curse to the coun­
try.” The stranger said he was a 
Conservative, but even though he 
were a Liberal he could be generous 
enough to allow his opponent to dif­
fer from him ; and that so far as he 
could ever hear Sir Leonard Tilley 
was considered an upright man, who 
while he might be astray in his view 
of public questions was nevertheless 
always believed to be sincere in what 
he professed to believe. But this 
kind of reasoning did not suit a gen­
tleman of Mr. Hutchison boorish dis­
position. He said he knew Tilley, 
and would repeat he was a scoundrel 
and a villain ; and used a further 
tirade of abuse intermingled with 
oaths, and coarse language not fit to 
print in a newspaper. By this time 
the attention of everybody on board 
wa s attracted to the rant and froth of 
the old man ; and one of the number» 
Mr. Thomas Vye of Newcastle,one of 
the most highly respected of our citi­
zens stepped forward. He said “I 
will not permit you Mr. Mr. Hutch­
ison to talk this way to strangers of 
an absent fgentleman without chal­
lenging your statement. How do 
you Sir for the sake of venting 
your spleen dare to call a gentleman 
upon whose private character there 
is not one stain a scoundrel? Are 
you Sir prepared to prove such a mon­
strous charge? Wore yon Sir a gen­
tleman, as you vainly pretend to be, 
you could never so far forget your­
self.’’ Applause greeted this manly 
rebuke, and disgust was the feeling 
of all now gathered around,when Mr 
Hutchison retorted :

“I suppose you want an office from 
Tilley, and that is why you put in 
your ore.”

“No Sir,” said Mr. Vye, “I do not 
want an office from Mr. Tilley, nor 
from you ; though you had it in your 
power to give me one. But I hesitate 
not to rebuke you for your slander, 
and for so far forgetting yourself as a 
man.”

“I can prove Tilley is a scoundrel’’ 
said the old man ;“and more than that 
1 can tell you, Peter Mitc&ll will 
not dare to show his nose round here 
again. An’ don’t yon forgit it.”

“I was only speaking of Sir Leo­
nard Tilley and the unmanly and 
shameful accusations you have made 
against him,” said Mr. Vye,—“as for 
Hon. Peter Mitchell, he will be here 
again Sir, and will be elected for this 
county again Sir, and in spite of 
you.”

The old mau foamed, and raged, 
and swore, but nobody took any fur­
ther notice of him. The boat landed 
and Mr. Thomas Vye came to the 
Star office, and authorized us to use 
his name in the above connexion.

It is a matter for no-regret that 
' the reign of Mr. Hutchison is over 
for ever. The man who could so out. 
rage the decencies and the proprie­
ties of social life, is better removed 
from the ways of men. What a man 
like Mr.Hutchison says against a gen­
tleman like Sir Leonard Tiiley is of 
no account taken by itself, but it is 
valuable inasfar as it shows the 
kind of stufl of which the Liberal 
party in Northumberland is made. 
Mr Hutchison is not alone a mem 
ber of the Liberal party here but ac­
tually stands at its very head. It is 
such sentiment as he expectorated in 
his outburst of spleeu on board the 
NewEra that leavens the whole clique 
here which calls itself the “Liberal 
party of Northumberland.” If Sir 
Leonard Tilley were a lesser man,and 
poor exploded Mr. Hutchison a great­
er man, the former would doubtless 
make tbe latter eat his words in au 
action at law,—but from the above 
proposition it will be seen no such 
contingent need be apprehended. 
Now had Sir Leonard Tilley stood ou 
the New Era's deck, Mr. Hutchison 
would have breathed no such senti­
ments ; but it is, we suppose, the 
privilege of the coward to have his 
side of the battle behind the back oj 
his opponent. Before Sir Leonard ho 
would stand confused, and could not, 
aud would nut talk beyond a rustic

and uncouth set of subjects, 
narrow in their sphere 
as his own soul, and beyond 
which that questionable tenant ot hie 
never travels in the whole cycle of 
his lifetime. Nor would he for all the 
deals he has at Douglastown, or all 
the property he has ever wrenched 
from weeping widows and orphans, 
dare to insult Hon. Peter Mitchell to 
his face. The only reply Mr.Mitchell 
would give, would be to wring the 
old man’s nose for him, according to 
the nature of the offense ; and in sooth 
any other kind of response would be 
quite beyond the rule of the eternal 
fitness of things.

We may now, as we are at it, in­
form our readers that it is this same 
Mr.Hutchison with his son Mr.Ernest, 
the local member ! who wrote down 
to the manager of a business house in 
St.John some months ago saying they 
learnt that the said buisness house 
was advertising in the Chatham Star; 
and if this tvere so they should cease 
doing business with the said firm!

THEN AND NOW.

There is a certain man in this 
community and be does not live a 
thousand miles away who one time 
painted the “Youngs” as little 
less thau the angels. At the time of 
the Caraqnet riots his sympathies 
were for the “Youngs,” and his cen­
sure for the rioters. All the lime that 
non. Wm. Kelly had office and spoils 
to give, he shadowed him, as does 
the prairie coyote who scents a feast. 
He defended all the bad actions of 
the King—Kelly—Killam Govern­
ment; and approved of the purloin­
ing of provincial debentures, and the 
erection of swindle alleys so long as 
he got his share in the plunder. Mr. 
Kelly finding him a pliant and un­
scrupulous tool, and wanting such a 
person on the spot to maintain his 
local standing, paid him well for all 
the assistance he rendered.

“The funeral of Miss Sharkey (who 
departed this life last Thursday) took 
place this morning, at 9 o’clock, from 
her late residence, near, the Barker 
House. The principal mourners were 
Owen Sharkey, Esq., Mr, James T. 
Sharkey (the father and brother of the 
deceased.) and (ir a carriage immedi­
ately following were tbe mother and sis­
ters of the deceased. The pall-bearers 
were T. G. O'Connor, Esq., James 
Dever, Esq., Thomas Lucy, and Messrs. 
T. A. Sharkey, Peter Farrel, and J. 
Owens, Jr. The procession was very 
long, embracing gentlemen of all den­
omination aud of the highest standing 
in the community. On the arrival of 
the cortege at the door of St. Danstan'a 
Church, it was met by the Rev. Father 
Precilius and Acolytes, the organ,mean 
while, (under the hands of Miss Dow­
ling) playing the Dead March in 
“Saul;” with great solemnity. As the 
body was carried into the Church,, the 
Et Frofundis was sung by the choir 
and celebrant. The Mass for the dead 
was said by the Rev. Father Precilius, 
the clear voices of a very efficient choir 
asaistihg, all through the Mass, in ren­
dering the case one of unusual impres 
siveness. The Rev. Father MeDevitt 
was also in attendance, and assisted at 
the close of the Mass. A very large 
congregation were present, who exhib­
ited unmistakable evidences of sadness all 
through the service. The remains were 
interred in the new Roman Catholic 
Cemetery. We extend to the bereaved 
family our heartfelt sympathy for them 
iu their sorrow.

CONSPIRACIES AGAINST THE CZAR.

Despite the watchful precautions that 
have been taken, it has been again made 
starting!/ certain that the Nihilists are 
even now close to the person of the Em 
peror, and tbe are liable to make an 
attack upon his life at any moment. On 
Thursday night a letter threatening the 
Czar’s death was found on a table in the 
Imperiel bed-room, a room which was 
supposed to be strongly guarded, and to 
which access can be had only by the moat 
thoroughly trusted of the Czar’s attend­
ants. The officer who waa on gnard at 
the time and four servants of the palace 
have been arrested. A conspiracy,most 
wide in its ramifications, has been dis­
covered in St. Petersburg, having for its 
object the Surprise and assassination of 
the Imperial family at midnight in their 
residence at Peternoff. The police ar­
rested a boat which bad succeeded in 
passing the cordon of Russian gaardships 
and a search disclosed papers showing 
that sixty conspirators some of high 
rank, were concerned in the plot.

THE ARGENTIJEIL ELECTION.

To-day the election will be held in 
Argenteuil. Mr. Abbott was unseated 
there for allege i bribery etc., ou the 
part of bis agents ; but it is not a little 
significant that up to the moment of 
writing we have not heard of any oppo­
sition to Mr. • Abbott, by Dr. Christie 
or any of the Grits. Probably it will be 
an acclaimed election- -otheiwise it will 
be a brilliant victory for the Government 
candidate. Who jajjs ’the opposition 
are gaining anything is not informed.

DON CARLOS.

Don Carlos has been expelled from 
France, and baa taken up his residence 
pro tempore in London. It appears he 
claims be is the ouly lighllul soverigu 
of Spain, and not ouly tbat but being 
descended of Henry IV aud Louis 
XIV, claims as well to be. the heir ap­
parent of the throne of France. It was 
feared and with some reason he would 
soon stir up the extreme legitimists in 
France if he remained there, and em­
broil both countries; so they sent the 
prince of rebellion off.

UPON THE ACADIANS.

I am informed that oar popular Sur­
veyor General has visited the St. Joseph 
Settlement road last week,and was satis­
fied with work done there. He has 
also visited a number of bye roads and 
bas visited the bridge on the Robicheanx 
road leading to Fair Isle, which is much 
repaired, and I hope lie will authorize 
the bridge to be built immediately. 
There is another bridge which is most 
dangerous to the public and I am sorry 
the Surveyor General was not informed 
of the fact when he came down, it is the 
bridge at Mr Peter Davidson's over 
Burnt Church River.- This bridge was 
destroyed by the big storm two years 
ago’aud was temporarily repaired to cross 
on until a new bridge would be built. I 
hope Mr.Adams will take the matter into 
consideration and with tbe assistance of 
our M. P. P., A. A. Davidson, authorize 
the bridgeTo be built. I hope also,that the 
Surveyor General has examined our 
Great Road, and have no doubt that he 
has found said road in very bad repairs 
especially immediately after it being re­
paired ; and I can assure you Mr. Editor, 
as long as the same ^supervisor will be 
left in office our Great Roads will be in 
a bad condition. Every year the Gov­
ernment placed in the same Supervisors 
hands a nice round sum to expend in his 
district and on the day of sale he expend- 
edjat Public Auction a very small eumiof 
money and after the sale he has a number 
of persons under him working on tbe 
road under private contract. I can as­
sure yon Mr. Editor,that a great deal of 
money expended by the supervisor is 
expended by private contract, and the 
most uf the money expended by him is 
near home. There are bad places where 
culverts under bridges are never looked 
at and there are some parts of thisParish 
it seems to me, that he does not want 
to expend any money on. I think he 
bus taken his defeat in the election of 
Councellors so hard that he is not over 
it yet. The people of Alnwick hasve long 
ago looked for a new supervisor ami I 
hope the Hon.Surveyor General will take 
the matter into consideration.

The crops are very fair down here. 
The potato bug has made its appearance. 
The weather is very unfavorable for hay 
making.

Bears are visiting our farmers cattle. 
Lastweek they killed a fine heifer be­
longing to Mr 8. Savoy of Fair Isle and 
a cow belonging to Mr John Hamilton 
of New Jersey, and as different persons 
here have seen bears in day time I have no 
doubt bn* 1; they will kill more cattle and 
other animals.

Having had occasion to spend an even­
ing in Negnac Bay,I examined the lights 
of the different stations and can only say 
they are all very good lights. The 
light on hay Island, recently erected, is 
a great benefit to navigation.

There is a schooner loading hemlock 
bark in Negnac harbor. I am informed 
the captain had to travel to Chatham, a 
distance of over 30 miles, to enter and 
clear his vessel. -As the harbor of 
Neguac and Burnt Church has no Cus­
toms officer, I trust the Dominion Gov­
ernment will take the necessary steps to 
appoint some person to that office. I 
have no doubt that our Senator, Hon. 
Wm. Mairhead, will take the matter in 
hand and cause the Government to ap­
point some person Custom officer for the 
said harbor. We are fairly entitled to 
one Custom officer. Hoping the Dom- 
inionUovernment will appoint the officer 
in question, 1 remain,

It’s different when a 
man goes to bis work on a cowld morn­
ing with a little dry stirabout for his 
breakfast. He has not Ibe heart to work 
like a well fed man.’ ‘It is not easy for 
a well-fed man to understand how a 
half-fasting man feels, while he stands 
idle with a full stomach watching a 
hungry man work.’ ‘True for you, 
ma’am. Were yon born in the North? 
Surely you are Irish, for I can see yoi 
have a feeling heart* (blarney). 'I was. 
Are yon not a North man yourself, you 
have a Northern face?' ‘My people 
were driven from the North In the plan­
tation time. That*» long qgo, but we 
always keep mind of it. If the oppres­
sion goes on, we will soon be out of the 
country altogether. Sometimes I wish 
we were, for

AN IRISHMAN HAS NO CHANCE

in his own country. I suppose you're a 
Catholic now, when you’re going to 
Knock?’ ‘No, I am only going for 
curiosity to see a place there has been 
so mucli said about. I suppose you have 
been thare often?' ‘I have driven hun­
dreds of people there frem all parts of 
the world.' ‘Did you ever see anything?’ 
‘No, I cannot say that-I did. I thought 
once that I saw the stars. Everone 
that goes does not see the apparition. 
Every one has not faith.' We got to 
Knock, a country church in a country 
place. Alighted, and while the carman 
tied hie horse I looked round me. There 
was an enclosure round the chapel. At 
one side was a row of the wooden 
booths, where relics, beads and trinkets 
were sold. On the other side of the en­
closure was a school for girls. It was 
at the end of the church where the ap­
parition is said to have appeared that we 
entered. All the plaster*at this end was 
removed by devotees. In tho spot 
where the apparition was said to have 
been seen, there was a life-size statute 
of the Virgin in plaster. All over the 
gable were strips of wood eleated on, 
behind were ranged walking-sticks and 
crutches in regular order till the whole 
gable was covered. There was a long 
frame work of wood about twelve feet 
long and three broad, also filled with 
crutches and walking sticks. As I stool 
looking, the car man came in after tying 
his horse, and knelt down on the damp 
earth before

THE VIBOIN's SHRINE

and repeated a prayer. He was not 
ashamed to 'practise what he be­
lieved before the world and in the sight 
of the son. When his prayer was over 
he joined me, and drew my attention to 
the number of crutches aed sticks left 
behind by those who were benefited. I 
pointed out to him a very handsome 
black thorn stick the votive offerings,and 
asked him would it be a sin to steal it, 
as black thorns were in demand over the 
water. He told me if I did that what­
ever disease was laid down there by the 
owner of the stick would cleave to me. 
I thought of Gehazi and restrained my 
hands from stealing the black thorn. 
Theie is one nice attribute about a gen­
uine Irishman, he can take a joke. 
T ere were many masons working at an 
ealargemen of the church. We went 
in. It had an earthen floor, and there 
were many people kneeling on it at their 
prayers. Some were sikntly making the 
stations of the cross, others, a large 
number, were reciting the rosary aloud 
under the leadership of a young woman, 
who repeated one part, when they all an­
swered in concert. The windows were 
darkened by the scaffolding and building 
ontside, and as I sat there seeing and 
hearing, looking toward the altar, in the 
shadow of a pillar I saw a hand steal 
ont. I was startled; bnt when my eyes 
got accustomed to the gloom, I saw it 
was a man at the top of the ladder qr.ietly 
painting away ae if the church was 
empty. I did not see much of Claremorrii, 
for I soon left it behind in going

TO 1ALLIHROSE ET CAB.

Tue land here seemed very rich. I re­
marked this to my travelling companion, 
who told me that Iwas on the rielt 
plains of Mayo. The fields was large 
and well cultivated. There was no signs 
of the abject poverty, wee stony fields 
horrible rookeries of houses that exist 
in the shadow of the Ox hills. Not that 
the houses of the laborers here were 
good; for that, a gooddeceot laborer’s 
house I have not yet. seen in Ireland, ex­
cept on Mr. Young’s Galgorm estate. 
They may exist on other estates, I dare 
say they do, but I have not seen them. 
This country over which we were trav­
elling was as rich with round headed 
tret* end wide meedowa as a gentlemans

nark. The rosd, » particularly meander­
ing one, passed through Hollymonnt—a 
lovely place—and through Carrowmore, 
my companions telling me of the land­
lords and the tenants as we drove along. 
The. rent was high and bard to make np, 
the turf far to draw, that was all. There 
was no account of vexations office rules 
or special acts of tyranny related to me 
at all. Ballinrobe , on the river Robe, 
is nearLongli Mask, and is another quiet 
pretty, leisurely town. I was troubled 
with neuralgia and did not see much of 
it. Opposite the hotel was the ministers 
residence, amid gardens, all shnt in be­
hind a stone wall high enough for a ram­
part. Through an archway from the 
street was tile church where he minis­
tered, sitting meditating among the 
tombs. I wandered into this place one 
day on my way to the post-office. No­
ticed the great number of the name of 
Cuffe who were buried there. Caffe is 
the family name of Lord Tyrawley. The 
Catholic church sits back from the street 
a good way and the ground before it is 
laid out in flowers. There are some im­
ages of saints through the grounds, which 
are set in arches of rock work, over 
which climbing plants are trained. There 
is also a community of Christian brother! 
who have a school here. Their build­
ing had so much glass in front, with so 
many geraniums in flower, a perfect 
blaze of them behind the glees, that it 
looked like a conservatory. Ballinrobe 
wae rather a dull place to me, being in 
my room with neuralgia most of the day 
or two I stopped £here. Read, or rather 
skimmed through a “Life of O'Connell" 
by the Nun of Kenmare, a very well 
written book and very enjoyable reading. 
Left Ballinrobe behind and drove to

LOUOH MASK CASTLE,

where the celebrated Captain Boycott 
managed to kick np such a foss. We 
passed a couple of iron hate occupied by 
policemen, who came out to look at 
us.
