Wonderfal Precoeity of O, M, Brown,

Oliver Madox Brown, a son of the well-
known artist, was born in 1855. He seems
to have been & precocions child, though his
precocity never took the form of book-learn-
g in any shape, and it was not till he w.s 6
that he beg&n to read. But if backward with
his Books he was a born artist, with " pencil
and paint-brush first, as afterwards with his
pei. When he was 8 he had completed his
first picture in water-colours, and when he
was 14 he exhibited * Chiron Reeeivm% the
Infant Jason from the Slave at
tihe Dudley gallery. He painted three other
notable ‘pictures, *‘Obstinacy,” *‘Prospero
atid Miranda, " and **Silas Marner.” * * =
But Oliver Madox Brown was beginning to
show himself as an artist in the worid of let-
Gers. Before he was fourteen ne had written
some sonnets of singular beauty, and at
seventeen he had written a tale called * The
Black Bwan,” which was first given to the
world as ‘‘Gabmel Deaver.” The history of
this book is rather curiows. Oliver had
shown it to Mr. Williams, who was connect-
ed with the firm of Smith, 'Elder & Co., and
Mr, Williams had been much 1mpressed with
it, and was anvious to assist 1n 1ts publita-
tion. Nothing could have been kinder, but
nothing less judicious, than Mr, Williams'
conduct. He first insisted on tne singularly
victure que name of *“The Black Swan”
oeing altered into the very unmeaning oue
of ‘*Gabricl Denver,” e then insisted
on he beginuing of the story beirg aitered ;
on a deserted wife being changed, on grouuds
of propriety, into a deserted cousin, and on
the terrible tragedy at the end becoming a
comfortable marriage—in short, with the best
intentions, he did everything possible to spoil
the book. He watered 1t and toned it down,
but the strange, fierce power of the plot and
the vigonr of the writing still remained. It
was greatly injured as a wo:k of art, but asa
work of imagination it was a very remarkable
production. It was nor, however—it never
could be—an agreeable book. It was too crude
and violent. S.me of the scenes were simply
horrible, and some of the incidental remarks
seemed to show a strange know edge which
repelled sympathy. . But when 1t was known
that this was the work of a mere 1 oy the feel.
ing ot duslike passed off iuto a stronger feeling
of wonder and admiration. What was pain-
ful and repulsive was the fauls of an unfortu.
nate story. ‘Ihe essential matter was the
literary power, which might prove itself equal
to very great efforts aud might produce work
of lasting value,—7%e Atheneuni,

No one will deny that -Wagner was a man

_of the most astounding energy, patience, and

perseverance. He deserves to have achieved
a very much higher position for himself. He
had YArge aims, tremendous ambition, and
was inspired and goaded on by a thorough
appreciation of and high admiration for
Beethoven's works ; bus the one guality
which alone could engbie him to take up the
maptle of the musical god he worshipped
failed him. He appealed for the fire from
heaven ; but it was denied him. He
searched after it with all the power of an
agonized soul.

He shBwed remd: k-

able wiits as niibrcnhh But how far he ex«

celled in these directions does not atfect the

verdict which the world will assuredly give,
and that is that as a musical eomposer Ech-
ard Wagner ranks far below the great ciassi-
cal writers who preceded him.

Those of the
counstables whio are not roughs are voters,
and these are paid $2.50 per day out of the
public treasury as an incentive to vote for
Mr. Lyox. They have positively nothing
to do—the coustables who are the roughs
do the lawbreaking—but to take their
money, attend to their private concerns,
and pass in a ballot marked for the Reform
candidate on eleetion day,

The headquarters of the Grit
*“ sluggers™ at the Portage is what is called
the Ontario gaol: Even in the erection of
this building the Mowar Government had
an eye on the ceming eontest. It cost
from $18.000. ta $20,000 ; it can be built
for from $4,000 to £5,000! This money
and the sums paid to the allezed constables
are by no means the only ‘public expendi-
tures made for election purposes. A

which is attempted with public money,
the efforts fo intimidate aré more serious
still.

That Mr. Mowar's agents
should have tried to bribe the local paper
at the Portage, and, failing that. to bully it
invo hiding the fauits and extolling the
virtues of the Ministry and its agents, is
proof that many of the ministerial acts

But it is for election day that the
grossest fraud 1s reserved.  Sheritt CLARKE,
of Algoma, who should have been return-
ing officer, positively refused, after a visit
to Toronto, to act. It is very evident that
he would not foliow the illegal instructions
which accompanied the writ. A Grit par-
tisan was then appointed, and he and-
PaTTULLO are arranging. for their election
day effort.

MR. FAUQUISR'S CASE.

Tre Grit organ naturally sustains, as
well as it can, the gorrectness of the deci-
sion which disqualifies Mr. FAvuQUIER ;
:though, since the decision has been ap-
pealed from, we can hardly say that Mr.
Favquier is disqualified. In order to
sustain the decision it is necessary for the
organ to go very much further than the
judge in mistaking inferenee for evidence,
and, in giving evidence . for the voiaing of
the election, the force of evidence for
disqualification.

As the judge very clearly puts it, there
‘are four conditions which save a candidate
who hag” committed personal violations of
the law, from the severe penalties of per-
sonal disqualification. These are :

1. The absence of corrupt intent.

2. An involuntary and excusable ignor-
ance of the iaw.

8 An honest desire to have a pure
election.

4. A faithful endéavour to have a pure
election.

From the judge’s charge itself, as from
the evidence, it is very obvious that Mr.
Fauquikr should have had the benefit of
these saving clauses. The judge decided
otherwise. We think the judge was wrong.

The absence of corrupt intent is plain to
any reasounable mind. Out of thirty-two
meetings treating is Yredicated of only one.
At that meeting all but one man were
pledged supporters of Mr. FavuqQuikr ; it
was a business meeting for his purposes ;
and the presence of one man known to be
an opponent ‘shows that there was neither
intention nor fear of any corruptact. The
second case in which liquor was used at the
charge of Mr. FauQuisk was not worth
even a passing comment as a reason for dis-
qualification.  The liquor was supplied toa
few personal friends-aund one political oppo-
nent in a hotel room. The fact that it was
the political opponent who pointed out the
danger of treating proves two things,

1st. That there was no corrupt motive
and no corrupt act ;

2nd. That there was obviously an ignor-
ange of the law on the parv of thosa pre-
sent.

That Mr. Favquize’s-ignorance of the
law as regards the use of liquor was ‘ex-
cusable is very clear. In- the first place
the judges themselves are not unanimous
in their interpretation of the law on the
subject.

Refcrring
to poiitics, he said he assumed office in 1873,
For tive years following they had very bad
crops, and the lumber trade was very low,
the trade being .l'.uﬂethet in & wretched con-
dition.  That naturaliy led people to propose

regarding which he said there wasa great
deal of misappreheunsion in this country, he
said that in tue southern part of Ontario they
grew in abundance the finest peacnes and
grapes, and made good wine, besides Indian
coru, buckwheat, and other graius not yrown
in this country at all. The winter there was
very mild, though of course in Quebec 1t
was somewhat harder, but somehow the
people seqmed to enjoy themselves. In con-
clusion he said in Canada they were not now
able to agreeas to adopting the Buitish policy
as to commercial legislation, but he hopo;i
that would come in vet, and that Cauada
would not be the last to fallin with the grand
policy of modern times, the free trade policy
of Greas Britain. (Avplause.)

A vote of thauks was then tendered to the
hon, gentieman.

Mr. MACKENZIE, in replying, said he had
beenasked whether Cana -a was going to se-
parate herseli from the Mouher Country or
not, He replied by asking if Renfrewshire
was going to leave Sc tland. The question
was vot one of pr ctica polities.

The sword.

The sword is essentially a metal weapon:
Here at the outset we are on disputable
ground ; one canuot take & part either way
without ditfering from good authorities. But
some part must %e takeu, and on this point I
hoid with Gen., Pigt-Rivers. The lar
wooden or stcne weapous, clubs, and the like,
were nut and could not be imitated in bronze-
in the early days of metal-work, for the one
sufficient reason that metal was to0o scarce.
We start, then, with spear-heads of hammer-
ed bronze, imitating the pointed flints which
doubtless were still used tor arrow-heads until
bronze was cheap enough to be thrown or shot *
away withont tbought of recovering it. The
genenl form of m-u spear-heads was a kind
of pointed oval, Fe which has cootinued

with only minor vnr tions in the greater part
of the speere, X\kea and lances of historical
times. It is difficult to say whether the
spears thus headed were oftener used as
missile or thrusting weapons, though the
javelin has also forms peculiar to itself, of
which the most famous example is the Roman
pilwm. In the semi-histori warfare of the
Homeric poems the spear is almost ways
thrown ; in the later hutoriod it is
held fast as & pike ; the R

tical h all mators deq >
vice. ln modwmvd Edrope the missile use of
spears had, I believe, disappeared altogether,
except in ‘the defence of walls and in naval
combats, However these th.ngs may be, the
need of & handier weapon than the spear for
close quarters, and a readier and movre certain
one than she club, must have been feit at an
early time, A spear broken off -hort would
at once give s hand-weapon iike the Zula
*‘stabbing -sssegai.” When metal becomes
more abundant, #nd still in working it more
common, such Weapons are separately de-
signed a' d made ; the spear-head 18 enlarged
iuto a biade, with but little alteration of
form, and we have a bronze dagger of the type
known to English archeologists as ** leaf-
shaped,” the characteristic type of the Bronze
p-riod everywhers, Some of the Greek
bronze daggers, indeed, are rather smalier
than the full-sized spear-heads. With ino eas-
ing command of metal the length of blade is
increased ; and we bave in course of time s
true sword.

Chinese Measures,

A writer in the North China Herald gives
some curious information respecting the foet-
measure in China. At present it varies large-
ly in different parts of the country and se-
cording todlﬂ'erent trades ; thus the foot of
the carpenter’s rule at ngoo is less than 10,
while thas of the junk-builders at Shugbu
is nearly 16, mnches. But a medium value of
12 inches is . mot uncommon. The standard
foot of the Imliend Board of Works at Pek-
ing is 12 foot- re,
dated A.D. 81, is shll prelerv.d, and 15 94
nches in hngth The width is 1 ineh. The
small copper coms, commonly ealied cash,
were made of such a size, sometimes, ag jut
to cover an inch on the foot-rule, In the course
of two centares it was found that the foot
bad increased half an inch, and 2 difference
in the dimensions of musical in-truments re-
sulted. Want of harmony was the conse-
quence, and accordingly in A.D. 274 a new
measure, exactly 9 inches in length was
m.de'the standard. Among the means em-
ployed for comparing the old and new foot
are mentioned tne gnomon of official sundials,
and the leagth of certain jade tubes used ac-
c?rdmg to old regulations as standards. One

these latter was so udjusted that an inch in
breadth was equal to the bregth of 10 millet-
seeds.: A hundred rmllet- 8, or 10 inches,
was the foot. The Chinese foot is really based
on the humsn hand, as is the European  foot
upon the foot. It strikes the Chinese as'very
incongrunous when they hear that we measure
cloth, wood-work, masonr}, &c., which they
regard as e-puullv matters for the hand, by
the foot,  Of the jade tubes above mentioned
there were 12, and these fermed the basis for
the measurement of iiquids -and solids 4,000
years ago.

of heredity. In the buman race, family
traits of character and peculiarities of form,
feature, complexion, and : are
carried from generation to generation. And
since the fibre of the man, his nataral vigour,
and the constitution of his nervous system
determine his_intellectual grasp and charac-
ter, we find, upon examination, that mental
ability runs in families. An  ex-
ceedingly interesting and able work by an
Eaglish author, Francis Gaiton, on ** Heredi-
tary Genius,” was issued by a New York
publishing house a few years ago, in which
the various professions ' are classified, and
the family relationship of many of the promi-
nent members examined. It is there &own,

among other things, that ability for the in- -

vestigation and decision of judicial questions
was decidedly hereditary, and that many
of the most eminent judges were grand-
fathiegs, sons, and grandsons. Thi-, however,
is physiological heredity. There is a
diseased heredity in which there is a still
more marked tendency to the transmission of
diseasid conditions. Thus, as is generaliy
well known, consuniptive parents beget con-
sumptive children, and the taint of certain
specific diseases is sure to place its mark
somewhere upon the constitation of offspring
for several generations. ; .

Bat of all acents, alcoholis the most potent
in establishing a heredity that exhibits itaelf
in the destruction of mind and body. Its ma-
lign influence was obses;lod by the ancients
long before the production' of whiskey or
brandy, or other distilled liquors, and when
fermented liquors or winés only were
known. Anstotle says, ‘*‘ Dranken women
bring forth children like unto themselves.” .
and Plutarch remarks, “Onedrunkard begets
another.” Lycurgus made drunkenness in
women infamous by exhibitions, and Romu-
lus made 1t punishable with death, because
the . habit was regarded as leading to immor-
ality which would compromise the family in-
tegrity. Bus although the broad features ot
aleohoiism were appreciated by the ancients,
later and more exact imvestigations have
thrown more light upon the sutject.

The hereditary influence of alcohol mani-
fests itseli in varions ways. transmits an
appetite for strong drink to the children, and
these are lii:ly to have that form of drunk-
ncness which may be termed paroxysmal ;

the family relationship of many of the promi-
nent members examined. It is there shown,
among other things, that ability for the in-
vestigation and decision of judicial questions
was decidedly hereditary, and that many
of the most eminent judges were grand-
fathers, sons, and grandsons.

Fdoteros in Sheep,

Foot-rot is the greatest drawback breeders
of Merino sheep have to coutend with in
many sections of the counsry. .Although
easily oured, it is almost impossible to eradi-
cate it 00““1{ from large tiicks on account
of its rapidiy-spreading nature. Though
claimed to be consag ous, sheep will live in
the same flock from lambhood to age and
never contract the disease, and it is astonish
ing how a sheep with foot-rot will hold its
condition, while on its knees some of the
time when feeding in pasture, and raise a

ood lamb aud produce a heavy and fime
geece, although troublesome and pitiable - to
behold,

A sheep never'was known to die of footrot.
A blind man who has had experience in this
disease can detect its présence by the smell,
which is very offencive, and flies blow the
diseased feet and maggots are the result.
When the the sheep lies down the foot comeés
in ¢ ntact with the point of the shoulde¥ and
the maggots spread trom the fuot to the
sheep’s body ; these rapidly spread, and
death results from this cause and not from
foottut, strictly speaking, for any tause that
would produce maggots would bring the same
result ; and yet it is ifrequently said that
thousands of sheep have died of footrot.

Some writers ciaim that footrot is consti-
tutional, and works i1n the blood and eannot
be cured without internal treatment. If so,
a flock of sheep badly infested would mot be
worth potteriag with, and might as well be
slaughtered at once, Thonsands of sheep
bave been cured of the disedde by an applica-
tion externally of the proper remedy, and
would never c ntract it again if kept away

rom diseased sheep, This proves concld-
sively that footrot is not & constitutional
disease, and requires local treatmentonly.
Merinos are by nature more subject to foot-
rot that sother breeds, while well-kept flocks
are enfirely exempt from ticks, whigh area
greater drawback on all the coarseswool
breeds then footrot is on the Mprinos. Any

Prof. Cook, of Michtgnn, recommends the
destroying of all birds’ nests in apple
orchards, a8 they are good hndiuﬁplm for
app'e-worms and other insects. "He also ad-
vises putting wire screens on cellar windows
to prevent the esoape of codling moths, which
hatoh out in warm days in fall and spting
from apples stored in the ceHar.

Valencey E. Fuller, of Hamilton, owner of
the Jersey cow Mtrg Ann, whose former
records in milk-giving have been referred to,
has completed his three nionths' trial, which
shows that in 93 days she produced 311 1bs.
13 ouv. of butter., All through the test shs
was fed bnt twice daily, her feed consisting
of ground oats, cut clover, and green foader.

It is a good plan to burn sulphur in cellars
where milk 1s kept, especially if they ‘are
damp, .

A great dlﬂculi‘y in teaching thoss Wwho
have made butter fof many years how to im-
prove the quality of their product lies in con-
vincing them that they do not already make
as butter as the best. - It is not much
safer %o point out to a.woman faults in her
butter than it would be to speak ill of her
children. Even in these regions where
farmers are sending milk to the creameries,
they do it ‘‘ because it saves so much hard
work in the house,” and not because they
think the butter made there is better than
could be made at home., But eaoch dairy-
woman will acknowiedge the creamery but.
ter to be better than that her meighbour used
to make. .

How much is skimmed milk worth for feed-
ing purposes?
