Oo February 16, 1909, Ernst 
Haeckel, Professor ol Zoology at the 
University of Jena, reached his 
seventy-fifth year, and on this oc­
casion announced his retirement 
from public life. Shortly before, 
he had been compelled to admit, 
over bis own signature, the exist­
ence of deliberate forgeries io hie 
scientific writings, so that his de­
parture was attended with hot little 
dignity and honor. The chief 
(esferaa ot this episode are worthy 
-of&eihlw»,

Haeckel had published io 1907 a 
pamphle1, entitled, “Das Meneohen- 
Problem, ’ in which representations 
of the embryos of man and of 
various types of apes were given 
for purposes ol comparison. After 
carefully studying these diagrams,
Dr Arnold Brass dame out with a 
counter pamphlet, “Das Affen-Pro­
blem" (Leipsio, 1908), in which 
he asserted that many of the dia­
grams were inaccurate and worth­
less, and that others had been pur­
posely and deliberately falsified ; 
that in particular, Haeckels’ Gibbon- 
mbryo (plate III) was a reproduc­

tion of Selenka's drawing of a 
Maoaous-money-embryo, 15 or 1§ 
vertebrae having been omitted, and 
the name changed ; also that the 
human empryo (same plate, after 
drawings by His), had been famish­
ed by Haeckel with 11 vertebrae 
not occurring in the original. In 
proof, Brass published four plates, 
in which the original diagrams, and 
Haeckel’s distorted and forged 
copies appeared side by side.

This deadly parallel made all 
thought of escape impossible. 
Haeckel's reply appeared in the 
Minchner Allgemeine Zaitnng (No.
2, of January 9,1909), and contain­
ed the following admission t

“To put an end to this unsavory 
dispute, I begin at once with the 
contrite confession, that a small 
number (6 to 8 per cent.) of my 
embryo-diagrams are really for­
geries in Dr Brass’s sense ; those 
namely for which the observed 
material is so incomplete or in­
sufficient as to compel ns . , . to 
fill in and reconstruct the missing 
by hypothesis end comparative 
synthesis. ... I should feel 
utterly condemned and annihilated 
by this admission, were it not that, 
hundreds of the best observers and 
most reputable biologiste; lie pnder 
the same charge. The great ma 
jority of all morphological, anato­
mical, histological and embryo logi­
cal diagrams, , . . are no
true to nature, but are p&ore or leas 
doctored, schematized and recon­
structed. . .

The last senteDpe cayjed a sen­
sation . Professional ethics require 
that the word “sobeqiatio" be a 
waya added to every diagram which 
the author has retouched or invent 
ed ; whereas Haeckel "deliberately 
left bis readers under the impress­
ion that he was using diagrams 
from nature 1 The zoologists of 
Germany were, therefore, compelled 
q»uob agaipgt their pil|, to throw 
Haeckel overboard in order to save 
their own honor. The following 
statement, signed by forty-six pro 
f essors representing twenty-five 
German and 4a,tr**n universities 
and scientific schools, was issued in 
No. 8 of the Munchner Allgemeine 
£eitung;

“The undersigned professors 
directors of laboratories, etc , here 
with declare that they do not ap­
prove of the method of 'ephematig- 
ng' which Haeckel has in some in­

stances made use of; at the same 
time, in the interests of science and 
professional freedom, they condemn 
in the sharpest tpanper the warfare 
waged against Haeckel by Brass 
and the members of the Kepler 
Band, They declare, moreover, 
that the gvu|utioniatio idea can suffer 
no detriment from some few inac­
curately reproduced embryo-dia 
grams." (Signatures follow.)

This document depicts clearly the 
state of mind of Haeckel’s friends ! 
The fast sentence was totally super­
fluous; the point at issue being 
merely, that Haeckel, in trying to 
prove a scientific problem, had pre­
sented forged documents as evi-r 
denoe. But the attack on the 
Kepler-Bund proved to be no less 
superfluous and ill-advised. This 
association, in some respects analog­
ous to our A A A 8 , has no religi­
ous affiliation, and pursues purely 
icientiflo purposes i among its mem­
bers are men like Yalentiner, Ber- 
beriob, Reinke, Branca, whose 
reputation » international. We 
quote from their rej under, as te- 
produced in the Augeburger Post 
Zei'ung of March 23, 1904:

| "ft, , \Y« are in agree­
ment with the Mepler-fluod, when 

; it demands, that henceforth as in 
the past, German scientific research 
shall rest on an uncompromising

love of truth, and on the strictest 
personal sincerity.

. . What should we say of a
historian who altered the letters of 
an inscription in order to push 
through a preconceived personal 
opinion ? Haeckel’s want of con­
scientiousness io popularizing scien-' 
tlfio facts and philosophic specula­
tions has been shown up by others 
besides Dr Brass ; we refer par­
ticularly to Wilb. Hie, who in 1875 
exposed the arbitrary manner in 
which Haeckel modified bis scien­
tific data. To declare as unimport 
ant such arbitrary mutilations of 
the diagrams of other workers as 
Haeckel has been convicted of, by 
Rntimeyer. Hi- and Brass, raani. 
feat x lawity of opinion to which 
we cannot assent.

The declaration was signed by 
twenty-five scientists, members ot 
the Kepler-Band, and by eleven 
non.members. Nineteen univer­
sities, botanical laboratories, etc., 
of Germany, Switzerland and 
Austria are represented by these 
names, including the University of 
Jena.

Rutimeyer'e name, in the above- 
statement, recalls the fact, that in 
1868 Haeckel printed off one and 
the same diagram three timea in 
succession, to show the marvelous 
similarity of the embryos of man, 
ape and dog. Rntimeyer called 
attention to this curious device, 
whereupon Haeckel conceded that 
he had been guilty of '‘thoughtless 
piece of folly. ” The end of hit 
career is therefore worthy of the 
beginning. •’

Repudiation of Hackel is now un­
animous and complete; he is dis. 
credited by the signed verdict of 
eighty-two of the foremost German 
authorities, forty-six of whom gavé 
odgment sorely against their in

he Cost of a Decent Live­
lihood *

(From America)

Thanks to pope fleo Kill, the 
Catholic doctrine that the laborer 
bag a moral claim to a wage that, 
will maintain himself and family in 
reasonable comfort, is grelty getier 
ally ^nowa S0Ù accepted. How fa 
is it realized in the aoteal rates of 
remuneration? To answer thi 
question we must know, first, the 
money cost of a dçoeat livelihood in 
any place, and, second, the wages 
paid to the various groups of work­
ers. Of these underlying questions^ 
the first ;g by ‘he more difficult.

In 1890 and 1891, the U S Bureau 
of Labor investigated! tpo poet p( 
living apaong several thousand 
families in the coal, iron, steel, tex­
tile and glaea industrie*, and found 
that the average annual expenditure 
for all purposes varied from 1390 93 
per family in the iron ore industry, 
to $769.06 among the glass work­
ers. While t^e average amoante 
and kinds of food, clothing, shelter 
and other essentials of living ob­
tained by the different groups, were 
reported with ooosidçf#l}|e minute- 
peas, pp attempt was made to stat« 
which, if any, of the groups were 
actually enabled to live in conditions 
of normal health and comfort, The 
work qf thp Bureau was merely 
positive and descriptive. It left to 
others the task of determining 
whether the planes of living that it 
described were above, at or below 
any ideal or normal standard. The 
same methods and the same limita­
tions characterize the Bureau’s in 
vestigetiop apd peport, which was 
published In 1903, concerning the 
cost of living of more than 25*000 
families.

Various individuals had, however, 
made the attempt to define the 
minimum cost ot a normal or decent 
livelihood. John Mitchell placed it 
at $600 per year for the average 
family in cities of between 5,000 
and 100,000 inhabitants ; Dr Ej T 
flavine gave the same estimate for 
New York Oity. Both estimates 
seem to have been based upon 
general knowledge and observation, 
rather than upon any detailed study 
of the essentials of living and the 
cost of each essential in a large 
number of eakhs. Using the results 
of the flsbor flares a Investigations 
of 1890 and 1891 as bis principal 
justification, the author of “A Living 

age" declared that « family of six 
or seven could not lfve decently in 
any city of the United States for 
less than $60Q a year, and that this 
amount would not suffice in some of 
the larger cities Although this

estimate was pot disputed by any- 
ooe who studied its basis, the basis 
itself was not sufficiently specific. 
After a somewhat brief investiga­
tion, several groups of social work­
ers placed the minimum cost for a 
family of five at $950 in New York 
City, $900 in Chicago, and $750 in 
Baltimore. This was in 1906. 
About the same time Mrs. Louise 
B More made au exhaustive study 
of "200 families in Manhattan, and 
published the results in a volume of 
280 pages, entitled, “Wage-Earners' 
Budgets.’’ Her otmclnaion wts 
that to live decent ly and nuke 
adequate piovision for the future, a 
family of average size required from 
$8000 to $900 per year. Compar­
ing the résulté of her investigation 
srtth thftssr obtained from all prev­
ious Investigations, both in ^Ameri­
ca and Europe, Mrs. More found 
that they all showed a remarkable 
general agreement. This proves 
that the cost of living is as suscep­
tible of accurate study as any other 
social faot, and can be made to 
yield equally sound practical 
conclusions.

At the New York State Confer, 
ence of Charities and Corrections, 
November, 1906, Mr Fraud Ticker 
asserted that the cost of a normal 
standard of living for a family could 
be ascertained and stated in such a 
way as to convince society of its 
correctness, The outcome of his 
•ddresu was the appointment of a 
committee to report at the next 
annual conference concerning the 
essentiels and the cost of a normal 
standard of living in the cities and 
towns of the State,” In its pre. 
liminary report to the 1907 Con­
ference, the committee gave as its 
opinion that for a family of five, toe 
three children being under fourteen 
years, $825 per year was sufficient 

fairly proper standard of 
living in Manhattan." The secre­
tary of the committee, Dr Robert 
Coit Chapin, of Beloit College, then 
took all the reports brought in by 
the enumerators, restudied, analyzed 
and tabulated them, thus producing 
the final report of the committee. 
It is now available .in the volume 

hich forms the subject ot t-b’e 
review. Qt the Ç42 families that 
were investigated in Greater Ne 
York, Dr Chapin rejected for various 
reasons 251 ; of the remaining 391, 
be gave particular attention to the 

whose incomes ranged from 
$600 to $1,100, Nine nationalities 
wert represented, including, Ne­
groes, Russians end Italians, and 
the number of persons per family 
was 4, 5 or 6, the average being a 
little above five. Hie conclusion is 
that $800 per year is not sufficient 
to permit the maintenance of a

33, 33). His own work of tabulat­
ing, analyzing and drawing in­
ferences seems to have been done 
thoroughly and conscientiously.

result, the facts are presented as 
fully, as variously, and as suggestive 
ly as any reader oould desire. We 
are enabled to form our own 
udgtneei concerning Dr. Chapin's 

view of the details and elements of 
a normal standard of living, and 
concerning every other opinion and 
conclusion that he offers; for we 
ban easily examine their basis. In 
addition to Dr Chapin’s study, the 
volume contains several important 
appendices, including the reports of 
the committee referred to above, a 
translation of a workingman's 
budget from the works of La Play, 
and a partial bibliography of works 
on the standard of living.

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The Patriot’s Tangled Web

In its endeavor to make 
good its task of imposing on 
the people, the Patriot has of 
late had recourse to the most 
extraordinary squirming, wrig 
gling and wool-gathering. 
For quite a while it wrestled 
with the problem of how best 
to prevent its readers from 
penetrating the sophistries 
and contraditions of the pub­
lic men for whom it under­
takes to speak. It was its 
wits ends to stave off the 
wrath of the people against 
Mr Warburton’s silly state­
ment in the House of Com 
mons, that it had “been the 
custom among the people of 
Prince Edward Island always 
to insist on the pound of flesh 
from the Government.” He, 
Mr Warburton, said he was 
not one of those who insisted 
on the pound of flesh, and he 
did not propose taking any 
such ground. How very en­
couraging to the people of 
this Province to hear from 
Mr Warburton that he did not 
propose to insist on the pound 
of flesh in the matter of de­
manding our rights from the 
Dominion ! Was it to pi ay th us 
into the hands of the Federal 
authorities that he was sent 
to the House of Commons ? 
When did the Federal author­
ities ever refrain from de 
manding the “pound of flesh” 
in their demands against our 
Province ? Did Mr. Warbur­
ton refrain from demanding 
the pound of flesh in his de­
mands from the Dominion 
Government, regarding the 
swamp * Did he not get the 
pound of flesh, and the blood 
and bone, even to the very 
marrow ? In the same 
speech, Mr Warburton again 
demonstrated how lightly the 
Islands disabilities sit upon 
him, by his sneer about the 
tunnel. He referred to Capes 
Traverse and Tormentine as 
the part “where we heard 
about a tunnel being built, a 
year or two ago.” This in­
sulting reference to the tunnel 
project was the only one he 
made on the subject. Not 
much wonder the Patriot 
found it impossible to con­
done these contempible sneer­
ing remarks.

Although Mr Warburton 
seems to have been the 
spokesman, to voice the senti 
ments of the other Liberal 
public men of this Province 
his guilt is no greater than 
theirs. Mr Haszard, Captain 
Read and Mr John Richards 
had been at Ottawa and in 
conference with Warburton, 
Mr. Jas. W, Richards and Mr 
L. E. Prowse, before this 
speech was delivered. We 
must suppose then that War­
burton was only giving ex­
pression to what had been 
agreed upon by the precious 
group. Must we assume that 
this is the plan Premier Has 
zard had adopted to accen# 
tuate his interest in the 
tunnel ? In his platform, pub­
lished before the Provincial 
general election last aytum, 
Mr Haszard embodied this 
plank, which by the way he 
borrowed from the platform 
of the Leader of the Oppos| 
tion : “With the assistance 
of our representatives at Ot 
tawa, to urge upon the Fed­
eral government an .immedi­
ate survey of the Northumber­
land Straits in order to ascer­
tain whether or not the con­
struction of a tunnel within 
reasonable limits is practic 
able, and if found to be so 
then to urge the work to be

In October last, a short 
time before the Dominion

Mining Machinery By Elec­
tricity.

Canal Gates Swept Away.

On Wednesday last a very 
serious accident occurred at the 
Canadian canal at Sault Ste. 
Marie, Ont. by which the main 
gates were carried away, causing 
much damage to shipping and 
great loss to public property. The 
accident to the “Soo” canal, as it 
is called, occurred in this way : 
About two o’clock in the after­
noon, the steamer Assiniboia, a 
big Canadian Pacific, passenger 
liner was in the lock bound down­
wards. She had just entered 
from Lake Superior, and was 
followed by the ore laden steamer 
Orescent city, of the Pittsburg 
steamship company. The last 
named steamer had just entered 
the locks and the gates were not 
closed, when the steamer Perry 
G. Walker, of the Gilchrist fleet, 
coming up the river, crashed into 
the lower gates, in consequence 
of some mismanagement, break­
ing them, causing the Assiniboia 
and Crescent to rush down with 
the overflow of water. The As­
siniboia just missed crashing into 
the Walker, merely grazing her 
side ; but the Crescent dashed 
into her and received a hole in 
her side six feet square. The 
Walker was also considerably 
damaged. The Crescent and 
Assiniboia proceeded to the Michi­
gan side where both now lie. 
The injuries to the Assiniboia 
seem to have been minor; but the 
Crescent lies at the bottom. The 
Walker reached the centre of the 
river and grounded, and was later 
towed to the Michigan side by 
two tugs. Her injuries are 
scarcely known yet. The water 
from Lake Superior was pouring 
through the canal in a torrent, 
It is thought that it will take a 
month from the time of the ac­
cident before the locks be avail­
able for marino trade. In 
the meantime shipping will go 
through the United States canal, 
at the same place. One writer, 
thus describes the ungoverned 
torrent of water rushing through 
the canal, with all the weight of 
Lake Superior behind it ; The 
eqtire fall of approximately 
twenty feet is concentrated in the 
lock which was wrecked when 
the steamer Perry G. Walker, of 
the Gilchrist fleet, rammed her 
bow through the lower gate. The 
canal encased within its walls is 4 
tremendous spectacle, including 
two waterfalls and a big whirl­
pool) The upper gates were open 
when the Walker crushed open 
the lower gates and the tremend­
ous power of the rapids was given 
instant play. The steamer Assini­
boia, a big Canadian Pacific 
passenger liner, moored within 
the lock chamber was torn from 
her moorings. Riding on the 
crest of the flood, she jammed the 
Walker from her path afitf h§r 
port anchor rammed a hole in the 
Walker's side. The liner’s engine 
crew put full steam ahead in a 
desperate endeavor to give the 
big vessel steerage way and with 
her wheelman battling to over- 
pqrqe the swirling current, the'As 
siniboia swept iqto the open 
reaches of the river below. The 
Assiniboia’s cargo shifted and this 
gave her a considerable list and 
started several of her plates, The 
VValker rças rçhir!@4 srouqd 
several times and finally landed 
on a shoal out of the channel. It 
is said she is undamaged below 
the water line. The ore-laden 
steamer Crescent City of the 
f’ittshurg S. S. Company, which 
was just entering the locks from 
Lake Superior, when the accident 
occurred, was swept down stream 
like a feather.* She overtook the 
Assiniboia and struck the latter 
two glancing blows after having 
a great hole torn in her side as 
she swept past the broken lower 
gate. Tugs caught her aqd tovy- 
ed her to the American side, 
where she settled to the bottom. 
Both of the upper gates of the 
upper lock and one lower gate 
were wrenched from their moor­
ings. The other gate still hangs 
to its fastenings, twisted and 
broken.

A one thousand Watt 
turbiue generator with condenser, 
will be installed, using exhaust 
steam from No. 2 colliery. The 
power will be transmitted at 
twenty thousand volts over ten 
miles at the latest type of high 
tension pole line to the new collier­
ies, Nos. 12 and 15, at Lingan 
Electricity will be used to run all 
auxiliary machinery except at No. 
12, which are already equipped 
for steam. The eventual inten­
tion is to operate all machinery 
including haulage, at these collier­
ies, by electricity. The contract 
is a large one and will take oveib. 
six months to complete. It will 
be the only plant of its kind in 
Canada. There are a few in the 
States, England and Germany.

Record Atlantic Voyage.

Great interest was manifested 
in Montreal in the voyages of the 
new White Star Liner Laurentic, 
which left Liverpool Thursday 
afternoon, 3rd, inst, at five o’clock, 
and the C. P. R. Empress of Bri­
tain, which sailed from the same 
port half an hour later on the 
following day. The Laurentic 
docked at Montreal at 8 o’clock 
p. m. on the 11th. and the Em­
press reached Quebec at 2 30 the 
same afternoon, having taken a 
very southerly course which 
added seven hours to her sailing 
time. The C. P. R. Empress 
special from the Quebec steamed 
into Windsor station at 8.30 that 
night, and her passengers were 
first to register at the Windson 
and other city hotels. The Em­
press of Britain established a new 
record for one day’s run, 464 
knots, which is a knot more than 
her previous achievement. The 
Empress brought 162 first, 394 
second and 385 third class. 
Amongst the passengers by the 
Britain were Sir William and 
Lady Van Horne, Robert Meighan, 
Montreal, and Mr, Beck, who is 
connected with the Sandringham 
estate of His Majesty the King, 
and who intends crossing the 
continent by 0. P. R, to Van­
couver.

Serious Fire At Quebec.

A fire which broke out in Que­
bec city at H o’clock last Wed­
nesday morning before estimated 
at $100,000. The buildings burn­
ed included the lumber mills of 
Belaud and Gignac, the Parisien 
Corset Factory and about twenty- 
five houses, all located in the 
heart of St. Roch’-s Ward. The 
6re started in the lumber mill 
and gained a great start through 
the employes endeavoring to get 
it under control without summon­
ing the fire brigade. When the 
latter was finally called the flames 
had got a great hold oq the place 
qnd were rapidly spreading to the 
surrounding property. Only the 
plentiful supply of water and 
assistance rendered by a detach­
ment of men from the R. C. G. A, 
from the citadel enabled the fire­
men to control it when they did. 
On Prince Edward street the heat 
was so great that the rails on the 
C. P. R. track were expanded and 
the train due to leave at 1.30 was 
delayed for sevprql hours, The 
damage is only partially covered 
by insurance,

With eight of her crew missing, the 

schooner Nettie Franklin arrived at 
Boston on Saturday after a fruitless two 
days search for eight men who were ont 
in dories when a heavy fog abut in.

At Green Bay, Wisconsin, on Sunday 
last, lightning struck the steeple of the 
Catholic Church during Maas, killing 
Edward Dochan, 20 years old, and 
shocked and injured sixteen other per­
sons.

The steamer Tanana arrived at Daw ­
son the other day with $600,000 worth 
of gold dual, making a total of $2,700, 
000 received so far this season, en route 
to Seattle. The Ice has gone from Lake 
Lebarge and the Yonkon steamers are 
running regularly.

The Winnipeg Grain Exchange hsd 
the most exciting time in its history 
Saturday morning, when a corner in 
Jnly wheat was sprung. The price went 
op to $1.39 amid unparalleled scenes of 
excitement. Apparently a syndicate of 
western men, working through local 
brokers, worked the corner.

Responsible Utterances.

The little town of St. Francis, near 
Riviere da Loupe, P. Q., was almost 
completely wiped ont by Are last Friday. 
Ont of twenty-four dwellings only one 
remains. Much suffering is likely to 
result. The loss cannot yet be estimai* 
ed. One mile of railway track was also 
destroyed. The origin of the fire has 
not been ascertained.

When rain fell et Vanburen, Maine, 
Saturday, it wet down the embers of 
forest fires over a charred and desolate 
stretch of more than five square miles. 
It did work which nearly 1,000 men had 
been striving for days and nights to 
accomplish and quiet the apprehensions 
of scorss of people who live on the out­
skirts of the town. With the relief 
from farther spread came the reckoning 
of losses, conservstivs estimates placing 
the figures at about $26,000.

If the discussion of Imperial 
defence has the appearance of a 
war scare it must not be forgotten 
where the responsibility lies. Mr 
Asquith, the Prime Minister, Sir 
Edward Grey, Foreign Minister, 
Mr Haldane, the Secretary of 
State for War, and Mr McKenna, 
First Lord of the Admiralty, 
made the speeches which account 
for every panic utterance that 
has been heard. Ik was the 
speech of the Premier and not the 
appeal of some Jingo which led 
to New Zealand’s offer of a Dread­
nought. Mr Foster’s striking 
speech in the Canadian House of 
Commons treated the Imperial 
situation as the responsible 
British Ministers described it We 
are bound to believe that His 
Majesty’s ministers had carefully 
weighed their words. They knew 
that every sentence spoken by 
them on this solemn subject would 
be printed the next day in Berlin. 
Vienna, Paris, St. Petersburg and 
Washington, as well as in London, 
Melbourne and Ottawa. These 
members of the Imperial cabinet 
have sources of information not 
open to ordinary citizens. They 
are supposed to speak with ex­
pert knowledge, as well as with a 
deep sense of the effect of their 
utterances. We have no right to 
treat lightly the declaration of 
these ministers in these circum­
stances.—St. John Standard.

The rain 
came down in torrents, and was very 
acceptable, as drought and dust bad 
been the vogue for some days. It ap­
pears, however, that the tain did not 
extend to any greet distance in the 
country, east or west. This was a disap­
pointment to the farmers generally, who 
had been very anxious for a good dash 
to settle the dust and give the grass a 
start.

At Montreal on the 9th inst., nunena 
I conditions prevailed in the grain export 
business. Steamers were refusing to 
carry grain at the rates offered, and 
were going with water ballast, This 
was due to the fact that passenger boats 
sailing from New York were carrying 
grain at a coat of placing it on board 
and discharging it. 1

Toronto advices of the 11th say : The 
105,000 claimants to a share in the net 
assets of the defunct York Loan Com 
pan; will he pleased to learn that within 
the next six months they will receive 
the first dividend from the wrecked 
concern which will amount to from 20 
to 25 cents on the dollar. Reduced to 
figures the affairs of the York Loan 
Company stand at present as follows 
Claims total about $3,100,000 (subject to 
farther adjustment loan aceonnt.) As 
sets, Cash in bank, $600,000 ; good mort­
gage sale agreements, $400,000 ; prop 
erty still on hand, $650,000 (estimated.)

A submarine torpedo boat Kambola, 
of the Russian Navy, was sank in a 
storm in the Black Sea, while the boat 
was undergoing trials. Twenty mem­
bers of the crew, including the Capt., 
First Lieutenant, and the chief engineer 
are supposed to have perished. Efforts 
are made to raise the boat in hope of 
saving the ogep,

of $45 51 for “ miscellaneous" may 
at first eight seem high, but it 
covers alcoholic drinks, tobacco, 
barber’s services, fanerai expenses, 
moving and a variety of other itims. 
Speaking of the whole numbqr of 
families investigated, Dr Çttdpin 
declares that Ihe number that was 
kept below a normal standard 
through drink was so small as to 6e 
negl gible in any general statement 
of causes (p. 249.) He likewise 
rejects the explanation of " too mppy 
children,” since the average was 
only three, which is about the gen­
eral average for the whole country, 
and the minimum that will suffice to. 
prevent a decrease in population. 
(P- 248.)

The conclusion that $900 is the 
minimum upon which a family of 
five in Greater New York can 
maintain a sound physical existence 
and make some provision for the 
future, and that even ibis amount 
does not seem to meet adequately the 
mental, religious and emotional 
needs, ought to be sufficiently start­
ling to the comfortable classes, the 
unreflecting optimists, and sll the 
varieties of closet philosophers. 
True, the cost of living is higher in 
New York then in other cities, but 
only in the matter of tent. The 
results of the committee’s investiga­
tions in nine other cities of New 
York State, which are to be found 
among the appendices of oar volume, 
make this a tolerably safe conclusion. 
The difference in rent between New 
York end Boffelo for families with a 
cost of living uf $900 per year would 
ba somewhere between $72 and $100 
(pp, 314, 315.) Putting it at. the 
latter figure, we see that even in 
Buffalo (ar.d in very many of the 
other laige cities) the minimum 
annual cost of a decent livelihood 
would be $800.

What proportion of adult males 
get this amount of wages ? Very 
much less than half. The writer ol 
the report on Buffalo, Mr John B 
Howard,says, that the inveeligations 
have established one fact beyond 
question, namely, “ that the average 
unskilled wage-earner in these two 
cities (New Yoik and BofiMo) gets 
far below the income necessary to 
provide what any one of us could 
call a minimum standard of living,” 
(p. 317.) “ Census Bulletin, No.
93," which presents the results of 
the most extensive and thorough 
investigation yet made into the 
wages paid in our manufacturing 
industries, warrants the conclusion 
that more than 75 per cent, of all 
the adult males in these occupations 
receive less than $800 per yea 
And the wages in oar manufacturing 
industries are probably as hjgh as 
those in urban occupations generally, 
except some departments of tbf 
printing and builds ng trades. Is it 
any wonder that the average laborer 
refuses to be comforted when be is 
told that he is well paid and pros 
porous 7 Is it ary wonder that we 
have a labor question and a growing 
propaganda of Socialism ?

It is the mother that counts where 
children are concerned, and so I 
sought oat Mrs George J Gould, and 
waked her for a recipe for bringing 
op a family. 1 found her in t^eir 
magnificent suit of apartments at 
the Plaza Hotel, New York, sur­
rounded like Oornelia by bar jewels.

She haa bad all that women crave, 
has Mrs Gould who ia a darling of 
the goda. Firat, ahe had. euco'eee 
and fame, which ahe won by her 
own genine; then she was given love 
and marriage and enormous wealth 
and high social position. She has 
beauty that is still undimmed, but 
the best that life has given her is 
her children, and it is good to hear 
her say so.

“ My acquaintances have some­
times pitied me,’ she said, with a 
smile, ' because I have had so many 
babies, but I have not one child toti 
many. I have never £ad a child 
that I did cot want, or’ that baa not 
found a warm welcome waiting for 
it, I thick that is one reason why 
my children have all been so strong 
and have bad such serene disposi­
tions.

" I have felt the responsibilities of 
motherhood, too, and have tried to 
give my children as good a start in 
the woild as possible by giving them 
sound -bodies'. Before they were 
born I took every care of my own 
health and lived as much as possible 
in the open air, Before Edith was 
born I spent months on our yacht 
Cfuiying around, as it wee summer ; 
in fact, she was born at sea. Then 
I have nursed my babies myself, 
except twice when illness rendered 
it impossible for tié to do so. I do 
not believe in sterilized milk nor 
patent baby-foods, A baby is like a 
little puppy. If you want it to 
grow fine and strong and fat, you 
must give it the right start, and 
nothing has yet been discovered that 
takes the place of food that pâture 
intended for a child .

“ In raising my children, my plan 
has been to bring them up to be 
simple and hardy. Not one of my 
children bas ever bad on a stitch of 
flannel, not even a flannel petticoat, 
They have warm wraps when they 
go out of doors, but in the house 
they have little socks and low-neck­
ed and short-sleeved cotton or 
woolen clothes. They live also on 
the simplest and plainest food— 
cereals and eggs, tender steaks and 
good roast meat, with vegetables and 
fruit, and the simplest sort of dessert 
when they have any at all. No pies 
and pastry, and no nibbling at candy 
all day for them. I also put great 
stress on absolute regularity in eat- 
cg, and no matter who else waits,

sed strong is to bring them up in the 
country where they can have plenty 
of fresh air and room for exercise, 
and freedom. It was for the benefit 
of onr children that we went down 
to Lakewood and built Georgian 
Court. The second floor of the 
house is devised especially for the 
children, and the sunniest room in 
it is for the baby and the next san­

est for the ex-baby ; and we’ve 
ways bad great times and cere­

monies when the reigning monarch 
had to give way for a new king or 
queen of the nursery and have his or 
her little belongings, packed up and 
moved.

“ Everything has been sacrificed 
for the good of the children. For 
ten years we lived in Georgian Court 
only in the winter, and took the 
babies every summer up to the 
quietest and dullest little place in 
the world in the Catskills, ten miles 
from anywhere.

“ At Georgian Court we provided 
every sort of diversion for our chil­
dren to esoonrage them in athletic 
sports. We have a polo ground 
and a riding ring, and tennis and 
squash courts, and the children have 
their ponies and ride and drive a 
great deal. The boys were partion 
larly interested in polo, and King, 
dom, my oldest son, at fifteen *wae 
considered one of the beat polo- 
players in the country. Jay was 
also a fine player, but after Kingdom 
went to Columbia the game was 
somewhat broken up ; so as there 
was'a fine professional tennis player 
at Lakewood be took ep court tennis 
instead. It is a game that requires 
unusual strength and quickness of 
motion, but be soon became so ex­
pert at it that when he was seven 
teen he won the American oham 
pioeship, and when be was eighteen 
he carried off the English champion 
ship, which is, of coarse, the obam 
pionship of the World

" Neither Mr Gould nor myself is 
an advocate of boarding schools 
We belieVe that the very best assooi 
étions that children can have daring 
thef formative years of their lives are 
home associations, and that no guar 
dianebip is equal to the loving 
watchfulness of a father and mother, 
Therefore we have kept our children 
right in the home nest, and have 
bad them educated by tutors and 
governesses and with such good 
results that Kingdom wai able to 
take the examination to enter the 
School of Minas at Columbia—which 
is one of the hardest and most 
technical examinations that a student 
is called upon to undergo—when he 
was fiteen and a half, and he entered 
college when be was sixteen. —Cos 
mopolitan for May.

The profit of wealth lie* not to the 
wealth possessed, but io the possessor 

The standard ,of valuation is that 
of use. Tp everything jt applies. Pos­
session it paltry of itself. It is not the 
thing itself that counts, bqt what may 
be done and is done with it after the 
fact of possession. A tool finds value 
in its use. A self binder is valueless 
in the showroom or in the barn. 
Value is attached to it when it reaches

Two steamships of the combined 
North German Lloyd, Holland Amer­
ica and Hamburg-American St. Law­
rence service, inaugurated this season 
have loaded at.Montreal. The Wille 
had sailed"on May 11 ; the Prinz Adal 
bert is now ready to sail. Each has 
as part of its cargo for Hamburg 
quantity of grain—from the United 
States. Germany is an importer 
food stuffs, and as it grows in manu 
factuting importance is likely also to 
increase its demands for them. Al­
ready it is the largest consumer of im­
ported wheat on the European contin­
ent. In the natural order of things, 
with regular steamship service re. 
established, German grain merchants 
would look to Canada, which is ex­
panding its wheat growing area, for at 
least a portion of what they need. 
They are checked, however, by that 
foolishness which is by some called t 
“ tariff war,” which some of our peo­
ple think we are maintaining against 
the most progressive of countries on 
the continent, and which, burdening 
Canadians who require German goods 
with a senseless customs surtax, works 
also to prevent Germans who need 
articles that Canada produce form ee 
curing them here. Spite is the last 
thing that should be permitted to in 
fluence the imposition of taxes, and 
spite is behind the surtax provisions of 
the Canadian tariff. These provisions 
should be swept away, as being im­
proper in principle, hurtful tp Canada 
commercially, and in so far as they 
affect German opinion at .all are a 
cause of aggravation, where it is desir 
able in every sense that good relations 
should be cultivated. There is rea­
son to think that the blame for the 
situation rests mainly with Canada 
which was too precipitate in bringing 
about the conditions which resulted 
in Germany withdrawing this country 
from the list of its favored nations and 
then, to make things worse, put 
higher than its regular maximum eus 
toms rates on German products. Dr. 
V Betbman Bollweg, who holds the 
office of home secretary in the German 
Government, is on record as saying in 
the Reichstag, this year, that on the 
part of Germany there is no hindrance 
to the bringing about of an under­
standing which will permit the entry 
of the products of each land into the 
other under favorable conditions. 
He is quoted as adding that be 
cherished the hope that once again 
the Canadian market will be made 
accessible to Germany and the Ger­
man market to Canada. That from 
the non offending party, and the 
strongest party, is all that can be ex­
pected. It maizes it appear that the 
laylt of the prolonged continuance of 
existing conditions will rest on this 
country, which in trying to coerce 
Germany with a tax that sfleets about 
three quarters of one per cent, of 
German export commerce, is hurting 
Canadian interests and senselessly 
restricting the market for Canadian 
produce,—Montreal Gszette.
