The Cardwell army system in Eng
land has broken down even underso
small an emergency as the Zulu war
The army is full of boys, and the linked
battalion machinery went to pleces
under the very first strain. The short
service system has given a splendid
reserve of seasoned troops, but the law
does not permit them to boe called out
except in case of serious national em-
ergency; aod the Judges have just de-
cided that they may not even volunteer
for active service at other times.

That idea I do
not depart from even now, for they have
natural advantages unsurpassed by any
works that I bave seen either in Canada
or England, and it wonld certainly look
as if that i site was intended
for the developement of the inexhausti-
ble deposit that lies ben 1 th.

I quite agree with Mr, Ransford
that the profits on salt m:king are only
‘s question of cost of fuel.” On that
point 1 distinctly told the manufacturers
that 8o long as they used wood as fuel
they would never make cheap salt to
compete with the English manufac-
tures, at least for certain markets in the
Dominion that ought to be iheir own,
The sdvantages of using cosl over wood
are many, In the firat place it is less
costly, for one ton of coal is equal
to two cords of hard wood, and
secondly the labor required to feed
a furnance Lullt to burn coal is much
less than for ome to burn wood. To
make my meaning plaincr I shall take
the case of a e manufacturer—the
Stapleton works for example. During
the winter months they will lay in a
stock of say 2000 or 3000 cords of wood,
and when the season arrives for con«
suming the same that enormous bulk of
fuel has to be moved to furnamce doors,
which entails extra expense. to say
nothing ot the positiye disadvantage of
burning green wood, or of baving wood
of inferior quality, which must be a
debit to profits. On the other hand
seo the advantages there are in burning
coal, That fuel being of one uniform
quslity can be regulated to a shovelfull
close; the furnaces being smallercan be
controlled easier, and by a system of
trams from the ecoal yard on the works
can be dumped at furnaice doors at a
cost much lees than for such a bulky
fuel as wood.

A writer in the Few York Sun or
parasites in Mediterranean oranges nud
lemons says: —““The existenco f this
dreaded pest was well konown to fruit
dealers in this city more than thirty
years ago, but never beforo has fruit
from the Mediterrancan “een 8o thickly
covered with parasites as daoring the
last and prosant yoar, 8o much 8o as to
soriously affcct the prica of lemons and
oranges iwported from those places.
The only variety of West India oranges
aftected (alightly) by the purasits is in
ported from Kingston, Jamaiea. The
injary inflicted, or likely to be inflicted
in future, on the Mediterranean lemons
and orunges by thi« destructive insect,
is a noricus matter for contemplation,
sad unless au effoctive plan can be de
vised to check the growing evil, much
loss will uliimately be sustained by
growers. The value of lemons and
oranges annually imported into New
York exceeds $2,000,000.

England annexad the Fiji Islands, in
the Bouth Pasific, in 1874. Few are
aware of their extent, beauty or fertili
ty. A line drawn around them would
describe a figure, the shortest diameter
of which would be 260 miles, and the
longest over 370. There are 1n all 250
islands, of which eivhty are inhabited
The largest, Viti Levun, 1s 80 by 55
miles: Vanua Levu is 100 by 25 miles,
Taviuni is 25 by 5 miles.
