It has always
seemed to me
that the blind

bard might well have added that the
great men were great for the same
reason that they were modest.

I want to tell you to-day a little
story about a certain great woman I
have had the privilege of knowing.

I call her “great” and perhaps you
are waiting to hear some famous
name, but I don’t use the term in just
that way. For she has “spent herself
in channels which had no great name
on earth.” But, she IS great just the
same, even if nobody knows it.

This woman, who is now about fifty
years old, has brought up a family of
seven children. And not only has she
been one of the finest of house-moth-
ers to them, but she has also frequent-
ly: been the financial head of the fam-
ily. She has been in several lines of
work, literary and otherwise and she
says to-day, proudly and with absolute
truth, “So far, I have never failed.”

She has at different times earned a
salary of over twenty-five hundred a
vear, which, ifi you will recall statis-
tics I have formerly given you, is over
twice the wage of the average man.
Furthermore she did not have a col-
lege course or any specific training—
only an ordinary high-school educa-
tion.

Of course, the natural explanation
of such a career is that she has an

unuspally geod mind, ~Yes, she has
that. But I don’t think it is chiefly
that which has made her sucgess
possible. There are many -qualities
which ‘ have helped — a splendid
energy, an unusual definjteness and
practicality, a never-flagging persev-
erance ,and an agreeable persenality,
have all played their parts. But the
qulity which has had-the most to do
with making this woman successful
in whatever she turned her hand to,
I think, is just this, “a passion for
perfection.”

I worked with her onee and I have
good reason to know. At the time I
often smarted and sometimes rebelled
at the exactness which she laid upon
us both, but now I only wish I had
been with her longer.

She never tried to do her work just’
so that it would “get by.” Her sup-
eriors were usually her inferiors, and
she might have done less careful work
and still been praised. But she wasn’t
working primarily for them or their
praise—she was working for herself
and her own praise, and her ideal was
not to have things “do” but to have
them “right.”

And the result was that she can say
now, “I never failed.”

I wish that every girl in this city
who is starting on a business or pro-
fessional career might work under
that woman for a few weeks. I am
sure she would be a better worker for
it all her life.

Everyone cannot have remarkable
brains. Everyone cannot have person-
al charm or ingenuity or manual clev-
€rness, but everyone may have that
splendid spur—“a passion for perfec-
tion.” And, believe me, no one, who
has that will ever fall behind into the
ranks of the futile and mediocre folks.

When feather pillows become life-
less and the ticking soiled from long
usage, place them on the snow for
several days. Turn them each day so
that both sides will be exposed to the
sun. In several days the feathers will
be as fresh as if renovated, and the
ticking will be bleached and freshen-
ed.

the improvement of the trade of the
Empire, and in accordance with the
terms of this Resolution my Ministers
have been invited to nmominate a re-
presentative for Newfoundland there-
on, and have done so accordingly®”
Much speculation arose immediate-
1y as to the identity of the nominee.
1t might have been considered proper
for the Premier and his Executive
colleagues to have entrusted the an-
nouncement to His Excellency in the
paragraph we have quoted. This
would have been the most dignified
course to pursue. But the Ministry
did not do so. They preferred tc
arouse vulgar curiosity, and satiate
it in a most questionable way. A
less objectionable way would have
been to have confided the announce-
ment to the movers and seconders
in the set speeches on the day of
opening. This course would have ad-
- ded a little spice to the meagre mess
of pottage which these gentlemen had
to dole out to their disappointed lis-
teners. Apparently the Hon. W.. C.
Job, Hon. J. Angel, Mr. P. F. Moore
and Mr. T. LeFeuvre were considered
unworthy of the tit-bit, and were pass-
ed by as unsuitable mediums of com-
munication. For how could any of
the four gentlemen named appreciate
the value of an “exclusive” and know
how to get the best out of it? Had
the announcement been made by the
leaders of the two houses, the course
would have been merely ordinary.
humdrum,official and proper,and there
would have been nothing out of the
way, extraordinary, uncommon, im-
proper and unofficial about it.

Sir Edward Grey made an optimis-
tic speech here last night on the
present relations between Britain and
Germany. Referring to the visit of
Haldane to Berlin, Sir Edward said:
—“Reticence in regard to details of a
statement made by Asquith, in Com-
mons, and Chancellor Von Bethman
Hollweg, in Reichstag, did not imply
that there was any lack of cordiality
between the two Powers.
