$130,000 
Illegally Spent.

The Minister of Finance yesterday 
tabled the Auditor General*:-, Report 
or, amounts spent on Executive re­
sponsibility for which no' provision 
had been made by the Legislature and 
on overdrafts on the appropriations 
made at the last session of the Legis­
lature,

Mr. Berteau reports that on July 
8th, 1913, and September 9th, 1913. 
special warrants were Issued by the 
Executive for

(a) $29,258.88 to pay liabilities- ot 
the Customs Department for the fiscal 
year ending June 30th last;

(b) for $14,751.44 to pay liabilities 
for the Department of Public Chai i- 
ties for the same purpose.

These payments ($44,000) constitu­
ted overdrafts in the regular and sup­
plementary votes and he refused to 
allow them to be charged to the votes 
of the following year.

“It is a course, however, which is. 
inadvisable and I trust will not be 
adopted as a precedent in future. Or 
dinary regard to the actual require­
ments of the public service when mak-_ 
ing up the Estimates will prevent the 
necessity of having recourse to this 
highly undesirable method cf provid­
ing funds to meet short votes and con­
sequent overdrawn accounts.'*

On November 5th, 1913, an Order in 
.Council issued for $10,000 in favour of 
the Game and Inland Board. This had 
not been provided in the Estimates. 
Or. this, the Auditor General observes : 
- -“The Department of Marine & Fish­
eries was quite aware that this sum 
would be required if the arrangements 
of Jte Game and Inland Fisheries 
Board were carried out. He considers 
the course indefetisible.**

The Auditor General says he disal­
lowed last year as contrary to the 
Audit Act some $48,000 of increases in 
salaries and new salaries. The pay­
ments were, however, made illegally. 
The Auditor General takes up twelve 
pages of his report on section 33 b of 
the Audit Act in giving a list of these 
illegal increases. The Auditor Gen­
eral also shows that some $27,000 
have already been overspent during 

the currency of the fiscal year, which 
has yet some five months to run, on
certain appropriation made last ses­
sion.

To sum up, the Auditor General's 
report shows that during the current 
year some $130,000 all told has been 
spent in illegal increases in salaries, 
new salaries,- or by paying for ser­
vices which were short voted and 
should have been provided tor in the 
session- of 1913. This $130,000 is ab­
solutely clear of an unforeseen ex­
penditure which a Government could 
not reasonably be expected tc. provide 
for. In short $130,000 was spent con­
trary to the provisions of the Audit 
Act.

Supreme Court.
(Before Full Court.)

Arthur Ford, vs. Edmund Hlscock.
This was a matter of costs between 

the defendant and the third party. 
There is no question as to the lia­
bility of the 3rd party for tne cost ot 
the issue, between the defendant and 
the third party.

I have consulted the authorities up­
on the question of the trial of the 
third party to pay the costs of issues 
between the plaintiff and the defend­
ant. I find no definite rule to guide 
me. It appears every case must res: 
upon its own facts and the discretion 
of the judge. I apportioned the taxed 
costs taxed against the defendant so 
that each will pay half. The third 
party will have half the costs of the 
defence and the whole costs cf the is­
sues between the defendant and the 
third party as well as the costs of the 
appeal.

Judgment in Case of 
Butf vs. City Council.

In this case the Plaintiff sued for 
$128.22 Tor work, labor and materiel 
provided for repairs of a sanitary car. 
The defendants claimed that the 
charges were exorbitant and that 
$80.70 was sufficient to satisfy the 
debt and paid this amount into court. 
Several witnesses were called for 
each side and this morning judgment 
was given for the sum of $90.70 for 
the Plaifitiff, and it was ordered that 
each party pay their own costs in the 
suit. A feature of the case at the 
outset was that jthe defendants ap­

peared to under the impression 
that the charge of $128.22 for repair
work was approximately equal to the 
cost of a new car. The evidence of 
Mr. Pippy, an Independent witness, 
however, shotted'that whilst that may 
have been so ten or twenty years ago 
with the increased cost for labour, ma­
terial, feul, etc., a new car of the de­
scription-of the car in question, would 
cost at least $190.00 to-day.

Firemen’s

Grievances.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Your kindness and con­
sideration in giving me the use of 
the columns of tfie People’s Paper in 
which to air the grievances of the 
Fire Brigade, Is only further .proof of 
the Liberal policy which hat ever 
been a great factor for the benefit of 
the working classes and one that has 
been strictly adhered to by your pop­
ular Journal ever since Its inception.
I must again ask your consideration 
In allowing me another opportunity 
to agitate for a fair show for a score 
of men who have earned for them­
selves and the brigade a high fclace 
In the esteem of their fellow citizens.
I feel so fully convinced that the 
firemen up to the present time have 
been almost entirely forgotten as re­
gards decent wages, that to cham- 
iion their cause appears to me to be 
an imperative duty of every citizen 
worthy of the name. In previous let­
ters I have endeavored to show to 
the public that the pay now received 
by these men is absolutely ridicu- 
'ous, when we take into considera­
tion the salaries enjoyed by other 
officials who fill less important offi­
ces. And, if we.- examine the rate of 
wages paid laborers, clerks, trades­
men, truckmen and compare it with 
that which existed ten years ago, we 
vill find that all those have obtained 
ncreases of from twenty to thirty 
1er cent. This change has come 
limply because men have united and 
lemanded It, simply because they 
’ound that it was impossible to live 
■n the old rate cf pay. No one be- 
ieves in working for the fun of it. 
o-day; they have discovered that 

‘.here is no fun it it. The firemen, 
alike the big bulk of their fellow 

vorkers, have not that advantage of 
leing able to boost their claims, be- 
-ause they have not the opportunity 
o co-mingle with their fellows, and 
n the secluded existence which goes 
with their daily life, they are to a 
'arge extent deprived of that free- 
1om of speech which at all times is 
' forcible means of making one's 
vrongs known, and a big factor in 
ibtaining redress. That being the 
ase, should it -not be, in our case 

' duty to help those men who are 
'radically unable to help them- 
•elves? But, Mr. Editor, the reverse 
•eems to be the order of the day, for 
vhilst I have written four or five 
imes, I regret to have to admit the 

"act, that none of our brilliant writ­
ers, none of our philantrophists, none 
if our clergymen, none of our Pub­
ic men outside Councillor Ryan, have 
bought it worth their while to pen 

a sentence or utter a syllable in favor 
if the
Firemen’s Plea for a Living Wage. 
Ivery nonsensical matter from Meeti­
ng Nickels, to clearing imaginary 
mow-drifts, occupy the attention of 
mblic men, who are ever ready to 
‘play to the galleries,” but yet they 
close their eyes and shut their ears 
when the firemen’s pay is being dis­
cussed. This is lamentable, /inas­
much as it denotes the insincerity of 
vuch men who ought to show better 
ixaropies in displaying greater ac­
tivity in questions which affect our 
civic life. We see those public men 
narade the streets in a very chesty 
manner, as if everything was serene, 
but; they apparently have not the 
bump of common decency developed 
sufficiently to notice, that while they 
swell along, they are at the same 
time instrumental in doling out pau- 
ner wages to those who fill important 
positions which call for men of 
pluck, men of good character, men 
who must at all hours be ready to 
take their lives in their hands. Is 
not this a standing disgrace, and
what cause is there for It? I am be­
ginning to believe that there is a 
"nigger in V:c wood-pile,” who pulls 
the atrinri, If there is, then the 
sooner the woed-pile, nigger and all, 
are completely destroyed by fire, the 
better it will be for this city, a city 
that boasts of a population composed 
of Church goers, who are supposed to 
practice what they preach—fair play 
to our fellow man. Just to show 
how ridiculous the firemen’s pay of 
$1.26 a day appears to outsiders, a 
friend of mine who lately returned 
from New York, told me that it was 
a standing joke amongst the New­
foundlanders in that great city. When 
you want to get off a joke on a New-, 
foundlander in New York, said he, 
you just call him aside and advise 
him to return home and strike a job 
on the fire brigade. And still we 
send money to foreign missions. I j

The Imperial Institute 
and Commerce Services

to the Empire.
When the Dominions Royal Com­

mission sat again at Westminster 
yesterday under the chairmanship of 
Sir Edgar Vincent, it had before it a 
statement prepared by Professor 
Wyndham R. Dunstan as to the work 

'of the Imperial Institute (of which 
he is the Director), especially in re­
lation to the development of the re­
sources of the Dominions.

Professor Dunstan, in his memor­
andum. stated that the Institute had 
rendered important service in the en­
deavours made recently in many parts 
of the Empire to produce tobacco 
suitable for the British market, and 
in investigations concerning the ex­
ploitation of wild rubber plants and 
the cultivation of rubber-yielding 
trees in suitable portions of the Em­
pire. It had afforded considerable 
assistance to the efforts to establish 
a cotton-growing industry in South 
Africa, and had given attention to 
cotton-growing in Australia. Since 
1903 the Institute had organized min­
eral surveys for Ceylon, Southern Ni­
geria, Northern Nigeria. Nvasaiand. 
Mpzambique, and Gwalior. Four of 
these surveys, direçted to the dis­
covery of economic mineral resour­
ces. were in progress at the present 
time, and each had already afforded 
results of the greatest value. In 
Ceylon the new and valuable mineral 
thorianite ’had been discovered, and 
the wide distribution of other miner­
als containing thoria had been de­
monstrated. In Nyasaland perhaps 
the most important work accom­
plished had been the discovery and 
prelifiiinary survey of large coal 
areas in the north of the Protector­
ate. The survey of tinstone deposits 
in Northern Nigeria has already led 
to commercial developments, and an
enormous deposit of iron ore had 
been discovered. In Southern Ni­
geria deposits of lead ore, brown coal 
and sub-bituminous black coal had 
been found. The sub-bituminous 
coal-field alone covered about 2,100 
square miles. The only outstanding 
questions as regards both those coal­
fields was the mode of commercial 
development to be adopted. The 
construction of a railway connecting 
the black coal deposits with the river 
Niger, was in progress, and the util­
ization of those deposits, which would 
profoundly influence the commercial 
development of the whole of West 
Africa could now be a matter of only 
a short time. Important deposits of 
radio-active minerals had been dis­
covered at two places in South Aus-

j tralia, and in their development the 
‘ Institute had rendered material as­

sistance.
The Resources of the Institute.

Dr. Henry, the superintendent of 
the laboratories at the Imperial In­
stitute, said that the scientific staff 
of the Institute had been increased 
in recent years, but its work was still 
distinctly in arrear, and as regards 
space the staff was cramped. If the 
Institute had the use of the whole 
of the building at South Kensington, 
as it originally had, the accommoda­
tion would suffice for a considerable 
number of years.

Mr. Harris informed the Commis­
sion that the annual income of the 
Institute consisted of about £3,40C 
interest upon the endowment fund, e 
grant of £2,000 from the Imperia: 
Treasury—which was to be increases 
by £1,000 on certain conditions, one 
of which was that the Colonies and 
Protectorates should provide ,£1,00( 
in order to carry out the objects foi 
which the Institute was founded— 
contributions of £450 from Canada 
£500 from Australia, £800 fron; 
South Africa, £300 from Newfound­
land, and £200 from New Zealand 
£3,600 from the1 Crown Colonies and 
Protectorates, and other contributi­
ons, raising the total to about £15,- 
000. Of .the expenditure, about £12,- 
500 was for salaries, of which about 
£3,500 represented the charge for the 
scientific and technical department- 
At present members of the staff en­
gaged in scientific work had also tr 
distribute information to traders. 
There should be a separate bureau 
for the latter purpose. The educa­
tional value of the Institute and the 
number of visitors to its galleries 
had increased. Many working-clase

Publishing House 
Will Cost $1,000,000.
Though But Five Storeys—Building 

to be Erected at Vomer John and 
Queen Streets

“By a standing .vote of the Book 
and Publishing Committee last Thurs­
day,’f feaid Rev. Dr. Briggs, "it was 
decided to go ahead with the con­
struction of the new Methodist Pub­
lishing House on the Beverleÿ site 
on Queen West. The way is now 
cleared for the architects to go 
ahead and call for tenders."

No Contracts Let.
As yet no contracts have been 

signed for the construction of " the 
new building, but tenders have al­
ready been received for certain por­
tions of the work.

Ten Storey Building.

The ultimate intention is to erect 
a ten storey building, and in the con­
tracts which will be let provision will 
be made for the laying of foundations 
which will permit of the erection of 
that sized building. To begin with, 
however, the committee, which have 
had charge of all negotiations, have 
decided to erect only a five storey 
building this year, which is one stor­
ey less than was originally planned 
for prior to the investigation recently

held in connection with the purchase 
of the site.

Keep Within the Estimate.
"The reason Tor reducing it to five 

storeys,” said Rev. J . J. Redditt, as­
sistant book steward, “is only a mat­
ter- of capital investment. In plan­
ning a new building a certain amount < 
of trimming always has to be done 
to keep the cost within the amount 
specified, and the reduction by one 
storey is part of that”

Large Frontages.
When completed the building will 

have a frontage of 133 feet along 
Queen Street, 220 feet along John 
Street, and 190 feet along Richmond 
Street. The ground floor will be 
utilized for stores, press room, print­
ing department,, etc., the stores to 
have their frontages on Queen Street. 
Besides the Methodist Book Room’s : 
own store, provision is made in the 
plans for the renting of a store on 
each side of the company’s own 
store.

In the four storeys a1x>ve accom­
modation will be provided for gen-1 
eral office, trade "departments, con­
nections!, and other offices.

When fully completed the building, 
including the site, will cost in the 
neighbourhood of $1,000,000.—Toronto 
paper.

INCH OF ROCK REMOVED FROM 
z THE BRAIN.

An accident cash described by the 
mrgeon in charge as “one of the 
nost astounding within my experi­
ence," has recently been successfully 

operated upon at St. Bartholomew’s 
Hospital.

A piece of rock, an inch and a quar­
ter by one inch in size, embedded in 
the skull and lacerating the brain as 
the result of a mine explosion, was 
successfully removed, leaving the pa­
tient, a young Australian miner, lit­
tle the worse for his experience ex­
cept for partial blindness in one eye.

"How the man survived the im­
mediate effects of the explosion, 
which took place some months ago, 
is beyond my comprehension," the 
surgeon who performed the operation 
explained to me yesterday. “The 
huge fragment of rock entered the 
orbit (the bony socket containing the 
eye) to the inner and upper side of 
the left eye, lodged in the porous 
lone of the skull, and tore through 
he dura mater (one of the coverings 
>f the brain), of necessity lacerating 
he brain itself. In removing the 
ock the eye had to be pulled down­

wards and outwards, towards the left 
ear, and even then so large was the 
fragment there was the greatest dif­
ficulty in withdrawing it through the 
orbit.

“The astounding thing is not only 
that the man survived the explosion 
out that although his brain must 
ave been considerably lacerated he 

luffers no headaches or other ner- 
ous symptoms. The sight of the 

left eye Is, of course practically lost,

only a dim perception of light re­
maining.”

The patient, a young man of 23, 
named Joseph Anderson, was mar­
ried last week and leaves for Aus­
tralia on Friday to return to his 
work.—Daily Mail, Jan. 14.

Congressman 
“Saw Rep

Fought With Lobbyist and Hurried 
Off for His Revolver.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 20.—A fist 
fight between Representative Johnson 
of Kentucky and John R. Shields, a 
Washington attorney, broke up a 
meeting to-day of the House Commit­
tee of the District of Columbia. After 
the two men had clashed and several 
blows were struck, Johnson broke 
away, shouting “Get my pistol, I’ll 
kill him.”

When he returned only the clerks 
remained.

The clash followed a hearing on a 
hill to increase the salaries of cross­
ing policemen, whom Shields repre­
sented. Johnson decleared he “heard 
that Mr. Shields' had collected a large 
lobbyist’s fee during the last Congress 
and that to vote the increase might 
be voting somebody a four or five 
thousand dollar lobby fee.’

Shields demanded an opporaunity 
to “reply to false statements” and 
Johnson struck the lawyer under the 
eye and sent him to the floor.

time, but from previous experience, 
he believed it was in the neighbor­
hood of between $36,000 and $40,000.
