Resolutions.

Yesterday the Prohibition Resole 
tions were passed by the Ccmmitte 
of the Whole, reported to the Hour, 
and read the first time in the form c 
a bill, which is down for second read 
tag to-day. As the principle of t'.i 
measure was accepted with unan. 
mitv, the only difference being as t 
the number of affirmative votes re 
quired the passing of the measure i. 
assured so far as the House of As­
sembly is concerned, and there is nc 
doubt" that it will pass the Legisla 
tive Council. It may be taken as as­
sured that the measure will become 
law early next month. It will b< 
then left for the electorate to decide 
whether the Statute shall result it 
Prohibition of the sale, manufacture 
and importation of alcoholic liquor, 
as beverages. To secure this resuii 
about 25,000 electors must vote in the 
affirmative. The task imposed on 
the friends of Prohibition is a con­
siderable one, and in the main they 
face it cheerfully, as an instrument is 
being placed in their hands, for whicl 
they longed for many years. There 
is without doubt a considerable di 
versity of opinion at present, and 
there is room for an intelligent dis­
cussion on the merits of an issue 
which is now being put in a practic­
able form. We shall he glad to open 
our columns for such a discussion, 
and shall be prepared to devote a 
reasonable space for that purpose.

The protagonists and antagonists 
however strong their feelings may he. 
will appreciate the advantage of con­
fining their campaign in our columns 
to a discussion of the merits of the 
question, and we shall be prepared to 
accept and publish so far as the space 
available allows the communications 
of correspondents, which are short, 
interesting and to the point, and 
which follow the courtesies of de­
bate. Our correspondents are asked 
to furnish name and address, as 
is usual in press correspondence, al­
though the name and address will not 
be published except with the con­
sent of the writers.

Days of Moment.
These are days of great moment. 

The Party Cabinet at home is making 
away for a National Cabinet for the 
purposes and the duration of the 
war. It will be a matter of satia­
tion that it will be presided over by 
Mr. Asquith, the great Commoner, 
who grows in stature with every de­
mand upon him, and that the services 
of Sir Edward Grey will be retain­
ed, who looms to-day as large in for­
eign affairs as Pitt ever did, and 
commands greater support at home 
than ever it did. The policy of the 
country in regard to the war will be 
unchanged, but backed by the com­
mon sentiment of the leaders of the 
political parties, who‘ do not surren­
der their party ideals, it should re­
ceive a great impulse in the direction 
of vigorous efforts to finish the war. 
Even though the scope of Kitchener 
was limited on the civil side in order 
that he might devote himself the 
'more to the military side of his of­
fice, the advantage would be obvious. 
It is manifest also that Lord Fisher 
should have a free hand in the hand 
ling of the Naval forces. The Navy 
in its modern form is really his own 
creation. It was forged by him to meet 
the German war which he foresaw a 
decade ago and he knows best how to 
handle it. The success of the war 
will depend largely on the national 
backing the chief party leaders give 
these two war lords. It would ap­
peal- that all parties are prepared to 
rise to the occasion and the Empire 
will rejoice at it.

To-day also the Italian Parliament 
meets to make the decision as 
to whether Italy will enter the war, 
no authoritative pronouncement is yet 
to hand, but the cable stories all point 
to war. How far they are reliable 
will soon be determined. Germany’s 
answer to the United States Note is 
now due. It was expected to-day. It 
would, however, not be surprising if 
the Italian crisis delays the sending 
of it, as the great decision of the 
Italian Parliament will affect the 
situation materially. *

100 A.M.
KITCHENER CRITICIZED.

LONDON, To-day.
In the free discussion by the news­

papers of Ministers, the abilities even 
rf Lord Kitchener has not escaped 
criticism. The first public criticism 
of the work of the Secretary of War 
came from the Times to-day, which 
said: “Against much wise advice he 
(Earl Kitchener) insisted upon keep­
ing in his own hands the control of 
questions with which the War Office 
was far too occupied to deal. He 
could not raise immense new armies 
and direct industrial organization as 
well.” The Times asserts: Offers by 
manufacturers to make shells were 
oldly rejected and after months nad 

been lost they were implored to be­
gin. The Pall Mall Gazette goes fur­
ther and says: Hercules is not quite 
as young as he was, and remarking 
that the call of the East has always 
attracted Kitchener and nominates 
him for Viceroy of India, or, it adds.

he prefers to stay at honjo, we sug­
gest that the old office of Oommand- 
er-in-Chief be revived for him. The 
paper continues: Events have heaped 
on Lord Kitchener’s shoulders a 
burden a super-Napoleon could not 
have sustained, declaring the country 
could never be sufficiently grateful 
for what Kitchener has done in rais­
ing men. The Pall Mall Gazette says 
the problem of providing war materi­
als involves the handling of demo­
cracy and no soldier ’ can solve it. 
Having proposed David Lloyd George 
for Minister of Munitions yesterday, 
the Pall Mall Gazette to-day nomin­
ates him for Minister of War, if Lord 
Kitchener retires.

SergL-Major Moore
Will be Burled W’ith Military Honors

The late Seigt.-Major Moore, In 
structor to the Newfoundland Regi 
ment, will be buried with military 
honours.

Deceased was born in a town near 
Dublin, Ireland, and was a pensioner, 
having served in the British Army for 
19 years, 44 days. He was of excep­
tional physique from his boyhood 
days and at the age of 16 years 
(though 18 years was the minimum 
age) he enlisted in -the Army and was 
attached to the Loyal North Lanca­
shire Regiment. He was then 5 feet 
11 inches in height. When the Boe 
War broke out he joined the Royal 
Canadian Regiment in Wellington 
Barracks, at Halifax, and trained 
other soldiers for South Africa. A 
decade ago he was discharged from 
the Army at his own request being 
Sergeant Instructor of Musketry. The 
discharge also bore evidence of his 
excellent behaviour and good char

landers will act as pall bearers. There 
will be a firing party from F Com 
pany of the Newfoundland Regi 
ment in attendance.

CURTAILING RACING.
LONDON, To-day.

Walter Runciman, President of the 
Board of Trade, announced to-night 
that the Jockey Club had complied 
with the request of the Government to 
stop racing in Britain after this 
week for the duration of the war ex­
cept at Newmarket.

12.30PTm.
HEAVY AUSTRALIAN CASUAL- 

TIES.
LONDON, To-day.

The British casualty list issued to­
day includes the names of 170 offi­
cers and 1,400 men. Nine hundred 
casualties in the Australian ranks on 
the Gallipoli Peninsula are reported 
as well as naval losses of 150 in same 
area. The list of wounded is headed 
by the names of General Sir William 
Birdwood, Commander-in-chief of the 
Australian forces in the Dardanelles.

Telegraph Company says; Until now 
the Germans dare not admit they were 
dislodged from sheavlÿ on the 11th, 
and they talk of repulsing all soils of 
Russian attacks against that town. 
Nevertheless our front in this region 
passes to a considerable distance 
West of Shavly. The German official 
communication alignments more than 
four fold the actual number of prison­
ers taken at the crossing of the Buby- 
sa River. All German efforts against 
our position, East of Drohobyx in 
Galicia, have failed up until the pre­
sent time. There was only a single 
regiment of Russian cavalry garri­
soned in the town of Drobobyez. 
These troops fell quickly behind the 
infantry with ' insignificant losses. 
The Austrians nevertheless had the 
audacity to claim officially that they 
took 5,000 prisoners at Drobobyez.

NOT YET ENGAGED
RUSSIAN MAIN ARMY.

LONDON, To-day.
A two column analysis of the stra­

tegic situation, written by its military 
correspondent, who has been at the 
Eastern front, printed by the Times 
correspondent, expresses disappoint­
ment that better preparations were 
not made to meet the Austro-German 
blow against the Russians in Galicia, 
which was expected a month before it 
occurred. He says, however, th it the 
misfortune of one out of fourteen 
Russian armies is not likely to be de­
cisive. The main Russian armies 
have not yet been engaged, he de­
clares, and Grand Duke Nicholas is 
pursuing his usual plan of executing 
retreats as a means of reconstituting 
his army, tiring out the enemy and 
drawing him further away trom his 
bases. No German offensive in France 
will be practicable on a large scale 
before the end of July. The Times 
expert believes, and it is the duty of 
the allies to exploit this delay by 
sending every available man to 
France to prosecute an energetic of­
fensive.

BLAMING KITCHENER.
LONDON, To day.

The Cabinet crisis, according to a 
well informed parliamentary corres­
pondent of the Daily News, was pre­
cipitated by Kitchener’s failure to 
keep the Ministry informed regarding 
the supplies of ammunition sent to the 
front. Huge supplies of shells had 
been sent but the proportion of shrap­
nel is reported to have been greater 
than that of high explosives, whereas 
the army required a preponderance of 
high explosives. Opposition leaders 
who were in possession of these facts, 
says the Daily News, threatened a de­
bate in Commons to prove their ac­
curacy. Such a debate would have 
undermined gravely the authority of 
the Government, coupled with the Ad­
miralty quarrel, and the resignation 
of Fisher, the paper asserts, probably 
would have meant the downfall of the 
Government, which would have been 
considered lamentable in the midst of 
war. This moment was seized there­
fore by representatives of both sides 
anxious for a coalition Cabinet and 
the Government assented to this solu­
tion to avert a worse crisis.

LONDON, To-day.

ALLIES HELD IN CHECK.
LONDON, To-Day.

The Daily Mail’s correspondent at 
Amsterdam cables that the Germans 
have held the Allies in check just be­
yond the east bank of the Yser by 
bringing up large reserves of men and 
artillery. He says that all the big 
guns of the Germans on the Belgian 
coast, except their aircraft pieces, 
have been transferred to the Yser, 
while all the Landstrum at Bruges 
equipped' with new rifles have gone 
with them.

HAS ITALY DECLARED WAR!
PARIS, To-Day.

Gabriel Annuazio telegraphs to Par­
is friends : From this the battle is 
won. I have just harangued a fever­
ish crowd from the capital. The 
toscin has sounded and cries are ris­
ing towards the world's most beauti­
ful sky.

Attitude ol the Swiss.
, Rome, May 2.—Next to the question 
whether Italy will join the war on the 
side of the Allies comes that of the 
attitifde of Switzerland in such event. 
The republic is credited here with a 
preponderance of German sympathies, 
added to which she has the lesson of 
the fate of Belgium before her eyes 
should she resist Germany’s pressure 
to allow the troops of the Fatherland 
to pass through to attack Italy. It 
would be easy to protest and give 
way, representing tha^it was a case of 
force majeur.

On the other hand, Italy centres, 
her hopes in the sturdy independence 
of Switzerland and her pledged word 
to be neutral, also her fear lest she 
lose the Italian and French cantons 
at the end of the war, should she give 
way to the enemies of the allies. 
Moreover, thqre is the fear of famine 
should the road to replenish through 
Italy be closed.

The situation is most critical, but 
Switzerland may escape the fate of 
Belgium owing to her superior strate­
gical position and the present weak­
ness of Germany and Austria. It is 
felt in Rome that the war still may 
have many unpleasant surprises.

It may be said that in this demand we 
should call upon Germany to surren­
der her right to fight her enemy in her 
own way. It is precisely that. Her 
own way is that tigerish ferocity of 
which neither her neutrals nor her 
enemies have believed her capable. 
Beyond the pale of law she has no 
right, and she went far ouside all 
law when she prearranged and exe­
cuted the destruction of the Lusi­
tania. It may be said that the pre­
sentation of such a demand might 
involve us in war with Germany. We 
are not of that opinion. There are 
measures short of war which may be 
taken to assert the1 rights and mani­
fest the just resentment of a nation. 
And they are measures which the 
men of power in Germany would not 
lightly disregard unless they are lost 
in madness.

“THE COUNTER MELODY.”
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The rule of maritime warfare which 
imposes upon the commander of a 
ship of war the duty of providing for 
the safey of the passengers and crew 
ot any vessel he may elect to destroy 
is plain, unmistakable in its appli­
cation to every case, and it has been 
everywhere and by all civilized na­
tions accepted as a binding obligation. 
The rule is of such universal accept­
ance and assent that the text writers 
for the most part mention it only in 
passing allusions, as when Holland 
says that “if ship and cargo belong 
beyond question to the enemy” the 
captor may “after taking off the 
crew sink the ship.” In the rules re­
lating to the destroying of prizes 
adopted by the Institute of Interna­
tional Law at Turin in 1882, it was 
declared that “in any case the captor 
“must remove the persons on board.” 
The German Government in an offi­
cial document at the beginning of the 
war railed at France and England for 
allying themselves with flSissia, a na­
tion of “unkultur” and barbarism, 
yet in the Russian special instruc­
tions to naval commanders issued in 
1900 it was declared that "the com- 
“mamjer of the imperial cruiser has 
“the right to burn or sink a detained 
“vessel after having previously taker 
“therefrom the crew.” In all dis­
cussions of maritime warfare the ob­
ligation to save crew and passengers 
is assumed, precisely as in any com­
ment upon criminal law it would be 
assumed that in all countries murder 
is made a punishable crime.

The man in the street may have 
some possible excuse for ignorance 
of this humane usage of war, but it 
is something more than surprising tc 
hear from the lips of Senator Wil­
liam J. Stone of Missouri, Chairman 
of the Senate Committee on Foreigt. 
Relations,- these insinuated excuses 
or palliations of the dastardly crime 
committed by Germany in destroying 
the Lusitania without warning and 
with such1 brutal indifference to- the 
fate .of her company that there are 
more than 1,400 names in the list of 
the! dead: ,

- We cannot overlook the fact 
that the1 Lusitania was a British 
ship flying the British flag and 
subject àt any time to be put in­
to actual naval service of the 
Government. Indeed, it is stated 
that at the time she was attacked 
she was carrying military reser­
vists to England for service in

the British Army. True, the 
passengers went aboard a. belli­
gerent ship with full knowledge 
of the risk and after official 
warning ' by the German Govern­
ment. When oil board a British 
vessel they were on British soil. 
Was not their position substan­
tially equivalent to being swithin 
the walls of a fortified city? If 
American citizens stay within a 
city besieged or threatened and 
the enemy attacks, what should 
our Government do if our citizens 
should be injured?
We overlook nothing, we take full 

account of all the facts—that the 
Lusitania was an enemy ship flying 
the enemy flag, that she was carry­
ing munitions of war to the enemy, 
and had on board reservists sailing 
for service in the British Army. 
These undisputed facts gave the com­
mander of the German submarine the 
right to destroy the ship. Nothing 
could give him the right to destroy or 
to imperil her crew and passengers. 
Senator Stone stumbles into a com­
parison with the status of neutrals 
within the walls of a fortified city 
under siege. But international law 
requires the besieging force to give 
notice of bombardment. “The officer 
“in command of an attacking force,” 
so runs the language of The Hague 
Convention, “must, before commenc- 
“ing a bombardment, in cases of as­
sault, do all in his power to warn the 
“authorities." Neither in law nor in 
custom is there any extenuation' for 
this act of monstious inhumanity, no 
exception, no condition, can be had to 
shield it from the full force and con­
demnation it deserves and has re­
ceived. And the warning advertise­
ment published by the German Em­
bassy heré, being notice of an in­
tent to commit a crime, is of no more 
avail for exculpation than a Black 
Hand letter of threat.

Now that we are warned that Ger­
many has resolved to make war in 
disregard of the laws „ of God and 
man, like a Malay running amuck, 
we know what to do. The time for 
protests has passed. It becomes now 
our duty as a nation to demand that 
Germany shall find means to. carry- 
on her war 'without putting our citi­
zens to death.

OFFICIAL.

LONDON, May 19. 
The Governor, Newfoundland:

The French Government reports 
operations prevented by rains and 
thick mist.

The Russian Government reports 
engagements in Shavli region and Po­
land; and repulse of attacks in Ga­
licia with severe loss to the enemy.

The Black Sea fleet has destroyed 
thirty-seven ships and the Koslu pic; 
aDd railroad.

The Admiralty reports news from 
Turkish sources that submarine AE-2 
Royal Australian Navy, was sunk 
when entering the Sea of Marmora 
on April 30th, and the officers and 
seventeen men of the crew taken 
prisoners. As there has been no 
communication from the vessel since 
April 26th, the loss must be presum­
ed.

A report from Cairo states repulse 
of enemy attacks and further pro­
gress in the Dardanelles. Every day- 
sees improvement in the Anglo- 
French position. The enemy- is re­
ported as having lost very heavily.

ASQUITH’S STATEMENT.
LONDON, May 19.

Preaiier Asquith announced in the 
Commons to-day that steps were in 
contemplation which involved a re­
construction of the Government up­
on a broader personal and political 
basis. “Nothing has been definitely- 
arranged as yet," he said, “but in or­
der to avoid a possible misapprehen­
sion, I wish to make clear here and 
now three things:

•First—The cnanges will not affect 
the positions of the Prime Minister 
or Foreign Secretary.

“Second—There will be no change 
of any kind in the policy of the coun­
try as regards the continued prose­
cution of the war with all possible 
energy by means of every available 
resource.

“Third—And of great importance 
to my lionourable friend behind me, 
and i have no doubt, to the Opposi­
tion. any reconstruction of the Cab­
inet that may be taken in any quai - 
'ersor for any reason must not be 
taken as indicating anything in- the 
mature of surrender on the part of 
any person or body of persons of- 
their several political ideals.

“This is as far as I can go now. 
IÎ any arrangement is made, the 
House will have the opportunity of 
expressing its views thereon."

The references of the Premier to 
the prosecution of the war, were 
greeted with prolonged cheering.

The Prime Minister was followed 
by Mr. Bonar Law, Leader of the Op­
position, who said:

“I think it only necessary to say 
on behalf of my friends and myself,

• that at the stage we have reached 
our only consideration with regard 
to the further" steps to be taken is the 
sle- interest as to what is the best 
method of finishing the war success- 
folly, leaving out of our minds all 
considerations, political or otherwise, 
beyond that, of course, if such ar­
rangement should take’place, it is 
obvious that our convictions on other 
subjects will remain unchanged and 
will be settled when the war is 
over."

Speaking at the Guildhall to-day, 
at a meeting called to thank the Col­
onies for the way they have rallied 
to the help of the Mother Country, 
Mr. Asquith said:

“We no doubt are at the gathering 
Four of the fruit of a wise and far- 
sighted Imperial policy. It is safe to 
say there is no part of the British 
Empire but would suffer annihilation 
rather than become subject to any 
other sovereignty. The Dominions 
have rallied to our standard to de­
feat the machinations of an enemy 
who has violated every law of God or 

, man, ami has gone down*step by step 
to such depths of unmeasured infamy 
that the enemy has mobilized against 
himself all the Powers and influences 
that are at the back of the free spirit 
of free men. Let us never for a mo­
ment forget what we are fighting to 
achieve, and still more what w-e are 
fighting to avert. But war is not 
fought with spiritual weapons, anu 
cover was an increasing flow of men 
knd munitions more necessary.

Arthur 
Henderson will join the Cabinet and 
William Brace and another Labor 
member will be appointed to minor 
posts in the Government.

DIPLOMATIC RELATIONS SEVER­
ED TO-MORROW.

PARIS, May 19.
The French Government has been 

informed that diplomatic relations 
between Italy and the Austro-German 
Allies will be severed to-morrow. A 
message, sent by courier from the 
French Embassy at Rome, states that 
when the Italian Parliament meets 
to-morrow the Premier will present 
the Green Bpok giving the cause of 
the diplomatic rupture.

COMMUNICATION CUT OFF.
ROME, May 19.

Communication with Trieste, the 
principal seaport of Austria, was cut 
off to-day.

ROUMANIA AGAIN.
BUCHAREST, May 19.

Roumania’s entrance into the war 
will follow that of Italy. The Rou­
manian Army is on a war footing and 
will strike at Austria through Tran­
sylvania.

The homes of Italian subjects are 
said to have been sacked by the au­
thorities.

ARRIVE» NEAR AUSTRIAN FRON­
TIER.

PARIS, May 19.
General Count Cadorna, the Italian 

Chief of Staff, has arrived with h'.s 
staff at Vicinza, near the Austritn 
frontier.

MOBILIZING CONTINUES.
BASEL, May 19.

The mobilization of troops is con­
tinuing rapidly in Upper Italy, and 
many trains are leaving Milan carry­
ing soldiers in the direction of fron­
tier posts.

WILL LOOK AFTER DIPLOMATIC 
INTERESTS.

WASHINGTON, May 19.
Austria and Italy have asked the 

United States to care for their diplo­
matic interests at Rome and Vienna, 
in the event of the severance of dip­
lomatic relations. The American 
Government has instructed its Am- 
bassies at the two capitals to be 
ready to do so. It is regarded here 
as assured that if Italy and Austria 
declare a state of war, it will be ex­
tended also between Italy, Germany 
and Turkey. In that event the Rome 
Government wishes the United States 
Ambassadors at Berlin and Constan­
tinople to take over its diplomatic in­
terests. As yet there has been no re­
quest from Germany to have the 
United States act for it in Rome. 
Germany is reported to have asked 
Switzerland to take care of her inter­
ests. Information received here would 
indicate Italy’s entrance into the Eu­
ropean conflict, and the opening of 
her Parliament is expected to devel­
op clearly Italy’s interests in the war.

IN THE DARDANELLES.
CAIRO, May 19.

An official announcement was made 
here to-day that on Sunday a de­
tachment of Lancashire territorials 
landed at the Dardanelles with a bat­
tery of howitzers, which immediately 
went into action and blew up Turkish 
ammunition trains. On May 12th, a 
Turkish attack on troops of Brigadier 
General Cox was repulsed. The 
Ghurkas attacked the Turks and 
gained a mile" of ground, inflicting 
heavy losses on the enemy.

ALLIES LAND FREESII TROOPS IN 
DARDANELLES.

LONDON, May 19.
An Athens despatch dated yester­

day, says that it is reported at My- 
tilene that the Allies disembarked 
fresh troops on Monday night near 
Kum Kale, on the Asiatic coast of the 
Dardanelles.

TURKS SENDING REINFORCE- 
, MENTS.

LONDON, May 19.
A message from Mytilene, forward­

ed from Athens to the Exchange 
Telegraph Co., says the Allies silen­
ced the Turkish fortifications of Kil- 
id Bahr, on the European side of the 
Dardanelles, and Narrows, nearest 
Constantinople. The fall of Nagara, 
on the Asiatic side across from Kilid 
Bahr, is said to be imminent. The 
Turks are sending reinforcements to 
their positions along the Gulf of 
Smyrna.

WILFUL MURDER.
RAMSGATE, May 19.

A coroner’s jury to-day returned a 
verdict of wilful murder against Em­
peror William, in the case of John 
Smith, who died as the result of a 
shock following injuries sustained in 
the Zeppelin raid of Monday. The 
Coroner suggested that the jury fix 
the responsibility on those persons 
whom it regarded as being to blame 
for the war waged in this manner.

HEAVY BOMBARDMENT.
TENEDOS, May 19.

All day Monday, there was carried 
on a heavy bombardment off Kilid 
Bahr and Chanak Kalessi. The Aus­
tralian forces are now most securely 
entrenched to a depth of about two 
mi l es back from the firing line. A 
spirited attack was made by Ghurkas 
in the capture of one of the Turkish 
guns, when they encountered the 
Turks in overwhelming numbers near 
Seddel-Bahr. The Indians discharg­
ed their rifles and crept unseen to­
wards the Turks’ trenches, using the 
Kukri with deadly effect. The Turks 
fled panic-stricken. The Allies’ diffi­
culty in dealing with the Turks’ guns 
is explained by the statement that 
the Turks are employing guns which 
disappear by rail into shelters bored 
in the rock.

RULES OF THE ADMIRALTY.
WASHINGTON, May 19.

A new warning in the interest of 
safety for merchant ships navigating 
the North Sea waters around tin 
British Isles and vicinity has just 
been issued in London'. The warning 
takes the form of an Admiralty an­
nouncement which cancels previous 
notices, and establishes a modified 
set of instructions based on changed 
conditions. It anriounces the estab­
lishment of three new sets of mine 
fields on the East Coast of England, 
and provides for the movements ol" 
ships around either the Northern or 
Southern, ends of the British Isles. 
The new notice provides for both the 
Southern route and the use of a new 
Northern route along the West Coast 
of Ireland to the Faroe Islands, and 
thence by a route North of Shetlands 
to the North Sea.

PARLIAMENT ADJOURNS.
LONDON, May 19.

Parliament adjourned to-night until 
June 3rd. Before its next meeting 
the new cabinet will be formed, and 
Its first act will be to challenge a 
vote of confidence from the House of 
Commons to demonstrate its position 
as representing the whole House.

In the days Marconi had 
perfected his wonderful invention, it 
was, of course, even more vital than 
it is now. To sever an enemy’s sub- 
m' -ine cables, and to thereby isolate 
It from the rest of the world, includ­
ing its own colonies, was then one of 
the prime objects of a naval com­
mander.

Thus when war broke out between 
Spain and the United States of Am­
erica on April 23rd, 1898, Admiral
Dewey immediately cut the cable be­
tween Hong Kong and Manila, and 
hurrying with his battleships to the 
latter place, attacked and destroyed 
the Spanish fleet lying at anchor off 
the city before its commander was 
aware of his presence in the neigh­
borhood.

Cables are Cut in Two Places.
Dewey’s feat in this instance was 

undoubtedly a smart piece of work, 
for cable cutting is by no means so 
easy a job as it sounds. /

Briefly the method is as follows: 
The cruiser detailed for the work 
steams slowly at right angles to the 
cable route, dragging after her a 
special kind of grapnel, like a five- 
pronged anchor with shears attach­
ed, which grip and cut the cable at 
the same time. This grapnel is con­
nected with the cable-cutting ship by 
a strong rope formed of strands of 
steel and hemp interwoven and at­
tached to which is an instrument 
called a dynamometer, that shows 
when the cable is hooked.

By steaming once or twice back­
wards and forwards, the cable can 
be cut in two places at, say, half a 
mile apart, and the severed portion 
can then be dragged away by another 
kind of non-cutting grapnel, and 
left lying on the ocean bed at some 
distance away, where it is, of course, 
impossible to locate it, rendering any 
attempt to repair the damage a very 
difficult and laborious operation.

Such is the usual method adopted 
for destroying an enemy’s cable in 
comparatively shallow water and 
was probably that followed by the 
Amethyst, with possibly certain 
modifications due to the proximity of 
hostile forts, and the presence of 
mines. In the case of ocean cables 
submerged at great depths, however, 
the mode of procedure is somewhat 
different.
They Take Many Months to Repair.

A similar five-pronged grapnel is 
used, but it is a non-cutting one, and 
simply grips the cable, holding it fast. 
The fact that it has been hooked is, 
of course, notified to those on board 
by the dynomometer, when the ship 
is immediately stopped and the cable 
hoisted up towards the surface.

It never reaches the surface, how­
ever, for presently the lifting strain 
becomes too great, the cable snaps of 
its own accord, and the two ends fly ­
ing wide apart, the severed cable set­
tles back to the ocean bottom ob­
liquely, leaving a gap of possibly a 
thousand yards or more between tha 
portions.

Of course the wilful destruction of 
a deep-sea cable after this fashion is 
a very serious matter; how serious 
may be gathered from the fact that 
it cost somewhere about i60,000 to 
properly repair the damage done by 
Dewey to the Hong-Kong-Manila 
cable mentioned above. The Aden- 
Bombay cable, again, broken acci­
dently in a depth of 1,900 fathoms, 
was oniy repaired after 251 days of 
strenuous work, in the course of 
which 176 miles of new cable were 
used. While a repair of the Lisbon- 
Cornwall cable, broken in the Bay of 
Biscay in 2,700 fathoms, took 215 
days and used up over 300 miles of 
new cable.

In view of these figures it is not 
surprising that several attempts 
have been made to arrive at an in­
ternational agreement for making all 
submarine cables neutral in time of 
war. So long ago as 1883, indeed, a 
conference having this end in view 
was held in Paris, and in the follow­
ing year a convention was signed at 
London by the representatives of no 
fewer than twenty-six States, includ­
ing all the great European Powers.

Nevertheless, the experience of the 
present war, as well as that of others 
which have preceded it, has shown 
pretty conclusively that there can be 
r.o such thing in practice, however 
beautiful In theory may be the prin­
ciple involved.
