One of St. John’s most exemplary 
citizens In the person of Hon. Henry 
J. B. Woods entered into his rest early 
this morning at his residence on 
King’s Bridge Road. Jaundice was his 
complaint and he suffered from many 
severe attacks during late years. De­
ceased reached the advanced age of 
73 and his lengthy career was marked 
by honour and integrity. Bom in St. 
John’s, October 20th, 1842, he was 
the son of the late John and Mrs. 
Woods. He w'as educated at the Gen­
eral Protestant Academy. He first re­
ceived his commercial training in the 
office of W. H. Thomas & Co., later 
entering the office of his father. Mr. 
John Woods, who was at one time here 
a large ship-owner, coal merchant 
and lumber dealer. In 1880 he be­
came a partner in the firm which sub­
sequently did business as John 
Woods & Son. Then Mr. Woods 
entered the political arena and 
was twice elected in the Whiteway 
Government as representative for Bay 
de Verde district and appointed to the 
Executive Council with the portfolio 
of Surveyor-General. Some fifteen 
years ago he retired from public life 
and .accepted the position of Post­
master-General, which important post 
he filled with credit and efficiency up 
to the hour of his demise. In fact it 
may be said that he died in harness. 
Mr. Woods was recognized in this 
community as a man of ripe experi­
ence, keen observation and withal a 
high character. There was no more 
active worker in the city. He was 
prominently identified with Newfound­
land Methodism and held the respon­
sible position of Hon. Secretary to 
the Board of Governors of the Meth­
odist College for nearly a half cen­
tury and was one of the most active 
workers for the well being of that, in­
stitution. He was an active member 
of Cochrane Street Methodist Church 
and was Secretary for many years of 
the St. John's and Newfoundland 
Auxiliary Bible Society. Mr. Woods 
also occupied the position of Superin­
tendent of the large and flourishing 
Sunday-School associated with Coch­
rane Street Church since its inception 
in 1882. His estimable wife, who is 
still living, was Hannah, daughter of 
the late John Bemister, Sheriff of the 
Northern District and for many 
years member of the Executive Gov­
ernment as Colonial Secretary and 
Receiver-General, under the Hoyles 
and Carter administrations. He is 
also survived by three brothers, Syd­
ney and Chesley of this city and Rev. 
Alfred Woods, of Boston, Mass.; two 
sisters, Mrs: William Bulley, of the 
Western States, and Mrs. Joseph 
Pippy, this city; also seven daughters, 
Miss Milicent Woods, Mrs. Arthur 
Peters, Mrs. Arthur Mews, Mrs. A. 
Marshall, Mrs. E. Lindsay, Mrs. (Rev.) 
Peter Bryce and Mrs. (Rev.) Rice, 
besides a large circle of friends. The 
Telegram extends its deepest sym­
pathy to the bereaved family.

Un_ It is not without reason
that the London papers

|6=8mS8s the crisis in Germany
11 ” that has resulted in the
dethronement of the royal favourite 
Falkenhayn and the elevation in his 
place of the popular idol Hindenburg. 
Not that there is cause for rejoicing 
in the appointment itself, for Hinden­
burg has given proof of far greater 
abilities than his rival; but there is 
a wealth of meaning in the mere fact 
that it was possible. Matters must 
be desperate indeed when popular feel­
ing has acquired strength enough to 
bend and break the imperial will. Nor 
could the agitation have been con­
fined to the people, great though their 
idolatry of Hindenburg is: it must 
have found considerable echo in the 
ranks of the army and in the supreme 
army councils. There is good rea­
son to believe that it did. Last Janu­
ary Germany still strongly held the 
initiative and choice of directing it. 
Broadly, the choice lay between "fin­
ishing Russia” and breaking through 
in the West. She chose wrongly, dis­
astrously. Verdun was the colossal 
blunder of the war. It was followed 
by another almost as great, the-Tren- 
tino offensive. To both adventures 
Hindenburg was strongly opposed, and 
their failure has vindicated his Judg­
ment. It is the hour of his triumph, 
but a triumph that brings with it the 
fruits of the errors he sought to pre­
vent.

The surmises of the London papers 
concerning his immediate plans, 
though merely conjectures, are found­
ed upon a good knowledge of his 
methods and strategy. Two prophe­
cies, radically different, are made. One 
is that he will put into execution his 
pet project of an offensive from Riga 
towards I’etrograd; the other that he 
will set about the now necessary task 
of conserving Germany’s Waning 
strength by shortening her far-flung 
lines. We think the former can be 
dismissed as too improbable. It is 
six months too late. We need not con­
cern ourselves 1 to speculate what 
would have happened if Hindenburg 
had had his way when he wanted it; 
it is enough that he did not, and that 
Russia has come back in the south 
with such effect that we have won 
Roumania, and probably Greece, over 
to . our side. Austria’s plight is such 
that once appreciable progress is 
made by Russia and. Roumania south 
of the Carpathians, the armies north 
of them must fall back. Lemberg 
will be evacuated and as a conse­
quence Kovel also. The extreme dan­
ger, therefore, of pushing the attenu­
ated line from Riga to Brest Litovsk 
further east is apparent.

Krenz Zeitung (Berlin).—We must 

warn the public against looking at the 
situation too optimistically. England 
has developed during this war a 
vigour and energy such as she never 
has shown before in her history, not 
even in the Napoleonic wars. Now we 
are asked to believe that she will give 
up the whole enterprise before she is 
completely defeated and before all her 
means of fighting are exhausted. 
Herr Moraht believes that this is a 
war of exhaustion against England ; 
that she cannot produce more recruits 
than are necessary to drag the war 
along; that India can hardly provide 
more recruits than are required to 
fight in Mesopotamia, Egypt and Sal- 
onica; and that Canada and Australia 
are already exhausted of men. This 
view to say the least, is optimistic out 
of all proportion to reality. There are 
no grounds at all to warrant the con­
clusion that Canada cannot send any 
more troops; on the contrary, the dis­
patch of troops from the Colonies still 
continues. Besides, South Africa will 
also send troops to Europe immedi­
ately the campaign in East Africa is 
finished. It is not without reason 
that British statesmen speak of the 
rich sources of supply in men and 
material within the Empire. England, 
moreover, is still very strong as re­
gards finances, and even Russia and 
Italy are not yet exhausted financially. 
We must pay no attention ’ to any 
rumors about England’s “exhaustion” 
until there are positive signs of it. 
Not merely are any such, signs quite 
lacking at this moment, but on the 
contrary everything goes to show that 
England is still resolved to go on 
fighting with all her might.

Shot Dead.
Amherst, August 25.—Three of the 

German prisoners, who escaped on 
Wednesday from the train while being 
conveyed to the government experi­
mental farm, have been caught. One 

.was secured last night on the road 
near Nappan. To-day the farm party 
were sent out as usual with the 
guards, in charge of Lieutenant 
White.

Incandescent
Gas Lighting.

Possibly, the feature of incandescent 
gas lighting most frequently noted by 
casual observers is the great ease 
with which tasks, ordinarily arduous 
under artificial light may be perform­
ed under the Welsbach gas mantle. 
The light has a peculiarly “soft” qual­
ity, difficult to describe, but which is 
readily recognized by those who have 
had experience with the gas mantle 
lamp.

In its general effect upon bodily 
health and comfort, the use of incan­
descent gas lighting is decidedly fav­
orable. The currents -of air set up by 
the burning gas improves ventilation, 
tending to expel the air vitiated by 
respiration and draw in fresh air to 
replace it. Harmful or dangerous dis­
ease germs are instantly destroyed in 
the flame. The extent to which this 
effect takes place may be verified by 
placing a gas lamp close to a ceiling 
without any provision for interfering 
with the up-rushing air currents. The 
charred particles which collect imme­
diately above the lamp are the re­
mains of dust particles which before 
passing through the flames were lad­
en with germs and microbes. Actual 
experiments have shown that the 
burnipg of gas lamps in rooms previ­
ously containing bacteria, resulted in 
absolute sterilization of the .air.

Contrary to the popular notion the 
temperature of rooms lighted by in­
candescent gas lamps is seldom mark­
edly greater than under incandescent 
electric light, even under unfavorable 
conditions of ventilation, while in 
rooms provided with the ventilating 
facilities required by the demands of 
hygiene, the temperature in gas-Iight- 
ed rooms is frequently lower.

“Charles Sumner, in the United 
States Senate, in the Trent affair, sus­
taining, on Jan. 7. 1862, President Lin­
coln, who had declined to permit a 
controversy over a principle contend­
ed for by an opponent, fixed In inter­
national law, but which cur nation 
had in haste violated, and which, had 
we gone to war, would have involved 
us in a conflict to establish that which 
we knew was not the principle of 
right but. the principle of force, said: 
‘In this surrender—if such it may be 
called—the national Government does 
not even “stoop to conquer.” It sim­
ply lifts itself to the height of its 
original principle. The early efforts 
of its best negotiators, the patriot triai 
of its soldiers * * * * may at length 
prevail.’

THE RAILWAY STRIKlj.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

Representatives of the railroads, 
train men’s brotherhood and shipping 
representations argued for nine hours 
to-day to defer the Senate’s interstate 
commerce commission on the legisla­
tion proposed to avert the threatened 
strike and to recompense the roads for 
any added financial burden of a per­
fect machinery to make impossible in 
the future another crisis like thé’ pre­
sent. Last night the Committee work­
ed until late" on a bill to be presented 
to the Senate to-morrow. Out of the 
nine hours argument two facts stood 
clearly in the estimation of all affect­
ed parties: Congress alone can pre­
vent the strike and the public eventu­
ally will foot the bill for an eight hour 
day with ten hours pay which the 
trainmen demand. The railroad execu­
tive and shippers insisted that the 
strike order should be postponed. Four 
brotherhood chiefs declared with 
equal vehemence that it could not be. 
All sides, apparently, were more or 
less satisfied with the hearing which 
lfad given them the opportunity to lay 
their cases before the public.

% THE BALKANS.
LONDON, To-day.

The whole interest of the war just 
how is focussed on the Balkans and 
tbe German Field Marshal Von Hin- 
denburg. Roumania’s participation is 
considered here as important not only 
from the accession of a new fresh ar­
my but from the opportunity it gives 
the Russian army to extend its base 
and to co-operate with Roumania up­
on Galician and Transylvanian terri­
tory, practically as one army, againsl 
the Austrians. Another important fac­
tor is the closing of the Danube, which 
has been the principal route for the 
shipment of'munitions from Germany 
to Turkey and the shipping of sup­
plies to Germany. Reports differ as to 
whether the Central Powers were pre­
pared for Roumania’s entry. While 
an Austrian official message asserts 
that Austria-Hungary was prepared 
for the new development, other de­
spatches and newspapers say that the 
Central Powers were so confidept of 
Roumania’s neutrality that they left 
the boundary very thinly guarded. 
They are hurrying reinforcements 
from every quarter, while the inhab­

itants are fleeing panic-stricken be­
fore the Roumanian advance. The 
possibilities of Bulgaria weakening 
and of the Greek people forcing the 
Government to mobilize to resist the 
Bulgarian occupation of'the territory 
which Greece so recently won from 
Turkey are much discussed. Kirtg 
-Ferdinand of Bulgaria is visiting Vi­
enna. English speculation is that he 
tears to return to his kingdom and is 
prepared to abdicate in favor of Crown 
Prince Boris, who is reported to be 
hedging on the Bulgarians’ gamble by 
expressing sentiments friendly to his 
father’s enemies. The ‘Muniçh 
Nachlrohten’ says the Central Powers 
do not doubt Bulgaria’s loyalty, but 
are alarmed at the obscure attitude 
and lack of news from that country. 
Rome reports that Bulgaria requires 
assurances by a reinforcement of two 
hundred thousand Turkish troops be­
fore she will declare war on Rouma­
nia. The chief speculation regarding 
Field Marshal Von Hlndenburg’s pol­
icy Is whether and in what direction 
he will change Germany’s plan of cam­
paign, which to the moment he assum­
ed authority, had been a plain and 
straightforward one.

Military experts believe that the 
vital military need of the Central 
Powers was the shortening of their 
line of defence, even before It was 
extended more than three hundred 
miles by the additional Roumanian 
boundary fighting front. Whether 
public opinion and political Interest, 
in view of the fact that Von Beth- 
mann Hollweg declared peace should 
be made on the basis of the present 
map of Europe, will permit any sac­
rifice of the territory which Central 
Powers gained is questioned. The 
German Government has discussed 
victory and defeat chiefly on the terms 
of the continental territory gained 
and lost by the Belligerents. Von 
Hihdenburg has been regarded here 
as' a fighting General rather than a 
strategist. His success in the north­
east is attributed largely to his in­
timate knowledge of the country, 
which he had developed by a life-long 
study. He is credited with an un­
shakable conviction that the war 
must be won by pounding Russia, 
whereas General Von Falkenhayn was 
apparently committed to forcing Ver­
dun and the western front. Some in­
fluential British experts, notably the 
military correspondents of the Times, 
have hitherto criticized the establish­
ment of the army at Saloniki as a dis­
sipation of energy on sideshows. They 
contended that the Ango-French en­
ormous army should have been con­
centrated on the western front. Prem­
ier Briand, on the other hand, is cred­
ited with insisting on the Saloniki en­
terprise and with forcing his views 
upon the British staff. Opinion here 
has now swung entirely to the French 
strategy in occupying Saloniki.

BELIEVE STRIKE WILL BE AVERT- 
ED.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
Belief grew in all quarters here to­

night that the great railroad strike 
called for next Monday morning would 
be averted. At the close of to-day’s 
conferences and hearings, Congress 
apparently was prepared to pass tor 
morrow or Saturday eight hour legis­
lation, which the heads of the em­
ployees and brotherhoods have de­
clared officially will cause them to 
telegraph the code, message necessary 
to revoke the strike orders.

LONDON, To-day.

Advices to the Central News from 
Petrograd says Roumania’s action has 
entirely upset the plans of the German 
staff.

Roumania’s military scheme has been 
submitted for approval by the Russian 
staff. Transylvania is believed still to 
be the chief theatre of operations. The 
relations between Austria and Hun­
gary are critical and the latter is 
clamoring /or a concentration of the 
entire Hungarian forces on their own 
frontiers. There is a possibility of 
Hungary fighting Austria for her own 
preservation.

ROUMANIAN SUCCESSES.
BUCHAREST, To-day.

The Roumanian troops invading 
Transylvania have occupied the im­
portant industrial centre of Petroseny 
and the Tarlunge Valley near Kron­
stadt, says an announcement of the 
Roumanian War Office. The losses 
were very slight.

THE SENATE TAKING ACTION.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

Measures which will result in the 
rescinding of the orders for the rail­
way strike next Monday may be pass­
ed by the House and Senate under ,a 
special rule to-day, and within 24 
hours may be on the way to receive 
President Wilson’s signature.

WHAT THE STRIKE WILL MEAN.
NEW YORK, To-day.

The ultimate consumer got a bitter 
foretaste of the railroad Strike con­
ditions to-day from a sharp advance 
In the price of food. Dealers attribu­
ted the rise to embargoes on perish­
able products put into effect last 
night by several eastern railroads and 
to the prospects of a serious shortage 
of supplies as soon as the strike Is 
called.

THE COST OF VERDUN.
PARIS, To-day.

Competent authorities estimate that 
about 500,000 Germans have been dis­
abled In the Verdun region alone 
since February 21st, the beginning of 
the great German offensive there. The 
total number of wounded German 
prisoners taken In the Verdun sector 
and In the neighborhood of the Somme 
exceeds 43,000.

THE RESULT OF LEGISLATION.
WINNIPEG, To-day.

Statistics compiled by J. N. McLean, 
Chief of the License Inspectors for 
Manitoba, have proved a revelation re­
garding the effect of the Manitoba 
Temperance Act on drunkenness and 
crime In the province. There had 
been a reduction of 80% In drunken­
ness In Winnipeg since June, as com­
pared with the three months previous, 
the percentage being based on court 
statistics. In the province there has 
been a decrease of 90% in drunken- 
peas.

RIOT IN LISBON.
LISBON, To-day.

Several persons were wounded in 
conflicts between civilians and troops 
last night near the House of Parlia­
ment. These clashes followed a ses­
sion of Parliament which adopted sev­
eral military measures recommended 
by the Minister of War and a resolu­
tion of confidence in the Government.

DECISIVE RESULTS LOOKED FOR 
AT SALONIKA.

■LONDON, To-day.
An Athens message to the Daily 

Mail says the Bulgarian retreat front 
Greece appears to have begun. Ser­
bian cavalry bas arrived at the en­
trance of Soroyioevo. The Bulgarians 
further south at Elavis and Tsartaiiar 
have been forced to evacuate their 
positions at Pateli. The last Bulgarian 
position of the Serbian left flank, was 
evacuated yesterday. The Bulgarians 
in the hilly country around- Banitza 
tried, aided by artillery, to retake 
Cornicevo, but they were driven back 
with heavy losses. The Allies’ artil­
lery dominates the Bulgarian guns 
northeast of Banitza. The Bulgarian 
forces are already reported to be 
marching northward to Krusograd, 
live miles north of Banitza on the way 
to Brod Negocani and Monastir. The 
French press is pointing out that de­
cisive developments are expected on 
the Salonika front, which will have a 
marked effect on the entire situation. 
The Matin says there is but one battle 
front where the most rapid and decis­
ive results must be obtained, and that 
is the Salonika front.

SERBIANS DEFEAT THE BULGAR8.
LONDON,' To-Day.

A correspondent with the Serbian 
army at Saloniki on August 30th tele­
graphs that the Bulgarian offensive 
in the Ostrovo region appears to be 
temporarily, if not definitely, broken. 
The Serbians occupying very strong 
positions stood their ground mag­
nificently, inflicting such enormous 
losses on the enemy that the Bulgar­
ians’ victory, of which the Bulgar- 
German communiques boasted, should 
more properly be described as a stag­
gering defeat. It is known with cer­
tainty here that the Bulgarians have 
been experiencing the greatest diffi­
culties in conveying their numerous 
wounded to the rear in spite of the 
fact that they enjoy the use of a rail­
road between Banitza and Fiorina.

ROUMANIANS NEAR KRONSTADT.
LONDON, To-Day.

A Roumanian force on Sunday night 
descended the elopes of the Carpath­
ians and occupied the district around 
Kronstadt, says a despatch to the 
Time* from Bucharest.

Constenza 
is a principal Roumanian port in the 
Biack Sea. It is in Dobrudja, the 
eastern section of Roumania. It has 
Lean announced officially that Russian 
troops have already begun marching 
through Dobrudja.

BULGARIANS ATTACK SERBIANS.
LONDON, Aug. 31.

Bulgarian regiments, says a de­
spatch, attacked the Serbians in close 
formation after the German style, near 
Lorooitz, and suffered severely. They 
were compelled to ask for reinforce­
ments from Valbankeni and Kastria. 
The Serbians appear to be masters of 
the situation at Comicheve, says an 
Athens correspondent, and Bulgarian 
officers of Roumanian origin who de­
serted said the Bulgarians called 
Lomicheve another Verdun.

GENEVA, Aug. 31.
Fighting lias become general over 

the four hundred mile Thansylvanian 
front. According to correspondence 
from the Austro-German headquarters 
the Austro-Hungarians are finding it 
impossible to hold on to the political 
boundary, and are retreating to the 
second fortified line of defence. It is 
reported that a Council .of War will 
assemble shortly at Vienna, at which 
the German Emperor, ,Emperor Franz 
Josef and King Ferdinand of Bulgaria 
will be present.

EXPLORERS CRUISING.
NEW YOK, Aug. 31.

Officers of the American Museum of 
Natural History have been advised 
that Donald D. MacMillan, the Arctic 
explorer, who left here in 1313 in 
search of CroCkerland, is expected tn 
arrive with the remaining members of 
his party at St. John’s, Nfld. or Sydney 
between Sept. 20th and Oct. 1st.

Your Boys and Girls.
If it is impossible to nurse the 

baby, the best substitute for the mo­
ther’s milk is cow’s milk, properly 
modified. The formula for modifying 
it may vary according to the needs of 
the individual baby, and it is usually 
desirable to consult a physician on 
this point.

If you do not wish to do this, you 
might follow a formula recommended 
by an authority on the care of child­
ren. For a baby of two months the 
foUowing will be1 sufficient for the six 
or seven feedings given during the 
day: Cream, six ounces; skimmed 
milk, six ounces ; boiled water, twenty 
ounces.

Most people think it undesirable to 
sweeten the baby’s food if he will take 
it without sweetening. If he has been 
used to being nursed and will not 
take the unsweetened milk, It is ad­
visable to use sugar of milk, which 
may he bought at the drug store, in­
stead of sugar. Whatever quantity is 
thought necessary, up ,to four level 
tablespoons, may be, used. As the baby 
groWs older, two ounces of skimmed 
milk may be added,’ gradually, every 
month. For each ounce of milk ad­
ded, an ounce of boiled water should 
be omitted. »

Board of Trade

Aug. 26th. From J. Butt (Blance 
Sablon to Forteau)—The. fishery on 
this coast is about closed and the 
men have now started the making and 
drying of the catch.
