The magasine wag flooded and by 
poop all the danger had passed. 
Scores of people are reported miss­
ing and it is .not known whether they 
are dead or at the hjpme or friends.

The concufljifrn shattered the big 
gasometer and- .thousands of féet of 
gas escaped. All the power plants in 
the city are out of business and the 
newspaper offices have been so badr 
iy wrecked that publication of the 
papers is impossible.

It was a. day,of suffering at the 
Victoria General Hospital. Suffering 
for the Unfortunate women,-, men and 
children who had been so grievously 
injured, suffering for the -unhurt ones 
who waited within awaiting news of 
the condition of their loved ones, in 
many cases to hear later that they had 
passed to the Great Beyond ; suffering 
for the doctors, nurses and volunteer 
workers who so nobly administered 
aid to the wounded and dying.

Every available nook and cranny of 
the specious building was made ready 
for those who had been Injured. It 
was very shortly after the explosion 
occurred that the first cases were 
brought in and from then during the 
day and evening, in fact all night, the 
hospital workers were continually 
working" their uttermost, showing the 
most devoted attention to all the seri­
ous cases which came in at all hours.

The slight casualties, those who 
suffered slight cuts from the falling 
glass in or out of the houses and 
buildings received prompt aid and 
were sent to their homes. But there 
were many very, serious cases. Some 
of the women were seized with hem- 
morrhage and others were frightly 
gashed and among them people who 
were practically beyond recognition. 
In conversation with one of the nurs­
es the Canadian Press was informed 
that the suffering of the badly wound­
ed victims was inteflse. One man had 
been brought in who had no trace on 
his person of having been cut by 
glass and in her opinion, he was suf­
fering from shock alone.

For some who were brought in ear­

ly, no hope of recovery was entertain­
ed and before btag-jjie death roll re­
ceived its first victijm Towards even­
ing twenty-five citiiee*. had passed 
away and had been brought to one of 
the morgues and;then.there were oth­
er cases, who it Was "feared would 
breathë their list before morning.

INCONCEIVABLESCENES

The Training of Today Is the Hope of Tomorrow

A. B. Coleman, One of the Slightly In- 
jured, Talks With ‘The Sydney Re­
cord.’—One Hunderd Soldiers Said 
to be Buried in Ruins of the Wel­
lington Barracks.
“Never in the history of America 

has such a sight been witnessed as 
the scene in Halifax on Thursday 
morning,” said A. D. Coleman, in con­
versation with The Record last night 

Mr. Coleman, whose face and ^left 
hand were severely wounded by fly­
ing glass, arrived in Sydney on the 
first through train from Halifax, 
which got into Sydney at midnight.

From 200 yards north of the King 
Edward Hotel terrace to Richmond, 
including North Street Station, all is 
practically demolished,” Mr. Coleman 
went on. “Along the water front no­
thing is left standing. The dockyard 
is in ruins and not a pane of glass in 
the city is left unshattered, the dam­
age to glass extending as far as the 
Birchdale Hotel at Northwest Arm.

do not think,” declared Mr. Cole­
man, "that enough glass could be sup­
plied in Canada to repair the damage. 
Extra supplies will have to be brought 
from the United States.”

At North Street Station.
The death toll at North Street Sta­

tion was horrible, but so, indeed, is 
it all through the stricken district. 
The toll was greatest in the Richmond 
district where the scène is appalling.

Girl Cut in Two.
"North Street Station completely 

collapsed, the girl at the news stand 
being literally cut in two. The Wel­
lington Barracks also collapsed bury­
ing some 100 soldiers in the ruins.

“The sight on the water front- be­
tween the above mentioned points is 
one of death and destruction. The 
harrowing scenes of parents looking 
for children and children for parents 
are beyond description. This awful 
storm, and the dead and dying every­
where form a picture of unspeakable 
horror previously unknown to this 
country. The returned soldiers, who 
are working night and day, say that 
with the exception of the atrocities 
nothing worse was ever witnessed on 
the Belgian front.

Thought It Air Raid.
‘•When the fire alarm was _ first 

sounded,” Mr. Coleman said, "I had 
just sat down to breakfast, and a few 
minutes later the hotel, the Carleton 
House, literally rocked oh its toisa- 
dation with the explosion, and every

pa#e of glass in the windows were 
scattered, to hits. The furniture 
crashed over, though the Carleton 
House is a very long distance from 
the scene Of the disaster.*

“At first we thought it was a Ger­
man air raid and that a bomb had 
been dropped on the city or that the 
city- was being shelled. The cause, 
however, soon became apparent, and 
the lack of excitement among the pop­
ulation was marvellous. People seem­
ed stunned with the horror of it all. '

After getting ’his injuries attended 
to Mr. Coleman, with a number of 
others, started for the scene of the 
disaster, and when nearly to North 
Street Station the people were met 
by th# policé in autos warning every­
one out of the district as it was ex­
pected that the magazine in the ci'- 
adel would blow up. This fear was 
soon allayed, however, and the work 
of rescue was begun.

Mr. Coleman, whose brother, Lebar- 
on Coleman, was killed at North 
Street Station, worked all day with 
the rescue parties and during that 
time had only two raw eggs and a 
soda biscuit. Now, however, he said, 
there is no lack of food in the city.

Under Martial Law.
Halifax has been placed under mar­

tial law and good order prevails. Con­
trary to the idea prevailing in Syd­
ney of the accident being caused by a 
collision, Mr. Coleman says that the 
great ship, which, for some reason or 
other had been hauled Up to the dock, 
caught fire from sortie unknown cause, 
and when it was found that the fire 
department was unable to get the 
blaze under control volunteers were 
called for to take the ship out be­
yond the danger zone and sink her. 
Men were not lacking for the ter­
rible task, and she left the dock with 
a crew of four on board. As the burn­
ing ship moved out a small Belgian 
relief ship collided with her ramming 
a hole in her side which opened the 
oil tanks making her removal utterly, 
impossible. If by any chance the ex­
plosion had occurred while the ship 
was in the middle of the basin the 
entire fortifications would have been 
destroyed.

Regarding himself Mr. Coleman said 
that had he not been awake all Wed­
nesday night with toothache and selpt 
late in the morning he would un­
doubtedly have been numbered with 
the dead as his intention was to keep 
ah appointment at the North Street 
Station at 8.30 on Thursday morning.

SYDNEY GIliL WHO HELPED

To fare for ‘fnfrire'd at HaUfax Tells 
of Her1 Experiences.

“A baby died in my arms and many 
ht, the Injured brought to otir school 
passed away within a few hours af­
ter the explosion,'' said Miss Annie 
Mçlsaac, the'first Sydneyite to return 
from the scene of yesterday’s terrible- 
disaster at Halifax. Miss Mclsaac was) 
attending Blount St- Vincent Ladies' 
Cbllege and had. just been ' seated .-in

-----------------------1
Teachers and Pupils Hurt.

“We had just started our class at 
9 o’clock when the. explosion was 
heard,” said Miss Mclsaac. “The big 
building rocked likp a rocking chair 
and then followed the, breaking of 
glass ah(f scattering of the fixtures. 
Every teacher and student in the col 
lege received a flesh wound or two. 
but fortunately none Were injured 
seriotfely. The college Was immtigi- 
ately transformed into a hospital and 
the sisters made preparations to eafii> 
for the wounded.

“Mount St. Vincent is about three 
and a half miles from the scene of 
the disaste-, but even at that long 
range the building suffered from the 
explosion. The roof remained intact, 
which was a fortunate thing indeed, 
vs practically every other emergency 
hospital in Halifax is roofless and 

■ without a pane of glass. The weather 
yesterday was cold and sharp and the 
injured people suffered terribly from 
the exposure. Of course in many sec­
tions the Ore was raging and made 
conditions terrible In the extreme.”

Walked Over Dead Bodies.
“Many who arrived at the Mount 

with the injured told us they had to 
walk over dead bodies lying in the 
streets, and many terrible stories of 
suffering were recounted. Women 
and children were brought to the 
Mount badly lacerated, and one little 
baby died in my arms soon after reach­
ing our school. The wounded were 
transferred from the street to the 
emergency hospitals in dump carts, 
delivery waggons, automobiles and 
every conceivable means of convey­
ance. Wounded could be seen lying 
on the streets, near broken telephone 
poles, while little children, were; roam­
ing about the streets with blood 
streaming from their wounds. The 
suffering of the people was terrible 
and many were seen with their eyes 
blown out and otherwise disfigured. 
The cold weather added to the suffer­
ing of those injured, and men and 
women worked with seemingly tire­
less energy to handle the situation 
which became worse from hour to 
hour.

fold Caused Suffering.
“There isn’t a bit of window glass 

left in the city. At the Mount the 
wounded are being cared for by the 
sisters, but even there the cold hasi 
caused a greqt deal of suffering. The 
rooms were crowded with wounded 
before I left and every available inch 
of space had been-.utilized.

“At 6 o’clock last night the fires 
were under control but the city was 
in a state of Chaos. The total number 
of killed was of "course not known 
when I left Halifax, and it waa;thought 
then that no definite estitjate could/ 
be given for several days. Owing to 
-the unfortunate circumstance which 

‘.prevents those seriously injured from 
getting the proper shelter, it is ex­

pected that tlje death list will be very 
great.

SIGHTS IN HALIFAX AFTER HIS- 
ASTER.

A gentleman who just returned from 
Halifax told the Sydney Post the fol­
lowing graphic story of the sights af­
ter the awful disaster:

The train from Sydney was delayed 
waiting for the maritime express from 
Halifax and' consequently was at 
Rockingham, some miles outside the 
city, when the explosion occurred. As 
it was, all the windows in the train 
were shattered and many of the pas­
sengers were more or- less seriously 
injured by the flying! fragments cf 
glass.

On arrival at Halifax the train was 
ccmman(jeered by the rescue workers, 
and was used, all day Thursday carry­
ing the wounded to Truro, many of 
the passengers assisting in the work.

He says that the sights witnessed 
were beyond description, arid that the 
dies for help heard in all directions 
were hsartrendihg. Moat of the living 
injure^ sespied-to be burned about the 
face and /éyes, and many burned to 
death before the eyes of the rescuers, 
who were unable to extricate them 
from the debris under which they 
were buried. Many of the dead were 
disfigured beyond recognition. To add 
to the horror, the magazine at Well­
ington Barracks exploded, killing 
many soldiers who were quartered 
there.

WIFE AND BABY OF FORMER LO­
CAL PASTOR KILLED.

. Mrs. W. J. W. Swetnam, wife of 
Rev. Mr. Swetnam, formerly pastor of 
Victoria Methodist Church at Whitney 
Pier, and later the pastor of the 
Methodist Church at Glace Bay, is 
listed among those killed in yester­
day’s catastrophe at Halifax. Her in­
fant child is also reported to have 
been killed.

Mrs., Swetnam was the daughter of 
Rev. John Astbury, a well known 
Methodist clergyman of this prov­
ince. She was married to Mr. Swet- 
nnarn during his term as pastor at 
Glace Bay, and lived there for several 
years. Her husband is now the pastor 
of Kaye Street Methodist Church in 
Halifax.'

/ LONDON, Dpc. 11.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—In 
the course of a speech at Bedford,. Rt. 
Hon. Winston Churchill, Minister of 
Munitions, after frankly dealing with 
the present unfavorable war situation 
said this was entirely due to the fact 
that Russia had been thoroughly beat­
en by German intrigue and gold no 
less than German steel. This liad 
robbed the Allies of their prize when 
almost within their grasp. We shaN 
not be beaten by perils and sufferings 
we have not 'deserved, he , declared, 
amid loud cheers. Our aims are ex­
actly what they were in August, 1914, 
when Belgium was invaded. We have 
not increased cur afms and we shall 
not diminish them one jot. There has 
never been a moment during the war 
when patriotic men had less excuse 
than the present for being misled by- 
sophistries and dangerous counsels. ’ 
Our sole aim is that the perpetrators 
of these innumerable crimes Shall not 
profit thereby and emerge stronger 
thkn before. That is Asquith’s and 
Lloyd George’s and Wilson's war aim, 
and I cannot conceive of any situa­
tion arising whereby-the war will lie 
prolonged one unnecessary day solely 
through the question of territorial 
gain. We are not fighting for booty 
or revenge, the British Empire will 
be satisfied when Prussian militarism 
is unmistakably beaten and the Ger­
man people saved from militarism 
And Its evil spell.

A Christmas Duty.
Now that the Canadian 
papers have come to 
hand , giving details of 
the Halifax tragedy, we 

are able to form a more correct idea 
of it, the exact locality of the ex­
plosion, the nature and extent of the 
damage done, the sufferings of the 
victims and their manifold needs to­
day. Perhaps it is as well that no 
one can realize and feel the full mag­
nitude of the disaster, for that would 
be beyond the capacity of human 
senses; even the survivors can re­
member each his own experiences 
alone. But we have learned enough 
to know that we have to look to the 
Messina and San Francisco earth­
quakes to fihd anything in our own 
memory approaching the disaster, 
while there has been nothing, except 
the Archangel explosion, to equal its 
terrible character. We have learned 
enough to know that we cannot help 
too early or in too great measure. 
The greatest present need seems to 
be tor the materials to make tempor­
ary reparation of the damage, glass, 
building materials, labour and. the 
like. These it is out of our power or 
impracticable tor us to attempt to 
supply, but we can provide them in­
directly in money for their purchase. 
It is money that we are asked for and 
it is money we must give. Let us re­
peat here what we said when asking 
for help to Armenia. Christmas is 
vary near, and there are signs that 
despite the unhappy times the festival 
will by many be celebrated in much 
the same way as in past years. We 
hope it will not be so. Let our gifts 
this year be such as are really need­
ed, gifts, that is, to the children, to 
the poor, to the boys at the front, 
and to these poor homeless sufferers. 
Unnecessary presents are selfish this 
year, and are often mere exchanges, 
pleasant though the custom is at 
other times. It, over and above what 
our generosity would be moved to give 
at another season of the year, the 
money which would go in such ex­
change of gifts could all be sent to 
Halifax, the fund would be materially 
Increased. Let everyone be able to 
say to his friend on Christmas Day, 
‘•‘Sorry 1 haven’t a trifle for you this 
year, but I sent all I could afford to 
Halifax." No one could ask a better 
Christmas box than that

Dear Sir,—In my last letter I 

promised to explain in full my pro­
posed modification of the "Swedish 
System” as applied to the sale of in­
toxicants. Briefly, under this sys­
tem the purchaser is licensed and the 
sflStr makes no profit. It would work 
oet something like this, if 1 
wanted to purcahsp alcoholic bever­
ages.

First, I would make application to 
the Controller, said application being 
i.ackcd by two reputable citizens, who 
certify that I am not under age, nor 
a drunkard nor criminal, nor imbecile.

The Controller, being satisfied as to 
the facts, issues a license to mo. This 
license consists of a pocket book con- 
t ining a number of coupons, —say 
100. On the inside cover is the short 
firm of license signed by the Control­
ler, also a space on which is posted my 
photograph and (if considered neces­
sary) my signature appears below. 
The seal of the Controller covers a 
corner of the photograph, so that no 
other photograph may be substituted. 
For the license I pay two dollars, or 
two cents per coupon, to cover cost. 
This license will be good for at least 
100 weeks, or two years. Payment 
could be made in revenue stamps.

Armed with my license I go to pro­
cure a bottle of liquor. There would 
be one or more dispensaries in every 
locality. The persons dispensing liq­
uor would receive a salary to be paid 
out of the profit made on the sale of 
intoxicants. It would cost the total 
abstalnel .nothing. - Spirits should be 
sôld in quarts, pints and half-pints (or 
even smaller quantities) but the quart 
should be the limit. Each bottle 
should be sealed at the Controller’s 
bottling establishment. This would 
prevent adulteration. "It would be no 
one’s interest to push sales.

I present my license at the dispen­
sary. The coupons are numbered. 
The official tears off coupon No. 1, 
stamps it on the back with his name 
and the date, say May 1st, 1918. On 
the face of coupon No. 2 he stamps 
the same name and date. Coupon No. 
2 cannot be served by anyone, any­
where, until it is a week old at least.

. For No 1. coupon I receive say a quart 
"O' whiskey. On may 8th or any later 
date I may make another purchase. 
This time I need, we will suppose, a 
pint of brandy. I present my license. 
The dispenser notes that coupon No. 
2 bears a date a week old. He gives 
uje the pint, stamps the back of cou- 
•pon No. 2 with name and daté (May 
8th), tears it out and fyles it. Be­
fore returning me the license he 
stamps the face of No. 3 coupon with 
the same name and date that he puts 
on the back of No. 2. This prevents 
me frbm purchasing a bottle of any 
size until May 16th or some later date.

There are many details into which 
1 cahnot enter now, such as equival­
ent quantities of wines, beers, etc., 
and the amounts to be allowed sailors 
and fishermen.on the Banks or on the 
Labrador coast. There should be 
special regulations for special cases. 
The prices for each size of bottle and 
for each class of liquor should appear 
on a fly-leaf in the license, also a 
short abstract of the law relative to 
the use of the license.

The following, at least, should be 
made offences punishable by fine, im­
prisonment, suspension or loss of 
license for one, three, six or twelve 
months or longer. These are drunk­
enness, disorderly conduct, treating, 
impersonation, transfer of license to 
another, obtaining a license by false 
pretences, to which should be added

■I liai» no knowledge of conditions>t 
the front, and my experience of Ayr 
has been limited to delivering drafts 
from Headquarters. I am not Ac­
quainted with the procedure in con­
nection with, sending drafts to the 
îrdnt. I was stationed at Ayr from 
November 1915 to January of 19i«{ 
during which period there were no 
men back from the frdnt, the Regi­
ment on Active Service at that time 
being at Gallipoli.

During this period that: I was In 
Scotland, and at different times there­
after, when. I was in charge of drafts 
to be delivered there, I found that fhe 
Officer Commanding, showed a keen 
interest ip the welfare of the Regi­
ment.

While there in December, 1915, there 
was some little friction between the 
members of' our Regiment and the 
civil authorities, and it was chiefly 
owing to the energetic steps taken by 
the Officer Commanding on behalf Of 
the Regiment, that a better feeling 
was brought about,

they were not by any means ready 
physically and very much upset, at not 
getting there. As regards men “who 
never saw the flash of H«n rifles” 
there would naturally be'many of 
those at Ayr which is a supply Depot

crimination at Ayr in their favor. 
There are a number of Lieutenants 
there who have not yet seen Active 
Service, but these have been “Un­

Consequently our Battalion 
together with others of the 29th Divis­
ion are constantly utilized in difficult 
positions to check and drive back 
the, enemy. Anyone who considers 
this scandalous treatment must be 
suffering from delusion. If they are 
befog frostbitten and sun-scorched, 
these are conditions over which the 
military authorities have no control.
It is well known that the Newfound­
land Regiment is always the best fed 
and clothed regiment in the army, the 
statement that they are shirtless and 
sockless is absolutely without foun­
dation.

No men are sent from the Depot in 
France except such as have passed 
medically as fit for general service, 
no discrimination is ever shown.

I think it is a great pity that such 
statements which are absolutely un­
founded and untrue should appear in 
the public press. If such matters

The Government of Newfoundland 
and the Mayor and Councillors of the 
city deserve credit for their prompt 
action In cabling generous donations 
in money to the relief of the sufferers 
at Halifax. Prompt financial aid is 
the best way to show our sympathy 
when disasters like that which almost 
blotted out Halifax happen. The 
whole country should do its best, for 
not only did the people of Halifax act 
promptly and generously towards us 
in the great fire of 1892, but also at 
the time of the Newfoundland sealing 
disaster:

The shortage in the coal supply 
seems to have developed suddenly. It 
would seem more reasonable had the 
Government given the trade and pub­
lic twenty-four hours’ notice of their 
drastic reform. It is nonsense to 
point out that they warned people Jast 
June or July to fill their cellars with 
coal. Most people can only afford to 
purchase a few weeks’ supply at one 
time. To cut the quantity down to a 
quarter of a ton to each person seems 
absurd. It simply means that the 
price of coal will advance, as the cart­
age or. a quarter ton of coal will cost 
as much as that on a half ton, and the 
consumer will have to pay for it. 
Again, those who have sickness in 
their homes and have to keep fires 
going night and day will feel the ef­
fects of this insane act. It seems the 
threatened shortage is not caused by 
the shortage of tonnage, but the dif- 

> Acuity in obtaining coal at Sydney. 
This should have been looked into be­
fore. Why did the Government wait 
until Christmas and the cold weather 
was upon us before springing it up­
on the people? Why was not Mr. 
Downey or Mr. Targett or some other 
member of the much boosted National 
Government sent over to Sydney to 
watch the coal supply?

It must he very gratifying to the 
Canadian Government and people to 
know that ihcir Victory War Loan has 
been over subscribed. It reached the 
three hundred and fifty million dollar 
mark and there were over half a mil­
lion subscribers. This is not Canada’s 
first attempt to raise a War Loan 
among her own people. Her total 
war loans must now reach over the 
billion dollar mark.
