made by men not of the profession, 
nor previously engaged in engineer­
ing work, seems convincing proof that 
the class of mind best suited for re­
search and discovery differs largely 
qnd fundamentally from that which 
in other men succeeds in directing 
successfully all kinds of work, men 
and other operations. Hence the dif­
ferentiation indicated above. Bra­
mah was a blacksmith and maker of 
locks; George Stephenson was a fire­
man; "Screw-propeller” Smith, the 
man who patented a good workable 
propeller and got the Archimedes 
built was a farmer; Samuel Hall was 
In the lace trade ; Goldsworth Gur­
ney a doctor. The Inventor who ex­
hibited an Internal-combustion en­
gine a hundrod’opèars ago at Cam­
bridge was a parson, as was also 
Ramus, the inventor of the hydro­
plane ship; James Watt was an op­
tical-instrument maker; the inventor 
of the chronometer, and winner of 
the King’s prize for It, was a gar­
dener; “Increasing-pitch” Woodcraft 
was a librarian; Bessemer was an ar­
tist; Armstrong a lawyer; and even 
in our own days we have had very 
many valuable additions made to our 
knowledge by men outside the profes­
sion, which all goes to show how 
much more liberal we are than the 
members of those other professions 
who would monopolise that adjective 
for their own.

Why Raise Your Hat?
To increase the efficiency of the 

ship’s propeller, it is suggested by an 
inventor to place a smaller propeller, 
but with a steeper pitch, in front of 
the usual propeller, and on the same 
shaft The smaller radins of the 
auxiliary screw compensates for the 
greater ^pitch, reducing the resistance 
to the screw.

The inventor of this double pro­
peller claims th$t the auxiliary screw 
causes a better utilization of the en­
gine's power. The small screw plac­
ed In front of the usual propeller acta 
upon the water near the shaft, where 
the larger screw exerts but little powd­
er. He contends that the addition of 
the smaller screw will not increase 
the burden placed upon the engine of 
the ship, and that, with the same mo­
tive force it will add from 25 to 30 
per cent, to the driving power of the 
propeller.

There is no doubt that the addition 
of another screw of greater pitch 
would increase the driving power of 
the propeller a great deal, but it is 
by no means clear how this can be 
produced without adding to the bur­
den of the ship’s engines.—Popular 
Science Monthly.

The Price of Fat.
With the arrival of the s.s. Sable

were ensured better treatment and 
food than they had enjoyed in former 
years. Neither the Prime Minister, 
■or the W. P. was at home to accord 
the hand shake of farewell to each 
individual sealer. The former was in 
Europe giving the benefit of his 
“sixteen months’ education in states­
manship” to the Peace Conference, 
and the latter was also across the 
pond gathering information for the 
promised book. There was no need,

Advocate friend means.

First of all the thing has too much 
the look of an election kite. Why 
will governments consistently neg­
lect the welfare of the country until 
the last year preceding an election?

Three years of four are always i 
spent In absolute inflifference to the I 
country, while the’ fourth is always 
as full of promises as a Hun is full j 
of “cooties.”

However, let us imagine, for the 
sake of argument, that our friend ' 
Advocate, who speaks for the “Nat-, 
ional” government is really sincere 
in his proposal, and that the sug­
gestion really means what it says— 
that is a fund of a million dollars to 
be devoted to good roads—what kind 
of roads are referred to? j

If the idea is to spend one million ; 
dollars puttering away at our exist- | 
ing roads we are absolutely unfavor- : 

More than j 
sufficient Is already spent on what | 
are known as local roads without ad- i 
equate results.

To throw—for such we should con-1 
side:- it—a million dollars in paltry rj 
pairs or branch paths tp some poli­
tical heelers “tatie” gardens Is a 
scheme which does not to the least 
commend itself to us.

If, however, our friend’s Idea Is 
the creation of good roads on the 
mainland we are enthusiastically In 
favor of the scheme.

A similar good road from Lewis­
porte to Beaverton or Boyds Cove 
would be of inestimable value to the 
residents of Fogo, Change Islands 
and Herring Neck.

Similarly, imagine what a bene­
fit it would be to our friends at 
Halls Bay if there were a good road 
from there to Millertown Junction. 
Put another road from thence to Bad­
ger, and the whole bay would be link­
ed by good roads. The result would 
be a competition which would topple 
excessive railway rates.

But our million dollars Is already 
outlined. Not one but two or three 
million dollars thus spent would be 
worth five times as much as if spent 
on railways.

This could be covered 
by means of an aeroplane, in a few 
hours. An average machin» could, 
without difficulty, transport from 
3,000 to 3,500 letters from Sydney to 
here and return with an equal quanti­
ty the nqxt day. To business men 
the reliability and the constant com- 
municatidn, now so frequently inter­
rupted, would largsly appeal. Much 
money spent on elaborate cables 
could be saved. That, together with 
the advantage of being able to write 
a full and explicit letter, alone would 
make an assured success of such 
project Carrying a full load, an ex­
tra charge of ten cents per ounce 
over the regular postal rates would 
show an excellent working profit

These few items will show to your 
readers the improvements that could 
be made and the conveniences which 
would exist, had some small company 
started a service of this nature on 
this Island. Commercialism of the 
air must come. It has already come 
to a very large extent in other, coun­
tries, and Newfoundland must hot re­
fuse to be left behind in the matter. 
The first people to take it up to-day 
will reap to-morrow’s benefits.

Wretched Mail Service.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir:—Will you kindly allow me 

space in your paper to say that the 
inhabitants of here and Otter’s Point 
have every reason to feel proud of 
the magnificent mail and freight ser­
vice we now get from the S.S. Glencoe. 
We are now about three weeks with­
out any mail and freight, as this is the 
only boat calling there, and not only 
are we compelled to tolerate this ser­
vice but we also have to put up with 
the wretched system of her calling al­
ternately and then cannot rely on that 
This, I consider, is a great Injustice, 
when we know that several less Im­
portant places have the Portia and 
Glencoe calling regularly while we had 
to put up with this system of alternate 
calling. When the Glencoe used to 
make the trip every 7 days to Capt. 
Drake’s time, it was then very incon­
venient but now we would rather ex­
pect the blue hills of Grand Bruit to 
topple from there bases than expect 
the Glencoe to make that time.

I may say that wbils the S.S. Fogota 
was on the same route for eight 
months, Capt. Dalton called regularly

CAREFUL GROOMING.
/ This is distinctly a period of good 
grooming among women. The slov­
enly though perhaps artistic looking | 
woman is no longer in the running. 
The woman who has the features of a 
Greek goddess and yet neglests to have 
her hair properly shampooed and dres­
sed creates more adverse comment 
than the woman of irregular, even 
poor, features who shows the good 
effect of careful grooming

Good grooming is simply immaculate 
cleanliness and exquisite attention to 
details of the person, but in their 
anxiety to acquire this effect women 
are prone to adopt cosmetics or to 
employ means for reducing defects 
wherein the remedy is more undesir­
able than the defect itself.

When a defect is so deep rooted as 
to require radical treatment it is far 
better for a woman to ignore its ex­
istence than to endanger her pe.sonai 
appearance, and perhaps her health 
by trying to treat herself. If the de­
fect is one which requires surgical 
treatment go to an expert—or endure 
fpe annoyance of the defect rather 
than risk what beauty you have by

using acid, the needle or electricity 
yourself.

This caution is especially appli­
cable to the busy woman who can give 
but little time to the making of her 
toilet. Take, for instance, obesity 
cures. We are all asked for diets and 
systems of exercise for reducing the 
weight, but it must be borne in mind 
that the reduction of weight must in- 
avriably be accompanied by a re­
duction of strength.

This means that the woman who 
systemàtically enters upon a dietary, 
bathing and exercise system must give 
herself over to this entirely, for it will 
exhaust her strength if it removes 
flesh. The woman who does her own 
housework or the business woman 
must not undertake violent physical 
exercise or bathing and combine with 
these her regular work. Physique and 
nerves cannot endure the strain. A 
breakdown is inevitable.

“Tfie older people were a more dif­

The prolonged struggles of 
the Manchurian War had prepared 
men’s minds for such a development, 
but only here did it first assume its 
full proportions and warn us that 
the battle of the future was to be the 
siege of the past Men remembered 
with a smile Bernhardt's confident as­
sertion that a German battle would 
be decided in one day, and that his 
countrymen would never be con­
strained to fight in defensive trench­
es.

The moral effect of the Battle of 
the Marne was greater than its ma­
terial gains. The latter, so far as 
the Britia# were concerned, did not 
exceed ' 5,000 prisoners, 20 guns, and 
a quantity of transport. The total 
losses, however, were very heavy.

Apart from the losses, the mere 
fact that a great German army had 
been hustled across 30 miles of coun­
try, had been driven from river to 
river, and had finally to take refuge 
in trenches in order to hold their 
ground, was a great encouragement 
to the Allies. From that time they 
felt assured that with anything like 
equal numbers they had an ascend­
ancy^ over their opponents.

was a tax upon the wearing in certain 
public places of “instruments for 
the goading of horses. "

Choir-Boys’ Perquisites.
Curiously enough It only applied 

to cathedrals, although, of course, 
the wearing of spurs outside of the 
parade ground has always been 
frowned upon. At about the time of 
Henry VII. every person entering a 
cathedral In England wearing spurs 
had to pay a tax. This was called 
“spur money,” and was collected by 
the choir-boys and appropriated by 
them as part of their perquisites.

The amount of the tax varied. In 
the cathedral of SL Paul’s It used to 
be 4d. The law was never repealed, 
and strickly speaking it is illegal 
even to-day to enter one of our 
cathedrals with spurs on and without 
paying a tax.

s A Test Case.
Not so very long ago a visitor 

went into Hereford Cathedral- wear­
ing spurs. He was approached l>y 
the choir-boys who tried to make him 
give them a tip, and when he refused 
th eboys took his hat Instead. The 
man went to law*to recover }»ls hat, 
but the jnagistrate upheld the boys, 
saying they were perfectly justified 
by law In keep It, since he refused 
to pay the spur-tax. $,

In Lancashire a man who made a 
business of supplying copper coins 
to retail business houses—he "ran,” 
in fact, a Copper Change-several 
times suefceeded in cornering prac­
tically all the pennld» and halfpen­
nies in a certain district Ordinarily 
he took coppers from gas companies, 
clrcussee, etc, and supplied them to 
shopkeeps, charging each side a 
commission for the. accommodation, 
this constituting his profit But on 
several occasions he acquired com­
plete control of all the small change 
“on spot” and thus added materially 
to his legitimate gains.

An Ingenious Trick.
For a different reason the author*- 

ties of a small watering place in Wales 
once cornered all the coppers In the 
town. Their object Was to force Iho 
hand of visitors -dhti stingily (as they 
thought) gave only one penny to tin* 
collection for the local hand, and In 
it they were successful, for. as change 
became scarcer so the receipts of that 
institution increased. But their tri­
umph was, attended by many awk­
ward consequences, one of which was 
a plague of tkree-penny-bits.

By a similar expedient a gas com­
pany in the Midlands was forced to 
come, to terms with some of Its em­
ployees who had “downed tools.1 
The strikers proceeded to corner 
pennies, with the result that, not­
withstanding that bronse was largely 
imported into the town, there was not 
enough in circulation to keep the 
slot-metere going. Those instru­
ments had consequently to be em­
ptied more frequently than usual this 
involving the employment of much 
extra labour. So when the struggle 
had lastor for some time the company 
considered it prudent to give in. ,
