Here, at least, young love
might be left to its own gracious de-
vices. 'Why hasten the disillusion?
But nothing, it seems, is sacred to the
people who are engaged in the plea-
sant pastime of reforming the rest of
the human race, and now we have a
prominent clergyman in England
comihg out with a plan for a series
of classes in the right miethods of
courtship.

Incidentally, isn't it wonderful how
advanced and scientific the clerical
profession is becoming in these hur-
ried modern times? Old-fashioned
clergymen were content to preach re-
ligion and let it go_at that. They stat-,
ed with the usual divime sanctions the
‘basic principles of ethics, and left the
members of their flocks to make their
own individual applications of them.
Not so your modern parson. He is all
for scientific management and con-
certed effort and as much meddling
in the othesl fellow’s business as pos-
sible.. It My, be the best and most ef-
ficient systém, perhaps, and the right
way  to get results—even if the only
obvfous result is” to: get the clergy-
man’s nameé and pié¢tare in the papers.
But, personally, we like the old way
best. If we were..to go to church, it
would be 'to: gét religion and not to
get tips on' the newest and best me-
thods of courtship—much as we may
need .instruction in that difficult—and
perilous art.

To come back to the Rev. Hugh
Marsh, vicar of ‘Mansfield, and his
¢lasses in love-making, he, of course,

.!ays the necessity for such things at

the door of the modern parent.

““It parents neglect their duties to
their marriageable daughters,” he
says, “and ledve them in a state of
ignorance, then the clergy
step in and conduct regular classes
on the subject.”

Certainly, blame it on the parents.
They are responsible for everything.
The job of being a parent has always
been an onerous one, so far as we
can make out, but as time and civiliz-
ation go on, it is rapidly becoming an
almost impossible ‘one. No wonder a
lot of them are shirking the respon-
sibility—it is too great a strain on the
mind and the nerves. If the average
man and woman had to start in and
study up all they ought to know be-
fore tackling the task of becoming
parents—why, by the time they had
acquired all the necessary knowledge,
they would be too old to try it out.
Perhaps it would be wiser and more
effective if the very advanced think-
ers; were to frame their theories for
the instruction of grandparents—then
there might be time to catch up.

Mediaeval parents and even parents
80 late as the Victorian age had a
comparatively easy time of it. All
that was expected of them was that

‘] they should feed their children and

clothe them and see that they got a
certain amount of ordinary instruc-
tion, and ‘public opinion was satisfied.
Never did the old style mother feel
called upon to tell her daughter how
she ought to conduct her courtship.
She might drop an occasional shrewd
hint—usually as to the young gentle-
man’s financial prospects, and wea-
ther or not he meant business—but
the rest was left to the girl. About
the only right parents used to retain
was, that of the veto, when the young
lady picked the wrong man. And this
right, of course, has long since been
taken away from them.
Incidentally,- we wouyld like to ask
the Rev. Hugh if he really thinks
there is anything about love-making
that the modern mother could teil
her marriageable daughter which that
young lady ‘doesn’t’ ‘already

far as we can judge from the cabled
reports, which are necessarily rather
brief and fragmentary, thesc classes
are of two kinds—classes for young
people who possess “a very low code
of morality” and classes for “healthy-
minded couples.” In the first case, we
should judge, the instruction is large-
ly of a restraining and sadative na-
ture, and is devoted to solemn warn-
ings and pious exhortations. In the
latter case—well, the only reason we
can think of for the Rev. Hugh hold-
ing classes for “healthy-minded cou-
ples” at all, is that he would like to
see them put a little more “pep” into
their work. Quite right, too.

One thing that rather puzzles us
about the Rev. Hugh’s system, is how
in the world he is going to get stud-
ents for his “low-code” classes. Young
people with that sort of morality are
not likely, one would judge, to go to
a clergyman for 1nstruction in court-
ship. They are far more apt to seek
for ' knowledge by some rough and
ready method of personal experiment
—in fact, that’s how they acquire
their peculiar code. But, after all, the
reader is probably not much interest-
ed in that sort of yourg person. Nei-
ther are we—our own code of mor-
ality being painfully high.

But the classes for “healthy-minded
couples”—really, in spite of our open-
ing tirade against meddiesome clergy-
men, we are rather takem with the
Rev. Hugh's idea. We wouldn’'t mind
joining such a class ourself, if we
could only overcome the handicap of
our years and our natural embarrass-
ment. Besides, why does the Rev.
Hugh insist on his pupils being
“couples?”’ We_could hardly invite a
young lady to join a class in court-
ship with us—not without giving her
the idea that we meant something
very personal by it.

Frankly, this strikes us as a very
serious defect in the Rev. Hugh's sys-
tem. By the time a young man and a
young woman have got to the point
where” they are a “couple”—with
their names in the social columns
and the girl's friends giving her
showers and all that sort of thing—
they would seem to an ignorant
bachelor like ourself to have got past
the need for lessoms 'in courtship.
‘What they need is a few lessons in
matrimony.

If the Rev. Hugh really intends his
classes to be for engaged persons,
there is a distinct danger lurking in
the scheme. What is to prevent three
or four young men in the class de-
ciding that they prefer the style of
some other young lady student and
the greater enthusiasm she puts into
her lessons? It would be terrible if
these classes for “healthy-minded
couples” should have for immediate
result the busting-up of several of the
ccuples and their rearrangement on
a new basis. That’s the worst of con-
ducting your ceurtship publicly under
a supervising eye—the chances for
comparisen are far too great. It would
naturally never do for young Mr.
Brown, who had brought young Miss
Green to the class, t6 put in his time
gazing yearningly at the superior
work of Miss Dolly Flutter. Or Miss
Green, on the other hand, might dis-
cover, a8 her knowledge broadened,
that Mr. Brown was a dub and a goof
compared to the masterful and fluent
Mr. Montmorency.

and confusion. He might devote these
preliminary lessons largely to theory,
and in this work he would find a few
movie-films of very great assistance.

Famous Actress
of Napoleon’s Day.

Hortense S€hneider, the celebrated
siren of the Second Empire, died re-

Born at Bordeamx in 1838, she went
on the stage at the age of 15 and by

the hearts of masculine Paris.

“La Belle Helene” and “La Grande
Duchesse de Gerolstein” she was af-
fectionately called because she had
played the title roles ' in Offenbach’s
two famous operas.

Princes and dukes were at her
feet—and paid royally for the privi-
lege of being there. When she was
starring in “La Grande Duchesse de
Gerolstein,” Czar -Alexander II. of
Russia telegraphed ahead to have a
box reserved at her theatre and beg-

ged her to sup with " him stter the |

performance.

In order to keep this' engagement
the Czar hdad to snub -the Empress
Eugenie and Napoleon by begging off
from a state dinner arranged for him
by their majesties. Nor was he the
only visiting royalty who paid great-
er homage to the Qqueen :of opera
bouffe than to - the royalties of
France.

Hortense’s love affairs were soon
the talk of Europe and Napoleon IIIL
himself is said to have given her a
“peck of jewels.”

Until the fall of the second empire
she could fill any theatre in Paris.
During the Franco-Prussian war she
hid herself, but returned to Paris
with the accession of MacMahon and
built a fantastic villa at the entrance
of the Bois de Boulogne, the garden
of which adjoined Prince Murat’s, la-
ter James Gordon Bennett’s resi-
dence.

There she gave wonderful enter-
tainments, at which the heirs appar-
ent of half the kingdoms of Europe
were present. Naturally, she had
many suitors, but she refused all of-
fers until, in 1881, she surprised all
her friends by accepting the hand

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The House Closed.

The end of the serio-comic
drama in which all the mem-
bers of the House of Assembly
" played leading parts, was reach-
ed yesterday afternoon, when
His Excelleney the Governor
pronounced the vice regal bene-
diction on the labors of the ses-
gion. The play lasted just
eighty-four days, including Sun-
days, and thoug_h no business
was conducted on the Sabbath,
apart from that which trenched
upon the opening hours of last
Sunday, the time used has to be
taken into account. Twelve
weeks of seven days each, which
according to the time-table
studied and learned by pupils of
our educational institutions,
make exactly three months. On
the basis of said table that four
weeks make one month, there
has been nearly a whole quarter
of the calendar year spent by
our legislators in their patriotic
efforts to do something which
may eventually result in help-
ing the dominion forget that the
first session of the twenty-
fourth General Assembly was
long drawn out, and finished
minus the flourish of trumpets
heralding its opening. The ses-
sion of 1919 was prolific in
speech, if nothing else, In fact
so vast was the lingual spread
that none of the official re-
porters were able to keep track
of the flights of oratory and
personal recriminations indulg-
ed in by honorable members,
and hence there is no complete
record of last year’s gabfest
with which that of the-session
now closed can be compared.
Hansard was not able to retain
it, and thus there is lost to pos-
terity language that for nervous
force and strident declamation
was never equalled on the floors
of our local Parliament even in
the palmy days when real speak-
ers held the floor.

Teachers’ Col:v:ntion.

At yesterday morning’s session of
the Comvention, Dr. V. P. Burke, who
was the appointed speaker, was un-
avoidably absent, owing to tne recent
death of His mother. His place was
admirably filled by Dr. H. Pedley.
Dr. Pedley, in the treatment of his
subject “The Ideal Teacher,” spoke
‘humorously, yet elearly. He referred
to his own experiences of the teach-
ing profession (1) as a teacher for
one or two years, (2) as a pastor, (3)
as a father. Four characteristics of
the ideal teacher as given by Rev. Dr.
Pedley, are .in short, as follows: (1)
He should love the child; love of
children may not be a strong point
in the teacher's career, but he can be
sympathetic, and sympathy often be-
gets affection. (2) He should know
the child. By this is meant not the
mere knowledge of the child’s name
and family, but the idiosyncrasies and
characteristics, al’o the sympathies
and ambitions of the individual. (3)
ideal of education, which
meahs not the mere acquisition of
knowledge, but the deeper spiritual,
psychological truths of ne world,
(4) High ideals; the ideal teacher
emphasizes by example as well as
precept the importance and necessity
of good citizenship and patriotism.

After Dr. Pedley’s address, a vote
of condolence was passed to Dr.
Burke in his recent affliction.

A letter was also read from
Llewellyn Colley regretting his
sence, but afirming his zeal”for
good work.

Messrs. W. Verge and I. J. Samson
respectively moved and seconded that
a meeting be held at 7.30 p.m. for the
purpose of discussing salaries.

R. R. Wood, Esq., then delivered an
address on English. He pointed out
the aptitude there is for teachers to
narrow themselves, this aptitude be-
ing increased by the yearly presented
syllabus, which names so -much for
imparting that the whole is far from
thoroughly mastered. The lecturer
laid stress on reading, pronunciation
and composition a8 the chief aids to-
wards the mastery of good unadul-
terated English. The difficulty of
English arises from our spelling, and
until we have our spelling simplified
our dificulties will be about the same
as now, Re formal grammar, an in-
terest for the subject can only come
from deductive reasoning, and  not
from the mere memorization of rules
of syntax. Composition, so sadly
shirked in many of our schools be-
cause of the time involved, must be
more widely stressed, ere good Eng-
lish results, It can be made more
a part of the school curriculum by a
greater amount of oral composition
(and we think debating and discus-
sion in the older classes). In this
respect the importance of school
libraries cannot be too strongly em-
phasized.

At the evening session, Dr. W. W.
Blackall outlined a programme for
outport ‘schools. He prefaced his re-
marks by congratulating Dr. Barnes
on his rise from the charge of a low
grade school to his present position.
Coming to his subject, he gave the
following as the subjects to be taught,

In 1823 Bishop
Fleming influenced education, While
in 1833-3¢ the Nuns came to our
shores. In 1823 Samuel Codner was’

instrumental in bringing from Eng-
fand more than 20 teachers, most '
of whom eventually became clgm-
men. In 1839-44 Bishop Spencer
greatly influenced education and.laid
the foundation of Queen’s Theological
College. In 1843 our first educational
grant was made, the mover of the bill
being Mr. Barnes, rather striking
when our first Minister of Education
is a man of the same name. In 1844
our first academy was founded. In
1874-5 the denominational question
in education was sharply deflned into
distinct bodies,  Roman  Catholic,
Church of England and Methodist. * In
1876 the Christian Brothers came
here, and in 1893-4 the CH.E. came
into existence. At the present time
there are #more than’ 700 persons
holding A.A. diplomas, while not a
few have attained higher intellectual
honors in our land.

While the higher branch-
es of Education will not be neglected,
special consideration will be given to
the Elementary. Schools. An effort
will be made to. bring the great boon
of education within the reach of every
boy and girl in Newfoundland.

of Union Government never been writ-
ten. Following the conclusion of the
world conflits and the consummation
of peace, the Canadian Premier-had

an exceptional opportunity to win al

noteworthy place in history. The war
work of himself and his Government
was done. The task for which they
were given an emphatic mandate was
aceomplished. The Government ought
to have followed the manly and
straightforward course of rendering
account of its st:ewardship and sub-
mitting itself to the electors for a re-
newal of confidence.

Instead it elected to cling to office
The Premier talked from time to time
of retiring, but as often was persuad-
ed, many believed, against his own
better judgment, to remain. His health
was reputed to be poor. In consequ-
ence, he became an habitual absentee.
A leaderless Administration, whose
dominant passion seemed to be to con-
tinue to hold office, rapidly lost the
respect and confidence of t he Can-
adfan people. It became timid, inert
and useless, going from bad to worse,
until to-day it faces a coming politic-
al deluge.

It is somewhat tragic that a Pre-
mier who a few months ago could
have retired from office with the as-
surance of an important place in the
Listory of Canadian achievement now
resigns with the knowledge that the
only other alternative left him is
hopeless defeat at the polls. But it
may be a lesson to those who come
after him. The safe, the wise, and the
right course for public representatives
is to trust the people.

Sir Robert Borden for many years
has been a prominent figure in Can-
ada’s Parliament. For ten years he
was Leader of the Conservative Op-
position in the House of Commons.
For nine years he has been Premier
of the Dominion, His nama will be as-
sociated with t he political annals of
this country during the period of its
most stressful and heroic history. His
greatest achievement came at the
darkest hour. The outstanding event
of his career was the bringing about
of a union of men of both political
parties to raise reinforcements for the
Canadian fighting forces in the field
and the creation of a Coalition Gov-
ernment to carry out that patriotic
purpose. It was at this momentous
his real stature.

His resignation comes now in a per-
iod of chaos Whether or not the man
chosen to succeed him will try to con-
tinue the futile policy of clinging to
office in defiance of the public will re-
mains to be seen. Sooner or later the
electors will have their say. The pity
of it is that Sir Robert retires after
a long period of public service, hav-
ing forfeited so much of the confid-
ence of his fellow-citizens and leaving
the party of which he is the Leader to
face swift and certain disaster at the
hands of the electors of Canada.

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Lipton’s Armada.

Irish Invasion -of América.

=~New York, July 8.—(By the As-
sociated Press)—There's a little bit of
Ireland floating off the Jersey coast
and its ruler is a familiar figure in
yacliting flannels and cap. It's Sir
Thomas Lipton and his “navy”—six
craft strong—invading the United
Siates to capture the America’s Cup
in a Yachtsmen'’s battle off Sandy Hook
this month.

‘The man to whom a large patch

+ of water is an alien sight thinks of the

cup races as a few impromptu jousts
between a couple of sailing sloops
which cost a mite more than the aver-
age man can afford. He does not
realize that these yachts and their
crews had to go through a period of
training as long as tht of any football
team and a thousand time more costly.

By purchase or charter Sir Thomas
has amassed his fleet. In addition to
the challenger, Shamrock IV., and the
trial horse, the 23-meter Shamrock,
there is the steam yacht Victoria, the
Fagship of the fleet, on which the vet-
eran yachtsmen lives, anchored each
night in the Hudson.

Then there is the houseboat’ Killar-
ney, tucked snugly away in the shelter
of the Hook. On the Killarney reside
the crews of the two racing craft.

But this does not complete the fleet.
There is the tug Governor Smith to
tow the sloops to.the starting line and
a snappy speed bpat to run errands.
Numberless smaller launches. and
dingys don’t count im this yachting
armada.

Theé Irish baronet has his daily
schedule — enjoyable enough, but
just at present a business to which
he adheres as closely as the broker
daily watches his ticker.

Each day he steams down to the
Hook from New York to:watch the
challenger — his sweetheart, the
elderly bachelor “calls her—match
her speed against the trial horse.

Each day, as dusk approaches,
he holds conference with his band
of yachting experts, suggesting
little changess here, little change
there, smoothing out a ripple in
a club-topsail, which to the Iland-
lubber fits exactly, or clipping a few
inches from a topmast with which,
to the unitiated, there seems noth-
ing wrong.

And each day he continues to deal
out dollars to the 150 members of his
arwada. For it is an expensive sport,
this quest of a hundred guinea cup and
victor or loser. Sir Thomas will have
paid out more than a million dollars
for this year’s race alone.

At eight o'clock, except in most
@distressing weather, raising of Sir
Thomas’ personal flag— a green
shamrock on a field of gold—be-
tokens that the vice-commodore of the
Royal Ulster Yacht Club is aboard.
awake and ready to receive guests.

These inmiably include a corps of
newspapermen. Most of “them 'come
for breakfast, stay for lunch and
linger for dinner, and as sea air breeds
an appetite, the yacht’s larder re-
ceives a blow that would make the or-
dinary housewife quiver in these
days of high prices.

Then the Victoria weights anchor.
Recognized by all harbor craft, she
receives salutes from sootiest tug to
most majestic battleship.

Sir Thomas stands on the bridge
—the familiar, blue-jacketed, be-
flanneled figure, who for years has
crossed the Atlantic to win the tro-
phy on which he has set his heart.
He strokes his gray goatee and his
face wrinkles into a roguish grin as
he swaps yarn for yarn with his in-
numerable guests,

For Sir Thomas must have his joke.

One of which he is particularly fond
concerns a visit once paid him at
Cowes by former Mayor John. Fitz-
gerald of Boston.

The baromet was entertaining a
group -of Americans, when suddenly
it was.reported to him that the royal
launch was headed for his craft.

‘“The King or the Queen,” cried Sir
Thomas, and at once began drilling his
guests in court etiquette.

But the royal launch, which rarely
carries any.but royalty, arrived with a

lone Yankee.

It seems that Mr. Fitzgerald, wish-

ing to pay a visit to his friend the
Irish yachtsman, had been unable to
find a craft which he deemed suffi-
ciently natty to bring him alongside.
But finding the royal launch at the
royal . landing stage, he pronounced
it “a decent enough boat” and ordered
it to the Lipton yacht.
' Meanwhile *the King and Queen,
reaching the stage, beheld in amaze-
ment their launch ' dashing away
from them. And .the master of the
small craft, on his return, had this
explanation to make—the gentleman
had introduced himself as “the Mayor
of Boston, United States of America,”
which the royal yachtsmen, impressed,
compressed into “the Mayor of Am-
erica.” And of course a man who would
dare march onto the royal landing
stage must have stepped onto it with
royal permission. -

And 'so, chatting of kings and stow-
aways, yachts and infrigues, he enter-
taing his guests until the Hookx is
reached. And as Sir Thomas is never
so0 well cast as when *he is playing the
host, it is an enjoyable trip, this little
joy-ride down the bay to the serious
work of the day.

The whole Lipton fleet was towed
up to the Morse Drydock and Repairs
Company’s plant at the foot of 56th
street. The boathouse Killarney and
the 23-meter boat had to be taken
along to house the racing crew of the
challenger. The crew has to be on
board when she is measured. The
tug Governor Smith towed the Killar-
ney.

Shamrock IV. was placed in one of
the, big docks at 1 p.m, and five hours
later Resolute arrived in tow of her
tender, the steamer Montiauk, - from
Glen Cove, up the Sound. Her top-
mast had to be lowered to enable her
to pass under the East River bridges.

During the afternoon Shamrocks
bowsprit was taken off and a slighily
longer one put in ils place. The
measuring of the yachts will begin
at 10 a.m. to-day, under the directioa

her nimble fingers flew up and down
the switchboard notifying the workmen
in the various sheds to get all the men
out at once.

This brave operator saw the fire
leap from the gasoline shed toward!
shed 28, and it required all the nerve
she could summon to stick to her post, .
because she knew what would happen. ' '
Nearly ten minutes had passed since '
she saw the smoke curling from the!
gasoline shed. In that ten minutes her |
fidelity and courage had got warnlng'
to every building of the 36 in the
twenty-acre plant.

Nearly Four Thousand Saved.

Nearly four® thousand ' 'men - had
either reached or. gone through the
gates to the open roads and meadows
~~then shed 28 let go. As Miss Mec-
Namara sent in her final calls red-hot
fragments of steel ripped from the

bursting shells and, flung high in the |/

air, descended on the roof of the head-

quarters building, a few feet from her |

head.

We must, perforce,
decide to lay the argument aside,
which would be the more satisfactory
and amicable course, or continue to
wrangle about it for the next fifty
years. Says a special despatch from
the French capital:

“The prospects of deciding just
who won the war are not gratifying
for the "resent generation. The
French Ministry of foreign affairs has
announced that it would shortly re-
sume publication of the volumes re-
garding the diplomatic origin of the
Franco-Prussian war of 1870.

“Ten volumes regarding this war
have been published but the work
was held up when the new war broke
out, and the documents thus far re-
vealed date only up to 1866, If there
is no greater speed regarding the
world war we will be unable to know
the truth for another fifty years.”

Whall is an expert typict on the type-
writer and has devised his own me-
thod of shorthand. This shorthand
device, for it is more of a device than
a system, is in itself most interesting.
Equipped with a steel point, fashion-
ed like a bradawl, and a brass frame,
which may be comparec to a two-
toot jointed flat steel rule, Mr. Whall
is ready to report any speech or case.
Half of the frame' is covered with a
series of indentations, the other half
being pierced with tiny oblong holes.
The paper is clipped and folded be-
tween and over the two sections of
the jointed frame, and the report is
made by feeling and working from
right to left along the-frame, punc-
turing the paper with the steel point
in the corners or centres of the ob-
long holes by pressing into’the inden-
tations, which represent the words
spoken. When the paper is taken
out, Mr. Whall is able to tell from
the dots the words he has “written,”
and either dictate them to an assist-
ant or transcribe them himself on his
' typewriter.
