Dominion, not otherwise provided for,
from 1st July, 1867, to 81st March, 1868.”

Hon. Mr. Rose moved, that said resolu-
tion be referred to the Committee of
Ways and Means at this sitting of the
House.

Hon. Mr. Holton, said he had intended
to make some remarks, perhaps ‘some-
what extended, on the statement of his
hon. friend the Minister of Finance in
Committee of Supply, had opportunity
been presented. ’l‘Ent opportunity, how-
ever, did not arise, nng knowing . the
desire of the Government and of members
of this House to advance business as
rapidly as possible, he should allow this
stage to be taken without offering any
extended observations to the House in
order that his hon. friend might be able
to constitute as soon as possible his Com-
mittee of Ways and Means.

Mr. Anglin said he had received some
explanations last night from the finance
minister, but there were some other

f he understood what he had heard about
the floating debt, the position was this—
that up to a very recent period, when the
finance minister began to remit to London
| agents the Jan. interest on our debt, there
must have been in the Bank of Montreal
some three millions to the credit of the
provinces, while on $2,700,000 which we
owed the bank, we paid 7 per-cent, and
besides that six per cemt on provincial
notes-issued. The bank was thus holding
a larger sam of our money than that of
our dabt.

Hon. Mr. Rose said the amount held by
the Bank of Montreal at any one day
was very difficult to state, but if a return
were asked for, specifying some particu-
lar day, he would see that it was pre-
pared in twenty-four hours.

Hon, Mr. Macdougall moved that the
House concur in the resolutions reported
from the Committee of the whole for the
incorporation of Rupert’s Land and the
Northwest Territory with Canada.

Hon. Mr. Holton moved in amendment
the following resolutions :—That accord-
ing to the provisions of the British North
American Act of 1867, an order in Coun-
cil founded on an address of the Canadian
Parliament to Her Majesty the Queen,
praying that Rupert’s Land the North
Western Territory should be united to
this Dominion on theterms and conditions
in such address set forth, would have the
full force and affect of an Imperial Sta-
tute, and would bind this House to pro-
vide whatever sum of money might be
required to extinguish the claims of the
Hudson’s Bay Company upon the said
territory ; and tlat to pledge irrevpoable
the public funds to the payment of'a large
and indefinite sum for the extinction
of vague and doubtful claims, would
be alike unwise on grounds of general
policy, and imprudent in view of the pre-
sent financial position of the the country ;
and that it is%herefore inexpedient to

| adopt an address under the 146th clause

of the British North American Act, 1867,
until the nature, extent and value of the
Lclaims with which the territory in ques-
tion are burdened.shall be ascertained.”
The Hon. gentleman moved the amend-
ment in a lengthy speech.

Mr. Beatty roseto express his disappro-
bation of the tone adopted by the hon,
gentleman who had just sat down, and
by other hon. members who had addressed
the House on this subject.

Dr. Parker denied that to make acquisi-
tion under existing circumstances was the
policy of the Liberal parky of Ontario.
As he formerly declared, it was never
their policy to secure it under such
terms as those proposed, nor till the
state of the finances would permit. He
proceeded at some length to show the en-
ormous expense whichithe schcme of the
Government, if carried out, would involve
amounting to a total debt of 36 millions.

Mr. Rymal thought the territory would
cost much more than we could now afford.

It began at about ej ht
o'clock a. m., and blew in fits and ng
gusts till past midnight.

But during all that terrible
day the wind and rain seemed to combine
to continue steadily the work of destruc
tion. The first crash of the gale unroofed
whole streets of thatch-covered houses,
and shook and loosened tiles on flat-roofed
Moorish palaces, built by the younger
followers of Columbus more than three
hundred and fifty years ago. Old trees
that had withstood the gales of centuries
fell as if the axe was at their root. The
rain came down in such masses that it
seemed as if & mountain torrent was run-
ning through the air, bearing on its sur-
face leaves and branches of trees, frag-
ments of timber, hats, handkerchiefs, and
a miscellaneous lot of dry goods (dry no
longer), and even fruit. Cocoa nuts were
whirled through the city like cannon
balls, and added to the fright of some who
thought the horrors of another siege were
to begin.

The poorer classes, who were drowned
out of their houses, snatched hastily what
little. poor valuables they happened to
possess and waded through the flowin
streets to the churches. Their bl
doors stood open as usual, and never did
more stricken wanderers their por-
tals. The grand old cathedral on the
government square, begun, as an inscrip-
tion over its main entrance informs us, in
1514, and completed in 1540; was cramf
med with a weeping, terror stricken mul-
titude. There was not a living thing to
be seen in the streets except when, at long
intervals, some desperate adventurer, at
the risk of his life, would pick or crawl
his way along under the lee of the walls
left standing, from one to the other ol the
old churches, in search’of some missing
relative or friend.
