Railway Accident. 

Clergyman Dead.

Wheeling, West Va., Aug. 24.—An 
accident occurred on the Baltimore <fc 
Ohio Railroad to-day about four miles 
from Cameron, by which three or four 
German emigrants were fatally injured 
and fifteen or twenty wounded. The 
accident was caused by the spreading of 
the track, which threw the tender, ex­
press cars and a passenger car down an 
embankments, and the other coyhes off 
the track. The coaches that went over 
the bank, fifteen or twenty feet, with 
some 70 or 80 men, women and children, 
turned bottom upwards. Some of the 
emigrants became enraged, thinking that 
the engineer and conductor were trying 
to kill them, and set upon the officers of 
the train with stones.

Soon after an ex­
presse train came up, and its officers 
rendered all necessary attention to the 
wounded.

There are th 
necessary resources on each side to make 
up a highly profitable traie, and ty re­
quires no stretch of imagination to pic­
ture the time when our young Pacific 
Province, will materially add to the an­
nual volume of the trade of Canada, by 
its transactions with the islands of Poly­
nesia, the States,of South America, and 
the old but rich andfepopulous countries

He states that his visit 
was successful, as far as collecting evi­
dence for the Tichborne claimant was 
concerned.

The Spanish Cortes has authorized the 
prosecution of the deputies who took 
part in the Communistic and Cantonal 
insurrection.

An attempt has been made upon the 
life of Don Alphoneo, brother of Don 
Carlos, and the would-be assassin has 
been taken and executed.

The difficulties of Carl Vogt are not 
ended by the failure to obtain his extra­
dition. A civil suit has been commenced 
against him by the relatives of the mur­
dered Chevalier De Banco, for the re­
covery of $12,000 worth of stolen pro-

A young man about twenty-eight 
years of age, named John Howe, who has 
been in the employ of John Tibbits, 
Commercial Hotel, as hostler for some 
time, was found dead in bed at Aylmer on 
Friday.

A descent was made on a house of ill 
fame in Sarnia on Thursday night, by a 
Sarnia constable and two policemen from 
Petrolia. Six women and a man were 
arrested.

A pedlar named Joseph Patterson came 
to his death by falling from the Oakville 
Great Western Railway bridge on the 
evening of the 22nd inst.

A meeting was held in Almonte, on 
Friday night, for the, purpose of discus 
sing the action of the Ministry in advis­
ing the Governor-General to prorogue 
Parliament. Two, resolutions were car­
ried by large majorities, condemning the 
Ministry.

A daughter of Paul Keenan, Peters- 
ville, was dreadfully burned about the 
head, neck and face by th*explosion of a 
coal oil lamp on Friday. The injuries 
are of such a serious nature that her life 
is despaired of.

A Williamsport man recently forwarded 
the following letter to the insurance 
company in which his wife's life was in­
sured : “Dear Sir, ( take my pen in 
hand to let you know that I am well, 
but that my dear Wife, insured for $5,000 ' 
in your company, is no more. She died 
to-day. I can truly say that she was a 
fond wife and good mother. I have the 
doctor’* certificate, so that the/e will be 
no trouble about the policy. She was 
sick only a short time, but suffered much.

Inquest in the Gaol.
An inquest was held by Dr. Keating, 

coroner, this (Monday) forenoon on the 
body of Daniel Mayne, an insane man 
from the Township of Peel, who was 
committed to gaol about ten days ago. 
The following are the names of

Mr. J. P. Macmillan appeared to watch 
the case on behalf of deceased’s wife. The 
following evidence was taken :—

Levi Gillies, prisoner in the jail, 
sworn, said—Daniel Mayne, deceased, 
came to the jail on Friday, Aug. 15th ; 
was deranged when he came ; said be 
murdered his wife; complained of a 
pain in his forehead ; had to be hand­
cuffed for a couple of days, to keep him 
from breaking the windows and doing 
other damage ; got proper attention from 
the jail officials ; deceased told witness 
that a man struck him with a stone ; lie 
was apparently sensible at times ; was 
not a very strong men ; was not a very 
strong man ; was in the same ward with 
witness ; on Saturday deceased appeared, 
to be sinking, and witness told Mr. Mer­
cer, who had him removed to another

Margaret Mayne, wife of deceased, 
said—She saw her husband on the day 
of the Elora fair ; he was bleeding from 
a wound on the bridge of the nose ; said 
William Smith had struck him with a 
stone ; was sure her husband bad been 
struck with a stone, as a blow from a fist 
could not have hurt so badly ; knew of 
no ill-feeling existing between Smith and 
her husband ; deceased complained of a 
very severe pain in his head, and could 
not sleep ; called Dr. Wallace on tho 
Sunday following ; who told deceased to 
wash his eyes with tea-water ; deceased 
got worse on the following Wednesday, 
and the doctor was called again ; de­
ceased had gone out of his mind, and 
broke the window in his frenzy; the debtor 
said his brain was affected; that sin|e 
vain leading to the brain he thought, 
hpd ben injured, and if so that h s would 
die ; must have received a severe shock.

By a Juror.—Smith struck deceased 
when getting off his horse; they had 
some words abont school matters ; my 
husband said Smith struck him tvtice, 
saying “ I’ll make you do it now.”

The next witness was a-brother of de­
ceased, Patrick Mayne, a faimer in Péel. 
He corroborated Mrs. Maynè’s evidence 
and stated that deceased hsdalways con­
sidered the hurt a dangerous one. Smith 
was summoned before a magistrate on a 
charge of assaulting deceased, and fined 
$6.

The inquest was then adjourned to en­
able a post mortem examination of the 
body to be made, and the case was not 
concluded when we went to press. Wm. 
Smith, the man implicated in this most 
unfortunate affair, is a well to-do-farmer 
of Peel. It looks serious for him, as a 
warrant charging him with wilful mur­
der has been issued, and a constable haa 
left town to execute it, We shall be in 
a position to furnish further particulars 
to-morrow.

Mr. Glass and his Critics.
Mr. Glass, M.P., for the East Riding 

of Middlesex, hitherto a supporter of the 
Ministry, was amongst the signers of the 
non-prorogation memorial to the Gover­
nor-General, and some of the Tory pa­
pers have been coming down heavily 
upon him in consequence. Mr. Glose 
has replied to his assailants, and the 
London Advertiser iiaa the following on 
the subject :—

Mr. Glass has his censors and interro­
gators in a rather tight place. The oth­
er day one of the organs, which itself re­
cently condemned the proposed proroga­
tion of Parliament, plucked up courage 
to ask Mr. Glass why he signed the man­
ifesto to the Governor- General asserting 
the rights of Parliament. Mr. Glass 
neither shirked inquiry nor sought to 
postpone investigation into his course. 
He promptly picked up the gauntlet, and 
in the course of a long letter retorts on 
his interlocutors with such success that 
spectacles are not needed to see which 
side has come off victorious. Mr. Glasa 
takes his stand that prompt investigation 
could do no harm to innocent men, and 
that Parliament is and ought to be su­
preme—grounds than which no stronger 
can be taken in an English-speaking 
country. But Mr. Glass gets his critics 
beautifully in showing that his course 
was precisely in accordance with what 
they themselves contended for and ad-. 
vised a little previously. Mr. Glaea 
stands where ho stood a month ago. It 
is his accusers who have shifted ground.
It may be considered by some the duty 
of the political journalist to write as di­
rected, without any regard to consistency ;

“-----variable as the shade
By the light, quivering aspen made 

but there are those who hold a different 
view of the responeibilies of journalism.

Mr. Glass effectively quotes the Lon­
don organ * of unadulterated Conserva­
tism, which on the 24th of July w^bte an 
follows The 13th of August should 
“ not pass without the House of Pariia- 
“ ment taking such steps ‘as it might 
« think proper for the investigatîbn of 
“ the charges.” In the same article it 
was said (the truth of the prophecy has 
since been shown) that a prorogation of 
of Parliament under the existing circum­
stances would ‘ ‘ cause general dwatitfxir 
“ tien throughout t the country,”. . The 
Montreal Garrtte-rwbich contests with 
the Toronto Mail the chief plage qçipng 
Government organs—is quote!} to the 
same effect. ' ,

Mr. Glass spices hil effective çoûlibtidi- 
cation with R rebnkp 6f the orghri ' far :ta 
very offensif lotiqhe^* tbv6rds ttrose 
who thouht proper'to “ exefciee Wèir un- 
«• doubted right in signing the memorial 
« in question."’ He demands t thorough 
investigation on the ground “ that ii 
" large amounts of money were expended 
M in some of the constituencies, it should 
“ he known where it was expended, so- 
“ that those who were, entirely free, from. 
" its corrupting influence might not bo 
“ eomdejled to hphr the reproach of it.”

'Mr. Glass* haë put his eritics in s cor­
ner by confronting them with their own. 
words. How they wflll reconcile their 
advice of the 84th of July with their ani­
madversions of the 18th of August re­
mains to be seen» It’s a sharp corner 
for even a Government organ to be ex­
pected to turn.
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Xot to be Caught.

Once on a time there was a wicked 
old spider living in a cozy corner in 
a well-spun web which was the envy 
and admiration of all the other spi 
ders in the building. Therein he sat 
from noon to eve, and acted as a 

' veritable butcher ; but of the many 
silly Hies he killed, the showy moths 
he destroyed, the buzzing gnats he 
torellimb from limb,no record is left 
gave Mary Howitt’s pretty little poem, 
which is read in every school. It 
tells how he invited one more little 
fly to walk into his parlor,how it stood 
aloof, how it was tempted by flattery, 
and how, at last, it fell a prey to the 
seductive wiles of the long-legged 
ogre. Mr. Huntington does not in­
tend to act the part of that deluded 
insect. The Royal Commission has 
met. organized, and issued subpcenas 
to witnesses. To him it has sent a 
Request to be present. “ Walk into 
my parlor,” politely writes Sir John 
through his trio of Secretaries, Gowan, 
Day, and Polette. “ No, no, kind 
Sir,” says Huntington, '* to ask me is 
in vain.” Mr. Huntington is not to 
be caught. He understands his po­
sition ; he is confident in his strength, 
and equal to the task which he has 
undertaken. To recognize the Com 
mission would be a repudiation of the 
Parliamentary Committee : to Com­
ply with the ‘ request” would be an 
admission of the right of the Gov­
ernment to override the action of 
the House of Commons. Into such a 
trap Mr. Huntington will not enter : 
into sifch a pretty little parloFhe 
will not walk. An enquiry before a 
packed bench—nominated by the ac 
cused for a special purpose, closeted 
with the accused before the com 
mencement of its labors, advised by 
the accused at every step of its pro­
gress, and under the control of the 
accused at any stage of its work 
not likely to end in the exposure of 
truths disagreeable to the accused 
aforesaid With power to check any 
question which it may deem super­
fluous, irrelevant, or inconvenient, 
and yet without power to compel a 
witness to speak the whole truth if 
Hé thinks it would tend to criminate 
him, it is useless to expect from the 
Commission such a full exposure of 
facts as Mr Huntington deems neces­
sary. To submit to an investigation 
conducted by a body so objectionable 
and void of necessary powers, and to 
be compelled to rest his case where 
and how it pleased, would be to prac­
tically abandon the prosecution. 
Mr. ituntington is too old a lawyer 
to be tripped up in such fashion, and 
lieVill certainly avoid the fate of 
MaiX Howitt’s fly. He Will quietly 
bide his time, proceed with his charge 
in the maimer deemed advisable by 
Parliament, and ptoçç béfare ibe 
country a cômpîetê case—a case free 
from the restrictions and interfer­
ence of one-sided judges, or the sup­
pression of truth by protected non­
committal witnesses. That every 
effort will be made to misinterpret 
his action is already apparent. The 
Conservative press is uttering its cry 
of “You’re afraid!" The Toronto 
bell-wether has sounded the key 
note, and every lambkin of the Min­
isterial flock is sending forth its re­
sponsive “ baa.” Mr Huntington is a 
slanderer and coward, and his sup­
porters are banditti, in the mouths 
of the bleating crowd, because he 
prefers to wait for the re-opening of 
the great court of the nation before 
which the accused have already been 
arraigned, and in which a true bill 
was found when the Committee of 
Enquiry was appointed. He knows 
that the doors of that court have 
been only temporarily closed, and he 
sensibly and patiently waits the re­
sumption of the hearing of the case. 
He will not prejudice his position, or 
lessen his chances ot obtaining a full 
and exhaustive investigation,because 
the defendants have sought to change 
the venue, and impudently set up a 
court Of their own. He knows that 
however much noise interested or 
blinded partizans may raise at 
this determination he has the 
country at his back. He is 
strengthened by the conviction that 
men of all parties are resolved that 
the truth, the whole truth, and no­
thing but the truth shall be told. In 
the meantime he will be assailed by 
those whose work it is to misrepre 
sent and create a prejudice against 
him. He will be twitted, and taunted, 
and sneered at. It will be said that 
he has no case, that his evidence is 
worthless, that be cannot substantiate 
his charges, that he dare not face the 
accused, that lie has been entangled 
in his own toils, that he is unworthy 
of belief, that he is a traducer of 
spotless men, that he is a catspaw 
in the hands of designing conspira­
tors, and that he is politically and 
socially dead. He has seen all along 
that this would be the upshot of his 
refusal to go before the Commission.
He has counted the cost, and is pre­
pared to put up with Ministerial 
abuse. He sees that his own turn 
must soon come, and can afford to 
wait. The facts with which he is 
armed fully justify his resolution to* 
place them before a court in which 
the whole and not a part only can be 
told. That court must reassemble, 
sooner or later, and when it does all 
Canada will know he did well in re­
fusing to submit his charges to any 
other tribunal tlian one competent 
not only to fairly try but to properly 
punish the wrong doers.

The Royal Commission.
The full text of the Royal Commis 

sion was published in Saturday’s 
Mail. It is addressed to Judges Day, 
Polette, and Gowan, arid opens with 
a string of “wherases,” reciting in 
official phraseology the various de­
velopments of the scandal. It then 
says that—

We,>eposmg special trust and confi­
dence m the loyalty and fidelity of you, 
the said Charles Dewey Day- Antoine 
Polette and James Robert Gowan, have 
constituted and appointed you to be our 
Commissioners for the purpose of mak 
ing such inquiry as aforesaid, of whom 
you, thq said Charles Dewey Day shall be 
chairman.
No doubt “special trust and confi­
dence” is reposed in the “loyalty and 
fidelity ” of these gentlemen—loyal­
ty and fidelity to the man who has 
appointed them, and whose guilt or 
innocence they are about to try !

The document next authorises and 
requires them to collect evidence, 
and to require the production of 
“such 'documents and things as you 
“may deem requisite to the full in­
vestigation and report of the mat­
ters and statements as aforesaid.” 
It then proceeds:—

And we do requiie you to communicate 
to us through our Secretary of State of 
Canada, and also to the Honorable the 
Speaker of the Senate and to the Honor­
able the Speaker of the House of Com­
mons of Canada as well, the said evi­
dence, as well as any opinions which you 
may think Jit to express thereupon.
The Commission is instructed to meet 
at Ottawa. Sir John A. Macdonald 
and Mr. Aikens sign the document.

So it seems that after all the bal 
derdash which has been talked about 
the judges being merely a judicial 
committee for the collection of evi 
dence, they are to be invested with 
the full whitewashing powers which 
are given ihem in the significant sen­
tence we have italicised. It doesn’t 
much matter,though; the proceedings 
before this mock tribunal will be re­
garded by the people as little better 
than a solemn farce, and Sir John 
may as well have his full fling during 
the few weeks or months that are 
left to him before Parliament meets 
and the day of reckoning comes. The 
three-cornered whitewash brush may 
record any opinions it thinks fit— 
Parliament will form its own conclu­
sions, based upon something more 
substantial than the findings of the 
defendents own chosen tribunal.
