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Reciprocity.

 In trapsmitting to the Legislative
Council, during its last session, certain
papers on Reciprocity, the late Gover-
por’s message contained the following
singular passage :—*He thinks it bard~
ly pecessary to point out that if any
relaxation of the tariff should be made
in favour of the United States, existing
treaties require that the same advan-
tage should be extended to other coun-
tries.” Now, if this be so it will readi-
ly be perceived that the prinociple of en
ipterrational treaty, establishing reci
proesl commerial relations, is knocked
on the head, We need hardly eay,
however, that the writer of the above
pastage entirely misapprehended the
case ; and one finds it difficult to account
for the singular unfamiliarity with the
whole subject of Reciprocity ueatiga
displayed by the words it contains,
One would have thought that if the
principles snd conditions of the lately
abrogated treaty between Canada and
the United States had entirely escaped
the attention of the head of the Execu-
tive every member of his Cabinet could
hardly be presumed to be igoorant of
them.  The Reciprocity treaty to which
_we have alluded was nothing more or
less than a special agreement between
the two countries, and no other, to the
effect that each would throw open ‘Tt8"
markets for the free admission of cer~
tain epecified articles, being the produot
of the other, the list of articles being
presumably go arranged as to render the
free interchaoge of such commodities
muotoally beneficial. The operatiovs of
the trealy ‘were, of course, strictly con~
fined 'to the :two countries which were
the parties to it; and, necessarily so.
©Oanada has Imperial permission and
aathority to enter into- another similar
treaty witli'the United States, and with
that view negotiations have been going
on between the two governments for
some time. We believe we are quite
justified in asserting that it is the wish,
#s it unquestionably is the interest of
British Columbia to be embraced in any
treaty of Reciprocity that may result
from these negotiations, or at all events
to'bé placed in & position 10 eome  into
the arrangement, i it should bo thought
desirable,. after the provisions of ' the
treaty shall be known, This subjeet,
as is knowo, occupied a good deal of
attention in the Legislative Council
Jast winter. ‘A series of resolutions,
embodying the views of the Council, to
which was appended a list of articles
which it was thought desirable o include
in a treaty, were placed in the hands of
the Governor, with the earnest request
that the interests of this Colony might
pot be overlooked in the pending nego-
tiations. - What may have been the re-
sult of that action we would not vens
ture even to guess; but we may be
permitted to say that it is not altogether
unnatural the colonists should experi-
ence a feeling of want of confidence in
the aotion or nonsaction of & Cabinet
upon a subject respecting which sach
heterodox motions are entertained..
