Its influence
will be strongly felt in the halls of par-
liament and the provineial legislature.

*Through being composed of men rep-
resentative of the best ability and g'h:lr-
acter in the British Columbia mining
field, by adopting conservative measures
and conciliatory methods, and 'working
{with energy to secure its ends, it will se-
cure and maintain the confidence and
respect of the people, It will do much
to improve the present depressed condi-
tion 'of the industry and restore con-
fidence in the legitimate mining investor,
who is required to assist in placing the
mineral industry of the province on the
basis for large and profitable production
it should be.

“] feel confident, gentlemen, that the
association you will organizd today will
waintain its vitality so long as there s
mining done in the province of British
'Columbia. !

“The success of .the association will
depend upon the basis upon which it will
be organized, so I urge upon you to be
careful to organize upon a carefuliy laid
foundation.

Five bundred and forty-six British and
colonial ships were totally lost last year,
vut only fifty-four passengers and about
1.200 crew lost their lives. At first these |
figures sound formidable, but when com- |
pared with the gigantic tonnage of lil-it-f
180 ships their smallness becomes apparent. i
There are afloat well over 11,000 British |
ships of altogether 15,500,000 gross tons.
Tae total tonnage of the lost ships last
jear was only 182,000 tons.

The figures show that steamers are much
safer than sailing vessels. We have three
steamers to every single sailing ship, yet
the fatalities were three times . more
numerous on the sailing vessel. The man
who travels on a steamer is, according t¢
these returns, eleven times safer than thd
passenger on the old-fashioned sea- craft.
The sea is_ becoming more safe. Last
year’s loss of life was among the lowest
on record, and the tendency is for casuk
alties to decline despite increasing traffic.
The _admirable maps accompanying the re-
turns show that certain spots are still the
great wreck centres. The line of North At-

is thickly dotted, but almost wholly with |
cases of partial damage and not of com-
vlete loss. Around Newfoundland, how-
ever, and the St. Lawrence ‘is a thick 1'ne
of red dots on the map, recording wrecks.

The German ocean is another danger cen-
tre. and the Western coastline of India
another. The record of the Pacific is re-
markably good, and the wrecks of the Medl
terranean are very few. The South At-
Iantie Ocean Is almost as safe as the Pa-
¢'fic. » Around the British coast the most
dan~erous spot is from Flamborough Head
to Farne Island.

One tragic section of the returns is that
devoted ‘to 1nissing ships, the ifessels
vhich have simply disappeared without
leaving a sign of their fate. Thirty-six
| boats were reported missing last year—
twenty-eight sailing vessels and  eight
steamers. The 528 people aboard them are
numbered among the lives lost.

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Discovery of a Mine of Jade in the Far
Northwestern State.

IN OREGONXN. -

A very important mineral discovery
has just been made in the Althouse dis-
triet of Southern Josephine county, Ore-
gon, consisting of the findine in con-
siderable quantity of the snered and rare
stone, jade. ‘Several miners cawe into
Grant’s Pass the other day bringing
samples of the stone ‘with them. 'These
samples were positively identifled as
jade by the United iStates Mineral Sar-
veyor H. ‘C. Perkins of this city. ‘The
discovery s of great geological import-
ance from the fact that jade has neve:
before been found in any place in any
of the general districts of the North
‘American continent. - The miners who
have come in from the scene of the dis-
covery report that enany large pieces of
float jade of beautiful color and fine
texture have been, and are being found,
‘both on Althouse and Indian ereeks.

Jade is the sacred stone of the Chinese
and is used by them in making brace-
lets, rings, vases, ete. It is a tough,
compact stone. Its color varies from anp
almost pure awhite to a dark or pale
green. Jade was ome of the first ma-
terials used in the making of ‘'weapons
and utensils during prehistoric times.
There is a coarser and more common
variety of the stone known as jadeite
that was used in making axes and weap-
ons. The jade was and is highly prized
by the people of the ‘Orient for orna-
mental purposes. and carvings. The
{Chinese name for jt is “yu-shih,” which
means ‘“‘jade stone.” -
For ages past the main and principle
supply of jade has come from the Kara-
Kash valley of Eastern Turkestan., 1t
is also found to some extent in New-
Zealand, the islands of the Pacific and
South America, but this is the first time
that it has ever been found the No:zth
American continent. The discovery in
southern Josepline county will be th*-

TROUBLE SETTLED.

There is a saying:that troubles never
come singly. We sincerely hope that
the converse is equally true, and that
the welcome news that the labor dis-
pute at Nanaimo has been settled will
be followed by the news that amicable
relations have been re-established be-
tween the Crow's Nest Coal Company
and its ‘-employees. British Columbia
cannot afford that this year of promise
should be darkened at the outset by a
dispute which is likely to paralyze the
industry of an important section of our
bmvince. Surely some means must
exist, with rich eoal seams and a great
and expandibg market, to mine coal and
produce coke under conditions net bur-
densome to either capital or labor. There
is nothing in the essentials of the situa-
tion to prevent a modus .vivendi be-
tween the company and its operatives
being arrived at.. The' public opinion of
this country will visit with its heaviest
displeasure the side which is found to
be in the wrong, or the side which re-
fuses to approach the question in a con-
ciliatory manner, because that side will
have been convicted of failing to recog-
nise the duty it owes to society at large,
and of tampering with the very founda-
tions of industrial progress and pros-
perity. Possibly to some the weight
of public opinion may seem a somewhat
empty and unimportant factor. But it
has been proved over and over again
upon a thousand economic battle fields
that no capitalist, however strong, and
no labor union however arrogant, can
afford to neglect it.

ARt EIRAERE oL S
WEST YALE ELECTION.

Today the electors of West Yale cast
their ballots for or against the Prior
Government in the persons of Dr. San-
son, the Government candidate, or Mr.
Semlin, the opposition candidate. In a
constituency like West Yale, as indeed
in all constituencies, a certain number
of local issues crop up in a campaign
regarding which it is impossible for out-
siders to form an accurate estimate as
to their effect upon elections. So far
as the larger issues go, the issues upon
which the Government would be on
trial before the whole country, the Gov-
ernment has had infinitely the best of
the campaign, and should be victorious
at the polls. The campaigning of the
opposition has almost entirely consisted
of the same perversions and heated per-
sonalities which characterized their con-
duct during the last session of the legis-
lature; the Government’s campaigning
on the contrary, has taken cognisance of
the needs of the country and the prac-
tical measures necessary to progress and
prosperity. So far as we know purely
local issues have been largely in favor
of the Government with the exception
-of one, the force of old association and
the general respect in which Mr. Sem-
lin is held, particularly among the older
residents. In the newer parts of the
district to the South we have it upon

the best guthority that the Government
candidate is absolutely solid, This then

is our knowledge of the conditions as
they exist.  I'rom it we cannot predict
who will win, although we know who
ought to win. But the supporters of
the Government who have been in the
fight are confident of victory, and ever
since the campaign opened it is notice-
able that the confidence. of the opposi-
‘tion has steadily declined. So that we
may draw the happiest augury of to-
day’s result. The returns from the
Northerly part of the district will na-
turally be in first, and will practically
decide the election, except in the un-
likely event of Dr. Sanson being in a
considerable minority,

THE AMERICAN COMMISSIONERS

Did the Alaskan Boundary treaty
contemplate the appointment as Ameri-
can commissioners of practical politi-
cians who are dependent for their
careers upon the votes of people utterly
ignorant of jurisprudence, but full of
national prejudice. We all know Sena-
tor Turner in .British Columbia. Many
of us knew him before he became @
Senator, and respected him as an honest
lawyer, an upright gentleman and a
good fellow. He became a Senator
through the fact that he made a great
deal of money out of the Le Roi mine
at Rossland and by a judicious mixture
of that populistic sentiment and high
national “feeling which «is popular in
the West. He has as many pretensions
to being a jurist as a hen scratching
gravel has to be a gold miner, and his
whole mental make up is limited by
the purview of his political career, and
the environment in which the sentimen-
tal furniture of his mind has been
cvolved. We know nothing about Sena-
tor Lodge except that he represents an
uncompromising  Americanism  which
limits the rights and privileges of human
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beings to citizens of the United States.
Such men are absolutely unfit to take
part in any judicial inquiry where any
claim or action of the United States
is brought to the bar of equity. A
strong effort is being made by the Unit-
ed States at the present moment to steal
the Isle of Pines from Cuba upon a spec-
ial.construction of the Spanish-American
treaty, similar to the treatment of the
British - Russian . treaty, which casts a
lurid {ight upon American diplomatic
methods. Porto Rico and-its adjacent
islands were ceded to the United States,
but Cuba was specially dealt with. It
is now set up that islands which from
time immemorial have been under the
jurisdiction. of Cuba were not included
because they are not mentioned, and
that this island which is an annex of
Cuba was really ceded to the United
States and should be occupied as United
States territory. The New York Even-
ing Post speaks as- follows about  this
latest game/ of grab:

It is only a mean and underhanded at-
tempt to cozen Cuba out of property
which is fairly her own . . . . .
whole thing has a most ungracious look.
Its being urged forward_'uow has al-
most an appearance of spite. Cuba has
got on in her independent life better
than the wiseacres of our army believed
to be at all possible. All their dire
prophecies have gone unfulfilled. The
island has been at peace throughout all
its borders. It has a government which
shows every sign of stability. The
system ‘of public schools and of sanita-
tion which Americans introduced has
been maintained; withal, by economy of
administration, the Cuban Government
has saved about $1,500,000 of the an-
nual expenditure under General Wood.
All this ought to be highly gratifying to
us. . But we seize the moment to put
forward a vexing and unfounded claim,
as if to provoke Cuba into some act or
attitude of unfriendliness. It
a generous thing to do. We hope to see
the President, with his instinct of fair
play, frown upon the whole ill-timed
and ill-looking movement, which we
believe to be without warrant of law
and are certain is without warrant in
morals.
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MACEDONTIA.

The Sublime Porte is to be coerced by
a joint representation from Austrig-
Hungary and Russia into reforming the
government of Macedonia. We can
see in our minds the Sublime Porte
suavely receiving the representations of
the two powers, and at the same mo-
ment solemnly winking the other eye.
Turkey’s power to do as it pleases in
the Balkans rests upon the secure foun-
dation that the other powers are de-
termined to prevent each other from
doing what they please. At the same
time they are willing to join hands in
forcing the Sultan to do ‘so much to

as will prevent Macedonia from break-
ing out into open revolt. But if the
Sultan does not choose to do so much,
or if the Macedonians take the obvious
view that symptoms of revolt and re-
form will disappear together, then the
jealonsies of the powers will prevent
the matter from being settled .except at
the expense of a European war, in which
Russia, France, Germany, Austria and
Italy will all be keenly interested ,if
not actually involved. There are three
possibilities. One is that the threatened
revolt will be averted by reform. The
second is that Turkey will be left alone
to subdue the Macedonians in time-hon-
ored fashion.- This is an almost im-
possible contingency. For Servia and
Bulgaria will unquestionably jump into
the fray, and as soon as they do, Rus-
sia cannot possibly keep out. The third
is war, but war not upon Turkey by
the powers, but by the powers, one
against the other. The Turk is neither
a fool nor a coward; the Greek, Mace-
donian, Servian, or Bulgarian, is gen-
erally one or the other, and sometimes
both.

nothing to hope for unless Russia in-
tervenes, whereas the Sultan has noth-

contingency that in fighting one another,
the powers might annihilate him. In
the meantime le is buying Mauser rifles
and promising a portion of their pay to
his troops. The Balkan States are also
laying in munitions of war, and the gen-
eral expectation is that there will be
some exciting tableaux before the month
of April is out. Great Britain can ob-
viously not afford to have a row with
the unspeakable Turk. There are a
great many more Mahometans than
there are Christians in the British Em-
pire, and to them the Sultan of Turkey
occupies a peculiarly sacred position. A
war against Turkey might involve us
in the most unpleasant consequences in
Irdia and elsewhere. On the other
hand to take an active part in support-
ing the Turkish regime weould outrage
the deepest feelings of Anglo-Saxon
civilization. So we can only hope that
Great Britain will stay out of it, and
permit the other European nations to
make a battlefield of Southeastern Eur-
ope if they choose to do so.

THE MODERN NEWSPAPER.

The following article is condensed
from a long article in the Monthly Re-
view. It expresses with great lucidity
the change which is coming over the
daily press in all parts of the world. It
says that the modern press is “stronger
than the old staid voice of a master.”
So ,it is in one sense, but in another
sense it is not stronger. The press is
now largely a photographic record of
events and opinion. It is impossible to
do anything in opposition to the press,
but not because of the defiance to the
press involved, but because of the
defiance to pub’iic opinion involved. The
day is past when the great souled re-

| In the continual struggle for daily
existence experienced by that vast ma-
jority .of newspaper readers, the daily
Jjournal is taken up as a distraction. Ex-
cept for those highly intellectnal per-
sons who declare that the greatest rest,
‘the greatest distraction for the mind,
are to be found in a change of work,
there is little attraction in dryasdust
political discussion, and. the uninspiring
enumeration of unfamiliar details. To
find interest and beguoilement we natur-
ally look for those things which we can
judge of by the touchstone of our own
experiences and ways of life and thought;
and the consequent demand made on
our journals is for humanity, stories of
everyday life, color, atmosphere, ‘“There
is more joy in England,” wrote Rudyard
Kipling (in- “The Light that Failed”),
“over a soldier who insubordinately steps
out of a square to rescue a comrade than
over twenty generals slaving even to
baldness at the gross details of trans-
port and commissariat.” And a jour-
nalist well known in Fleet street, who
practised this precept ‘with admirable
success, once said to me: “No more
blessed facts, my boy. Facts are done
for. 'What we want now is atmos-
phere.”

| Perhaps mno beter illustration of the
power of the people in modern journalism
could be found than in the history of
the long South African war. . . It
‘would be necessary to go back a long way
to find any cry in England so strong,
so 'whole-hearted. For years before the
|war the popular imagination was in-
{flamed by stories brought home by tray-
lelers, of the indignities put on English-
‘men in ‘Pretoria. . . Nor less was it
a national feeling which, in the cruel
undeceiving that followed the Black
,'Week, urged the people to send out its
sons in thousands as volunteers, to set its
iteeth and “see the whole thing threugh,”
|'while foreigners ‘wondered, and Paris-
ians exclaimed in a burst ef imvelun-
‘tary admiration: “On anrait conspue le
Gouvernement pour bien moins que ca
en France.” Only the bravest cenvic-
tion in Press and individuals conld dare
to contend with such a current of opin-
ion. It was inevitable that the majority
of the popular Press. should echo the
popular cry. Yet one part at least of
the iPress, and that, too, the part which,
appealing most directly to the least
thoughtful portion of the country, should
jhave been most careful to temper - en-

Recent events have
proved that we® must correct this mno-

,ready. It may be urged that, judged
!by its Press, the GGerman nation is tra-
duced. But it is certain that no Press
—evyen a subsidized one, which is imme-
diately found out and judged at the
value of its subsidy—can utter a popu-
Iar and united cry not founded on deep-
Iaid popular inclination.

The peoples have found a power of
whose magnitude they are as yet una-
ware, and which is only a power for
evils when the journals of a nation do
not teach it to the extent of this power
by the sole means of which they can
dispose, namely, by truthful representa-
tion in the little things. of everyday
life. It is impossible to speak too high-
ly in praise of those English dailies
and weeklies which have set themselves,
no matter at what cost, to check Malf-
truths and sensationalism. . The
Press is to the nation what the governor
is to the steam engine, a corrector of ir-
regularities, and an indicator of the
speed of the working of the whole. And
if the popular section of the world’s
Press do not check the growing tendency
to -onesidedness, it- will aseuredly be
found out and rejected for serious work,
as the ‘American Yellow Press has been
found out.—Abridged from a long and
thoughtful article by Owen M. Green,
in the Monthly Review.
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THE ALASKA BOUNDAR¥

The tone of the English press towards
the Boundary Commission foreshadows-
a surrender to the United States just
as certainly as growing twilight fore-
shadows the setting of the sun, The
following from the Spectator may be
taken as fairly indicative of feeling in
England:

“We on this side are naturally de-
lighted at the prospect of getting rid ‘of
a tiresome and difficult question which
has repeatedly ‘threatened to throw a
shadow ever Anglo-American relations:

Granted that the Alaskan boundary is
finally agreed upon and laid down, Can-
ada will be able to proceed with the de~-
velopment of her limitless natural re-
sources' without fear of interruption.

We sincerly trust, then,
that a spirit of hearty good-will and
an intention to finish the business once
and for all, will inspire both British
and the American members of the Com-

The - problem
must, in our view, be aqproached in
the interests. of Canada in the most
reasonable spirit, and_the Canadians
must not expeect the British Commis-
sioners to act in any but a strictly ju-
dicial  capacity. The same spirit must
be looked for from the Americans. If
the Commissioners  on both sides will
only adopt such an attitude, a satis-
factory solution ought to be arrived at.”
The comment naturally - occurs to

.Canadians that Canada isiunder no dis-

ability in: developing: “ber limitless na-
tural 'resources without fear of inter-
ruption.” Anyone interrupting Can-
ada in doing so would be subject to
consequences of a singularly unpleas-
ant character, and we know of qobpdy
desirous of trying the experiment.
Further,: if the British commissioners
act in a strietly judicial capacity, there
would, in the face of the declared in-
tention of the sAmerican commissioners
to do otherwise, cause a greater ulti-
mate injustice than if they did not. Be-
cause the United States would by five
to one get all it was. entitled to, while
Canada by three to three wonld get
nothing.

The fact that the treaty went through
the Senate without opposition gave us
the greatest concern, for the reason
that we can understand no argument
which ‘would affect certain United States
senators except an understanding that a
diplomatic arrangement had been made
with Great Britain by which the. in-
terests of Canada were to be laid on the
altar of the Anglo-American entente.
Canadian public opinion is as yet very
far from imputing what would be noth-
ing short of treachery on the part of
Great Britain to Canada. The thing is
S0 unbearable that the very mention
of it strikes us with a nameless fear as
to the future of the Empire. But the
Saturday Review makes no bones about
it. It accuses the British government
point blank of what in Canada at least
would be considered the blackest kind
of treachery. We can only liope that
the Review is too prejudiced by its
strong anti-United States bias to take
a calm view of any question in which
the United States is concerned. Surely
in this day of Grace it is understood in
Great Britain that Canada is herself
the paramount “Imperial interest” and
that the purchased friendship of the
United States would be ill bought at the
expense of the heartfelt loyalty and de-

yotion of the Dominion of Canada. The

Saturday Review says:

“Seriously disturbed at their own au-
dacity in daring to act in unison with a
government of which the United States
has suspicions, the directors of our
policy are throwing our premier colony
to the able diplomacy of the United
States as a small pledge of our deter-
mination to be friends at all hazards.
So little is the English public allowed
to know of the real opinion of Canada
that we are actually asked to believe
that she ig‘delighted at this pitiful aban-
donment. . . . Even if a majority of
the Commissioners found in our favor,
which is more than possible from the
legal point. of view, but not from the
political, weé do not fer an instant be-
lieve, from their record, that our pres-
ent government would have the courage
to demand and enforee recognition of
such a decision from the American gov-
ernment. It yet remains to be
seen what the attitude of the Canadian
people will be. . It may be such as will
not imperil''the position of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, But even shake the Imperial
connection “between ourselves and the
Colony. - But well-informed Canadians
have had an inkling of what was in store
and have made up their minds to an un
favorable decision. We regret that we
entirely share that antiecipation. The
three American commissioners will be
strongly pro-American, the three Brit-
ish will (with the exception of the Can-
adian) be of an open mind with & bias
against the Canadian case.

dJohn A, Manly Says He Has
. Capitalists Interested in
Extensive Scheme.

They Will Expend: Millions- on:
Smelter, Electric Power
and Railways.

A Year Hence Will See the En-
tire Project Under
Way.

Grand Forks, B. C.,. Feb. 24.—John.
A. Manly, of this city, has returned
from a trip East. He announces that
he has been successful in interesting.
Chicagd and Kansas City. capital in a
big mining, smelting and railway pro-
ject, involving the erection. of. a. 2,000
ton smelter at Grand Forks and the
expenditure of four million dollars in
Boundary district, and the state 'of
Washington. Said Mr. Manley, “Our
plans are already matured,. but several
years will be occupied in their reali-
zation. Chicago and Kansas City capi-
talists have subscribed all the money
needed for the proposed enterprises.
Work will be started this- summer de-
veloping two thoiisand horsepower on
the Kettle river, seven miles- below
Grand Forks. This power will be trans-
mitted by wires to a smelter, which
will be erected in the vicinity of this
city. The plant is primarily intended
to treat custom ores from the Boundary
mines and mines on Colville reserva-
tion, and will begin operations- with an
equipment of two furnaces. This plant
will be enlarged from time to time as
may be occasioned by the opening up
of our mineral resources. My associates
are willing to invest four million dol-
lars and a portion of thig amount will
be devoted to mining enterprises and
in building railways to sections that
do not enjoy transportation facilities.
_“I am not at liberty just now to go
into details respecting the route of the
proposed railways, as we have to ob-
tain certain legislation and other pow-
ers. However, a year hence will see
the entire project well under way.” - .

Mr. Manley added that he found East-
ern people remarkably well informed re-
Specting the mineral wealth of the
B_oundary, but experienced no little
difficulty in overcoming the objections
of some of his associates to invest.

The citizens of Nanaimo, than whém
none other among the 'residents of 'Van-
couver Island have spent more time and
money in furtherance of the project to
éxtend the railway to the North end of
the Island, are much disappointed at the
outcome of the recent railway meeting in
the |Coal City, and ‘are determined to
take further 'action to place on record
their willingness to co-operate towards
the consummation of the scheme to every
extent in their power. As outlining
this intent on the part of the people of
Nanaimo, the Free Press of Monday
evening says editorially:

“The public meeting of last Thurs-
day evening divided not upon the ques-
tion of -the rroute which the proposed
railway shotild take so much as u,ﬂ)ln
the matter of subsidies and grants. e
proposal of the Board of Trade involved

isupporting a movemept to obtaln con-

struction of the road to the North by a
private company aided from the public
purse that of Mr. Hawthornthwaite &
road to Alberni built by government
ownership, and the fact is quite lost
sight of that even if government owner-
ship wae desirable, it was impracticable
at present, while a road to Alberni over
the route which he proposed is out of
the question. A government wmight build
a line which climbed and‘ 'descended
a height of 3,000 feet in fifty miles, but
certainly no company which expected to
make it pay would dream of such an ab-
surdity.

‘“Victoria and other centres are asking

for that which they stand some chance
of getting. Nanaimo is crying for the
moon, and is not only not going to get
it, but is very likely to lose her oppor-
tunity of bringing such pressure to bear
in the proper quarter as will ensure that
her. rights are not completely disre-
garded. That many citizens have strong
objections to the further granting of
subsidies to railway companies we fully
believe, that more than a prejudiced
minority are prepared to refuse such
benefits as the city may obtain under
the present system as a protest against
the system, we utteziy sisbeiieve,
_ “We are glad that a movement is on
foot to give the people of Nanaimo an-
other opportunity of passing judgment
on this matter. We suggest to -the pro-
moters that the resolutions they wish
to offer be so framed that it will be im-
possible for anyone to be compelled to
vote against one part of a motion ‘which
he favors in order to defeat that to
which he is opposed. The main point,
we take it, is that whatever road is built,
Nanaimo must be on the main line.
This, the point upon which practically
everybody is agreed, being settled, the
question of routes to be recommended
as preferable to others and also the mat-
ter of building the line by government or
by private company, can then be thresh-
ed out, and a decision really in accord-
ance with public opinion reached.

“It would be an advantage, we think,
if the Board of Trade were to draft a
series of resolutions as ‘we have indi-
cated, and publish them beforehand, so
that they might be thoroughly wunder-
stood by everybody before the meeting
convened, and also be discussed in the
press. Persons ‘wishing to propose other
resolutions might dalso be" requested to
hand them in to the Mayor by a certain
advertised date. These also would be
published with the result that those who
attended the meeting would be fully in-
formed as to the action it 'was proposed
to take, and could govern themselves ac-
cordingly.”

The committee in Victoria, which has
in _hand the matter of collecting data
bearing upon the success of the enter-
prise and general information respecting
the best routes, is making good progress
with its task. A large amount of wval-
uable information has been secured from
prospectors and others who know the
country well, and this will be laid be-
fore a meeting of the general commmittee
which is to be summoned. shortly. The
idea that a convention should be held at
Victoria at an early date, to hear the
views of representatives from every por-
tion of the Tsland, has been taken hold
of in a business-like fashion, and at the
meeting of the general committee a
plan will be unfolded for the holding of!
such a convention.

That their usefulness is about
done for is attested in the attitude of the
Iccal custom officials and the issuing by
the treasury department of orders au-
thorizing another <cutter for the Puget
Sound district. The boat will be one of
the fastest in the service, and will be here
in a short time to assist in the work going
oRn,

At the present time there is not a boat
or craft in Puget Sound waters without a
register that is allowed to proceed without
examination. The Grant is in the Strait on
patrol duty. For the past few days the
Scout has been in the Bellingham Bay dis-
trict and the Guard further down. Any
craft able to pass one boat was surely
caught by another further down. Sloops
and skiffs have .been overhauled and exam-
ined, but so far without resu.ts, The Grant
has a speed of about 13 knots, and the

take any vesse] suspected or wanted for
searching there Is the:equipment aboard to
bring the skippers to a halt.

When a boat I8 sighted on the
water and nothing is known -aboard the
cutter regarding her, she is signgled to stop |
As a rule they obey, but in the event of
flight the cutter or launch is headed in
their direction and usnally overtakes them
before they have traveled very far. Should
it occur that this would be an impossibility,
owing to the superjor speed of the runaway
Lhent it is likely there would be a bombard-
ment.

When the cutters reach the side of the
craft to be examined, without hesitati n
the custom officers, if any are aboard, and
if not, the commander of the cutter or
launch, jumps aboard.and states his busi-
ress. The boat is gone through from t-p
te bottom for opium or Chinese, and if
none are found it is allowed to proceed,

Tt is not always that the drug is found
in the boat. More frequently when, the
underbottom of the boat is searched strings
are found, leading from fastenings down:
in the water four or five feet tn séve-al
cans attached to the other end.

Brings a ‘General |Cargo, Including Tea,
Matting and Silk.

Steamer Kaga Maru, Capt. G. Ander-
son, reached port yesterday morning' at
10.30, having passed quarantine at gay-
light from Yokohama and way ports of
the Orient after a good passage. Com-
paratively good weather was experienc-
ed throughout the voyage. The Kaga
Maru brought a cargo of 3,300 tons of
general cargo, mostly matting consigned
to various points.

The report of Le Roi No. 2, Ltd., for
the year ended 30th September, 1902,
to be submitted at the meeting on the
12th, inst., shows a balance to the credit
of profit and loss account of £44,987,
out of which an interim dividend of 5
per cent has been paid. The total out-
put during the financial year was 63,261
tons, of a gross value of $1,068,915.
The heavy fall in the price of copper
and silver during the last mine months
of the financial year decreased by $121,-
182 what +would otherwise have been
the net earnings of the company had the
price of the previous year been main-
tained. Cost of mining ameounted to
$3.702 per ton. The smelting charges
to which the company was bound for
two years by an agreement made by Mr.
