CHARGES ON MINING

Interesting Evidence Relating
to  Workings of Northern

VANCOUVER, Sept. 7.—The griev-
ancés of Alberta farmers in shipping
over the C.P.R. to interior British Co-
lumbia and coast points will be inves-
tigated at the same time as the ques-
tion of shipments from the coast cities
to points in the prairie provinces.
This promise was given at today's ses-
sion of the Railway Commission. This
means that the cases will not be heard
for several weeks, as the C.P.R. has yet
to prepare its defence. Judge Maybee
asked Mr. Bowers, of Red Deer, Al-
berta, to submit on behalf of the farm-
ers of Alberta a statement specifying
all their complaints as to g discrim-
inatory rate. .

The White Pass and Yukon Railway
occupied the attention of the Railway
Commissioners during most of today’s
session. The railway has two com-
plaints to” defend, the complaint of the
Board of Trade of Dawson City, Yu-
kon, and of the White Horse Board of
Trade, alleging exhorbitant freight and
passenger rates, and second to defend
the complaint of Col. J. H.. Conrad,

the president:and general manager and
solicitor of the raiNoad, defended Mis
company, and during the course of the
afternoon everything was legally, or-
thodox,  involving the presentation of
a mass of figures which would require
the services of an expert accountant
to understand. During the course of
a discussion relative to a preferential
agreement between the White Pass and
the Pueblo mine, Judge Mabee asked
Mr. Graves if he had filed a copy of
the tariff. o

“No,” said Mr. Graves.

“Then,” said Judge Mabee, “are yoh
aware that you have violated the Rail-
ways Act.  You want to do what you
please, and the law says you cannot.
It is against these secret bargains and
contracts that the law is striking. A
man who ships.a ton of hay for the
maintenance of one cow is entitled to
the same rate as the man who ships a
thousand tons for the upkeep- of a
thousand cows, = That principle has
limitations, but a secret contract sin
the teBth of a printed tariff certainly
does not come within those limitations.
If it was left in the hands of the rail-
way companies to decide it would al-
low them to .discriminate to the en-
richment of one locality and the im-
poverishment of another. Surely you,
as president and manager, of a railroad,
are acquainted with the Railways Act.
I would advise- you to buy one and
study 1it.”

Rate on' Mining Shiptents

At the opening of the late afternoon
session Mr. Graves; dealing with- the
Conrad "complaint, continiied his de-
fence, He stated that last year the
road carried 12,193 passengers and
27,000 tons of freight. Judge Mabee
asked Mr. Conrad what he thought
would be a fair rate and Mr. Conrad
replied that the Pueblo mine had a rate
of  $2 per ton, and he thought he was
entitled to half that rate of transport.
The tariff rate was $3.50 per ton,
whereas the Pueblo mine had a special
rate of - $2.50 per ton, This, Mr.

Provincial Police-Searching for
Done to Death ‘at Clay-
burn 2

VANCOUVER, Sept. 7.—The dead
boedy of Mrs. George Reid of Clayburn
wag“found in her home on the south
side of the Fraser river late on Tues-
day evening. Her throat had been cut
by a razor and the’ Provineial police
believe it is a clear case of murder.
The woman’s husband had disappeared
when the body was found and the po-
lice were busy hunting for him all
day yesterday.

But little seems to have been known
of the Reids at Clayburn as they only
came to the village about a week ago
and no one in the neighborhood was
well acquainted with them. The pair
appeared to ‘live much to themselves
and the neighbors were unaware of
any trouble between them. Since
their arrival the husband has been en-
gaged in logging about one mile from
Clayburn, .

The woman’s body was discovered
by some B. C. Electric workmen who
were living at the same house as the
Reids. They arrived home shortly af-
ter 6 o'clock to find the place locked.
One man climbed in through the win-
dow and in an‘ uypstairs room  :and
found the body .of the unfortunate
woman. Her throat had been cut and
her head brutally battered with a
hammer: The body was quite cold
and the coroner was of the opinfon
that it must have been dead since
morning.

The dead woman was about 29 years
of age. The husband was a total ab-
stainer, so that the trouble between
them, if there was any, could not have
been caused’ by drink. A telegram
was received in the city by Sergeant
Murray of Provincial police, yesterday
morning and He lost no time in putting
men on the chase for the missing -man.

The description of-the husband as
given to the police is: five feet, 9
inches in height, about 30 years of
age, clean shaven, and 140 pounds in
weight. When last seen he wore a
grey coat, dark trousers, and a black
soft hat. ;

Ruling.  in. Minor  Clauses

~in Favor of United States—
Hecate Straits and Hudson's

THE HAGUE, Sept. 7.—As a result
of the decision handed dowfi today hy
the arbitration tribunal in the New-
foundland  fisheries dispute Great
Britain practically ‘wins all that she
contended for. The decision was in
the nature of a compromise. There
were seven points of difference of
which Great Britain wins ngmber one
end five and the United Stafes the re-
maining  five. Howeyer, the -very
points on which. the decision favors
Great Britain weré those on which the
keenest argument was had ‘and on
which greatest stress was laid by the
eminent council ' .engaged by Great
WBritain and Canada.

Canada Pleased

OTTAWA, Sept. 7.—The declsion of
The Hegue tribunal in the New-
foundland fisheries case has been ' a
source of great satisfaction here and
is taken to be a virtual triumph for
Great Britain. From the Canadian
standpoint by far the most important
rights contended for have been gained.
The decision means that the Dominion
can now exercise control over the fish-
eries in the Hecate Straits, Straits of
Georgia and in other ° waters
along the British Columbia coast. It
also disposes of the contention of the
United States that Hudson’s Bay is
not exclusively under the jurisdiction
of Canada. ny

By the decision”the right' of Canada
to make' regulations binding on all
foreign ﬂlherm‘gsn fishing'  within her
territories is established. Those points
on which the decision of the tribunal
favored the United States are tom-
paratively unimportant so far as the
Dominion s concerned theugh having

WASHINGTON, Sept. 7.—A substan-

The treaty of 1818 around which the
whole controversy resolves, declares
the United States’ right to “take, dry
and cure” fish on these coasts, to “dry
and cure” only on'any of the unsettled
bays, harbors and creeks, on the rest
‘of the southern Newfoundland and
Labrador coasts. Under the treaty
Great Britain conceded the rights just
merntioned, and the United States re-
‘nounced any claims 16 “cure, take and
dry ‘Ash” within‘the three-mile lirnit
not included in this specified terri-
ory.

The agree-
ment will be submitted for ratification
to congress and to the Dominion pars
liament at the coming session,” said
Mr. J. P. Mabee, chairman of the Cana-
dian commission in an interview today.

“Both goverfiments are desirous that
an arrangement of the kind I have
indicated .should be made between the
two countries. It will become effec-
tive if the measures based on the
agreement become law.

“The ‘agreement also provides for the
regulation 'of telegraphic,  telephonic
and express business. All these mat-
ters will be discussed and decided at
Joint meetings of the two boards.”

The|
payroll will keep pace proportionately,
ensuring increased prosperity for the
entire district. Steel tipples will 'be
erected at the collieries it is proposed
to open up. The road bed of the com-
pany’s railways will be re-built and re-
laid with' 85 pound rails, which will
replace the 56 pound rail now in use.

In the Comox field two million dol-
lars have been appropriated for devel-
opment and equipment. At present
the. four mines. near .Cumberland em-
ploy 1800 men, with an $85,000 monthly
payroll and maintain an output of 2,-

are to be opened up and developed and
the productive capacity of the present
collieries will be increased. Three dia-
mond drills are now testing the thick-
ness of the measures where the two
new mines are to be opened up.

Mr. James R: Garfield Delivers
. Foreeful Speeeh Before Na-

- gress at St. Paut :

ST. PAUL, Minn., Sept.  6.—The
jdoctrine of “New Nationalism” which
ex-Ppesident Hoosevelt annunciated in
his speech at Osawatomic, . Kansas, |
last week, was set forth still more
clearly by him in his speech today be-
fore the National Conservation Con-
gress.. He .declared emphatically for
government control of ‘the country’s
patural resources. “If it had not beén
for corporation - interests especially
those which may be described as pre-
datory, the country would never have
heard of the question of states rights,”
he declared.

“It is not really a question of the
state against the cqrporations, It
really is a gquestion of special corpor-
ate interests against the people.”

Continuing, he said the corporations
were anxjous to have the states taken
up the work that they might escape
all: effecive control. LR

Throughout “his speech Colonel
BRoosevelt emphasized the need of giv-
ing over to the national government
the task of carrying om; in the. main,
the work for conservation. In this
connection he.said: -

.. “In addition to the fact that
federal government iis better able to
exact justice from the corporations, I
also believe that it is less apt in some
gust of popular passion to do injury to
them. I should like to see the people,
through the national government, give
full justice to ‘thé corporation, But
I dc not‘want the national government
to depend only on thée geod will of the
corporations to get justice for "the

people.” .

sald:’ “¥You people must not sit su-
pinely and let' the railroads gain con-.

Original Sources.

“Naturally the first consideration - i
connection with the establishment -of
really useful archives department mus
be the gathering together of documen
ary. testimony throwing light upon o
early history, for it must be remem
bered that all history “is, or rathe
shouid be, founded upon original sourcel
and not upon what are termed ‘second
ary authorities,” which, in the past, hawv
been responsible so often for the per
petuation of false impressions of me
and events. And here it may be ob
served that hearsay evidence, unbacke
by proper authority, should be as stric
ly taboced by the historian as in th
court of law. Hence the great desiral
bility of collecting and collating ‘orig|
inal sources,’ a work which, as far a
the province of British Columbia is con
cerned, will be undertaken in earnest b
the archives department recently reo!
8anized. Without these sources it wil
be quite impossible for author or his
torian to be cognizant of the undercur
rents, which in so many instances hav
exercised so potgnt an influence fo
g0od or evil upon the destinies of ou
cdmmon land, or to properly appreciat:

An important provincial department
change that is not only of very consja-
erable interest, but which also promises
to be fraught with far-reaching conse-
quences in providing a sound founda-
tion for British Columbia history, has
recently been consummated in the de-
cision reached by the government to
thoroughly reorganize and extend the
sphere of usefulness and activity of
the Department of Archives. Hencefor-
ward it will be directly associated with
the provincial library and under the
administrative charge of Mr. E. 0. S.
Scholefield, who will combine in future
the duties of provincial archivist and
provincial ‘librarian.

The preliminary work of making a
comprehensive inventory of the present
documentary treasures bearing upon the
earlier history of the province (consti-
titional and otherwise) is now in prog-
ress, and with adequate quarters for the
accommodation of the'department, the
archives. .bremch will, it is sincerely
hoped and confidently expected, ere long
become an extra-interesting and in esti-
mably valuable featurs of the provme-
ial service. Not only is it intended to
collect, arrange. systemiatically, | catd-
logue according to the most approved
modern methods, and securely guard
historical data of every sort bearing
upon the pioneer life of what is now
British Columbia, but it is further pro-
posed to print as bulletins from time to
time rare manuscripts in order that the

informatioh contained in them may bel

the more readily available,

“It is the intention,’ ’said Mr. Schole~
fleld, the new archivist, discussing the
plans of the néw department of which
he is the active head, ‘“to make the
provincial department of archives the
repository for all manuscripts and
documents relating in any way to the
history of British Columbia. For the
present, at any rate, we do not intend
to go beyond the confines of British
Columbia in our work except in so far as
we may be concerned with the  period
when . the present province of British
Columbja ‘formed, part of the territory
of Oregon, eoncerning which there was
waged in days gone by by a long and
somewhat’ bitter diplomatic war be-
tween the governments of Great Britain
and the United States.

Original Sources.

“Naturally the first consideration in
connection with the establishment of a
really useful archives department must
be the gathering ‘together of document-
ary testimeny throwing u,ght upon our
early history, for it must be remem-
bered that all history " is, or rather
should be, foundeéd upon original sources
and not upon what are termed ‘second-
ary authorities,” which, in the past, have
Leen responsible so often for the per-
petuation of false impressidns of men
and events. And here it may be ob-
served that hearsay evidence, unbacked
by proper authority, should be as strict-
ly taboced by the historian as in the
court’ of law, Hence the great desira-
bility of collecting and collating ‘orig-
inal sources,’ a work which, as far as
the province of, British Columbia is con-
cerned, will be undertaken in earnest by
the archives department recently .reor-
ganized. Without these sources it will
be quite impossible for author. or his-
torian to_be cognizant of the undercur-
rents, which in so many instances have
exercised so potgnt an influence for
good or ‘evil upon the destinies of our
common land, or to properly appreciate
those events and happenings which go
to make up our history.

Takin‘, for instance, the’ events lead-
ing up to the union of the two crown
colonies. of Vancouver island and Brit-
ish Columbia in the year 1866 by act of
the .imperial parliament, or the far
more important and delicate negotia-
tions which ultimately . resulted in

However,
with,more or less complete 'sets of pa-
pers, though they be in a great number
of cases nothing more than certified
copies, gathered under one roof, we

should know more than that. We should
know something of the everyday  life
of the man who first established posts
in’ the rugged region immediately west
of the Rocky mountains, and something
too of the dangers and ‘the difficulties
which veset the path of these pioneers.
And from these old letters which I hold
in my hand, written by Simon Fraser
in ‘the years 1806, 1807 and 1808, we
‘May learn a little of the adventures in
New Caledonia of that hardy band ot
Nor'westers who spent laborious - days
in the wilds of that district. The ink
has long since faded but we can still
decipher the words which convey to us
& slight idea of the hardships endured
by. ihese men. Surely these frail' and
faded memcrials of a bygone day and
generation .are worthy of preservation.
As with these, so with meany another,
document. They are the sources of our
history and to those of us interested
in such things they are redolent of the
Dast, of that strange period, often sor-
did -yet often romantic, now iong since
departed.  We have yet much to learn
of the early hisiory.of our country, but
if the work of the department prospers,
as I trust it may, we shall have at hand
the material from' which we may be en-
abled, as it were, to. reconstruct the
story of the past.

“I'do not wish to dispu.rnge in any
Wway the efforts of those historians and
writers who have endegvored to portray
the past, but I think ‘that I may say in
all truth that the history of British
Columbia yet has to be written. - We
have no really adequate, discriminatory
and sequential narrative of those events
which led up to the colonization of this
splendid. province of ours, nor have we
been given yet a, really worthy descrip-
tion of the colonial period.. And this is
accounted for by the faect that  the
sources have never been' available
hitherto. It will be .the “aim of . this
office to supply the. mi..m‘ links. Then
pcrhaps. an historian worthy: of  the
name may be induced ‘to give us a bona
fide history.. It augurs well for the fu-
ture that in Dr. the Hon: H. E. ¥oung,
the office has a 'sympathetic, ' broad-
minded and. cultured ministérial . head,
deeply concerned .in the werkAn hand.
“I _might . remark. in. genclusion ;. that
what is true of events s equally true
of the men who figured prominently in
the formative’ period of ‘our history. We
have no-adequate biographies - of * Sir
James Yrouglas,  Sir Mat*thew Baillie
Beghle, and many others ‘who were
giants in those ' days. "Our chndren,
more's ‘te’ pity, have Tlittle ‘opportunify
to Lecewme acquainted with the ' [ire-
work of the men who laboréd so truly
for the common weal.”

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ECONOMIC VALUE OF WILD BIRDS
' alarming extent in every. part of the United
States. Injurious insects, as might have been
expected, are therefose on the increase in a
similar ratio. So striking has been the in-
crease of insect depredations on fruit trees and
growing crops of late years that the appeal of
the farmers everywhere for relief is constantly
on the increase. :

“Scientists are searching every part of the
known world for insect-destroying parasites,
while millions of dollars are being spent year-
ly in a vain attempt to check the ever-increas-
ing ravages of these enemies of agriculture,
horticulture, viticulture and ardening.

“The menace to successful agriculture is
not comprised in insécts alone. “The rodents
and noxious weeds must engage the constant
attention. of the farmer. Here -again the
feathered friends of the farmer find ample
scope for usefulness to mankind. The hawks,
owls, shrikes, and eagles live almost altogether
upon the rodent enemies of the farmer, while
the seed-eating birds—the sparrows, finches,
buntings. and grosbeaks—comprise -more than,
one-seventh of the North American species of
birds. -

“Data gathered by the United States De-
partment of Agriculture show that the annual
tax paid to insect depredations. exceeds. the
annual expenditure of the  national govern-
ment, including the pension roll and the main-
tenance of the army and navy. In one year a
single species of insect—the .chinch . bug—
caused a-joss of $60,000,000, and.the. Hessian
fly caused a loss of $24,000,000, .in two states
in one year. e

“The average annual loss to apple-growers
from the codling moth is $20,000,000, and mil-
fions of dollars are lost each year. from attacks
of boll weevil, corn-root worm, cotton worm,
web worm, canker worm, bark beetle, plant lice,
warble fly, and hundreds of other creepers and
crawlers, each multiplying after its own kind
and ata rate of. millions a minute and every
one of them hungry from start to Tinish.

“Practically, we are told, every kind of
plant has certain insects that naturally feed
upon it and tend to hold it in check, and as
man produces more of a certain kind of plant
nature produces insects to destroy it. In many
instances the withdrawal of the njtural fcod
of some species of insects forces them tg take
to another, which may be a cultivated crop.

“It is here that the birds if undisturbed
come in to maintain the balance. To kill birds
is to allow these insect-pests to increase and
destroy the cultivated crops to which they
have'been turned from their natural food.”

Already the farm has received more appli-
cations for young birds than can be filled if
years, and to show the benefits to be derived
from them, in the anticipations of many of the
farmers, a single instance may be given: Up
in-Marin County there is'a big ranch company
owning and operating 11,000 acres of land in a
single body, and it is engaged in, dairying,
cheesemaking and apple growing. Orie man is
employed to ride over the ranch constantly to
see that all is rurning right.

This company was one of the first appli-
cants'at the state bird farm for fledglings, and
it pledged its good faith in «caring for the-fowls
which should be placed under the special care
of 'the overseer. ity

It is safe to say that this ranch outfit does
not desire these birds as future food for the
shotgun, but wishes them ‘as friends and as

protectors of its crop interests.—Scientific Am-
erican. :

California has just established a state bird
tarm near Hayward, Alameda County. Its
first (object' is to breed game birds for the
stocking of the forests, ranges and covers of
the state, for the benefit of sportsmen; but it
promises to have other and more far-reaching
effects. ,

_The species at first to be propagated con-
sist, of pheasants, partridges, bob-whites and
“wild turkeys, but it is the intention of the stae
in time to breed song-birds as well.

‘As the state has an area of more than 153,
000 square miles, and the bulk of this area being
wild land, it may be plainly seen that the field
is very -large;+and offers great possibilities in
the line of bird culture. 5

Next to the sportsmen, the farmers of the
state will become interested in the movement.
In the first place it is the intention of the pro-
moters of the scheme to have the game laws
amended so as to permit the farmers to raise
pheasants and other birds f6r commercial pur-
poses.. . . il

. But far and away. beyond this interest
comes that of a possible conquest of the insect-
pest evils that afflict the state. By reason of
its mild and equable climate Califorhia is a very
favorable field for the rapid increase of insect
life, and the wild birds being scarce the in--
jurious insects have in the past become a host,
and have caused millions of dollars damages to
the fruit growers.

And in order to'keep these insect pests un-
der. anything like reasonable control the state
is obliged to maintain ene of the most exten-
sive horticultural quarantine departments in the
world; to.use vast amounts of sprays and fumi-
gants and to maintain a parasitic system that
is a'worider of modern industrial history.

Yet, with all the repressive .measures em-
ployed, the losses from insect-pests are very
large annually, and the propagation of wild
birds- should be hailed by the farmers of the
state as a hopeful sign for the future.

- .Briefly, the bird farm is supported by funds
derived from the state treasury, and is under
the general supervision of the State Game and
Fish Commission. It consists at present of
forty-two acres, but will soon be enlarged to
one hundred. '

The - breeding of young birds was begun
last year, and it is expected that by anothet”
year the farm will be in'a position to turn out
from_ 4,000 to 8,000 annually.” The young
birds will be distributed over the state as even.
-ly“as possible, and will be'given out to ap-
proved applicants, in bunches of fifty to one
hundred. - No applicant will be given any birds
until his reliability has been established, and
not. before he has pledged himself to care for
and protect the fledglings previous to becom-
ing established in their new abodes.

The farm has been fitted up with.necessary
buildings, including superintendent’s residence,
barn, water tank, etc., besides fifty pens™in -
which to keep the breeding birds.

The pheasants used for breeding purposes
were all imported from Europe, and the bird
that seems destined to become most popular in
the state is the Hungarian pheasant.. The wild
turkeys- used are obtained from Old Mexico,
and consist of two species, one a small kind,
not much larger than a common groeuse, and
another of the ordinary size. :

The breeding females of the various species
under care lay their eggs in the pens quite pro-
miscuously; and the eggs are gathered by the
keeper and placed under common hens for
hatching. Ofthese hens the farm has a flock
of 225, and they are of the white and. Barred
Plymouth Rock strains.

After hatching, sthe chicks are allowed to
run with their foster mothers for a period of
two months. Then they are taken away and
placed in pens by themselves until ready to
liberate. - ‘

.. Great care has to be exercised in the rearing
of these young fowls. At first they are fed on
maggots, and the grubs have to be propagated
on the farm.. They are also fed on milk curds.

This angular flight is often caused by the
pellets -having been crushed out of shape as
they travel up the barrel, and is the more likely
to happen when soft shot is used and a choke
bore gun. These péllets that go off at a tan-
gent, fortunately, have not the velocity of the
main charge, but, nevertheless, are capable of
doing serious injury. When grouse driving,
and the birds have kept low between qur butts,
[ have had No. 3 from my neighbor’s gun much
too near my head to be pleasant; and even at
80 yards this size shot will do very serious
damage. It is no uncommon thing to see a man
shoot at a pheasant 30ft. above a beater’s head,
and I have known shot to glance from- a
branch and come déwn through a man’s hat. A
very risky shot is one at ground game when
the ground is frozen. hard, with anyone at all

_near the line of fire; and yet hundreds of men

take the shot and sometimes regret it.  Many
shooters when walking turnips or other root
crops carry their guns with the ba_trrels‘_res.ting
in the left hand, while the grip is in their right
hand and the muzzles pointing to the: left.
Marny a time have I seen them pointed towards
‘the lefthand neighbor. ‘It is far safer to have
the -rib resting on the right shoulder, from
whence the barrels -may easily be brought
down into the left hand when birds rise.

round to speak, at the same time pointing his
rifle at my friend’s waistbelt. So the latter
gave up the lecturing and walked in front of

tions asked concerning its practice show that
much ‘misconception prevails. It is perhaps
~not surprising that it should be so, seeing that
few persons besides owners of hawks and their
friends have the opportunity of taking part in
the sport. It is said that hawking is dying out
or is never practiced now, whereas there are
probably twice as many owners' of trained
hawks in the country as there are masters of
otter hounds. But there is this difference:
meets of hawks are never advertised like meets
of hounds. To court publicity and attract a
crowd would be a sure way of spoiling sport.
So long as the number of persons engaged—
.say, in partridge hawking—is confined to ‘the
proportions of an ordinary shooting party all
may go well; but a cfowd becomes unmanage-
able. Walking about after the hawk has been
cast off leads to flushing birds before the dogs
have found them and before the hawk is high
enough or suffigiently well “placed” to make
an effective “stoop.” There is the risk, too, of
a stray cur, perhaps an irrepressible ‘terrier,
rdnning in as soor as he sees a | partridge

\“instead of coming down to the lure; the hawk
may‘be scared away to a distance, and an after-
noag may Ferh&psbe wasted in trying to get
her back.

.meets are never advertised. The nearest ap-
ch to a public spectacle is when rook
-hawking takes Place in the s%ﬁng .of the year

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sport is gradually being spoilt, or rendered
more and more difficult, by the presence and
constant movement of the troops quartered on
the plain.

The objection is sometimes raised by own-
ers. or lessees of shooting that game hawking
must be a very undesirable form of sport to
shooters, since it must have the effect of driv-
ing the birds. off the ground; but it may be

stated as a fact, and as the result of many ~

years' experience, that partridges and grouse
are not more frightened by the appearance in

the air of a trained falcon than they are.at the-

sight of a wild one. On the appearance of
either their natural instinct prompts them to
lie closé until the danger is past, or if they are
on the wing and a hawk pursues they will fly
their fastest for some distance and then drop
‘helter-skelter into - the first friendly covert
that presents itself. Again, it may be accept-~
ed as a fact that gamebirds, whether partridges
or grouse are only temporarily frightened by
the appearance or pursuit of a hawk, and not
permanently scared away, as some people‘im-
agine. The next day, perhaps the same even-
ing, they are back on the same ground and
ready for another flight; indeed, when all the
attendant circumstances are considered, it is
reasonable to conclude 'that birds must be
much more frightened when “driven” and shot
at than when flushed and flown at by a hawk.
The large number of birds disturbed at one time
during a drive, the noise, the flash of the guns,

and, above all, the number of pricked birds -

that get away and are reminded for some days
at least of the ordeal they have gone through
must on the whole be far more disquieting
to a moor than the finding of a single covey
with a brace of good dogs perhaps a dozen
times in the course of an afternoon, and  the
silent though marvelously rapid flight of a
hawk resulting in the death of a single bird
on each occasion.

It is evident, then, that the prejudice ex-
hibited by owners of shooting in objecting to
trained hawks being flown on their ground is
unfounded, and a good proof of this lies in the
fact that after five years’ grouse hawking (be-
tween August 12 and October 12) on the same
moor, on which a moderate number of grouse
were also shot, a splendid stock of birds was
left, to the evident astonishment of those who
had predicted otherwise. The owner of the
moor was quite satisfied, and had no objection
to renew the lease.

As to the modus operandi, it would be dif-
ficult to find words too eulogistic.of-the Sport;
at the same time, igwmusiaBe tnderstood that
itds ot on,e.é‘f ‘can be indulged in at 3 week’s
_Notics b¥ anyone who has had no previous ex-
‘perience in managing hawks. . Those who
think that a trained falcon can be purchased
"and used with the same ease as a pointer or
setter are very much mistaken, as they would
discover probably by losing it the first time

it was flown. There is more art in training a-

hawk than there is in breaking a dog, while
to attempt to fly an untrained, artly trained,
or badly trained hawk is sure toPend in disap-
pointment and disaster.

For partridges the best hawks are “Eyess
tiercels” (i.e;, male peregrin falcons) and‘for
grouse “passage falcons” (ie., female pere-
grines caught on passage or. migration), the
heavier gamebird requiring the use ‘of the
larger and more powerful hawk.

or hares and rabbits the goshawk is em-
ployed, and requires a somewhat different
method of training and management; but as
it will also take partridges and pheasants, be-
sides moorhens and wildfow! where the condi-
tions are favorable, it is the most serviceable
hawk for an enclosed country.

The method of training has been often de- '

scribed and discussed in the Field, and has
been elucidated in greater detail in the text-
books on the subject. It will be sufficient,
then, to state here, as a general principle which
underlies the whole art of falconry, that a
hawk is flown fasting, and is rewarded for kill-
ing or for coming back after an unsuccessful
flight. Hence the use of “the lure”—a dead
pigeon at the end of a string or a couple of
wings tied together and weighted and garnish-
ed with some raw meat. This is shown to the
hawk only at feeding time, or when (being on
the wing) she. is required to return to her
owner, or, again, if she is too far down wind
when the dogs have found game,

But all these niceties of the sport, together
with the art of taming, training, properly feed-
ing,  and daily managing hawks, will Be best
acquired by practice after reading the instruc-
tions given by writers of experience on the
subject. Failure in various ways at first is
only to be expected, but with a Tittle patience,
and, above all, gentleness, success will eventu-
ally be attained. Few persons, except those
who have experienced it, can trealize the tri-
umphant feelings of a falconer when flying a
hawk which he has tamed and trained himself.

By being polite she ends by being rude.
For nothing is so rude in this world as to ask
a man a question about some subject close to
his heart when you have no intention of listen-
ing to his answer, nor any interest in-it. The
hostess thinks to feed his vanity; she ends by

‘wounding it. She thinks to make her guests

comfortable; shie ends by making them uncom-
fortable. §

The best manners I have ever seen were
possessed by the most ifmpolite man I have
ever known, As a result, nobody that he ever
invited to his house felt uncomfortable there.

He was interested in all kinds of conditions

- of people, all kinds and conditions of activities.

If he asked you a question, it was because he
wanted to hear your answer. He paid you the
compliment of assuming that. it was worth lis-
tening to, and other people waited till you were
through. At his table you weren’t supposed
to confine your talk to the sweet young thing
on your left, who was more interested in the
gay young blade on her left, nor to the sedate,
elderly female person on your right, who was
more ‘interested. in the bishop on her right.

Talk was largely for the whole table; and
if you hadn’t some définite - contribution to
make, you were usually glad to keep still.

I'say nobody ever felt uncomfortable in his
house. That is not quite true. Occasionally
the person who expressed. an opinion’ on .a
subject he knew nothing about must have felt
uncomfortable. For, though he was listened
to gravely while speaking, conversation was at
once resumed as if nothing whatever had been
said. : 3 :

Nothing could have been more convention-
ally impolite. And yet the act was so utterly
free from sham that it seemed the only décor-
ous and decent thing’ t& do. Thus ‘was the
dignity of conversation maintained ; thus was
each man and woman matle to feel his or her
worth along personal lines of endeavor; thus

stick, in the care of the butler when’ hé enters

That is why men haye; as a ruole, better

manners than women, thgugh they are far less

polite. . A ‘man- respects-the judgment. of -a

specialist on any given:subject, and he is rather
tolerant of the snap judgments of the dabbler
or the dilettante. He listens, if forced to, with
unconcealed impatience to the babbling of his
pretty neighbor at table about art, perhaps, or
engineering, or some other topic concerning

which her ignorance is as profound as her .

cocksureness is lofty. But, after all, to be po-
lite to her is to insult a whole race of en-
gineers or artists! Put one of them beside him,
and see how readily he will listen.

Politeness too often consists of shamming.
Good manners are the absence of sham. It
is not the gentleman’s place, certainly, to in-
sult the lady. ‘Good manners seldom go quite
so faras that. But even politeness cannot ex-
pect him to endure the torture for more than
a limited time, especially if the topic chosen
chances to be his own specialty.

It is his place to lead, as gently as possi-
ble, the conversation back upon more neutral
ground, where he may find what consolation
he can in sprightly personalities, while praying
for the coffee.

T enjoy 'the privilege of acquaintance with
a very charming person, who has never paid- a
compliment to icr sex except by being a wo-
man. Some of her sex say that she is a de-
lightful hostess and very beautiful.
say that she is atrociously rude, and they
“can’t see what it is people admire in her.”
Most men adore her. She herself says that the
only people she cares to entertain are thpse
who have earned their own living. Her reasons
are, I believe, interesting and significant.

She earns her'own living, I may state, and
a very considerable one, for she is famous and
highly successful in her branch of artistic en-
deavor. Socially, one may say of her, in that
atrocious phrase, which implies a queer jumble
of values, that she is“very much in demand.”
But, though her private telephone number is in
the “Social Register,” and a man in livery
opens her front door, the street cars,.bring
quite as many guests to her house as do ex-
pensively purring motor cars.

Not alone in America has the rise in the cost

of living developed a problem of the gravest
importaricé ‘to every one. ' From all over the
world come reports of the increasing hardship
of the human' struggle for éxistence.” Especial-

lv grinding is it in those lands where
are lowest and opportunities fewest.
In-Germany, the very name of which has
become a synonym of thrift, an investigation
by the government of the relation of receipts
and expenditures in the average German house-
hold, recently completed, has revealed the start-
ling fact that, taking the families which render-
ed accounts as a bagis, the wage-earner is run-
ning behind his'income at the rate of ten dol-

‘wages

lars a year...The Imperial S%gal Bufeau, -
which condueted the inquiry, offers no deduic-

tions from this finding, but it is evident to the
simplest mind that such a'sfate of affairs can-
not continue indefinitely. If conditions amowg
the families which reported hold good for the
remainder of the nation, either a readjustment

must be effected, or the empire. must become-

a nation of paupers. et <l

Full household accounts for one year, from
eight hundred and fifty-two families, furnished’
the data for the report of the statistical bureau.
These families averaged 4.64 individuals each,
of whom 2.29 were children under fifteen years
of age. :

The heads of three hundred and eighty-two
families were skilled industrial workmen and
the anaual incomes in such homes averaged
448.63. - In fifty-two families the breadwinner

was an unskilled industrial workman, with"

carnings of $410779 a year.  The highest aver-
age was in the families of three engineers and
building superintendents, $881.79, and the scale
of income ranged from that to laborer’s wages:

The total income for the eight hundred and
fiity-two households, during the year ‘the in-
vestigation lasted, was $444.561.18, and the to-
tal of expenditure was $453,005.88, leaving a
deficit of $8,504.70.  Or, averaging incomes and

, or about one-sixth was spent
‘o1 rept; clothing and washing claimed $67.23,

or one-eighth—not a large sum for dressing
and laundry-work for a family of 4.64 persons.
Heat and light cost $21.62, and other expenses,
not classifiable, $105.18, or nearly one-fifth.

An odd and interesting fact developed.in
the course of a similar inquiry conducted along
more restricted lines in the city of Nuremberg.
It was that of the firty-five families ‘there,
which ‘turned in complete accounts for one
year, the average spent more than one-half of
their entire income for food and drink. 'The
item included not only the cost of the home ta-
ble, but the cost of food and drink consumed at
public houses. And almost ten per cent of the
entire income was expended at public houses,
most of it for beer.

Very little went for tobacco, The home diet
was mainly meat, sausage, black bread, and
beer. Every other item on the list was lower
than those revealed in the wider investigation,
covering a number of German cities. Clothing
and washing, for instance, took only 10.5 per
cent ‘of the total income; heat and light, only
4.6 per-cent. '

There are other items of life in Nuremberg,
however, which deserve attention. One is that
of insurance. An average of 6.1 of the total in-
come goes for imperial sick, accident, and old
age dues. Contributions to social and intellec-

tual ends, including subscriptions of newspa-

pers, contributions to political parties, and
union dues, demand 3.6 per cent of the income.

So if the increased cost of living seems to
bear down hard on the American wagé-earner,
he enjoys the cold comfort of knowing that
others than himself find it a difficult task to
make both ends meet. :

A syndicate of American capitalists from

Michigan and Puget Sound Lumber Company,

composed of millionaire Michigan lumbermen,
has*purchaséd for one million dollars the larg-
est lumber mill on Vancouver Island. = The
mill is equiped with latest improved 'American
machinery; but it is announced that it will be

practically. rebuilt, and the annual capacity’

increased from fifteen million feet to fifty mil-
lion feet. -

Consul Isaac A. Manning, of La Guayra,
reports that the government of Venezuela has
cancelled ,a concession granted January 14,
1908, to Narciso Seldivia, who in turn: had
ceded it to Dr. Rafael Garbiras Guzman, for
the exploitation of asphalt deposits in  the
municipality of Cano Colorado, district of
Monagas, State of Bermudez, because  the
concessionaries have not recorded maps of the
deposits as required by the contract.

The first survey and preliminary arrange-
ments have been completed by the Transvaal
government for the extension of the railway
from Pietersburg to the copper fields.of Mesina,
two hundred miles to the north, with an ulti-
mate contintiation. across the Limpopo into
Rhodesia.
