A Defence of the Lost Cause,
CaMDEN, 8, C., June 20,—A monument
erected by the women of Kershaw county,
in memory of the confederate dead, was
dedicated to-day, There was a grand mili.
tary demonstration and salutes were fired,
Eight thousand people were present, Sena-
tor Hampton ~ delivered the memorial
oration. He paid a glowing tribute to the
faith, devotion and patience of the southern
women. They would always repel with
scorn and indignation the imputation that
the monuments to the confederate dead
marked the place where traitors sleep.

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SATAN REPROVING SIN.

In an article on “Dominion Railway
Usurpation,” the Globe yesterday was es-
pecially =evere on what it calls the new
drag-net clause in Sir Charles Tupper’s act
of last session, by which provincial railways
ive brought under dominion control. We
quote:

« |t takes away from under provincial
control a number of roads that have been
heavily subsidized by the. province and its
municipalities, and that never would have
been projected, not to say completed, withowt
such uid. Tolegislation of this kind, which
is 80 uncalled for that it can best be de-
scribed by the epithet “insulting,” we have
objected, and will continue to object. And
when the people of Ontario come to realize
how in railway matters they are tied hand
and foot just as much as the people of Man-
itoba are, they will be unworthy of the
pame of freemen if they do nob assert their
right to do what they please with their
own. Heretofore the building of competing
railways in the Northwest has been blocked
by ap indefensible exercise of the veto

; hereafter the thiog can be more

he operation of this

new drag-net clause, which will take the
roads when built ont of the hands of the
people who build them, and virtually hand
them over to the tender mercies of the
monopoly they are intended to counteract.’’

This reads like a burst of honest indigna-
tion sgainst the base tories, who would
hand over to grasping monopolies roads
which the people have built and paid for.
But it is still wofully incomplete without
something which we have to add, therefore
let us supply the omission. Among other
local roads which were built in great part
with the peopie’s money are the following.
The first. column of figures shows the
amount of aid given in each case by the
Ontario government, the gecond the amount
given by municipalities :

In the provincial session of 1882 the Mid-
land consolidation bill was passed, by which
these five roads, also the Toronto and Ot-
tawa road, were amalgamated together, for
the purpose of being bhanded over
in a lump -to the Grand Truok,
The official statement fromn which these
figures are taken makes no mention of the
Toronto and Ottawa ampng the subsidized
roads ; but it strikes us that the Midland
system, -nowW practically part and parcel of
the Grand Trunk, includes some lines er
branches not above named, which have
been aided with public money. However,
for our present vurpose we have already
two millions of public money, voted to cers
tain roads, which have since been gobbled
up by the Grand Trunk,

Let it be inquired, now, who did the
gobbling, and who helped 1t on? Was it
tho dominion government, Sir John Mac-
donald, or Sir Charles Tupper ? No, it was
none of these, The deed was done by the
honest, reform government of Mr. Mowat,
in full power and control in this province
of Ontario, Mr, Pardee, as chairman of the
railway committee, ‘‘bossed the job,” while
{he Mulland amalgamation bill was being
pushed through. The Globe itself aided
and abetted, end Globe directors took a
very active part in the whole business, from
first to last, We call this a remarkable
case of “*Satan reproving sin.”

delay for a time owing to his contract for
the government priuting which claimed
precedence.

long list of cure-alls that he had in stock,
P, Patterson & Sons (hardware) 116 King
street, is the only house still in existence
that advertised in the Coostitution. John
Smyth announces the prospectus of a new
Canadian monthly m \g;zine, ot which he
says: ‘‘A pumber of attempts have been
he-retofore made to furnish the Cinadian
public with & monthly maguzine, and each

have failed.” So evidently did John's and
all others ever since. H. Piper, of 30
Yonge street, announces that he “‘will pay
a fair price in cash for good sheep and deer
skins during the winter.” Mr. Postmaster
Patteson, if he turns up the Constitation,
will learn that in those davs there his pre-
decessor; James 8.

PROVINOIAL RIGHTS.

To the Bdttor of The World: ,,

81 ; Without taking  the ultra party
view on either side, 1 am sure no one, who
has during the last session at Ottawa, ob-
served how decidedly powerful railway as-
sociations have in fact divected the legisla-
tion of the country, can avoid beiog fally
aware of the method by which this com-
manding influence is obtained in large gen-
eral assemblies such as that referred to.
The members come from widely distant and
widely different localities. On many ques-
tions their interests are not common, on
many they are totally opposite. In such
an assembly general interests are not always
safe, and loosl ones nsver.

Let anyoue think over for himeelf the
legislation—or lack of legislation—on two
very important railway matters last session,
the railway commission and the Toronto
Esplanade bills, Whatever may be his
opinion of the merits of these bills he will
be certain on one point, namely, that the
railways commanded the house, and com-
manded it largely by the aid of members
whose local interests would not be inter-
fored with by the operations of the railways
in question, On these subjects they could
have carried few local houses.

In view of chege occurreaces it is most
jmportant that the doctrine of provincial
rights be fully maintained, We  are only
at the commencement of railway govern-
ment. The great powers these corporations
can exercise, in elective bodies, representing
extensive territories are, &8 yet, scareely
known to themselves. In local bodies, if
properly informed of their own interests,
such manipulation is not nearly so possible.

T am certain it will not be denied by any
one, conservative or reformer, that the Ot-
tawa governmu:t are in many weys mov:
ing constantly in the direction of appropri-
ation of the powers hitherto possessed by
the local assemblies,

1t is the part of good citizens to consider
what very great dangers to our confedera-
tion are likely te come from this, If 'it be
carried out, the existence of our union
would become impossible. It would not be
Ontario slone would be dissatisfied, but
every one of the provinces, for all in
tarn would suffer from the interference of
the central power—or in other words, the
overbesring power of some plrt{ log-roller,
or lobbying cabal st Ottawa. t is not, by
all appearances, only too probable that in
their extreme desire to further Ottawa cen-
tralization for, possibly, some ends of their
own, money has been ilie ally and largely
used in our late Ontario elections !

I would earnestly press all who desire
the continued existence of our confedera-
tion to think of these matters. Whether
a conservative or a reform local govern-
ment should, at one time or another, be in
power, it would be very irjurious to the
people, very hampering and snnoying to
that government, to find itself deprived of
its powers, and thess exeroised elsewhere.
In their efforts to ‘preserve these just now,
the reform body should be, irrespective of
party, assisteéd by ail good' citizens, For
the hand which would seize them strikes at
both parties, for the sake of & few cliques
who are, I regret to_say, in the confidence,
apparently, of the Ottawa government,

THR INADEQVACY OF THE ENGLISH
ALPHABET.

To the Bd-{l;r_o-f-lha World.

Sir: Mr. Houstoun’s letter in your issue of
Tuesday, June 5, is so excellent, both in
matter and in tone, that I would recom-
mend those who may mot have read it, or
have read it only cursorily, to obtain your
paper of that date and give it an attentive
perusal. The minds of many, however,
need prepariog for it. They are indiffereat
$o the subject, because having long since
got over their own early difficulties, they
do not mow notice them, and are uncon:
scious of the strange absurdities that exist
in our present spelling. With your per:
mission I will remind them of & few of
them,

Perhaps there never was a perfect slpha-
bet of any language. To be so ib should
contain & letter for each sound in the
language, and in its practical spplication
each letter should represent its own sound
only. Our own Ilanguage contains, say
forty elementary sounde, while we have
only twenty-three eicv.ive letters, ©, q and
o being redundant. So that seventeen of
our simple sounds have no special letters,
These are mostly vowels. The most natus
ral way of perfecting the alphsbet, every-
body will say,
seventeen sdditional letters « In applying
such an slphabet, all that woufd be neces-
sary in writing & word would be to use
those letters which represent the simple
sounds hesrd in the word, Nothing could
be so simpler. But what have we dene ?

Speaking broadly we have twelve simple
vowel seunds—six long and six correspond-
ing short ones—as beard in the following
words, viz : paim, pat, mate, net, feet, fit,
nought, not, note, nuv, pool, pull; sod four
dipthongs as beard in the words, 8y, by,
boy, now, new, For the representation of
these seventeen vowel sounds we bave only
s, ¢, i, 0, and u Failing the completion of
the alphabet therc are several ways ot meet-
ing the d flicnity. One would be to let one
etter serve for three or four soands, distin-
gui~hing between them diseritic marks
placed over the' letter, 1t this had been
done and each marked letter kept to its own
appropriated sound uniformly, the difficulty
would bave been.met. Another way would
be to let the letters s, e, i, 0, U, represent
certuin sounds, as for examp'e those heard
in at, et, it, os, ut, and add an e to repre-
sent ate, ete, ite, ote, ute. Thus we should
have mat, mate, met, mete, bit, bite, not,
mote, cut. cuta. So far good. This arrange-
msnt would ».ill leave seven of the sounds
euumerated naprovided for. As my infen-
tion is not to  exhaust the subject but
simply to ses the mind thinking, I will con-
fine my remarks to the different devices
we have adupred to represent the vowel
sound a8 beard in the word‘mate.
