The work and teachings of 
masonry in every way tends to make men 
better men, and I am sure that the thous­
ands of minsters of the gospel throughout 
the world who are members of the craft 
would express opinions directly the 
opposite of those given at the presbytery 
meeting on Tuesday. The system of free­
masonry is founded upon the purest 
morality and the fact that every member oi 
the craft acknowledges the Supreme Being 
and accepts the good book as the revealed 
will is in itself proot that the reverend 
gentlemen are far astray in their notions 
about masonry. The teachings of masonry 
are all in the right direction and perhaps 
if the matter could be sifted there would 
be found much less hypocrisy in the craft 
than In the church. It may be that some 
of those who criticise think that if there 
was less masonry more money would find 
its way into church schemes; for in the 
way of charity, in looking after the widow 
and the orphan, freemasons all over the 
would show that they are endowed with at 
least one of the cardinal principles of 
Christianity. I cannot from memory give 
exact figures, but in Canada, during the 
past seventeen years, the grand lodge has 
given away about $130,000, and during the 
past eightyearsof that period, aboutS 11,000 
a year. This is exclusive of the individual 
work done by 350 lodges. I suppose each 
of these lodges w ill dispense on an average 
$40 each, a total of $13,600. Nor does 
this include that which comes out of the 
pockets of private members of the craft, 
and there are 18,000 of them in good stand­
ing in our jurisdiction —say $10,000 more, 
or in all, about $35,000 a year. Of course

THE NEW RIP VAN WINKLE.

Morcox cr the federal power has nothing to 
gain by encroaching on the powers of the 
provinces. It will only lose by it. Every time 
a right is taken from the provinces the con­
federation will bo weakened.

All the provinces are bound to resist the en­
croachment of the fcleral power. If they 
continue to deprive us of our rights 
one by one we xviU no longer 
be master of our own affiiirs. 
What is the use of a uniform license law for 
all the provinces. W bat is it to Ontario to make 
an act for Quebec. Tastes, opinions, princi­
ples and tendencies arc not the same in all the 
provinces. A law which satisfies one part of 
the con:edoration might cause unnecessary 
hardship in another province. The federal 
license act will take axvsy from Quebec con­
siderable revenue, If we see fit to wipe out 
some of our sources of revenue we ought to do 
it ourselves. It is not for the other provinces 
to impose on us a law that we have not de­
manded. Abox'e all it is not necessary to re­
nounce a right which xve have not abdicated 
since confederation.

Prior to 1883 no one attempted to legislate at 
Ottawa on the question of licenses, which had 
always appertained exclusively to the prov­
inces. It is since then 'that the xvish to 
centralize has sprung up. It is not certainly 
tho spirit of the constitution. WTienex’cr 
the confederation act is not sufficiently ex­
plicit it ought to be interpreted in favor of the 
provinces. That is the principle which will 
dojustice to us alL

The Lower Canadian delegation appears 
well disposed not to give up its rights, and to 
vindicate the principle of the autonomy of the 
provinces.

Such is the opinion of one of the most 
prominent papers on the conservative side 
in the province of Quebec. But it would 
have been more effective had the above 
been said when the McCarthy law was 
under discussion.

The Grand Trunk Bill.
The Grand Trunk bill for raising fifteen 

million dollars on preferred securities does 
not seem likely to slip through parliament 
at Ottawa as easily as the Midland amal­
gamation bill slipped through the Ontario 
local house two years ago. If what was 
asked were merely the legalizing of a pre­
ferred loan for the purpose of double-track­
ing the road from Toronto to Montreal 
then everybody in Ontario ought to hold 
up both hands for it. But the sum 
asked for, or expected to be real­
ized on the fifteen millions of new 
securities, is certainly three or four times 
what the additional track of 333 miles 
would cost. The plain truth of the matter 
is that the extra money is wanted for other 
purposes, not. named in the bill. All 
things considered, it might be as well to 
give the desired permission, and let the 
Grand Trunk raise the estimated thirteen 
millions and a half net cash, even should 
only a fourth part of that sum be required 
for the additional track. But, the min­
ister of railways having asked time to con­
sider, parliament may as well consider 
too, and take sufficient security for the 
early completion of the double track.

The
oath of supremacy, as we know, was 
ordered by statute to be administered be­
cause the jesuits under the sanction of the 
pope were trying to carry into effect their 
vile plot to assassinate Queen Elizabeth, 
and this form of oath now still con-* 
tinues to be administered. The British 
government being^lhiral aud magnanimous 
in its conduct towards the Romanists, and 
knowing that they looked to the bishop of 
Rome as their head, w as willing to consider 
their religious scruples and consequently 
another form of oath was provided w hich 
did not interfere xvith their leaning to 
Rome, but it did strike at pardons, dispen­
sation and mental reservation, and pro­
tects the crown so far that the abominable 
doctrine that the pope may release 
subjects, from their allegience and may 
grant them a dispensation to murder 
the sovereign, was renounced. Now this 
is the form of oath which the lieutenant- 
governor of Q'uebce has to take. He has 
only to renounce a crime, and yet it- ap­
pears that there is an objection to do this, 
and it is stated that the Roman bishops 
had such tremendous conscience scruples 
that they had to withdraw. The oath 

’ will be foupd in con. stat. of Canada, Que­
bec act, 14 Geo. 3, c. 83, 1774, “I will 
defend * * the crown * * and will
do my utmost endeavor to disclose * * *
all traitorous conspiracies * * This 1
do swear without any equivocation, men­
tal reservation and renouncing all pardons 
aud dispensations from any power or per­
son whomsoever.” No loyal man would 
object to such an oath. It was further 
asserted that Romanism was established in 
Quebec. The act of 1774 directly contra­
dicts this, but the conduct of the Roman­
ists shows that when they f;efc any consid­
eration they grossly presume upon English 
good nature, and the time has certainly 
come -when they must be put down.

Woman and the Franchise. ffiia Life Ins. Eo.To the Editor of The World.
Sir : Your correspondent M. M. S. in 

last Thursday’s issue makes a very im­
portant point in connection with Psyche’s 
letter on Political Women when she asks 
if the want of the suffrage is the reason of 
the difference in the wages paid to women 
and men. We who support women’s suff­
rage say that it is, in this way, that the 
same estimate of woman that has denied 

. her the rights of property has also belit­
tled the x'alue of her labor and made her 
remuneration low. The teachers’ salary 
question is a ease eminently proper to use 
as a demonstration of the injustice in 
matter of remuneration to which 
women are subject in a walk of life 
where the qualifications demanded are 
equal. M. M. S. quotes the ‘items from 
the report of the board of education, which 
fixes the pay of occasional teachers at ^3 
per day for male teachers and Si.23 for 
female, and asks, “have those men who 
receive S3 per day higher-classed certifi­
cates than the women who receive Ç1.2Ü.”, 
lo this the reply is No. The certificates, 
the qualifications and the training are all 
the same. But M. M. 8. touches the point

An Antl-Brlllsh League.
From Berlin we hear that the German 

ministerial organs associate the alliance of 
Russia, Germany and Austria with the 
coming league of continental powers against 
the maritime and commercial supremacy of 
England. The Krenz Zeitnng predicts 
that the league will include France, and 
that the object will be to break the insular 
supremacy of England, which it says has 
complèted the links of a gigantic chain ex­
tending from Gibraltar to China, making 
the Mediterannean sea and the Indian 
ocean English lakes. The Berlin Post 
urges France to drop England and join the 
league. It is supposed, so says the des­
patch, that these utterances are indications 
of a diplomatic campaign against England.

Possibly this may prove to be one of 
those cable despatches that arc published 
only to be shortly contradicted. There 
may be no political alliance against Eng­
land on the cards as yet; though her pres­
ent monopoly of war business in Egypt 
might suggest that France must be feeling 
sore ox-er being-excluded. But that a tacit* 
commercial alliance against .England has 
long been growing up on the continent 
may be accepted as the substantial truth. 
No articles of agreement liax c been signed, 
as far as the public know, but that a 
strong anti-British feeling has been de­
veloped in commercial and manufacturing 
circles on the continent of Europe is sure 
enough.
