1 IDistributed From a Trap to tbe tie Id and 
Hungry Poor.

London, Jan. 6.—A dense fog and severe 
frost prevail to-day, and the Thames is full 
of floating ice. The cold is causing much 
suffering among the poor. A peculiar scene 
is reported from Whitechapel, where a 
number of unemployed were assembled. A 
small trap drove up on which was a large 
black box.

The driver dismounting informed those 
about him that it contained bread and 
cheese which he had been instructed to dis­
tribute among those who really stood in 
need of food. The driver was at once sur­
rounded.

The first piece of bread and cheese was 
handed to one of the nearest, and immedi­
ately dozens of men and women endeavored 
to get on the trap from every available 
point and help themselves. In this emer­
gency the driver commenced to throw the 
provisions indiscriminately among the 
crowd, who caught them as they were 
thrown.

\ + as soon as the mysterious stranger had 
taken his departure the nature of the order 
was called to the attention of the officers of 
the company. The United States Secret 
Service Bureau in the postoffice building 
was at once notified, and a detective was 
put on the case.

Every Government de­
partment displays the same lavish expendi­
ture of oil and lamps. The few gunboats

Lightning and 1 rree.
Dr. D. Jonesco has compiled statistic» 

concerning trees which are struck by 
lightning, and arrives at some inter­
esting conclusions, which are given in 
the last issue of The Electrical World. It 
has been supposed for a long time that 
certain kinds of trees are particularly 
subject to destruction by lightning, while 
others are quite free from danger. Among 
the first is the oak, and among the latter 
the laurel. An investigation of this state­
ment led that writer to the following 
conclusions: “At very high potential
electrical discharges all kinds of trees 
may be subject to destruction from light­
ning. Trees containing oils are less sub­
ject to be struck, those containing very 
much oil being protected the most. Light­
ning appears to prefer those trees which 
eontain oil to a slight degree, only in sum- 

The quantity of water contained in 
the tree has no effect on their . liability to 
being struck. Dead limbs of trees of those 
containing starch, aa well ns of those con­
taining oil.are particularly subject to being 
struck. Cambium, bark and leaves do not 
alfet the conductivity of trees. The 
nature of the soil has no connection with 
the frequency of destrnotion of the trees by 
lightning.”
