-By the way, the American Cult teal or 
says it is not such a mystery to learu how 
to prune a grape vine as many suppose. 
A few points will make the matter clear, 
it says, and the exercise of good common 
sense is better far than specific directions. 
Fruit is always borne on the new growth 
from buds springing out of last year’s 
wood. So in pruning care must be taken 
to leave enough of last year’s buds to fur­
nish fruit canes for the coming season. If 
nothing but wood two years or more old is 
left, buds will start out, just as they might 
from a vigorous forest tree trimmed down 
to the trunk. There ai e germs of buds in 
all healthy old wood that will develop if 
nature has no other outlet. But such buds 
must grow a year, and then if left alone 
they will grow into fruit canes the follow­
ing season. Beginners are apt to see the 
buds on last year’s canes, and from th*e 
expect their fruit. Naturally they think 
the more buds they leave the better their 
fruit crop. So the vine grows into a 
tangled ma*, and too much fruit being set 
little, if any, of it ripens.

The Halifax Morning Chronicle

Notwithstanding that this is the second 
year of the operation of the assessment act, 
we find, from the numerous enquiries re­
ceived, that there is still some misappre­
hensions in regard toits meaning, and lack 
of full information as to the details.

Obituary.

The Rev. William Henry Snyder, of 
Mahone Bay, Lunenburg Co., a man well 
known and "highly respected throughout the 

yeeterday. Mr. Snyder’s 
name has a place in the Canadian Biogra­
phical Dictionary, where it is stated that 

born at Shelburne in 1812, he being 
descended on both hie father’s and mother’s 
side from U. E. Loyalists. His first wife 
was Ann Freeman DeW’olfe, daughteJ of 
the late James R. De Wolfe, of this town. 
Of his children, of whom he had several, 
one daughter is married to M. E. O. Mar­
shall, dentist, of this place. The Biogra­
phical Dictionary says of Mr. Snyder :

“Prior to this period (1835) he was a 
lay reader at Weymouth, and a curate at 
Lunenburg, a few month, at each place. 
Iiil836 he returned to Weymouth, and 
was rector there for seventeen years, at 
the close of which period (1852) he settled 
at Mahane Bay, county of Lunenburg, and 
has been rector of St. James' Church since 
that date. When he commenced his paro­
chial labors here the parish numbered less 
than fifty communicants ; it now has more 
than three hundred, and embraces in all 
nine preaching stations, two of them 
the minister <3 no other denomination goes. 
The parish is 240 square miles, ud one 
little church, St. John-ln-the-wilderness, is 
twenty-two miles distant from the parish 
church. His curete aids him at some of 
these points. Ho has baptized over 2,000 
people, adults and children, since settling 
at Mahone Bay. As might be inferred, 
Mr. Snyder has attended very faithfully to 
his duties, and has done a thorough work 
in his very large parish ; and no man in 
this community is more highly esteemed 
for his ‘ work’s sake,’ he being a Christian 
gentleman of the noblest stamp.”

He is a member of the executive com­
mittee of the diocesan synod of Nova 
Scotia and usually attends the public gath­
erings of the church ; but except on such 
occasions, is not often seen outside the 
parish.”—Liverpool Advance.

Mr. Snyder was a brother of Mrs. A. B. 
Piper, of this town, aud well known in this 
vicinity.—Ed.

fishermen. But income is confined by the 
act to wages earned, salary received, 

and income derived from investments. For 
instance if a lawyer derives $1,600 from 
his profession he will be liable to be taxed 
on $1,200 income—there being, in all cases, 
an exception of the first $400. If a clergy­
man has a salary of $1,000, he will be liable 
on income to the extent of $600. If a mau 
bas money at interest which brings him in 
$2,000 a year, his taxable income is $1,600.

Third. There is also some trouble about 
mortgages. This is very simple. The law 
as it now stands is just as it always was— 
the mortgager, or the person in possession, 
pays the tax on the land and its full val’ *- 
tion. The mortgagee under the old .w 
paid nothing. Under the new law he ays 
a tax on the income or interest de .ved 
from the mortgage. To illustrate : A o>vns 
a farm worth $12,000. B holds a 
on it of #10,000. A pays 
on real estate, and B who gets six percent, 
interest on his mortgage—$600 a year— 
pays taxes on $200 income. If the interest 
on the particular mortgage amounts to less 
than $400, all the income from the invest­
ments of the party are to be added to­
gether, and deducting $400 exemption, he 
pays a tax on the amount of income.

Fourth. Exemptiens : mechanics’ tools 
are exempted to the extent of $200 ; fish­
ermen’s gear, boats, nets, etc., is exempt 
to the extent of $200, farmers’ implements 
are exempt to a like amount. The pro­
duce of the farm being the property, of the 
farmer, is exempt altogether, and also the 
product of the sea being the property of 
the fishermen. Widows, spinsters, and 
minors are exempted to the extent of $400, 
and this exemption also applies to the case 
of wives deserted by their husbands and 
compelled to earn their own living.

These are the principal po 
Acuities seem to arise ana 
the explanations we have offered will be of 
assistance to those who are endeavoring to 
administer the law.—Halifax Chronicle.

A Fresh New Arrival of IE 101!St. James’ Church "of England pulpit 
was occupied last Sunday morning and 
evening, probably for the last time, by the 
late rector, Rev. L. M. Wilkins. The 
Holy Communion wus held at the morning 
service. The address to attending com­
municants was of a very, feeling character, 
even touching in some of its references.

In the evening he preached bis farewell 
sermon from the text, “ Holding forth the 
word of life, that I may rejoice in the day 
of Christ, that I have not run in vain, 
neither labored in vain,” Phil. 2, verse 16. 
The subject of the sehfifm, which was elo­
quent and suggestive, Was the relation be­
tween pastor and congregation. The sever­
ance of the ties which mutually and neces­
sarily connected them for so long a period 
as sixteen years, was painful indeed, and 
on his part, he did not hesitate to say so, 
while he had reason to believe that the 
congregation were animated to a greater or 
lesser extent by similar feelings. He 
closed his remarks by asking for their 
prayers and assured them that his should 
never be wanting in their behalf whatever 
vicissitudes should occur in his future 
He leaves to-day for the scene of his future 
labors, and carries with Him the good wishes 
of many besides the members of his own 
communion.

That expresses the situation there in a 
very few words. Only beginning, to be 
sure, but even the beginning of a new era 
is something momentous and suggestive of 
great possibilities for Nova Scotia. Like

Again, the butter made from some cow’s 
milk is naturally white, or nearly so, while 
others again make good yellow butter. The 
Jersey cow is the best known in these two 
points, their milk containing large fat 
globules, and the butter of a nice rich 
yellow.

Everyone must have noticed the change 
in butter in the spring 
the cows get the fresh grass, 
feed seems to be just right, though nice 
young grass is just as rood at any other 
time of year. Personsjhaving a silo may 
keep their grasses fresh during the winter, 
and make very nice butter at any time of 
year ; but fe«- of our farmers have availed 
themselves of this improved method of 
keeping fodder.

The first point to notice in making butter 
is to kept everything clean and free from 
bad odors. If at any time the milk, cream 
or butter stand where the air is impure, 
when placed on the table the butter betrays 
the treatment. When the flavor of butter 
is injured in this way it camiet be repaired. 
Milk-pails should be kept clean, new ones 
should not be used, the stable should be 
clean,' and the cows well bedded. The 
creamer should be in a well-aired place, the 
pantry should be free from everything that 
would contaminate the air, and the tray, 
ladle, churn, etc., should lie well scalded 
and dried before being used.

In order to raise as much cream as possi­
ble, the ndlk should, as soon as drawn, be 
strained into creamers and while warm be 
placed in cold water. This is found to give 
the best results, though some still hold to 
the old practice of airing the milk before 
putting it away. As soon as the cream has 
raised, it should be put into a stone jar and 
left in a warm place to sour, or “ripen," as 
it is called. If the cream is kept at about 
85° of temperature, it will be sour enough 
in almut 24 hours to give the butter a good 
flavor. If left longer than that the flavor 
is too strong, while, if it is churned before 
that time it is not strong enough, and the 
butter is apt to be greasy.

If the cream from different milkings is to 
be used at one time,Jt should be kept in a 
cool place after itr is skimmed from the 
milk, so that it will not begin to sour till 
all the cream that is to be used is gathered. 
A great many spoil the flavor of their butter 
by not taking this precaution. When the 
cream is to be churned, its temperature 
should be at about 64°. It may then be 
gathered easily, and still not be too soft.

The churn should be stopped when the 
butter shows itself in lumps as large as the 
grain of wheat. The buttermilk should be 
strained off and water, to which some salt 
has been added, poured over the butter 
until it comes off clear. The butter should 
then be taken out and salted with fine salt 
at the rate of one ounce of salt to the 
pound of butter, This should be well 
worked in, or the butter will show streaks 
and not keep well.

When working butter, care must be taker, 
not to break up the grain. If it is worked 
«rith a ladle there is a great tendency to 
draw the butter out, making it have a 
greasy appearance. The ladle should never 
be drawn over the butter. In fact, it is a 
poor thing to work butter with anyway. 
The improved butter workers are much 
better. They press the butter out, break 
it, and turn it together again. However, 
the ladle may be used with as good results 
as any of their patents, provided that the 
butter be only pressed and broken with it, 
and not slicked over so that it is salvey and

Maritime Union.—The Toronto Mail 
is letting up some on the Jesuit question, 
and is now turning its attention to the 
Maritime Provinces and undertakes to dis­
cuss the question of the union of the pro­
vinces by tho sea. The strong point in 
favor of the union is the extent and cost 
of »ur legislative machinery. Each of three 
small provinces has a legislature of two 
chambers, embracing in all 52 legislative 
councillors and 109 assemblymen, a total of 
151 legislators. There are also three ex­
ecutive governments, arid three lieutenant 
governors, the latter receiving 825,000, all 
for 900,000 people, while Ontario with 2,- 
000,000 people gets along with one govern­
or at 810,000, and one legislative chamber. 
These are striking figures, indicative of 
needless machinery and cost, much of 
which might be avoided, even without the 
union proposed.—St. Ctroiz Courier.

Doctor Alice Ernst. —Among the 
passengers by the S. S. Halifax, a week 
ago, says the Herald, was Dr. Alice E. 
Ernst. Dr. Ernst who is a native of 
Bridgewater, studied medicine for a time 
with a physician of that town. She spent 
two years at the Woman’s Medical college, 
Philadelphia, from which she graduated in 
March, 1888, and was then appointed one 
of the assistant physicians to the hospital 
in connection with this college. Dr. Ernst 
expects to sail the middle of this month for 
Calcutta, India, where she will take charge 
of a hospital under the control of the Amer­
ican board of mission.— Liverpool Advance.

Good Catch.—A small schooner which 
arrived on Friday from Hubbard’s Cove, 
with about 200 barrels of mackerel on 
board, sold them to a merchant here, for 
shipment to the United States, getting $20 
for large twos, 816 for large threes, and 
$15.50 for small threes.

Horne Purchase.—We learn that F. W. 
Rand of Canning, has sold his fast horse 
“ Charlie” to Norman Chute, Esq., of 
Bridgetown, the figure being somewhere 
between $200 and $300. This horse during 
the past few months has shown wonderful 
bursts of speed—although untrained he has 
won races against such horses as Kate 
Sheridan and Bridgetown Charlie, and 
with training his former owner thinks there 
is not a horse in Kings County to equal 
him. He was timed when on the track 
and trotted at the rate of 2.40. He now 
goes to Bridgetown, the home of the other 
Charlie, and doubtless the coming winter 
will see sharp racing between these two 
horses.

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gtWs Earner.Those Who Court Death.

In Popular Science Monthly for July, note 
ia taken of a recent epidemic of suicide, 
and many curious and interesting facts 
given about these unfortunates who court 
death. The strange fact is noted that in 
countries not the most favorably condition­
ed, as it would seem, suicide is less fre­
quent than in lands where civil liberty is 
at its best. For instance, among civilised 
peoples self murder is much less frequent 
in Ireland, Spain and Italy than in Great 
Britain, Germany or the United States. 
Bertillion, a celebrated French professor, 
who has given much attention to the sub­
ject, is quoted as saying that among men 
marriage operates as a preventive, while 
with women the married, in proportion to 
numbers, furnish the most cases of self de­
struction. Much more marked is the con' 
trast between the married who have chil­
dren and those who are childless. Ber­
tillion found that, in a million of people of 
all classes, of male suicides 205 were mar­
ried men with children ; 470 married men 
without cMldren ; 528 widowers, with 
children ; 1,004 widowers without children. 
Of female suicides 45 were married, with 
children ; 158 married, without children ; 
104 widows, with children ; 238 widows, 
without children.

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Spoiling Children.

* The worst injury any person can inflict 
on society is to pet and spoil their children 
in such a way that wlicn they grow up the 
world will regret that they did not die in 
infancy. A mother allows her boy to 
‘ answer her back,’ and treat her rudely. 
Years after she has gone to her account 
another person will reap the bitter harvest 
of her weakness. The spoiled son will 
have taken to himself a wife, whom he 
treats in the same rude manner that he 
was permitted to adopt towards his mother. 
A spoiled boy may possibly become a 
a worthy, religious man, but the effect of 
having been spoiled will be seen in the 
large amount of dross that will overlie the 
gold. He will be ill-mannered, overbear­
ing, selfish, and generally disagreeable. 
Mothers, you can prevent this ! When a 
boy is given to you, accept him, not as a 
plaything merely, but as a most sacred 
trust—a talent to be put to the best ac­
count. Train him te be pure, truthful, un­
selfish, independent. Teach him to hate 
cruelty, to take the part of the weak, to 
recognize the special gentleness and re­
spectful consideration due to a woman, 
particularly to his mother and sisters. In 
this way you may prevent your pets from 
ever becoming pests.’

The above extract is from ‘ The Five 
Talents of Women,’ and most heartily will 
it be endorsed even by those who offend 
against its ideas most. The need of care 
for children is an undisputed question : 
and sometimes one is forced to question 
if the results for the great mass of children 
would not have been better if we had learn­
ed to use the word culture instead of care 
when speaking of their training. Caring 
for a child seems to be purely physical and 
financial, the two responsibilities of a 
child’s guiding that can be trusted to ser­
vants. Culture recognizes more in the 
child than In the body. It recognizes a 
mind and a soul ; it recognizes a future 
for which the present is a preparation 
working to positive results. Yesterday, 
that well-dressed mother who quietly put 
a rugged, healthy boy in a vacant seat in a 
Fourth Avenue car, ostentatiously paying 
full fare—though the boy was under age 
—while an elderly gentleman stovd up, 
certainly was taking a care of the child 
that was sadly lacking in culture. The 
possibility of gentle consideration for 
others in the future of a boy so trained is 
hopeless.

Culture means care, but far more than 
care. It means the study of the future 
citizen in all his relations ; it means the 
constant pruning of disagreeable habits ; 
it means the imposing of burdens that 
will develop thought and consideration for 
others. Bad table manners in a child are 
the reflex of ignorance or carelessness of 
the parents, and when developed till they 
become habits, are bonds that were woven 
by the parent Selfishness and disregard 
of the rights of others are but the natural 
fruit of a childhood that may have had 
care, but lacked that which is far higher, 
culture. The time to begin culture is in 
the cradle, when the baby lies plastic to 
every influence about him.—Christian 
Union.

Butter Kept in Brink.—Year Afte 
year a California dairyman keeps 'the(besl 
and richest butter *—that made in 
June and July—by a simple process, which 
he describes in the Chasta Courier. • Thor­
oughly wash before it is taken out of the 
churn. Salt to suit the taste—half an 
ounce to the pound is about right. Do up 
in neat, round balls of two or three pounds 
each ; cover each roll with a clean muslin 
cloth, large enough to go around it twice 

1 or more so it will be completely enveloped, 
and sink it in brine as strong as the best 
salt will make it. Stone vessels are the 
best. When the rolls are in they may be 
kept down by means of clean flat stones. 
When the vessels are full enough and the 
butter completely covered with the brine, 
add more salt to insure the strength of the 
brine. Keep it in the cellar or spring 
house, and see if it is not worth in winter 
^00 per cent, more than any winter-made 
butter.’ He emphasizes the following in­
dispensable requisites : That the butter be 
good to begin with, have all the buttermilk 
worked out, and the butter wrapped and 
put into the brine the same day it is taken 
from the churn.

Sleep Slippers.

Simple as is the pattern, it has been care­
fully planned ; and will be found to make 
a neatly fitting and comfortable shoe. A 
skein of Germantown wool, either in white 
or some delicate or bright color, and a 
little white Shetland wool or knitting-silk 
for the ankle edge, are the materials re­
quired.

With a bone crochet-needle make a chain 
of 8 stitches. Work, in short crochet, all 
around this chain, making 2 stitches in the 
4th chain, so that there are 15 in the row. 
Work 3 rows around this little oval, widen­
ing at each end and at the middle—where 
the first widening was made. After these 
rows, widen only at the middle until 20 or 
22 rows are completed. Now work back 
and forth, omitting 11 stitches—5 on each 
side of the middle stitch. These 16 rows 
are crocheted alternately on the back and 
the front loops of the work, so that the 
stitch may resemble the rest of the shoe.

Crochet together at the heel ; and begin 
the ankle. This is quite plain, 6 rows in 
short crochet, missing a stitch at the corners 
where the 11 stitches were left. This nar­
rowing shapes a slender ankle.

Then work one row of double crochet, 
for a cord or ribbon to be run in. This 
row is not narrowed, neither are the two 
plain rows of short crochet which follow it.

Now with the Shetland wool or the silk 
make a row of scallops thus : 1 short cro- 

"chet, miss 1,5 double crochet, miss 1,1 short 
crochet. Repeat.

If silk is used, be careful to fasten it 
strongly and leave an inch of the silk run 
in at the wrong side of the work. A cro­
cheted cord, or, still prettier, a narrow 
white ribbon run in around the ankle and 
tied in dainty bows, finishes the pretty gift 
which may be accompanied with the most 
graceful expression of your good wishes for 
a * good night and happy dreams. ’ —E.

them to eat and have them on full feed of 
bran and oats before they are weaned, and 
and I can wean them at four months with­
out any loss of flesh. I feed no corn until 
past two years old, but feed liberally with 
bran, carrots and oats, and all the corn 
fodder or clover bay that they will eat, and 
maintain a steady growth all winter. I 
weaned a grade Norman December 1st, 
when it was four months old, and it 
weighed three hundred and fifty pounds. 
In a hundred days I weighed again, and it 
had gained one hundred and ten pounds— 
weighing, March 10, four hundred and 
sixty pounds. This colt is not fat, and 
I have little doubt that by com feeding I 
could have made him one hundred pounds 
heavier, but he has developed a good bone, 
and I shall expect a fine growth from him 
when he goes to pasture, and I am count­
ing on his weighing nearly seven hundred 
pounds at one year old and while this is not 
at ail a remarkable weight, it will be quite 
satisfactory.— W. F. Brown in Country 
Gentleman.

Locomotives Run by Soda.—Four loco­
motives to be run by soda, which takes the 
place of fire under the boiler, have been 
built for service in the streets of Minne­
apolis, Minn., where steam engines are for­
bidden. The engine is about sixteen feet 
long, entirely boxed in, with no smoke 
stack or pipes, as there is no exhaust or re­
fuse. Inside the boiler will be placed five 
tons of soda, which, upon being damped by 
a jet of steam, produces an intense heat. 
In about six hours the1 soda is thoroughly 
saturated, when the action ceases, 
stream of superheated steam from a station- 
a. j bjifor is then forced through the soda, 
which drives out the moisture and the soda 
is ready for use again.

The exhaust steam from the cylinders is 
used to saturate the soda, and by this 
means all the refuse is used. These en­
gines are the first of the kind that have 
been built in this country. They are said 
to have the same power as those used on 
the New York elevated roads. Soda en­
gines are used in Berlin and other Euro­
pean cities and they also traverse the St. 
Gothard tunnel under the Alps, where 
sufficient ventilation cannot be had to 
carry off the noxious gases which would be 
generated by a steam engine.—Hew York 
Commercial Traveller.

To Clean Ribbons.—Make a suds with 
good hard soap and lukewarm water ;

sugar in clear water, rinse the ribbons 
thoroughly in this and strip them out as in 
washing them ; have an old sheet, or other 
soft cloth folded so as to hang over the 
edge of the table and_ draw the ribbons 
back and forth on this until nearly dry» 
having the right side up ; then iron on the 
wrong side with an iron barely warm.
