Gregory's Island.

I

The man of whom I am speaking was a
tallish, slim, young fellow, shaped well
enough, though a trifle limp for a Louisianian
in the Mississippi cavalry. Some camp wag
had fastened on him the nickname of *“Crack-
edfiddle.” OQur acquaintance began more
than a year before Lee’s surrender; but
Gregory came out of the war without any
startling record, and the main thing I tell of
him occurred some years later.

I never saw him under arms or in uniform.
I met him first at the house of a planter,
where [ was making the most of a flesh-
wound, and was, myself, in uniform simply
because I hadn't any other clothes. There
were pretty girls in the house, and as his
friends and fellow-visitors—except me —wore
the gilt bars of commissioned rank on their
gray collare, and he, as a private, had done
nothing glorious, his appearance was always
in civilian’s dress.

Onge sunset hour as I sat alone on the
planter’s veranda immersed in a romance, I
noticed, too late to offer any serviceable
warning, this impreseive black suit and ité
ungenersusly nicknamed contents coming in
at the gate unprotected. Dogs, in the South,
in those times, were not the caressed and
harmless creatures now so common. A
Mississippi planter’s watch dogs were kept
for their vigilant and ferocious hostility to
the negro of the quarters and to all strangers.
Qae of these, a powerful, notorious, blood-
thirsty brute, long-bodied, deer-legged—you
may possibly know that big breed the plant-
ers called the *‘ cur-dog’’ and prized so bigh-
ly—darted out of hiding and silently sprang
at the visitor's throat. Gregory swerved,
and the brute’s fangs, whirling by his face,
closed in the sleeve and rent it from shoalder
to elbow. At the same time another, one of
the old ‘‘ bear dog” breed, was coming as
fast as the light block and chain he had to
drag would allow him, Gregory neither
spoke nor moved to attack or retreat. At
my outcry the dogsslunk away, and he asked
me, diffilently, for a thing which was very
precious in those days—pins.

But he was quickly surrounded by pitying
eyes and emotional voicer, and was coaxed
into the house, where the young ladies took
his coat away to mend it. While he waited
for it in my room I spoke of the terror so
many brave men had of these fierce home-
guards. I knew one such beast that was
sired of a wolf. He heard me with downcaat
eyes, at first with evident pleasure, but very
soon quite gravely.

“They can afford to fear dogs,” he replied,
““when they've got no other fear.” And
when I would have it that he had shown a
scout heart he smiled ruefully.

“I do everything through weakness,” he
soliloquized, and, taking my book, opened it
a3 if to dismiss our theme. But I bade him
turn to the preface, where we read something
like this:

That the seed of heroism is in all of us;
else we should not forever relish, as we do,
stories of peril, temptation, and exploit.
Their true zest is no mere ticklement of our
curiosity or wonder, but comradeship with
souls that have courage in danger, faithful-
ness under trial, or magnanimity in triumph
or defeat. We have, moreover, it went on
to say, a care for human excellence in general,
by reason of which we want not alone our son,
or cousin, or sister, but man everywhere, the
porm, man, to be strong, sweet, and true;
and reading stories of such, we feel this wish

“In short,” said I, closing the book,

€0 yes,” he sighed, and added an indis-
tinct word about *“spasms of virtue.” Bat
I claimed a special charm and use for unex-
pected and detached heroisms, be they fact
or fiction. *If adventitious virtue,” I ar-
gued, * can spring up from unsuspected seed
and without the big roots of character——"

“You think,” interrupted Gregory,
“ there’s a fresh chance for me.”

«For all the common run of us!” I cried.
“ Why not? And even if there isn’t, hasn't
it a beanty and a valne? Isn’t a rose a rose,
on the bush or off?  Gold is gold wherever
you find it, and the veriest spasm of true
virtue, coined into actiop, is true virtue, and
counts. It may not work my natare’s whole
redemption, but it works that way, and is
just that much solid help toward the whole
world’s uplift.” T was young enmough then
to talk in that high lown mauner, and he
actually took comfort in my words, confessing
that it had been his way to count a good act
which waa not in character with its doer as
something like a dead loss to everybody. .

“T'm glad iv’s not,” he said, *“ for I reckon

my ruling motive is always fear.”

“ Was it foar this evening?” I asked.

“Yes,” he replied, it was. It was fear
of a coward’s name, and a sort of abject hor-
ror of being one.”

“Too big a coward inside,” I laughed, ** to
be a good stout coward outside,” and he ase-
sented.

*“Smith,” he said, and paused long, ““if I
were a hard drinker and should try to quit,
it wouldn'c be courage that would carry me
through, but fear ; quaking fear of a drunk-
ard’s life and & drunkard’s death.”

I began to reply, but kept my tongue.
He read the warning accusation in my eye,

“I’'m afraid 80,” he responded. You can
guess what we meant. *‘I had a strange ex-
peri: once,” he p tly added, abstract-
edly, as if reminded of it by what we had last
said. “Ttook a prisoner.”’

“ By the overwhelming power of fear?” I
inquired.

*“ Partly, yes. 1 saw him before he saw
me and I felt that if I didn’t take him he’d
either take me or shoot me, 8o I covered him
“vmd he surrendered. e were in an old pine-
clearing grown up with oak-bushes.”

““Would it have been less strange,” I in-
quired, “if you had been in an old oak-
clearing grown up with pine-busnes ?”

“No, he'd have got away just the same.”

*“What ! you didn’t bring him in ?”

“Oaly part of the way. Then he broke
and ran.”

* And(yon had to shoot him ?” W

*No, I didn't even shoot at him. I
couldn’t, Smith ; he looked so much like me.
It was like seeing my own ghost. All the
time I had him something kept saying to me,
‘ You're your own prisoner—you’re your own
prisoner.” And—do you know ?—that thing
comes back to me now every time I get into
the least sort of a tight place!”

‘I wish it would come to me,” I respond-
ed. A slave girl brought his coat and our
talk remained unfinished until five years af-
ter the war.

Gregory had been brought up on the shore
of Mississippi Sound, a beautiful regiod
fruiiful mainly in apathy of character. He
was a skilled lover of sail-boate. When we
all got back to New Orleans, paroled, and
cast about for a living in the various chan-
nels ‘“‘open to gentlemen,” he, largely, I
think, owing to his timid notion of his worth,
went into the rough business of owning and
sailing a small, handsome schooner in the
“Lake trade,” which, you know, includes
Mississippi Sound. I married, and for some
time he liked much to come and see us—on
inclement evenings, when he knew we'd be
alone.

One of these wasa
pretty, sloop-rigged sail boat, trim and swift,
on which he lavished the tendernesses he
knew he should never bestow upon any living
she. He named her Sweetheart ; a general
term ; bat he knew that we all knew it meant
the mender of his coat. By and by his visits
fell off and I met him oftenest on the street.
Sometimes we stopped for a moment’s side-
walk chat, New Orleans fashion, and I still
envied the clear bronze of his fine skin, which
the rest of us had soon lost. Baut after a
while certain changes began to show for the
worst, until one day in the summer of the
fifth year he tried to hurry by me. 1stopped
him, and was thinking what a handsome fel-
low he was even yet, with such a quiet,
modest. fineness about him, when he began,
with a sudden agony of face, ‘“ My schooner’s
sold for debt ! You know the reason; I've
seen you read it all over me every time we
have met, these twelve months—O don’t look
at me !"”

His slim, refined hands—he gave me both
—were clammy and tremuloue. * Yes,” he
babbled on, “it’s a fixed fact, Smith; the

I drew him out of the hot sun and into a
secluded archway, he talking straight on
with a speed and pitiful grandiloquence

Then the even
ing star silvered their wake through the
deep Rigolets, and the rising ‘moon met
them, her and her lover, in Lake Borgne,
passing the dark pines of Round Island and
and hurrying on toward the white sand keys
of the Gulf.

The night was well advanced as they
neared the pine-crested dunes of Cat Island,
in®whose lee a more cautious sailor would
have dropped anchor till the morning. But
to this pair every mile of these fickle waters,
chanuel and mud lump, snug lagoon, open
sea and hidden bar, each and all, were known
a8 the woods are known te a hunter, and,
a8 he drew her hand closer to his side, she
turned across the track of the moon and
bouaded into the wide south. A maze of
marsh islands—hurrying along that narrow,
balf-drowned mainland of cypress swampand
trembling prairie which follows the Missis-
sippi out to sea—slept, leagues away, below
the western waters. In the east lay but one
slender boundary between the voyager and
the shoreless deep, and this was so near that
from its farthest edge came now and again
its admonishing murmur, the surf-thunder of
the open Gulf rolling forever down the
prone but unshaken battle front of the
sandy Chandeleurs. .

So, all night, lest wind or resolve should
fail next day, he sailed. How to tell just
where dawn found him I scarcely know.

Wakened
at length by the canting of the sloop with
the fall of the tide, he rose, rekindled his
fire, cooked and ate again, smoked two
pipes, and then, idly shouldering his gun,
made a long half-circuit of the beach to
south and eastward, mounted the highest
dune and gazed far and wide.

Nowhere on sand or sea under the illim-
itable dome was there a sign of human pree-
ence on the earth. Nor -would there likely
be any. Kxcept by misadventure noshipon
any course ever showed more than a topmast
above this horizon. Of the hunters and
fishermen who roamed the islands nearer
shore, with the Chandeleurs, the storm-
drowned Grand Goisers and the deep sea
fishing grounds beyond, few knew the way
hither, and fewer ever sailed it.

Belize to those of Mississippi Sound; and he
knew—had known before he left the New
Basin—that she had just gone by here the
day before.

But to Gregory this solitude brought no
quick distress. With a bird or two at his
belt he turned again to his dying fire. Once
on the way he paused, as he came in sight
of the sloop, and gazed upon it with a faint-
ness of heart he had not known sioce his
voyage began. However, it presently left
him, and hurrying down to her side he be-
gan to unload her completely, and to make
a permanent camp in the lee of a ridge of
sand crested with dwarfed casino bushes,
well up from the beach.

Dawn widened over
sky and ses, but its vast beauty only
mocked the castaway. All day long he
wandered up and down and along and across
his glittering prison, no tiniest speck of can-
vas, no faintest wreath of smoke, on any
water’s edge; the horror of his isolation
growing—growing—like the monsters of his
dream, and his whole nature wild with a
desire that was no longer a mere physical
drought, but a passion of the soul, that gave
the will an unnatural energy and set at
naught every true interest of earth and
heaven. Again and again he would have
shrieked its anguish, but the first note of his
voice rebuked him to silence as if he had

.espied himself in a glass. He fell on his

face, voiceless, writhing, and promised him-
self—nay, pledged creation and its Creator—
that on the day of his return to the walks of
men he would drink the cup of madness and
would drink it henceforth till he died.

—Great Britain last yesr imported 260
million dollars’ worth of wheat, barley, oats,
flour, etc., one hunded and thirty and a half
million dollars’ worth of dressed meats;
seventy-seven and a half million dollars’
of butter; $55,340,000 worth of live animals
for food; over twenty-eight and a half mil-
lion dollars’ worth of cheese; nearly twenty-
one and a guarter million dollars’ worth of
eggs; close on sixteen and three-quarter mil-
lion dollars worth of raw frait; and over
sixteen and a half million dollars’ worth of
fish.

In lard, potatoes, poultry, meat, and game
there was imported about §26,000,000 worth.
The total imports in all these lines amount
to $633,252,000, and Canada’s share of the
same amounts to less than one-tenth.

NEWS OF THE WORLD.

The vew C. P. R. short line between
Montreal and Ottawa was opened for traffie
last Monday. The distance by the new
route is 111 miles,

T.ord Herschell, who is to represent imper-
isl interests at the Quebec conference, has
advised the Canadian Government that he
will arrive on Aug. 1,

The proposed visit to Canada of the team
of British volunteer artillerymen to compete
with the gunners of the Dominion has been
put off until next year.

The recent massacre in Sierra Leone, West
Africa, resulted in the death of about 1,000
people mostly whites. Men, women and
children were ruthlesely murdered.

An explosion killed fifteen people on the
15th inst., at the Laflin and B.Cln:l Powder
mills, at Pompton lakes, near Dover, N. J.;
several soldiers are among the dead.

The British Government has formally con-
sented to arbitrate the boundary diepute be-
tween Chili and Argentina, if the matter is
not mutually settled by Auvg. 15 next. .

Boston papers say that the new Dominion
line steamship New Eogland is, without ex-
ception, the finest and largest E:neng*
steamer that ever came to Boston harbor.

The Toronto hospital for sick children is
the largest one of its kiad in the world, In
22 years some 24,000 children have been cared
for, and last year it had 5,000 within its walls,

Advices received from Manitoba report
the weather’very unfavorable for wheat,
Hot winds in the western part of the prov-
ince are working havoe with the growing

‘erop.

The Spaunish government issued on the
12¢th inst., a loan of 500,000,000 tas in
treasury bonds, at five per cent, of which
mount the Bank of Spain takes 300,000,000
pesetas.

Some thirty or forty families of lndians
belonging to Mboisie, Seven Islands and
Miugan, in the Gulf of St. Lawrence,
died in the woods last winter for want of
provisions.

In a 20 mile, paced, bicycle race, at Man-
hattan Beach, last Saturday, Tom Linton
defeated Jimmy Michael, in 35 minutes, 18
1 5 seconds, breaking the world’s record by
seven seconds.

Five cases of smallpox have been found
among Galician settlers who arrived at Win.
nipeg last week and the whole party are
now dwelliog in tents on the open prairie,
near Stony Mountain.

A lottery scheme, under the approval of
the Emperor, has been inaugurated in Ger-
many, to yield, it is anticipated, $1,000,000
a year, which will be expended to promote
the prosperity of the German colonies.

United States customs officers seized, the
other day, 1,618 head of Canadian cattle,
purchased in Manitoba and driven over the
boundary line into North Dakota. The cat-
tle were misrepresented and the importers
have to pay a fine of $5,000 each. 5

The British consul for Cuba, Sir Alexander
Gollan, who is at Port Royal, his term of
service having expired, says that stories of
starvation in Havana have been exaggerated,
though there must be some privation and
want necessarily owing to the war.

As a1 outcome of the Imperial conference
on poatal rates, it has been decided to adopt
the proposal of the Canadian representatives
for a letter postal rate of a penny per half
ounce for the United Kingdom, Capads,
Newfoudland, Cape Colony and Natal.

At the meeting of the National Rifle As-
sociation at Bisley on the 16th, the Rajih of
Kolapore challenge cup, seven shots at 200,
500 and 600 yards, was won by the Guern-
sey team (eight men), with a total of 744,
T‘hfganadisn team was third with a score
of 733.

Chicago had a remarkable experience early
this month.

The publishers with one
accord resisted the demand, and Chicago
was & whole week without a newspaper.
The famine for news was felt very keenly.

Receiver-General Morine will represent
Newfoundland before the special commission
shortly to meet in Quebec for the settlement
of questions in dizpute between Canada and
the United States. The question of reciproo-
ity between Newfoundland and the United
States will be reopened then, concurrently
with or independent of Canada.

A negro postmaster at Pickens, Mississip-
pi, a village where there are about 130
white and 440 colored residents, was forced
to resign by the white population, who de-
clared, in a letter to the postmaster general,
that no negro could serve them. To teach
them a lesson the local post-office was abol-
ished, and now the inhabitants have to go
eight or nine miles to get their letters.

A Shame to Canada.

HOW THE USURER IMPOSES UPON THE BOR-
ROWER.

Ottawa, July 9.—A case of oppressive
usury has come to light in Ottawa East,
which ie about as bad as could well be im-
agined in these days cf protective laws and
advanced civilization. The man, finding it
necessary to get five hundred dollars in cash,
applied to a loan society and was accommo-
dated. An examination of the agreements
shows that he had to give a mortgage of one
thousand one hundred dollars for the money,
at sixteen percent. The mortgage is to
liquidated by 1906, and the interest has to
be paid menthly. Should he missa payment
a fine of fifty cents a month is impou:{ An
analysis of the agreement rhows that the man
pays for the five hundred dollars the sum of
one thousand vne hundrcd dollars with in-
terest at sixteen percent for ten years, one
thousand seven hundred and sixty dollars ;
or altogether two thousand eight hundred
and sixty dollars,

New York, July 13.—Miss Nathalie
Schneck, of Babylon, L. I., some weeks ago
determined to use the ‘‘ Endless Chain ” cor-
respondence to assist the ice fund of the Red
Cross society. This chain consists in each
one sending contributions requesting four of
his friends to send contributions of 10 cents
each and these four in turn each reguesting
four of his friends to send, and so on. The
deluge of letters that bas flown in on Miss
Schenck has completely overwhelmed the
postmaster at Babylon and Miss Schenck.
Over 9000 letters were received at the
Schenck home yesterday. Mies Schneck and
her grandfather, Matthew Morgan, the re-
tired New York banker, admit that the let-
ters have acoumulated so rapidly that they
are now four days behind in the sorting of

breaking the chain.

North-West Indiauns.

Wibnipeg, July 16.—A circular has been
issued by the Minister of the Iaterior stating
that the commission representing Her Ma-
jeaty’s Government will hold sessions at
Lesser Slave Lake, Fort Vermillion, Fort
Chippewa, Fort McMurray and other places
«in the district of Athabaska from June 8 to
August 23, 1899, for the purpose of treat.
ing with the Indians and half breeds for the
extinguishment of their titles to lands. Re-
cent advices show that the Indians in Peace
River district have been resisting further
advencement of the mounted police and
white settlers until the government shall
have treated with them. If this should
continue, Commissioner Forget will possibly
start shortly to get as far north as he can
this year in order to tee as many Indians as
possible and thus assure them that treaties
will be made next year.

& conservative. It seems to us that while
provincial and federal issues are so widely
divergent that it is a mistaken practice to
regulate the affairs of any province by the
cast iron party rule that obtains in the fed-
eral administration. Surely there ought to be
a ‘stronger show of independence, at least
fo the local institution. But since New
Brunswick and British Columbia have tired
of the method it is not likely that there will
be another province to take it up for some
time to come.

—The late reports from the Yukon district
are somewhat disappointing to those who
expected a marvellous output of gold as a
result of this season’s work, and the situa-
tion must be infinitely more of a disappoint-
ment to the thirty thousand men who num-
ber the army of gold seekers. As a matter
of fact, much more money has been spent by
these men in their efforts to obtain gold
than will be taken out of the country this
year. Ten million dollars is now placed as
the outside limit of the value of the gold
dust output, and at the low average of five
hundred dollars each, the thirty thousand
Yukon miners have paid fifteen million dol-
lars for the privilege of sharing this gold.
The bare expenses of the trip will average
five hundred dollars per man, to say nothing
of the expenses of living and the loss of
time. Not ten per cent. of the miners have
bettered their condition. The millions of
dollars that have been spent in the country
will go to enrich transportation companies
and men who were sbrewd enough to em-
bark in trading enterprises.

—So long as the Cubans thought that
American interference on their behalf meant
independence for them they were content to
work and fight for the glory of American
arms ; but now their general has a suspicion
that the independence of Cuba is not asnear
a8 he had' expected and that an American
conquest may mean several things. He bas
withdrawn his forces from their leagae with
the invading troops and will act indepen-
dently. No doubt it is galling to the native
patriots, who have waged an unsuccessful
fight for liberty from the Spanish yoke, to
foresee nothing but a change of masters as
the probable result of the present war.
‘While there is no certainty that the United
States will claim Cuba, in event of the war
terminating in the humbling of Spain, it is
quite probable that she will do so, and quite
improbable that she will, in that case, trust
the future peaceand prosperity of the island
to the mercy of the native population, who
have shown a fondness for governing, but

~—The United States government asked for
a loan of $205,000,000 from the people, and
nearly seven times the required amount has
been subscribed. This willingness of the
people to lend to their government indicates
a great confidence in the administration
and the financial independence of the great
Republic. The United States can evidently
engage in a much heavier war than the one
which she is now waging with Spain with-
out seeking a foreign loan. The offers of
the people to place $1,400,000,000 of their
savings at the disposal of the government is
a revelation of the vast general wealth of the
country and the practical patriotism of its
people.

THOMAS DEARNESS.

It again becomes our painful duty to
chronicle the demise of a fellow townsman,
Thomas Dearness, whose death occurred on
Friday morning last of tubercular menin-
gitis. Mr. Dearness was an honorable and
popular citizen and will not only be missed
by his family, but his friends and associates
are keenly alive to thy great loes they have
sustained. Mr. Dearricss was born in St.

Obituary.

CHUTE—At Vienna, Elgin Co., Ontario, on July
1st, 1808, Mr. Charles Peter Chute, aged 63
years and 6 months.,

The subject of this sketch was born in
Annapolis Co., near Bear River Bridge,
in the year 1832. He went to Elgin Co.,
Oat., in 1855, and worked in Bayham and
Malahide Townships, at the carpenter trade,
and finally settled in Vienna, where he died.
After the accumulation of some means, he
purchased what was then known as the
**Marr farm” in Vienna, and other proper-
ty. He was the second son of Binea and
T.ouisa Chute, of Bear River, and leaves two
brothers in Ontario, two in Michigan, four
sisters in Nova Scotia and one in Boston,
Mass. A few years after his arrival in On-
tario he married Helen, daughter of Ken-
neth and Christina Handkinson, of Malabide
Township. Five children were born of this
union—three boys and two girls. His eldest
son, Melvin, was drowned in Otter Creek,
Vienna, in 1875, aged 11 years. The re-
mainder of his family, with his sorrowing
wife, survive him. The eldest boy and
youngest girl are married. His aged mother,
after his father’s death, lived with him.. He
was a man highly respected in society and
in the community. He was a staunch Lib-
eral. The funeral services were conducted
in the Me hodist church, Vienna, by the
Rev. P. R. Carey,’ of Port Burwell, Ont.,
(vear by) O. Sanday, July 3, the remains
were conveyed to their last resting place—
what is known as the Handkinson Cemetery,
Malahite Township. At the time of his
death it is said he was worth about $10,000.

Threshing machines have been at
work for a week or more, and the wheat is
pronounced excellent in quantity and quali-
ty ; price 75¢. per bushel. Apples will be a
big crop.

Since
the blowing up of the Maine, 10,000,000
flags—the Stars and Stripes—have been
sold and are in use, and the Fourth of July
was celebrated in many places in the South
where it had not been for nearly forty years
before.

Reciprocity with Canada.

Ottawa, July 20.—The Dominion Govern-
ment has been furnished with a list of fifty
commercial organizations in -the United
States that have taken action, by resolution,
favoring the establishment of reciprocal
commercial relations between the [Jnited
States and Canada. This is one of the sub-
jeots that will come up for consideration at
the Quebec Conference. There are a great
many other American organizations which
regard it in a similar way, but which have
taken no means to put themselves on record.
Itis believed that the sentiment in the United
States is growing in favor of some reciprocity
arrangement with Canada. The fifty resolu-
tions which have been received by the gov-
ernment are of the same tenor ae that passed
by the Boston Chamber of Commerce, which
wag the first organization to take hold of the
matter. The resolutions purport to voice
the sentiments of the business communities
for better and freer trade relations, which
would increase to a very large degree the
trade between the two countries. It is also
said that the only real opposition is dictated
by local and sectional considerations.

The Cuban General Insuited.

General Garcia has written a letter to
General Shafter 4n which he dec]ares that he
is disgusted at his treatment at the hands of
the Americans and will consequently with-
draw his own forces to the hills, being no
longer willing to submit to the indignities to
which he has been subjected. Among the
things of which General Garcia complains is
the failure of the American commander to
officially notify him of the surrender of the
Spanish forees under General Toral; and he
is also incensed at the fact he was not in-
vited to be present at the ceremony attending
the formal capitulation of Santiago.

Another of his grievances is the action of
General Shafter in retaining the Spanish
ciyil anthorities in the administration of
their functions [n Bantisgo, For these
reagons, he declares, he will no longer co-
cnerate with the forces under General Shaf-
tor's command; but wiil act independently,
as he did before the American troops landed
in Cuba.

€oming [nternatijonal Conference.

Oitawa, July 24.—It is understood that
the British government and the United
States have finally decided upon the subjects
which will come up for consideration at the
conference at Quebec, which will commence
-between the middle and end of August next.
The subjects are as follows; Atlantic and
Pacific coast fisheries and fisheries in inland
waters contignous to the frontier ; fur seals
in Berhing sea and the north Pacific oceans ;
delimttation of Alaska-Canadian boundary;
alien labor laws ; transportation of merchan-
dise in bond through the United States and
Canada ; naval vessels op the lakes ; mining
rights of citizens of one country within the
territories of the others ; reciprocity of trade ;
the conveyance of persons in custody of offi-
cers of one country through the territory of
the other and minor matters.

What is Temperance ?
Mgz. EprToR :

As the time is drawing near when we
have the plebiscite promised to us on the
prohibition question, I would like to ask for
a little space in your columns—aot on pro-
hibition itself, which has already been fully
discussed, but on a subject which many of
the anti-prohibitionists bring up for argu-
ment against the temperance people.

I have heard people in different parts of
the country say that we have no right to
the word ‘‘ temperance,” that we are ‘‘total
abstainers ” or *‘ teetotalers,” and that only
a moderate drinker can claim that he is a
temperate man. Others say that total ab-
stinence is inlemperate temperance. That
is, that we carry temperance priuciples so
far that they become obnoxious to others
and undesirable to follow as example.

When asked what is the meaning of the
word *“ temperance,” they immediately re-
ply, *“the use of all things in moderation,”
and as alcoholic liquors were created among
all other things of (God’s creation, therefore
it is right touse them, as well as everything
else, in moderation.

I admit that this is perfectly true ; but it
is equally true that there is a place for
everything and that everything should be
in its place. The trees and vegetables that
cover the earth, the flesh of animals, birds
and fishes, were all given us for food. The
wood of our forests, the minerals from the
bowels of the earth, and hundreds of chemi.
cals were given us to be used in the indus-
trial arts, and hundreds of herbs and most
of these same chemicals, besides many other
druge not useful for industrial purposes,
were given to us to be used for medicine
when required.

Alcohol is used very advantageously for
mechanical, medicinal, and scientific purpo-
ses, and, as such, no temperance organization
that I know of pledges ite members to ab-
stain from its use; but vhey nearly all
ledge total abstinence from its use as a
gevernge. This is our view of temperance.

Alcoholic drinks, as beverages, are of no
use whatever. They contain no food, and
do not quench, but rather increase, thirst—
as do all other poisonous drugs.

If those who preach moderation and take
a glass now and then, and claim that they
do not drink to excess, were to see some
person go into a drug store and deliberately
taste of all the drugs on the shelves, (all of
which are good, at times, for medicine when
dispensed in the proper proportions), for fun,
even if he did not get enough of either
to kill him, would they say that he was tak-
ing drugs in moderation? Would he be a
temperate man ? or would only he be such
who wholly abstained from the davgerous
practice and only took sach things when ab-
solutely necessary to preserve or restore
health?

The man who followed such rash prac-
tices as the above would not only be very
foolish, but would be committing a greivous
sin. He would be tempting God! Flying
in the face of Providence. Alas! How
many thousands die annually from that very
practice as regards alcohol ! —not the quick.
est or most deadly, but the most stealthy,
the most powerful to lure on its victim.
Just as a very few might be able to take
smali doses of other poisons habitually and
never suffer sudden death, bLecause they
were preserved by luck or Providence more
than by good sense, so iv is with the im-
bibers of alcohol. A very few indeed man-
age to go through life drinking lightly and
not being actually killed by its poison ; but
how many hundreds of thousands are annu-
ally killed outright, and other hundreds of
thousands have health impaired and life
shortened ! 8o, I claim, Mr. Moderation,
that one practice is just as dangerous as the
other ; or, if ‘there is any choice, I would
say that alcohol is the most dangerous of all
drugs, because it is an enemy in disguise.
1t has the power of allurement, while most
other poisons are ohnoxious to the taste and
so deadly that we give them a wide berth.
Alcohol is sold in preparations that makes it
pleasant to the taste and gives the whole
body a temporary exhilaration very flatter
ing indeed.

When we put all these facts together and
consider them with others equally as strong
that I haven’t room to mention,-we cannot
but say that to drink alcoholic liquors at all,
as a beverage, is drinking in excess—and, if
in excees, not in moderation. So I emphati-
cally resent the accusation of the moderate
drinkers when they say that the temperance
people have no right to the word ““ temper-
amce,” when used in connection with the
name of a society which has for its first
principle *‘ total abstinence” from aleoholic
liquors as a beverage, and I am proud to
say that [ am a member of a total abstinence
society familiarly known as “ Sons of Tem-
perance.”

The Pullman Palace Car Company declares
regularly a quarterly dividend of two dollars
per share.

The Cat Was a Winner.

HOW A $3.000 PRIZE BULLDOG WAS WHIPPED.

Highland Falls, N. Y., July 12.— J. Pier-
pont Morgan’s prize $3.000 Bulldog had a
fight yesterday with a despised enemy-—a
cat—from which he emerged with loss of
hide, bair and honor. He was taken to New
York City to-day to be fitted with a glass
eye, one optic having been scratched out.

Mr. Morgan, while in England a couple of
years ago, saw the dog, which pleased his
fancy, and he paid the price without ques-
tion.

Mr. Morgan brought the dog home and
gave it to his daughter, Annie. From the
first the dog showed his natural antipathy to
cats, with such effect that soon there was no
mouse catcher at Cragston, As time passed
the dog strayed out to the neighboring cot-
tages and killed any cat he saw running a-
round.

Mrs. Charles Tracy lives next to Mr.
Morgan. A few weeks ago her coachman
complained that mice and rats ate the horses’
feed. Mrs. Tracy sent to a friend at New-
port for a Maltese cat. In due time the cat
arrived, and Mr. Morgan's dog, His Nibs,
soon learned of the presence of the enemy.
After breakfast he sallied forth to prepare
that cat for the last sad rites.

Basking in the sun with his left eye closed
and his right equinting at a robin lay Mrs.
Tracy’s Maltese. With one bound the dog
cleared the fence and then made a dash for
the cat. The eye which a moment before
had rested on the robin lost all interest in
the bird and was now riveted on the advan-
cing enemy. When the dog made the sec
ond sp;‘ing the cat jumped to the right and
thereby escaped the onslaught. ‘The next in-
stant the cat humped for a spring and land-
ed squarely on the bulldog's head.

The cat made bits of skin and hair fly out
of that $3,000 hide. Fore paws and hind
paws worked together like a threshing
machine. The dog twisted and equirmed
and tried to break away, but all to no pur-
pose. Then he sent up a howl that startled
the neighborhood. All the servants in the
Morgan and Tracy households rushed to the
lawn to see what was the matter.

« Blest hif hit haint Miss Annie’s dog, and
the bicomin’ cat is makin’ a ‘orrid sight
of 'im. Scat! scat!” cried the butler, ashe
danced around trying to kick at the cat.

¢ Quit that !’ came in a rich brogue across
the fence.  **If ye kick that cat there’ll be
the devil to pay™ It was Mrs. Tracy’s
coachman, and he had a personal interest in
saving the cat. .

The Morgan and Tracy families, with al
their servants, by that time had come upon
the lawn, and a strong effort was made to
separate the belligerents. The dog was will
ing enough to drop the contest, but the cat’s
temper was at white heat. At last the cat's
grip was broken and the dog ran for the
house. In addition to losing an eye the prize
dog was torn from tail to ears. At first it
was thought he could not live, but a doctor
worked over him, and he was sent for treat-
ment to a big hospital in New York. The
cat returned home without a scratch.

Several medals and cups in the Morgan
trophy room at the kennels were won by
His Nibs. He cannot be exhibited again
A glass eye will be placed in the vacant sock-
et, and His Nibs will be kept- here in the
future.

Sable Island Ponies.

Sable Island, situated almost due east of
Nova Scotia, although only twenty miles in
length and 1} in width, has a wonderfully
intePesting history. The work published
by the late Dr. Patterson, of New Glagow,
who visited this lonely spot a few years be-
fore his death, gives us a narration of re-
markable incidents and historic events in
connection with this island. Every year
the Dominion Government sends up to
Halifax some 40 or 50 ponies reared on the
island, which tends to keep this out of the
way spot and its few inhabitants before us.
How these ponies found their way to the
island seems to be veiled in mystery. They
were first heard of im the early days of
American colonization when the new conti-
nent was being settled. Hence their history
is ancient. Ships were occasionally coming
from Europe in little fleets loaded with
cattle, grain and farming utensils. Some of
these were doubtless cast away and some of
the animals managed to scramble ashore,
and in this way the ieland may have become
populated. Throughoat a long period they
have been found there, and most interesting
creatures they are. During all kinds of
weather they are out on the sand. Even in
the wildest storms they never seek shelter,
and they are never seen to lie down, sleep-
ing standing. It is said there are now 400
of these ponies on Sable Island. The man-
ner of catching them is somewhat excitiog.
A number of mounted men surround a band
and drive it into a corral in which a tame
pony has been placed as a decoy. Once
safely corralled, the best males are picked
out and lassoed and the rest turned loose to
once more breathe the air of freedom.

As the brood has been degenerating of
late years means have been taken to effect
an improvement, and it is probable that
ere long Sable Island ponies will be more
desirable than ever.

The Heat of the Sun.

It is impossible except by illustration and
comparison to grasp the idea of the heat of
the sun. According to calculations, based
upou the energy of the sun’s rays on the
earth, theé temperature at its surface is com-
pated as about 18,000 degrees F, No artifi-
cial temperature of this degree can be cre-
ated by any known means. Efforts have
been made to collect and utilize the tremen-
dous heat power of the sun, but cloudliness,
mist and darkness have prevented anything
like marked success. At the Columbian ex-
“position an apparatus was shown, consist-
ing of a reflector and proper attachments,
“which utilized the heat of the sun to such
an effect that a two horsepower engine was
ran by it. It is proposed to try experiment-
iog with reflectors in countries where the
sky is free of cloudliness and the sun shines
almost uninterruptedly nearly every day in
the year, =

TRAINING PLANTS, REPLANTING, CHECKING
AND DESTROYING INSECTS.

Itis very important that training be be-
gun at an early stage with subjects as re-
quire it. Tomatoes probably require more
attention in this respect than any general
vegetable grown. The stems not being of
sufficient strength to support themselves
long, they are easily thrown down by wind
or rain and once on their side the points will
tarn in an upward direction in a few hours’
time, thus causing a bend which renders
them awkward to tie and gives them & ne-
glected appearance which it takes them
some time to outgrow.

All side shoots not required should be
pinched off at an early stage. It is poor pol-
icy to allow them to gain strength and then
have to apply the knife to cut off large shoots,
which must have robbed the plants of much
useful vitality, which might, with a little
care, have been concentrated and put to bet-
ter use. We also too often see tomatoes
allowed to run in a haphazard manner over
the trellises, a few shoots being tied in here
and there and others cut out with no regu-
lation or system. But system always pays,
and in these it will result not only in larger
and better fruit, but will aleo considerably
increase the yield. Our system is to take up
three shoots from the bottom of each plant,
tying them up one foot apart (the plants are
set three feet apart) and keeping all side
shoots pinched coff as they appear.

Lima beans, though taking care of them-
selves once they get a hold on the poles,
should have a little assistance at first, one or
two ties being all that is required. Too
many plants should not be left around each
pole, as they only crowd one another and
result in a great mapy poorly filled pode.
Three plants to a pole is a general rule quite
sufficient, but it is well to make sure that
they are pretty well established before thin-
ning out to that number.

As early crope, such as peas, spinach, let-
tuce, ete., are cleared off the ground should
be tilled up and again utilized with plantings
of bueh beaus, celery, beets, lettuce or what-
ever is most wanted.

American Gardening is the source of the
foregoing directions, and it also advises to
keep an outlook for bugs of all kinds and de-
stroy them as quickly as pcssible. Paris
green is the most effectual remedy where it
can be used with safety. The asparagus
beetle can quickly be destroyed with this,
but it must never be applied until after cut-
ting is discontinued. The striped and spot

ed beetles which attack melons and cucum-
bers may be kept in check by the liberal
application of tobacco powder, which should
be well applied under the plants, as it is on
the underside of the leaf that the pests usually

harbor.

What Food Makes Butter Hard?

The New Hampshire Experiment station
has been conducting some experiments as to
the effects of different foods upon the hard-
ness of butter, and though the work in this
direction is not as yet extensive enough to
justify the drawing of conclusions, their ex-
periments thus far indicate:

That gluten meal tends to produce a
much softer quality of butter than corn-
meal or cottonseed meal, and other things
being equal tends to lessen the churnability
of the butter fat.

That with the same cows the hardness
depends much more upon the character of
the food than upon the nutritive ratio.

That ensilage produces a much softer
butter than does good hay, but it is also
favorable to the flavor and texture of the
butter produced.

That skimmilk has a very favorable ef-
fect upon the churnability and quality of
the butter fat, and in a single trial appar-
ently reversed the general rule that the vo-
latile, fatty acids decrease as the period of
lactation advances.

That cottonseed meal tends to produce
an unusually hard quality of butter, and
that cottonseed meal and gluten meal might
be used together with excellent result.

That, contrary to general belief, the melt-
ing point of butter fat is not a good indica-
tion of the commercial harduess of butter.
That while in general a soft butter melts at
a lower temperature than hard butter, there
is no definite relation between the melting
point and actual hardness.

That no relaticn can be traced between
foods and volatile fatty acids, except in the
case of skimmilk. That usually
aud volatile acids vary inversely, hardness
generally increasiug and volatile acids de
creasing as the period of lactation ad-
vances.

Sugar Beets for Lambs.

Sugar beets are likely to be put to a new
use. The people of certain portions of Texas
arz now shipping to the market what they
call ““ sugar lambe. ” These lambs are fed
on sugar beets, sugar beet pulp, and finally
finished on corn. This feed is said to give a
flavor to the young mutton, which is super-
ior to that produced by any other feed known.
The lambs prepared as above bring from
five to ten cents per hundred lbs. more in
the market than when prepared any other
way. In Texas sugar beets bring at the
factory $4 a ton, and sheep men. from the
Pecos Valley say that the beetas used for fat-
tening the lambs are really worth $1.50 to
£6 per ton. As a result of this new industry
there will be hundreds of acres more of beets
planted this year than last season. In some
of the ¥ estern States, notably in Northern
Colorado, lamb feeders are particularly anx-
ious to secure a supply of sugar beets for
next fall’s feeding.

This subject is of vital importance to
Canadian sheep feeders. Sugar beets can
be easily grown here, and if they will do
what is claimed for them in the way of
producing a finely flavored mutton it will
pay our farmers to give attention to the
matter. Moreover;.if the sugar beet pulp
wil! serve the same purpose as the suga'r beet,
the fattening of lambs in connection with a
sugar beet factory would be a profitable ab
janct. Tt would, perhaps, make a sugar
beet factory a profi‘able concern even if the

present lew prices for sugar continue.

We have read of a
boy, 14 years old, who raised a Jersey heifer
calf largely on buttermilk. Iv thrived

handsomely, and when it became a cow the |

enterprising lad refused $55 for it ‘and the
first calf it produced.

How Cavalrv Horses are Prepared for War

A war horse is broken to be steady under
fire by tying ropes to his legs. While the
animal is down on the ground the officer
takes a pistol and fires it close to his ear.
Then in rapid order he fires the weapon over
his back, under his neck, between his legs,
anywhere that an opening presents itself
during the horse’s futile struggles. Not un-
til he sinks back exhausted, all a-tremble,
and showing the whites of his eyes, does the
pistol practice cease. After two or three
lessons of this kind it is considered safe to
mount him with a bridle furnished with a
curb bit. Up to this time the horse has
never felt.a curb. The light sneffle is still
retained, and the curb bridle is only given a
gentle pressure at first, just enough to let him
know that it is there. Gradually the strength
of the pull is increased, and with this safe-
guard the horse is taught to stand fire from
his rider’s pistol or carbine.

In carbine practicé the horse must be
thoroughly broken, as both hands are re-
quired in using this weapon, whereas with
the pistol the rider may retain the bridle
with one hand.

Then comes sabre practice, and that is an-
other trial to the horse. Again is he thrown
to the ground, and when the bright blade of
the sabre, with gnick thrusts flashing before
his eyes and cutting the air in close proximity
to his ears, appears to him, he is again terror-

stricken.
