earried us in the arms of prayer to ouv
Father and there. at the merey-seat
placed us, by faith, in his loving em-
brace, for protection and encourage-
ment.  From this assurance we have
derived comfort, and in answer toyour
prayers, we helieve we have been sup-
ported by that arm that never i':\‘il‘s.
By leaning hard upon God He becomes
more real to us.

There are two thoughts which make
us happy and strong.  One s, that we
are yours. To realize that we have at
home, supporting us, so many enthusi-
astic and counsccrted slstovs, filled
with the missionary s, irit, and prayer-
fully helding the ropes, in order that
we may work in India’s mine, certain-
iy cheers us on onr way.  In the fact
that we are co-laborers in this great
work of piving thé gospel to the Teln
gus, wo got eroat joy.  And in the sec-
ond place, deav sisters. we wre made
strong in the blessed assurance that we
are Goad’s—Why snouldn’ we be strong?

Letter For Tidings. i

My Dear Sisters:

Tonight it scems hard to realize
that I am in Indin—that land of the
scorching sun. Al around our cottage
are growing the familiar geraninums,
fuschias callas, roses and pansies; on
the wincing roads I am constantly
mecting Europeans or Americans, who
wear warm clothes and wraps as you
do at home in the last of May; in the
evening we gather around an open fire
and enjoy it.

You have no doubt surmised where
Iam—in Octacamund at an elevation
of about seven and a half thousand
feet. Now do not suppose that your
new missionaries are not well. Indeed
we are ; but Miss Newcomb and I were

advised by some of the missionaries to -

come up here for the fixst hot season,
when we enuld be of little use on the
plains, so as to save up our home cner:
gy for next year when we hope to be
able to commence work.

We are working daily at the lang
uage, and enjoy it in this delightful
atmosphere. We have a good munshi
and two others of our own Telugus with
us, s0 we shall have opportunities for
Telugun conversation. In nearly every
letter that I receive from the home-
land, I am asked to tell about the fas
.mine and plague in our part of India,
so I thought this would interest you
most at present.

We -.your missionazies—are not in
thefamine stricken district. True, it
has been felt'by our people, yet I have
not heard of one death as the result of
the famine from among the Telugus.

Last December just after the failure
of the “latter rains,” which has caused
the famine, the price of rice weunt up
about fifty percent; but since then
there has been no-change in the price.
The number of beggars does nat seem
to increase, and 1 do not remember of
seeing any really emaciated people.
On some of our fields and down to the
south of us, I have heard that some
people have only one meal a day ; but
yet I know of one town where the gov-
crnment cstablished a sort of kitchen
to feed the needy with a coarse but
healthful food, and it was so poorly
patronized that the official considered
it hardly worth while to keep it open.

Bear in mind, please, that this that
I have written refers only to the Telu-
gu country where your missionaries
are stationed.

. During the last of March the greater
portion of the Telugu land was refresh-
ed by unsually heavy rains. While
this would have no direct effect upon
the rice erop, i filled up the tanks in



many places, and started the grass
growing, and consequently the lives of
many cattle will be saved ; and cheer-
ed the heart of man.

The land where the horrors of the fa-
mine are being experienced is to the
north-west of us, and I suppose that the
most eloquent cannot describe the
pangs of the famishing there.

The plague too has not appeared
among us. It has not spread to the
east, but has been confined to Bom-
bay and other cities >f western India.

The number of deaths in Bombay
from the plague is about ten thousand
(10,000). Often one hundred were laid
low by this destroyer in one day. Then
began an exodus from the city; and it
was not an uncommon occurrence for
the guards to find the dead vietims in
in the trains—they had sought escape,
but were overtaken. As a result of
this exodus the plague was scattered ;
and now it is doing terrible work in
other cities while it is diminishing in
Bombay.

The discase manifests itself in the
swelling of the glands of the neck, un-
der the arms, etc. ; the suffering’is in-
tense ; blood sometimes runs from the
eyes, nose. eors, and mouth ; and the
glands scem to literally turn to pus
Death follows in abont twenty-four
hours. A victim rarely recovers.,

These two great calamities in India
this year have stirred many hearts and
a heart would indeed he inhuman that
could remain untouched ; yet your re-
presentatives see a famine and disease
infinitely more deplorable than these.
If I could only picture to you the fa-
mine of righteousness aud the disease
of sin as they ate, I know you would
respond still more nobly.

Send us more to scatter the. Bread of
Life, and more who may teil of the
Great Physician. Pray for this people
and your representatives. :
