Churches
that wero weak nro now strong, and
msny now onoy have been organized,
and aro doing groat gooed in their re-
apactive localitics, Wo now have a
respectablo litorature, Wa have sehools
and cotleges that would bo a crodit to
any roligious people. Cur people havo
como to be known as nmong the foro.
wost Sunday school workers in the
State. Wo are gathering thonsauds of
youung poople into the Soci¥iy of Chris.
tian Eudeavor, and then into tho
Ohurch of the living God. Our poople
havo come to be koown and respected
as much as any other religious pooplo
in our State. Wo aro cortain that
these happy resulis havo como about
beeauso the Church has learnoed that it
is a3 fully important to save tho con.

Dear Bro. McQarvey: A, 8. Hago-

‘pian is in prison now. Ho was coming

to my city. He, on hia way, visited
two towns, Hajin, that I visited iu last
‘winter, and Zaitoon, and Lo baptized
three persons. Somo pricst of Armon-
ians went to governmont and slandered
himo as ono that is agaiust governmont,
and thoy brought bhim to Marash
prieoner. Ho ia sick, not in bed, I
gavo a tolegram to consul, Z° T,
Sweeney, in Constantinoplo, aund lottor
to brother Shishmanian, but I havanot
got an apewor. Wo give him food, and
wash bis clotbing. Yours in Christ,
Hourxyks Karaatoziay,

To bo in a Turkish prison under
chargo of unfriondliness to the Govern-
mont moans any amount of privation
and dangor. Brother ilagopian is an
Amorican citizon, and is, thorofore,
under the protection of tho American
Goveroment. No doalt, ia tho un.
fortunate absence of our consul general,
his secrotary who was loft in cbargo of
his offico, will do what ho cap, but it
is vory diflicuit to reach effectively
such a caso in o romoto part of the
ompire, aud it is highly probablo that
opo ground of the ill-will manifested
toward brother Hagopian, is tho very
fact that, while in this country, he pre-
pared for protection againet Tarkish
wisrule by obtaining Amencan citizon.
ship. 1t is not improbable that before
any cffective wmonsurod can bo taken
for his reloase, ho will by banished for
lifo to eotno distavt part of tho Turkish
dominioun. Uader the circumatauces,
I think wo have occasion for that
manifostation of brotherly love empha-
gized by our Lord whon ho eaid, I
was sick and iu prison, and yo camo
unto we.” I propose, therefore, that
a fow dozens of his old friends and
achool fllows send mo at onco a dollar
apicco to bo forwarded for his =alief,
that wo maythus indicato our sympathy
for him, and at tho eamo timo relicvo
tho very poor church in Marzash, of this
burden. Somo money wust bo sont,
and those who wish to havo a part in
this graco must act promptly.

Somo years after, when tho late
Eli Mallory camo o Hamilton from
Danbury, Ct.,, the meotings begen to
be held in his houso and were con-
tinuved there for about 18 yeara
Duaring this period there were nol
mavy additions to the congregation.
No protracted meotings wero held and
no epecial ¢fforts mado to reach tho
publio with tlre Goape),

In the year of 1879 Bro. Anderson
took up his residenco in the city, and
urged tho brethren to procuio a hall
aud iavite the public to attend their
wmeetings.
