AT no time is theré more to be seen
and done in Jerusalem than during
the Buster season.  Then it is that the
oll c¢ity is-crowded with pilgrims from
fur and near and wears, in consequence,
an appearance of vavied life and ac
tivity,  Some of the pilgrims are Mos
lems returning from their journey to
Mecen; others are Jews who have
eome to see that tho massive stones of
the old temple are being duly wailed
over by their brethren; but by far
the greater number are adherents of
the Lastern Church.

Their purpose in making the pil
wrimaige i8 to anoint themselves with
the fire whicki, according to their belicf,
is wnt down from heaven each year at
Eastertimeto light the candles on the
altar in-the tomb of our Saviour in the
Ch.rch of the -Holy Sepulchre. Cun
they but'ignite their little bundles of
wav tapers by the holy flame; and with
it bathe their faces and breasts, they
believe that -all theit sin-stains are
purzed away. “The great crowils of
devatees become 8o wrought up-with
cxeitement over this divine manifesta-
tion that it is safer for those who
wanll witness- tho -ceromony to go-to
the hurch under éonsular protection.

Men, women and children
armed with little bundles of tuapers
covered every foot of the spacious floor,
save an aisle which a double line of
some two hundred Turkish soldiers
kept open avound the loly Sepulchre
15 Dest they could.  The officers of the
guard had diflicult work in preserving
order.  Serious outbreaks were of
frequent occurrence among the excited
people, which could ouly be quelled by
a vigorous application of the oflicery’
rawhides to the backs of tho ring.
leaders, and, in some instances, a gentle
prod from u soldier’s bayonet was
necessary to remind the individual that
he was forgetting his good behaviour,

'The space between the inner line of
soldiery and the sepulchie seemed to
constitute a sort of prison-pen, for here
were thrust the must turbulent spivits,
In o short timo un assortment of these
leading  rascals was thus gathered
together and, as might bave been ex
peeted, they scon began to make thing
lively nmong themselves; the result
Lieing & vivid vepresentation of paude
monium,  In fact, rough-and-tuinhle
fights weve now the order of exercises,
for all were endeavouring to clbow
theivr way to a position nearer the
chapel that they might be the first to
securo the coveted five.  Such was the
conduct of the adherents to the Greek
‘faith in their holicst sanctuary and at
their holiest ceremony !

and those in the rear redoubled- their
efforts to gain a front place, for this
pageant of priests seemed to herald the
advent of the five.

Soon two of the priests approached
apertuves in opposite walls of the
chapelund through these veceived from
the Patriavch, who hwl meanwhile
entered the sepulehre alone, the heaven.
sent fliime.  As the priests drew forth
handfuls of tapers ignited by the holy
fire, the agitation of the wultitude
knew no bounds. The great surging
crowd seemed frenzied in their eager
ness to light theiv own tapers. "The
women and children in the throng
were entirely jgnored and, as the
stronger pushed them aside, move than
one went down and were trampled
under feot. But gradually now the
divine flame was passed from ono tw
another, those in the galleries letting
down their tapers to be lighted until
the whole church was soon ablaze.

Strife and weangling speedily gave
way now to smllm" good-nature, and
all were  anointing t,hcn faces and
breasts with the holy fire. The dark
vecesses of the old bu.lding, which the
sunlight could never penetrate through
the dingy dome, were lighted up with
the flickering glow of the littlo candles
which, with the constant darting to
and fro of the fhumes, like so wany
will.o™the-wisps, made up a weird pic-
ture never to be forgotten. Soon, how-
over, the smoke and heat rendeved the
atmosphere intolerable, and we were
glad to elbow our way out through the
now happy throng to the open air.

Such is the ceremony gone through
with each yemr ab Jerusalem.  Many
of the people try to cavry the five away
