I think, be numbered nmong the things
that were ; the Christians of eourse do
not practise i, and tho Ileather are
afraid, for the horrid practice has been
denounced by all the mon of influence
on the Island. Infanticide, which was
practised to sume extent, has aubout dis-
appeared, now that the value of human
life is becoming better understeod.—
Feasting and dances ave now confinedl to
the Ileathen, and are of rare oceura-
rence ; and those who profess Christiun-
ity are ashamed of these things.

The tone of moral feeling 15 fast rising
among the Christinn natives; and lying,
stealing,quarrelling, conjugal infidelity, i
and other imumoralities, ave no longer;
regarded as veninl sins. The ten com-’'
wmandments are now recognized as the
standard of right and wrong, and morul
character is tested by that holy and un-
erring rule of action. The man who
gives way to sin—it matters not what is
his rank—fulls in tho estimaiion of the
people and loses influence. Lhis disposi-
tion to csteem or despise men, without !
distinction of eountry or colour, accord-
ing as their eonduet agrees or disagrees
with the law of God, gave rise to thut|
opposition on the part of o few veekless'
and wicked fureigners, which at one
time threatencd the destraction of this’)
mission, but above whieh, by the bless. -
ing of God, it has triumphantly risen. ¢

In the performance of religions dutiey -
the Christian natives are ingeneral very |
excmplary. The Sahbath is well obsexv~i!
ed. Itis a day of rest from. all labous -
and amusement, and the whole day is’
spent in the publicand privateexercises
of religion. All cooking is done om Sat-!
urday. the name of which is wadiat o
ralta, that is, the day to. cook food—
Family worship is observed every morn-
ing and evening, and our weekly yeligi-'
ous meetings are wel attended. There
is now u regulezly cxganized Chuyeh ut |
each of the stations, and the condues od”,
the member is in gezoval consistens aad. +
exemplazy.

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Wo hegin tus eel s if $he words of the
Prophet were to some extent fulfilled in
the experience of these Islanders, The
wildorness and the solitary place ehall
be glad for them, and the desort shall
rejoice and blossom as tho rose.”

"The temporal sdvantages of Christi-
anity are also becoming extensively felt
throughout the island.” With the secu-
rity of life and property whish the gos-
pel bas introduced, the apirit of indus-
try is being awakened among the nu-
tives. Neut and comfortable prass-
houses are now supplanting the hovels
in which they formerly lived, and the
goil is now cultivated to anextent be-
fore unknown. Tho nativee now raise
an abundant supply of food for their
own uso, ard the time is not far distant
when they will have & surplus to dis-

ase of to vessels calling at the island.
n the days of heathenism, when & man
planted, if his food escaped the spolia-
tion of an enemy, it was almost certsin
to bo fabued by the chietf for a guest.
The laborer seldom rewped the fruit of
his industry, and thus the stimulus to
work was gone. But now there arc no
enemies to fear; and in those districts
where christianity has the ascendancy,
feasting is abolished.

But while I write this, do not misun-
derstand me. If you saw our island as
it wcas, and ag it és, you swould say that
& great work has been done; but you
would also say that n_great work still
remains to be accomplished. A hopeful
beginning has been made ~n Aneiteum,
but after all, it is only & beginning. It
is only the fresh blossoms of Spring
that we witness; the matured fruits of
sutumn ave still distant. ‘Fhere is much
to encourage labour and effort, but no-
thing to warrant the conclusion, that
our ovbjeets are mearly accomplished.
The native converts are as yet the
morest childven. ‘Their knowledge is
necessarily limited, and their faith rests
more on the word of man than on the
word of God, which they possess only to
a very small extent in their own lan-
guage. Their Missionaries sustain much
the samo relation to them that the pa-
rent does to hig children. And though
in the ardour of their newly-awakened
zaal, they are ready to say—<“All that
the Lord hath said will we do, and be
ohedient ;! vt were the influence of the

dily fall beforo temptation, and manyy
would return to their fornier bondage.)

DUKE TOWN.
Interesting Communion Service et Creek,
Town, where Twenty-two Persons showed,
forth the Lord’s Death.—No communion
service having been observed at Creek
Towa since Mr. Goldie left us, in aecvord-
ance with the wishes of church-members
there, 1 went up on the afternoon of Sab-
bat’ ,April‘t)th, preached, baptized a child
of one ef the members, and dispensed the
Lord’s Supper. Mrs, Anderson, 3r. Su-
therland, Dr. Eastwood (our present medi-
cal attendant), and a goodly band of Duke
Town young people, accompanied me.
On that occasion, siz young men ecommu-
nicated for the first time, viz., ffve youths
who Rad been baptized a few weeks previ-
ously, and George B. Waddell, with
whose name and previous history as an
emancipado from a slave ship, and subse-
quently as a domestic in the family of
Rev. Mr, Waddell, you are already ac-
quainted. Having made application for
admission to the Lord’s table some months
before—having been repeatedly examined
as to his knowledge of divine things, and
having given much satisfaction at each
examinalion, and having (in the absence
of a session,) been approved by all the
 members of the church at the station, 1
felt that it was but duty to him, to the
church, and to the Head of the ehurch, o
admit bim to the table of the Lord.
Including some from Duke Town and
some from Old Town, twenty-two commu-
nicants united in showing forth the death
of their Lord in the presence of a large
number of deeply-interested. spectators.

MATERIALS FOR PREACHERS.

In an important sense it does not be-
long to the charch, but to God, to decide |}
the question, who and how many shalll}
become preachers of the guspel. e is|
the author of their regeneration; and
when converted, it is his prerogative to
call such as he pleases to the office of
the gospel ministry. But there is also
an unportant sense in which his people
are responsil.e for the preparation of
those materials cut of which prenchers|
are ordinurily called; and also for the
proper direction of their minds to the
question of persunal duty with regard
to this office. The materials for tuture
ministers are generally found in the bo-
som of our churches; either as commu-
nicants, or in a state of esclesiastical
pupilage. lence the churches may be
properly appealed to on this sabject;
and if delinquent, they should be exhor-
ted to employ scriptural means to bring
young men into the sacred office. Lo
che use or neglect of these means, may
be ascribed, as we believe, in a great
measure, the large differcnce Letween
the number of candidutes in different
churches.

We could name one chuich which has
been organized twenty-five years, and
has furnished from her members twenty-
uve candidates ; and a second, older and
stronger than tke other, which has fur-
nished only two or three. The latter
church too has emjryed, as well as the
former, some precious rewivuls of reli-
gion, and the additions to her commu-
nion have concisted of & good proportion
of young men. But their attention
seews not to bave been called particu-
larly to tho subject of personal comse-
cration to the ministry. As laymen,
they axve useful men; but many of them
might have become ncceptable and sume
ot them able preachers. Can that
Church give o satisfactory answer to;
the question, why they are not preach-
erg?
