Presbytery can stand by itself if stand by
Jitself it must, It can hoast of great churches not only
m Scotland, but in Holland, Switzerland, France,
Ireland, Australin and America.  Even without
reckoning the Lutheran Church (which s really Pres
byterian,) it can count :5\600 congregations, with as
many millions of people, aud so outanmbers the Eng-
lish Charch and all its branches  There are as many
I'resbyterians in Ameria as there are Episcopalians
in England. Such a Church has no nced to court
unjon by means of its own extinction—and 1t wil} not.
It knows, morcover, that it must increase, while more
oligarchical churches decrease ; for beyond all doubr
the tide is flowing steongly toward deinocratic institu-
ttons both m Church and State.

TH1 tiftieth annual report of the Toronto House of
Industry has just been issued It must Le apparent
to all that, with the great extension of the city, this
excellent institution is, under its present conditions,
inadequate for the service it is designed to render.
A committee appointed by the board to consider a
communicat’on from the Mayor, respecting the estab
lishment of an infirmary in connection with the House,
report 1. That having given the subject its careful
consideration, it has arrived at the conclusion that
the establishment of an infirmary for the poor of the
city is a pressing necessity. 2. That its establish.
ment in connection with the House of Industy would
be at once more economical and efficient than its
cstablishment as a separate institution. 3. That the
establishment of a free dispensary in connection with
the infirmary would be most desirable. 4 That the
board would undertake the establishment and man-
agement of both the infirmary and dispensary, pro-
vided the corporation would give such financial assist-
ance as would enable it to accomplish such desirable
objects without trenching upon its present resources.
Such an extension of the capabilities of the House of
Industry 1s certainly very desirable,

A CONTEMPORARY bhas the following : Robert Bruce,
market gardener, a hard-working, industrious old
Scotchman, who carried on his garden operations on
the St. Foy road at Quebec, died a few wecks since
at the age of ninety, leaving a fortune of $120,000.
His three daughters, all above middle age, have no
children , only one of them, indeed, 1s married. To
them he leaves the interest of his money during ther
lives ; but on their death, without issue, the fund 1s
to be vested 1n a trust consisting of the principals or
presidents, ex-oficio of Morrin Collage, Quebec,
Dalhousie College, Halifax ; Bishop's College, Len-
nox.ille ; McGill University, Montreal ; Queen’s Um-
versity, Kingston , Toronto University and Manitoba
College, Winnipeg, to establish bursaries and scho-
farships, of the annual value respectively of $23 and
$100 each, to be called The Robert Bruce Bursaries
and Scholarships. The holders must be matricu-
lated students of one or other of the usiversitics
named, actually pursuing a regular course of study
arts or science. The scholarships arc to be divided
into two classes, one for candidates at matriculation,
and the other for third year men. Some discretion
is left to the trustees as to the arrangement of the
details.

DR. JosePH PARKER has not been entirely suc-
cessful in placing himself «# ragport with American
aucdhiences.

Rev. Dr. Joseph Parker, of the City
Temple, London, was present at their meeung on
Monday, r4th ult, and addressed the Cengrega-
tional ministers.

THe C/xr:‘m‘:m Leader states that the Rev, Archi-
bald R. S. Kennedy, B.D., has been appointed by the
Crawn to \\\e chair of Oriental Languages at Aber.
deen. Few have attamned to professorial rank so
young, Mr. Kennedy bemg still under thirty. He
took his arts course at Aberdeen, graduating in 1879,
and studied theology at Glasgow, where Ius record
was an exceedingly brilhant one. At the close of his
theological course hie went to Germany, where he
studied for two and a half years at Gotungen and
Berhn under Dillman, Sachu and Strack. On re-
turning home he gained the Black theological fallow-
ship, and taught i 1880 a sentor Hebrew class. He
has undertaken to deliver durmg the present session
a course of lectures on the results of Cuneiform re-
scarch in their bearing on Old Testament religion
and history. While in Germany Professor Strack
entrusted Mr. Kennedy with the translation into
English of his Hebrew Grammar. Professor Robert-
son, of Glasgow, says that he has had no student
who has achieved such proficiency and given such
clear promise of becoming a distinguished Oriental-
1st ; while Professor Strack has been so much satis-
fied with the manner m which Mr., Kennedy trans.
lated is Hebrew Grammar that he intends asking
him to translate the coming parts of Porta Linguar-
riem Orientalinm, begun by Petermann and now for
some years continued by Strack. For five years Mr.
Kennedy has been a prominent member of the Ori-
ental Society connected with Glasgow University.

ON the 4:h of April, 1887, the Ministerial Associa-

That n each case
when the siznatures have been secured the peutions
be placed in the hands of the representative of the
constituency, wrespective of party distinctions, and
be presented by him as soon as possible after the
opening of Parliament.

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HE GIVES THE VOUNG MAN SOME ADVICE ABOU
WRITING FOR ITHE NEWSNPAPERS,

1 am glad to know, my son, that you have becowe a
- contributor to the press of our country. [tis a noble
ambition. There are some certain and some r-ther
uucertain things about wnting for the press in this
country. Unec of the certain thungs 1s mcrease ot
work ; one of the uncertain 1s ncrease of shekels.
Increase in the number of friends 1s uncertain, but in-
crease in the nuinber of encmies 1s an absolute cer-
tainty. You may make friends, you must make facs.
You may make admirers, but you are absolutely cer-
tan to make envious, snathng cntics.  Nevertheless,
my son, 1t 1s a good thing for a young man hke you
to take to writing—as long as you stick to plam prose,
and do not try to write Z00 finc.  The discipline of the
pen is the very best kind of mental discipline. 1 hope
to see you excel as a writer. [ hope to sce the day
when the leading men of this country will recognize
your per, and acknowledge that your contributions
give them profit and pleasure. In order to help you
let me lay down a few gencral rules for your guidance
in writing.

And first asto words. Never use a short word f
you can get a long one, or a2 common word 1f you can
get an uncommon or~ Long words arc the kind
that teli—~yes, they do that the young man who
uses them has—-well, we almost satd, has long ears.
Avoid short words as you would avoid small-pox or
measles. Let meillustrate.  Supposing your manag-
ing editor should ask you to write an article on the
human face, how should you go about s Let me
tell you. Never write mouth. Always write dental
orifice. Never write nose. Always wnite nasal pro.
tuberance, Never wnteears. Always write auricular
appendages. On no account mention that the man
had teeth. Say he had a dental formation. 1f duty
calls upon you to say anything about his feet, never
think of writing feet. \Vrnite pedal extremitics. These
examples will 1llustrate the rule—never use a short
word if you can get along one or a grand combinatiou
of uncommon words.

To make the rule clear beyond all doubt let me
give you a few more examples. Do you eapect that
you can ever rise as a hterary manif you use such
a mean word as mulk ¢ Impossible. Say lacteal flurd,
and give yourself a chance. Are you foohsh enough
to imagine that there 1s any hope for you if you use
such a plan word as blood? Indulge in no such
dreams. Say purple flusd, and you are on the way to
fame. Your father once heard a preacher use the
expression purple flusd nearly a dozen umes n one
sermon. That preacher may be on the way to fame,
but he has not arrived yet. When he arrives you will
no doubt hear of 1t.

Supposicg your managing editor were to ask you to
write a brief report of a dinner given by the Lien-
tenant-Governor, how would you do 1?2 \Woula you
call the place Government louse or his Honours
residence, or some piain name of that kind: 1here
15 no future for a young man who wouid be so fooussh.
Say guberssatortal manston and your future 1s as-
sured. Call the dinner a gubcrnatorral repast, and
your promotion is certain. Would you say that the
band-played some lively airs - That would never do.
Say that the servies of the band were calica 1nio
requssition. By yudiciously using these nne combina-
uons, and carefully avoiding the use of all shor, com-
mon words, you may soon muke a mark n your pro-
fession.

There1s one word 1n particular that 1 most ear-
nestly advise you never to forget—that 1s the word
maugurate. Never say that anything began.  Al-
ways says that it was inaugurated.  Inaugurate s be-
coming one of our most useful words ; that 1s 1o say
1 1s used almost umiversaily by atilovers of big words.
Don't forget it, my son. You have as good a nght 10
use 1t as anybody clse. Whatever clse you forget
never forget to say that everythuig is snaugurated.

If you wish to go straight 10 the heart of religrous
soctety atways stick in that well-worn barbanism—sn
our mudst. Never write anything religious or even
ecclestastical without putting that in.  If anybody
questions your taste you may quote as authonty a

circulat issued in Toronto the other day, signed by
an eminent Q. C., i the fitst line of which ot isan
nounced that —— §s in our midst.

Should any illiterate person hint to you at any tune
that such words and combinations as have beeu
recommended are not found 0 standard wiiters,
you just teil him that the standard writers are beland
the times.  Jobn Bunyan and other writers whuse
works are still read by a number of peuple, may have
had a deuuded preference fur short, plan words, bt
they did not live in these enlightened days.  Dunyan
never got a Ph.DD. by a ¥ severe examination,” or any
other way. Youu just go un, my son, usmy the hind
of words recommnended, and your success as o hiler
ary man 1s assured. In speaking as well as i wiiting
avoid as much as pussible the use of plain language.
Use long, swelling, sonorous words. You have nu
wea how such words captivate certain hinds of peo
ple. They go anay saying, * Wonderful man that,”

< What marvellous language,” ' Great scholar that,”
“ What a learned man he is -he ought to be a coilege
professor.  Yes They go away saying these com
plomentary things., It may be true thal most of the
peopie who pay you these cumpliments are invinuibly
norant, but never aund. Ignorance wounts ia this
wountry. Dile on the by words, and you are sure to
please every ignorant mar who is tryiny to pose as
eaceedingly clever. \Whenever you mect a humman
compound of egousm, ignorance and conceit always
pile on the long words.

EXPLERIENCT. OF A PROLATIONLA.

MR. Bl tur,—After wandenng to and fro amung
the vacancies of our Church for three months, wiil
you aflow me to relatc my experience to your read-
ers ¢ Articles have appeared i your columns from
time to tune telling of the disastrous effects of long
vacancies upon our congregations, and of the detnor-
alizing influence of candidating upon our ministers ;
but little effort has been made by our Assembly to
ascertain the eatent of the gnevance, and less made
to remedy it. There are two reasons for this inac-
taty. 1. Its always taken for granted that the party
making these complants 1s a disapponted cand,
date, who feels soured at his talents not beiny recog-
nized 1n some vacant field, and who chooses thys
method of venting his wrath upon the whole Church,
for the sin of non-appreciation in an ndividual con-
gregation. 2. The second reason s very apparent.
Legislation 1n our General Assembly 1s carnied on al-
most entirely by ministers and elders, who know [ittle
of the condition or wants of our Churches in the il
lages and councry districts.  We speak with all re-
spect of our college professors, ity ministers and
elders. They are superior men, and are not only fili
ing their own places well, but are desirous of advanc
ing the interests of the whole Church.  Unfortunate-
ly, however, their knowledge of the part of the
Church, which is suffering most from our present
system of supply, is very limited. Secivg is beltey
ing, and in the present instance nothing but secing
would raake us betieve the true state of matters. Wil!
you acompany me then ir my ramble, and learn hoy
nunisters are chosen ? and at the end of three months
you will be ready to exclaim, “ Of ali possible systems
ours is the worst.”

The Curmiittee on the Distribution of Frobation
er> made appomntments for me in four congregation.,
and I set out to fill them. In the first of themw | re
weived and aceepted a call, so that 1 was perfectly
frec in the others 1o enguire into their history, and
quite unprejudiced in forming my conclusions. The
second Church [ visited was in a small town, pos
sessing considerable culture and refinement. Ow
congregation here has been vawant for two years.
Lunng that time they-bave heard thiity fousr cand;
dates - ene D.D,,onc LL.B, ten probationers, ten re
tired prubationers, eight pastors of congregations, twwy
graduates of April, 1887, and two students of 188¢.
Nearly all gave entire satisfaction to the people, but
none rceeived a call. They wanted 2 man who would
draw. Only a young man, unmarried, would do this.
The fisst thirty were rejected on account of their age
and eaperience. The two graduates of 1887 were
valled to ancther field of labour before they came, and

the feeling of the congregation was strongly in favout

of waiting for onc of the graduates of April, 1888.
Gentlemen, here is an opening awaiting you.  If you
are yuite yoang, samarried and without any experi
ence, the congregations will at once recognize some
of the gualifications rc.uired, and you may count
upon 4 wall immediately  Old age is very honour
able, but it is also very unfortunate. Our ministers
Know this, and are holding on to their congregations
cven at the tish of extermination  Srores of congre
gabivtia are slowly Yt surely berowing estinret te day
ander men whose usefiliess is gone in their present
ticlds of labour, but who might do excellent work
elsewhcre.  Who can blame them for remaining with
nothing bat wucertainty before themn  nr shall 1 say,
certainty of wander.ng for years with no permanent
place of aborc * ‘

My third appontinent va- to a supplemented con-
giegation.  The peop'e promised to pay $450 a year,
which they have never been known to perfurm, while
the Augmentation Committee offer a grant of $300 on
condition of settlement  This is not a very attractive
field, so that the nunbeis applying for a hearing
hasve not been large, and the preaching matches be-
tweca the candidates have scarcely been so interest
ing as usual. Three years and seven months have
passed away since the last minister left this Church,
and 5tl there is no prospect of securing a spccessor.
No ounister will be required here soon.  [n the vil
lage ail but a few of the staunch Prosbyterian fami

The people became discouraged,
and lost all interest in church work. Those who re-
man ate willing to take any one as r. inister, but are
i a position to rall no one Supply is obtained some
times from the colleges, sometimes from Dr. Torrance,
Lut gencrally from men who were once probationers,
but have been compelled to retire from that profes-
sion. .

To describe to a I'resbyterian reader the work done
on any field by these mzn who have been given up by
the genial and sympathetic Doctor would be useless.
Some sactifiun, graduate of our colleges will con.
sent, at the carnest entreaty of the Presbytery, to
spend o few years as a miss,onary there. The ap-
puntinent will meet with universal approval. An.
puatmerts aleays have been satisfactory in ous
Church. The 200 students who have just returned
from the mission stations have nearly all been suc-
cessful this summer. They were appointed. The,
Presbytery mtend making an appointment of an or-
dained nussionary for the congregation next spring,
but we cannot help but ask, Why was it not made
three years earlier ?

The fourth and last congregation visited was in a
place having more than oae Presbyterian Church at
a convement distance. Upon becoming vacant a
year ago it was decided to hear eleven candidates be-
fute meeung to mahe a choice of a pastor.  Members
of the Church were invited to hand in to the Session
the name of any minister whom they wished to hear.
Twenty seven names v .re given in for consideration.
Siateen had to be sejected. and the friends of these
deuded at once to take no further part in Church
work while the vacany lasted. They are living at
present here as retired Christians, but the relaxation
Wil Lo an excellent preparation for future work. In
due lime the cleven were heard FEverybody was
salishied that any onc of them: would have made a
suitable nanister fur the Church, but two were favour
ites.  Canvassing was done freely for both candidates
with pood results. Interest in church matters had
wrer been so great. The night for moderation
«ame, and found both parties well organized and
tcady for the contest. Ar interesting as well as an
cdfying Cistussion took place upon the style, cul
ture, ntellect and spirituality of the candidates, after
which & vute was taken. The count of the *“odera-
tur showed a natiow majority in favour of one of:the
paities, which was received with great applause. A
«all was made out, but the minority would not sign,
and the favourite candidate refused to accept. A few
of the more pious among the majority, failing to se-
«ute the man of their choice, expressed their willing-
ness o co-operate with the minority, and at a sec.
ond mecting it was decided to zall the defeated can-
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didate.  All would have been satistied with husn, but
the humiliation of signing & call tu ¢ i who had heen
ths favourite of the opposing party was too great. A
large number refused, and agwn the cail wits de
clined. Weceks were now spent an o genuine chiarch
quarrel, trying to decide which party was to blame fin
their double disappointment.  In the meantne can
didates pre.ached, but no peisun  dared sptak of
choosing one as a paswt.  To be the chewe of one
faction was sufficient reasun why ihe athers should
oppose. *' Behold, how guod and how pleasant it s
for brethren to dwell together in unity ¢

Weary of strife, they at length devided to call. Des
peration drove them tu do sumething. A candalate
came, an entire stranger with a record unknown.  In
a half hearted manner it was desided to give b @
call.  Three-fousths of the congregation sgned i,
through indifference. The others refused, «nd when
the induction took place they uistly scauered to
other Churches.  Such are the advantages of var hb-
erty of chuice. The picture is a dark one, but 15 not
aoverdrawn.  Qa the contrary, ot faus to teveal fully
the deplorable condition of almost any uvue of vut
vacant congrepativns.  That Metuudists vutnuber
Presbyterians in the Unied Saies by tow w0 ung,
and that they are leaving us far behund o thie race,
i Canada, 1s no wunder.  The oy wonder s that
we increase at all.  Why are they growing twulula
faster than Presbytenans.  Are thea unnisters e
talented or zealous?

Unity 15 a
grand end of Christianity as embodied in the words
of Christ, when He prayed, That they all may be
one, as Thou, Fataer, art in Me, and I in Thee, 1hat
they also may be one in Us. Unity s the naine
outcome as well as the grand end ot Chnstiauty . as
expressed in the exclamation, Behold how they love
one another ! Unity is the lovely phase, as well as
the grand end and native outcome of Chiistianity as
observed in the walks of life. Behold how goud and
how pleasant it is for brethren to dweli tugether in
upity ! It is like the precious ointment upon the
head, that ran down upon the bcard, even Aaron’s
beard, that went down to the skirts of his garment, as
the dew of Hermon, and as the dew that descended
upon the mountains of Zion, for there the Lord
commanded the blessing, eren life fui evermore.
Christian unity is, indeed, a comprehensive term, em-
bracing unity of cosmic and mental and moral order,
unity of humarity, unity of truth, justice and love ,
all concentrating and culminating in the supreme and
transcendent unity of God. .

So viewed, our theme is one pregnant with signifi-
cance, and worthy of being thought out with thorough-
ness; but, without attemptin.g anything Lke an eahaus-
tive treatment of it let us note a few salicnt points
in 1t in order toindicate the unifying power of Chus
tiattity in man and among men in thought, word and

If auy wman be in Chiist he is a new creature, old
things ae passed anay , behold, all things are be-
come new.  Being in Chinst Jesus. who s the way,
the truth and the life, we are subjeets of the new hife
pruduced i us by His weditorial wotk and participa-
tuts in the unspeakable riches of His grace.  He died
that s cunghtlive and had given us this blessed pledge,
As Linve, yeshall Live alsu . but especially because by
1o Sputity, as His representative, He enters into the
Licart and pives it life, fans and fosters ot by his con-
GUbauus abude, g ratifics all ws instncts, and evokes all
its susceptibilities by His word and presence. There
is wo tach o the supply of nceded grace to one who s
ia Chuist Jeaus , for there s an infinite storage of force
m the bun of God, which needs bLut the connecting
touch of faith to pour into the believer, to whatever
degree his Garcutnstances may lead him to require nt.
Alonyg this line of thought runs the injunction, Be
tenewed in the spint of your nund.  The signiticance
of this inuncticn o5 10 substance the same as that of
Leing o Chiist jesus, ur the une 15 presupposed in
the uther and enjuined ws necessary in order to put
off the old man with his deeds, and to put on the new
man, which, after God, is created in righteousness and
true holiness ; but there is in 1t a special significance
which 1s pointed out by Eadie as follows . The re-
neaa! takes place not sunply in the mind, but in the
spirtt of it It is the special seat of renewal. The
mind remains as before, both in its intellectual and
emotional structure, in its memory and judgment,
imagination and perception. These powers do not in
themselves need renewal, and regeneration brings
neither new faculties nor susceptibilities. The or-
ganism of the mind survives as it was, but the spirit
which inhabits and governs it is entirely changed.
The ruling and motive power is renovated. The me-
mory, for example, still exercises its former finctions
but on a very different class of subjects ; the judg-
ment, still discharging its old office, is occupied among
a new set of themes and ideas . and love, retaining
all its ardour, attaches itself to objects quite in con-
trast with those of its earlier preference and persuit.
The change is not tn mind psychologically, either in
its essence or In its operation, neither s 1t 1n mund
asif it were a superticial change of opinion, either
on points of doctrine or of practice , but it is in the
spirit of the mind, in that which gives mind both its
bent and its materials of thought. ~ It is not simply in
the spint, as if it lay there in dim and mystic
quietude ; but it 1s1n the spint of the mind, in the
puwer which, when changed utself, radicaliy alters the
cutire sphere and business of the inner melhanism.
What, then, is the practical issue of teing so renewed
in the spirit of our mind? Raised by Christ into
newness of life, we drink in and breathe the spirit of
Chnstiamty in the balmy sweetness of a godfy hife.
We feed on the doctnines of Christiamty, and grow in
grace and in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour
Jesus Christ. We gradually come to think, feel and
act like God and to ripen for glory, honour and
immortality, in heaver our ejernal home. E. C.

1s heard of a large debt, the falling-off,of attendance
and of the weekly offerings. Shy looks ate cast at
the aged father by the younger members of the court.
and a commuission with Presbyterial powers 13 ap-
pumnted to visn the congregation and report. The
members of the commission drop in at the manse
before they meet with the Session and Managing
Comunttee.  An cffort 1s made to be cheerful by all
concerned, but the cffort fails, as such efforts gene-
rally dao.

The comnussion find themselves before eleven or
wmore tine looking business menn the vestry of the
church, After prayer, the commussion state the object
of their mission. A profuund silence follows, and each
brother can hear lus neighbour breathe.

We arc met for deeds and not for tears. The
silence 1s broken by a well dressed business man
staung 1n calm and clear voice the financial position.
They have all agreed to speak the very highest of
their mumister and of lus labours ; but they are pained
with the financal postton,

T'hess pastor is vigorous 1n s person, sound in his
ductune and eacmplary 1in lus l:ifs, but they cannot
avcount for the Jack of interest in the Church, the
small attendance on the Sabbath, and the falling off
of the weekly offering.  To this they all agree.

I'he expenenced members of the comnussion are
puzzled, the eaperienced not so much.

Another business man anses and suggests to the
comanssion the giving of a lump sum to their pastor,
and that he should resign and leave the manse by the
{following June.

The sum s placed at $1,000 or perhaps a little more.
This proposition seems to take. It comes in the
Board. The congregation vote on it unanunously or
almost 5010 the eveming. The pastor in the manse
hard by 15 consulted 1in every stage. He bhas always
acyuiesced in the will of the Master, and he does so
now. The partner of his labours and family are
pained , but are too cultured and sensitive to make
it known.

The report of the commission is adopted by the
Presbytery in solemn silence. ¢ the Sabbath ap-
pointed in June the pastor preach_» his farewell ser-
mon. Heand his family leave the manse during the
following week, In addition to the lump sum, he has
a recommendation from Presbytery in his pocket.
Some ten years ago, a call was being made out for
him, which he had quietly set aside ; but he receives
no call now. He feels that his day is past for calls,
and so do his family. The Aged and Infirm Minis-
ters’ Fund is not all sufficient to meet such a case as
this, even were it so designed. In our rich and large
Church there 15 netther a place nor provision for such
a man.

Neither the mimister nor the congregation nor the
Church is in fault ; but the system that prof)uces it.

4 WORD FOR YOUNG CONVERTS.

COMMENDED TO wOI”s GRACE,

The following 1s an extract from Rev. D. M. Gor-
don’s farewe'l discourse in Knos Church, Winnipeg

Nothing but the fact that I am fur the present un-

able to continue in full measure the part which | have
taken could induce me to withdraw from it, and 1
grieve more than [ can express that I have done so
little in a sphere that was so rich with opportuniuies.
And now, in withdrawing from my work among you,
I desire to share, though it be but feebly, the feelings
of the apostle as he withdrew from his work at Ephe-
sus and to echo his words, * I commend you to God
and to the word of His grace.” The nunister of
Christ, in withdrawing from a. y sphere, commits his
labours not merely to those that have been assocated
with him, nor the man that may succeed him, but to
Him who was before us in the field and who shall re-
main when we are all gone. We change and pass away
like leaves tossed upon the waves, but God abides the
same and His Church remains. It was the utterance
of 2 Christian statesman when Gartield, on the death
of Lincoln, said to a vast concourse of his fellow coun-
trymen, * The Lord God Omniputent reigneth, and
the Government at Washington ts safe.” So the
Chostian labourer in any sphere, when called from
the scene of his labour, recogmzes that God and his
Church remain, and he commends 1o God both the
work which he tried to do and those for whose welfare
he bas wrought. The mnister 1s an ambassador lor
Chnist. The ambassador pleads with those to whom
he comgs that they should accept the proposals that
his king commissioned him tc otfer, and onleaving he
commends bnth them and his nission to the favour of
him in whose name he has spoken. The ministry of
the Gospel, whether it be by the public services of the
Church or by private interview and personal dealing,
is t0 be regarded as one of the ways 1o which God
makes His Word effectual for winning souls to Christ,
one of the instruments of that grace * which 1s able
to build us up and to give us an inheri.ance among
them that are sanctified.” And when the minister
withdraws from his work he commats it to God, while
to that same care He commends all those 1o whom
His message has been addressed.

“ His grace is able 10 build you up.” The apostle
looked upon his hearers as already resting on the one
sure foundation, Jesus Chnst, and thought of them as
rising upon tins foundation like temple walls, for he
knew that on no other foundation couldjwe grow into
that holy character that shall fit us for the inheritance
of the sanctified, And, brethren, the keenest regrey,
the very crown of sorrows, 1o the mimister of Chrnist
when he leaves a field where he has for years been
labouring is the conviclion that some, it may bea
large number, of those to whom he has preached the
offers of the Gospel bave not yet accepted Lhnst, and
are not yet resting in faith and bope upon the Rock
of Ages. Hc may have tried with what fervour he
could to set forth the JJaims of Chiest, to siiow the all
sufficiem sacrifice of Him who loved us and gave
Himself for us, to point men to the risen Jesus as
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their Prince and Saviour, tu present the oflers of
God's Spirit with all the precious promises, and to
plead with men that they should trust Christ and live
no longer to themselves, but unto Him who died for
themn and rose again. Special seasons may have
come during his ministry, such as occasions of trial
and bereavement in their homes, or @s the time of
revival so richly blessed of God among us last spring,
when they seemed very near the entrance upon a lile
with Chnist, but they have held back, halting and un.
decided, and are still outside the kingdom. It ison
their account that their minister, as he teaves them,
feels the most anxiety and regret ; and if there be
such, as indeed 1 know there are such, within the
sound of my voice to-night, let me entreat them
this my last appcal to them to be recounciled to Christ,
to rest on th 5 firm foundation that outlasts all the
changes ot ume and that abides cternally the same.

Resting on this foundation, * The grace of Gad is
able to build you up.” Brethren, it is character that
Chirist wauts to see formed 1n us, character that shall
fit us for the inhernance of His redeemed. lhs Gos.
pel is no mere message of pardon that would open
the prison doot, and yet leave the criminal still un.
changed  He redecmed us not merely that He
should cancel the record that was against us, but that
He may purify us unto Himself, a people peculiarly
His own. And te comes to us with all the richness
of God's grace, with all the constraining influence of
God's love, with all the help of God's spirit, that e
may cleanse our character, that He may inspire us
with new affections and guide our desires along the
new lhines of the Father's will, that He may direct our
hopes and efforts toward hcliness and heaven, and
renew the lost image of God withip the soul. Some-
umes, when reading or heanng the Gospel you may
have thought of what Christ wishes us to be, for He
has shown 1t m the hfc He lhived on carth. As you
have traced His footsteps from His lowly home
through His conflit with evil and aleng His
tnumphal march of mercy, as you have thought of
Hun among the glad guests at Cana, or with the
heart-broken sisters at Bethany or on the lonely hili-
side in prayer, as you have marked His love to the
hittle children, and to the mourning outcasts, and His
fearless reproval of all meanness and hypocrisy,
as you have followed Him through His work and
through His agony, you may have felt the fasci
nation of His life, and may bave longed to share,
however dimly, the splendour of His purity, the
beauty of His righteousness, the grandeur of s
self-sacrince and love. Now Christ's desire for you
1s that this stiould be no mere momentary vision, but
an abiding inspiration, and that you should be irans
formed nto that likeness. But you cannot so trans-
form yourself. As well might you expect the clay by
some inhcrent power to shape 1selt into the goblet
that shall grace the table of the king, as well eapect
the unquarried rock to fit itself as polished stone
withir: the temple wall, as think that by your own
power you can attain the character that shall fit you
for an inheritance among them that are sanctified.
Frowm fitst to last your salvation is of God. Nothing
but His grace can renew His lhikeness within us, and
Christ comes to you with all the fulness of that grace,
with all its wealth to carich you, with all its power to
sustitin you, with all its beauty to adorn you, able to
build you up, able to keep you from falling, able to do
exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think,
able to present you at last faultiess before the Father's
glory with exceeding joy. And this grace that is thus
revealed and brought nigh in Christ, this grace that
employs the ministry of the Word as one of its instru-
ments, is able not only to build you up in Christ.like
character, but able to give you an inheritance among
them that are sanctified. The character is required
for the inheritance, and the brow must be prepared
for the crown that shall adora it; but when God by
His grace prepares the character, He will ailso pro-
vide the inheritance, and whosoever is worthy shall
not fail 10 wear the crown.

LET those who contend that differences of opinion
among Biblical critics throw doubt upon the inspira-
tion of the Scriptures ponder over the following facts ;
The Supreme Court of New Brunswick, composed
we believe of six judges, have decided that an elec-
tion petition must be tnied wihin six months. One
of the Quebec judges took the same view of the law,
and dismissed a peution the other day. It is said to
be highly probable that most of the Quebec judges
will pursue the same course.  This view of the law s,
we understand, scouted at Osgoode Hall. At least
one judge has spoken of it as absurd, and the others
will probably follow suit  Because these learned
gentlemen cannot agtee on the meaning of a few
lines in an Act of Pailiament about ten years old,
nobody contends that there is no such thing as juris-
prudence. And yet people contend that thete is no
such thing as revraled religion, because thousands of
men cannot agree on everything contained in sixty-six
books, written by many different men, on an endless
varicty of tepics many centuries ago  How sweetly
reasonable some people are when they deal with the
Bible.

No doubt a goodly nuinber of writers and-speakers
will feel themselves ca'. upon to ‘‘reply” to a
\.counle of sermons recently preached by the Rev. D.
J. Macdonnell, of this city. It should be distinctly
understood that only one kind of cepl is possible
Mr, Macdonnell's sermons are in the main an ere-
gesis of about half a dozen passages of Scripture.
Any “reply” that is a™ reply ” must go along the
same line. My, Macdonnell telis the world what he
believes certain passages of God’s word teach, either
directly or by necessary imphication. There is just
one question, Do these passages tcach what Mr.
Macdonnel! says they teach? That is the point. If
they do, then the quarrel is with the passages--not
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with Mr. Macdonnell. If they do not, then show
where Mr. Macdonnell's exegesis is wrong. That is
the proper thing to do.  Mere general writing on the
Temperance question in a matter of this kind is
warse than silence.  The people, or at least the think.
ing portions of them, arc getting tired of declama
ton  If Mr Macdonnell’s positions arc night let the
fart bq honestly admitted  God’s word should never
be distarted or twisted to bolster up any theory  {f
lns positions are wrong, let some competent man
overthrowthem  But supposing every point made by
Mr Macdonnell be admitted, the question still comes
v Is not the general tendency of the liquor teatlic
toward evil, and if so should it not be abolished *

No man in Canada more freely or moie fully con-
cedes to others the right to think and speak as they
please than does the Rev. Mr Macdonnell.  Indeed,
ifthe genial pastor of St Andrew’s West errs at all,
he is perhaps a tnfle too generous in such matters,
Ahvays conspreuously farr in dealing with the rights
otfother men, vvery fur man will concede to Mr
Mucdonned) rﬁ'a‘nght to discuss Temperance or any
topic in any wasyhe thinks proper.  But whilst cheer-
fully dong this, one cannot help asking what good
purpose is served by showing from the pulpit that
men have a right to drink whiskey Do men who
drink need to have their rights in this regard pointed
ont to them?  Are they not quite ready chough to
drink without any encouragement from the pulpit
Mr. Macdonnell, of course, does not preach to encour-
age men in drinking habats, but they take the encour
agement all the same.  Quite likely Mr. Macdonnell
would say that some of the passages of Scripture he
expounded have been grossly perverted, and he used
his pulpit to show what these passages really teach.
There 1s force in this argument Bt 1s there no way
of exposing such perversions without secming to put
the mfluence of one of the most popular pulpits in
Canada on the side of the liquor traffic® We say
seeming, because we believe that Mr  Macdonnell has
morc real interest in the welfare of his fellow-men than
alarge proportion of the men who earn money by de.
nouncing the traffic A man of far less ingenuity tuan
Mr. Macdonnell could, we think, find some way of
defending what he believes to be the truth without
giving aid and comfort to a business the generai ten
dency of which is bad.

\VE have nothing 1o say on the merits ‘or demerits
of the case disposed of by the Presbytery of Hamilton
last week. Mr. Lyle needs no deferider, and there is
absolutely nothing to defend him against.  The Pres-
bytery of Hamilton knows its own business, and is
perfectly capable of attending to it.  The case, how-
ever, has its lessons for all ministers. The person
who created this trouble went to Mr. Lyle, and asked
him for a avour—the use of the Central Church, a
very considcrable favour by the way. He wem, as
we understand it, to Mr. Lyle's own house. That
visit—madc to ask a favour from Mr. Lyle—culmi-
nated in the visitor's making charges against Mr. Lyle
in the Presbytery. Had Mr. Lyle been as ’cute as
some business men are he would have saved himself
and others considerable trouble by making the inter-
view very short, or by refusing to have any communi
catons with his visitor.  Mr. Lyle is a good natured
geatleman, and o friendly talk ensued. There is a
short and easy way of avoiding all such difficulties in
future. If a minister cannot speak a few minutes
to a man asking a favour from him without in.
curring the risk of ecclesiastical proceedings, the
safe way is to refuse to have any interviews
with visitors, especially so-called evangelists from
the United States or any other place. At this
season of the year the country s overrun with
“tramps ” of onc kind and another, mast of whom are
trying to turn an honest penny 1n the alleged moral
reform, or some otherline. Part of the programme is
to call on the local ministers, and ask them to give out
notices and otherwise interest themselves in the
“cause,” Some of these gentlemen are ~vecssively im-
pertinent.  Of course they all assume thii a minister,
has nothing to do but attend their meetings. If he
does not agree with them when they hoaour him with
a call in hus own house, he need not be astonished to
hear his words distorted on the platform or in the
jocal press. There 1s just one sur: way of dealing
with such characters, and that is not te have any
dealings with them at all.  Ministers wh2 ‘ake sides
with the itinerants against their neighbours would do
well to remember that their own turn may come next,
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THE SALVATION ARMY 1V QUEBEL.

How should mob.rule be vonsidered? Would a
Christian man of average intelligence and ordinary
fasrness be correct in concluding that when the
mob, by methods pecultatly its awn, suppresses the
exponents of opinions with which he has no sympathy,
it does a praiseworthy thing? When on the other
hanid the mob undertakes *to regulate * those with
whom the aforesaid Chnistian man agrees, 1s he con-
vinced that che acuon is only the outcoine of the
purcst patriousm ¢ Tlus trme it as the aity of Quebec
that has disgraced *tsclf.  The Salvation Army, with
the courage that charactenizes their movement cvery-
where, resolved to carry on 1ts work in the ancient
capital.  They counted the cost.  They expected op-
position and were not disappointed. Almosy from
the first they were molested. Hatred to theis work
decpened.  \When they paraded, dastardly attacks
were wade upon them. Defenceless women were
struck with huntful massifes. Uweasionadly an oflender
was caught red-handed, and 1 duc course propeily
pumshed. The fasrly nrm attitude of the municipal
authonties and the police was, howe -er, insufticient
to repiess the lawless tendencies of the mob.  Those
countenancing and LoMposIng it Were mnpervious
to rcason and ordmmardly bumane feeling. They
fanned tl:c hiery opint of an insane fanatiasm, and
threw all restramnts at dehance, At length they have
made the oty of Quebec a spectacle 1o the world,
They took possession of its streets, and were bent on
deeds of violence, Fanatcal zealots harangued the
cronds.  With the eaaitable French-Canadians these
incendiary speeches had ther eftect.  “The incensed
rabble were ready for the perpetration of crime.
Life and property were threaiened, and last week
the greatest apprehension and dvead prevatled.

And yet thiss a free country. ’)‘hc rf};hl of frec
speech is claimed for all arrespective of creed or
race. Freedom of assembly and the nighy 1o parade
bave never been seriously called 1 question.  Why
then is such barbansm possible?  liecause one party
who Jlums and enjoys these privileges 1s numerically
stronger than another are they hereby privileged to
forubly repress thewr hberties ¢ The Quebec contin-
gent of the Salvation Ariny possessed sutficient cour-
age to claun their nights and were prepared at all
hazards to vindicate them by parading in face of the
most formidable dangers. That they did not last week
take the risk was due to the urgent, almost passionate
representation of their friends that it would be in the
interests of peace and public order temporarily to
forego their right to parade in the streets. Thus what
otherwise would have been an indelible stain on the
fair fame of Quebec, and a public calammty, was hap-
pily averted.

To the honour of the municipal authorities and
several public men vho spoke out courageously and
sensibly in defence of the dcfenceless, there 1s still a
spint of fairness that sustains the hope that the his-
toric city is not yet prepared to recede to a condition
of medival barbarism. There were others, however,
from whom better things might have been expected,
who cither maintained a cowardly silence, or gave ex-
pression to the persecuting spirit that for the present
predominates. Cardinal Taschereau, so ready ordi-
narily to give his opinions on questions of public in-
teresr, though appealed to by many of his co-religion-
ists and others, declined to utter a word of caution to
his clergy and people on bebalf of law and order, and
contented himsell with the piea that it was the busi.
ness of the municipal authorities to maintain order.
Several of the French-Canadian newspapers were very
bitter in their attacks on the Salvation Army, and did
their best to give succour and encouragement to the
mob.

It is not a quastion of approbation or disapproval
of the Salvation Army and their methods. It narrows
itself down to a question of civil right. Are freedom
of speech and parade to be at any time liable to
suppression by a turbulent mob? There are many
who have but little sympathy with Salvation Army
methods, who streauously oppose putting them down
by force, because such action would be a palpable in-
fringement of the liberty of the subject. Many bhave
their own opinions about public parades in general
who would not be grievously disappointed were all in-
discriminately forbidden. They look on them when
they come in their way with @ood natured amuse-
ment , but when one party clain . r.ght of proces-
sinn for themselves, yet are prepared to prevent by
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force another from the exercise of the saine right, it
15 just a little too much. The Salvation Army have
the same night to their opinions in the Prs.ince of
Quebec that they have throughout the British Empire,
The law of cquality guarantees them their rights to
which they are entitled. On their behalf, itic to be
remeinbered that they do ot attack the Church of
Rome. If their methods are expressed in belligerent
forms, they are not controversial. ‘They simply pro.
claim the Gospel as they understand it. They are
peaceable and well behaved. ‘The Roman Catholics
have had their street parades in Quebec from the ficst,
and none secks to interfere with thewm.  That, how-
evcer, does not give them any claim to monopoly of the
right of procession. Ifthese manifestations continue,
cither all well-conducted processions ust be tolerated,
or all must with equal lmpnrualny be suppressed.

BASSUTO MISSION,

‘I'wo years since the French missionaries and their
helpers determined to institute a periodical examina-
tion of the various statious. ‘The following statement
respecting the choerch at Morija are deeply interest-
ing. The members are 1,144 in number, and the chil-
dren attend the schools 1,087, ‘T'here ase twenty out-
stations, with twenty evangelists; nincteen day
schools and five evemng schools. All this means
hard and delicate «ork for the missionary, or bishop,
as he mught well be called. He enjoys, however,,
the full confidence of his evangelists and helpers,
and so his task 1s rendered comparatively easy.
Agamn, Monja 1s the centre of a district where there
are 046 heathen willages, 1n 4o1 of which not a sin-
g'e Christian is to be found ; and in the other 245
there are only 1 few individuals here and there who
profess to have recewved the Gospel.  Thus there is a
large sphere of work close at hand and demanding
constant labour. The exanunation of the twenty
evangelists lasted eigh consecutive hours, and pro-
duced a favourable impiession on the examiners.

FHE FRENCH 2AMBES! MISSICN.

Pastor Coillard aud his wife are at length settled
at Sefula, thus concluding, as M. Coillard says, “a
journey of three years, and a wandering life of ten
years.” In fact, it wasin 1877 that M. Coillard left
his quiet parsonage at Leribe, in Bassutoland, for the
unknown country of the Banyais, little dreaming that
inthe end he would give up his work among the Bas-
sutos, and eventually found a new mission on the
Zamtesi. The first visit to Sefula was made alone,
and was accompanied with manifold trials and risks,
The second was made with Madame Coillard, and
was accomplished under most auspicious circumstan-
ces—for Central Africa. It was the wet season, tat
the rain generally fell at night or on Sundays, when
the caravan was at test.  The rivers were full, and
had to be crossed in beats. But the Mangetes and
Matebeles were very helpful, looking on M. Coillard
as an old acquaintance. They were satisfied with very
small remuneration for their trouble, and they stole
nothing—a fact to be noted with surprise and thank-
fulness. Madame Coillard was the first white woman
ever scen in the valley of the Sefula; so by the time
the party reached the station, the accompanying
crowd of natives was a very large one. Shortly after
thewr arrival, King Lewanica visited the place, and
showed himself very friendly. Unfortunately among
the chiefs there 1s a party strongly averse to the
presence of foreigners in the district, and the king
seems bhar'ly the mag to cope with this party. M.
Coillard is, therefore, apprehensive about the future.

CAMEROONS.

The German missionaries of the Bale Society have,
according to agreement, taken over the mission origi-
nated and so long carried on by the Baptist Mission-
ary Society. In doing so, difficulty was anticipated
in conucction with the question o baptismi. But no
sooner were the German missionaries installed than
one of the native evangelists came forward, and of
bis own accord asked them to baptize the twins
that his wife had just given birth to. And then an-
other native Christian, similarly situated, asked for
the same favour. And thus without any difficulty,

and without a word of reasoning or expostulation, the
native Christians scem to be ready to accept pedo-

baptism.

Juhn Indian enveluped ihe
im:!gc in ity mats, and lad it back into its gave, ani,
while he covered it up again with earth, Tituba stamped vat
th* remaining embers and scattered them.  With tnfinite
care, the two performers in these awful rites gathered up
swigs and branches and scattered them about, so as to con-
ceat alt traces of their presence, and then together they be
gan their homeward way.

By this titne the stunm was down upon them wn all its
Aawiul fury : great trees creaked and groaned beneath the
biting blasts ol the wind ; huge branches, torn off, obstructed
their way ; hail and rain smote theic uncovered head , and
wet their shivenng bodies to the shin ; the rattling thunder
lcaped from il to hill, and sheets of blue, ficry lightning
blazed around them ; but they never wavered never, swerved
from their direc' way.

Plunging on in the same blind iastiact which cnables the
dull ux to tind his owner's cnib, or the ravenous beast of
prey to recch its lair, they made their unseen way tu the
village ; and when, half an hour later, the Rev. Mr.

all but twenty-scven were un matters most nearly touching
the vial re.igious concers of the Chusch ; had sead aloud
in public 156 chapiers ol the Bible, 149 of which were
very todg oncs ; had made pasiorsl calis, 512: taken tea
on such occanons, 312 tmcs; distaibuted 1,803 tracts;
visited the si¢k severat times ; sat on the platfurm at tem-
perance and other public mecungs, fortv-scven times ; had
the headache Sabbaih moraings, and so compelied to appesr
before his people in 2 condition of phynical pain. nervous
prosttaaen aod bodily distress that utterly uufitted tugp for
public preaching, 104 times; picaics attended, ten; din.
ners, thity-scven; suffered from sutacks of malignant dys-
pepnia, thiny-seven umes; read 748 hymns; anstiucted
the choir in regard to the selecuon of tunes, one umes
bad scvere colds, 104 tmes; sorc throal, 103 limies:
malania, 104 umes; had wiitten 1,320 pages of ser-
mons ; declined invitations to tza, ode time ; statted the
luncs in prayer meeciings, two limes ; started the wrong
twne, two times: sang hymns that nulody clse kaew,
1wo times ; zeceived into church membership, three; dis-
missed by letter, forty-ninc, cxpelied, sixteen, strayed or
stolen, (hinty-seven. —~Kober 2 J. Snrdeite.

The above *‘ In Memoriay § fk. a'tribute to the late Mr.
John Ross, one of Quebec’s ‘merchant princes, and one of
the noblest of her adopted sans. *The verses were written
by the Rev. Duncan Anderson, M.A., of Spruce Cliff,
Levis. They were not originaily intended for publication,
and while delineating the character of the deceased with an
aceuracy that will at ance be recognized by all who knew
him, yet their mission was pre-eminently to comfort the be-
reaved ones.

Mr. Ross was a native of Carluke, Lanarkshire, Scotland.
While yet a stripling, he found his way to Canada, along
with his uncle, the late Mr. Glbb, and his brother, now
the Honourable J. G. Ross, a member of the Scnate of
Canada, known as a prosperous merchant not only through-
out the length and breadth of the Dominion, but far and
wide in the neighbouring Republic, and intimately asso-
ciated with every enterprise whose object may beto advance
the intellectual and material prosperity of his adopted
country. Enjoying the privileges of an education such as
Scotland yields her children, with a liberality that flows
through every rank of life, from palace hall to humblest,
lowliest cot, Mr. Ross at once devoted his energies to
supplement this by acquiring a knowledge of the history and
language of the people among whom his lot was now cast.

For several years he was employed in his uncle’s ware-
house, but in 1840 he, along with his brother and/cousin,
entered into partnership as general merchants. On the
death of Thomas Orr Gibb the two brothers continued in

‘business together, apd enjoyed many years of almost un-
‘prec dented prosperity,

In 1868 this parinership was dissolved, and the rm of
John Ross & Co. was formed.,

Seeking for an outlet for a capita) that was now of al-
most colossal dimensions, and probably more for the bene-
fit of others than for his own, he was induced to enter.
into lumber and other speculations, which, instead of turn-
ing out profitable investments, as had always hithertd been
the case, ended, in very many instances, in disaster.” Yet
few could have detected through”those many years of anx-
iety and trouble that so severely tried him, any change of
di-position, or any lessening of that cheerfulness that was
so preeminently his. The cause was not difficult to find.
The religious principles that were so intimately incorpor-
ated with his early training were never forgotten, and con-
tributed, in no slight degree, to form and model a charac-
ter at which the finger of reproach was never pointed.
Ever a consistent member of the Presbyterian Church, he
not only gave fieely of his means to support and ad-
vance her interests, but strove, it might have been humbly
yet earnestly, to show her teachings in every‘action of his
life. His Christianity was not left behind him at the
threshold of the house of God, but cast a halo of love and
earnestness around the social hearth that wili not scon be
forgotten. Blessed with all that tends to render home
what it should be, we may not feel surprised at his keen
appreciation of domestic joys, nor at the almost inconsol-
able nature of a sorrow that can now hardly be com-
forted, Idis illness was of a short duration ; his suffering
was brief ; the end came suddenly, but that end was peace.
He had indeed chosen that good part that could not be
taken away. No heart might more fervently than his
utter this prayer : ¢ Thy will be done,” and they who know
him best will have no difficulty in believing that for him
*“’Twas Christ to live, and to die "twas gain.”

\HOME MISSION FUND.

As regards the Home Mission Fund, I have simply to
state that unless the contributions are largely in advance of
last year, the committee, however reluctantly, will be com-
pelled next March to make a reduction of grants not only in
the North-West Territories and other distant fields, but in
Ontario and Quebec.
services of 2 large number of student missionaries and
catechists during the summer months.

For the year ending March 31, 1887, the expenditure for
Home Missions was $22,000 above the amount received
from congregations, . The reserve funds are now practically
exhausted, and the only certain sources of income are the
annual contributions of the Churches.

To meet the claims due on the 30th September last for
Home Missions and Augmentation, a loan has been negoti-
ated, amounting to neatly $30,000, in the hope that a
very special effort will be made by Preshyteries and con-
gregations to enable the committee to pay in full on the
31st March next the grants promised, and also respond to
many new calls that are made from distant and destitute
fields. It can easily be done, if ministers faithfully bring
the matter before their congregations without delay.

The brethren who visited the North-West and British
Columbia during the meeting of Assembly at Winnipeg,
need not be told of the clamant demands of that wide
territory. At present there are 714 mission stations and 142
augmented congregations upon the funds. Of those mission
stations over 300 are in Manitoba and the North-West
alone, ninety-five are' in Muskoka, sixty-one in the
Présbytery of Bruce and thirty-five in British Columbia. To
withdraw from such fields, that will in due time become
regularly-organized and self-sustaining congregations, would
be detrimental to the highest interests of oar Church.

To enable the committee to meet its labilities the sum of

'$46,000 is required for Home Missions and $30,000 for
Augmentation. I have great confidence that this amount,
$76,000, will be raised, if only the facts stated in this circu-
lar are presented to the congregations of the Church.
' Asa heavy rate of interest is being paid vn moneys bor-
rowed, it is earnestly requested that congregations forward
their contributions without delay to Rew. Dr. Reid, To-
ronto, and that all moneys for Home Missions and Augmen-
latggn be in his hands, not later than the 15th day of March,
1888.

1. The Mustard Seed.—Sume are of opinion that the

They must also dispense with the -

ordinary mustard plant is the one spoken of in the parable ;
others that a different plant, resembling it, and growing to a
great height, was meant. Some people objert to scriptural
statements, because they may not comport with strict scien-
tific accuracy. It must be remembered that the Bible was not
written for scientists nor for any particular class, but for all
men. 1t uses the language of everyday life. Here it is said
of the mustard seed, that it is ¢ the least of all seeds.” It
is the smallest of the seeds with which the Palestinian farmer
was familiar, From this small seed there springs the
greatest of herbs. In the East the mustard plant grows to
much larger proportions than we are acquainted with ; they
have been known to reach a height of from ten to fifteen
feet, The birds of the air find rest, shelter and nourish-
ment in its branches. The kingdom of heaven—Guod’s re-
demptive work on earth—grows from what to the human .
cye was a very small beginning. The Son of Man came not
‘amid earthly grandcur, there was no room for Him at the
inn. His childhood and youth were spent in humble se-
clusion. flis manhood was devoted to founding the most
enduring of all kingdoms, yet He had not where to lay His
head. Ile died the shamcful death of the cross. But from
tuis ** root out of dry ground ” springs the mightiest power
in history. The risen Saviour says: ‘° All power is given
to Me in heaven and in earth.”” That kingdom shall ad-
vance till the prophecy is fulfilled—*¢ The kingdoms of this
world have become the kingdoms of our Lord and of His
Christ, and He shall reign for ever and ever.” It is the
same with the individual Christian life. The beginning
may be apparently small. Some thought suggested, some
word of Scripture, a word fitly spoken may ke the seed of
grace from which the personal Christian life grows to
maturity. -

II. The Leaven.—This parable, to suit the theories of
a certain class of interpreters, has been inverted. The lea-
ven is represented as a corrupting influence, and it is taken
as a symbol of the progress of evil. The Saviour Himself
says, - The kingdom of heaven—uot the kingdom of dark-
ness—is like unto leaven. Its obvious as well as its natural
meaning is symbolical of the gradual and undemonstrative
process by which the truth of God’s kingdom spreads, until
all men and all institutions are assimiiated by its power.

III. The Hid Treasure.—This and the next parable
were not addressed to the multitude by the seashore. The
Saviourewith His disciples had returned to the hnuse.
He now addresses the smaller company surrounding Him.
Here the truth respecting the kingdom is presented in a
different light. It is not now its power and its ultimate tri- -
umph, but its unspeakable value to each individual, and
the earnest eflort put forth to secure it that is set forth. The
turmoil and insecurity incident to arbitrary and unstable
governments and numerous robbers in Eastern lands render
money investments exceedingly difficult. Wealth was made
as portable as possible. It was often buried in the ground
for security. When this custom was common it might often
happen that the place where the buried treasure lay would
be forgotten, or its owner have removed or died without
disclosing his secret. The accidental discovery of a treasure
that had been hiddep in a field would fill its finder with
joy. The field belonged to another, the discoverer there-
fore could not claim it. To make sure of it he has tokeep
the secret to himself, and gathers all the money he can that
he may purchase the field, and become possessor of the hid
treasure. The Gospel of Jesus Christ is the most valuable
possession that any one can discover. In one sense it is
hid until the Holy Spirit reveals its value to the seeking
soul. - In another sense it is free to all. To possess the
treasure in the field, the man selleth all that he hath that
he may buy the field. So the voul’s salvation is the most
valuable possession it is possible for us to secure ; we must
be ready to part with everything rather than fail in obtain-
ing it.

IV. The Pearl of Great Price.—The same truth is
expressed in this parable. The travelling jeweller in the
East comes across a precious gem, a pearl of great price.
He recognizes its value. He is willing to part with all he
has, if he only can purchase so attractive and valuable a
jewel.  So Christ is the most precious of all possessions to
_the individual soul. When once He is seen as the * alto-
gether loyely,” no sacrifice can be considered too great to
have Christ in the heart, the hope of glory. .

\__V. The Net.—Several of the disciples were fishermen.
They would be 'dgeply interested in th?s parable, ﬁtnd ready
to comprehend its meaning. Christ frequently drew from
nature and human experience vivid illustzations of apiritual '
truth. The Gospel of Jesus Chrigt has a direct relation to
all men. Like the drag-net it is cast into the sea of time,
and will land all upon the shore. At the end of the Gospel
age there will be a just and final separation of the good and
the bad. ‘“The angels shall come forth, and sever the- -
wicked from among the just.” The terrible doom of the
wicked is clearly taught in the awful words—*“And shall
cast them into the furnace of fire; there shall be wailing
and gnashing of teeth.” Turning to His hearers, the
Saviour asks them if they haye understood His teaching.
They were to be teachers of others ; it was fitting that they
themselves should be well instructed. The rea ing of the
