" TE Chicago Saah, Door and Blind Kanu-
facturera' Protectire Association" las been
recently formed with the object of keeping a
record of contractors, builders, etc., who are
likely te become customers of its members, and
form a black-list of those who prove themselves
untrustworthy. The membership le already
composed of about 40 firms. A simailar institu-
tion might be of considerable benefit in Cana-
dian cities.

REoENT advices from the north shore of Lake
Superior say that track-laying on the Canadian
Pacifie is . being proceeded with rapidly,
although under adverse circumstances. Snow
has accumulated on the road-bed to the depth
of four fet, and this bas to .be ehovelled
away before the ties and iron are laid. The
workmen sleep in tents, which require to be
moved daily, but notwithstanding these dis-
advantages two miles of rails per day are being
laid. It is said through railway connections
between Winnipeg and this city will be es-
tablished in about forty days.

THE Berthier Beet Sugar Co. will notmnake
any more sugar this season, as prices are too
low, but will reflne West India sugar. Recent
advices from France report that 67 out of 450
sugar refineries have closed; while 160 out of
800 refineries in Germany have also shut down.
This industry, which gives employment to over
100,000 bands is almost ruined ; caused by over-
production and a high protective tariff.

ExTENsIvE deposits of coal are reported at
different points along the line of the Canadian
Pacific in Manitoba. Some months ago the
employes in digging for water found that the
drill had penetrated subterranean gas deposits ;
lighted matches were held at the surface, and
the escaping gas igniting furnished heat for
one of the depots during the winter. The con-
fidenoe in the existence of immense beds of eoal
and petroleum in the vicinity of the Saskatche-
wan river is su great that a company bas been
organized, with R. F. Hurlburt, of Minneapolis,
as president, and machinery bas been forwarded
to Winnipeg.

RECENT advices fron Boston report an in-
creasing demand for Canadian limed eggs. Of
no importance to the dealer, but perbaps, in-
teresting to subscribers, will be the knowledge
tbat in certain cities, eggs, advertised as fres,
offered at a low price, are merely limed egge.
Limed eggs are fresh eggs bathed in a solution
of lime, thereby closing the pores and render-
ing them perfectly air tight, and liable to re-
main in a sweet state.. They are perfectly good
and harmiless, although in an attempt to boil
such eggs an explosion will occasionally
follow ; a catastrophe which can be averted by
picking the sbell. The exportation of eggs
from Canada to the United States amounts te
from 13,000,000 to 14,000,000 dozen anna-
ally.

THE BUDGET.

The exposition by the Minister of Fin.
ance of the revenue and expenditure of
the Dominion nwas of an unusual charac-
ter. Instead of confining his state ment to
the revenue and expenditure of the past
and current years and to the estimates
for the next, he devoted his chief atten-
tion to the comparative results of the
years when his opponents weie in office,
and of those of the past five years. It is
well-knoivn that the former were years of
most severe depression and the latter of
abnormal prosperity. There is little use
in dvelling on this branch of the Minis-
ter's statement. In regard to the revenue
for the current year it appears that the
customs revenue will be ?500,000 less
than the estimate, and! there will likewise
be a falling off in the excise-revenue. In
regard to the year 1885-6 it seems toler-
ably certain that there will be-little, if
any, surplus, as there are always supple-
mentary estimates ivhich will prolably
more than cover the surplus of estimated
revenue over the estimates, which have
been already submitted.

The changes in the tariff we have given
elsewhere. The fiour duties have not
beei increased, owing probably to the
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opposition of the consumers in the Mari-
timie Provinces. The sanie object would
have been accomplislied by a reduction
of the duty on wheat, but this again
would have been opposed by the farmning
interest. Thlîe result is that the Canadian
inillers are to be treated as heretofore
with great injustice. It is really aumusing
to read that branci of the discussion
which relates to the loans obtained in
London. It would bc imiaginel tlat the

price obtained for Canadian debentures
in that market was governed by the
\linister of Finance for the time being
and that lie is entitled to the credit of
placing a loan on better teris than his

predecessor. It is Well known that the
rate of interest has been gradually falling,
but there is no reason to doubt that all
our loans have been placed at the fair
market value of the day.

Tlie discussion of the National policy
question lias been exhausted. As we have
fiequently pointed out, thete are no free-
traders in Canada, and it is impracticable
to ignore altogether the fiscal policy of
ai adjoining nation containing a popuîla-
tion twelve imes as large as our own.
One of our most important articles of im-
poit, and which contributes largely to the
revenue, is sugar and the Minister of
Finance takes great credit to hinself for
the cheapness of that article which is
causing the greatest distress in our West
Inîdia Colonies, and which is owing to the
competition of beet root sugar. The
present administration lias done ail in its
power to enòourage the comipetition of
beet root with catie sugar, aiîhough we
learn that Germany lias imposed a dis-
criminating duty on Canadiai rye, whichi
it coùld not have donc had Canada
accepted the Gernian treaty. The most
serions question for consideration at
tle present time is the general demand
oit the part of' the Provinces for better
tetus. It may be safely aflurmed that ail
aire in the same category, and that any
concession to one will lead to strong pro-
tests from flic others. The charges on the
revenue are already quite as great as it is
safe to sanction, and it may be loped that
a cleck will be givento the mania for
public improvements.

TUHE SILVER QUESTION.

The President of the United States,
Mr. Cleveland, lias written a most excel-
lent, letter on the sub~ject of the sil-
ver coinage in the United States in
reply to certain members of Congress,
who are favorable to the imaintenance-of
the present law, which requires that a
certain amounut of silver shall be coined

monthly, and which lias had the effect of
heaping 'lli the. vaults or the federal
treasury with silver coins, which are
w'orth less than 85 per cent of the gold
dollar prescribed as the unit of value.
''le consequence,,as pointed out by Mr.
Cleveland, is that the flow of gold into the
treasury has been steadily diminished,
and that silver and silver certificates have
displaced and are noty displacing gold.
Thle result is that the sum of gold in the
Fecleral treasury now available for the pay-
nient of the gold obligations of the United
States, if not already encroacled upon,
ia perilously near such encroachmnent.
'IL is the opinion of the President that
such facts cati lead to no other conclusion
than that danger is impending and that
it is the jlain .duty of' Congress to avert
that danger.

Unfortunately, a large majority of the
Democratic party is unfavorable to the
wise recommendations el the President
of tieir choice. 'lie question of silver
coinage bas led to a complete party split.
The Iepublican majority with a Demo-
cratic minority sides with Mr. Cleveland,
while the Democratie majority with a Re-
publican ninority seem bent on bringing
about what must be the inevitable result
of the preserit policy, a silver standard.
Mi'. Cleveland avows that te maintain
and continue to use the mass of the gold
coin, as well as the silver already coined,
there must be a suspension of the pur-
chase and coinage of silver, and-that it is
not possible by any other method to effect
the object. Le warns the nation that
C prolonged and disastrous trouble"
would fall on the people in every State-
and city of the union, while, " saddest of

'al], in every workshop, mill, factory,
" store, and in every railroad'and farm,
"the wages of labor, already depressed,

would suffer still furtber depression by
"a scalingcdown of the purchasing power
' of every so-called dollar paid into the
" hands of toil."' The people of the United
States seem to be infatuated on the sub-
ject of maintaining silver as a standard,
and are lending their aid, without perceiv-
ing il, to the gold monometallists who
would desire nothing better than that
the United States should be driven into
the adoptioi of a silver standard.

It is hardly possible that a perseverance
in the present policy of Congress can
bave any other result than that predicted
by Mr. Cleveland, and wlen the time
arrives, which cannot bc far distant, when
'tliere will lie practically a silver standard
in the United States, Canada will neces-
sarily Le considerably affected by the
change. We have reason to believe that
of late United States notes have been

circulating much more extensively in
Canada than for many years previously.
At present their value is at par with Cai-
adian notes, but, should a silver standard
be adopted,there will be a loss of fully 15
per cent to the liolders. All debts due
by parties in the 'United States will like-
wise be decreased in value, so that those
Who l have business transactions with our
neighbors would require to exercise great
vigilance. It is to bc regretted that Pre-
sident Cleveland eau exercise little or no
influence over the national policy in re-
gard to the standard.

It is highly probable that the result of
the practical adoption of a silver standard
in the United States would be advantaý
geous te the countriies which adhere to
the single gold standard, as it would lead
to the exportation of the large stock of
gold no leld in Aierica. Our neiglhbors
will learn, too late in ail probability, that
their policy in regard to the silver coinage
is not likely to accomîplish the desired
object, which was the adoption of a double
standard by the civilized nations of the
world. Tlere is no doubt that, strong as
are the prejudices which exist in Eng-
land in favor of the single standard,
caused in a great measure by the fact
that it is a creditornation, and lias gained
considerably by the appreciation of gold
within the last few years, many converts
to the double standard have been gained,
If the United States lad adopted the
policy of France and stopped the coinage
of silver it is higlhly probable that the
common interest of the nations genierally
would have led to a solution of the diffil
culty.

THE RIVAL RAILROADS.

Although no intimation has yet been
given by the-Government that there will
be any proposition for further assistance
to the Canadian lacific Railroad sub-
nitted to Parliament during the present
session, yet on the asaumption that such
a demand will be made the opponents of
the company which is engaged in the
construction of that gieat public work
are indefatigable in their kiforts to injure
it. It is much toe c regretted that our
respected cIntemporary - the Berald is
e 1 ually unsparing in his abuse of' the
Grand Trunk Co., which is not an appli-
cant for aid froin the public chest, and
wyhich bas conferred benetits on tie people
of Canada to the full extent of ail the
assistance that it lias received. We do .
not propose to notice at any length the
attacks on the Grand Trunk Co., but we
think it only just to point out that the

early embarrassments of that company,
rom whicl - its shareholders, residing
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chicfly in the United Kingdon, suffered
so severely, were ow'ing to the Russian
war, an event wholly unforeseen at the
time of its inauguration, and, further, that
the subsequent postporemrent of the Gov-
ernment's prior clnim wa ,s made condi tion.
al on the company expending new capi-
tal in the construction of unproductive
works.

It is scarcely necessary ta point ont
the absurdity of charging the Grand
Trunk Co. vith bontuses given by muni-
cipalities ta riiilhoad comipanies wich ihad
at the tiie t.hey were gramr, no cinee-
tion with the Grand Trunk Co., but viich
were subsequently aialgainated ivith, it.
It is even mole absurd to describe the
mail subsidies given l'or sérvices per-
formed, as public aid ta the Grand Trunk

Ca.'

Co.
The attacks on flic Pacilia Co. are, ns

a rule, based on a total misconceptini of
circunmstances. If the sharehoeirs in
that, comîpany lid uncertaken ta muake,
aIl their acquired property liable ta its
utmost extent, for the carrying out of
their agreement vith the Governiment,

'there mriglit bc saine e.xcuse for tie
attarclks wiich have been made on theim.
Fromi the flirst inception of' the work, no
effort has been spared ta injure itin public
estimation, and ta disconurage capitalists
fron investing in its stock. iNevertheless
the company ias proceeded with such
vigor that the chief blarne throvn on it
lias been the rapidity of construction,
vhich, it las been llegeci, ias added ta

the cost ta the public. ve arc wiolly
linaware wirhether any negotiations are
pending between tie Governimient, and
the Iirectors of the Canadian Pacific Co.,
but wlat we do knrov is thant tei oppon-
els of the couipaiiy bave limited their
chargc ta a aisserftion that the comnpany
desire ta obtain the substitnti n af a
money for a land subsidy, in other words,
ta get the Goverimrent ta purciase a
portion af the public lands ta which they
rire entitled at t.ic price ivhich they have
allways been considecred worth.

I such aa dernand phould be made and
shrould came before Parliamtient past ex-
perience justifies ns in surmising that.
there will be arn attempt made ta impose
ancrons conditions on the 'comrpany as
was loie in years gone by in the case of
the Grand Trunk Co. It ought ta bc con-
stantly borne in mind ia thte Caadian
people as a nwhole lae a deep interest in
tihe success of the Cinadian Pacifie rail-
road, and that it would bc a fatal mistrke
ta clog it with any burthens for the pur-
pose of serving local interests. It will be
the duty *of the Government ta protect
the interests of the eirtire people by re-

sisting local pressure, and the company
cannot be expected ta sacrifice their own
interests.by incurring obligations wicih
would entail leavy pecuniary loss. We r
have offered the loregoing renarks, al-
though in total ignorance as ta whether
any measure for aiding the Canadian Paci-
fia Co. will be brought before Parliament
thissession, but ivith a thoroughr convie-
tion that it is the interest of the public
that the worlk should bc completed as
speedily as possible.

The foregoirig remarks were unavoid,
ably shut out of our last issue, and wve
have since hald the advantage of peru'ssing
a valuable paper froi the penr of Mr.
George Stephren, president of the Cana-
tian Pacifia Co., which ias been circu-
lated among the members of the Canadianr
Parliament. 'l'ie lontreaI Ierald lias
likerwise exposed the gross nisrepresen-
tations of the Tor'oato Globe in regard ta
the capital stock of the conpany. When
that stock was originally issued the origi-
nal subscribers, tihen terme " The Syndi-
cate," took amrong them $5,000,000 Or 50,-
000 shares at par, iaping, doubtless, that
they wvould obtain in Europe and the
United States the required capital arr the
same terns. This was found impractic-
able, and it became necessary, in order ta
obtain more capital, ta place the shares
at a considerable discount. The old
members, doubtless ta encourage others,
increased tieir hrolding, doubIing. their,
investmnenits, but at suci reduced rates as
ta feel themselves arr apar witi the nrev
sharelholders. The effect of tins arrange-
ment, as stated by Mr. Stephen, was thàt
the shares of the directors cost them a
mrucht higier price than the present
market value of the stock.

Mr. Stephen lias disposed most satis-
factorily of tie charges af building an
inferiorroad as well as of its great cost.
We regret our inability ta publish Mn'.
Stephens' letter at lengtlr, but the follov-
ing extract caninot but prove interesting
and satisfactory

It vs boldly stated
tiat altliougi .Ie rad wur'ild probably te
finisihcd, according to contract, if never could
possibly pay vorking expenses, and the resiilt
woiid bc tihat the Goverrnment would have te
take over flie iine froi the coipany, Ilr.(], if it
operated jr at all, it woiild bc at a loss te ile
cointry of sOmIe $s,000,000 anrnually.

These wild and disionest statements wrere
carefilly imblisied ii thir •ntwspaplers alt

over tire coitiry, and eginally crefully re-
puîblisied all aver England and the United
States, creatiig alirmur amrong Ire shareiolders
cf the comrpany, jid for the timne destroy-
ing confidence in the. sticcess of the enter-
plise.

THE GOLD RESERVE.

We noticed with satisfaction that Sir
Richard Cartwrighut called 'attention ta
the inacequate gold reserves leld by the
Governiment againrst the Dominion note
circulation, alhough we think that he
vould have exhibited morejudgmerit had

hre refrained fron introducing the subject
of the Savings Banks deposits, the two
questions being wholly distinct. Sir
Leonard Tilley made a very unsati.factoiy
reply, and ias only confirmed the opinion
ield by nany tilt ie ias not made a
special study of the currency question.

Sb' Richard Cartvriglt had pointed out

that, under the iav prior ta Sir Leonard
Tilley's aniendment in 1878, it was neces-
sary that for ail issues in excess of twelve
millions, gold should be held dollar for
dollar. The alteration of the law by the
advice af' Sir Leon.ard Tilley ivas ta hold
25 per cent lin gold and guaranteed de-
bentures, ivhici w'e are willing ta assume
nay ic considered equivalent ta gold.
The obvions defect in the scheme is that
the saine percentage only is required for
a redundant, as -for what may be called a
normal issue.

A normal issue we think may be fairly
placed at 40 per cent of the ardinary
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bank reserves, that being the amotunt
ihîich the banks are required ta hold. It
must be well 1'nown ta the Finance
Minister that the banks hold a much
larger amount of tileir reserves in Domi-
snion notes than tLhey are required to do,
wiici would be of no consequence whit-
ever, if the Government held gold in
proportion, but the effect of the existing
law is ta reduce the aggregate gold ield
by tise Government and the banks.con-
jointly, and this May at any tinme have
disastrous consequences. Sir Leonard
Tiley is reported as laving expressed the
opinion that if it were nsecessary ta hald

goid for every note issued is excess of
.12,000,000 the circulation would never
be in excess of that amount. Surely Sir
Leonard must be aware thsat the Bankît of'
Eigtand issues have been regulated foi
tei last forty years on that principle, antd
tiit tley have luctuated precisely accord-
iing ta the public requireients. It oughit
to be apparent that a percentage in gold
whsich is adequate f'or twelve millions is
wholly insuflicient for fourteen or sixteen
millions, and especially as the bulk of
the circulation" is leld by tie chartered
banks as a reserve ta meet possible
ssperative demands It is deplorable to
1End thsat the original policy on which the
Dominion iote issue wvas based, whici
n'as that of the Imperial Bank Act of
1844, lias been completely reversed by

ir beonard Tilley, and that lie seens oh-
stiinately deteriined to continue ta rest
oi a volcanso.

THE DRY GOODS MEN AND TUE
TARIFF.

Onse of the principal changes proposed
ins the Tariff is that imposing an acdi-
tional five per cent duty on "Costume
cloths, serges ansd sinilair fabries utinder
2.5 inches ivide," It wili be remembered
tiat this class of goods cause under the
Rterations made in tihe tariti in 1883,
ihiei the w'eighst per lineal yard was fixed

nlot to exceed 3½ ounces, this weiglt be-
isng deeined the most equitable line of
demiaikatioi between ý these and tie'
lighster class of serges and sisniar goods
emiployed for boys' and mens's wear. The
trade and the appraisers have mheantiie
grown accustomed to the order of thiings
thencreated wlen, for'purposes af re-
vensue no doubt,it isnov purposed to maie
the change above noted. Dry goods im-
porters sire too well acquainlted with fiscal
inethods anl'd requirements and by this
timse too accustomed ta tariff changes ta
comnplain much on the score of an in-
crease, although it must mean to each
and ail of thema a considerable reduction

in the profits of a season like the present,
when both sales and p'ofit.s are at a
minimum, and wihen expenses bear a
higher ratio to sales than they do in times
of greater activity,

As a partial. remedy it may possibly be
deemed niot inadvisable ta cause the new
changes, so far as they relate to carpets,
umnbrellas, parasols, etc., to talce effect
-say only fromu and alter the end of
the current month. Nearly ail the spring
and summler sales have long since been
made from samples, and wholesalers are
powerless ta recoup thenselves for the
increase.of duty. Goods to arrive after
the present month vould consist chiefiy
of sorting-up lots.

But there are other difficulties likely
to arise which practical merchants were
not slow ta toresee. There is, perhaps, no
class of importations more diflicult ta
classify than that included under the
general appellation of dress goods and
costume cloths; and the great varie ty of
makes, owing ta diversity of surfaces,
patterns, figures, names, etc., although
practically ail of the sare materials,
arie not unfrequently puzzling to the
trade themuselves. The definition of
what a " costume cloth " is, so as
to distinguish its approximations from
many goods unaflected by the new
alterations, is somethiing at which any
modest importer would hesitate. It is
notsurprising, tierelore, thatall the prin-
cipal dry goods importeras tiioughout the
Dominion are as one in their opinion con-
cernsing the proposed changes-in be-
lieving that they must lead to mu.:h con-
fusian as soon as gods begin ta arrive.
We have seen serges whicl must ience-
torth pay 25 per cent, side by side wLt
a"es of the same material which, oving
ta a stripe, spot or figure, are likely
ta pass at the old duty. And it
is not improbable that each recur-
ring seasoi wili add ta the numerous
titles given ta costume or dress goods.
Whten our victorious troops have settled
the Egyptian diticulty, the naies
SGordon," Khartoumi," Dongola," will
likely take their place-among Ottomans,
Foulles, Traverse Foulles, Etoile-Vichiy,
Jerseys, Nun's Cloths, Drap d'Habit, Pan-
amas, etc. 'The dfliculty in detining the
goods is likely ta be greater at the small-
er ports of entry and, as usual in cases
of doubt, many goods are hikely ta be
passed at the lower rate of duty. Under
the circumstances it may well be asked
why some possible compromise is not ta
be preferred ail rouhd,-to make the duty
an the entirejange of similar goosIS say
22! per cent i even such an extreme as

25 per cent wei-e preferable 'ta what is
proposed. Tie vincey question wvhich
caused ,o mucli trouble ta importers a few
years ago lias at length bseen effectoally
set at rest by the general 25 par cent
duty, r'ecently annouiced, ahhsougi tlere
are not waiitinig tihose who tiiiink the
change unnecessary, now that these goods
aie so clearly detiied.

I. owever troublesome the five per cent
advance nay prove, its power foir miscliief
caninot compare with the proposed addi-
tionmd duty on t.se cost of iiland trans-
portation, packing, shipping and other
expenses from the place of manufacture
tilt the goods are placed on the ship
which bears then direct to Canada. liow-
ever equitable, or desirable for purposes
of revenue, as applicable . Lo heavier
goods, it is to be feared tthat this change
wiIl reaiz, but- little ta thieGovernment
frin the dry goods business, 'while it
must open the way ta t raud and operate
against the ionest importer.

I siould bé remeibered on occasion
that the wholesale~inporter is not an un-
important factor in the internal economiy
of this country. It lias been to nuch
the custon ta ignore this fact in eilarg-
ing uion the importance of our national
industries,-the multitudes to which they
give employment and the large amounts
ofi money they dist;ribute in wages. IWith-
out for a moment pretending ta decry
the great benefits conferred ulpon the
people by the en couragement ta, and es-
tablisiment of, aur manufactories, large
and snall, wve cannot be blind ta the tact
that tise number of persans employed by
importing iouses is neither tew nor unim-

portant. With the exception of' two or
three higher hands in our mauufactories,
the duties required in imsporting houses
demand a higier grade of service,
superior intelligence and, consequently,
mnch higher nwages. The pay-roll of
somile of oui' large wholesale dry goods
bouses in Montreal and Toronto·night
challenge comparison witli some of the
larger ianutiftcturing establishments of
the Dominion.

THE EXCHANGE BAN;K

Sir Richard Cartvright signally failed
in*his attemsspt ta damage the Govern=
ment in respect to the Exciange Bank
loan by exaggerating the facts. He
dharged that " there had been gross im-
propriety il1 abandouing the clear and
eqntable legal right whichgihe Govern.
nient liad against Senator Ogilvie." We
do not profess t be aware ai' the precise
nature of the alleged guarantee of Senator
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Ogilvie, but for _ the sake of argument we
shall assume that it was given. Now on
that assumption the guarantee nust have
been that the Exchange Bank would
repay the loan, and, if so, the Government
must endeavor in the first instance to
obtain the amount froin the Exchange
Bank and, if the claini is a preferential one,
as is held by some lawyers, then justice
to Senator Ogilvie requires that it should
be enforced, and if the Government
sEhould neglect to enforce it then Senator
Ogilvie would clearly have a good defence
te any action against hii.

We are not now arguing whether it
ivould be right that the Government
should have a preference. That is a
wholly distinct question. Whatever may
be the law there will lie great hardship
to individuals, and as usual people will
take the view: that is for their own inter-
est. The creditors will naturally feel
aggrieved if the Government should
obtain a preference, while on the other
hand it will be very hard 'on Senator
Ogilvie, who lias already been such a
severe sufferer, to be held liable for a
guarantee given in good faiLh and the
giving of which is a proof of his belief in
the solvency of the bank. As Mr. Thomas
White very correctly 'observed, it is
easy to be wise after an event, but at the
time of the suspension of the Exchange
Bank there was hardly a second opinion
as to the paynent of the creditors in
full witLhout even a resort to the double.
liability of the shareholders. The sus-
pension of the E xchange Bank took place
on the 7th Sep., 1883, and the annual
meeting had taken place about two
months previously, wlen it appeared by
the statement submitted that the net
profits hald been about 22 per cent on
the capital[of R,500,000. There was a rest
of 60 per cent and an additional 30 per
cent at credit of the contingent account.
of the resources $150,000 were in Mont-
real city bonds, $105,000 inbank premises,
less $50,000 on mortgage or $55,000 net,
cash in band and in banks $356,991.
1Prior to the 30th April, $200,000 hald been
borrowed from the Government, and
before the end of May the $100,000 for
whicli special security was demanded and
obtained. It appears therefore that fully
two montlhs after the Government loan
liad been obtained the shareholders, at a
public meeting, were perfectly satisfied
with the report and accompanying state-
ments. It is of course a question, how
far it is desirable for the Government to
deposit so generally in banks regarding
whose actuý1 position it is simply impos-
bible that it can have any reliable infor-
mation, but we see no just reason to

censure the particular transaction which
was ma.de the subject of animadversion.
A perusal of the report in the Hansard
of the debate does not lead us to modify
the foregoing remarks. We have been
assured that Mr. Buntin never under-
took to give security for his loan, and we
are inclined to think that Sir Leonard
Tilley inust have mistaken some one else
for him. Mr. Ogilvie however would
be interested in establishing the fact that
he had that--there was a joint guarantor
ivith himself. Mr. McMaster, who has bad
better opportunities than any otier
member of making himself acquainted
with all the facts of the case, put them
fairly before the Iouse.

THE WAR CLOUD.

The strained relations between Eng-
land and Russia regarding the encroach-
ments of the latter country upon
Afghanistan, and the possibility of an
outbreak of hostilities at any moment,
have already had an effect upon the price
of wheat. 'Should actual war result
immediately from Russia's persistent ad-
vance towards India, the cost of bread-
stus would probably move upward,
as one of the Most important sources of
England's wheat supply tvould lie eut
off, and, this would largely increase the
demand for Ainerican and Canadian wheat.
Among the trade, the opinion appears
to prevail that there vill be no war; that
the appearences of a coning struggle are
deceptive, and will only lead the i buls "
into a trap. It is of course by no means
impossible that such may prove to be
the 'case. But what are the facts, as
they have been presented during the past
fewv days? Are net both Russia and
England straining their eyes towards the
disputed frontier of Afghanistan ?'Is it not
said that Earl Granville has shut bis eyes
tothe attitude of Germany, in order that
England' may be in a better position to
meet Russia, who lias deliberately chosen
the most inopportune momentas she sup-
posed, to pick a quarrel1 with ber old
Crimean foe ? So unnistakeably have
the events of the past week pointed to
a coming struggle between Great Britain
and Russia that the wheat markets on both
aides of the Atlantic have reflected the
gatheringof the warclouds,and prices have
become somewbatfeverish with an upward
tendency. Consuls have gone down,
and Russian securities are much lower.
It is to be hoped, however, that the ap-
prehended conflict, which in its conse.
quences would be fearfulto contemplate,
may be averted.

Two instrance agents of London, Eng., bavè
been sentenced to eighteen months hard labor
for forgery on an enormous scale. The pro-
posals and certificates of death were forged,als the receipts of the claims on the policy.

Å ARRIAGE assessment concern recently
organized in New Haipshire, and known as
the " Universal Benefit Association," lias come
before the public. Firom the experience of
similar fraudulentscliemes, its life will-besshort.

ANOTiEa snioke-consuming attachment for
locomotives has been devised. It is simply an
arrangement wherleby one-sixteenth of an inch
jets of steam are forced into hie fire-box from
opposite ends above the coals. This device
caises the sinoke to burn and also produces
additional ieat. It lias been claimed tliat it
saves coal, and has already been adopted by
several railway companies.

lieNRY Wallace, builder, of.-New Yorlc City,
a man of imlagnificeit physique, made alpplica-
tien to a well-known life insurance company
of that city for an increase of $10,000 te his
policy. The niedical exainers certified.; and
within ten days lie dropped dead of apoplexy.

TiE inadequacy of modern inventiveness, as
compared with the present luxuries of living,
vas forcibly illustrated in ic loss of life by
fire in a Philadelphia dwelling liuse recently.
Mr. King's bouse, built with ail the improve-
nients of modern times, wvas a complete home
for a family of wealih and fashion ; yet it
caughit tire uid burned down, carrying vith it
the lives of five of the innates. In the crowded
cities of America there are undouibtedly, many
houses repilete vihi labor-saving contrivances
yet destitute of ready inelns of egress in case of
lire.

AX INTEREsTING case was recently decided et
Oicago. In 1865 W. G. Swan insured lis
life, in favor of his mother, for $5,000; she died
in 1880, and lier intérest in tlc policy reverted
te the next ofkin. W. G. Swan hald a wife, and
in 1883, while the husband vas stili alive, the
next Ofkin, to whom the initerest in the policy
liad descended, executed assignmiients of tlcir
imîterest te the wife for a merely nominal con-
sideration. W. G. Swan died in January 1884
land the next ofkin who lad previously releaset
their imterest te tlie wie, then claimed that
there hald been le gift of their iiiterest te lier,
buit only a promise te give i te lier. The
Court.hetd, on the contrary, thlat the ir insacti<n
was a gift, and tiit a gift mîay bc elfected -by
any act suflicienît te prove the intentio to
coivey the interest perniaiently. ,

The proposed line of steamers betwi en Moi-
treal and Havre, caillinîg at St. Pierre Iliquteloti,
bas again been brouglit to piblic notice by M.
Hfenrique. This gentleman on the 9th February
addressed a. letter to the President of tle Coaun-
cil of the French Republie, accompaniied by a
petition fron a number of French Canadians,who exiress their hopes that France will vote a
subsidy te hallp tic undertaking. M. lenriqule,
spealmg from the point of view of a represc-
tative of the colony of St. Pierre Miquelon, says
thiat the islaind, as the hist vestige of the French
colonial empire in North America, is a natural
bond between their brothers in Canada and the
Nbother Country, and that if France cannot see
her way clear te pay a subsidy to the French
Canadian Cornpany direct, she might furnish
the necessary funîds te the island, the amoiunt
of the subsidy te bc hereafter decided upon.

The practice was te adopt a
firs namie, differing only by a single letter from
that of seme louse doing a legitimate business
then to have printed letter beads circulated
among the l armers, with a prospectus offering
prices for produce in excess of market quota-
lions. Thiey aiso eugaged in business Lunder
the name of the National Loan and Trust Com-
painy of Boston, assuring their victins they
banked vlwith that concern, and that drafts on
the samse would bho lonored. Unsuispectîug
irisers drew oni the cuncern only to have their
drafts retsurned. Under the title of the Ameri-
cain o-operative Go. they secured many vic-
tluns.

interior. Subsequently El lahdi eut cf com-
munication between the Soudan and the sea-
board, ced, his followers having possession of
the enCire gum country, the shipients ceasei.
Since the "Fase. Prophet'sIl arriva*l lu .the
vicinity of Khartoum practicalIy no gum-arabie
bas found its way from the Soudanese territory
.to the usuai markets, and ta price bas still

funther advancei te 25 and 30.centsper pound.
The importation of gum-senegar 'from Sene-
gambia, on the West-coast of Africe, Ias been
greaty stimula.d byýthe hjgh p'iceof gum
arabic. This gunr is similarsto the gum arabic

in nature and quality, and makes an effleient
substitute. But for this importation fron
Senegambia and the bringing into -use of sub-
stitutes of varions inferior gums the price of
sorts arabie would now be not less than 50
cents a pound. The supply of gum-senegal is
limitd, however, and its price is rapidly advan-
ing.

TiE PEopLE of Morrisburg have for some two
weeks past been discussing the circumstances
of the dissolution of Muinro & Capell, general
merchants, which took place the Brd inst. Mr.
llunro continues the business, and assumes the
firm's debts and collects outstanding accounts i
3ir. Capell speaks of emigrating te Texas. For
some'tire past lie had laid consideiible expec-
tations fron his uncle, John H. Munro, who died
childless about a month since, leaving quite an
estate, but the will was made almost exclusive-
ly inu favor of his brother and family. A liability
held by the uncle against Mr.apel's house and
lot had net been registered up te the time of
his death. It seems that about 18 months before
wlen the ilae partnership was formed, lie passed
over the louse and lot in trust fir'lis wife and
children, but thi3 deed also was not recorded.
After the declaration of the uncle's will an ad-
vance was obtained from a Hamilton loan com-
pany, for nearly ail the property would staud
outside cf the iife'sinteroest, and this mort-
gage was registered. Capell procured some
endorsements for the tirm and took a trip across
the border, -pending negotiations with his lato
partuer, leacling eventiually t toh dissolution
of the 3rd. Mr. Capell is a mn of cin meani
ability, and in a nie and lar'ger splere will
îirobably do well, especially in the absence
of great expectatious outside bis o wn per-
sonal endeavors.

li the lounted Police teeixpenditure ias been
icreased $40,024. That -was the result of

For Lightbouse and Coast Service in
1878 the expenîditîre vas 3461,067, and in 1881
$520,524 or ait inicrease, of $58,556, Since 1878,
I thin, sir, there is searcely an item of expen-
ditire ma by the Dominion year after year
of soimiethiig iike 5400,000 for liglhthouses, and
perhips $100,000 a year for maintenance, that
is moro lis ti le iterests of tie coin tiy. We
knrow that in 1867, wen confederation took
place, the light service of Canada was very in-
ferior to wiat it is ai presen t and during tle
earlv administration off the eprartient which
ltd crrge of tis expenditure ver large ip-
propriatitmis Nere made. Tie restut ia' been
to chteapen the rate of insurance tir vessels en-
tering the cointry, and to dimrinisi the risk of
the life of imarinters. B3y dimîinrishing the in-
sutance ait iiporls and reducirrg the r'ate on
products going eut of lthe country, I thiki every
cadid man will admit that there lias been i
direct gain te the Dominion. The next itei is

I take tie expIenditure for 1877-8 becaue it was
lowver in tlt yerui, and in my compîatious I
desire to be fait te h1ot. gentlemen opposite,
snd give themi the benefit of their lowest ex-
penditure. In 1877-78 tie expenditure wuas
3823,319. Last year il was $ 1,08 4,417, or an
increase of5261 047.

Whiat are th fats as le the causes which
have led te tbis inrerease of $2 61,0 0 0 lis six
years? One of the difficulties whicli must
be experienced in preparing civil service es-
timates is the ineviabie inrerase made under
the provisions of the Civil Service Act, by
whichr a large nurmber of our employes re-
cmived fifty dollars a year advance in salary.
For - tie last six years tiat is estimrtated
as follows:-425 civil servitts have received
fifty dollars a year advance since 1878,
or during tise six years $300 ec. That
sum given ta 425 emin ployes gives a total in-
crease of $127,500. Then under this head
of' expenditure lte salaries of oglicers of the
Geologica l Survey are now placed, whsereas
they were formserly paid by a direct vote of
the louse and did net appear under the head
ofcivil service appropriation. Their salaries
amount to 536,000, a considerable addition to
the expenditure under tins head. Then there is
the Eigli Commissioner's salary and contingen-
cdes, $14,000, and, hoivever inuch bon. gentle-
men opposite may object to thi expenditure, I
venture ta say that they willind the services,
wlietiher of the present memier or one of tieir
own friends, s. mcIh in Lite public interest that
they will not make a change. Then $4,661
paid to the Civil Service Examinoers were'
entered under this head. These saims Icave
about eighty thonsand dollars te be accounted
for. This amount may be set dovn ta an in-
crease in the number of civil servants. I heard
it stated the othier day trait the imber of our
employes ias about doubled. That is not the
case. The difference between 1877-78 and 1884
is just 119 or tw:ity men a year more in the
six years. The circumastances which warrant
that increase are many. The expenditure in
the Public Works Department last year, as I
have stated, was thrree times greater than in
1877-78, and every bon. member will under-.
ctand thait it is impossible to carry on an expen-
diture of three millions at the sae cost and
expense as onea million. Then with regard:.to
railways and canals, the - increaue je that
departmeht,'owing to.L addition to mileage in

the railways worked by tire Goverrnment and
the general increase of business as compared
with 1877-78, has wvarranted teic increase li the
cost of the departmsent. Then we comle te the
Departmsent of the Interior, and wien sales of
land, amounting to fotr millions, had to be
efflcted, the hDudz to bs surveyed, and all the
arrangements for settlement minde, il could not
be expected that the expenditure vould be as
low as during the live years whiren rily ''98,000
were received. With regard Lt the Post-Otiice
Departmiient there has.been a large inerease in
Ite numrber of employes, wlicb 1 thii i war-
raited. Whlra t is tie nature of tie duties lier-
foinied in 1881 compared *with 1878 ? In 1878
arrangements were nimde for the sale of mroney
orders only with Garet Brilinr, lie United
States, and Newfounrdland. Since tiat period
the money order privilege s been extended to
60 other countries. I may say to the whole
ci i1ized world. In the Suv ings Bank Depart-
rirent iltere has beeni ai -inîcrease of 41,147
accounts, the total nuiber now being 60,682,

1 and these entail air enorioius imunrt cf labor,
from the faet that when a deposit is made ain
acknowledgment is sent to every deposi-
or. 'This large addition to the business of the

departimrent, therefore, accoiits for' the in-
creased expenditure.

IN Trie FINANCE DEPAaTMEST
additional wior hins been caused minisly bytie
Savings bailns deposits having increased frein
Sil9ß922 in 1878 to $43,40G i 1884. lîn the
Militia Department the establislment of tire
seools of inantry nust neaessariy rdd to the
business of the dem twlient. Tire Audit depart-
ment is serîrate'and distinct, and niecessarily
rmore exipeinsive thain befre, because it i> murttci
more etiicient in its operation, and ivien the
business of tic country intereased somue sliglt
addition would be necessary then. Frous tie
C ustous Department we lave a record of in-
creased revenues collected and a general exten-
sion of' eustois collections lit Manitoba and the
North-west. Great vigilaned is required under
the Act of 1879 and this hiaving -thrown very
coisiderable additional work, or thse depart-
ment would account for tie licrease lu the stat.
The additional expenditure in the Iniand
Revenue Department is owirng ta the passage
if the License Act which adds éoisiderraiiy to
the work.
