Evers when these facts are cousidered it

will still bc a surprise to many to
learn that we consumed in Canada last

year between three and four times as

much sugar as in 1878, afd almost

four times às much as in 1877. While

tie popiE a¯re¯using more 'than three

tilmes as much sugar as 14- years ago,

the cost, exclusive of duty, has not inl-

creaséd 50 per cent. The sugar impor-

ted last year cost, duty paid, alnost

Ihe Same as one-third of the amount

cost, duty paid, in 1878. The follow-

25 pôunds per lcad in 1878. Ib iS
curlios to note that the clause of the
iIcKinley tariff whileh sceurdd free raw

sugar for thé United States, and inci-
deutally for Canada as Vell, has had an
important influence on the fortunes of
the island kingdom of Hawall. This is
hoW it is explained by the Ne w Y o r k
G un. Claus Sprcekles, the sugar specu-
lator, lias for manl ycars possessed

large~ fiuiincial Interests In the Islands.

Durinig the reign of Kalakand lie ob-

tained coadtrol of the public affairs to

sueL. an extent that it was impossible

for a cabinet to exist which lie did not

approve. Tiere came a day, however,
wlen other wealthy men formed an or-

gnilization and relieved the late king
fron bis fianlal liability. Mr. Spree-
kles finding lIs power and prIvlieges
in danger worked up the Wilcox revo-

luiion of 1887 and made an attenpL to
bring about annexation to the Unlited
States. The scleme failed, but the San
Francisco mlilionaire sicccded In re-

suming bis political couitrdi under the
lately deposeéd quceen, whom lie got
$125,000 in his debt. Spreckles was
still carrying ou bis sugar business un-
der the reciprocity treaty which ef t
Hawaii sugar duty free wile other raw

sugar paid 2c per lb.

Then came the McKinley bill and free
raw s ugar, depriving Hawaian siugar

Of its SpCeial advantage. The Haw-
niian sugar comupany's stock ceased to

puy dividends and the shares lost thoir
value. 'Spreeklos frigltened the sial]
holders witl assessmenîts and finally ob-
taUied the wiole -property. The United
States government pays a bonty on
sugar produced, in the republic. If
H nii shuk1l bLIcome a part of the
Lidted States, Hawaiian sugar would
receive a bounty as wcll us that of
Louisianîa.

It [is computed that this change of
relations would net Spreckles $5,000,-
000 dutriglit in the incrcased value of
lis stock in the above mcntloied coin-

pany. His total gains by the annexa-
tion Of the islands are compuîted at

$10,000,000.

FIRE INSURANCE For 1892..

The returns for the year show tlie

gceeral loss ratio to have been G3.46,

as against 61.93 in 1891, a difference

against last year of ofily 1.53 per cent.
The business df the Canadian compan-
ie. lias apparently fallen off, bu t this
is due to the transfer of the Citizens
to the Guardiai and that of the Royal
Canadian to the Alliance.

The Canadiani companics recelved

$930,483 in preniums and pald $654,-
779 in losses. In 1891 there was re-
ceived for preminums $1,362,010 and
losses incurred were $858,653. The
loss ratio for Canadian companiles ceaie
to 70.3G as compared witlh 03.01 in
1891. 'lie Britislh coipaniles recelved

in preniiumns $4,878,7G0 and pa Id. for
losses $3,010,136, giving a ratio af
61.6 against 01.77 in 189. Thte Ain-
erican comapanies received li preniumas

$704,181 and paid for losses $500,540,
the ratio of loss being 00.20 ngalns-t
60.80 the previous year. 'Going back
for five years the total business of the
Canadian, British and Anericai offices
combined, compares as follows :-1892,

Presideut and his Cabinet are not mis-
taken as to the effect of 'their action. It
is nuot 'inîtenîded to interfere witi importa-
tions origintatiing il canuda, and if the
work of sealing tiiei for interior points
of the 'Uni tedl States is too heavy for the

CouStuls to perfori, ait appropriation itiay
be asked of Congress to provide them

with assistance.

Teliey are cerfiainly more
palntable thon mutîuchi of the so-calledi
clarets and Rhine-wines imsportel, which
therc is good reason to believe have lind
very little of the pure ai' flhl grape for
their origin.
