gressive, and usndoubtedly mean to make good use of their cos-
troi of the crulde camphor of the worlid tu inisure a market for
their relined article. If is pointed ont that withiin a year the
treaty which China had with other countries regasrding distilla-
tion in Forms-t-nuow ntder the rulle of Japan-will cease, and
li thisevent if is quito probable ai export druty wili bo put on
ail crude, which wouîld seriously interfore with the established
business of the Germant, Englishi and Americant retiners, and
placo their own relined article in al pîreferret position.

- Tnu application of Charles Schoolhouse, a policyholder of
the Mutual Reserve Fund Life Association, for an injunction to
restrain the Association from colleeting its aîssessmnents as re-
cently reapportioned came on for iearing ln the Supreme Court,
New York, last week. After hearing atlidavits on both sides
andI a full discussion of the legal questions involved Justice
Cohien rendered bis decision, refusing to grant an injunction
upon the grounds that the plaintiff as a policyholdor bas no
standing to inaintain such an action; tiat if did not appear that
the plaintli' iad suifered, or ia lin dangor of suci injury as wouild
entitie him tu ain injunctiou ; that ail of the allegations of the
plaintiff were fully denied and overcobme by the afldavits pre.
sented on behalf of the defondant; and because the granting o!
ai inîjunction wouild be productive of great mischief and injur..
to the association ln the prosecution of its business.

-Tira position of copper abroad continues extrenely lealtlhy
Statistics show a further reduction in stocks at English and
Fronch centres, and the apparent Europeai suspply of copper i:
comparatively scant in quantity. Reliable advices note .n
enornous foreign consumption of copper, and contracts for armior
machteliiiery, gun mountings and increased naval defonse v
varlous goveriînments; addedu to he ordinary legitinate demantd
for copper, wil create an immense use of this article. On Mari
15thi, the total European visible suîppîly Of copper was 28,003 tons,
against 58,182 tons on July 1, 181)5, being a redtiuction of 30,179
tons in less than three years, DurirIg tihe first two anti a half
mIonths of this year the forelig visible supply of coppor de-
creased 3,952 tons. The rapid absorption of copper now goinîg
on througli the medium of varions trade channels is wortly of
the serious consideration of ail who ire interested in the metal.
Througlhouit the month just closeoi the London price of copper
never once got below £50, and If is a fact that the London market
cannot show a simîsilar record during the past thirteen months.

in the.spirit of compromise. It was realized that in a
large question affecting such a vide area of country,
with so muany conflicting interests we could oùly hope
to-work out the details of the tariff by giving and tak-
ing asrespecting the different sections of the country.
I believe the people will not asic us to do at once that
whbich would be a radical change, which miglt have a
disturbing imfluence on the public business. I thinlk
it will be admitted that frequent tariff changes are not
desirable. -Soiething in the nature of a tariff stability
is much to be desired. But it is not our intention to
make any numierous changes in the tariff at the present
session. In fact, so far as the rates of duty are con-
cerned, we have only one change to announce."

This seems to indicate an intention to effect, radical
changes in a future session, an intimation which,
though vague, is enough to create sonie degree of dis-
quietude.

The reven'ue for 1897-08 will. it is expected, leave a
surplus of $500,000, which would cover the deficit of

previous year. : The country %vill hear with satisfaction
thtatL it is not iitenled to borrow mîîoiey in any shape
or form for this year." Mr. Fielding defended the redue-
tion of the rate on Savings Bank deposits on the lines
adopted by lhis journal, viz. that, as money .could be
borrowed at less than 3 per cent, it was not prudent to
pay more, especially as the paynent of an artificial rate
enlianced the cost of capital to business men. The
Goverînment im this matter is lot open to censure,
thougli some regard it the duty of the Governient to
pay a bonus to depositors.

The Finance Minister claimuîed that the credit for se-
euring the denuniciation of the foreign -treaties last
year, was wholly due to the Goverînîtent of Canada.
Alluding to the unexpected extension of the preferen-
lial clause in the Tariff of 1807 to so nauy countries

ot intended to be included in its beielits lie said, titis
will all coue to an end at the close of July, " Canada
will tlien be free to confer the advantages of lier pre-
ferential tarif upon the Motler Country and upon
suich colonies us, in the judgnent of Canada, should be
admîitted." For the imonth of July the .preference of
25 per cent will be enjoyed by Gerinany, Belgium and
other countries, after then,

" A new section and a iiew schedlule will couie into
force whicl will provide tlIat lte preferential tariff
shall apply to Great Britain and also to the products of
anty British colony or possession. the tarif Of f hicl is
deemied to be favorable to the trade of Caînada. Under
Lis provisioni New Souti Wales and Britisl India will
be admilitted, as they now are, to the terns of: the pre-
fprential tariff. The section which il is proposedi to
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substitute for the existing section dealing with pre-
ferential trade reads as follows :

" Articles which are the growth, product ornanufac-
ture of any of the following countries when importeil
direct into Canada from any of stucli countries imay be
entered for duty or taken out of warehouse for con-
sumption in Caunada, at the reduced rate of duty pro-
vided in- tie .British preferential tariff and set forth:in
schedule "< D" of this act."

;'The new clause is so drawi as to confine the prefer-
ence strictly to the actual producta of Great Britain,
and those British possessions named in the schedule,
and only to such manufactured articles made therein
as in the production of which there has entered '" a
substantial portion of the labour of such countries."
This is clearly -iutended, and very wisely intended, to
prevent the purchase by Britih inerehants of. goods,

Made in Gernany," for the purpose of shipping thei
to Canada for entrance under the, new preferential
daties. ¯The JOURNAL oF Co13IECE first drew the at-
tention of the Governient to the necessity for such a
provision, as without it, and anless it is stringenîtly
enforced Geriau goods would be inported via Eng-
land,-and the .British aspect of the preferential ýclause
would be madenull and void. Familiar as we are with
the ingenious devices of Germani nuufacturers in imi-
tating the style, ýstamups, moake up, anid packagesiof
~British goods, which deceive even British retailers1 we
anticipate these being adopted to secure the importa-
tion of German goods as being British. The Goveri-
ment will do well to obtain a thorough knowledge of
this form of: business, or its good intentions towards
the niother country will be defeated by the-ingenuity
,of foreigu exporters.

Turning to the West Indies question,. the Finance
Minister expressed quite eloquently the desire of-the
Goveranient to assist in the solution of the difficulties
whicl beset those colonies-. Their sales of sugar to
Canada were only 251 millions out of the 330 mnillions
consuned, the balauce coming froma the.beet sugar
producing nations of Europe. . Those countries give
bounties on beet.suîgar exports which give themn a serious
advantage in competing with the sugar growers of the
West Iidies. The position at present and the changes

. proposed under the new tariff arc- as follow. What
sugar the Canadian refiners have been usingh has been
88,per cent raw beet sugar. upoii wlicli -the. duty hs
been 50 cents per 100 pounds. The.neew dutylis now
40 cents ier.100 lbs. oi 75 per cent sugar, and 1i cepts
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more for each degree over that, for each 100 ponads.
The new duty therefore stands thus on 88 per cent
sugar, which represents the bulk imported, the duty
for the first 75 degrees is 40 cents, and Ji cents for
each of the other 13 degrees, malcing a total duty of 59½
cents per 100 pounds on 88 per cent sugar, instead of
50 cents. After the 1st August next the West Indies
will be given the benefit of the new preferential tariff
of 25 per cent reduction. It is hoped that this advan-
tage over the beet sugar producers of Europe will
laraely increase the consumption of West Indian sugar
in* Canada. Whether however il will give the planters
of the West Indies better prices for their sugar pro-
ducts is a question tinie only cian answer.

The duty on refined sugar, testing at 99½ degrees, has
been raised front $t.00 per 100 poundsto $L24j. The
increase of duty on refined sugar will vary fronm one
twelftlh of a cent a pound on the yellow or soft sugars
to 2 4i cents lier hundred on granulated, an increase of
a quartor of a cent on the higher sugar and of 8 or 10
cents per hundred on the cheap refined sugars.

As regards tobacco it is intended after 1st July next,
to colleet duty on raw leaf tlron2h the Excise instead
of Customs, and al raw leaf is to be dutiable on the
basis of wltat is called in the Iniand Revenue Depart-
ment, " standard weiglht.' This iL is hoped will place
muanufacturers who dry tobacco before it passes out on
a level wvith those wxho are not able to do this. The
Finance Minister, with unusual frankness, expressed a
fear that the increase of duties made last year was a
mistake, as it had developed smuggling to a consider-
able extent.

The main features of th-i Tariff vill meet with the
general approval of the country. The restriction of
duty preferences to Great Britain and British Colonies
and possessions, is in harmony with Canadian sentiment.
Canada in making the proposed movement of syma-
pathy towards an imuperial Colony now in distress, will
cominand the respect of the whole Empire. The ex-
tension of a friendly hand to the West Indies will give
to the world a practical demonstration of the daesire of
the people of this Dominion to draw closer the bonds
of Imperial unity. We trust ià will lead the West
[ndies to adopt reciprocal action by giving some con-
cessions to Canada by which our trade therewith will
be very largely increased.

TEE DAIRY TRADE OF CANADA.

The Report of the Minister of Agriculture for 1897
gives an interesting exhibit of the work done by the
Departient in furthering the dairying interests of
Canada. The first section is devoted to a statement of
the regulations in force to proteet the country fromt
tha importation of cattle affected with any contagions
disease, a quarantine of 90 days being enforced on ail
those front countries where pleuro-pneumonia is known
to exist, and 15 days on ail ruminants and swine fron
countries in which foot-and-muouth lias existed during
the half-year preceding such importation. Ail animais
entered for breeding, feeding or stocking must.be in-
spected by an oflicial veterinarian, as well as those
passing in bond from the States en route to Europe.
For horses the raies are less rigid, but they must be
inspected at the shipping-port. There is reciproeity in
these iattere betwen thie Statç and Canada.

The arrangements for cold storage of butter and
perishable products going fron this rort to Great
Britain, includae assistance offered towards cold storage
warehouses at Toronto, St. John, Halifax, Charlotte-
town and Quebec, which iL·is expected will result in a
chain of cold storage extended over ail parts of the
country where it would be valuable. Contracts with
the steamship companies have also been entered into
to provide cold storage between here and Britisi ports.
These contracts provide that such accommodation shall
be furnished at a cbarge not exceeding 10 shillings, or
$2.50 per ton of 2,240 lbs. for butter and cheese, with
its equivalent space for other products, in addition to
the ordinary freight. Arrangements have aiso been
made for a like service on railways by refrigerator
cars. A bonus of $50 is aiso offered to creameries
where a cold storage roon is provided. By these ad-
mirable arrangements our dairy, fruit and mneat pro-
duats may now be so stored as to be available for the
British market in first-class condition. An excelleft
niove was made by sending a Commissioner to Great
Britain to examine the conditions of the markets there,
so that our goods may be so packed and be of suah
qualities as to mieet the requirements of old country
trade. Thi's the JOURNAL or COMMERCE has several
times insisted upon as desirable, and we are glad that
the Department has realized the force of our recon-
mendations.

ln order to bring these facilities and needs before
the dairymen, experts have bee engaged in visit-
ing farinig districts and tie creanieries to furnish in-
formation as te the best methods of mânufacture. of
storing and of packing dairy goods.

The following table froin the Board of Trade returns
of Great Britain for Il years, shows the total quantities
of cheese and butter imported into Great Britain. We
have supplemented this return by showing the quan-
tities of these products sent fron Canada. The ster-
ling of the English table we have converted into cur-
rency to facilitate comparisons:

n the years 1886 to 1896 inclusive. the total impor-
tations of butter into Great Britain were valued. at
$626,318,000, of this total the exportations from Can-
ada made $7,184,871. That is, .Canada only sold an
average of $t.15 worth of butter in Great Britain for
every $100 vorth imported. While too Great Britain
iucreased ber purchases of foreiga butter in the Il
years from 1886 ta 1806, by $36,014,000, an increase of
90 per cent, Canada only increased her exportations of
butter to Great Britain by $240,190, an increase of
only 37 per uent. *The cheese record is far more satis-
factory. The total value of the foreiga cheese im-
ported inta England increased in the 11 years from
1886 ta 1896 by $5,145,000; or 26 per cent, while
Canada increased her exportations of cheese to Great
3ritain in that period by $7,195,538, which is an in-

crease of 1CI per cent, which shows that Canadian
cheese'has been gradually crowding out other foreigin
cheeses in the British market. This raises the question
as to why it was that the demand for Canadian cheese

grew to such an extent, as the above table idicates,
while the demand for Canadian butter made sa small a
development ? The auswer is easy, though it seeis
not ta have been realized. Canadiin cheese became
more and more popular in Great Britain becausé of its
excellent and reliable quality and condition, while our
butter was not as suceessf uLt because its quality and
condition failed ta satisfy the British consumers.

Forevery$100 spenton foreiga butter in Great Britain
$1.15 goes ta Çanada, while for every $100 spent in that
market on cheese over $56 goes ta Canada. The dis-
parity will we trust be lessened now that the Depart-
ment of Agriculture has made, and is yet seeking ta
complete, arrangements .for producing butter of a
higher quality and placing it on the British market in
prime condition. The British market bas splendid
possibilities for our dairying interests.

A TRADE DANGER CREATED BY
PROVINCIAL LEGISLATION.

Besides the injury done to business by preferences
given by insolvent debtors whereby the general credi-
tors are usually robbed, another facility for defrauding
creditors is afforded by joint stock companies formed
by Provincial Statutes or Letters Patent. A a apt il-
lustration is now afforded ta wholesale merchants in
Prince Edward Island. By the law of that province
live persons or more may be incorporated by Letters
Patent ta be issued by the Lieut.-Governor in council
with a capital of $500 or upwards for any purpose or
object to which legislative authority extends, except
the construction of railways, insurance, trades unions,
or building societies. The conpanies so formed assume
a corporate name ; they are not required ta indicate
that they have a limited liability; but an act pro-
vided that no shareholder shall be liable beyond the
unpaid amount of his shares in the company. Take
now au illustration of how this act nay work, or
rather bas worked in practice. A body consisting of 5
members was incorporated under this act in 1896 with
a capital of $51,000 divided into 510 shares of $100 each.
It started with the capital apparently all paid up, for
the manufacture and sale of woollen goods, and carry.

ing on the business of general storekeeper. The
concern was apparently running successfully, and per-
sons dealing with it and supplying goods not concern-
ing themnselves -with the transfer of shares, or who
night be sharebolders from time ta time. Ia the
autumu of 1897 the creditors of the comupany, who
were principally Canadian manufacturers and whole-
sale merchants outside of Prince Edward Island, were
notified that the company vas obliged ta ask for ex-
tension but excuses were made for not then giving
creditors a statement. Meanwhile the goods of the
concern were advertised for sale at reduced prices, and
"great bargains" were promised. Now the act referred
ta provides that the directors of any company shall lay
bef ore its shareholders a full and clear statement of the
affairs and financial position of the company at each
general meeting. The creditors who are upwards of 50
in number having claims ranging from a few hundred
to several thousand dollars, could get no statement.

The atnnual statenent submitted ta shareholdeis in
March, 1887, vhich was iii hanids of some creditors and
of commercial agencies, was as follows:-

The book debts last statement, $36,110 good and
bad, are assigned ta accommodation indorsers and pre-
ferred creditors for some $1.0,000. Ontside the stock
shown in last statement it appeared that the comapany
liad pledged goods out of the store, sone of whiclh had
not been opened out of packages in whieh they had
been imported ta the amount of $13,660 at cost, and
these are held for a claim of $11,043, for money bor-
rowed.

The general creditors unsecured are principally
Montreal and otlier Canadian merchants, some 50 or 60
in number whose clains aggregate upwards of $46,000
and who are 4ow offered, 10e cash, The goods in store
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$18,300 or so were advertised on sale by tender by the
miîortgagee, ani the President of the Company now ad-
vertises that li lias bought these goods and is offering

Corner Bargainîs." The Company has ceased to do
business. 1t is high ime tie Dominion Parliamient
realized its responsibilities to the mercantile community,
and took the tecessary steps for protecting merchants
froni the frauds of preferences and such injuries as are
liable to be iifiicted by vicious Provineial -législation,
which, like the above seens designed to encourage
fraud, and to bring reproach upon the credit of Cana-
dians.

Pl>iOPOSE4 D [EMOVAL OF G.T.R H{EAD
OFFiCES TO TORONTO.

There seems good ground for believing that the
Ontario Goveîrnment lias been asked to consider a pro-
posai fron the city of Toronto to cede the site of the old
parliament buildings as a site for the bead offices of the
Grand Trnk iltailway. We recognize the adaptability
of that location for the purpose intended. It is im-
iediately in the rear of the freiglt sheds of the rail-
way, fron which it is only separated by a street. It is
also only a few lundred feet fron the company's pas-
songer station, and near to the city. The present pro-
posal is not a new one, it wvas discussed soie years ago.,
Another suggestion is that the large area on King
street, Toroio, once occupied by the Upper Canada
College, a short distance north of the first-naiied site,
be grainted the G.T. H. ont easy ternis. 'Tle title of that
land is however in question, anfd it is not at present so
clear as to render its transfer feasible before costly
litigation lias settled the title dispute. The incon-
venience of Iaving the present offices ai Point St.
Charles is generally admitted, the choice of that loca-
Lion -was nul a lippy one, thougli very econoincal, bat
it is not now so inconvenient as iL was before teleplione
days, and electric street cars. The age however is ait
impatient one, and we can hardly feel surprise at the
irritation catised by flic head ofices of the railway being
so far front the centre of the city and its central
station. The Grand Trunk has good reason then for
lesirinig to locito its offices at a more convenient point

in this city. The request for a grant of the northerly
part of Victoria Square as a site for ne\v ones to be
erected thereon, was rejected by theMontreal City Coun-
cil, and objected to very eariestly by citizens who are
naturally and properly jealous of alienating any por-
tion of our city parks fron their use as breathing
spaces. In view however of the alleged, and highly
probable, negotiations initiated for reioving the
ollices of the Grand Trnik Railway to Toronto,
il becoies the duty of our City Coticil to -take proipt
action to prevent so serious au injury to the prestige
and property and business interests of this city. Point
St. Charles would be ruined by such a transference, and
the business incoie of this- city seriously decreased.
The geographical question we do not regard as an im-
portant factor in this question. Toronto nay 'be nearer
the centre of the Grand Trunk Systen tian Montreal,
but, jlst:s a ian's brains are not located iu-the cen-
tre of his physical systen, but at ane- extremity, so a
railway coiipany may, find it equally as advisableè to
have its headquarters -fixed-elsewhere than-inthe-geo--

graphical centre of its systeim. The great lines of rail-
way in Great l3ritain do not have their lead offices
fixel on such a pian, neither do the great trunk lines
of the Uuited States. This city is the head of naviga-
tion; it is the commercial nietropolis of Canada;.hither-
to comes and frotm bore is distributed the greater bulk
of Canadian freight. The geography idea vill not de-
cide this niatter, but the econiomical interests of the
Grand Trunk iRailway, and its conveniences for the
management of its business.

We trust the City Couicil will realize the urgency
of taking soie steps to retain the Grand Trunk offices,
&c., in this city. Now that the Ontario Governient is
offering, or being pressed to offer, attractive induce-
ients for the renioval of the offices, &c., to Toronto,

there lias arisen a competitor whose pover and iii-
flueince aud means cannot be safely ignored.

THE CANADA LIlE ASSURANCE COMPANY.

ADDITIONS TO THE ALLAN LINE FLEEiT.

The proprietoi-s of the Allani.Line of ocean steamers,
to whoi this eity and all Canada are under enormous
obligations, are determined to show that private enter-
prise is equal to the task of providing a fast and splen-
didly equipped service. without aid fron the Govern-
nient. At no time has any company whose vessels lly
the British flag, or indeed any foreign one, lad under
contract steamers of equal tonnage to those being
built for the Allan Line. These new vessels are the
" Tunisian," " Bavarian" and " Sicilian," each 10,000
tons, and " Castilian" 8,800 tons, the aggregate ton-
nage being 88,800. The latter vessel is expected to sail
from Liverpool on Sept. 15th next, aad niake anorWer
voyage before navigation closes. The three remaining
vessels will b)e ready for service a year from this time.
The speed of the four steanships will exceed 16 knots
an hour, which meanus that sailing from here, say, on
Saturday will bring the vessel into Liverpool on the
following Saturday. If these vessels were to sail from
Liverpool on-Thursday morning the voyage to Mont-
real, which covers 2,790 miles, would be made in 7 days,
6 hours and 15 minutes, mean time, thus giving ample
opportunity for getting into Montreal on the following
Thursday afternoon, making all due allowance for stop-
.pages at Rimouski and Quebec, Canadians generalty
will regardthis addition to our steamship service with
the utrnost pride and good-will as reflecting the highest
credit upon native enterprise.

NEWSPAPER POSTAGE.
Postmaster General Mulock-bas introduced a Bill to amend

the Post-oflice Act in several particulars. The Bill contains
two provisions which are intended to offset each other in
their effect upon the revenue and the pockets of the people
and their convenience. One proposal is, to partially restorA
the postage upon newspapers, by inposing a -charge of one
quarter par cent per pound to cone in force on January 1st,
1899, and a second quarter of a cent on July lst, 1899. This
postal rate is however only to he charged on newspapers
which are sent for delivery at points over ten miles fron the
office of publization. The reason for this new imoost on
newspapers is alleged ta be the serions abuse of mailing
privileges by a certain class of publications. It is stated
that whereas in 1889 the weight of ne wspapers mailed was
ninemillions of pounds, in 1897 the weight was over sixteen
and a half millions.

It is known to all engaged in the publication of' journals
that no such increase, nor indeed anything approaching it,
lias occurred in the bona /Lde circulation of the recognised
organs of public.opinion. There have been a number of new
papers started since 1889, and ont of these some few lhave
been able to survive a few years. The great mnajority af
these new enterprises were of the most ephemeral character
they never had a circulation sufficient aven ta pay printing
expenses. Several of these were attempts to establish a coin
mercial and financial journal by persons who had proven to

b f ailures as editors or contributors ta established papers.
Thesa parsons having a degrea of self confidence in reverse
proportion ta thoir experience and ability, and a smnall an-
ount of capital. which they had not wit enough to keep safe,
started journals on the basis of sanguine hopes of, for once;
the necessary qualifications for successf ul journalisn being
superfluous. These ventures have caused the mail bags.to be
stuffed with papers sent broadcast over the country for ad-
vertising purposes, and to defraud advertisers by a show of
a circulation which was utterly -bogus. To use the Post-
office for a free delivery-of such papers is -clearly a fraud.
The Postmaste-General states that two papers had applied
for 5,500 bags costing over a dollar oach, and carrying .over
half a million pounds of matter all over the country.for
nothing. It would have beau better for such applicationsta
have beau investigated before being complied with, as this
would have disclosed the fact that soine enterprising adver-
tisers were using the Post-oflice nachinery to secure free
delivery of their advertisenents, which is an undoubted eva-
sion of the Post-office Act and a scandalous abuse of the news-
palier priviloge. No reputable journalist would couplain
were a restriction placed upon this practice, but it is a very
jast ground ,for complaint for established journals ta be
punished because some unscrupulous persons abuse the pri-
vileges of the Press.

As to the proposal to confine free circulation to an area
extending tan miles from the office of publication, we fail ta
see any sound reason for this. Those newspapers whose cir-
culation only extends to the immediate locality of publica.-
tion,are those the least entitled ta consideration in this re-
gard. They are hardly organs of public opinion at alil,
being mainly more distributors of local gossip -news, inter-
esting enough no doubt in the limited area in which they'
circulate, but of no public importance. The journals which
are as honourable to Canada, as they are serviceable-to its in-
terests; journals whiAi are powerful educational influences;
journals to which the mercantile community alil over the
country look for "light and leading ," journals which are a
necessity ta business men, especially to those distant from
the chief commercial centres; these publications circulate
largely, not in a tan mile radius, but wherever an intelligent
mercantile community exists in Canada.

The new act proposes to discriminate against thsse invalu-
able publications, whose services are invaluable to the whole
country, in order to give exclusive privileges ta those of a
merely local, and non-influential, and little serviceable char-
acter. . Such discrimination would lie practically a special
tax imposed upon the highest class of public journals. It
would he a tax upon suparior enterprise, and superior ability;
a tax also ou the larger experience and capital engaged in
the production' of high class journals. The Government.
would say by such a special tax, "If you confine your read-
ing to a locally issued paper, we will deliver it ta you freae,
but if you wish to enlarge your mind and your sphere of ob:
servation by subscribing to a high class journal, we will
make you pay a special tax for such au indulgence of a wiser
judgment."

The plea that free newspaper deliveries are:made at the
expense of the taxpayers, is ývery shallowé All 'tax payers
now-a-days are subscribers ta some one or more journals.
Tb give immunity from such taxation as newspapers involve
ta those who do not read the journals of the day, is ta give a
direct privilege to ignorance, which is hardly in harmnony
vith the tône of public opinion in Canada., The proposai to

reduce the rate -of postage ta two cents an ounce as 'an offset
tô the postal tax on, newspapers, is the reverse of the policy;
adopted in the old -land, where the abolition of the staup.ta: .
on. newspapers was-nearly coincident with the establishmentý
of-penny postage. As. education spreads more letters are
W•itten and more newspapers are subscribed«for. Tôen..
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courage the former effectof enlarghig intelligence, and atthe
sane time to hamper the latter seemasto us avery inconsistent
policy. We should be glad ta have a two cent per ounce
rate adopted for inland letters, but ta handicap the circula-
tion of newspapers in order ta securethis lower rate,is not in
the public interest. Ag we have said, the abuse of the Post
office by making it the free distributor of advertising inatter
is a subject calling for attention, and any well devised plan,
of a thoroughly fair and equitable nature, would have the
port of every reputable journal.

Between the opposing influences of European depression
and American activity, Colonial wool, according ta state-
ments made, has changed its value par bale, fron £12 ta
£111 a decrease apparently quite small yet heavy when the
low range of prices is considered, and most unwelcome ta a
grower in a year of unexpected losses from, perhaps, the
nost destructive drought on record.

RAILWAY EARNINGS 1898.

The statistics given in Dun's Rleview of railway earnings
for first quarter of 1898, show them ta have exceeded those
for iany past years. Since 1892-3 the railways have had
largely decreased receipts, the lowest point- having been
reached in 1895, when for the first quarter, they fell ta $140,-
972,433 compared with $160,582,900 in 1892. In 1896 they
railied somnewhat having reaehed in the first quarter $158,-
628,610, thon a slump occurred last year when they dropped
down ta $147,526,354. This year a remarkable advance was
made up ta end of March, the unprecedented figure baving

been reached of $169,442,198, which is about 19 millions in
excess of the average for the saine quarter for many years.

CANADA LIFE ASSURANCE COMPANY.

The annual meeting of the Canada Life Assurance Company
was held on Wednesday, 80 h March. The following is a synop.
ais of the report and flnancial statements.-In presenting ta the
shareholders their fifty-tirst annual report, the directors are
gratified In announcing that the company has fairly shared in
the somewhat lmproved condition of the business of the country,
as will be seen by the statements and accounts now submitted.
By these It wIll be observed that the company bas transacted a
larger business than during the prevlous year, and has increased
Its clear surplus by no less than $197,098 05. The applications
for new assurances during 1897 nunbered 8 066, for the sum of
$6,185,996, of whIch, however, 266 for $)21,00) were declined,
the lives net appearing up ta that standard wiilch It la In the In.
terests a the comp4ny's other assurers should be maintained,
and as 191 applications for $373.860 were not carried out, the
issue of the year was for $5,291 ,636, under 2,603 poliles, exceed-
ing 1896 by 578 policies for $18J,980.

The total bîuslness ln force at tie close of 1897 was $72,719,-
555.29 of assurances, under $ t3.407 policies, upon 24,469 lives.

The claims by deaths phId durlog 1897 auounted to $*70,168.45,
and endowment policies for $!28,046.92 having niatured, tiese
sums, as well as $38,481.29 for protits, $L45,4ll.18 for surren.
ders, and au annuilty of $100,000, making in ail $1,263,M7.84
were pald to policyhuiders during the year.

T*he incomq receipts of the year were $3.958,272.83, and de.
ducting therefrom ail paynents to policyliolders for claims by
death, for profits aud for natured endownent policies, as woll
as ail other outlay, including expenses of management, there
was left the sum of $1,272,486,05, which increased the conmpany's
assets ta $18,618,915.67.

As appears by the abstract of assets and liabilities, after pro.
viding fully for the necessary reserve for aIl policies of the com.
pany, and for ail its other liabilities, there ia shown a surplus of
$1,564,082,05.

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TIE PREsIDENT's ADDREss.

The President, Mr. A. G. Ramsay, in moving the adoption of
the report, said

The directora' report and the annual accounts and statements
have for some days been ln your hands, and have now beau
taken as read. While the report is brief, lt contains, I think,
along with the varIous published accounts, all that la requlred ta
enable those lnterested in the company te judge'of Its progress
and success ln the past year The addition iuring 1897 of uear-

half a million dollars to the surplus or profit fund la a large
and satslfactory one, and without invidiously comparing it with
the Ilgures of any otlr partlicular company, I may say that It
was more than was attained by all the other Canadian companies
combined. The new business of tlq year was, you will observe,
of satisfactory and gratifying amount, and ln excéss of the pre.
vieus year, and you vill be pleased te know that it la of that de.
sirable clasa whlch wlll result more te the protit of the company
than wousld a larger amount obtained at heavier expense, or
from less desirable regions than the healthful climate of Canada
and the four northernStates to whilei we have thus far deemed
it judici.us to conflue the opprations of the coipany. The ex.
lsting assurances are $72,719,555, or nearly twice as much as they
were telve years aao. The death claimis of the year continued
at very favorable amount, and being well withlu whîat was ral-
culated upon, that fact testifles to the care observed in the selec-
tIon of the lives and te the judiclous limitation of the business ta
the healthful climates already alluded te.

The recent lamentable fallures of some of the companies do-
ing business on the assessment systeu, and the anxiety fait as te
the others which are based upon the same fallaclous principles,
lead me tu point out that these occurrences are only the inevi.
table resulis which were froni the first predlcted by those whose
knuowledge and experience enabled them te jusdge of what the
future of companies of this kind must be. At our meeting lu
1887, when concerna of the kind ware making strenueus efforts to
establish thiemselves in Canada, I alluded te the miserable fall.
ures they had been in Englansd and ln Anerica, and I said that
their I ephemerai existence ludicates how useless the asessment
system of assurance la as a famiily provision. It can only offer
the uncertain hospe of a cieap assuranea for a fow years, till the
comupacy breaks down. It cannot afford ny guirantee that a de.
finite amoulit et assurance vill certainl'y ie paid te a widow or
children after au assurer'% death, whether that occurs at an early
day or a distant one, and without suich a guaratnteeas that, which
our own and other sound companies o<fer, life assurance must be
a fraud and a delusion." I addd thiat " I was awara tIa agents
and managers of compaules of the kind pointed to the names of
prominent business and professiomail manr who have jined them,
or whto at as tieir directors, but as sme of them at all events
allowed their naines to be emnployert in that way simply be-
cause policieslbaveabeen gratuitously given to them, one eau
judge hlow little weiglt siould attaclh te the naines ofthe gentle-
men tehus used te decoy others to join such cmupanile." One
cannot euvy the feelings of the proimuent gentlemen alluded te
who indueed persuns te take policies in companles tf the kind,
fromn whlch'tiey are now driven out by their failure, or by the
levy of such high paymonts as they are unable te muer.

As the accounts show the year's income was witnlu a trille of
three million dollars, and the assets of the company were in-
creased te the very cunsiderable amnountt of nearly nineteen mil-
lion dollars, aud yleldinig. after dedurting liabilities of" every
kind, a net surplus or profit of $1,5,U82 for allocation at tIhe
end of next year, aloug withs whatever addition there may be
made te it between now and that timue; and as th management
and other exps-ues Iy whichs the profita of pollIcyhIders are
very largely influenced contiule te lie of a more inoderate per-
centage than that of any other Canadiau or Aneriean com-
pany, the prospects for our assurera are of a favorable char-
acter.

It la antlcipated that legislation will be lntroduced by the Gov-
erument moifylig the present 4% percent rate of interest pres-
cribed by law as tise basis fer lite assurance reserves,and adopting
the new mortality tables based upon the observations and large
experience of the British lusurrance comupsanies, la course (if com-
pilation by the Lustitute of Actuaries ef Great Britain, and I may
say on baialf of the board in reference te the amendmeut to the
charter, alluded te in the dîrectors' report of last year, that the
directors purpose te avail themselves of the occasion of that
lagialation to sesk such amendments te the law as may meet the
board' requirements.
