THE CHURCH AND CHRISTIANITY.

The foliowing extract from the Church (Anglicsn)
IHera'dis the Catholic doctrins of the Cburch, minus
the Visible upity under a Visible head : —

Wordp and names in common use bave ali a ten-
dency to lose their proper deficite signification, and
to be uged so &g lo include other meannings not
strictly connected by tbe term employed. The
natural resolt of this is, thet the ideas of those who
nae the words become clonded and raisty ; and otker
notions eotering into the mind, the original meaning
of the term is posilively lost. This i3 the csge with
the word ' Ohureh’ Formerly this word bad s very
definite cnd exact signification; i: meant a certain
gociety inatitated apd founded by our Lord, with its
proper Officers, Rites and Creed. into which persone
were admitted by ouve Sacrament, and maintained
their position and privileges thercin by other Sacra
meuts, acd by possessing » common Faith: its es-
gential ontward and visible form weas unity, preserved
by coufessing the common Faith, and participation
in the common Saoraments. It was a necessary ides
that the Ghurch i3 ooe, and that one instituted by
Our Lord, that no other associstion or community
kas auy claim to thie title: no voluntary society
founded and formed by man could be a Oburch, even
though ench association professed to hold the true
Oreed, and claimed to administer rites imitating the
true Bacramenis.

Now, bowaver, & different meaning is attached to
the word. Itis now msde to mear, notthe com-
munity iostitated by OQur Lord, but systema of
sheology; the word Oharches, in the plural ia uaed,
not ag in the New. Testament to signify particular
congregations of the fuithful, in various towns ac
countries, all in commaunion with one another, ard
poctions of one Oatholic Cburch, but separand
bodies baving their owa particular forms of belicf,

stituted for it, Very many persous bave altogether
ceased to believe in the Church of Ohrist, and have
gubstitated a belief in Christianity in itaplace, They
look for salvation throagh believiog ina the.ologi?sl
ayslem, ip the place of union sand communion with
Christ through His Body, the Chureh. - Ia a‘word,
s philosophical aod theological aystem is pat in the
place of the oune Spiritual Body, the Church ot
Obrist. The idea upon which this way of speaking
is founded is thbis: that the Bible is mot only the
gource and origin of all doctrine, but that all doc-
trine and all the faith ia cantaized in its pages; and
that this volume is given to the world that men may
gathor from 1u 81l they ate to believe ; and still fur~
ther, that each reader of the Bible i3 boih uthorized
and competent to extract this doctriae for himeelf
without any exteroal guide or teacber. In otber
words, that God has made His revelation to men by
means of a Book, and by tbat Book only; which
Book each person is not only at liberty, but ulso is
pound, to intespret for himself,

Thiz potion involves in it the necessary conclasion
that trath i3 entirely Subjective and not Dbjective.
It i3 not that revealed Truth i3 one, and we are re-
quired to receive it as coming from God; but that
we are to Search it out for ooreelves, draw it from
the Bible by a aystem of induction, in iike manner as
so'antific men draw conclusions respecting pre-historic
times by iogpecting and comparing flint and broozs
implements of the primitive inbabitants of a country.
and the bones of extinct animals, which are found
in caves, kitchen-middens, and later dwellings For
gince we have no Creed in the Book, we have no
summary of objective truth laid down, nor does this
seem to have been the purposs of the writers of the
New Testament : the contrast between the Creeda of
tha Qatholic Church sod the New Testament 13 too
obrious to need poimntisg out.

Nowkers is objective trath categorically stated ;
nowbere is the doctrine of the Holy Trinity defined ;
nowhere is consabstantiality of the Son aad the Holy
Ghoat with tbe Father expressly affirmed. The
nearest approach to & Creed is that given by S, Paunl
(I. Gor., xv., 3); yet this goes pot into such do°-
trines as the aboue—it only states certain facts in
the life of oor Lord.

Zven 8. Joto's Gospe!, the most doctrical of the
Pour, never directly asserts eitber of the primary
rriths respecting the Holy Tricity—for the Arians
a3 well a8 the Catuolivs accepted bis Goapel—nor
were they defined oc iaid down 83 necessary to
galvation until the Council of Constantineple, A.5.,
381.

This brings us to ioguire what did Our Lord teach ?
end what do the Gospels teuch?

Accrrdiog to modern potions, Our Lord was the
Founder of Uhristisnity, of a 1e'igious and theological
gvstem ; bat we look 1n vain throughbont Our Lora’s
teaching to find any such syatem, nor does the New
Testemen: ever speak of such a sysfem B3 we eall
Chr'stianity. Our Lord taught His disciples to
believe in Hiwsclf, Himseif as God Incarnate, as
taving died and risen, and Wao will come to julge
the world. He taught belief io a Persoa, novina
syatem; in certnin ac*3, ot certain words, angd this
teaching t2e Apostles carried ont. They tavght
t Jeaus and the Resurrection. 8, Paul proclaimed to
the Athepian3 tbhat ‘God batb appoioted a day, in
the wtich He will judge the world ia righteousness
by that Man whom He bath ordained, whereof Heo
bath given assurance tnto all men, in that he kath
raised Him from the desd.’ Thia belief inonr Lord's
Persan icvolved of course, a oelief in i3 being the
Son of God in some wonderful but ucexplained
macaer, for we do noi find that He ever alluded to,
much less expiaived, the Mystery of the Incaraation ;
He spoke of His Dzith, Hiz Resurrection, snd His
Comiog to Judpmect. Qunr Lord'a Sermon oo the
Mouat, His Parables and Discourses were not the
Inying down tke doctrines ot a rew religion~of
Chrigtianity—but were chiefly pointiog out the line
of conduet, the mode of ife, which would ensare His
favour in this world, snd & place ia His futare
Kingdom. Itis on what He did, far mote than on
what He said, that the ealvation of msnkicg bangs
Ee wrought out salvation in His owa Person in His
Life, in His Death, His Reaurrection, and His Agcen-
sion, But Ha did something more: He founded a
Kiogdom of Grace, by means of which these scta of
Hi3 become so far the property, sa it were, of each
individoal member, that they procure His salvation.
Our Lord did wot found Ohristianity, by believing
which man is eaved ; He founded the Oburch, as a
Kiogdom of Grace, in which union and communion
with Him ia attained, and the members of that King-
dom participate in His acta and life. This Kingdom
is esseatially. necegsarily a Kingdom of Grace; it is
the means of communion with Himself, and uoion
smong the members. Accordingly be iastituted four
1?) Sacraments in His Oboreh as means of com
monicating grace to the membara io general, and
one to constitnte a Priesthood in particular; Baptlism,
Absolutiop, the Eucharist, Unctivn of the Sick, for
atl; Holy Orders to constituts the Minwistry—each
Sacrament with its pecaliar grace attached to it;
they were to be the means by which HIis own acts,
done for the salvation of maunkind, were to be ccm
muonicsted to the faithfol, Ouor Lord's teaching wrs
chiefly taken up with eaforcing Faitbh, Obedience,
Charity,

Agaio, Ouor Liord did not write a book or com-
mand Hig disciples to write booke, which should
contain a Theological system acd enunciate certain
dootrines which were to be believed aud accepted,
aod by believing and =ccepting which ealvation
wonld be attained. He did not order a book to be
written and lupg among mackind for them to gather
the true Doctriae of Himself aud of the way of salva-
tion. Oa the contrary, He commissioned g certain
order of men; He gave them Divine gitts, and eu-
dowed them with supernatural powers, and 8aid,
tGoye into the world, and make converta of all pa-
tions; sdminister My Sacraments, and teach them to
observe ail My precepts.” He institnted His Chureh.
He did not ingtitute a theological syslem which we
now call Chriatianity. Contrast this with the Pro-
testant iden of Christianity, as that instituted and
taught by our Lord—the notion that all the mesns
of salvation are comprebended I holding a certain
get of doctrines, believing in a certain form of words.
It ia the subatitation of an intellectunl process of the
mind, far tha gpiritual ous of the grace of God acting
on the spul; one whereby man honours bis own
Savious by evolving in his own consciousnvess hia
scheme of salvation, in the place of a gpiritual onion
and commurion with the Head of the RBody, the
Ohurch, Thia Protestant spirit, the subatitutisg of
intellectual for epiritual, the putting of a eystem in
the place of Chriat, is that against which 8. Panl so
strongly warna the Collossiang, that of being ¢ vainly
puffed up by their fleshly mind, and not holding the
Head, from which ell the body, by jeints and bands
baving nourishment ministered, and knil together,
increageth with the incresse of God.” In a word, it
is that system of Gaosticism which i3 so continnally
denounced by 3 Paul, and which was the bans of
the Church in her earlieat days.

The tofortunate woman
has sizce died.

THE COUXNOCIL.
(From the Vafican.)

There 1s certaioly no deliberative assembly 1o
tbe world 10 which men would fisten with patieoce
to arguments, almost 1dentical in form and sub-
stance, reiterated by fifty or a bundred speakers
in succession. Yet tims takes place, without a
sohitary protest, n the discussions of the Vatican
Cuouncil.  Wien men tell us that Holy Synod 1s
not free, we bave a right to ask them what they
mean. Already, m the first nine sessions, thirty-
six addresses, most of them occupyiog from one
to two hours, bave been delivered on the schema
De Romano Pontafice, and it 1s probable that
pearly one hundred more remam to be beard.
These speeches refer ouly to the genmeral ques-
tion ; the details will aftermards be discussed,
lioe by line and word by word, by tbe same
speakers. And nobody will complain. Yetn
our own House of Commons, which some people
copsider the model of dehberative assemblies
such prohxity wotld be promptly restrained by
impatieot cries of Divide ! While n the French
Chamber of Deputies the proposal of a hundred
orators to repeat one after avother the same
observations would be met by indigoant shouts
of Allons donc ! And it would not eccur to any-
body to say, in eitber case, that freedom of
debate was improperly checked.

« All the Bishops,” says the Memorial Dip-
lomatique, quoting 2 telegram from Rome of the
24:h of May, *who were abseat from the Public
Sessinn of the 24th April, when the Pope pro-
mulgated the Caoons relating to the Taith, bave
successively, on theic return to Rome, adhered
by writiog to lhe vote adopted by the Council
io that Session. Mor Strossmayer, who had
been spending a foriniglt at Naples, was one of
the first to transomt bis written adiiesion to the
Cardinal Legates.

¢ Op the 24th, the ffty-eight General Con-
gregation assembled. The speakers were the
Bishops of Sion (Switzerlawd), Urgel (Spain),
La Counception (Chili), and Guastalla who all
spoke 1 favour of tbe defimtion. The Chihan
Prelate, who spoke without notes, is said to bave
produced a deep impression by his cocdempation
of Gallican ideas. Seven more Bishops obtamned
leave of absence, chiefly on grounds of health,
ncluding the venerable Bishop of Montauban.
Tt is said that nearly 100 Bishops, knowa to be
io favour of tbe definition, will be absent when
the vote is given.

«()n the 25tb the fifty-nnth General Con-
gregation was beld. Mass was said by Mgr
Blanchet, Archbishop of Oregon City, United
States. The Archbishop of Westmmster then
ascended the pulpit, and aldiessed the Council for
about an hour and three quarters, in the name of
the Commission de fide, of which he is a member.
His Grace 13 said to have displayed a learning
and eloquence which were wuch admired by the
august assembly. The Bishop of Galway then
spoke in favour of the definition, and fisally some
observations were made by the Bishop of Chf-
ton.

After an interval of two days, during which
the Feasts of the Ascepsion and S. Philip Neri
were kept with great solemnity, tie Sessions of
the Council were resumed. The sixtieth General
Congregation met on the 28th, Mass was said
by the Archbishop of Tours, after which Mgr
de Senestrey Bishop of Ratisbon, addressed the
Council in the name of the Commssion de fide.

Tue MoNTREAL © WiTNESS” oN ParaL
INFALLIBILITY.— We may perhaps assume that
our contemporary pretty fawrly represents the
average theological attammments, and logical acu-
men of the evangelical section of the Protestaet
community. The objections that he urges
againat the dogma of Papal Infallibilily may n
that case be assumed to be those which most
paturaliy present themselves to bis co-religionists.
We purpose sayiog a few words therefore upon
this subject. '

¢ No more, or greater provocation to the Di-

ness of June 161h, than this dogma of Papal In-
fallibility ; in otber words, no greater isult can
be offered to the attributes of God, than to as-
sert that the Pope 13 so guided, and restraioed
by the Holy Ghost, as to be preserved {rom error
when, addressing the Church, be defines a ques~
tion of faith or morals: for thts is the whole
extent of mfallibility tbat is claimed for the
Pope. No one prefends that he is 1mpeccable,
or that of himself he enjoys more immunty from
error than does any other theologian, or bishop.
All that js attribuled to bim, is attributed to the
Grace of God : miraculously, and in wirtue of
a special promise of Chrst, preserving bim from
the errors into which, not so preserved, he would
be liable to fall, and would probably fall.

Now 1s this an jnsult io tbe Divine Majesty ?
and if it be, why 18 it so? Is it because the
Pope is a mas? But St. Paul, but the Apos-
tles, but the Evauogelists, were mere men : aod
if to attribute to them infallibility, or immunity
from error on matters of faith and morals be not
gecessarily to iosult God, then oeither does it
necessarly follow, that because the Pope 1s a
man, as was St. Paul, as was St, Luke, as were
all the Apostles and Evangelists, it 1s to isult
the Divine Majesty to attribute to him the same
immunity from error on particular questtons, and
under certain circumstances, as that which we at-
tribute to the Apostles and Evangelests.

1t can oot therefore be merely because he 1s
a man, aod as such naturally faliible, that 1t 1s
blasphemous to attribute infailibility to the Pope :

s | for on questions of faith and morals most Pro-

testents will cite St. Paul as an wfzllible au
thority—and yet St. Paul was a man.

But St. Paul was iospired by the Holy Ghost
we shall be told : and God no longer graants the
assistance of the Holy Ghost to men. Eighteen
hundred years ago men might bave been infalli-
ble, and ther infallibility might have been insisted
on without outiaging the Divine Majesty, or,
robbing God of His pecuhar attributes: but it
s blasphemous to pretend that in this nineteenth
century, God has the same regard for the spiri
tual wants of His creatures, and takes the same
care of His Clureh, as He bad, and didy a long
time ago, before the dags of railroads, and elec-
tric telegraphs. The age of miracles has passed :
so alzo bas the era of all direct, superpatural in
terference with the epiritual affairs of men.—
This m its last analysis, s the real objection
which Protestants eatertain 2s against Papal -
fallibility. Tt is the argument agamst miracles.

The Papist on the other hand contends that
God 15 as able now to protect His Clurch from

.erroneous teaching, as He was in the days when

St. Paul wrote a letter to the Christian converts
at Rome: and that if He does not do so, it is
because He does not please to do so; or be-
cause, having once started His Church, and set
it a=going, He is content to fet the concern—as
the Yankees would say— ¢ run itself.” Butt is
a fact, recorded n history, that Chnist promised
His assistance to, and continval presence with
His Church, not for one century only, or for two
centuries, or for any limited period, but for al/
days even unto the end of the world: and Pa-
pists believe that Christ cannot lie.

The Papist’s provocation lo tbe Divine Ma-
jesty, than which no greater can be imagiced is
amply this: That he takes God at His word;
and believes that, 85 in the first century, He by
the Holy Ghost raised up infallible teachers for
His Church, so also ¥le continues to work in
the nineteenth. The peed of such teachers is
as urgent to-day as it was when, wriling to the
first converts at Corinth, St. Paul warned them
against the divisions that even then were begn-
oing to creep in amongst them. As e those
days one man sad 1 am of Apollos,” so to-
day oge man says ¢ I am of Luther, a Luther-
an:” another ¢“1 am of Calvia,a Calvimst”
another %I am of Wesley,2 Wesleyan Me-
thodist : and anotber %1 am of Pusey, a Pusey-
ite and High Rituahist :” and yet again another
«]am of Comte, a Posttivist ;” and thus divi
sions abound, and without an infallible living
teacher, men cannot agree amongst themselves
what to believe, what to do,or wherein the reve-
lation once given by Christ conssts. 1s it then
to ipsult God to hold that He, of XD infinite
mercy to His creatures, Whom He so loves
that He submitted Humselt to death, even the
death of the cross for their sakes, has not aban-
doned them, but is still present with His Church,
miraculously preserving her from ertor.

% Miraculously® we say, aed it 1s this which
preserves the dogma of infallibilty from all taint
of blasphemy. Were we to attribute Papal im-
mumty from error to any virtue ichereot in the
man, we should indeed be guilty of grossest blas-
phemy : as be also would be guilty of the same,
who should attribute the infzlhbility of St. Paul
to the man and not to the Holy Ghost working
withio him. But of tius crime we are not guilty ;
because, if of the Pope we predicate under cer-
tam circumstances immupity from error, we do
80 1 child-like reliance upon the promises of
Christ, and, render unto Him, and to Him only,
all the praise, and all the glory, We attribute

vine Majesty can be imagmed? says the Wit |

to the Pupe m short; nothing more thas our
censors themselves attribute to men like Sto-

Paul, St. Maik, and St. Luke. To these,
evangelical Prolestants attribute mfallibility
the same sense that we attribute it to the Pope
when speaking as the head of, and addressing,
the Church on a question of faith and morals ;
and-if, as the Witness asserts—¢ hitherto * *
no ooe has authoritatively claimed fallibility—
an attribute which belopgs exclusively to God”—
then the Apostles, then the writers of the several
Gospels, were not iofallible ; and % no more or
greater provocation to the Divine Majesty can
be imagined ¢ than the attributing to them an
attribute whieh belongs exclusively to God.”

But‘ the Protestant will reply we are guiltless
of blasphemy against God 1o this matter, even if
we be in error as to the fact of inspiration, be-
cause we attnbute infalibihity not to the men,
but to the Holy Giost enhghteniog and guiding
them. Erven so says the Papist. Even if in
error as to the fact of Papal infalliblity, we are
gultless of any outrage on (zod’s Majesty ; be-
cause we attribute Papal iofallibility, not to the
man, but to the Holy Ghost, guiding “him, and
keeping um from error.

The Clencal Disabilities Bill was carried
tbrough its second reading 1 the House of Coms
mous by a tmajority of 137 to 56, on the 26th
ult. The object of this Bill 1s to allow ministers
of the Apglican denomination, if they see fit to
change their religious opinioss, and to give up
their preferments and situations, ‘o retura to the
world as laymen, and to engage i any pursuit
which it is legal for any other layman to engage
in.  This, as the law stands, is at preseat for
bidden ; for the rule s, * once 2 clerzyman, al-
ways a clerggman,” though, of course, this
rule applies only to the recipients of episcopal
ordination, and, we believe, to persons ordaned
mimsters in the Church of Scotland. At all
even:s the law of Eogland is as stringent as that
of any Catbolic coustry with regard to the en
forcemen? of obligations contracted on embrac-
g the religious life; and 1t 15 to relax these
obligations that the new Bil has been intro-
duced.

Should it pass, the greatest gaipers, ina
world!y point of view, will be the converts to
Catholicity of marcied men from the ranks of the
Anglican clergy. These, as married men, with
famihes, canoot recerve Orders in the Cathelie
Church, Laymen they are in fact, and laymes
they must remain ; and yet by the law of Eng-
land as at present it stands, they are forbidden to
foliow the ordinary pursuits of olher laymen, be-
cause of their having once been ministers of the
Established Church. They way not practice at
the bar ; they canpot qualify as physicians or as
surgeons ; all the professions to which by educa-
cation, and antecedents, they are best svited, are
rigorously closed to them. Tke consequence 1s
that many of these gentlemen, well born, highly
educated, sccustomed to all the refinements of
life, find themselves with wives and children de.
pendent on them, reduced to a state of positive
destitution—so that we bave heard of cases in
which some of them nave been, and are still,
compelled to eke out a precarious existence for
themselves and families by bawking through the
streets ma‘ches, photographs, and other small
wares. Now though the prospect of this change
to men who are in earnest about their souls, will
not prevent others [rom dowg as so many of
their brethren have dooe before them, or from
throwing up thewr preferments, and casting away
all their worldly goods o follow Christ—yet shall
we be glad if a change of the old oppressive law
should enable converts from the ranks of the
Protestant clergy, who chance to be married
mep with families, to earn an honest and re
spectable living for themselves and those depen-
dent on them.

Converts from the racks of the dissenting
clergy are not liable to the restrictions imposed
by law on converts irom amongst the minisiers
of the Established Church,—~the law not re-
coguising the validity of Metbodist, Congrega-
tional, Baptist, or non.Epicopal ordinations. —
The recipients of these are, as before the law of
Eogland, sunply laymen, aond the relief, there-
fore, which 1t is propesed to obtam by the newly
introduced Bill, will apply ocly to persons re-
tiring or receding from the raoks of the Govern-
meot clergy.

and cffice-bearers, with a number of otber official
personages, lhe carringe drawiag *Sr, Jean
Baptiste,” bringing up the rear. The carriage
was drawa by two grey horses and was decorated
with evergreens aod Hags surmounted by an
eagle. The representative of St. Jean Baptiste
was a fine little boy, son of Mr. Grenier, who
was dressed in sheepskin aod carried a cross.—
To the music of the baands, the procession filed
into the ¥rench Church, where high mass was
celebrated. At the cooclusion of the service
the procession reformed, and proceeded to Viger
Square where 2ddresses were deltvered by pro-
minent citizens, The lwwe of procession was
crowded with people, and the whole affair fermed
a very grand spectacle.

Oune of the most interesting novellies intro~
duced into the procession this year, has been
made by the Rev, Father Verreau, the Director
of the Normal School. Thts gentieman brought
his Canadian Archaological and Antiquarian
knowledge to beatr by causing to be pamted by a
competent artist a series of elegant bancers bear-
g the coats of arms of the Frecch pobles and
eminent men connected with the Province pre-
vious to its junction with England. These com-
mence with Laval, Montmorency, and end mth
the Marquis Montcalm, and include the armorial
bearings of Contrecozur, St. Qurs, Lemoine De
Moateaac, Levis De Sallaberry, Dollar Briaut,
Ioerville, &c., &e. On one side of each of the
standards is the corooet of the noble, and on the
other a lighly illuminated peopon with the ap-
propriate name in the church text of the 14th
ceptury. "The manner in which the Rev. gen-
tleman’s desigos are carried out are highly cre-
ditavle both to him and the artist.— Herald.

InssENse CoNFLAGRATION.—At a little be-
fore eleven o’clock p.m., on Tuesday 21st uit.,
another of those fearfully destructive fires that
have visited the city of late burst out and spread
with amaziog rapidity, out this time over a mcch
Jarger area than any fire that has occurred i
Montreal for years. 1t was first discovered in
about the cemtre of the St. Gabriel Planing
Milis of Messrs. Tucker & Sons, immediately
south of the canal at St. Gabriel Locks. In a
few minutes that vast factory, and the saw mill
adjoining, Wit all their oumerous piles of lumber,
were enveloped 10 one solid sheet of flame. A
light portherly wind blowing at the time, whieh
the heat had greatly augmented, drove the fire
southwards with terrible bavoc, and the flanes
soon commupiczted to other buildings i the
vicinitye The wmost noticeable of the many
buildings destroyed, are the large Door aad Sash
Faclory, together mith a great amount of lum-
ber, owned by Jobn Ostell, Esq., Architect and
Lumber Dealer, St. Gabriel Liocks ; the Planing
Mills and Sash TFactory belonging to James
Stearer & Co., corper of Segneurs and Ri
chardson streets ; two blocks of houses belonging
to Mr, Ostell, cne bloek to J. E. Mullen & Co ,
a large brick house the residence of Mr. Andrew
Shearer, of the above firm of Shearer & Co. ;
in all about twenty dwelling houses were tofally
eonsumed.  The extent of the fire reaches from
the Canal, or the ncrth, to Centre street on the
south, and from Mecntmorency street on the east
to Seigneurs street on the west, including the
greater part of three whole blocks or squares,—
Tte only bmlginz of importance saved within
these limits 13 the Steam Saw Ml of James
Shearer, on the coroer of Cenlre and Montmo-
repcy street. For the first hour Redpatl’s
Sugar Refinery was greatly endangered, as the
wind blew partly in that direction, but owing to
the sireouous exerlions, not only of the regular
firemen, but of tle employees conoected with the
Refinery, who were about 130 strong with some
2000 feet of their own hose, succeeded, with the
help of a slight cbange of wind, i turning the
course of the devouriog element. The extreme
rapidity with which the fire spread, the extent of
its ravages, the lurid flames shooting up 13 every
directicn, roaring in their savage frenzy, aod the
whole surface presenting one living mass of fire
and flames, made 1t ose of the most terrible
scenes witnessed 1n this city for many years.—

Tkig
amepdment reguires 1the monarch 1o be elected by an
absolate mnjority cf all the Depatiez of the Cortes
whose clections have been confirmed, 411 the Moot
pensiarists voled with ke mincrity. According to
the Bill 89 votes, or more thas ons-furth of the
nuwmber of Deputies, woul@ be snfficient for the nee
raination of e monarch. Accordiog to the &menc-
ment, the mwmimum pumber of votes peceasary will
be 170. Marsbal Espartero replied to-dsy to the
manifesto of hiz partisans, atating that he peither
couid nor onght to aceept the Crown.

JoNs 4. — Marahs] Eapartero bas written to several
deputies requesting them to ceeee their exertions oo
hig behslf, adding that he shonld reinse the Orown if
eleeted by the Cortes, on account of hig age and of
the divigion of partiee.

{ipfied, Afier 1bis it appeared 88 if his patience
were worn out; he would eat no longer.

His
powers here gave way ; he shricked in his struggies,
and ceased to breath with his last lock on the grave.
